Director’s Report” Randy Engstrom reporting
Lara and Randy are going to present about the Creative Advantage to Grantmakers in the Arts’ Arts Education Funders Coalition Forum in May. ARTS will be one of the first city departments to start performance based budgeting and ARTS’ managers are currently working on performance metrics. The final meeting with the LHPAI transition team is this month and ARTS will move forward with the 501C3 application process.  ARTS will be increasing its temporary and public activation work this summer. ARTS wants to work with the commission to think of ways to use art as a strategy to address gentrification, homelessness, and poverty.  Commissioners would like to have guest speakers along these topics. Suggestions included inviting; the Human Services Commission, Sanctuary Arts Center, Casa Latino, Mockingbird Society and Homeless in Seattle.   
Civic Poet Update: Kelly Rodriguez
Commissioners and ARTS staff have been working with city council and the Mayor’s office to re-instate   a version of the poet populist program. The new program will be a Civic Poet position, for a two-year term, with a $10,000 stipend. Poets are asked to provide a workplan where they will talk about how they will engage Seattleites with poetry.  Commissioners suggested that ARTS host a online repository of the poems. 
FED Update: Terri Hiroshima  
 The FED will be adding members who can advise on cultural district work. The FED will also be answering the question, “what does success looks like in the Central Area,” in regards to a Cultural District. The next Central Area Cultural District meeting is scheduled for April 30th. 
CDO Update: Huong Vu
The nomination window for the Mayor’s Arts awards is the month of May.  The SAC and Washington State Arts Alliance are co-hosting a candidate forum for the city council elections in October.
