Approval of the May Minutes

Director’s Report: Calandra Childers reporting
At AFTA this year, Lara will be receiving the AFTA Emerging Leaders Award and Kathy, Liz, Randy, and Jason will be leading a breakout session on racial equity at AFTA.  The Turning Commitment into Action Racial Equity Cohort is full with 13 arts organizations represented. Square Feet Seattle 2015 was June 1st and there were over 150 people in attendance. The Mayor’s office convened a group to talk about the UNESCO City of Literature bid and the application is moving forward. The Civic Poet call received 21 applications and a poet will be selected next month. ARTS received 400 nominations for Mayor’s Arts Awards this year.
