Waterfront Presentation: Marshall Foster, Eric Fredericksen
Marshall Foster, the director of the Waterfront office, updated the SAC on the current progress of the waterfront redevelopment. Currently the project is a 1.07 billion dollar program with 730 million dollars in infrastructure. The city plans to remove the viaduct in 2017 and build a new surface street on Alaskan way. The city will also replace Colman dock and help with the expansion of the Pike Place Market while Pier 62/63 will have basic repairs. Eric Fredericksen, the waterfront art project manager, gave an update on the commissioned artworks for the waterfront. Currently ARTS has the following artists under contract; Buster Simpson, Oscar Tuazon, Norie Sato, Steven Vitiello, Ann Hamilton and Cedric Bomford.  Marshall Foster will return to the SAC in May to get direction on programming models for the waterfront.
