In reply you are advised that if an offemse contrary to state
law is suggested, complaint should be made to the Prosecuting
Attorney of King County. If unlawful discrimination is suggested,
complaint is properly addressed to the Washington State Board
mhu Discrimination.

The conduct of the representative of the realty company you
complain of is not in my opinion an cffense against any city ordi-
nance and I can only suggest that if you believe such conduct
should be expressly prohibited by law, that you and your organiza-
tion should so inform members of, and candidates for, the State
Legislature for consideration at the 1963 session thereof.
