Seattle City Light Chief of Staff Noel Treat welcomed the new City Light Review Panel members.  Members, staff and observers introduced themselves.

There was a brief presentation and discussion of City Light Review Panel roles and a preliminary work plan based on Ordinance 123256 that established this group.  It was proposed that generally, the Review Panel will have several background briefings for the first few months, provide advice on the public involvement strategy in July, and then engage on the upcoming strategic plan issues from August through November.  There was a mention that City Light is considering hiring a third party facilitator to work with this group.  There was a request for information about how the 2008 proposed strategic plan was developed; what worked and what didn’t and how the community involvement occurred.

There was some information and discussion of recent rate actions, new financial policies and a rate stabilization account recently established by Council and the possibility of the need for another rate decision this year.  There was a request for information about how rate processes work.  Members expressed their interest in being involved within the limits of the time allowed by the schedule.
Members also expressed that it would be helpful in future meetings if they could receive a glossary of terms, an outline of upcoming briefings and presentations, key contacts and information resources.  They asked that agendas allow adequate time for Review Panel members to have discussion during the meeting.
