Call To Order
The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m.

Welcome & Introductions
Karen Reed welcomed everyone to the meeting and began with a review and approval of the agenda.  The agenda was approved.
Approval of Minutes

Karen asked the Panel to take a few minutes to review the July 21 draft meeting minutes.  Debbie Tarry moved to approve the July 21st minutes.  Motion was seconded by Stan Price.  The motion was carried unanimously. 
Presentations / Information

Julie Ryan wanted to make fellow Panel members aware that she will be a consultant for EDF Trading (a subsidiary of EDF Group) and will be helping to manage their power marketing. David Clement was in attendance to provide commentary on the PowerPoint briefing showing information on City Light’s load forecast, and its power owned and contracted.
Tony Kilduff of Council Central Staff, provided the meeting with a City Light Governance 101 briefing.
Phil Leiber, City Light’s Chief Financial Officer, gave a Powerpoint presentation on the Financial Services Business Unit.
DaVonna Johnson, City Light’s Human Resources Officer, gave a presentation on City Light’s Human Resource division.  DaVonna will be back with a workforce plan presentation later in the next month.
Karen Reed led the Panel through a discussion to frame up the strategic plan.  She used initial feedback from the Panel on planning categories and priorities in framing the vision and mission for the Panel.  The group discussed the high level workplan for 2010 - 2012.
