Call To Order
The meeting was called to order at 2:30 p.m.

Welcome & Introductions
Noel Treat, Chief of Staff for Seattle City Light welcomed everyone to the meeting.  He introduced Jorge Carrasco, the Superintendent of Seattle City Light.  
Mr. Carrasco thanked the panel for their valuable time and input and for serving on this panel.  He spoke to the panel on four important goals (i) the importance of making the strategic plan a reality (ii) how to address our challenges going forward (iii) how to reach out and gain support within important sectors of the community and (iv) our aim to reach a final plan that will be accepted by the council.
Noel then introduced the new panel facilitator, Karen Reed.  Karen provided everyone with a brief background of her experience and expertise in facilitating panels such as ours.  She spoke on developing the review panel charter and groundrules, and will be setting up one hour interviews with each of the panel members in the next few weeks.

Approval of Minutes

Presentations / Information

Phil Leiber, Chief Financial Officer of City Light, provided a preamble to the group for the upcoming presentations from Steve Kern, the Power Supply & Environmental Affairs Division Officer and David Clement, the Integrated Resource Planning Director.  
Power Supply & Environmental Affairs (P.S.E.A.) Presentation:

Steve Kern, Seattle City Light’s Power Supply & Environmental Affairs Officer, gave a presentation to the panel about the divisions under his stewardship.  His group is comprised of six operating divisions, including:

Integrated Resource Plan (I.R.P.) presentation:

David Clement, Seattle City Light’s Integrated Resource Planning Director, walked the group through the Draft 2010 Integrated Resource Plan presentation.  The Integrated Resource Plan has three main objectives: (i) to have sufficient power supply for reliability and low costs (ii) to meet I-937 and other regulatory requirements (ii) to have the appropriate mix of cost and risk.  The I.R.P. looks at strategies for the type, amount, and timing of new resource acquisitions to meet the utility’s electric load. The current I.R.P. is nearly finished and will be transmitted to City Council in September.
Decisions/Issues/Action Items

-
As a follow-up to the PSEA overview, the panel asked if they could get further clarification on the rated capacity versus firm; the times when you have power to sell, when you need to buy; a summary slide of the Firm versus Total capacity of average Hydro versus other types of resources in the inventory (ie. capacity, average, firm capacity). They also asked for more information to explain Deferred O & M.  It would help if they could see examples of how it is different from regular O&M.
-
The question arose on whether we have too many resources.  At a later meeting, perhaps we can provide data such as capacity vs. energy production by the major resources.  Also it would be nice to see a history or forecast for residential vs. commercial load.

-
The question was asked “What do our customers think of us?”  Suzanne Hartman advised the panel on the favorable results from the JD Power Survey which she can share with the panel.

-
The question was asked if there is time or money to obtain more input from customers? Suzanne Hartman advised that we may be able to do focus groups.  Noel Treat said that finding ways to engage the public is an assignment for the Review Panel.
