e Wear clothes with sleeves that is suitable for working in outdoor environment and does not have explicit or
disparaging messages and images.

e  Report anything found of value: Money, wallets, purses, jewelry, credit cards, ID, etc.
e No weapons, including knives of any size.
e Be respectful of your fellow workers and others.No rude, or crude jokes or comments. This includes
any racist, sexist, homophobic, or other harassing language.
e No visitors are permitted at the worksite.
e Lunch will be provided ata designated area and only at that location.
