Track record of success: The City of Seattle has funded the creation of over 13,000 rent- and income-restricted homes in neigh-
borhoods across the city over the last 35 years. 

Quality and sustainability: The City invests in high quality housing that is built to last, and meets the statewide Evergreen Sus-
tainable Development Standard, providing significant energy and water savings that benefit the environment and low-income residents.

Long-term affordability: City-funded housing remains affordable for at least 50 years. Buildings are owned and managed by 
community partners, with long-term oversight provided by the Seattle Office of Housing.
