This week community clean team focused on two large emphasis areas in addition to the various litter and trash 
pick-up locations citywide.  The two emphasis areas included: Oxbow Park and Denny Park.  60 additional Clean 
Cities sites were also completed. The following summary includes Clean Cities work accomplished by Parks/SDOT 
Clean Cities Crews.
