Week in Review 

Due to the holiday and district cleanup recovery, this week the community clean team focused on only one large 
emphasis area, Myrtle Edwards Park, as well as the various litter and trash pick-up locations citywide. There were 50 
additional Clean Cities sites were completed by the Parks Clean Cities Teams and 22 additional sites were completed 
by SDOT crews. The following summary includes Clean Cities work accomplished by Parks/SDOT Clean Cities Crews.
