Week in Review

This week the community clean team focused on two large emphasis areas, Gateway Park and Magnolia Manor Park
as well as the various litter and trash pick-up locations citywide. The following summary includes Clean Cities work
accomplished by Parks and SDOT Clean Cities Crews.

By the Numbers:

Trash mitigation completed at 80 locations by Parks/SDOT crews, and 46 additional locations by SDOT crews
2,014 needles collected by Parks Crews

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e Magnolia Manor Park: 10/14. CW district held their jamboree at Magnolia Manor Park. The crew cut back
invasives in shrub beds using hedgers and loppers and cut blackberries off the fence line. Many ornamentals
were marked with orange tape to preserve them from being cut. Several trees were limbed up for site lines.
A section was weeded, laid burlap and mulched. The truck driver was scheduled to remove brush generated

the following day.
