The contractor shall not ship
Remanufactured parts unless specifically approved by the Purchaser.

2. CORE EXCHANGE/CHARGES

Where a core is applicable to a product being purchased, the contractor shall: (1) Cost the new item purchased at
the state contract price less the core credit. (2) Accounting for cores will be accounting method separate from the
purchase transaction. Our expectation is the contractor will follow up with the purchaser in the event a core has
not been immediately made available for pickup.

e  Review the impact of this award and take the necessary steps to ensure adequate coverage and contract
compliance.

21. IMPLEMENTATION PHASE
Contractors will be allowed a 45 day grace period during the implementation phase of the contract to ramp up
resources. The implementation phase is defined as the time for the contractor to plan and implement any new
business processes in order to answer to the need laid forth in this contract.

Under Chapter 39.76 RCW , if Purchaser fails to make timely payment(s), Contractor may invoice for 1.0 percent
per month on the amount overdue or a minimum of $1.00.

1.1 ACQUISITION AUTHORITY



The Washington State Department of General Administration (GA) issues this REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (RFP) acting under the authority of its enabling legislation Revised Code of Washington (RCW) 43.19 which establishes GA and regulates the manner in which state agencies may acquire general goods and services.

1.13 CONTRACT SCOPE



This RFP is intended to a establish a Just-In-Time Fleet Vehicle Parts supply contract for the benefit of Fleet Organizations throughout the State of Washington.  Government Fleet Organizations have historically used the State Vehicle Parts contract to satisfy their Vehicle Parts requirements. The prior contract was formerly known as the Automotive Vehicle Parts and Supply Contract.



The supplier selection method described for this solicitation mirrors that used by individual fleet purchasers on a daily basis.  The selection method includes scoring for the following criteria (not a complete list, listed from most important): Product Availability, Product Quality/Quality Assurance, Service Capability/Technical Assistance, Pricing Offer, and Administrative:  Invoicing and References.  Our evaluation method will result in the selection of a qualified supplier(s) designated as "Best Choice" and optional sources of supply.  Ref: 1.58 Proposal Evaluation and Contract Award.


For our Just-In-Time program to be successful, the purchaser at the fleet location is empowered to make the purchase decision that results in the least cost to the fleet organization.  Why?  The person at the fleet location best understands:



· Who has the best product for the application (least cost of installation, lowest callback)



· Who can deliver within the time constraints, shop priorities at the moment


· Historically, what supplier(s) have honored commitments that have result in lowest cost to the purchaser


· How supplier(s) managed their accounting functions that result in lowest administrative cost to the purchaser


The sole purchase guarantee resulting from this solicitation is:  State Agencies will view the resulting supply agreement(s) as their first source of acquisition.  The purchaser will buy from the source that represents the lowest overall total acquisition cost consistent with purchaser’s acquisition rules.  This contract does not pre-empt participating public agencies from using other contracts such as the U.S. Communities contract #269-2006-060 or purchasers own competitively established contract.

1.25 BIDDER COMMUNICATION RESPONSIBILITIES


Bidders will be responsible for communicating to the Procurement Coordinator any issues, exceptions, additions or omissions concerning the solicitation which need to be submitted 5 days before the Bid due date and time. Where requirements appear to prohibit or restrict your firm’s participation, an explanation of the issue with suggested alternative language should be submitted in writing to the Procurement Coordinator by the deadline for Bidder Questions, Comments, and Complaints consistent with section 1.19 Procurement Schedule. 1.26 PETITION FOR EQUAL PRODUCT

An “informality” is an immaterial variation from the exact requirements of the competitive solicitation, having no effect or merely a minor or negligible effect on quality, quantity, or delivery of the supplies or performance of the services being procured, and the correction or waiver of which would not affect the relative standing of, or be otherwise prejudicial to bidders.

After Bid opening: No Bid shall be altered or amended.  The Purchasing Activity may allow a Bid to be withdrawn if the Bidder demonstrates that the prices were miscalculated.  A low Bidder, who claims error and fails to enter into a Contract with the State of Washington, may not participate in bidding on the same commodity or service if the solicitation is subsequently reissued by the Purchasing Activity.

All products purchased must carry a standard manufacturer's warranty.


1.42 MERCURY CONTENT AND PREFERENCE 



In accordance with Chapter 70.95M, the State of Washington gives priority and preference to the purchase of equipment, supplies, and other products that contain no mercury compounds or components, unless: (a) There is no economically feasible non mercury-added alternative that performs a similar function; or (b) the product containing mercury is designed to reduce electricity consumption by at least forty percent and there is no non mercury or lower mercury alternative available that saves the same or a greater amount of electricity as the exempted product. In circumstances where a product without mercury is not available, preference must be given to the purchase of products that contain the least amount of mercury added to the product necessary for the required performance.



Bidders shall offer mercury-free products when available. Should mercury-free products not exist, bidders shall offer products with the lowest mercury content available.  Bidders shall disclose products that contain added mercury and attach an explanation that includes the amount or concentration of mercury, and justification as to why added mercury is necessary for the function or performance of the offered product.



Bidder is to provide any existing technical data pertaining to mercury or a mercury compound intentionally added to the product.  If the product does not contain mercury or a mercury compound, submit a written statement to that effect attached to bid.



SUCCESSFUL BIDDER RESPONSIBILITIES



1.43 NO COSTS OR CHARGES



Costs or charges under the proposed Contract incurred before the Contract is fully executed will be the sole responsibility of the Bidder.

1.52 PROPOSAL PRICING 



Bidder must complete Appendix C Proposal Questionnaire, Scored Proposal Elements (4).  All proposals shall include unit prices where applicable and be otherwise in the format requested, unless otherwise stipulated herein. Bid prices shall be expressed in US dollars ($).  There shall be no surcharges for fuel.


All pricing shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, and complying with all Contractual requirements.



Bidder shall extend unit pricing as required.  In the event of an error in the extension of prices, the unit price shall prevail.  Prices shall include all associated costs (e.g. customs duties and brokerage or import fees, etc.).



Bidder is to identify any prompt payment discounts and volume discounts in bid response. 



Bid prices must include all cost components needed for the delivery of the goods as described in this Solicitation document.  All costs associated with the goods must be incorporated into the price of the Response to this RFP. 



Failure to identify all costs in a manner consistent with the instructions in this RFP is sufficient grounds for disqualification.



The State makes no volume commitment in this solicitation.


1.53 NO BEST AND FINAL OFFER 



The Purchasing Activity reserves the right to make an award without further discussion of the Response submitted.  There will be no best and final offer requested. Therefore, the Response should be submitted on the most favorable terms that Bidder intends to offer.



1.54 TRAINING


No training requirements for this contract.


1.55 PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

1.56 SHIPPING TERMS


All Bidders are required to bid to the specified shipping terms provided in Appendix D Bidder Information.  Failure to do so may result in the bid being rejected as non-responsive.  This information may be used in bid evaluation.


1.57 PRESENTATION OF ALL COST COMPONENTS 


All elements of recurring and non-recurring costs must be identified and included in Appendix C Proposal Questionnaire. 



EVALUATION AND AWARD


1.58 PROPOSAL EVALUATION AND CONTRACT AWARD


In conjunction with Part II Model Contract, contract award shall be made for a complete to one or more bidders as determined to be in the best interest of the State.  Proposals shall be evaluated to determine the Proposer or Proposers offering “best choice” for the state.  The State may reject any or all proposals or overlook minor informalities in any proposal as necessary to complete the evaluation process.  While the award to each successful Proposer is inclusive of all product categories, the State reserves the right to not include Category 22 Batteries in the award if pricing is found to be not advantageous.


Evaluations shall be made on a point scoring basis as described below.  The top scoring bidder (“Best Choice”) will be the offer that is judged to be responsive/responsible and has the highest numeric score derived from the scoring matrix.  In the event that the top scoring Proposers’ geographic coverage is limited, the state reserves the right to award “Best Choice” to other proposers as long as the coverage is for a different geographic area and proposers offer has demonstrated through their proposal a commitment to this program and scoring is within the competitive range of the higher scoring proposer.


To ensure product availability consistent with the theme of Just-in-Time, offers, other than the top scoring “Best Choice” offer(s), that are determined by the Procurement Coordinator to be in the competitive range may be awarded a contract.  Bidders will be arranged from high to low.  Awardees may be selected based on the competitive range (clustering of the Scores) or a minimum evaluation score as determined by the Proposal Evaluation Team.



The selection method for this proposal will be consistent with the following steps.  A State Fleet Technical Evaluation Team has been formed to assist in the award and evaluation of offers.   The Evaluation Team is made up of evaluators familiar with this industry and the States need for Vehicle Parts. 



Step 1:
Responsiveness Evaluation:  Proposals will be reviewed by the Procurement Coordinator for responsiveness.  See 1.30 Bidder Responsiveness and 1.59 Evaluation Process.  All Proposers passing Step 1 will be notified via telephone and confirming fax.



Step 2:
Bidders passing step 1 will be scored by the State Technical Evaluation Team based on Proposers’ entire offer in response to this solicitation based on scoring method described in the paragraph below titled: Scoring and Scoring Matrix.  To facilitate the scoring, the State Technical Evaluation Team with interview applicants.


Interview:  The purpose for the interview is: (1) To validate and clarify information provided by the Proposers’ in their offer.  (2) Understand Proposers’ qualifications and proposed method of performance.  During the interview, the Proposer will be asked to present their Proposal and to respond in detail to any questions posed.


Since the state may choose to award a contract without engaging in discussions or negotiations, the Proposals submitted shall define the Proposer’s best offer for performing the services described in this RFP.


The presentation by the proposer may be videotaped.  The evaluation team reserves the right to request clarification of the information provided by the presenter.  For administrative efficiency, the proposer is limited to not more than two persons at the interview.  One of the two persons is to be a person who has authority and responsibility for all the outlets offered by the proposer.



SCORING



The Evaluation Team will score and rank offers.  The Evaluation Team will provide an award recommendation for the Procurement Coordinator.  The Procurement Coordinator will consider the recommendation of the evaluation team when making the award of this RFP.



Scoring Topics 1, 2, 3 &5:



Technical Team scoring will be a comparative, collaborative effort of the Evaluation Team for each of the topics 1, 2, 3 &5 listed in the Scoring Matrix.


The scoring for each item within a topic will be graded on a numeric scale 5, 4, 3, 2, and 1 with 5 being the highest score.  The score will be multiplied times item point value and all items within the topic summed.  Example: a score of 5 with a point value of 15 points would be calculated as follows:  5/5 times 15 would equal = 15 points.  If a bidder received a score of 4, their point total calculation would be:  4/5 time 15 or 12 points.


Scoring Topic 4 (A. Pricing Offer):


Price Comparison Sheets:  Bidders are asked to provide pricing for the three product options (Good, Better & Best).  Since our product requirement primarily falls into the “Best” quality level (Standard of Quality), the Evaluation Team will compare pricing offered from the “Best” column.  To facilitate the price comparison, the Evaluation Team reserves the right to disregard item(s) where not all Proposer(s) have submitted a response.  The state has included a large number of items to allow for the exclusion of some items and still have a number of items remaining to result in a valid market basket.


The Proposer with the lowest total dollars for market basket items will be awarded 30 points. GOALS AND BACKGROUND



This RFP process is meant to establish agreements for the purchase of aftermarket and Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) Vehicle parts.  This proposal will result in a contract where one or more proposers are designated as “Best Choice” with others designated as optional sources.



To better understand what a successful vehicle parts purchasing program should look like, the state conducted a survey distributed to select State Agencies and the Washington: Public Fleet Manager Association.  Some highlights of that survey are: 



· Survey respondents ranked the following relative to purchasers order placement decision (ranked in order of importance): Number 1: Product Availability; Number 2: Product Quality; Number 3: Delivery and Number 4: Price


· Purchasers required the delivery of vehicle parts 98% of the time.   A one (1) hour maximum delivery time was critical to function and efficiency of the fleet facility.   And, all purchasers have instances where they need a delivery in less than an hour. 


· To be successful, purchasers use and require a number of suppliers to meet their parts needs.  The resulting contract is expected to reduce the number of suppliers currently used by purchasers.


· While purchasers review contract pricing on an individual parts order basis (consistent with market and last purchase), purchasers do not routinely validate if pricing invoiced by the contractor is consistent with the state contract price.  Thus, purchasers desire a pricing review mechanism from the Office of State Procurement and contractor.



· All Purchasers wanted access to contractors’ internet tools such as training, diagnostic assistance, tune up specifications, parts numbers conversions, on-line pictures of product.



All of the following questions must be answered to be considered responsive.



This solicitation is meant to accomplish a Just-in-Time contract that accomplishes the following:



(1)  Inventory Reduction: (De-layer) For cost efficiency reasons, the state desires to conduct our business similar to the private sector Professional Installers.  This means relying on the contractors’ inventory and expertise to assist us in making the most cost effective decisions.



(2)  Administrative efficiency:  A contract relationship that gives the Parts Manager the authority to purchase from the source that will result in the lowest overall cost to the fleet.



(3)  Other Services offered by suppliers catering to Installers:  (Use New Technology) For efficiency and continued improvement, fleet organizations desire to take advantage of the contractors “Value Added Services” similar to offered to other professional Installers. PROPOSAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS


1. CATALOGS AND PRICE SHEETS



For products listed in the “Price Comparison Sheets”, bidders may be asked to furnish pertinent catalog pages and latest dated published manufacturer price list only.  Failure to do so may cause bid to be rejected. After contract award, contractor(s) shall provide catalogs and current price lists at no charge upon request to contract purchasers. Catalogs and current price lists provided to purchasers may be in alternate format such as an online catalog or computer disks (compact disk or floppy).



