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1. Introduction 


1.1. Purpose 


The purpose of this Request for Proposal (RFP) is to establish one or more contracts with suppliers 
that can design and install audio visual (A/V) systems for University classrooms, lecture halls, and 
other spaces as needed.

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4. Special Terms and Conditions 
 
4.1. Insurance Requirement 


During the term of this Contract, Vendor will maintain in full force and effect, the insurance 
described in this section.  Vendor will acquire such insurance from an insurance carrier or 
carriers licensed to conduct business in the State of Washington and having a rating of A-, 
Class VII or better, in the most recently published edition of Best’s Reports. In the event of 
cancellation, non-renewal, revocation or other termination of any insurance coverage 
required by this Contract, Vendor will provide written notice of such to UW within one (1) 
Business Day of Vendor’s receipt of such notice. Failure to buy and maintain the required 
insurance may, at UW’s sole option, result in termination of this Contract. 


The minimum acceptable limits will be as indicated below, with no deductible for each of the 
following categories: 


1. Commercial General Liability covering the risks of bodily injury (including death), 
property damage and personal injury, including coverage for contractual liability, with a limit 
of not less than $1 million per occurrence/$2 million general aggregate;  
 


2. Business Automobile Liability (owned, hired, or non-owned) covering the risks of bodily 
injury (including death) and property damage, including coverage for contractual liability, 
with a limit of not less than $1 million per accident;

6. For Professional Liability Errors and Omissions coverage, Vendor will continue such 
coverage for one (1) year beyond the expiration or termination of this Contract, naming UW 
as an additional insured and providing UW with certificates of insurance on an annual basis. 


Vendor will pay premiums on all insurance policies. Such insurance policies shall name UW as 
an additional insured on the general liability policy.  


Such policies shall also reference Contract number               . 
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Vendor will include all Subcontractors engaged by as insured under all required insurance 
policies, or will furnish separate certificates of insurance and endorsements for each 
Subcontractor. Subcontractor(s) will comply fully with all insurance requirements stated 
herein. Failure of Subcontractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit 
Vendor’s liability or responsibility. 


All insurance provided by Vendor will be primary as to any other insurance or self-insurance 
programs afforded to or maintained by the State and will include a severability of interests 
(cross-liability) provision. 


Vendor will furnish to UW copies of certificates of all required insurance within thirty (30) 
calendar days of this Contract’s Effective Date, and copies of renewal certificates of all 
required insurance within thirty (30) days after the renewal date. These certificates of 
insurance must expressly indicate compliance with each and every insurance requirement 
specified in this section. Failure to provide evidence of coverage may – at UW’s sole option – 
result in this Contract’s termination. 


By requiring insurance herein, UW does not represent that coverage and limits will be 
adequate to protect Vendor. Such coverage and limits will not limit Vendor’s liability under 
the indemnities and reimbursements granted to UW in this Contract. 


4.2. Data Security

4.3. OSHA/WISHA 


Vendor agrees to comply with the conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Act of 
1970 (OSHA), the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of 1973 (WISHA), and the standards 
and regulations issued there under and certifies that all items furnished and purchased as a result 
of this solicitation will confirm to an comply with said standards and regulations. Vendor further 
agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Purchaser from all damages assessed against Purchaser 
because of Vendor’s failure to comply with the Acts and the standards issued there under and for 
the failure of the items furnished to comply.

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4.5. Record of Purchases/Audits 


Vendor shall keep a record of all goods ordered under this Contract for a minimum of three years 
and upon request, supply University of Washington Purchasing Services with a report of quantities 
ordered per item and per account. The University reserves the right to audit the Vendor’s records 
for compliance with Contract terms, conditions, and pricing.  An unfavorable audit may be 
considered a breach of the Contract and the University, at its sole discretion, may provide the 
Vendor an opportunity to correct the negative finding(s) or cancel the Contract immediately. 


4.6. Remedies Upon Default 


In any case, where the Vendor has failed to deliver, has delivered non-conforming goods or 
services, or has failed to meet timelines as specified by the University, the University shall provide 
a “Notice to Cure”.  If after notice, the Vendor continues to be in default, the University may 
procure goods and services as substitution from another source and charge the cost difference to 
the defaulting Vendor. 


