Puget Energy (NYSE:PSD) is a Bellevue, Washington-based holding company whose core business is Puget
Sound Energy (PSE), a private, regulated energy utility regulated by the Washington Utilities and
Transportation Commission (WUTC). As a regulated utility company PSE qualifies for DX Exemption on
purchases and contracts. The contract and subsequent extensions are based on PSE being a private utility
rather than a publicly owned utility.

The City of Seattle is purchasing natural gas from PSE. PSE is the local gas distributing company (L.GD) for
King County. The other LGD’s in Washington state are; Cascade Natural Gas — Northwest Washington,
Northwest Natural Gas — Southwest Washington and Avista — Eastern Washington. The only common
territory is Snohomish County. It is split between PSE and Northwest Natural Gas. As a result it is presently
impracticable to bid.

The gas is used by the City of Seattle Vehicle Fueling Station (Account #352-360-700-4) 1030 - 7" Ave.
South, Seattle, Washington. It is supplied via a direct line from the street and compressed into tanks to allow
pumping into City of Seattle fleet vehicles.

This differs from the Seattle Steam contract in that although they are both private utilities, Seattle Steam is not
regulated by the WUTC.
