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INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE.

Bidders are required to read and understand all information contained within this entire bid package.
By responding to this ITB, the bidder agrees to read and understand these documents.

Purpose and Background:

The City frequently requires spray paint in pint size aerosol cans, applicator tools, and other
miscellaneous items of convenience for paint supplies such as masking tape, turpentine and similar
items that may be needed as miscellaneous items with the paint purchase. Paint is frequently purchased
by the Case, although the City may need to purchase by the individual can. Most paint is purchased in
16 oz sizes, although occasionally the City purchases 20 oz cans for colors not available in the 16 oz.
size.

The City uses aerosol paint for a variety of purposes such as stenciling, graffiti removal and marking.
Primary paint colors that are frequently used include white, blue, green yellow, and red. Fluorescent
and primer colors are also required. The City’s required brands for aerosol paint is Krylon and
Seymour. Due to City standards, the City has specified manufacturers for these products. The City will
not accept substitutes.

During 2005, the City purchased approximately $55,000 of these items. Departments that have a
significant use for these products include Seattle City Light, Seattle Public Utilities, Seattle Department
of Transportation and Seattle Fire Department.

The City requires the Vendor to provide delivery services within specified time limits, with no
minimum order size, and to maintain a retail store alternative for unplanned and emergent purchases
that is located in the Seattle city limits.

The City anticipates a single contract award to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, using the
cost per case as the primary calculator of low bid award (see the Evaluation Section). However, the
City retains the right to award multiple contracts if in the interest of the City for purposes of achieving
the best cost, delivery, inventory, distribution or other needs of the City.

. SOLICITATION OBJECTIVES.

The City expects to achieve the following outcomes through this solicitation.

a. A convenience contract for purchases of aerosol spray-paint cans and cases (Seymour and

Krylon brands only, no substitutes);
. Miscellaneous additional paint supply items, for the convenience of the City departments;

c. A supplier who can maintain a reasonable and adequate inventory supply to meet City
orders in a timely manner;

d. Delivery of products in a timely manner to City locations as specified at time orders are
placed, within next business day. .

e. Retail store location for unplanned, walk-in purchases;

f.  Acceptable product return policy
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SPECIFICATIONS

The contract shall include provision of Seymour and Krylon spray paint (no substitutes) in aerosol cans
of either 16 oz or 20 oz sizes as appropriate. The contract shall also include Seymour applicator tools,
and other miscellaneous items of convenience for paint supplies such as masking tape, turpentine and
similar items that may be needed as miscellaneous items with the paint purchase. Paint is frequently
purchased by the Case, although the City may need to purchase by the individual can. The Contractor
shall maintain sufficient inventory by the Case, to provide for delivery service to the City. Most paint is
purchased in 16 oz sizes, although occasionally the City purchases 20 oz cans for colors not available in
the 16 oz. size.

The Vendor shall have the ability to take phone orders and assist the City departments in products that
they need. The City expects the phone to be answered promptly and staffed with someone
knowledgeable enough to assist the City customer with the order.

Delivery services shall be guaranteed. The City expects next-day delivery for routine requests and
same-day delivery for urgent requests received in the early morning. Vendor must guarantee delivery
to be no later than 5-days of receiving an order.

A retail store location is required, with store hours that provide reasonable access to City crews.
Although it is expected that most products will be ordered by phone with a delivery request, the City
requires that the Vendor maintain a retail store option in Seattle with store hours that allow reasonable
access by City crews, where City crews can purchase the paint directly at the retail location during store
hours. The Vendor is expected to accept either a credit card or a City voucher number that can then be
invoiced to the City for payment.

This resultant contract does not guarantee usage, and the City also may use other City contractors to
supply the same products. However, the contract is intended to be a primary option for City
departments that seek these products.

Any City Department may place orders with the Vendor.

CONTRACT TERM, PRICING, OTHER PROVISIONS,

Contract Term: This contract shall be for two years. The contract will allow two extensions, at two-
years each, for total contract duration of 6 years if all extensions are exercised, for total contract
duration of 6 years if all extensions are exercised. Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into
effect with or without written confirmation from the City to the Contractor, unless the City provides the
Contractor advance notice of the intention to not renew. Such notice shall be given prior to the
otherwise automatic renewal date.

