This Contract for Oracle Software & Maintenance, including Appendix A (Oracle License and Services
Agreement), which is incorporated herein, (this “Contract”) is made and entered into by and between City
of Seattle (“City"), a Washington municipal corporation; and Oracle America, Inc. (“Vendor” or “Oracle”), a
corporation of the State of Delaware, and authorized to do business in the State of Washington.

WHEREAS, the purpose of this contract is to provide the City with Oracle Software, Maintenance
and Support
WHEREAS, funds for this purpose are authorized through the City annual budget;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms, conditions, covenants, and performance of the
Statement of Work contained herein, as attached and made a part hereof, the City and Vendor mutually
agree as follows:

1. Term of Contract
This Contract shall commence on December 15, 2011, and allow orders to be placed for five (5)
years thereafter, and may be extended for up to five (5) additional years upon mutual written
agreement of the parties.

2. Definitions
The following terms used in this Contract shall have the meanings ascribed to them in Appendix
A: ancillary programs, program documentation, programs, and services.

3. Survivorship
All purchase transactions and deliverables executed pursuant to the authority of this Contract
shall be bound by all of the terms, conditions, prices and price discounts set forth herein (including
the terms contained in Appendix A, which are incorporated herein), notwithstanding the expiration
of the initial term of this Contract or any extensions thereof. Further, the terms, conditions and
warranties contained in this Contract that by their sense and context are intended to survive the
completion of the performance, cancellation or termination of this Contract shall so survive. In
addition, the terms of the sections titled, Warranties, Publicity, Section Headings, Incorporated
Documents and Order of Precedence, Publicity, Review of Vendor Records, Intellectual Property,
Dispute Resolution and Limitations of Liability, shall survive the termination of this Contract.

4, Statement of Work

This Contract is for programs and services which may be purchased by the City from Vendor
pursuant to the terms and conditions contained herein.

5. Expansion Clause
This Contract may be expanded to include programs or other services needed to support Oracle
programs that may not specifically be listed in the Contract, as mutually agreed by the parties in
writing; provided that any such expansion must be approved in writing on behalf of the City by the
City of Seattle Department of Finance and Administrative Services, Purchasing and Contracting
Services Division. No other City employee is authorized to make such written notices. The City
will ensure the expansion meets the following criteria collectively: (a) it could not be separately
bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to
either the City or the Vendor at time of bid or making of this Contract or else was mentioned as a
possibility in the bid or during the course of making this Contract (such as a change in
environmental regulation or other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably
regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the change could not have attracted a different field
of competition, and (f) the change does not vary the essential identity or main purpose of this
Contract. The City shall make this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial
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changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of
the City. If such changes are approved, such changes will be made by written amendment to this
Contract.

6. Ordering Process
Vendor shall furnish all programs and services pursuant to Ordering Documents issued under this
Contract. Each Ordering Document shall be subject to all of the terms and conditions of this
Contract, and shall incorporate this Contract by reference.

Vendor shall not proceed unless authorized by a mutually agreed Ordering Document.

7. Documentation
Vendor shall provide the capability to download electronic copies of the program documentation
for the licensed programs. There shall be no additional charge for this documentation or updates
thereto, over and above any charges for technical support.

8. Payment Procedures
Unless otherwise specified by the ordering party, invoices for programs and services performed
under this Contract shall be submitted, in writing to the Accounts Payable Division of the City
Department placing the order. Invoices shall include such information as is necessary for the City
to determine the exact nature of all expenditures and shall reference this Contract. Additional
payment terms or invoice instructions may be mutually agreed upon in writing by the City and
Vendor.

8.1. Travel
Should on-site services be required pursuant to this Contract, travel and living expenses will be
reimbursed only when travel has been pre-approved by the City and when Vendor travels at least
150 miles per one way trip. Reimbursable expenses include only coach airfare at cost, ground
transportation (taxi, shuttle, light rail, bus) between SeaTac Airport and downtown Seattle at cost,
lodging not to exceed the current Runzheimer index (as of July 2011, the index is $217.04 per
night), and the then current federal per diem meal allowance (as of July 2011, the allowance is
$66.00 per day).

9. Taxes, Fees and Licenses

a. Taxes: Where required by state statute, ordinance or regulation, VVendor shall pay for and
maintain in current status all Vendor taxes that are necessary for the performance by Vendor
of this Contract. No charge by Vendor shall be made for federal excise taxes and the City
agrees to furnish Vendor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.

b. Fees and Licenses: Vendor shall pay for and maintain in a current status, any license fees,
assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for the performance by Vendor of
this Contract. It is Vendor's sole responsibility to monitor and determine any changes or the
enactment of any subsequent requirements for said fees, assessments, or charges and to
immediately comply with said changes during the entire term of this Contract.

c. Vendor is to calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on
invoices issues pursuant to this Contract. Tax is to be computed on new items after
deduction of any trade-in, in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.