2. REMANUFACTURED ITEMS



The term “remanufactured” as used in this contract shall mean the part in question will be remanufactured so that all parts shall meet the Original Equipment Manufacturers (OEM) specifications.  The contractor shall not ship Remanufactured parts unless specifically approved by the Purchaser.


3. CORE EXCHANGE/CHARGES



Where a core is applicable to a product being purchased, the contractor shall: (1) Cost the new item purchased at the state contract price less the core credit.  (2) Accounting for cores will be accounting method separate from the purchase transaction.  Our expectation is the contractor will follow up with the purchaser in the event a core has not been immediately made available for pickup.  In the event that the core has not made available for pickup within 2 weeks, the contractor is authorized to charge purchasers credit card for the core credit.


4. RECALL NOTIFICATION


In the event of a product recall (or product service bulletin, etc.), the Contractor will notify the State Procurement Coordinator of the recall in addition to affected Purchasers.



5. SATISFACTION GUARANTEE



Bidder agrees that all parts purchased on this contract are supplied with a 100% satisfaction guarantee.  All parts not meeting the form, fit, and/or function requirements for the legal purposes of the Purchaser will be provided a full refund including return shipping charges.



6. INVOICING (sEE pART II OF THE MODEL CONTRACT, PARAGRAPH 1.45)


One copy of the invoice is to be included with the products delivered and the remaining copies are to be provided in accordance with the Contractor’s normal business practice.


Bidder ensures that authorized Purchasers will be invoiced at the discounted prices offered on the subsequent contract.  Bidder further ensures they will be responsive to Purchaser questions or concerns on invoicing discrepancies.



7. PERFORMANCE EVALUATION



Performance data may be collected and maintained by the Office of State Procurement.  Contractors failing to achieve and maintain a performance rating less than acceptable for delivery and order accuracy may be considered cause for contract action, reassignment of “Best Choice” designation, or contract termination.



8. CONTRACTOR VEHICLES AND EQUIPMENT



Contractor shall provide all necessary vehicles, equipment and personnel for services as defined herein.  There shall be no additional costs to the Purchaser for different types or sizes of delivery trucks or equipment with the exception of extraordinary situations as defined herein.  All associated standard vehicle and equipment costs shall be included in the unit price and all inclusive.



Exceptions to the all inclusive price are extraordinary situations when the nature of the service requires the use of equipment, supplies, or Subcontractor, (e.g. barges, airlift, extra large cranes, etc.) that are outside of typical or normal delivery perimeters for industry; in these rare cases, the Contractor shall be reimbursed for actual documented and verifiable costs for providing extraordinary trucks, equipment and/or personnel, but Contractor shall obtain prior approval from Purchaser.



9. CONTRACTOR'S REPRESENTATIVES



Bidder shall provide names, addresses, and telephone numbers of primary and alternate contract representatives as required in bid documents.  Contractor's representative, or designee, shall be available during normal working hours.



Contractor's representative shall function as the primary point of contact, shall ensure supervision and coordination and shall take corrective action as necessary to meet contractual requirements.



Purchaser Service Agent: Contractor(s) shall provide a person who will be responsible for resolving contract performance issues (examples might include but are not limited to order fulfillment delays, receipt of damaged goods, product returns, etc.).  If the Purchaser Service Agent is unable to resolve the problem within three business days of the inquiry, then the Purchaser Service Agent is to send an electronic notification to the Procurement Coordinator that documents the problem, and includes Purchaser contact information as well as a plan for resolution. The Purchaser Service Agent will continue to provide on-going updates to the Procurement Coordinator until the issue(s) have been successful resolved. 



10. ORDER PLACEMENT



Contractor shall accept all service requests under this contract by telephone, fax, email or electronically.



Notify immediately the Purchaser, if a scheduled delivery time will be delayed.  If Contractor cannot perform within the service requirements as identified herein, then the Purchaser may cancel the service order with no cost to the Purchaser.



11. ORDERING ASSISTANCE



Contractor may be called upon to assist Purchasers to determine the best service for their situation.  This review shall be provided within a mutually agreed time frame at no additional charge.



Contractor will provide list of materials needed for specific projects at no additional cost, if requested by Purchaser. Assistance may also take the form of a suggested “bill of materials” to meet a specific application.



12. PRICE VERIFICATION



Provide price verification to contract users upon request.



Take necessary action to ensure that Purchasers will automatically receive contract pricing, whether or not they identify themselves as an Authorized Purchaser under this contract.



13. ORDER AUTHORIZATION



Account Set-up: New service locations may be added at any time during the term of this contract by Purchaser.  Purchaser shall allow the Contractor ten (10) business days to set-up a new location account, visit the site for assessment and arrange service logistics once a purchase or field order is received from the Purchaser. 



14. RETURNS OF NEW/UNUSED



Purchaser may return products under the following conditions:



· Contractor agrees that any products purchased through this contract within the past six (6) months may be returned for full credit and without penalty or restocking charges, provided they are in original cartons and are in re-salable condition. 



· A copy of the purchase/field order will accompany the fully priced invoice and packing slip.



· Contractor will assist Purchaser in ordering the proper products, accept return of improperly ordered items(s) and reship correct item(s).



· Restocking Standard terms: When Purchaser returns standard items there shall be no restocking fee, provided they are in original cartons and are in resalable condition.



· Restocking for Non-standard items: When Purchaser returns non-standard items there may be a restocking fee, items shall be in original cartons and are in re-salable condition.



· Should an order include a specialty item(s), the Contractor’s or manufacturer’s restocking fees concerning the specialty item(s) shall be communicated and approved by Purchaser upon receipt of the purchase order. 



· Contractor shall arrange for a Call Tag to insure freight is charged to Contractor for defective returns within ten (10) business days.



· Non-returnable Special Ordered Items: Are not returnable, unless Contractor agrees to take back the item. 



· Contractor is responsible for shipping costs and arranging for pick-up of any defective returns of items within five (5) business days from notification by Purchaser. 



15. AUDITING INVOICING



Contractor shall on an annual basis perform a random audit of all invoices to ensure pricing accuracy and provide this audit report to the Office of State Procurement.  Audit shall include a minimum of (5) percent of all invoices for the reporting period.  There shall be no cost to the state for this requirement.  An unfavorable audit may be considered a breach of the Contract and the state, at its sole discretion, may provide the Contractor an opportunity to correct the negative finding(s) or cancel the contract immediately.



16. DELIVERY AND FREIGHT TERMS



The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the products and hazards of transportation.  Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the products ordered hereunder that occurs prior to acceptance, except loss or damage attributable to Purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release Contractor from any obligation hereunder.



All costs for packaging and or containers shall be borne by the Contractor.  All products shall conform to the provisions set forth in the federal, county, state and city laws for their product, handling, processing and labeling.  Packages shall be so constructed to ensure safe transportation to point of delivery.



There shall be no extra charges allowed for delivery beyond the freight charge, except for extraordinary situations or unanticipated change of condition situations, any extra charges are to be pre-approved by the Purchaser in writing. 



Contractor shall not charge for daily travel to site or any per diem charges, these items are inclusive in the transportation charge.  Per Diem is not allowed under this contract, unless otherwise noted herein.  



Special Road Permits/Fees or bridge restriction may affect transportation charge for a location.  Any fees and permit costs necessary for transportation shall be direct pass through with no additional fees or charges by Contractor to Purchaser.  



17. DELIVERY SCHEDULE



The state reserves the right to refuse shipment when delivered after normal working hours.  The Contractor shall verify specific working hours of individual agencies and so instruct carrier(s) to delivery accordingly.  



18. DELIVERY NOTIFICATION



· Contractor is responsible for communicating immediately to the Purchaser of any delays or delivery schedule changes.



· Contractor is required to coordinate delivery days/hours with Purchaser prior to making deliveries.



· Purchaser shall immediately notify the Contractor of any delays in the schedule and coordinate a new mutually agreeable delivery schedule.



· Occasionally, circumstances arise beyond anyone's control that may delay delivery (weather, highway construction, concurrent site activities, administrative actions, etc.) or allow delivery slightly ahead of schedule.  In these circumstances, delivery shall be by mutual agreement of both parties and there shall be no additional charges to the Purchaser. 



19. LOADING AT SITE



Contractor shall be responsible for off-loading materials from the delivery truck at the destination.  Charges associated with off-loading shall not be the responsibility of the Purchaser.  Purchaser will not be responsible for additional charges due to the Contractor’s failure to properly coordinate the delivery and off-loading. 



It is expected that product delivered against this contract will be delivered and off-loaded by the Contractor at Purchaser’s receiving dock or job site.  Off-loading generally consists of end dump from Contractor’s tilt bed truck, hand unloading for more fragile items and/or the removal of product from Contractor’s truck with State owned and operated fork lift.



20. DELIVERY LOCATION



Contractor is responsible to verify delivery conditions/requirements prior to the delivery.



Special deliveries requiring a boom truck, fork lift (when not available at the delivery site) and the transport of items beyond the unloading dock will be at an additional cost to Purchaser.



21. Delivery Documentation



Purchaser to work with the Contractor to confirm a Purchaser representative is available to sign delivery tickets or otherwise accept and authorize deliveries. 



Liability for product delivery remains with the Contractor until properly delivered and signed for by the requesting department, unless the Purchaser approves of delivery with no signature, in these cases the Contractor shall have a written approval prior to delivery.



The Bill of Lading shall be accurate, complete, and legible, and must contain the following information:



a) Date of delivery, initialed by driver



b) Field (Purchase) Order number



c) State Contract number



d) Product name



e) Destination of delivery



f) Total number of units being delivered



22. CERTIFICATE OF DELIVERY



Certificate of Delivery:  At the time of delivery, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to have the delivery checked and inspected, shortages identified and the delivery receipt/invoice signed by a designated institution representative.  Payment will not be made to the Contractor without a signed delivery receipt/invoice.



Depending upon the Purchaser, the Contractor may arrange to submit an invoice after each delivery or consolidate invoices for monthly submittal.  The Contractor is responsible for the correctness of each invoice.



Product damaged as a result of Contractor negligence will either be replaced or be noted on the receiving report and deducted from final payment.



23. FRANCHISE AND DEALER PARTICIPATION

FTA CLAUSES REQUIRED FOR WA PUBLIC TRANSIT AGENCIES



The following contract terms apply to any transactions conducted by public transit agencies of Washington State utilizing this contract as members of the Washington State Procurement Cooperative where Federal Transit Administration (FTA) funds are being used.



STATEMENT OF FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE


The procurement is subject to a financial assistance contract between public transit agencies of Washington State and the U.S. Department of Transportation.  The successful bidder shall comply with all terms and conditions prescribed for third party contracts in the grant contract between the U.S. Department of Transportation and public transit agencies of Washington State and all said terms and conditions shall be deemed incorporated in the contract documents. 



New federal laws, regulations, policies, and administrative practices may be established after the date this contract is established and may apply to this contract.  To achieve compliance with changing federal requirements, the Contractor agrees to accept all changed requirements that apply to this contract and require subcontractors comply with revised requirements as well.



INTEREST OF MEMBERS OF, OR DELEGATES TO, CONGRESS



In accordance with 18 U.S.C. Section 431, no member of, or delegate to, the Congress of the United States shall be admitted to a share or part of this contract or to any benefit arising therefrom.



INCORPORATION OF FTA TERMS



The preceding and following provisions include, in part, certain Standard Terms and Conditions required by DOT, whether or not expressly set forth in the preceding contract provisions.  All contractual provisions required by DOT, as set forth in FTA Circular 4220.1D dated April 15, 1996, as amended, are hereby incorporated by reference.  Anything to the contrary herein notwithstanding, all FTA mandated terms shall be deemed to control in the event of a conflict either other provisions contained in this agreement.  The Contractor shall not perform any act, fail to perform any act, or refuse to comply with any requests from public transit agencies of Washington State which would cause public transit agencies of Washington State to be in violation of the FTA terms and conditions.



The contract agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the contract parties, their successors and permitted assigns, but shall not inure to the benefit of any third party or other person.



NO OBLIGATION BY THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT



A. The Purchaser and Contractor acknowledge and agree that, notwithstanding any concurrence by the Federal Government in or approval of the solicitation or award of the underlying contract, absent the express written consent by the Federal Government, the Federal Government is not a party to this contract and shall not be subject to any obligations or liabilities to the Purchaser, Contractor, or any other party (whether or not a party to that contract) pertaining to any matter resulting from the underlying contract.



B.
The Contractor agrees to include the above clause in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.  It is further agreed that the clause shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who will be subject to its provisions.



PROGRAM FRAUD AND FALSE OR FRAUDULENT STATEMENTS OR RELATED ACTS



A. The Contractor acknowledges that the provisions of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986, as amended, 31 U.S.C. § § 3801 et seq., and U.S. DOT regulations, Program Fraud Civil Remedies, 49 C.F.R. Part 31, apply to its actions pertaining to this project.  Upon execution of the underlying contract, the Contractor certified or affirms the truthfulness and accuracy of any statement it has made, it makes, it may make, or causes to be made, pertaining to the underlying contract or the FTA assisted project for which this contract work is being performed.   In addition to other penalties that may be applicable, the Contractor further acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification, the federal government reserves the right to impose the penalties of the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 on the Contractor to the extent the federal government deems appropriate.