4.7. Termination for Convenience 


When it is in the best interest of the University, the University’s Purchasing Department may 
terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, with fourteen (14) calendar days’ written notice to the 
Vendor.  Invocation of the Termination for Withdrawal of Authority or Termination for Non-
allocation of Funds shall be deemed a Termination for Convenience but will not require such 
fourteen (14) calendar days’ written notice.  If this Contract is so terminated, the University is 
liable only for payments required by the terms of this Contract for goods and services received 
and accepted by the University up to the effective date of termination. 


4.8. Termination for Withdrawal of Authority 


In the event that the authority of the University to perform any of its duties is withdrawn, 
reduced, or limited in any way after the commencement of this Contract and prior to normal 
completion, the University may terminate this Contract under the Termination for Convenience 
clause.  No penalty shall accrue to the University for exercising its rights under this clause.  This 
clause shall not be construed to permit the University to terminate this Contract to acquire similar 
services from a third party. 


4.9. Termination for Nonallocation of Funds 


If funds are not allocated to continue this Contract in any future period, the University will not be 
obligated to pay any further charges for goods and services beyond the end of then-current 
period.  In such a case, the University agrees to notify the Vendor at the earliest possible 
opportunity of such non-allocation.  No penalty shall accrue to the University for exercising its 
rights under this clause.  This clause shall not be construed to permit the University to terminate 
this Contract to acquire similar services from a third party. 


4.10. Termination for Conflict Of Interest 


The University may terminate this Contract by written notice to the Vendor if the University 
determines, after due notice and examination, that any related party has violated chapter 42.52 
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RCW (Ethics in Public Service) or any other laws regarding ethics in public acquisitions and 
procurement or performance of contracts.  In the event that this Contract is terminated for 
conflict of interest, the University shall be entitled to pursue the same remedies against the 
Vendor as it could pursue in the event the Vendor breaches this Contract. 


4.11. Waiver 


A failure by either party to exercise its rights under the any purchase order/contract resulting from 
this solicitation shall not preclude that party from subsequent exercise of such rights and shall not 
constitute a waiver of any other rights under the resulting contract unless stated to be such in 
writing and signed by authorized representatives of the parties and attached to the original 
purchase order/contract.

5.1.2. One (1) video/data projector and four (4) ceiling speakers, able to display and video and 
audio from a desktop/min-tower PC  and two auxiliary inputs (RGBHV with analog audio and 
HDMI) - All appropriate AV electronics will be housed in an AV rack located in casework in the 
multipurpose room. 


5.1.3. Multi-room facility containing several LCD displays, several video/data projectors, and a 
zoned ceiling speaker system for program audio and wired microphones.  All the 
displays/projectors will be connected to a video/audio matrix, with the ability to display a variety 
of sources on any or all of the displays/projectors. The sources will consist of several HD capable 
cable or satellite TV tuners, several desktop/mini-tower PC’s, and some auxiliary laptop inputs.  A 
touch screen based control system will be used to select video sources and program audio, as well 
as provide appropriate control of the sources and displays/projectors. 


5.1.4. Audio/video system to allow for two-way/interactive video and audio between Lab 2 and 
various locations via the campus fiber optic network.  Video sources will all be HD-SDI (1080i) and 
consist of HD PTZ cameras, a feed from an angiogram x-ray (RGBHV scaled to 1080i HD-SDI), and 
other auxiliary inputs. 
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5.1.5.   Presentation technology design and installation for four standard UW Classrooms as well 
as for two Science Labs and four small conference/seminar rooms.  Classrooms will need the 
ability to display computer (both desktop and laptop), VHS and DVD audio and video sources along 
with connectivity for a document camera.  Presentation technology in the Classrooms and Science 
Labs will be contained within the instructor podium with the exception of the ceiling-mounted 
data projector, speakers (either ceiling-mounted or wall-mounted) and Assistive Listening 
emitters.  Presentation technology in the conference/seminar rooms will be designed around a 
short throw projector using the installed whiteboard as the projection surface and connectivity 
will be provided for laptops being brought in for use by faculty, staff and students.