Rates and Prices: Pricing shall be prepared with the following contract terms considered.

Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary
period, as follows: Pricing shall be fixed and firm throughout the original contract term of two years.
Before the renewal date, the Vendor may submit a written request for a price increase to the City Buyer.
The written request is to be at least 45-days in advance of that date. Thereafter, written request for
price increases shall only be considered once a year, at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary
date, and shall take effect on the contract anniversary date. Such requests shall demonstrate the
following:
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= Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other
pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;

=  Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;

= Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

=  Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

= And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected. Failure to submit a price
request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall resultin a continuation of all
existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date. The decision to accept any
price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known
by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the
opinion of the Buyer.

Cost Reductions: Any cost reductions to the Contractor, such as rebates or “specials”, shall be
reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately. Seattle will not be bound by prices
contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract. Unless the higher price has been
accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the
Contractor for corrections.

Expansion Clause: Any resultant contract may be further expanded by the Buyer in writing to include
any other item normally offered by the vendor, as long as the price of such additional products is based
on the same cost/profit formula as the listed item.

Brand Name or Equal: The manufacturer and brand name are specific to the products sought and City
standards. No substitutes will be accepted.

Environmental Standards: The City seeks to ensure that all purchases comply with recent
environmental standards and product specifications. The USEPA Standards for this product shall be a
minimum specification, if any such standards have been published by the USEPA, unless specified
otherwise herein. See http://www.epa.gov/epaoswer/non-hw/procure/index.htm

Factory Authorized Dealer: By submitting an Offer, the Vendor certifies that s/he is a factory
authorized dealer/distributor of product quoted and is qualified and equipped to offer in-house service,
maintenance, technical training assistance, and warranty services, including available of spare parts and
replacement unites.

Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Bidder: A 120 day trial period shall apply to
contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation. During the trial period, the vendor(s) must perform
to the satisfaction of the City as well as in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract.
Failure to perform to the satisfaction of the City during this trial period may result in the immediate
cancellation of the contract. In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of product or
service, the City’s decision shall prevail. The City agrees to pay only for authorized orders received up
to the date of termination. If the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the
option to award the contract to the next low responsive bidder that agrees to enter into a contract with
the City.

f) The submitter has full responsibility to ensure the Bid arrives at the City Purchasing Office within
the deadline. The City assumes no responsibility for delays caused by the US Post Office or any
other delivery service. Postmarking by the due date will not substitute for actual receipt of
response by the date due. Bids will be opened after the due date and time. Responses arriving
after the deadline may be returned, unopened, to the Bidder, or may simply be declared non-
responsive and not subject to evaluation, or may be found to have been received in accordance
with the solicitation requirements, at the sole determination of Purchasing.

g) ITB responses shall be signed by an official authorized to legally bind the Bidder.

h) The City will consider supplemental brochures and materials. Bidders are invited to attach any
brochures or materials that will assist the City in evaluation.

Bid Opening.

The Bid shall be publicly opened by the City at the date and time specified, at the City Purchasing office.
The City requests bidders honor the City effort to safeguard pricing or proposal information until an
Intention to Award is announced. With this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly fulfill all
public disclosure requests for such information, as required by State Law. Should any bidder request
pricing information prior to City award, all bidders may be informed of such by the City.

Bid and Price Specifications.

Bidder shall specify Offer on the form provided, indicating unit prices for each item, attaching additional
pages if needed. In the case of difference between the unit pricing and the extended price, the City shall use
the unit pricing. The City may correct the extended price accordingly. Unless specified otherwise on the
Offer Form, Bidder shall quote prices with freight prepaid and allowed. Bidder shall quote prices FOB
Destination. All prices are to be in US Dollars.

Don’t mark your Offer Form with Exceptions nor add alternative boilerplate.