12. Affirmative Efforts for Utilization of Women and Minority Subcontracting, Non-Discrimination

a. Employment Actions: Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant
for employment because of race, religion, creed, age, color, sex, marital status, sexual
orientation, gender identity, political ideology, ancestry, national origin, or the presence of
any sensory, mental or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational
qualification.  Contractor shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are
employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their
creed, religion, race, age, color, sex, national origin, marital status, political ideology,
ancestry, sexual orientation, gender identity, or the presence of any sensory, mental or
physical handicap.

13. Assignment and Subcontracting
a. Neither part shall assign or subcontract any of its obligations under this Contract or give or

transfer the programs and/or any services or an interest in them to another individual or
entity without mutual written consent, which shall not be granted or withheld without
reasonable cause. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the City or Vendor may assign this
Contract without prior written approval to: (i) a successor in interest, (ii) a subsidiary, parent
company or affiliate or in connection with a merger, consolidation, acquisition, internal
restructuring or sale of all or substantially all of the assets of Vendor, or (iii) as necessary to
satisfy a regulatory requirement imposed upon a party by a governing body with the
appropriate authority. Assignment of this Contract under the above terms shall require
written notification by the assigning party.

b. Any subcontract made by Vendor shall incorporate by reference all the terms of this Contract
except for Equal Benefit provisions contained in Section 14. Vendor shall ensure that all
subcontractors comply with the obligations and requirements of the subcontract, except for
Equal Benefit provisions. The City’s consent to any subcontract shall not release Vendor
from liability under this Contract, or from any obligation to be performed under this Contract,
whether occurring before or after such consent or subcontract.

14. Equal Benefits

a. Compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45: Vendor shall comply with the requirements of SMC Ch. 20.45
and Equal Benefits Program Rules implementing such requirements, under which Vendor is
obligated to provide the same or equivalent benefits (“equal benefits”) to its employees with
domestic partners as the Vendor provides to its employees with spouses.

Vendor, at no expense to the City, shall comply with all applicable laws of the United States and
the State of Washington; the Charter and ordinances of the City; and rules, regulations, orders,
and directives of their administrative agencies and the officers thereof to the extent that such
laws by their terms are applicable to Vendor's delivery of programs and services under this
Contract and impose obligations upon Vendor in its role as an information technology services
provider with respect to the programs and services provided under this Contract.

16. Insurance
Except as specified otherwise, Vendor shall obtain at as of the date of this Contract and maintain
in force during the term of this Contract, minimum coverages and limits of liability of insurance
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specified below. If the Vendor fails to obtain or maintain these coverages, shall be a material
breach of this Contract. All costs for such insurance are borne by the Vendor.

a.

MINIMUM COVERAGES AND LIMITS OF LIABILITY. Vendor shall at all times during the
term of this Agreement maintain continuously, at its own expense, minimum insurance
coverages and limits of liability as specified below:

i.  Commercial General Liability (CGL) insurance, including:

- Premises/Operations
- Products/Completed Operations
- Personal/Advertising Injury
- Contractual

- Independent Contractors

- Stop Gap/Employers Liability

with minimum limits of liability of $1,000,000 each occurrence combined single

limit bodily injury and property damage (“CSL"), except:
$1,000,000 Personal/Advertising Injury
$1,000,000 each accident/disease/employee Stop Gap/Employer's

Liability

ii. Automobile Liability insurance, including coverage for owned, non-owned, leased or
hired vehicles with a minimum limit of liability of $1,000,000 CSL.

ii.  Worker's Compensation for industrial injury to Vendor's employees in accordance with
the provisions of Title 51 of the Revised Code of Washington.

CITY AS ADDITIONAL INSURED. The City shall be included as an additional insured under
CGL and Automobile Liability insurance for primary and non-contributory limits of liability.

NO LIMITATION OF LIABILITY. The limits of liability specified herein in subparagraph 1.A.
are minimum limits of liability only and shall not be deemed to limit the liability of Vendor or
any Vendor insurer except as respects the stated limit of liability of each policy. Where
required to be an additional insured, the City shall be so for the full limits of liability
maintained by Vendor, whether such limits are primary, excess, contingent or otherwise.

MINIMUM SECURITY REQUIREMENT. All insurers must be rated A- VIl or higher in the
current A.M. Best's Key Rating Guide and licensed to do business in the State of
Washington unless coverage is issued as surplus lines by a Washington Surplus lines
broker.

SELF-INSURANCE. Any self-insured retention not fronted by an insurer must be disclosed.
Any defense costs or claim payments falling within a self-insured retention shall be the
responsibility of Vendor.

EVIDENCE OF COVERAGE. Prior to performance of any scope of work under paragraph 4,
Vendor shall provide certification of insurance acceptable to the City evidencing the minimum
coverages and limits of liability and other requirements specified herein. Such certification
must include a copy of the policy provision documenting that the City is an additional insured
for commercial general liability insurance on a primary and non-contributory basis.
Certification should be issued to The City of Seattle, Risk Management Division, Seattle, WA
and shall be delivered in electronic form either as an email attachment to
riskmanagement@seattle.gov or faxed to (206) 470-1270.