B. The Contractor also acknowledges that if it makes, or causes to be made, a false, fictitious, or fraudulent claim, statement, submission, or certification to the federal government under a con​tract connected with a project that is financed in whole or in part with federal assistance originally awarded by FTA under the authority of 49 U.S.C. § 5307, the government reserves the right to impose the penalties of 18 U.S.C. § 5307(n)(1) on the Contractor, to the extent the federal government deems appropriate.



C. The Contractor agrees to include the above two clauses in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with federal assistance provided by FTA.  It is further agreed that the clauses shall not be modified, except to identify the subcontractor who shall be subject to the provisions.



FEDERAL CHANGES



Any proposed change in this contract shall be submitted to public transit agencies of Washington State for its prior approval. Contractor shall at all times comply with all applicable FTA regulations, policies, procedures and directives, including without limitation those listed directly or by reference in the Agreement (Form FTA MA (8) dated October, 2001) between Purchaser and FTA , as they may be amended or promulgated from time to time during the term of this contract. Contractor's failure to so comply shall constitute a material breach of this contract.



ENERGY CONSERVATION REQUIREMENTS



The contractor agrees to comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act.



CIVIL RIGHTS REQUIREMENTS



The following requirements apply to the underlying contract:



(1) Nondiscrimination - In accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000d, section 303 of the Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 6102, section 202 of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 12132, and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees that it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, creed, national origin, sex, age, or disability. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with applicable Federal implementing regulations and other implementing requirements FTA may issue. 



(2) Equal Employment Opportunity - The following equal employment opportunity requirements apply to the underlying contract:



(a) Race, Color, Creed, National Origin, Sex - In accordance with Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 2000e, and Federal transit laws at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable equal employment opportunity requirements of U.S. Department of Labor (U.S. DOL) regulations, "Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor," 41 C.F.R. Parts 60 et seq ., (which implement Executive Order No. 11246, "Equal Employment Opportunity," as amended by Executive Order No. 11375, "Amending Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity," 42 U.S.C. § 2000e note), and with any applicable Federal statutes, executive orders, regulations, and Federal policies that may in the future affect construction activities undertaken in the course of the Project. The Contractor agrees to take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their race, color, creed, national origin, sex, or age. Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.



(b) Age - In accordance with section 4 of the Age Discrimination in Employment Act of 1967, as amended, 29 U.S.C. § § 623 and Federal transit law at 49 U.S.C. § 5332, the Contractor agrees to refrain from discrimination against present and prospective employees for reason of age. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.



(c) Disabilities - In accordance with section 102 of the Americans with Disabilities Act, as amended, 42 U.S.C. § 12112, the Contractor agrees that it will comply with the requirements of U.S. Equal Employment Opportunity Commission, "Regulations to Implement the Equal Employment Provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act," 29 C.F.R. Part 1630, pertaining to employment of persons with disabilities. In addition, the Contractor agrees to comply with any implementing requirements FTA may issue.



(3) The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA, modified only if necessary to identify the affected parties.



FLY AMERICA REQUIREMENTS



The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 40118 (the “Fly America” Act) in accordance with the General Services Administration’s regulations at 41 CFR Part 301-10, which provide that recipients and subrecipients of Federal funds and their contractors are required to use U.S. Flag air carriers for U.S Government-financed international air travel and transportation of their personal effects or property, to the extent such service is available, unless travel by foreign air carrier is a matter of necessity, as defined by the Fly America Act. The contractor agrees: a. to use privately owned United States-Flag commercial vessels to ship at least 50 percent of the gross tonnage (computed separately for dry bulk carriers, dry cargo liners, and tankers) involved, whenever shipping any equipment, material, or commodities pursuant to the underlying contract to the extent such vessels are available at fair and reasonable rates for United States-Flag commercial vessels; b. to furnish within 20 working days following the date of loading for shipments originating within the United States or within 30 working days following the date of leading for shipments originating outside the United States, a legible copy of a rated, "on-board" commercial ocean bill-of -lading in English for each shipment of cargo described in the preceding paragraph to the Division of National Cargo, Office of Market Development, Maritime Administration, Washington, DC 20590 and to the FTA recipient (through the contractor in the case of a subcontractor's bill-of-lading.) c. to include these requirements in all subcontracts issued pursuant to this contract when the subcontract may involve the transport of equipment, material, or commodities by ocean vessel.


ACCESS TO RECORDS AND REPORTS



Public transit agencies of Washington State, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, shall, until six years after final payment under this contract or for any shorter period specified, have access to and the right to examine any of the Contractor’s directly pertinent books, documents, papers or other records involving transactions related to this contract, and may request copies of specific documents at no charge to public transit agencies of Washington State.



If it is apparent that there will be substantial subcontracting, your organization shall include clauses that impose these same requirements on any subcontractor.  Thus, there shall be a clause requiring submission of cost and pricing data by subcontractors, a clause permitting examination of cost and pricing data before award and a clause permitting examination of records during the administration of the contract for all subcontractors.

CLEAN WATER REQUIREMENTS



A.
The Contractor agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq . The Contractor agrees to report each violation to the Purchaser and understands and agrees that the Purchaser will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.



B.
The Contractor also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.



GOVERNMENT-WIDE DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION



The Contractor, including any of its officers or holders of a controlling interest, is obligated to inform the Recipient (public transit agencies of Washington State) whether or not it is or has been on any debarred bidders’ list maintained by the United States Government.  Should the Contractor be included on such a list during the performance of this project, it shall so inform the Recipient.



DISCLOSURE OF LOBBYING ACTIVITIES



Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment, 31 U.S.C. 1352, as amended by the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995, P.L. 104-65 [to be codified at 2 U.S.C. § 1601, et seq.] - Contractors who apply or bid for an award of $100,000 or more shall file the certification required by 49 CFR part 20, "New Restrictions on Lobbying." Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used Federal appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Each tier shall also disclose the name of any registrant under the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995 who has made lobbying contacts on its behalf with non-Federal funds with respect to that Federal contract, grant or award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to the recipient.



BUY AMERICA REQUIREMENTS



The contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C. 5323(j) and 49 CFR Part 661, which provide that Federal funds may not be obligated unless steel, iron, and manufactured products used in FTA-funded projects are produced in the United States, unless a waiver has been granted by FTA or the product is subject to a general waiver. General waivers are listed in 49 CFR 661.7, and include final assembly in the United States for 15 passenger vans and 15 passenger wagons produced by Chrysler Corporation, microcomputer equipment, software, and small purchases (currently less than $100,000) made with capital, operating, or planning funds. Separate requirements for rolling stock are set out at 5323(j)(2)(C) and 49 CFR 661.11. Rolling stock not subject to a general waiver must be manufactured in the United States and have a 60 percent domestic content.

PROTEST PROCEDURE



PROTEST PRIOR TO AWARD:



PROTEST PRIOR TO AWARD CRITERIA:



Protests prior to Award will be considered only if the protest concerns:



1. the bid of another Bidder,



2. the specifications or



3. The manner in which the solicitation process has been conducted.



INITIATING THE PROTEST PROCESS:



The protesting Bidder must notify the State Procurement Coordinator in charge of the solicitation of his/her intent to file a protest as soon as possible after he/she becomes aware of the reason(s) for the protest.  The protest(s) must be received in writing by the State Procurement Coordinator not later than five (5) business days after the Bidder’s notification to the State Procurement Coordinator of the intent to protest. 



If an Intent to Award is announced, any protest must be received in writing by the State Procurement Coordinator not later than five (5) business days after the announcement or as otherwise specified in the Solicitation document.



If a protest is not received within these time frames it will be untimely and the State Procurement Coordinator may proceed with the award without further obligation.
The Procurement Coordinator will consider all the facts available and issue a decision in writing within ten (10) business days after receipt of the protest, unless more time is needed.



If additional time is necessary the State Procurement Coordinator will notify the protesting Bidder and, where applicable, the Bidder(s) against whom the protest is made.



APPEAL OF PROTEST PRIOR TO AWARD DECISION:



The protesting Bidder or the Bidder against whom the protest is made has the right to appeal the decision of the State Procurement Coordinator to the GA Assistant Director in charge of the Office of State Procurement. 



The appeal must be received by the GA Assistant Director within five (5) business days after notification of the State Procurement Coordinator's decision. 



The GA Assistant Director will consider all of the facts available and issue a decision in writing within ten (10) business days after receipt of the appeal, unless more time is needed. The appealing Bidder will be notified if additional time is necessary.
Award of the Contract will be postponed until after the GA Assistant Director has issued a decision unless an emergency exists necessitating the award of the Contract as determined by the GA Assistant Director. 



The decision of the GA Assistant Director on the protest appeal is final.  The GA Assistant Director may issue further clarifications if determined necessary. 



PROTEST AFTER AWARD:



PROTEST AFTER AWARD CRITERIA:



Protests after Award will be considered only if the protest concerns:



1. A matter which arises after the Award or 



2. Could not reasonably have been known or discovered prior to Award.



INITIATING THE PROTEST PROCESS AFTER AWARD:



The protesting Bidder must notify both the State Procurement Coordinator in charge of the solicitation process and the Bidder that has received the Award that a protest of the Award is being made.  This notification must be made as soon as possible after the Notice of Award is issued by an immediate communication method such as telephone or e-mail.  The protesting Bidder must provide documentation demonstrating that they have notified the Bidder that has received the Award of their protest.



In addition to the above notification requirement, the written protest must be received by the GA Assistant Director in charge of the Office of State Procurement not later than five (5) business days after Notice of Award is issued by the Office of State Procurement.



The GA Assistant Director will:



Issue a decision on the protest within ten (10) business days after the protest was received, unless more time is needed.



The protesting Bidder and the Bidder who has received the Award shall be notified of any delay in issuing the GA Assistant Director’s decision if more time is needed.



The decision of the GA Assistant Director is final if the award is upheld.  The GA Assistant Director may subsequently issue further clarifications, if necessary.
If the GA Assistant Director finds that the protest should be upheld and the Award canceled, all Bidders, including the protesting Bidder and the Bidder who received the Award, will be notified of the intent to cancel the Award and the reasons therefore. 



AWARDED BIDDER APPEAL PROCESS



The Bidder who has received the Award has five (5) business days after receipt of notification of the intent to cancel the award in which to appeal the decision to the Director of General Administration.  Copies of the Bidder’s appeal must also be sent to the GA Assistant Director and the State Procurement Coordinator responsible for the solicitation. 



The Director of General Administration or designee will:



Issue a decision 



a. to both the appealing Bidder and the original protesting Bidder



b. within ten (10) business days after receipt of the appeal, unless more time is needed 



i. If more time is needed to issue a decision, all Bidders, including the appealing Bidder and the original protesting Bidder, will be notified.




DECISION FINAL



The appeal decision of the Director of General Administration is final.  The Director of General Administration may subsequently issue further clarifications if necessary,



APPEAL UPHELD AND CONTRACT AWARD UPHELD



If the Director of General Administration upholds the appeal and upholds the Contract as awarded, the State Procurement Coordinator will notify all Bidders of the decision.  



APPEAL DENIED AND AWARD CANCELED



If the Director of General Administration upholds the decision of the GA Assistant Director the Office of State Procurement will proceed with cancellation of the award. 



If the award is cancelled, the Assistant director of GA may reject all proposals, quotes or proposals pursuant to RCW 43.1911(4) and solicit new proposals, quotes or proposals.



If the Assistant director of GA does not decide to reject all proposals, an award will be made to the next lowest responsive and responsible Bidder.



PROTEST AND APPEALS – FORM AND SUBSTANCE



All protests and appeals must:



1. be in writing, 



2. signed by the protesting or appealing Bidder or an authorized agent



3. delivered within the time frame(s) outlined herein



4. addressed to that individual within the Office of State Procurement or General Administration assigned review responsibilities as specified above 



The protesting or appealing Bidder must:



7. state all facts and arguments on which the protesting or appealing Bidder is relying as the basis for its action



7. attach any relevant exhibits related, or referred to in the written protest or appeal



7. mail, fax or deliver copies of all protests, appeals, and exhibits to the Bidder or Bidders against whom the protest is made at the same time such protest, appeal, and exhibits are submitted to the Office of State Procurement or General Administration.



COMMUNICATION DURING PROTESTS AND APPEALS



All communications relative to a solicitation that is being protested or appealed must be coordinated through that person conducting the official review for the Office of State Procurement or General Administration.

If there is no Acceptance Testing, acceptance may occur when the Products are delivered and inspected.





			Acceptance Testing


			The process for ascertaining that the materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment meets the standards set forth in the Solicitation, prior to Acceptance by the Purchaser.





			Agency


			Includes State of Washington institutions, the offices of the elective state officers, the Supreme Court, the court of appeals, the administrative and other departments of state government, and the offices of all appointive officers of the state.  In addition, colleges, community colleges, and universities who choose to participate in State Contract(s) are included.  "Agency" does not include the legislature.





			Alternate 


			A substitute offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that is not at least a functional Equal in features, performance and use and which materially deviates from one or more of the specifications in a competitive Solicitation.





			Amendment


			A change to a legal document.  For the purposes of a Solicitation document, an amendment shall be a unilateral change issued by the Purchasing Activity, at its sole discretion. 





			Authorized  Representative 


			An individual designated by the Bidder or Contractor to act on its behalf and with the authority to legally bind the Bidder or Contractor concerning the terms and conditions set forth in Solicitation, Bid and Contract documents.