The City will reject bids that the Buyer finds to be taking material exception to the City specifications and
City contract. Therefore, be careful that you don’t add information or mark-up forms in a manner that may
appear to be a change or exception. Don’t take exceptions, don’t offer alternatives (unless the City
specifically requests), and don’t mark the Offer with changes to specifications or the contract. Don’t attach
your own boilerplate.

Prohibition on Advance Payments.

State law prohibits the City from paying in advance for goods and services. No request for early payment,
down payment or partial payment will be honored; payment shall be made only upon delivery of units.
Maintenance may be paid up to one year in advance provided that should the City terminate early, the
amount paid shall be reimbursed to the City on a prorated basis; all other expenses are payable net 30 days
after receipt and acceptance and satisfactory compliance.

Partial and Multiple Awards.

Unless stated to the contrary in the Scope of Work, the City reserves the right to name a partial and/or
multiple awards, in the best interest of the City. Bidders are to prepare pricing and Offers given the City’s
intention to utilize the right to a partial or multiple award, in the best interest of the City. Further, the City
may eliminate an individual line item when calculating award, in order to best meet the needs of the City, if
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a particular line item is not routinely available or is a cost that exceeds the City funds. The City may
negotiate with the successful Bidder to achieve the specifications that meets the City needs.

All or None Bid.

If the Bidder is submitting an All or None bid, such a bid must be clearly marked on the Offer Form. The
City may calculate bids based on partial awards to achieve the most favorable overall pricing, and an All or
None bid may therefore be less favorable than the overall calculation of a partial award from multiple
Bidders.

Equal Benefits.

1. Bidders must submit an Equal Benefits Compliance Form with their ITB response (See Attachments).
If not submitted, the Response will be rejected. Note that if a Vendor does not comply with Equal
Benefits and does not intend to do.so, the Vendor must still submit the Form with their Response.

2. Fill out the form properly. The Form is essential to your standing in the Evaluation process, so it is
important to understand and complete the Form properly.

3. You must indicate on the Form whether you intend to comply should you win the award. The Form
gives you several options for compliance. You may instead indicate that you do not intend to comply.
You will not be allowed to change your answer after you submit the Form.

4. You may call Sheila Barker, at 206-733-9583 (the City Equal Benefits Manager) to ensure you
correctly complete the form before you submit your bid.

5. Once Proposals are received, the Buyer reviews the Form for EB compliance.

6. If one or more vendors comply (having selected any of the options, whether A through E), only EB
compliant vendors shall continue towards evaluation. Remaining vendors that indicated “Non
Compliance” (they do not comply and do not intend to comply) are not EB compliant and will be
rejected and not evaluated.

7. The City occasionally receives responses where every Vendor indicates that they do not intend to
comply with EB. All Vendors indicate “Non Compliance” (that they do not comply and do not intend
to comply). In that event, the City will score and evaluate all responses that are otherwise responsive
and responsible bids for award.

8. Ifyour intention regarding EB on the Form is not clear, the Buyer may seek clarification. The Buyer
will determine if the Vendor is EB compliant and proceed with evaluation accordingly.

9. The Equal Benefit requirements are established under Seattle Municipal Code 20.45. Compliance to
the Equal Benefits statements made by the Vendor is required through the duration of the Contract. If
the Vendor indicates that the Vendor provides Equal Benefits, and then discontinues during the term of
the contract, this can cause contract termination and/or Vendor debarment from future City contracts.

Affirmative Efforts for Women and Minority Subcontracting.

Under SMC 20.42.010, the City finds that minority and women businesses are significantly under-
represented and have been underutilized on City Contracts. Additionally, the City does not want to enter
into agreements with businesses that discriminate in employment or the provision of services. The City
intends to provide the maximum practicable opportunity for increased participation by minority and women
owned and controlled businesses, as long as such businesses are underrepresented, and to ensure that City
contracting practices do not support discrimination in employment and services when the City procures
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public works, goods, and services from the private sector. The City shall not enter into Contracts with
contractors that do not agree to use Affirmative Efforts as required under SMC Chapter 20.42 or violate any
provisions of that chapter, or those requirements given below.