17. Review of Vendor Records
The City shall have the right to audit Vendor's records relating to invoices and payments of the
programs licensed or services provided pursuant to this Contract. Any such audit shall be
conducted by the City of its agent not more than once per year, upon reasonable written notice,
without unreasonably interfering with Vendor’s normal business operations, and at the City’s
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expense.

Vendor acknowledges that the City’s public contracts may be subject to audit by various
governmental agencies having jurisdiction over the City's expenditure of public funds. Therefore,
Vendor agrees to cooperate with the City in providing records or other documents that are
relevant to any such governmental audit of this Contract to the extent of the legal authority of the
governmental agency performing the audit.

18. Independent Contractor
The relationship of Vendor to the City by reason of this Contract shall be that of an independent
Vendor. This Contract does not authorize Viendor to act as the agent or legal representative of the
City for any purpose whatsoever. Vendor is not granted any express or implied right or authority to
assume or create any obligation or responsibility on behalf of or in the name of the City or to bind
the City in any manner or thing whatsoever.

Itis the intention and understanding of the parties that Vendor shall be an independent Vendor
and that the City shall be neither liable for nor obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay or any
other benefit of employment, nor to pay any social security or other tax that may arise as an
incident of employment. Vendor shall pay all income and other such related taxes as due.
Industrial or other insurance that is purchased for the benefit of the VVendor shall not be deemed to
convert this Contract to any employment contract. It is recognized that Vendor may or will be
performing services during the term of this Contract for other parties and that the City is not the
exclusive user of the services that Vendor may provide.

19. No Conflict of Interest
Vendor confirms that Vendor personnel directly involved in negotiating this Contract do not have a
business interest or a close family relationship with any City officer or employee who was or is
involved in the Vendor selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration or evaluation of
Vendor's performance.

20. No Gifts or Gratuities

Vendor shall not directly or indirectly give anything of monetary value (such as retainers, loans,
entertainment, gifts, tickets, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work or meals) to
any City employee, official or volunteer known by Oracle to be a volunteer of the City, that is
intended, or may appear to a reasonable person to be intended, to obtain or give special
consideration to Vendor by such employee, volunteer or officer in his or her official capacity as an
employee, volunteer or officer of the City. Advertising or promotional items worth less than $25
may be distributed by Vendor to City employees, volunteers and officials. Any violation of this
provision shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract. Nothing in this Contract prohibits
donations to campaigns for election to City office, so long as the donation is disclosed as required
by the election campaign disclosure laws of the City and of the State of Washington.

21. Current and Former City Employees and Officers
To the extent that it has actual knowledge, Vendor shall promptly notify the City in writing of any
person who is expected to perform any services for the City pursuant to this Contract and who,
during the twelve (12) months immediately prior to the expected commencement date of such
work was a City officer or employee.

22. Contract Workers with 1,000 Hours

Vendor acknowledges that any individual who performs more than 1,000 hours of services for the
City under a contract within a rolling 12-month period shall be subject to the City Ethics Code 4.16
as a “City contractor”. Such hours include those that the individual performs for this Contract, and
any other hours that the individual performs for the City under any other contract. The Contractor
shall advise their Contract workers as applicable. In addition, if during the term of this Contract, an
employee of Oracle who is performing services under this Contract becomes or is subject to the
City Ethics Code as a “City contractor”, Vendor shall provide written notice to the City.
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23. Publicity
No news release, advertisement, promotional material, tour, or demonstration related to the City's
purchase or use of Vendor's products or services pursuant to this Contract shall be produced,
distributed or take place without the prior, specific approval of the City.

24. Security Requirements
Vendor agrees to comply with the City’s reasonable safety and security policies while performing
services on the City's premises to the extent that such policies do not violate any law, statute,
ordinance, rule or regulation of any government or governmental body and provided that the other
party provides such policies in writing in advance to the party and its personnel, and that such
policies are not part of and do not modify or amend this Contract.

25. Protection of Persons and Property
Should Vendor be required to provide on-site maintenance/support, Vendor and the City shall
each take reasonable precautions for the safety of employees of the other, and shall each comply
with all applicable provisions of federal, state, and local laws, codes and regulations to prevent or

avoid any accident or injury to a person on, about or adjacent to any premises where work under
this Contract is being performed.

Vendor shall take reasonable steps to protect the City's property from injury or loss arising in
connection with the Vendor’s performance or failure of performance under this Contract. Vendor
shall not allow any employee of the Vendor or any sub or agent thereof to smoke inside any City
facility.

26. Dispute Resolution
The parties shall endeavor to resolve any dispute or misunderstanding that may arise under this
Contract concerning Vendor's performance, if mutually agreed to be appropriate, through
negotiations between the Vendor and the City, or if mutually agreed, referred to the City’s named
representative and the Vendor's senior executive(s). Either party may discontinue such
discussions and may then pursue other means to resolve such disputes, or may by mutual
agreement pursue other dispute alternatives such as alternate dispute resolution processes.
Nothing in this dispute process shall in any way mitigate the rights, if any, of either party to
terminate the contract for cause or convenience, subject to any applicable cure periods.