			Bid


			A sealed written offer to perform a Contract to provide materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment in reply to an REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (RFP).





			Bidder


			A Vendor who submits a Bid or Proposal in reply to a Solicitation.





			Business Days 


			Monday through Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Pacific Time, except for holidays observed by the state of Washington.





			Calendar Days 


			Consecutive days of the year including weekends and holidays, each of which commence at 12:00:01 a.m. and end at Midnight, Pacific Time.  When “days” are not specified, Calendar Days shall prevail.





			Contract


			An agreement, or mutual assent, between two or more competent parties with the elements of the agreement being offer, acceptance, and consideration.





			Procurement Coordinator


			The person designated to manage the resultant Contract for the Purchasing Activity.  The primary contact for the Purchasing Activity with Purchasers and Contractor on a specific Contract.





			Contractor


			Individual, company, corporation, firm, or combination thereof with whom the Purchasing Activity develops a Contract for the procurement of materials, supplies, services, and/or equipment.   It shall also include any Subcontractor retained by Contractor as permitted under the terms of the Contract.





			Equal 


			An offer of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that meets or exceeds the quality, performance and use of the specifications identified in a Solicitation.





			Estimated Useful Life 


			The estimated time from the date of acquisition to the date of replacement or disposal, determined in any reasonable manner.

			Installer Specialist


			Contractor appointed employee who acts as the single point of contract for those purchasers identified by the contractor.  The Installer Specialist is a person with experience, skill set and training to offer judgments’ on what part may be the best for a specific application.





			Just-In-Time


			Just-In-Time:  Just-in-time for purposes of this solicitation is defined as a program relationship with vendor(s) for the purpose:  (1) Getting the right part the first time, (2) Rapid delivery of parts to ensure a maximum utilization of resources, (3) Promote ongoing communication for the purpose of reducing cost and increasing efficiency, (4) Reduction in the states cost for parts on a total lifecycle basis to include: inventory reduction, durability of the part, cost of the installation with a minimum of callbacks.





			Inspection


			An examination of delivered material, supplies, services, and/or equipment prior to Acceptance aimed at forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered and ready for Acceptance. 			The period of time between when the Contractor receives the order and the Purchaser receives the materials, supplies, equipment, or services order.





			Life Cycle Cost


			The total cost of an item to the state over its Estimated Useful Life, including costs of selection, acquisition, operation, maintenance, and where applicable, disposal, as far as these costs can reasonably be determined, minus the salvage value at the end of its estimated useful life.





			Office Of State Procurement






			The Purchasing Activity within the Washington Department of General Administration, Services Division authorized under Chapter 43.19 RCW to develop and administer Contracts for goods and services on behalf of state agencies, colleges and universities, non-profit organizations and local governments.





			Order Document


			A written communication, submitted by a Purchaser to the Contractor, which details the specific transactional elements required by the Purchaser within the scope of the Contract such as delivery date, size, color, capacity, etc.  An Order Document may include, but is not limited to field orders, purchase orders, work order or other writings as may be designated by the parties hereto.  No additional or alternate terms and conditions on such written communication shall apply unless authorized by the Contract and expressly agreed between the Purchaser and the Contractor.

			The individual authorized by the Purchasing Activity who is responsible for conducting a specific Solicitation.

OVERVIEW



1.1 CONTRACT SCOPE 



This Contract is established for the as needed purchase of Fleet Vehicle Parts, Statewide (Just-In-Time).


1.2 CONTRACT SCOPE AND MODIFICATIONS


The Purchasing Activity reserves the right to modify this Contract by mutual agreement between the Purchasing Activity and the Contractor, so long as such modification is substantially within the scope of the original Contract.  Such modifications will be evidenced by issuance of a written authorized amendment by the Procurement Coordinator.



1.3 RECITALS 


The State of Washington, acting by and through the Department of General Administration, Office of State Procurement issued a Request for Proposal for the purpose of purchasing Fleet Vehicle Parts, Statewide (Just-In-Time) Statewide in accordance with its authority under Chapter 43.19 RCW.



Awarded Contractor(s) submitted a timely Response to the Department of Department of General Administration, Office of State Procurement RFP (Exhibit B).



The Office of State Procurement evaluated all properly submitted Responses to the above-referenced RFP and has identified Awarded Contractor(s) as the apparently successful Contractor.



The Office of State Procurement has determined that entering into a Contract with Awarded Contractor(s) will meet Purchaser’s needs and will be in Purchaser’s best interest.



NOW THEREFORE, Purchasing Activity awards to Awarded Contractor(s) this Contract, the terms and conditions of which shall govern Contractor’s furnishing Fleet Vehicle Parts. This Contract is not for personal use.



IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual promises as hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows in this document.


1.4 ESTIMATED USAGE 


The State of Washington manages the largest vehicle fleet in the State of Washington. We estimate our vehicle parts purchases over the initial three year term will be $15,000,000.00



The purchase of Auto Parts should not be viewed as single stand alone purchase decisions but, a cycle of purchases that are based on the purchasers’ knowledge and experience gained from numerous transactions. 



It should be understood that some purchasers may determine that this Just-in-Time program is not consistent with their needs.  Why? A fleet facility may need to carry inventory to meet their program needs.  In this instance the purchaser is free without obligation to purchase other than this contract consistent with the organizations purchasing rules.  Additionally, there will be instances where the purchaser will accept deliveries beyond the expected 1 hour delivery standard.



The State does not guarantee any minimum purchase.  Orders will be placed by on an as needed basis.


1.5 CONTRACT TERM 


Term:  From date of award (which is projected to be within 90 days after bid opening date), with an initial three year contract term, with the option to extend for additional terms or portions.  Extensions will be subject to mutual agreement.  The total contract term may not exceed nine (9) years not including over lapping coverage.



Overlapping coverage: At the time of contract expiration, the state reserves the right to allow overlapping contract coverage.  The rational for such action is to allow the contractor the opportunity to reduce inventory levels which may be higher as a result of the state purchase pattern and to allow the new contractor flexibility to review their inventory position.  The overlapping coverage may be equal to 1 month for every year of contractor performance.


1.6 PURCHASERS 


General Use



The resulting Contract is for use by all members of the Washington State Purchasing Cooperative (WSPC) including where applicable:  State Agencies, Institutions of Higher Education, Political Subdivisions, and Non-Profit Corporations.  This Contract will also be available for use by Oregon’s Department of Administrative Services Cooperative Purchasing Program (ORCPP).



 



While use of the Contract by Political Subdivisions and Non-Profit Corporations that are members of the WSPC and ORCPP members is optional, the Office of State Procurement encourages them to use state Contracts.  Their use of the Contracts may significantly increase the purchase volume.  Their orders are subject to the same Contract terms, conditions and pricing as state agencies.  The Office of State Procurement accepts no responsibility for orders or payment by WSPC members.

Purchases by Nonprofit Corporations



Legislation allows nonprofit corporations to participate in State Contracts for purchases administered by the Office of State Procurement (OSP). CONTRACT ADMINISTRATION



1.7 PURCHASING ACTIVITY PROCUREMENT COORDINATOR


The Purchasing Activity shall appoint a single point of contact that will be the Procurement Coordinator for this Contract and will provide oversight of the activities conducted hereunder. The Procurement Coordinator will be the principal contact for Contractor concerning business activities under this Contract. The Purchasing Activity will notify Contractor, in writing, when there is a new Procurement Coordinator assigned to this Contract.



1.8 CONTRACT PRODucT CHANGES



A Contractor may propose a revision to its offerings to reflect changed Products appropriate to the scope of the Contract, and may propose such new Products with associated prices to the GA Procurement Coordinator for approval. Procurement Coordinator has the sole discretion in approval of addition of revised offerings and pricing.  New or changed Products proposed by Contractor must meet the requirements established in this solicitation document or subsequent revisions. If approved by GA, the new Products will be added to the Contract by written amendment.



1.9 CONTRACTOR SUPERVISION AND COORDINATION 


Contractor shall: 



1. Competently and efficiently, supervise and coordinate the implementation and completion of all Contract requirements specified herein; 



2. Identify the Contractor’s Representative, who will be the principal point of contact for the Purchasing Activity Procurement Coordinator concerning Contractor’s performance under this Contract. 



3. Immediately notify the Procurement Coordinator in writing of any change of the designated Contractor’s Representative assigned to this Contract; and 



4. Violation of any provision of this paragraph may be considered a material breach establishing grounds for Contract termination.



Be bound by all written communications given to or received from the Contractor’s Representative.



1.10 POST AWARD CONFERENCE 



The Contractor may be required to attend a post award conference scheduled by the Procurement Coordinator to discuss Contract performance requirements.  The time and place of this conference will be scheduled following Contract award.



1.11 CONTRACT MANAGEMENT 


Upon award of this Contract, the Contractor shall:



1. Review the impact of the award and take the necessary steps needed to ensure that Contractual obligations will be fulfilled.



2. Promote and market the use of this Contract to all authorized Contract Purchasers.



3. Ensure that those who endeavor to utilize this Contract are authorized Purchasers under this Contract.



4. Assist Purchasers in the following manner, at no additional charge, to make the most cost effective, value based, purchases including, but not limited to:



a) Visiting the Purchaser’s site and providing Purchaser with materials/supplies/equipment recommendations.



b) Providing Purchasers with a detailed list of Contract items including current Contract pricing and part numbers.



5. Shall designate a Purchaser service representative who will be responsible for addressing Purchaser issues including, but not limited to:



a) Logging requests for service, ensuring repairs are completed in a timely manner, dispatching service technicians, and processing warranty claim documentation, and;


b) Providing Purchasers with regular and timely status updates in the event of an order or repair fulfillment delay.


c) Acting as the lead and liaison between the manufacturer and Purchaser in resolving warranty claims for Contract items purchased.



1.12 CHANGES 


Alterations to any of the terms, conditions, or requirements of this Contract shall only be effective upon written issuance of a mutually agreed Contract Amendment by the Procurement Coordinator.  However, changes to point of contact information may be updated without the issuance of a mutually agreed Contract Amendment.


1.13 STATEWIDE VENDOR PAYMENT REGISTRATION


Contractors are required to be registered in the Statewide Vendor Payment system, prior to submitting a request for payment under this Contract.  Purchasers who are Washington State agencies require registration to be completed prior to payment.



The Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM) maintains a central Contractor registration file for Washington State agencies to process Contractor payments.  



To obtain registration materials go to http://www.ofm.wa.gov/accounting/vendors.asp the form has two parts; Part 1 is the information required to meet the above registration condition.  Part 2 allows the state to pay invoices electronically with direct deposit and is the state’s most efficient method of payment and you are encouraged to sign up for this form of payment.



1.14 SALES & SUBCONTRACTOR REPORTS 


Contractor shall provide a Sales and Subcontractor Report to the Office of State Procurement on a quarterly basis in the electronic format provided by the Office of State Procurement at: https://fortress.wa.gov/ga/apps/CSR/Login.aspx.



Reports must be submitted electronically within thirty (30) days after the end of the calendar quarter, i.e., no later than April 30th, July 31st, October 31st and January 31st.



1.15 OTHER REQUIRED REPORT(S) 


All reports required under this Contract must be delivered to the Procurement Coordinator.  Contractor may be required to provide a detailed annual Contract sales history report that may include but is not limited to products description, part number, per unit quantities sold, Contract price in an electronic format that can be read by MS Excel. Other required reports will be designed and approved by the parties by mutual agreement.


1.16 WASHINGTON’S ELECTRONIC BUSINESS SOLUTION (WEBS) 


Contractor shall be registered in the Contractor registration system, Washington’s Electronic Business Solution (WEBS) www.ga.wa.gov/webs, maintained by the Washington State Department of General Administration.  Contractors already registered need not re-register.  It is the sole responsibility of Contractor to properly register with WEBS and maintain an accurate Contractor profile in WEBS.


PRICING



1.17 PRICING METHOD AND ADJUSTMENTS



Contract Net Pricing: Contractor shall provide and maintain a Net Price Catalog for Purchaser’s use.  This catalog shall be used by Purchasers to identify item pricing. Net Price Catalog is specific and unique to this contract and is based upon award.  Net Price Catalog shall be the source of pricing at the time of order, less any additional discounts offered by the contractor.


Net Price Catalog shall list contract items and applicable net contract prices.  All updates shall be consistent with Contractor’s Price Schedule Offer and accepted by the State.



Net Price Catalog shall be available for viewing and price verification on the Contractor’s internet site unless the contractor does not have an internet site, then Contractor shall make the catalog available, upon request. 


During the term of the contract, Contractor may offer a better discount for specials or manufacturer’s discounts.


Pricing Schedule: The schedule is a full range of parts by categories and subcategories with corresponding pricing multiplier (percentage up or down) from approved Price List.


Pricing for individual items within a particular price list can change consistent with the market and without prior approval of the state, as long as the multiplier percentage remains unchanged.  



Price Adjustment:  The bid percentage multiplier for the Price Schedule shall remain firm and fixed for twelve months after the effective award date. Thereafter percentage multiplier cannot change without prior petition and approval of the state.  A minimum of sixty calendar days advance written notice of price increase is required which is to be accompanied by sufficient documentation to justify the requested increase.  Documentation must be based on United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index acceptable to the state.  Acceptance will be at the discretion of the State Procurement Coordinator and shall not produce a higher profit margin than that established on the original contract pricing.  Approved price adjustments shall remain unchanged for at least 180 calendar days thereafter.