1. As part of the ITB response, Bidders must fill out and submit a Vendor Questionnaire. That is
provided to Bidders in the Submittal Section at the back of this ITB. This Vendor Questionnaire will
ask the Bidder whether there is any new employment or subcontracting opportunities that will result
from award of this contract.

2. If the Bidder anticipates no new employment and no new subcontracting opportunities, the Vendor
shall simply indicate NO and proceed forward. A “No” response does not impact the standing of the
Bidder during the evaluation in any way.

3. Ifyes, the Bidders shall submit the requested Outreach Plan. The City shall review the Plan to ensure it
is a responsible response.

4. By submitting a bid, the Bidder is agreeing to the terms and conditions that require the Vendor to take
affirmative efforts to assure equality of employment. Contractors entering into Contracts shall actively
solicit the employment of women and minority group members. At the request of the City, Contractors
must furnish evidence of the Contractor's compliance, including documentation of their efforts to: 1)
employ women and minority group members; 2) subcontract with Women and Minority Businesses on
City Contracts; and 3) compliance with non-discrimination in the provision of goods and services.

The City may offer services and facilities to assist contractors desiring to bid on, or having been awarded a
City Contract, to comply with the equal opportunity, non-discrimination, and affirmative efforts provisions
for such Contract, and may offer information as to organizations and agencies available to assist such
contractor in recruiting, tutoring, training, or otherwise preparing potential employees and subcontractors.
Vendors are allowed to contact Bobby Forch of the City of Seattle, at 684-0722, notwithstanding other
instructions on communications with City employees.

Terms and conditions for affirmative efforts in subcontracting and employment are within the Contract
Terms and Conditions. Bidders should review those obligations and be aware of them as a condition of
bidding.

Prompt Payment Discount.
On the Offer form or submittal, the Bidder may state a prompt payment discount term, if the Bidder offers
one to the City. A prompt payment discount term of ten or more days will be considered for bid tabulation.

Seattle Business Tax Revenue Consideration.

SMC 3.04.106 (H) authorizes that in determining the lowest and best bidder, the City shall consider the tax
revenues derived by the City from its business and occupation or utility taxes and its sales and use taxes
from the proposed purchase. Businesses located and licensed within the Seattle City limits are eligible for
Seattle tax consideration for purposes of calculation of low bid. This shall be equivalent to a reduction of
the cost for purposes of bid evaluation only, of .019.

Taxes.

The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts the City).
Washington state and local sales tax will be an added line item although taxes are not used in bid tabulation
for purposes of award.
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Interlocal Purchasing Agreements.

This is for information only and consent of the Bidder, and will not be used to determine award. RCW.
RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, and other political subdivisions. SMC 20.60.100
also allows non profits to use these agreements. Public agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative
Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle may purchase from Contracts established by the City. The
seller agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices, terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental
agencies that have such agreements with the City. The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the
payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies. Should the Vendor require additional
pricing for such purchases, the Vendor is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.

Preparing Offer Forms with consideration of Prevailing Wages.

If prevailing wages apply to this work, the Offer submitted by the Vendor to the City must clearly show the
intention of the Contractor to pay prevailing wages. The City retains the right to reject Offers that do not
clearly show the intention to pay prevailing wages. The City will consider whether the pricing of the Offer
appears to have considered the prevailing wages due or other indicators. If the City is not certain as to
whether the Offer is sufficient to pay prevailing wages, the City may seek clarification and/or reject the
Offer based on responsibility criteria.

Insurance Requirements.

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Proprietary Bid Material.

The City requests that companies refrain from requesting public disclosure of bid information until an
intention to award is announced, as a measure to best protect the solicitation process, particularly in the
event of a cancellation or resolicitation. With this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly
fulfill all public disclosure requests for such information as required by State Law.

Bidders should understand that any records (including but not limited to Bid or Bid submittals, the
Agreement, and any other contract materials) they submit to the City become public records under
Washington State law (See RCW Chapter 42.17, the Public Disclosure Act, at
http://www.leg.wa.gov/wsladm/rcw.cfm). Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request unless a
statute exempts disclosure.