27. Debarment
In accordance with SMC Ch. 20.70, the Director of Executive Administration or designee may debar
a vendor from entering into a contract with the City or from acting as a sub on any contract with the
City for up to five years after determining that any of the following reasons exist:

a. Vendor has received overall performance evaluations of deficient, inadequate, or substandard
performance on three or more City contracts.

b. Vendor failed to comply with City ordinances or contract terms, including but not limited to,
ordinance or contract terms relating to small business utilization, discrimination, prevailing wage
requirements, equal benefits, or apprentice utilization.

c. Vendor abandoned, surrendered, or failed to complete or to perform work on or in connection
with a City contract.

d. Vendor failed to comply with contract provisions, including but not limited to quality of
workmanship, timeliness of performance, and safety standards.

e. Vendor submitted false or intentionally misleading documents, reports, invoices, or other
statements to the City in connection with a contract.

f.  Vendor colluded with another vendor to restrain competition.

g. Vendor committed fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain,
or performing a contract for the City or any other government entity.
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h. Vendor failed to cooperate in a City debarment investigation.

i.  Vendor failed to comply with SMC 14.04, SMC Ch. 14.10, SMC Ch. 20.42, or SMC Ch. 20.45, or
other local, State, or federal non-discrimination laws.

The Director may issue an Order of Debarment following the procedures specified in SMC
20.70.050. The rights and remedies of the City under these provisions are in addition to any other
rights and remedies provided by law or under this contract.

28. Recycle Products Requirements
As required by Seattle Municipal Code 20.60, whenever practicable, Vendor shall use reusable
products, recyclable products and recycled-content products including recycled content paper on all
documents submitted to the City.

Vendors are to duplex all materials that are prepared for the City under this Contract, whether such
materials are printed or copied, except when impracticable to do so due to the nature of the product
being produced. Vendors are to use 100% post consumer recycled content, chlorine-free paper in
such products that are produced for the City, whenever practicable, and to use other paper-saving
and recycling measures in business they conduct with and for the City. This directive is executed
under the Mayor's Executive Order, issued February 13, 2005.

29. Section Headings, Incorporated Documents and Order of Precedence

a. The headings used herein are inserted for convenience only and do not define or limit the
contents.
b. No verbal agreement or conversation between any officer, agent, associate or employee

of the City and any officer, agency, employee or associate of the Vendor prior to the
execution of this Contract shall affect or modify any of the terms or obligations contained
in this Contract.

30. Miscellaneous Provisions
a. Binding Contract: This Contract shall not be binding until signed by both parties. The
provisions, covenants and conditions in this Contract shall bind the parties, their legal heirs,
representatives, successors, and assigns.

b. Remedies Cumulative: Except as provided elsewhere in this Contract, including Appendix A,
rights under this Contract are cumulative and nonexclusive of any other remedy at law or in
equity.

c. Waiver: No term or condition or breach thereof shall be deemed waived, except by written
consent of the party against whom the waiver is claimed. Any waiver of the breach of any
term or condition shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach
of the same or any other covenant, term or condition. Neither acceptance by the City of
Vendor performance nor payment to Vendor for any portion the programs or services ordered
hereunder shall constitute a waiver by the City of the breach or default of any term or
condition unless expressly agreed to by the City in writing.

d. Negotiated Contract: The parties acknowledge that this is a negotiated contract, that they
have had the opportunity to have this Contract reviewed by their respective legal counsel, and
that the terms and conditions of this Contract are not to be construed against any party on the
basis of such party's draftsmanship thereof.

e. Limits of Liability and Mutual Indemnification: Any provisions in this Contract, including
documents referenced herein, that limit Vendor's liability to third parties and any provisions
that might require the City to indemnify Vendor shall not apply to the extent such provisions
are prohibited by law.
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f. Attorneys' Fees: Subject to the indemnification provisions set forth in this Contract, if any
action or suit is brought with respect to a matter or matters covered by this Contract, each
party shall be responsible for all its own costs and expenses incident to such proceedings,
including reasonable attorneys’ fees.

g. Authority: Each party represents that it has full power and authority to enter into and perform
this Contract, and the person signing this Contract on behalf of each party has been properly
authorized and empowered to enter into this Contract. Each party further acknowledges that
it has read this Contract, understands it, and shall be bound by it.

A. Agreement Definitions

“You” and “your” refers to the City of Seattle who has executed the Contract for Oracle Software & Maintenance to which this
Appendix A (Oracle License and Services Agreement) is attached and incorporated (collectively, this “agreement™) and ordered
programs and/or services from Oracle America, Inc. (“Oracle”) or an authorized distributor. The term “ancillary programs” refers
to third party materials specified in the program documentation which may only be used for the purposes of installing or operating
the programs with which the ancillary programs are delivered. The term “program documentation™ refers to the program user
manual and program installation manuals. The term “programs” refers to the software products owned or distributed by Oracle
which you have ordered, program documentation, and any program updates acquired through technical support. The term
“services” refers to technical support, education, hosted/outsourcing services, consulting or other services which you have ordered.