All bids must be submitted in the format provided herein.



All pricing/discounts offered are to be FOB Destination, freight prepaid and included, for all locations within the State of Washington.


Pricing offered shall include the costs of bid preparation, servicing of accounts, administrative fee of one percent, and all contractual requirements.  



1.18 PRICE PROTECTION 


General Administration (GA) will maintain Contract information and pricing and make it available on the GA web site. The Contract prices are the maximum price Contractor can charge. The Contractor may also offer volume discounts to Purchasers.



During the Contract period, any price declines at the manufacturer’s level or cost reductions to Contractor shall be reflected in a reduction of the Contract price retroactive to the date the price decline or cost reduction was available to the Contractor.



During the term of this Contract, should the Contractor enter into pricing agreements with other Purchasers providing greater benefits or lower pricing, Contractor shall immediately notify the Procurement Coordinator and amend this Contract to provide similar benefits and pricing to the Contract Purchasers if the pricing agreements with other Purchasers offer similar usage quantities and similar conditions impacting pricing.  Such notification shall include relevant provisions and details of the pricing agreements or Contracts necessary to enable the Purchasing Activity to fully evaluate the greater benefits or lower pricing provided under those agreements or Contracts.  In addition to Contractor amending this Contract to reflect the greater benefits or lower pricing provided in other pricing agreements or Contracts, Contractor shall apply the related greater benefits or lower pricing retroactively to the date of such pricing agreements or Contracts for all purchases under this Contract.



1.19 NO ADDITIONAL CHARGES


Unless otherwise specified in the Solicitation, no additional charges by the Contractor will be allowed including, but not limited to: handling charges such as packing, wrapping, bags, containers, reels or the processing fees associated with the use of credit cards.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that market conditions, laws, regulations or other unforeseen factors dictate, at the Procurement Coordinators sole discretion, additional charges may be allowed.


1.20 REMANUFACTURED ITEMS



The term “remanufactured” as used in this contract shall mean the part in question will be remanufactured so that all parts shall meet the Original Equipment Manufacturers (OEM) specifications.  Unless specifically requested by Purchaser, no product substitutions will be allowed.


1.21 CORE EXCHANGE/CHARGES



All parts supplied which require core exchange shall be monitored by the successful bidder(s) to ensure proper cores are returned to the bidder.  Core credit is to be issued the same day as received.  Any core that is not usable or not returned shall be billed at the core price listed in the manufacturer’s price sheet for that particular part.


1.22 RECALL NOTIFICATION



In the event of a product recall (or product service bulletin, etc.), the Contractor will notify the State Procurement Coordinator of the recall in addition to affected Purchasers.


1.23 SATISFACTION GUARANTEE



Bidder agrees that all parts purchased on this contract are supplied with a 100% satisfaction guarantee.  All parts not meeting the form, fit, and/or function requirements for the legal purposes of the Purchaser will be provided a full refund including return shipping charges.



1.24 SERVICE EXPECTATIONS 



Contractor(s) will: 



· Review the impact of this award and take the necessary steps to ensure adequate coverage and contract compliance. 



· Assist purchasers in making cost effective purchases.  This assistance should include, in part, suggesting alternate brands, new methods, and economic order quantities.



· Promote and market the use of this contract to all eligible purchasers including State and Procurement Cooperative Members.



· Take necessary action to ensure that authorized purchasers will automatically receive contract pricing.



· Ensure that those who use this contract are authorized State Purchasing Cooperative (SPC) members.



· Provide price verification to contract users upon request.


· Establish internal audit procedures to ensure the state is receiving the correct contract pricing.


1.25 Termination For Convenience 



The following supersedes Contract Termination paragraphs 1.84 through 1.92.  Either the Contractor or state may cancel this contract without cause for any reason with 60 days prior written notification.



1.26 IMPLEMENTATION PHASE



Contractors will be allowed a 45 day grace period during the implementation phase of the contract to ramp up resources.  The implementation phase is defined as the time for the contractor to plan and implement any new business processes in order to answer to the need laid forth in this contract.  This can involve hiring efforts, training personnel, replenishing/augmenting inventory levels etc.



1.27 CUSTOMER SERVICE TEAMs



Contractor and state will form respective Customer Service Teams for the purpose of implementing and managing process changes.  The first meeting will be within 2 weeks of the effective date of the award.  It is expected that the team will be active throughout the contract term.



As this solicitation and resulting contract change the way the state purchases vehicle parts, it’s important for the state to monitor and track vendor performance relative to the impact on purchasers’ resources.  To that end, the Office of State Procurement will ask purchasers and the Customer Service Teams to develop performance measures to adequately assess the value of this contract.



Performance measures may include the following as adopted by the Customer Service Teams:  Delivery within 1 hour, On-time delivery for product beyond 1 hour, Parts inventory per vehicle, number of vehicles serviced, number of call backs and daily vehicle repair rate.


CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS



1.28 ESTABLISHED BUSINESS


Prior to commencing performance, or prior to that time if required by the Purchasing Activity, law or regulation, Contractor must be an established business firm with all required licenses, fees, bonding, facilities, equipment and trained personnel necessary to meet all requirements and perform the work as specified in the Solicitation.  Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this Contract.



The Purchasing Activity reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with said requirements within ten (10) calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this Contract as a material breach for noncompliance with any requirement of this paragraph.



1.29 DEALER AUTHORIZATION 



The Contractor, if other than the manufacturer, shall provide a current, dated, and signed authorization with the bid, from the manufacturer that the Contractor is an authorized distributor, dealer or service representative and is authorized to sell the manufacturer's products, if requested by Procurement Coordinator.


1.30 USE OF SUBCONTRACTOR 



In accordance with RFP requirements, Contractor agrees to take complete responsibility for all actions of such Subcontractor as related to this Contract. 


Prior to performance, Contractor shall identify all Subcontractor who will perform services in fulfillment of Contract requirements, including their name, the nature of services to be performed, address, telephone, facsimile, email, federal tax identification number (TIN), and anticipated dollar value of each Subcontract.


The Purchasing Activity reserves the right to approve or reject any and all Subcontractor that identified by the Contractor. Any Subcontractor not listed in the Bidder’s Response, who are engaged by the Contractor, must be pre-approved, in writing, by the Purchasing Activity.


Specific restrictions apply to Contracting with current or former state employees pursuant to Chapter 42.52 RCW. 



1.31 SUBCONTRACTS AND ASSIGNMENT


Contractor shall not Subcontract, assign, or otherwise transfer its obligations under this Contract without the prior written consent of the Procurement Coordinator.  Contractor shall provide a minimum of thirty (30) calendar days advance notification of intent to Subcontract, assign, or otherwise transfer its obligations under this Contract.  Violation of this condition may be considered a material breach establishing grounds for Contract termination.  The Contractor shall be responsible to ensure that all requirements of the Contract shall flow down to any and all Subcontractor.  In no event shall the existence of a Subcontract operate to release or reduce the liability of Contractor to the state for any breach in the performance of the Contractor’s duties.



1.32 CONTRACTOR AUTHORITY AND INFRINGEMENT


Contractor is authorized to sell under this Contract, only those materials, supplies, services and/or equipment as stated herein and allowed for by the provisions of this Contract.  Contractor shall not represent to any Purchasers that they have the Contract authority to sell any other materials, supplies, services and/or equipment.  Further, Contractor may not intentionally infringe on other established State Contracts. 



1.33 MATERIALS AND WORKMANSHIP 


Contractor shall be required to furnish all materials, supplies, equipment and/or services necessary to perform Contractual requirements.  Materials, supplies and workmanship used in the construction of equipment for this Contract shall conform to all applicable federal, state, and local codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the normal uses for which intended.  Materials, supplies and equipment shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial practices and standards for this type of materials, supplies, and equipment.



1.34 MERCURY CONTENT AND PREFERENCE



Contractor shall provide mercury-free products when available. Should mercury-free products not exist, Contractors shall provide products with the lowest mercury content available.  Contractor shall disclose products that contain added mercury and provide an explanation that includes the amount or concentration of mercury, and justification as to why added mercury is necessary for the function or performance of the product.



Contractor is to provide any existing technical data pertaining to the addition of mercury or a mercury compound intentionally added to the product.  If the product does not contain mercury or a mercury compound, Contractor shall submit a written statement to that effect. Contractor shall maintain compliance with these requirements throughout the life of this Contract.



The Purchasing Activity reserves the right to require receipt of proof of compliance with said requirements within ten (10) calendar days from the date of request, and to terminate this Contract as a material breach for noncompliance with any requirement of this paragraph.



DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS 



1.35 ORDER FULFILLMENT REQUIREMENTS 


See Appendix D Bidder Information.


1.36 STANDARD OF QUALITY/CONSISTENCY OVER TERM OF CONTRACT


If, in the sole judgment of the Procurement Coordinator or the Purchaser, any item is determined not to be an equal, the Purchaser may take any or all of the following actions the product may be returned at Contractor’s expense.


1.37 SHIPPING AND RISK OF LOSS


See Appendix D Bidder Information.


Contractor shall ship all Products purchased pursuant to this Contract, freight prepaid and included, FOB Purchaser’s destination, unless otherwise noted in this contract. The method of shipment shall be consistent with the nature of the Products and hazards of transportation. Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, damage, or destruction of the Products ordered hereunder that occurs prior to Acceptance, except loss or damage attributable to Purchaser’s fault or negligence; and such loss, damage, or destruction shall not release Contractor from any obligation hereunder. After Delivery Date or Acceptance, whichever is applicable, the risk of loss or damage shall be borne by Purchaser, except loss or damage attributable to Contractor’s fault or negligence.



1.38 DELIVERY


See Appendix D Bidder Information.


1.39 SITE SECURITY


While on Purchaser’s premises, Contractor, its agents, employees, or Subcontractor shall conform in all respects with physical, fire, or other security regulations.



1.40 INSPECTION AND REJECTION



The Purchaser's inspection of all materials, supplies and equipment upon delivery is for the purpose of forming a judgment as to whether such delivered items are what was ordered, were properly delivered and ready for Acceptance.  Such inspection shall not be construed as final acceptance, or as acceptance of the materials, supplies or equipment, if the materials, supplies or equipment does not conform to Contractual requirements.  If there are any apparent defects in the materials, supplies, or equipment at the time of delivery, the Purchaser will promptly notify the Contractor.  Without limiting any other rights, the Purchaser may require the Contractor to: (1) repair or replace, at Contractor's expense, any or all of the damaged goods; (2) refund the price of any or all of the damaged goods; or (3) accept the return of any or all of the damaged goods.



1.41 STANDARD OF PERFORMANCE AND ACCEPTANCE TESTING

1.42 HAZARDOUS MATERIALS


“Right to know” legislation requires the Department of Labor and Industries to establish a program to make employers and employees more aware of hazardous substances in their work environment.  Implementing Chapter 296-839 WAC requires that all manufacturers and distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed in this Contract, must include a complete material safety data sheet (MSDS) for each hazardous material.  Additionally, each container of hazardous materials must be appropriately labeled with:



1. The identity of the hazardous material,



2. Appropriate hazard warnings, and



3. Name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party.


Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment-pending receipt of a legible copy of MSDS.  It should be noted that OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients” and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.


PAYMENT


1.43 ADVANCE PAYMENT PROHIBITED



No advance payment shall be made for the Products and Services furnished by Contractor pursuant to this Contract. 



Notwithstanding the above, maintenance payments, if any, may be made on a quarterly basis at the beginning of each quarter.



1.44 IDENTIFICATION


All invoices, packing lists, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written materials associated with this Contract shall be identified by the Contract number and the applicable Purchaser’s order number.  Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment and clearly identify all contents and any backorders.



1.45 PAYMENT, INVOICING AND DISCOUNTS


Contractor shall provide a properly completed invoice to Purchaser.  All invoices are to be delivered to the address indicated in the purchase order. 



Payment is the sole responsibility of, and will be made by, the Purchaser. 



Each invoice shall be identified by the associated Contract Number; the Contractor’s Statewide Vendor registration number assigned by Washington State Office of Financial Management (OFM), the applicable Purchaser’s order number, and shall be in U.S. dollars.  Invoices shall be prominently annotated by the Contractor with all applicable prompt payment and/or volume discount(s) and shipping charges unless otherwise specified in the Solicitation.  Hard copy credit memos are to be issued when the state has been overcharged.



Invoices for payment will accurately reflect all discounts due the Purchaser.  Invoices will not be processed for payment, nor will the period of prompt payment discount commence, until receipt of a properly completed invoice denominated in U.S. dollars and until all invoiced items are received and satisfactory performance of Contractor has been accepted by the Purchaser.  If an adjustment in payment is necessary due to damage or dispute, any prompt payment discount period shall commence on the date final approval for payment is authorized.



Under Chapter 39.76 RCW , if Purchaser fails to make timely payment(s), Contractor may invoice for 1.0 percent per month on the amount overdue or a minimum of $1.00.  Payment will not be considered late if a check or warrant is mailed within the time specified.  If no terms are specified, net 30 days will automatically apply.  Payment(s) made in accordance with Contract terms shall fully compensate the Contractor for all risk, loss, damages or expense of whatever nature and acceptance of payment shall constitute a waiver of all claims submitted by Contractor.  If the Contractor fails to make timely payment(s) or issuance of credit memos, the Purchaser may impose a 1% per month on the amount overdue.