C. Rights Granted

Upon Oracle’s acceptance of your order, you have the non-exclusive, non-assignable, royalty free, perpetual (unless otherwise
specified in the ordering document), limited right to use the programs and receive any services you ordered solely for your internal
business and governmental operations and subject to the terms of this agreement, including the definitions and rules set forth in the
order and the program documentation. You may allow your agents and contractors (including, without limitation, outsourcers) to
use the programs for this purpose and you are responsible for their compliance with this agreement in such use. For programs that
are specifically designed to allow your customers and suppliers to interact with you in the furtherance of your internal business
operations, such use is allowed under this agreement. If accepted, Oracle will notify you and this notice will include a copy of
your agreement. Program documentation is delivered with the programs, or you may access the documentation online at
http:/foracle.com/contracts.  Services are provided based upon Oracle’s policies for the applicable services ordered, which are
subject to change, and the specific policies applicable to you, and how to access them, will be specified on your order (except
technical support services, which are as specified in section H of this agreement). Upon payment for services, you have the non-
exclusive, non-assignable, royalty free, perpetual, limited right to use for your internal business operations anything developed by
Oracle and delivered to you under this agreement; however, certain deliverables may be subject to additional license terms
provided in the ordering document.

The services provided under this agreement may be related to your license to use programs which you acquire under a separate
order. The agreement referenced in that order shall govern your use of such programs. Any services acquired from Oracle are bid
separately from such program licenses, and you may acquire either services or such program licenses without acquiring the other.

D. Ownership and Restrictions

Oracle or its licensors retain all ownership and intellectual property rights to the programs. Oracle retains all ownership and
intellectual property rights to anything developed and delivered under this agreement resulting from services.

You may not:

e remove or modify any program markings or any notice of Oracle’s or its licensors’ proprietary rights;

e  make the programs or materials resulting from the services available in any manner to any third party for use in the third
party’s business operations (unless such access is expressly permitted for the specific program license or materials from the
services you have acquired);

e  cause or permit reverse engineering (unless required by law for interoperability), disassembly or decompilation of the
programs (the foregoing prohibition includes but is not limited to review of data structures or similar materials produced by
programs);

e disclose results of any program benchmark tests without Oracle’s prior written consent.
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E. Warranties, Disclaimers and Exclusive Remedies

Oracle warrants that a program licensed to you will operate in all material respects as described in the applicable program
documentation for one year after delivery (i.e., via physical shipment or electronic download). You must notify Oracle of any
program warranty deficiency within one year after delivery. Oracle also warrants that services will be provided in a professional
manner consistent with industry standards. You must notify Oracle of any services warranty deficiencies within 90 days from
performance of the deficient services. During the warranty period specified above in this Section for the applicable program or
service, Oracle warrants that the programs and software deliverables resulting from the services shall be designed by Oracle so that
they do not purposely contain any virus or other contaminants that may be used to access, alter, delete, threaten, infect, assault,
vandalize, defraud, disrupt, damages, disable, inhibit, or shut down your computer systems, databases or software in a manner
other than in accordance with the terms of this agreement (“Virus™). In the event that upon delivery any program or software
deliverables resulting from the services contains a Virus, then upon your written notice, as Oracle’s sole liability and your
exclusive remedy, (a) Oracle will provide you with another copy of the program or software deliverables resulting from the
services free of the Virus, and (b) if Oracle is unable to provide the program or software deliverables resulting from the services
free of the Virus within 30 days of receiving notice of the Virus, you may end your license for the program or software
deliverables resulting from the services that contains the Virus and recover the fees paid for such license or service and any
unused, prepaid technical support fees you have paid for the program license.

ORACLE DOES NOT GUARANTEE THAT THE PROGRAMS WILL PERFORM ERROR-FREE OR
UNINTERRUPTED OR THAT ORACLE WILL CORRECT ALL PROGRAM ERRORS.

FOR ANY BREACH OF THE ABOVE WARRANTIES, YOUR EXCLUSIVE REMEDY AND ORACLE’S ENTIRE
LIABILITY SHALL BE: (A) THE CORRECTION OF PROGRAM ERRORS THAT CAUSE BREACH OF THE
WARRANTY; OR, IF ORACLE CANNOT SUBSTANTIALLY CORRECT SUCH BREACH IN A COMMERCIALLY
REASONABLE MANNER, YOU MAY END YOUR PROGRAM LICENSE AND RECOVER THE FEES YOU PAID TO

F. Trial Programs

You may order trial programs, or Oracle may include additional programs with your order which you may use for trial, non-
production purposes only. You may not use the trial programs to provide or attend third party training on the content and/or
functionality of the programs. You have 30 days from the delivery date to evaluate these programs. If you decide to use any of
these programs after the 30 day trial period, you must obtain a license for such programs from Oracle or an authorized distributor.
If you decide not to obtain a license for any program after the 30 day trial period, you will cease using and will delete any such
programs from your computer systems. Programs licensed for trial purposes are provided “as is” and Oracle does not provide
technical support or offer any warranties for these programs.