Payment for materials, supplies and/or equipment received and for services rendered shall be made by Purchaser and be redeemable in U.S. dollars.  Unless otherwise specified, the Purchaser’s sole responsibility shall be to issue this payment.  Any bank or transaction fees or similar costs associated with currency exchange procedures or the use of purchasing/credit cards shall be fully assumed by the Contractor.



1.46 TAXES, FEES AND LICENSES 


Taxes:



Where required by statute or regulation, the Contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for Contract performance.  Unless otherwise indicated, the Purchaser agrees to pay State of Washington taxes on all applicable materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased.  No charge by the Contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and the Purchaser agrees to furnish Contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.



Collection of Retail Sales and Use Taxes:



In general, Contractors engaged in retail sales activities within the State of Washington are required to collect and remit sales tax to Department of Revenue (DOR).  In general, out-of-state Contractors must collect and remit “use tax” to Department of Revenue if the activity carried on by the seller in the State of Washington is significantly associated with Contractor’s ability to establish or maintain a market for its products in Washington State.  Examples of such activity include where the Contractor either directly or by an agent or other representative:



1. Maintains an in-state office, distribution house, sales house, warehouse, service enterprise, or any other in-state place of business;



2. Maintains an in-state inventory or stock of goods for sale;



3. Regularly solicits orders from Purchasers located within the State of Washington via sales representatives entering the State of Washington;



4. Sends other staff into the State of Washington (e.g. product safety engineers, etc.) to interact with Purchasers in an attempt to establish or maintain market(s); or



5. Other factors identified in WAC 458-20. 


Department of Revenue Registration for Out-of-State Contractors:



Out-of-state Contractors meeting any of the above criteria must register and establish an account with the Department of Revenue.  Refer to WAC 458-20-193, and call the Department of Revenue at 800-647-7706 for additional information.  When out-of-state Contractors are not required to collect and remit “use tax,” Purchasers located in the State of Washington are responsible for paying this tax, if applicable, directly to the Department of Revenue.



Fees/Licenses:



After award of Contract, and prior to commencing performance under the Contract, the Contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status any licenses, fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for Contract performance.  It is the Contractor's sole responsibility to maintain licenses and to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent regulations for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes or regulations during the entire term of this Contract.



Customs/Brokerage Fees:



Contractor shall take all necessary actions, including, but not limited to, paying all customs, duties, brokerage, and/or import fees, to ensure that materials, supplies, and/or equipment purchased under the Contract are expedited through customs.  Failure to do so may subject Contractor to liquidated damages as identified herein and/or to other remedies available by law or Contract.  Neither the Purchasing Activity nor the Purchaser will incur additional costs related to Contractor’s payment of such fees.



Taxes on Invoice:



Contractor shall calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on all invoices.  Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.



1.47 MINORITY AND WOMEN’S BUSINESS ENTERPRISE (MWBE) PARTICIPATION 



With each invoice for payment and within thirty (30) days of Purchasers request, Contractor shall provide Purchaser an Affidavit of Amounts Paid. The Affidavit of Amounts Paid shall either state that Contractor still maintains its MWBE certification, or state that its Subcontractor(s) still maintain(s) its/their MWBE certification(s) and specify the amounts paid to each certified MWBE Subcontractor under this Contract. Contractor shall maintain records supporting the Affidavit of Amounts Paid in accordance with this Contract’s Retention of Records section.



1.48 OVERPAYMENTS TO CONTRACTOR 


Contractor shall refund to Purchaser the full amount of any erroneous payment or overpayment under this Contract within thirty (30) days’ written notice. If Contractor fails to make timely refund, then Purchaser may charge Contractor one percent (1%) per month on the amount due, until paid in full. 



1.49 AUDITS


Contractor shall on an annual basis perform a random audit of all invoices to ensure pricing accuracy and provide this audit report to the Office of State Procurement.  Audit shall include a minimum of (5) percent of all invoices for the reporting period.  There shall be no cost to the state for this requirement.  An unfavorable audit may be considered a breach of the Contract and the state, at its sole discretion, may provide the Contractor an opportunity to correct the negative finding(s) or cancel the contract immediately



The state reserves the right to audit, or have a designated third party audit, applicable records to ensure that the state has been properly invoiced. Any remedies and penalties allowed by law to recover monies determined owed will be enforced. Repetitive instances of incorrect invoicing may be considered complete cause for Contract termination.



QUALITY ASSURANCE 



1.50 RIGHT OF INSPECTION


Contractor shall provide right of access to its facilities to Purchasing Activity, or any of Purchasing Activity’s officers, or to any other authorized agent or official of the state of Washington or the federal government, at all reasonable times, in order to monitor and evaluate performance, compliance, and/or quality assurance under this Contract.



1.51 CONTRACTOR COMMITMENTS, WARRANTIES AND REPRESENTATIONS


Any written commitment by Contractor within the scope of this Contract shall be binding upon Contractor. Failure of Contractor to fulfill such a commitment may constitute breach and shall render Contractor liable for damages under the terms of this Contract. For purposes of this section, a commitment by Contractor includes:  (i) Prices, discounts, and options committed to remain in force over a specified period of time; and (ii) any warranty or representation made by Contractor in its Response or contained in any Contractor or manufacturer publications, written materials, schedules, charts, diagrams, tables, descriptions, other written representations, and any other communication medium accompanying or referred to in its Response or used to effect the sale to Purchaser.



1.52 PRODUCT WARRANTY



Products provided by Contractors shall be commercial grade and meet all federal, state and local standards for quality and safety. Products not meeting these standards will be deemed unacceptable and returned to the Contractor for credit at no charge to the Purchaser. All products purchased must carry a standard manufacturer's warranty.



1.53 MANUFACTURER AUTHORIZED WARRANTY REPAIR PROOF OF CERTIFICATION/AUTHORIZATION



Contractor shall also provide documentation demonstrating the qualification of each facility to perform service and repairs, if requested by the Procurement Coordinator.   Documentation shall include a letter signed by an authorized representative of the manufacturer certifying that each facility listed is an authorized service and repair facility for materials, supplies, or equipment, and the manufacturer authorized service must be available in any geographic area covered in this solicitation.


1.54 COST OF REMEDY 


Cost of Remedying Defects: All defects, indirect and consequential costs of correcting, removing or replacing any or all of the defective materials or equipment will be charged against the Contractor.



INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATIONS


1.55 ADVERTISING


Contractor shall not publish or use any information concerning this Contract in any format or media for advertising or publicity without prior written consent from the Procurement Coordinator.



1.56 RETENTION OF RECORDS


The Contractor shall maintain all books, records, documents, data and other evidence relating to this Contract and the provision of materials, supplies, services and/or equipment described herein, including, but not limited to, accounting procedures and practices which sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and indirect costs of any nature expended in the performance of this Contract.  Contractor shall retain such records for a period of six (6) years following the date of final payment.  At no additional cost, these records, including materials generated under the Contract, shall be subject at all reasonable times to inspection, review, or audit by the Purchasing Activity, personnel duly authorized by the Purchasing Activity, the Washington State Auditor’s Office, and federal and state officials so authorized by law, regulation or agreement.



If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the six (6) year period, the records shall be retained until final resolution of all litigation, claims, or audit findings involving the records.



1.57 PROPRIETARY OR CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION



To the extent consistent with Chapter 42.56 RCW, the Public Disclosure Act, the Purchasing Activity shall maintain the confidentiality of Contractor’s information marked confidential or proprietary. If a request is made to view Contractor’s proprietary information, the Purchasing Activity will notify Contractor of the request and of the date that the records will be released to the requester unless Contractor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If Contractor fails to obtain the court order enjoining disclosure, the Purchasing Activity will release the requested information on the date specified.



The State’s sole responsibility shall be limited to maintaining the above data in a secure area and to notify Contractor of any request(s) for disclosure for so long as the Purchasing Activity retains Contractor’s information in the Purchasing Activity records. Failure to so label such materials or failure to timely respond after notice of request for public disclosure has been given shall be deemed a waiver by Contractor of any claim that such materials are exempt from disclosure.



1.58 NON-ENDORSEMENT AND PUBLICITY 



Neither the Purchasing Activity nor the Purchasers are endorsing the Contractor’s Products or Services, nor suggesting that they are the best or only solution to their needs. Contractor agrees to make no reference to the Purchasing Activity, any Purchaser or the state of Washington in any literature, promotional material, brochures, sales presentation or the like, regardless of method of distribution, without the prior review and express written consent of the Purchasing Activity.



1.59 OWNERSHIP/RIGHTS IN DATA 


Purchaser and Contractor agree that all data and work products (collectively called “Work Product”) produced pursuant to this Contract shall be considered work made for hire under the U.S. Copyright Act, 17 U.S.C. §101 et seq, and shall be owned by Purchaser. Contractor is hereby commissioned to create the Work Product. Work Product includes, but is not limited to, discoveries, formulae, ideas, improvements, inventions, methods, models, processes, techniques, findings, conclusions, recommendations, reports, designs, plans, diagrams, drawings, Software, databases, documents, pamphlets, advertisements, books, magazines, surveys, studies, computer programs, films, tapes, and/or sound reproductions, to the extent provided by law. Ownership includes the right to copyright, patent, register and the ability to transfer these rights and all information used to formulate such Work Product.



If for any reason the Work Product would not be considered a work made for hire under applicable law, Contractor assigns and transfers to Purchaser the entire right, title and interest in and to all rights in the Work Product and any registrations and copyright applications relating thereto and any renewals and extensions thereof.



Contractor shall execute all documents and perform such other proper acts as Purchaser may deem necessary to secure for Purchaser the rights pursuant to this section.



Contractor shall not use or in any manner disseminate any Work Product to any third party, or represent in any way Contractor ownership in any Work Product, without the prior written permission of Purchaser. Contractor shall take all reasonable steps necessary to ensure that its agents, employees, or Subcontractor shall not copy or disclose, transmit or perform any Work Product or any portion thereof, in any form, to any third party.



Material that is delivered under this Contract, but that does not originate there from (“Preexisting Material”), shall be transferred to Purchaser with a nonexclusive, royalty-free, irrevocable license to publish, translate, reproduce, deliver, perform, display, and dispose of such Preexisting Material, and to authorize others to do so except that such license shall be limited to the extent to which Contractor has a right to grant such a license. Contractor shall exert all reasonable effort to advise Purchaser at the time of delivery of Preexisting Material furnished under this Contract, of all known or potential infringements of publicity, privacy or of intellectual property contained therein and of any portion of such document which was not produced in the performance of this Contract. Contractor agrees to obtain, at its own expense, express written consent of the copyright holder for the inclusion of Preexisting Material. Purchaser shall receive prompt written notice of each notice or claim of copyright infringement or infringement of other intellectual property right worldwide received by Contractor with respect to any Preexisting Material delivered under this Contract. Purchaser shall have the right to modify or remove any restrictive markings placed upon the Preexisting Material by Contractor.



1.60 PROTECTION OF CONFIDENTIAL AND PERSONAL INFORMATION 


Contractor acknowledges that some of the material and information that may come into its possession or knowledge in connection with this Contract or its performance may consist of information that is exempt from disclosure to the public or other unauthorized persons under either Chapter 42.17 RCW or other state or federal statutes (“Confidential Information”). Confidential Information includes, but is not limited to, names, addresses, Social Security numbers, e-mail addresses, telephone numbers, financial profiles, credit card information, driver’s license numbers, medical data, law enforcement records, agency source code or object code, agency security data, or information identifiable to an individual that relates to any of these types of information. Contractor agrees to hold Confidential Information in strictest confidence and not to make use of Confidential Information for any purpose other than the performance of this Contract, to release it only to authorized employees or Subcontractor requiring such information for the purposes of carrying out this Contract, and not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell, disclose, or otherwise make the information known to any other party without Purchaser’s express written consent or as provided by law. Contractor agrees to release such information or material only to employees or Subcontractor who have signed a nondisclosure agreement, the terms of which have been previously approved by Purchaser. Contractor agrees to implement physical, electronic, and managerial safeguards to prevent unauthorized access to Confidential Information. 



“Personal information” including, but not limited to, “Protected Health Information” (PHI) under Health Insurance Portability And Accountability Act (HIPAA), individuals’ names, addresses, phone numbers, birth dates, and social security numbers collected, used, or acquired in connection with this Contract shall be protected against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification or loss.  



HIPAA establishes national minimum standards for the use and disclosure of certain health information.  The Contractor must comply with all HIPAA requirements and rules when determined applicable by the Purchaser.  If Purchaser determines that (1) Purchaser is a “covered entity” under HIPAA, and that (2) Contractor will perform “business associate” services and activities covered under HIPAA, then at Purchaser’s request, Contractor agrees to execute Purchaser’s business associate Contract in compliance with HIPAA.



Contractor shall ensure its directors, officers, employees, Subcontractor or agents use personal information solely for the purposes of accomplishing the services set forth herein.  Contractor and its Subcontractor agree not to release, divulge, publish, transfer, sell or otherwise make known to unauthorized persons personal information without the express written consent of the Agency or as otherwise required by law.



Any breach of this provision may result in termination of the Contract and demand for return of all personal information.  The Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the State of Washington and the Purchaser for any damages related to both: (1) the Contractor’s unauthorized use of personal information and (2) the unauthorized use of personal information by unauthorized persons as a result of Contractor’s failure to sufficiently protect against unauthorized use, disclosure, modification, or loss.