G. Indemnification

If a third party makes a claim against you that any information, design, specification, instruction, software, data, or material
(“Material™) furnished by Oracle and used by you infringes its intellectual property rights, Oracle, at its sole cost and expense, will
defend you against the claim and indemnify you from the damages, liabilities, costs and expenses awarded by the court to the third
party claiming infringement or the settlement agreed to by Oracle, if you do the following:

e notify Oracle promptly in writing, not later than 30 days after you receive notice of the claim (or sooner if required by
applicable law);

e give Oracle sole control of the defense and any settlement negotiations; and

¢ giveOracle the information, authority, and assistance Oracle needs to defend against or settle the claim.

[f Oracle believes or it is determined that any of the Material may have violated a third party’s intellectual property rights, Oracle
may choose to either modify the Material to be non-infringing (while substantially preserving its utility or functionality) or obtain
a license to allow for continued use, or if these alternatives are not commercially reasonable, Oracle may end the license for, and
require return of, the applicable Material and refund any fees you may have paid to Oracle for it and any unused, prepaid technical
support fees you have paid to Oracle for the license. Oracle will not indemnify you if you alter the Material or use it outside the
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scope of use identified in Oracle’s user documentation or if you use a version of the Materials which has been superseded, if the
infringement claim could have been avoided by using an unaltered current version of the Material which was provided to you.
Oracle will not indemnify you to the extent that an infringement claim is based upon any information, design, specification,
instruction, software, data, or material not furnished by Oracle. Oracle will not indemnify you to the extent that an infringement
claim is based upon the combination of any Material with any products or services not provided by Oracle. Oracle will not
indemnify you for infringement caused by your actions against any third party if the Oracle program(s) as delivered to you and
used in accordance with the terms of this agreement would not otherwise infringe any third party intellectual property rights.
Oracle will not indemnify you for any infringement claim that is based on: (1) a patent that you were made aware of prior to the
effective date of this agreement (pursuant to a claim, demand, or notice); or (2) your actions prior to the effective date of this
agreement. This section provides the parties’ exclusive remedy for any infringement claims or damages.

Oracle shall defend and indemnify you against any and all claims of bodily injury and/or tangible personal property damage
resulting from negligent or intentionally wrongful actions or omissions of Oracle or a person employed by Oracle (i.e., as an
employee or independent contractor) while performing services under an ordering document or participating in the project related
to such services, if such actions or omissions were not proximately caused by the action or omission of you or any third party;
provided however, that (a) you notify Oracle within thirty (30) days of your receipt of a claim; (b) Oracle has sole control of the
defense and all related settlement negotiations; and (c) you provide Oracle with the assistance, information and authority
reasonably necessary to perform the above; reasonable out-of-pocket expenses incurred by you in providing such assistance will be
reimbursed by Oracle. As used in this Section, the term “tangible personal property” shall not include software, documentation,
data or data files. Oracle shall have no liability for any claim of bodily injury and/or tangible personal property damage arising
from use of software. This Section states the parties' entire liability and exclusive remedy for bodily injury and property damage.

H. Technical Support

For purposes of the ordering document, technical support consists of annual technical support services you may have ordered for
the programs. If ordered, annual technical support (including first year and all subsequent years) is provided under Oracle’s
technical support policies in effect at the time the services are provided. The technical support policies, incorporated in this
agreement, are subject to change at Oracle’s discretion; however, Oracle policy changes will not result in a material reduction in
the level of services provided for supported programs during the period for which fees for technical support have been paid. You
should review the policies prior to entering into the ordering document for the applicable services.

Technical support is effective upon the effective date of the ordering document unless otherwise stated in your order. If your
order was placed through the Oracle Store, the effective date is the date your order was accepted by Oracle.

Software Update License & Support (or any successor technical support offering to Software Update License & Support, “SULS™)
acquired with your order may be renewed annually and, if you renew SULS for the same number of licenses for the same
programs, for the first and second renewal years the fee for SULS will not increase by more than 4% over the prior year’s fees,
unless otherwise specified in an ordering document. If your order is fulfilled by a member of Oracle’s partner program, the fee for
SULS for the first renewal year will be the price quoted to you by your partner; the fee for SULS for the second renewal year will
not increase by more than 4% over the prior year's fees, unless otherwise specified in an ordering document.

If you decide to purchase technical support for any license within a license set, you are required to purchase technical support at
the same level for all licenses within that license set. You may desupport a subset of licenses in a license set only if you agree to
terminate that subset of licenses. The technical support fees for the remaining licenses will be priced in accordance with the
technical support policies in effect at the time of termination. Oracle’s license set definition is available in the current technical
support policies. If you decide not to purchase technical support, you may not update any unsupported program licenses with new
versions of the program.