Contractor shall maintain a log documenting the following:  the Confidential Information received in the performance of this Contract; the purpose(s) for which the Confidential Information was received; who received, maintained and used the Confidential Information; and the final disposition of the Confidential Information. Contractor’s records shall be subject to inspection, review or audit in accordance with Retention of Records.



Purchaser reserves the right to monitor, audit, or investigate the use of Confidential Information collected, used, or acquired by Contractor through this Contract. The monitoring, auditing, or investigating may include, but is not limited to, salting databases.



Violation of this section by Contractor or its Subcontractor may result in termination of this Contract and demand for return of all Confidential Information, monetary damages, or penalties.



Immediately upon expiration or termination of this Contract, Contractor shall, at Purchaser’s option:  (i) certify to Purchaser that Contractor has destroyed all Confidential Information; or (ii) return all Confidential Information to Purchaser; or (iii) take whatever other steps Purchaser requires of Contractor to protect Purchaser’s Confidential Information.



GENERAL PROVISIONS


1.61 GOVERNING LAW/VENUE


This Contract shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington, and the venue of any action brought hereunder shall be in the Superior Court for Thurston County.



1.62 SEVERABILITY


Severability:  If any provision of this Contract or any provision of any document incorporated by reference shall be held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions of this Contract that can be given effect without the invalid provision, and to this end the provisions of this Contract are declared to be severable.



1.63 SURVIVORSHIP


All transactions executed for Products and Services provided pursuant to the authority of this Contract shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, Prices and Price discounts set forth herein, notwithstanding the expiration of the initial term of this Contract or any extension thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and warranties contained in this Contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this Contract shall so survive. In addition, the terms of the sections titled Overpayments to Contractor; Ownership/Rights in Data; Contractor’s Commitments, Warranties and Representations; Protection of Purchaser’s Confidential Information; Section Headings, Incorporated Documents and Order of Precedence; Publicity; Retention of Records; Patent and Copyright Indemnification; Contractor’s Proprietary Information; Disputes; and Limitation of Liability shall survive the termination of this Contract.



1.64 INDEPENDENT STATUS OF CONTRACTOR


In the performance of this Contract, the parties will be acting in their individual, corporate or governmental capacities and not as agents, employees, partners, joint ventures, or associates of one another. The parties intend that an independent Contractor relationship will be created by this Contract. The employees or agents of one party shall not be deemed or construed to be the employees or agents of the other party for any purpose whatsoever. Contractor shall not make any claim of right, privilege or benefit which would accrue to an employee under Chapter 41.06 RCW, or Title 51 RCW.



1.65 GIFTS AND GRATUITIES


Contractor shall comply with all state laws regarding gifts and gratuities, including but not limited to: RCW 43.19.1937 , RCW 43.19.1939,  RCW 42.52.150,  RCW 42.52.160, and RCW 42.52.170 under which it is unlawful for any person to directly or indirectly offer, give or accept gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, special discounts, services, or anything of economic value in conjunction with state business or Contract activities.  



Under RCW 43.19.1937 and the Ethics in Public Service Law, Chapter 42.52 RCW state officers and employees are prohibited from receiving, accepting, taking or seeking gifts (except as permitted by RCW 42.52.150) if the officer or employee participates in Contractual matters relating to the purchase of goods or services.



1.66 IMMUNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS 


To the fullest extent permitted by law, Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless State, agencies of State and all officials, agents and employees of State, from and against all claims for injuries, death or damage to property arising out of or resulting from the performance of the Contract. Contractor's obligation to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless includes any claim by Contractors’ agents, employees, representatives, or any Subcontractor or its employees.



Contractor expressly agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State for any claim arising out of or incident to Contractor's or any Subcontractor’s performance or failure to perform the Contract. Contractor shall be required to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State only to the extent claim is caused in whole or in part by negligent acts or omissions of Contractor.



Contractor waives its immunity under Title 51 to the extent it is required to indemnify, defend and hold harmless State and its agencies, officials, agents or employees.



1.67 PERSONAL LIABILITY


It is agreed by and between the parties hereto that in no event shall any official, officer, employee or agent of the State of Washington when executing their official duties in good faith, be in any way personally liable or responsible for any agreement herein contained whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this agreement.



1.68 INSURANCE


General Requirements:



Contractor shall, at their own expense, obtain and keep in force insurance as follows until completion of the Contract.  Upon request, Contractor shall furnish evidence in the form of a certificate of insurance satisfactory to the State of Washington that insurance, in the following kinds and minimum amounts, has been secured.  Failure to provide proof of insurance, as required, will result in Contract cancellation.



Contractor shall include all Subcontractors as insured’s under all required insurance policies, or shall furnish separate Certificates of Insurance and endorsements for each Subcontractor.  Subcontractor(s) must comply fully with all insurance requirements stated herein.  Failure of Subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit Contractor’s liability or responsibility.



All insurance provided in compliance with this Contract shall be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance programs afforded to or maintained by the state.



Specific Requirements:



Employers Liability (Stop Gap):  The Contractor will at all times comply with all applicable workers’ compensation, occupational disease, and occupational health and safety laws, statutes, and regulations to the full extent applicable and will maintain Employers Liability insurance with a limit of no less than $1,000,000.00.  The State of Washington will not be held responsible in any way for claims filed by the Contractor or their employees for services performed under the terms of this Contract.



Commercial General Liability Insurance:  The Contractor shall at all times during the term of this Contract, carry and maintain commercial general liability insurance and if necessary, commercial umbrella insurance for bodily injury and property damage arising out of services provided under this Contract.  This insurance shall cover such claims as may be caused by any act, omission, or negligence of the Contractor or its officers, agents, representatives, assigns, or servants.



The insurance shall also cover bodily injury, including disease, illness and death, and property damage arising out of the Contractor’s premises/operations, independent Contractors, products/completed operations, personal injury and advertising injury, and Contractual liability (including the tort liability of another assumed in a business Contract), and contain separation of insured’s (cross liability) conditions.



Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by general liability or umbrella insurance.



The limits of liability insurance shall not be less than as follows:

Business Auto Policy (BAP):



In the event that services delivered pursuant to this Contract involve the use of vehicles, or the transportation of clients, automobile liability insurance shall be required.  The coverage provided shall protect against claims for bodily injury, including illness, disease, and death; and property damage caused by an occurrence arising out of or in consequence of the performance of this service by the Contractor, Subcontractor, or anyone employed by either.



Contractor shall maintain business auto liability and, if necessary, commercial umbrella liability insurance with a combined single limits not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.  The business auto liability shall include Hired and Non-Owned coverage.



Contractor waives all rights against the State of Washington for the recovery of damages to the extent they are covered by business auto liability or commercial umbrella liability insurance.



Additional Insurance Provisions:



All above insurance policies shall include, but not be limited to, the following provisions:



Additional Insured:



The State of Washington and all authorized Purchasers shall be named as an additional insured on all general liability, umbrella, excess, and property insurance policies.  All policies shall be primary over any other valid and collectable insurance.



Notice of Policy (ies) Cancellation/Non-renewal:



For insurers subject to Chapter 48.18 RCW (Admitted and regulated by the Washington State Insurance Commissioner) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee forty-five (45) calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy(ies) as it relates to this Contract.  Written notice shall include the affected Contract reference number.



Surplus Lines:



For insurers subject to Chapter 48.15 RCW (Surplus Lines) a written notice shall be given to the director of purchasing or designee twenty (20) calendar days prior to cancellation or any material change to the policy (ies) as it relates to this Contract.  Written notice shall include the affected Contract reference number.



Cancellation for Non-payment to Premium:



If cancellation on any policy is due to non-payment of premium, a written notice shall be given the director of purchasing or designee ten (10) calendar days prior to cancellation.  Written notice shall include the affected Contract reference number.



Identification:



Policy (ies) and Certificates of Insurance shall include the affected Contract reference number.



Insurance Carrier Rating:



The insurance required above shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the State of Washington.  Insurance is to be placed with a carrier that has a rating of A- Class VII or better in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports.  Any exception must be reviewed and approved by the Risk Manager for the State of Washington, by submitting a copy of the Contract and evidence of insurance before Contract commencement.  If an insurer is not admitted, all insurance policies and procedures for issuing the insurance policies must comply with Chapter 48.15 RCW and Chapter 284-15 WAC .



Excess Coverage:



The limits of all insurance required to be provided by the Contractor shall be no less than the minimum amounts specified.  However, coverage in the amounts of these minimum limits shall not be construed to relieve the Contractor from liability in excess of such limits.



Limit Adjustments:



The state reserves the right to increase or decrease limits as appropriate.



1.69 INDUSTRIAL INSURANCE COVERAGE


The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Title 51 RCW Industrial Insurance.  If the Contractor fails to provide industrial insurance coverage or fails to pay premiums or penalties on behalf of its employees as may be required by law, the Purchasing Activity may terminate this Contract.  This provision does not waive any of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries (L&I) rights to collect from the Contractor.



1.70 NONDISCRIMINATION


During the performance of this Contract, the Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal and state nondiscrimination laws, regulations and policies, including, but not limited to, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, 42 U.S.C. section 12101 et. seq.; the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA); and, Chapter 49.60 RCW, Discrimination – Human Rights Commission.



1.71 OSHA AND WISHA REQUIREMENTS


Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) and, if manufactured or stored in the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act (WISHA) and the standards and regulations issued there under, and certifies that all items furnished and purchased will conform to and comply with said laws, standards and regulations.  Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Purchasing Activity and Purchaser from all damages assessed against Purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to comply with those laws, standards and regulations, and for the failure of the items furnished under the Contract to so comply.



1.72 ANTITRUST


The state maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the Purchaser.  Therefore, the Contractor hereby assigns to the State of Washington any and all of the Contractor’s claims for such price fixing or overcharges which arise under federal or state antitrust laws, relating to the materials, supplies, services and/or equipment purchased under this Contract.



1.73 WAIVER


Failure or delay of the Purchasing Activity or Purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of any term or condition of the Contract or to exercise any right or remedy provided in the Contract or by law; or the Purchasing Activity’s or Purchaser’s acceptance of or payment for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment, shall not release the Contractor from any responsibilities or obligations imposed by this Contract or by law, and shall not be deemed a waiver of any right of the Purchasing Activity or Purchaser to insist upon the strict performance of the entire agreement by the Contractor. In the event of any claim for breach of Contract against the Contractor, no provision of this Contract shall be construed, expressly or by implication, as a waiver by the Purchasing Activity or Purchaser of any existing or future right and/or remedy available by law.



DISPUTES AND REMEDIES


1.74 PROBLEM RESOLUTION AND DISPUTES 


Problems arising out of the performance of this Contract shall be resolved in a timely manner at the lowest possible level with authority to resolve such problem.  If a problem persists and cannot be resolved, it may be escalated within each organization. 


In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between the Purchasing Activity or the Purchaser and Contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal problem escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.  The dispute shall be handled by a Dispute Resolution Panel in the following manner. Each party to this Contract shall appoint one member to the Panel. These two appointed members shall jointly appoint an additional member. The Dispute Resolution Panel shall review the facts, Contract terms and applicable statutes and rules and make a determination of the dispute as quickly as reasonably possible. The determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel shall be final and binding on the parties hereto. Purchasing Activity and/or Purchaser and Contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this Contract that are not affected by the dispute.



In the event a bona fide dispute concerning a question of fact arises between Purchasing Activity or the Purchaser and Contractor and it cannot be resolved between the parties through the normal escalation processes, either party may initiate the dispute resolution procedure provided herein.



The initiating party shall reduce its description of the dispute to writing and deliver it to the responding party. The responding party shall respond in writing within three (3) Business Days. The initiating party shall have three (3) Business Days to review the response. If after this review a resolution cannot be reached, both parties shall have three (3) Business Days to negotiate in good faith to resolve the dispute.



If the dispute cannot be resolved after three (3) Business Days, a Dispute Resolution Panel may be requested in writing by either party who shall also identify the first panel member. Within three (3) Business Days of receipt of the request, the other party will designate a panel member. Those two panel members will appoint a third individual to the Dispute Resolution Panel within the next three (3) Business Days.



The Dispute Resolution Panel will review the written descriptions of the dispute, gather additional information as needed, and render a decision on the dispute in the shortest practical time.



Each party shall bear the cost for its panel member and share equally the cost of the third panel member.



Both parties agree to be bound by the determination of the Dispute Resolution Panel. 



Both parties agree to exercise good faith in dispute resolution and to settle disputes prior to using a Dispute Resolution Panel whenever possible.



Purchasing Activity, the Purchaser and Contractor agree that, the existence of a dispute notwithstanding, they will continue without delay to carry out all their respective responsibilities under this Contract that are not affected by the dispute.



If the subject of the dispute is the amount due and payable by Purchaser for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment being provided by Contractor, Contractor shall continue providing materials, supplies, services and/or equipment pending resolution of the dispute provided Purchaser pays Contractor the amount Purchaser, in good faith, believes is due and payable, and places in escrow the difference between such amount and the amount Contractor, in good faith, believes is due and payable.



1.75 ADMINISTRATIVE SUSPENSION


When it in the best interest of the state, the Purchasing Activity may at any time, and without cause, suspend the Contract or any portion thereof for a period of not more than thirty (30) calendar days per event by written notice from the Procurement Coordinator to the Contractor’s Representative.  Contractor shall resume performance on the next business day following the 30th day of suspension unless an earlier resumption date is specified in the notice of suspension.  If no resumption date was specified in the notice of suspension, the Contractor can be demanded and required to resume performance within the 30 day suspension period by the Procurement Coordinator providing the Contractor’s Representative with written notice of such demand.