1. End of Agreement

Termination for Cause. If either of us breaches a material term of this agreement and fails to correct the breach within 30 days of
written specification of the breach, then the breaching party is in default and the non-breaching party may terminate this
agreement. If Oracle ends this agreement as specified in the preceding sentence, you must pay within 45 days all amounts which
have accrued prior to such end, as well as all sums remaining unpaid for programs ordered and/or services received under this
agreement, plus related taxes and expenses. If Oracle ends the license for a program under the Indemnification section, you must
pay within 45 days all amounts remaining unpaid for services received related to such license, plus related taxes and expenses.
Except for nonpayment of fees, the non-breaching party may agree in its sole discretion to extend the 30 day period for so long as
the breaching party continues reasonable efforts to cure the breach. You agree that if you are in default under this agreement, you
may not use those programs and/or services ordered.
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Termination for Convenience. You may terminate this agreement for convenience upon written notice to Oracle, and upon such
termination, you must pay within 30 days all amounts which have accrued prior to the end of this agreement or are otherwise owed
for services received (including related taxes and expenses) under this agreement. Any ordering document(s) outstanding at the
time of such termination shall continue to be governed by this agreement as if it had not been terminated. Provided that you are
not in breach of any provision of this agreement or an ordering document, the terms of section C. Rights Granted shall survive
such termination, in addition to the provisions specified above in this section. This paragraph does not give you any right to
terminate an Oracle Finance Division Contract.

Termination for Non-Appropriation of Funds. You may terminate this agreement or an ordering document at any time upon
written notice due to nonappropriation of funds, whether such funds are local, state or federal grants. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, your issuance of a purchase order to Oracle is your representation to Oracle that funds for that purchase have
appropriated and are fully available. Any other ordering document(s) outstanding at the time of such termination shall continue to
be governed by this agreement as if it had not been terminated. Provided that you are not in breach of any provision of this
agreement or an ordering document, the terms of section C. Rights Granted shall survive such termination, in addition to the
provisions specified above in this section. This paragraph does not give you any right to terminate an Oracle Finance Division
Contract.

Termination for Insolvency. You may terminate this agreement by written notice to Oracle if Oracle becomes insolvent, makes a
general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its business or assets, or is
wound up or liquidated, voluntarily or otherwise.

You further agree that if you have used an Oracle Financing Division contract to pay for the fees due under an order and you are in
default under that contract, you may not use the programs and/or services that are subject to such contract.

J. Fees and Taxes

Technical Support shall be invoiced annually in arrears. All fees payable to Oracle are due within 30 days from the invoice date.
You agree to pay any sales, or other similar taxes imposed by applicable law. Oracle will be responsible for taxes based on
Oracle’s income. Also, you will reimburse Oracle for reasonable expenses related to providing the services. Fees for services
listed in an ordering document are exclusive of taxes and expenses.

K. Nondisclosure

information”). We each agree to disclose only information that is required for the performance of obligations under this
agreement. Confidential information shall be limited to all information clearly identified as confidential at the time of disclosure.

A party’s confidential information shall not include information that: (a) is or becomes a part of the public domain through no act
or omission of the other party; (b) was in the other party’s lawful possession prior to the disclosure and had not been obtained by
the other party either directly or indirectly from the disclosing party; (c) is lawfully disclosed to the other party by a third party
without restriction on the disclosure; or (d) is independently developed by the other party.

We each agree to hold each other’s confidential information in confidence for a period of three years from the date of disclosure,
Also, we each agree to disclose contidential information only to those employees or agents who are required to protect it against
unauthorized disclosure. Nothing shall prevent either party from disclosing the terms or pricing under this agreement or orders
submitted under this agreement in any legal proceeding arising from or in connection with this agreement or disclosing the
confidential information to a federal or state governmental entity as required by law.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the parties acknowledge that you are subject to Washington State law, RCW Chapter 42.56 (the
“Public Records Act”™). Furthermore, Oracle understands that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals,
this agreement, and any other contract materials) it submits to you, or that are used by you even if Oracle possesses the records,
may be deemed public records under the Public Records Act. Pursuant to the Public Records Act, public records must be promptly
disclosed upon request unless a statute exempts them from disclosure. Oracle also understands that even if part of a public record
is exempt from disclosure, the rest of that public record generally must be disclosed.

For materials that Oracle has properly marked, you shall immediately notify Oracle of the request and postpone disclosure for ten
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(10) business days to allow Oracle to file a lawsuit seeking an injunction preventing the release of documents pursuant to RCW
42.56.540; provided, however, that you shall not unreasonably withhold consent to any reasonable request by Oracle for an
extention of such time period. The City shall not disclose the records while legal proceedings are pending. It is Oracle’s
discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit. Oracle agrees to cooperate with you in identifying and assembling records in
case of any such public disclosure request, to the extent required by law.