1.76 FORCE MAJEURE


The term “force majeure” means an occurrence that causes a delay that is beyond the control of the party affected and could not have been avoided by exercising reasonable diligence.  Force majeure shall include acts of God, war, riots, strikes, fire, floods, epidemics, or other similar occurrences.



Exceptions:  Except for payment of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other or deemed in breach under this Contract if, and to the extent that, such party's performance of this Contract is prevented by reason of force majeure.



Notification:  If either party is delayed by force majeure, said party shall provide written notification within forty-eight (48) hours.  The notification shall provide evidence of the force majeure to the satisfaction of the other party.  Such delay shall cease as soon as practicable and written notification of same shall likewise be provided.  So far as consistent with the Rights Reserved below, the time of completion shall be extended by Contract amendment for a period of time equal to the time that the results or effects of such delay prevented the delayed party from performing in accordance with this Contract.



Rights Reserved:  The Purchasing Activity reserves the right to authorize an amendment to this Contract, terminate the Contract, and/or purchase materials, supplies, equipment and/or services from the best available source during the time of force majeure, and Contractor shall have no recourse against the State.



1.77 ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE RESOLUTION FEES AND COSTS


In the event that the parties engage in arbitration, mediation or any other alternative dispute resolution forum to resolve a dispute in lieu of litigation, both parties shall share equally in the cost of the alternative dispute resolution method, including cost of mediator or arbitrator. In addition, each party shall be responsible for its own attorneys’ fees incurred as a result of the alternative dispute resolution method.



1.78 NON-EXCLUSIVE REMEDIES


The remedies provided for in this Contract shall not be exclusive but are in addition to all other remedies available under law.



1.79 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES


The Purchaser has an immediate requirement for the materials, equipment or services specified herein.  Bidders are urged to give very careful consideration to the Purchaser’s delivery requirements and the manufacturer’s production capabilities when establishing a delivery date(s), and all product specifications


1.80 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY


The parties agree that neither Contractor, Purchasing Activity nor Purchaser shall be liable to each other, regardless of the form of action, for consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages except a claim related to bodily injury or death, or a claim or demand based on patent, copyright, or other intellectual property right infringement, in which case liability shall be as set forth elsewhere in this Contract. This section does not modify any sections regarding liquidated damages or any other conditions as are elsewhere agreed to herein between the parties. The damages specified in the sections titled Termination for Default and Retention of Records are not consequential, incidental, indirect, or special damages as that term is used in this section.



Neither the Contractor, the Purchasing Activity nor Purchaser shall be liable for damages arising from causes beyond the reasonable control and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor, the Purchasing Activity or Purchaser. Such causes may include, but are not restricted to, acts of God or of the public enemy, acts of a governmental body other than the Purchasing Activity or the Purchaser acting in either its sovereign or Contractual capacity, war, explosions, fires, floods, earthquakes, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, freight embargoes, and unusually severe weather; but in every case the delays must be beyond the reasonable control and without fault or negligence of the Contractor, the Purchasing Activity or the Purchaser, or their respective Subcontractor.



If delays are caused by a Subcontractor without its fault or negligence, Contractor shall not be liable for damages for such delays, unless the Services to be performed were obtainable on comparable terms from other sources in sufficient time to permit Contractor to meet its required performance schedule.



Neither party shall be liable for personal injury to the other party or damage to the other party’s property except personal injury or damage to property proximately caused by such party’s respective fault or negligence.



1.81 FEDERAL FUNDING



In the event that a federally funded acquisition results from this procurement, the Contractor may be required to provide additional information (free of charge) at the request of the Purchasing Activity or Purchaser:  Further, the Contractor may be subject to those federal requirements specific to the commodity. 



1.82 FEDERAL RESTRICTIONS ON LOBBYING



Contractor certifies that under the requirements of Lobbying Disclosure Act, 2 U.S.C., Section 1601 et seq., no Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the Contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the awarding of any Federal Contract, the making of any Federal grant, the making of any Federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal Contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement.



1.83 FEDERAL DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION



The Contractor certifies, that neither it nor its “principals” (as defined in 49 CFR. 29.105 (p) is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any Federal department or agency.



CONTRACT TERMINATION


This section 1.84 thru 1.92 superseded by paragraph 1.26



1.84 MATERIAL BREACH


A Contractor may be Terminated for Cause by the Purchasing Activity, at the sole discretion of the Procurement Coordinator, for failing to perform a Contractual requirement or for a material breach of any term or condition.  Material breach of a term or condition of the Contract may include but is not limited to:



1. Contractor failure to perform services or deliver materials, supplies, or equipment by the date required or by an alternate date as mutually agreed in a written amendment to the Contract; 



2. Contractor failure to carry out any warranty or fails to perform or comply with any mandatory provision of the Contract; 



3. Contractor becomes insolvent or in an unsound financial condition so as to endanger performance hereunder; 



4. Contractor becomes the subject of any proceeding under any law relating to bankruptcy, insolvency or reorganization, or relief from creditors and/or debtors that endangers the Contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 



5. Appointment of any receiver, trustee, or similar official for Contractor or any of the Contractor’s property and such appointment endangers the Contractor’s proper performance hereunder; 



6. A determination that the Contractor is in violation of federal, state, or local laws or regulations and that such determination renders the Contractor unable to perform any aspect of the Contract.



1.85 OPPORTUNITY TO CURE


In the event that Contractor fails to perform a Contractual requirement or materially breaches any term or condition, the Purchasing Activity may issue a written cure notice.  The Contractor may have a period of time in which to cure.  The Purchasing Activity is not required to allow the Contractor to cure defects if the opportunity for cure is not feasible as determined solely within the discretion of the Purchasing Activity. Time allowed for cure shall not diminish or eliminate Contractor's liability for liquidated or other damages, or otherwise affects any other remedies available against Contractor under the Contract or by law.



If the breach remains after Contractor has been provided the opportunity to cure, the Purchasing Activity may do any one or more of the following:



1. Exercise any remedy provided by law;



2. Terminate this Contract and any related Contracts or portions thereof;



3. Procure replacements and impose damages as set forth elsewhere in this Contract;



4. Impose actual or liquidated damages;



5. Suspend or bar Contractor from receiving future Solicitations or other opportunities;



6. Require Contractor to reimburse the state for any loss or additional expense incurred as a result of default or failure to satisfactorily perform the terms of the Contract.



1.86 TERMINATION FOR CAUSE


In the event the Procurement Coordinator, in its sole discretion, determines that the Contractor has failed to comply with the conditions of this Contract in a timely manner or is in material breach, the Procurement Coordinator has the right to suspend or terminate this Contract, in part or in whole. The Procurement Coordinator shall notify the Contractor in writing of the need to take corrective action. If corrective action is not taken within thirty (30) calendar days or as otherwise specified by the Procurement Coordinator, or if such corrective action is deemed by the Procurement Coordinator to be insufficient, the Contract may be terminated. The Procurement Coordinator reserves the right to suspend all or part of the Contract, withhold further payments, or prohibit the Contractor from incurring additional obligations of funds during investigation of the alleged breach and pending corrective action by the Contractor or a decision by the Procurement Coordinator to terminate the Contract. 



In the event of termination, the Purchasing Activity shall have the right to procure for all Purchasers any replacement materials, supplies, services and/or equipment that are the subject of this Contract on the open market.  In addition, the Contractor shall be liable for damages as authorized by law including, but not limited to, any price difference between the original Contract and the replacement or cover Contract and all administrative costs directly related to the replacement Contract, e.g., cost of the competitive bidding, mailing, advertising and staff time.



If it is determined that: (1) the Contractor was not in material breach; or (2) failure to perform was outside of Contractor's or its Subcontractor’s control, fault or negligence, the termination shall be deemed to be a "Termination for Convenience". The rights and remedies of the Purchasing Activity and/or the Purchaser provided in this Contract are not exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law. 



1.87 TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE


Except as otherwise provided in this Contract, the Purchasing Activity, at the sole discretion of the Procurement Coordinator, may terminate this Contract, in whole or in part by giving thirty (30) calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice beginning on the second day after mailing to the Contractor.  If this Contract is so terminated, Purchasers shall be liable only for payment required under this Contract for properly authorized services rendered, or materials, supplies and/or equipment delivered to and Accepted by the Purchaser prior to the effective date of Contract termination.  Neither the Purchasing Activity nor the Purchaser shall have any other obligation whatsoever to the Contractor for such termination.  This Termination for Convenience clause may be invoked by the Purchasing Activity when it is in the best interest of the State of Washington.


1.88 TERMINATION FOR WITHDRAWAL OF AUTHORITY


In the event that the Purchasing Activity and/or Purchaser’s authority to perform any of its duties is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way after the commencement of this Contract and prior to normal completion, the Purchasing Activity may terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, by seven (7) calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice to Contractor. 



1.89 TERMINATION FOR NON-ALLOCATION OF FUNDS


If funds are not allocated to Purchaser(s) to continue this Contract in any future period, Purchasing Activity may terminate this Contract by seven (7) calendar days or other appropriate time period written notice to Contractor or work with Contractor to arrive at a mutually acceptable resolution of the situation. Purchaser will not be obligated to pay any further charges for materials, supplies, services and/or equipment including the net remainder of agreed to consecutive periodic payments remaining unpaid beyond the end of the then-current period. Purchasing Activity and/or Purchaser agrees to notify Contractor in writing of such non-allocation at the earliest possible time. 



No penalty shall accrue to the Purchaser in the event this section shall be exercised.  This section shall not be construed to permit Purchasing Activity to terminate this Contract in order to acquire similar materials, supplies, services and/or equipment from a third party.



1.90 TERMINATION FOR CONFLICT OF INTEREST


Purchasing Activity may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if it is determined, after due notice and examination, that any party to this Contract has violated Chapter 42.52 RCW, Ethics in Public Service, or any other laws regarding ethics in public acquisitions and procurement and performance of Contracts. In the event this Contract is so terminated, the Purchasing Activity and /or Purchaser shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against Contractor as it could pursue in the event that the Contractor breaches this Contract.



1.91 TERMINATION BY MUTUAL AGREEMENT


The Purchasing Activity and the Contractor may terminate this Contract in whole or in part, at any time, by mutual agreement.



1.92 TERMINATION PROCEDURE


In addition to the procedures set forth below, if the Purchasing Activity terminates this Contract, Contractor shall follow any procedures the Procurement Coordinator specifies in the termination notice.



Upon termination of this Contract and in addition to any other rights provided in this Contract, Procurement Coordinator may require the Contractor to deliver to the Purchaser any property specifically produced or acquired for the performance of such part of this Contract as has been terminated. The provisions of the "Treatment of Assets" clause shall apply in such property transfer.



The Purchaser shall pay to the Contractor the agreed upon price, if separately stated, for completed work and service(s) Accepted by the Purchaser, and the amount agreed upon by the Contractor and the Purchaser for (i) completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment for which no separate price is stated, (ii) partially completed materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment, (iii) other materials, supplies, services rendered and/or equipment which are Accepted by the Purchaser, and (iv) the protection and preservation of property, unless the termination is for cause, in which case the Purchasing Activity and the Purchaser shall determine the extent of the liability of the Purchaser. Failure to agree with such determination shall be a dispute within the meaning of the "Disputes" clause of this Contract. The Purchaser may withhold from any amounts due the Contractor such sum as the Procurement Coordinator and Purchaser determine to be necessary to protect the Purchaser against potential loss or liability.



The rights and remedies of the Purchasing Activity and/or the Purchaser provided in this section shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under this Contract.



After receipt of a termination notice, and except as otherwise expressly directed in writing by the Procurement Coordinator, the Contractor shall:



1. Stop all work, order fulfillment, shipments, and deliveries under the Contract on the date, and to the extent specified, in the notice;



2. Place no further orders or Subcontracts for materials, services, supplies, equipment and/or facilities in relation to the Contract except as is necessary to complete or fulfill such portion of the Contract that is not terminated; 



3. Complete or fulfill such portion of the Contract that is not terminated in compliance with all Contractual requirements;



4. Assign to the Purchaser, in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by the Procurement Coordinator on behalf of the Purchaser, all of the rights, title, and interest of the Contractor under the orders and Subcontracts so terminated, in which case the Purchaser has the right, at its discretion, to settle or pay any or all claims arising out of the termination of such orders and Subcontracts.



5. Settle all outstanding liabilities and all claims arising out of such termination of orders and Subcontracts, with the approval or ratification of the Procurement Coordinator and/or the Purchaser to the extent Procurement Coordinator and/or the Purchaser may require, which approval or ratification shall be final for all the purposes of this clause;



6. Transfer title to the Purchaser and deliver in the manner, at the times, and to the extent directed by the Procurement Coordinator on behalf of the Purchaser any property which, if the Contract had been completed, would have been required to be furnished to the Purchaser;



7. Take such action as may be necessary, or as the Procurement Coordinator and/or the Purchaser may direct, for the protection and preservation of the property related to this Contract which is in the possession of the Contractor and in which the Purchasing Activity and/or the Purchaser has or may acquire an interest.

Go to the 2nd stop sign this will bring you to Pines and Maple, turn Right at this stop sign and turn a quick Right into the parking lot.  You enter our office from the parking lot side;   we are located on the first floor.  (We are in an older bldg). 
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