L. Entire Agreement

You agree that the City of Seattle Contract for Oracle Software & Maintenance, this agreement and the information which is
incorporated into this agreement by written reference (including reference to information contained in a URL or referenced
policy), together with the applicable ordering document, are the complete agreement for the programs and/or services ordered by
you, and that this agreement supersedes all prior or contemporaneous agreements or representations, written or oral, regarding such
programs and/or services. If any term of this agreement is found to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions will
remain effective and such term shall be replaced with a term consistent with the purpose and intent of this agreement. It is
expressly agreed that the terms of this agreement and any Oracle ordering document shall supersede the terms in any purchase
order or other non-Oracle document and no terms included in any such purchase order or other non-Oracle document shall apply to
the programs and/or services ordered. This agreement and ordering documents may not be modified and the rights and restrictions
may not be altered or waived except in a writing signed or accepted online through the Oracle Store by your RFP Coordinator or
other authorized representatives of you and by an authorized representative of Oracle.

MAXIMUM LIABILITY FOR ANY DAMAGES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT OR
YOUR ORDER, WHETHER IN CONTRACT OR TORT, OR OTHERWISE, SHALL BE LIMITED TO THE AMOUNT
OF THE FEES YOU PAID ORACLE UNDER THIS AGREEMENT, AND IF SUCH DAMAGES RESULT FROM YOUR
USE OF PROGRAMS OR SERVICES, SUCH LIABILITY SHALL BE LIMITED TO THE FEES YOU PAID ORACLE
FOR THE DEFICIENT PROGRAM OR SERVICES GIVING RISE TO THE LIABILITY.

N. Export

0. Other

I. This agreement is governed by the substantive and procedural laws of Washington and you and Oracle agree to submit to the
exclusive jurisdiction of, and venue in, the courts in King County, Washington in any dispute arising out of or relating to this
agreement.

2. If you have a dispute with Oracle or if you wish to provide a notice under the Indemnification section of this agreement, or if
you become subject to insolvency or other similar legal proceedings, you will promptly send written notice to: Oracle
America, Inc., 500 Oracle Parkway, Redwood City, California, United States, 94065, Attention: General Counsel, Legal
Department.

3. If you grant a security interest in the programs and/or any services deliverables, the secured party has no right to use or
transfer the programs and/or any services deliverables, and if you decide to tinance your acquisition of the programs and/or
any services, you will follow Oracle’s policies regarding financing which are at http://oracle.com/contracts.

4. Except for actions for nonpayment or breach of Oracle’s proprietary rights, no action, regardless of form, arising out of or
relating to this agreement may be brought by either party more than two years after the cause of action has accrued.

Upon 45 days written notice, Oracle may audit your use of the programs. You agree to cooperate with Oracle’s audit and
provide reasonable assistance and access to information. Any such audit shall not unreasonably interfere with your normal
business operations. You agree to pay within 30 days of written notification any fees applicable to your use of the programs
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in excess of your license rights. If you do not pay, Oracle can end your technical support, licenses and/or this agreement. You
agree that Oracle shall not be responsible for any of your costs incurred in cooperating with the audit.

6. The Uniform Computer Information Transactions Act does not apply to this agreement or orders placed under it. You
understand that Oracle’s business partners, including any third party firms retained by you to provide computer consulting
services, are independent of Oracle and are not Oracle’s agents. Oracle is not liable for nor bound by any acts of any such
business partner, unless the business partner is providing services as an Oracle subcontractor on an engagement ordered under
this agreement.

7. Pricing for orders placed under this agreement is addressed in Attachment A (Pricing), attached hereto and incorporated by
reference herein.

8. JD Edwards products are hereby excluded from this agreement. You shall not purchase any JD Edwards products under this
agreement.

9. Oracle Consulting Services products and services are hereby excluded from this agreement. You shall not purchse any Oracle
Consulting Services products or services under this agreement.

10. Successor Products. If Oracle makes successor products available for the Oracle programs (“new software™) that includes
substantially similar functionality and features as a program for which you have purchased a program license (“old software™),
Oracle will provide you with a migration path from the old software to the new software and the right to use the new software
under the agreement and this ordering document at no charge, provided that (i) you are current on technical support for the old
software; (ii) this right shall only apply to new software that is available in production release status on the operating system
identified by the you at the time of the request; and (iii) Oracle is currently making available, at no charge, such migration
path from the old software to the new software to its other supported customers.

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Applications National Language Support (NLS) Supplement Media Packs: Please be advised that only a subset of the
products included on an Applications NLS Supplement Media Pack have been translated. For existing supported customers, My
Oracle Support has information on which products have been translated for the supported languages (https://support.oracle.com).
For new or unsupported customers, please contact your Oracle Account Manager for this information.

SM in Application Annual Revenue: is defined as one million U.S. dollars ($1,000,000) excluding taxes processed through the
licensed program. For Oracle Self-Service E-Billing products, the Annual Revenue is equivalent to the total invoiced amount for
all company accounts that have at least one enrolled user per billing period.

Expense Report: is defined as the total number of expense reports processed by Internet Expenses during a 12 month period. You
may not exceed the licensed number of expense reports during any 12 month period.
