SECTION 1 Instruction to Bidders
1.1 Introduction

The purpose of this Invitation to Bid is to establish a contract to provide goods or services on an
as-needed basis.

1.2 Bid Submittal Procedure

If the
Contractor fails or neglects to take such action within said period, the County will release the
portions of record(s) deemed by the County to be subject to disclosure. King County shall not be
liable to the Contractor for inadvertently releasing records pursuant to a disclosure request not
clearly identified by the Contractor as “CONFIDENTIAL,” “PROPRIETARY" or “BUSINESS
SECRET.

2.8 Contract Award

Contract award, if any, will be made by the County to the low, responsive, responsible Bidder. The
County will have no obligations until an award is made and an order placed with the Contractor. The
County reserves the right to award one or more contracts as determined to be in the County's best
interest. The County may accept any individual item, or group of items, or schedules of any bid,
unless otherwise stated herein.

A written award mailed or otherwise furnished to a Contractor within the time for acceptance shall
be a binding contract.
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SECTION 3 Standard Contractual Terms and Conditions
31 Administration

This Conftract is between the County and the Contractor who shall be responsible for providing the
goods or services described herein. The County is not party to defining the division of work between
the Contractor and its Subcontractors. The Contractor represents that it has or shall obtain all duly
licensed or qualified personnel, materials and equipment required to perform work hereunder.

The Contractor's performance under this Contract may be monitored and reviewed by a Project
Manager appointed by the County. Reports and data required to be provided by the Contractor shall
be delivered to the Project Manager or Buyer. Questions by the Contractor regarding interpretation
of the terms, provisions and requirements of this Contract shall be addressed to the Buyer or
Project Manager for response. j

3.2 Contract Amendments

No oral order or conduct by the County shall constitute a Contract Amendment. Contract
Amendments shall only be effective upon written notification by the County. The County reserves
the right to amend the contract to add or delete goods or services within the intended scope of this
contract. This may include, but is not limited to approval of replacements for discontinued items, add
items of like function, or similar in nature or purpose to the originally listed products; the provision of
ancillary services in response to minor changes in County needs; extend the contract to include
optional terms.

Cost or Price Analysis may be required by the County for the evaluation of contract modifications,
terminations, revision to contract requirements or other circumstances as determined by the County.

3.3 Invoices and Payment

The Contractor shall submit properly certified invoices to King County. The invoice(s) shall contain
the following information: The purchase order/contract number, item numbers, description of
supplies or services, quantities, unit prices, extended totals, and discounts, if applicable. For
services, identify specific deliverables, and/or hourly rates, hours worked, total hours or related fees.

The Contractor shall bill to the address on the purchase order. The County will take advantage of
any prompt payment discount terms bid. Discount periods shall be extended if the invoice is
returned for credit or correction.

When a purchase order is issued against this Contract that has the potential for multiple or partial
deliveries, a separate invoice shall be generated for each completed delivery accepted by the
County.

Failure to comply with these requirements or to provide an invoice in conformance with the contract
may delay payment.

Upon acceptance of payment, the Contractor waives any claims for the goods or services covered
by the Invoice. No advance payment shall be made for the goods or services furnished by
Contractor pursuant to this Contract.

King County will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the
currently approved price list. If a price increase has not been accepted in writing by King County,

the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for a correction.
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3.4 Rejection of Goods Or Services

After award, the Buyer or authorized County representative shall have the option of rejecting or
refusing delivery of any and all goods or services which are not in strict conformity with the
requirements of the specification and the bid. All rejected goods or services shall be promptly
replaced or re-performed and be subject to approval by the County. All replacement goods and
services shall be provided at the Contractor's own expense.

3.5 Re-procurement Costs

When a Contractor fails to furnish goods or services in accordance with the terms of this Contract,
and the County must purchase at a price greater than the contract price, the difference may be
charged to the Contractor. The County may exercise this charge as a credit against invoices due
the Contractor.

3.6 Termination For Convenience/Default/Non-appropriation
A. Termination for Convenience

The County for its convenience may terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, at any time by
written notice sent certified mail, return receipt requested, to the Contractor. After receipt of a
Notice of Termination (“Notice”), and except as directed by the County, the Contractor shall
immediately stop work as directed in the Notice, and comply with all other requirements in the
Notice. The Contractor will be paid its costs, including necessary and reasonable Contract
close-out costs and profit on that portion of the work satisfactorily performed up to the date of
termination as specified in the notice. The Contractor shall promptly submit its request for the
termination payment, together with detailed supporting documentation. If the Contractor has
any property in its possession belonging to the County, the Contractor shall account for the
same and dispose of it in the manner the County directs. All termination payment requests
may be subject to Cost or Price Analysis to determine reasonableness and compliance with
the Contract and applicable laws and regulations.

B. Termination for Default

If the Contractor does not deliver work in accordance with the Contract, or the Contractor fails
to perform in the manner called for in the Contract, or the Contractor fails to comply with any
material provisions of the Contract, the County may terminate this Contract, in whole or in part,
for default as follows:

A Notice to Cure will be served on the Contractor by certified mail (return receipt requested) or
a delivery service capable of providing a receipt. The Contractor shall have ten (10) Days from
the date the Notice to Cure was served to cure the default or provide the County with a
detailed written plan, which indicates the time and methods needed to bring the work into
compliance and cure the default.

If the Contractor has not cured the default or the plan to cure the default is not acceptable to
the County, the County may terminate the Contract. Termination shall occur by serving a
Notice of Termination by certified mail (return receipt requested) or delivery service capable of
providing a receipt on the Contractor setting forth the manner in which the Contractor is in
default and the effective date of termination.
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The Contractor will only be paid for work delivered and Accepted, or work performed in
accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the Contract less any damages to the
County caused by or arising from such default. All termination payment requests are subject fo
Cost or Price Analysis to verify compliance with the Contract and applicable laws and
regulations.

The termination of this Contract shall in no way relieve the Contractor from any of its
obligations under this Contract nor limit the rights and remedies of the County hereunder in
any manner.

C. Termination for Non-Appropriation

If expected or actual funding is withdrawn, reduced, or limited in any way prior to the
termination date set forth in this Contract or in any amendment hereto, the County may, upon
written notice to the Contractor, terminate this Contract in whole or in part.

In accordance with King County Code 4.04.040B.6, payment shall not exceed the
appropriation for the year in which termination is effected. If this Contract is terminated for non-
appropriation, the County shall be liable only for payment in accordance with the terms of this
Contract for performance rendered prior to the effective date of termination; and, the
Contractor shall be released from any obligation under this contract or a related Purchase
Order to provide further work pursuant to the Contract as are affected by the termination.

Funding under this Contract beyond the current appropriation year is conditional upon the
appropriation by the County Council of sufficient funds to support the activities described in this
Contract. Should such an appropriation not be approved, the Contract shall terminate at the
close of the current appropriation year. The appropriation year ends on December 31 of each
year.

3.7 Force Majeure

The term force majeure shaii inciude, without iimitation by the foliowing enumeration: acts of nature,
acts of civil or military authorities, fire, accidents shutdowns for purpose of emergency repairs,
industrial, civil or public disturbances, causing the inability to perform the requirements of this
Contract. If any party is rendered unable, wholly or in part, by a force majeure event or any event
cause not within such party’s control, to perform or comply with any obligation or condition of this
Contract, upon giving notice and reasonably full particulars to the other party, such obligation or
condition shall be suspended only for the time and to the extent commercially practicable to restore
normal operations. In the event the Contractor ceases to be excused pursuant to this provision, then
the County shall be entitled to exercise any remedies otherwise provided for in this Contract,
including Termination for Default.

Whenever a force majeure event causes the Contractor to allocate limited resources between or
among the Contractor’s customers, the County shall receive no less priority in respect to such
allocation than any of the Contractor's other customers.

3.8 Taxes, Licenses, and Certificate Requirements

This Contract and any of the work provided hereunder is contingent and expressly conditioned upon
the ability of the Contractor to provide the specified goods or services consistent with applicable
federal, state or local laws and regulations. If, for any reason, the Contractor’s required compliances

are terminated, suspended, revoked or in any manner modified from their status at the time this
Contract becomes effective, the Contractor shall notify the County immediately of such condition in
writing.

The Contractor and subcontractor(s) shall maintain and be liable for all taxes (except sales/use
taxes), fees, licenses, permits and costs as may be required by applicable federal, state or local
laws and regulations as applicable to the work under this Contract.

3.9 Assignment

Neither party shall assign any interest, obligation or benefit under or in this Contract or transfer any
interest in the same, whether by assignment or novation, without prior written consent of the other
party. If assignment is approved, this Contract shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the
successors of the assigning party. This provision shall not prevent the Contractor from pledging any
proceeds from this Contract as security to a lender so long as King County Policy Fin10-1 (AP),
paragraph 6.1.3 is followed. If assignment is approved, it shall be accepted by either party upon the
posting of all required bonds, securities and the like by the assignee and the written agreement by
assignee to assume and be responsible for the obligations and liabilities of the Contract, known and
unknown, and applicable law.

3.10 Indemnification and Hold Harmless

To the maximum extent permitted by law and except to the extent caused by the sole negligence of
the County, the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the County, its officers, officials,
agents and employees, from and against any and all suits, claims, actions, losses, costs, penalties
and damages of whatsoever kind or nature arising out of, in connection with, or incident to the
goods and/or services Provided by or on behalf of the Contractor. In addition, the Contractor shall
assume the defense of the County and its officers and employees in all legal or claim proceedings
arising out of, in connection with, or incidental to such goods and/or services: shall pay all defense
expenses, including reasonable attorney's fees, expert fees and costs incurred by the County on
account of such litigation or claims. This indemnification obiigation shali inciude, but is not iimited to,
all claims against the County by an employee or former employee of the Contractor or its
Subcontractors, and the Contractor, by mutual negotiation, expressly waives all immunity and
limitation on liability, as respects the County only, under any industrial insurance act, including Title
21 RCW, other Worker's Compensation act, disability benefit act, or other employee benefit act of
any jurisdiction which would otherwise be applicable in the case of such claim. In the event that the
County incurs any judgment, award and/or cost including attorney’s fees arising from the provisions
of this subsection, or to enforce the provisions of this subsection, any such judgment, award, fees,
expenses and costs shall be recoverable from the Contractor. In the event of litigation between the
parties to enforce the rights under this subsection, reasonable attorney fees shall be allowed to the
substantially prevailing party.

In the event the County incurs attorney fees and/or costs in the defense of claims under this
provision such attorney fees and costs shall be recoverable from the Contractor. In addition King
County shall be entitled to recover from the Contractor its attorney fees, and costs incurred to
enforce the provisions of this section.

The indemnification, protection, defense and save harmless obligations contained herein shall
survive the expiration, abandonment or termination of this Contract.
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Nothing contained within this provision shall affect and/or alter the application of any other provision
contained within this Contract.

3.11 Applicable Law and Forum

Except as hereinafter specifically provided, this Contract shall be governed by and construed
according to the laws of the State of Washington, including, but not limited to, the Uniform
Commercial Code, Title 62A RCW. Any claim or suit concerning this Contract shall only be filed in
either the King County Superior Court or U.S. District for the Western District of Washington, in
Seattle.

3.12 Conflicts of Interest and Non-Competitive Practices

By entering into this Contract to perform work, the Contractor represents that it has no direct or
indirect pecuniary or proprietary interest, and that it shall not require any interest that conflicts in any
manner or degree with the work required to be performed under this Contract. The Contractor shall
not employ any Person or agent having any conflict of interest. In the event that the Contractor or its
agents, employees or representatives hereafter acquires such a conflict of interest, it shall
immediately disclose such conflict to the County. The County shall require that the Contractor take
immediate action to eliminate the conflict up to and including termination for defaulit.

By entering into this Contract to perform work, the Contractor represents that no Persons except as
designated by Contractor shall be employed or retained to solicit or secure this Contract with an
agreement or understanding that a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee would be
paid; and no gratuities, in the form of entertainment, gifts or otherwise, were bided or given by the
Contractor or any of its agents; employees or representatives, to any official, member or employee
of the County or other governmental agency with a view toward securing this Contract or securing
favorable treatment with respect to the awarding or amending, or the making of any determination
with respect to the performance of this Contract.

3.13 Disputes, Claims and Appeals

The Contractor shall address questions or claims regarding the Contract in writing to the Buyer and
Project Manager, within ten (10) Days of the date on which the Contractor knows or should know of
the question or claim. No claim by the Contractor shall be allowed if asserted after final payment
under this Contract. No claim shall be allowed for any costs incurred more than ten (10) Days
before the Contractor gives written notice, as required in this section. The Buyer and Project
Manager shall ordinarily respond to the Contractor in writing with a decision, but absent such written
response, the question or claim shall be deemed denied upon the tenth (10th) Day following receipt
by the Buyer and Project Manager.

In the event the Contractor disagrees with the determination of the Buyer and Project Manager, the
Contractor shall within five (5) Days of the date of such determination, appeal the determination in
writing to the Procurement and Contract Services Section Manager. Such written notice of appeal
shall include all information necessary to substantiate the appeal. The Procurement and Contract
Services Section Manager shall review the appeal and make a determination in writing, which shall
be final. Appeal to the Procurement and Contract Services Section Manager shall be a condition
precedent to alternative dispute resolution or litigation.
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Pending final decision of a dispute hereunder, the Contractor shall proceed diligently with the
performance of the Contract and in accordance with the direction of the Buyer or Project Manger.
Failure to comply precisely with the time deadlines under this subsection as to any claim shall
operate as a waiver and release of that claim and an acknowledgement of prejudice to the County.

3.14 Maintenance of Records/Audits

The Contractor shall maintain, and shall require any sub-contractor to maintain, accounts and
records, including personnel, property, financial, and programmatic records and such other records
as may be deemed necessary by the County to ensure proper accounting for all contract funds and
compliance with this Contract. All such records shall sufficiently and properly reflect all direct and
indirect costs of any nature expended and services provided in the performance of this Contract.
The Contractor shall make such documents available to the County for inspection, copying, and
auditing upon request.

All records referenced in this section shall be maintained for a period of six (6) years after
completion of work or termination hereof unless permission to destroy them is granted by the Office
of the Archivist in accordance with RCW Chapter 40.14, or unless a longer retention period is
required by law.

The Contractor shall provide access to its facilities, including those of any sub-contractor, to the
County, the State and/or federal agencies or officials at all reasonable times in order to monitor and
evaluate the services provided under this Contract.

The Contractor agrees to cooperate with County or its designee in the evaluation of the services
provided under this Contract and to make available all information reasonably required by any such
evaluation process. The results and records of said evaluation shall be maintained and disclosed in
accordance with RCW Chapter 42.56.

If the Contractor expended a total of $500,000.00 or more in federal awards during its fiscal year,
and is a non-profit organization, and is, under this Contract, carrying out or administering a program
or portion of a program, it shall have an independent audit conducted in accordance with OMB
Circular A-133, which shall comply with the requirements of GAAS (generally accepted auditing
standards), GAO’s Government Audit Standards and OMB Circular A-133, as amended and as
applicable. Contractors expending federal awards from more than one source shall be responsible
for determining if the combined financial awards are equal to or greater than $500,000.00. The
Contractor shall provide one copy of the audit report to each County division providing federal
awards to the Contractor no later than nine (9) months subsequent to the end of the Contractor's
fiscal year.

3.15 Other Public Agency Orders

Other federal, state, county and local entities may utilize the terms and conditions established by
this Contract if agreeable to all parties. The County does not accept any responsibility or
involvement in the purchase orders or contracts issued by other public agencies.
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If the contractor agrees to extend this contract to other governmental agencies, this contract is
subject to an Administrative Fee (Fee) of 1% (.01). The Fee shall be based on total sales made to
each governmental agency outside of King County’s Departments, Divisions and Agencies, less
sales tax, freight and any credits(s). The Fee shall be paid by the contractor, payable and remitted
to King County Procurement and Contract Services Section not less than twice per year, on July
31% and January 31 for the first and second half of the year sales respectively. Fees submitted
shall be accompanied by a sales report, reference the contract number, and show the total sales to
other governmental agencies, excluding King County. The contractor shall not invoice the Fee to
any contract user.

3.16 Environmentally Preferable Product Procurement Policy

Bidders able to supply products containing recycled and environmentally preferable materials that
meet performance requirements are encouraged to offer them in bids and proposals.

The Bidder and Contractor shall use recycled paper for all printed and photocopied documents
related to the submission of this solicitation and fulfillment of the contract and shall, whenever
practicable, use both sides of the paper. (Reference: KCC 18.20).

3.17 Industrial and Hazardous Waste

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable local ordinances, state and federal statutes, and
supporting rules and regulations governing the discharge of industrial waste to public sewer, private
sewer, or side sewer tributary to the metropolitan sewer system.

Contractor shall handle and dispose of all hazardous wastes in compliance with all applicable local,
state and federal laws and regulations, including the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, the
Washington Hazardous Waste Management Act, and applicable rules and regulations of the
Environmental Protection Agency and the Department of Ecology governing the generation,
storage, treatment, transportation or disposal of hazardous wastes.

3.18 Patents and Royalties

The Contractor is responsible for paying all license fees, royalties or the costs of defending claims
for the infringement of any intellectual property that may be used in performing this Contract.

3.19 Supported Employment Program

The County encourages the creation of supported employment programs for developmentally
and/or severely disabled individuals. The County itself has such a program and is actively seeking
to do business with those Contractors and Consultants that share this employment approach. If your
firm has such a program, or intends to develop such a program during the life of this Contract,
please submit Documentation supporting this claim with your bid. If you have questions, or need
additional information, please contact the Community and Human Services Division, Developmental
Disabilities Division, 206-263-9061.
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3.20 Nondiscrimination and Equal Employment Opportunity

A.

Nondiscrimination in Employment - During performance of this Contract, the Contractor agrees
that it will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of the
employee or applicant's sex, race, color, marital status, national origin, religious affiliation,
disability, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression or age except by minimum age and
retirement provisions, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification.

Equal Employment Opportunity Efforts - The Contractor will undertake equal employment
opportunity efforts to ensure that applicants and employees are treated, without regard to their
sex, race, color, marital status, national origin, religious affiliation, disability, sexual orientation,
gender identity or expression or age. The Contractor's equal employment opportunity efforts
shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer;

The Contractor agrees to
post in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment notices
setting forth this nondiscrimination clause. In accordance with KCC 12.16.010.J, “equal
employment opportunity efforts” shall mean active efforts to ensure equal opportunity in
employment that is free from all forms of discrimination.

Nondiscrimination in Subcontracting Practices - During the term of this Contract, the
Contractor shall not create barriers to open and fair opportunities to participate in County
contracts or to obtain or compete for contracts and subcontracts as sources of supplies,
equipment, construction and services. In considering offers from and doing business with
subcontractor and suppliers, the Contractor shall not discriminate against any person because
of their sex, race, color, marital status, national origin, religious affiliation, disability, sexual
orientation, gender identity or expression or age except by minimum age and retirement
provisions, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification.

Compliance with Laws and Regulations - The Contractor shall comply fully with all applicable
federal, state and local laws, ordinances, executive orders and regulations that prohibit
discrimination.

Sanctions for Violations - Any violation of the mandatory requirements of the provisions of this
Section shall be a material breach of contract, for which the Contractor may be subject to
damages, withholding payment and any other sanctions provided for by contract and by
applicable law.

3.21 Non-Waiver of Breach

No action or failure to act by the County shall constitute a waiver of any right or duty afforded to the
County under the Contract; nor shall any such action or failure to act by the County constitute an
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approval of, or acquiescence in, any breach hereunder, except as may be specifically stated by the
County in writing.

3.22 Severability

Whenever possible, each provision of this Contract shall be interpreted to be effective and valid
under applicable law. If any provision is found to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, then such
provision or portion thereof shall be modified to the extent necessary to render it legal, valid, and
enforceable and have the intent and economic effect as close as possible to the invalid, illegal, and
unenforceable provision. If it is not possible to modify the provision to render it legal, valid and
enforceable, then the provision shall be severed from the rest of this Contract. The invalidity,
illegality or unenforceability of any provision shall not affect the validity, legality or enforceability of
any other provision of this Contract, which shall remain valid and binding.

3.23 Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension and Other Responsibility Matters

If this Contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 49 CFR Part 29, the Contractor is required
to verify that none of the Contractor, its principals, as defined at 49 CFR 29.995, or affiliates, as
defined at 49 CFR 29.905, are excluded or disqualified as defined at 49 CFR 29.940 and 29.945.
The Contractor is required to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C and must include the requirement
to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C in any lower tier covered transaction it enters into. By signing
and submitting this Contract, the Contractor certifies as follows:

The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by King County. If it is
later determined that the Contractor knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in addition to
remedies available to King County, the Federal Government may pursue available remedies,
including but not limited to suspension and/or debarment. The Contractor agrees to comply with the
requirements of 49 CFR 29, Subpart C while performing this Contract and further agrees to include
a provision requiring such compliance in its lower tier covered transactions.

3.24 Incorporation of Documents

The contract between the awarded bidder and King County shall include all documents mutually
entered into at the time of contract award, specifically including the contract document, the
solicitation, and the response to the solicitation. The contract must include, and be consistent with,
the specifications and provisions stated in this solicitation. King County shall not be bound nor

obligated to enter into or sign additional agreements and or documents other than those required by
law.
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SECTION 4 Specific Contractual Terms & Conditions
41 Contract Value

The estimated annual value of this contract is approximately $100,000.00. King County will not be
limited, restricted or bound by this dollar value, nor shall the County be obligated to purchase any
items contained in this ITB.

4.2 Contract Term

The term of this Contract will be five (5) years, subject to the termination clauses contained herein.
King County reserves the right to extend the term if determined to be in the best interest of the
County.

Contracts or purchase orders will be issued by the County. Contract amendments or change orders
issued by the County may reflect modification(s) of contract terms, funding or other matters.

King County reserves the right to purchase the goods or services described herein from other
sources. The Contractor does not have the exclusive right to fill all of the County’s requirements for
the goods or services awarded nor will the County be obligated to purchase the estimated annual
quantity, or any quantity contained in this Contract.

4,3 Price Revisions

Pricing for items ordered under this Contract shall be based on the discount or multiplier identified in
the bid and the item’s price in the current accepted catalog or price list.

Pricing shall be based on the original catalog or price list until the County has accepted a
subsequent catalog or price list. The County may accept a new catalog or price list by using it to
determine pricing in future orders. If the County determines the prices contained in new catalogs or
price lists are not fair and reasonable, the County may re-bid or purchase the items through any
other means available.

4.4 Shipping Charges

All prices shall include freight FOB to the designated delivery point. The County will reject requests
for additional compensation for freight charges.

4.5 Packing Slips

Each delivery to the County shall have a packing slip enclosed that identifies the requester,
purchase order number, part number, unit price and quantity of each part shipped. If the delivery is
a partial shipment, indicate on the packing slip that it is not a complete shipment of that order and
identify the items not shipped and provide a projected completion date of the order.

If the delivery combines items from more than one purchase order, separate packing slips shall be
included in the shipment for each.

46 Use Report

The Contractor shall, if requested, submit to the Buyer a report of sales made to King County under
this Contract. The report, in a format acceptable to King County, shall identify the detail required by

the Buyer, which may include but is not limited to, delivery location, the item description, whether it's
a Contract or non-Contract item, quantity, price and discount.
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4.7 Warranty

The Contractor warrants that the work performed under this Contract shall be free from defects in
material and workmanship, and shall conform to all requirements of this Contract, for a period of at
least twelve (12) months from date of acceptance of such work by the County. Any work corrected
shall be subject to this subsection to the same extent as the work initially provided.

The bidder shall provide, upon request by the County, their standard warranty. The warranty shall
be specific for all components of the equipment regardless of whether these components were built
by the original equipment manufacturer or outside suppliers. King County may avail itself of the
bidder or manufacturer’'s standard warranty if more beneficial to the County.

Conducting of tests or inspections, acceptance, or the processing of payment(s) by the County shall
not constitute a waiver of any rights under this Contract or in law. The termination of this Contract
shall in no way relieve the Contractor from its warranty responsibility.

The Contractor shall ensure that the warranty requirements of this Contract are enforceable through
and against the Contractor's suppliers, vendors, distributors and Subcontractors. The Contractor
shall cooperate with the County in facilitating warranty related work by such suppliers, vendors,
distributors and Subcontractors. ‘

Contractor warrants that the Services shall in all material respects conform to the requirements of
this Contract. Contractor warrants that qualified professional personnel with in-depth knowledge
shall perform the Services in a timely and professional manner; and that the Services shall conform
to the standards generally observed in the industry for similar Services. Contractor warrants that the
Services shall be in compliance with all applicable laws, rules and regulations.

4.8 Warranty Remedies

Whenever possible, the contractor shall provide “on the spot’ settlement of warranty claims or
disputes, and authorize local representatives to act on the equipment manufacturer’s behalf.

If at any time during the twelve (12) month period immediately following acceptance of any work
covered by this Contract, Contractor or the County discovers one or more material defects or errors
in the work or any other aspect in which the work materially fails to meet the provisions of the
warranty requirements herein Contractor shall, at its own expense and within thirty (30) days of
notification of the defect by the County, correct the defect, error or nonconformity.

The County shall give written notice of any defect to the Contractor. If the Contractor has not
corrected defect within thirty (30) days after receiving the written notice, the County, in its sole
discretion, may correct the defect itself. in the case of an emergency where the County believes
delay could cause serious injury, loss or damage, the County may waive the written notice and
correct the defect. In either case the County shall charge-back the cost for such warranty repair to
the Contractor.

The Contractor is responsible for all costs of repair or replacement in order to restore the work to
the applicable Contract requirements, including shipping charges, for work found defective within
the warranty period, regardless of who actually corrects the defect.
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4.9 Product Return

The County reserves the right to return standard products to the Contractor for full refund or credit
when the Contractor is notified of the return within 30 days of the County’s receipt of products.

The County further reserves the right to return products, parts and supplies determined to be
surplus and no longer required by the County. Parts and supplies eligible for return to the Contractor
shall have been purchased for inventory or as spares, be unused, and in the same general
condition as when received. The County will advise the Contractor of its intention to return any parts
and supplies. The Contractor has no obligation to accept such goods more than 2 years after the
County’s receipt of said goods. The Contractor is allowed a restocking fee of not more than 15%
(fifteen percent) of the current price for the return of surplus products, parts and supplies.

The Contractor shall, at the County’s option, issue a credit for the dollar value of the merchandise
returned or refund that dollar amount (less any applicable restocking fee) to King County. This
subsection does not apply to any merchandise made to order for the County.

4.10 Hazardous Chemical Communication

In order to comply with WAC 296-62-054, Hazard Communication, the Contractor shall prepare a
Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for all products containing any toxic products that may be
harmful to the end user. The MSDS Sheet shall accompany the toxic product(s) to the specified
delivery sites and include the Chemical Abstract Service (CAS) numbers for every chemical that is
listed in the MSDS. If the product is actually used diluted, the rate shall be so stated in the MSDS
and the hazards and corresponding personal protection, etc. also be listed. SARA Title 3 chemicals
shall be listed with the percentage by weight of the total product. The MSDS shall include a
statement as to the intended use of the product.

4.11 Prohibition on Asbestos-Containing Products

Asbestos-containing products shall not be provided to the County under this Contract, unless no
practicable alternative for the asbestos-containing product exists and the Contractor obtains the
written consent of the County. The Contractor shall notify the County in writing at least sixty (60)
days before it plans to supply the County with an asbestos-containing product. The County will
respond to such notification within thirty (30) days of receipt. The Contractor shall comply with
applicable state, federal and local labeling and other laws, regulations and ordinances pertaining to
asbestos-containing products, including, but not limited to, the State of Washington Industrial Safety
and Health Act and the federal Occupational Safety and Health Act.
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SECTION § Federal & State Contracting Provisions

It is the contractor’s responsibility to comply with all state and federal law in performing the
tasks undertaken with respect to this contract. As applicable and required by Federal and
State Law, the following provisions and references are included in this contract:

A. Equal Employment Opportunity

All contracts shall contain a provision requiring compliance with E.O. 11246, "Equal
Employment Opportunity,” as amended by E.O. 11375, “Amending Executive Order
11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity,” and as supplemented by regulations
at 41 CFR part 60, “Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment
Opportunity, Department of Labor.”

B. Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Act (18 U.S.C. 874 and 40 U.S.C. 276¢)

All contracts and subcontracts in excess of $2,000 for construction or repair awarded by
recipients and subrecipients shall include a provision for compliance with the Copeland
“Anti-Kickback” Act (18 U.S.C. 874), as supplemented by Department of Labor
regulations (29 CFR part 3, “Contractors and Subcontractors on Public Building or Public
Work Financed in Whole or in Part by Loans or Grants from the United States”). The Act
provides that each contractor or subrecipient shall be prohibited from inducing, by any
means, any person employed in the construction, completion, or repair of public work, to
give up any part of the compensation to which he is otherwise entitled. The recipient
shall report all suspected or reported violations to the Federal awarding agency.

C. Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C 327-333)

Where applicable, all contracts awarded by recipients in excess of $2,000 for construction
contracts and in excess of $2,500 for other contracts that involve the employment of
mechanics or laborers shall include a provision for compliance with Sections 102 and 107
of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 327-333), as
supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR part 5). Under Section 102 of
the Act, each contractor shall be required to compute the wages of every mechanic and
laborer on the basis of a standard work week of 40 hours. Work in excess of the
standard work week is permissible provided that the worker is compensated at a rate of
not less than 1 % times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 40 hours in
the work week. Section 107 of the Act is applicable to construction work and provides
that no laborer or mechanic shall be required to work in surroundings or under working
conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous or dangerous. These requirements do not
apply to the purchases of supplies or materials or articles ordinarily available on the open
market, or contracts for transportation or transmission of intelligence.

D. Rights to Inventions Made Under a Contract or Agreement

Contracts or agreements for the performance of experimental, developmental, or
research work shall provide for the rights of the Federal Government and the recipient in
any resulting invention in accordance with 37 CFR part 401, “Rights to Inventions Made
by Nonprofit Organizations and Small Business Firms Under Government Grants,
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Contracts and Cooperative Agreements,” and any implementing regulations issued by the
awarding agency.

E. Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401 et seq.) and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33
U.S.C. 1251 et seq.), as amended

Contractors and subcontracts of amounts in excess of $100,000 shall contain a provision
that requires the recipient to agree to comply with all applicable standards, orders or
regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401 et seq.) and the Federal
Water Pollution Control Act as amended (33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq.) Violations shall be
reported to the Federal awarding agency and the Regional Office of the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA).

F.  Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 U.S.C. 1352)

Contractors who are awarded contracts of $100,000 or more shall file the required
certification. Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used Federal
appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to
influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or
employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with
obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 U.S.C. 1352.
Each tier shall also disclose any lobbying in non-Federal funds that takes place in
connection with obtaining any Federal award. Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to
tier up to the recipient.

Refer to Exhibit A, Certificate of Lobbying Activities, which shall be submitted with
the bid.

G. Public Law 88-352, Title VI of the Civil Rights Act Of 1964(42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.) (24
CFR Part 1)

The Contractor must comply with the provisions of "Public Law 88-352," which refers to
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.). The law provides that
no person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color or national origin, be
denied the benefits of, be excluded from participation in, or be subjected to discrimination
under any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance.

H. Section 504 of The Rehabilitation Act, 1973, As Amended (29 U.S.C. 794)

The Contractor must comply with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as
amended, which provides that no otherwise qualified individual shall, solely by reason of
his or her disability, be excluded from participation (including employment), denied
program benefits or be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity receiving
federal assistance funds.

I.  Americans With Disabilities Act (42 U.S.C. 12101, et seq.)

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act, 42
U.S.C. 12101, et. seq. That Act provides a comprehensive national mandate to eliminate
discrimination against individuals with disabilities. The Act may impose requirements on
the Contractor in four principle ways: 1) with respect to employment; 2) with respect to the
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provision of public services; 3) with respect to transportation; 4) with respect to existing
facilities and new construction.

J.  The National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 (NEPA) (42 U.S.C Section 4321 et seq.,
and 24 CFR Part 58)

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of the National Environmental Policy Act
of 1969. The purpose of this Act is to attain the widest use of the environment without
degradation, risk to health or safety, or other undesirable and unintended consequences.
Environmental review procedures, including determining and publishing a Finding of
Significance or of No Significance for a proposal, are a necessary part of this process.
Pursuant to these provisions, the Contractor must also submit environmental certifications
to King County when requesting that funds be released for the project. The Contractor
must certify that the proposed project will not significantly impact the environment and
that the Contractor has complied with environmental regulations and fulfilled its
obligations to give public notice of the funding request, environmental findings and
compliance performance.

K. Executive Order 11990, May 24, 1977: Protection Of Wetlands (42 F.R. 26961 et seq.)

The Contractor shall comply with Executive Order 11990. The intent of this Executive
Order is (1) to avoid, to the extent possible, adverse impacts associated with the
destruction or modification of wetland, and (2) to avoid direct or indirect support of new
construction in wetlands wherever there is a practical alternative.

The Contractor, to the extent permitted by law, must avoid undertaking or providing
assistance for new construction located in wetlands unless (1) there is no practical
alternative to such construction, and (2) the proposed action includes all practical
measures to minimize harm to wetlands which may result from such use. In making this
determination, the Contractor may take into account economic, environmental and other
pertinent factors.

L. Executive Order 11988, May 24, 1977: Floodplain Management (42 F.R. 26951 et seq)

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Executive Order 11988. The intent of
this Executive Order is to (1) avoid, to the extent possible, adverse impacts associated
with the occupancy and modification of floodplains, and (2) avoid direct or indirect support
of floodplain development wherever there is a practical alternative. If the Contractor
proposes to conduct, support or allow an action to be located in a floodplain, the
Contractor must consider alternatives to avoid adverse effects and incompatible
involvement in the floodplain. If siting in a floodplain is the only practical alternative, the
Contractor must, prior to taking any action (1) design or modify its actions in order to
minimize any potential harm fo the floodplain, and (2) prepare and circulate a notice
containing an explanation of why the action is proposed to be located in a floodplain.

M. The Wild And Scenic Rivers Act Of 1968, As Amended (16 U.S.C. 1271 et seq.)

The Contractor shall comply with the Wild and Scenic Rivers Act. The purpose of this Act
is to preserve selected rivers or sections of rivers in their free-flowing condition, to protect
the water quality of such rivers and to fulfill other vital national conservation goals.
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Federal assistance by loan, grant, license, or other mechanism cannot be provided to
water resources construction projects that would have a direct and adverse effect on any
river included or designated for study or inclusion in the National Wild and Scenic River
System.

N. Coastal Zone Management Act Of 1972, As Amended (16 U.S.C. 1451 et seq.)

The Contractor shall comply with the Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972, as
amended. The intent of this Act is to preserve, protect, develop, and where possible,
restore or enhance the resources of the nation's coastal zone. Federal agencies cannot
approve assistance for proposed projects that are inconsistent with the state's Coastal
Zone Management program except upon a finding by the U.S. Secretary of Commerce
that such a project is consistent with the purpose of this chapter or necessary in the
interests of national security.

O. The Endangered Species Act Of 1973, As Amended (16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.)

The Contractor shall comply with the Endangered Species Act of 1973, as amended. The
intent of this Act is to ensure that all federally assisted projects seek to preserve
endangered or threatened species. Federally authorized and funded projects must not
jeopardize the continued existence of endangered and threatened species or result in the
destruction of or modification of habitat of such species which is determined by the U.S.
Department of the Interior, after consultation with the state, to be critical.

P. The Reservoir Salvage Act Of 1960, As Amended By The Archaeological And Historic
Preservation Act Of 1974 (16 U.S.C. 469 et seq.)

Under the Reservoir Salvage Act, the Contractor must comply with provisions for the
preservation of historical and archaeological data (including relics and specimens) that
might otherwise be irreparably lost or destroyed as a result of any alteration of the terrain
caused as a result of any federal construction project or federally licensed activity or
program. Whenever the Contractor finds, or is notified in writing by an appropriate
historical or archaeological authority, that its activities in connection with any federal
funded construction project or federally licensed project, activity or program may cause
irreparable loss or destruction of significant scientific, prehistoric, historical or
archaeological data, the Contractor must stop work immediately and must notify the U.S.
Secretary of Interior and the Department in writing and provide appropriate information
concerning the project or program activity.

Q. The Archaeological And Historical Data Preservation Act Of 1974 (16 U.S.C. 469 a-1 et
seq.)
The Contractor shall comply with the Archaeological and Historical Data Preservation Act,
which provides for the preservation of historic and archaeological information that would

be lost due to development and construction activities as a result of federally funded
activities.

R. The Safe Drinking Water Act Of 1974, As Amended (42 U.S.C. Section 201, 300(f) et
seq., and U.S.C. Section 349)
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The Contractor must comply with the Safe Drinking Water Act, as amended, which is
intended to protect underground sources of water. No commitment for federal financial
assistance, according to this Act, shall be entered into for any project, which the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency determines, may contaminate an aquifer that is the sole
or principal drinking water source for an area.

S. The Federal Water Pollution Control Act Of 1972, As Amended, Including The Clear
Water Act Of 1977, Public Law 92-212 (33 U.S.C. Section 1251 et seq.)

The Contractor must assure compliance with the Water Pollution Control Act, as
amended, which provides for the restoration of chemical, physical and biclogical integrity
of the nation's water.

T. The Solid Waste Disposal Act, As Amended By The Resource Conservation And
Recovery Act Of 1976 (42 U.S.C. Section 6901 et seq.)

The Contractor must assure compliance with the Solid Waste Disposal Act, as amended.
The purpose of this Act is to promote the protection of health and the environment and to
conserve valuable material and energy resources.

U. The Fish And Wildlife Coordination Act Of 1958, As Amended (16 U.S.C. Section 661 et
seq.)

The Contractor must assure compliance with the Fish and Wildlife Coordination Act, as
amended. The Act assures that wildlife conservation receives equal consideration and is
coordinated with other features of water resources development programs.

V. Relocation Assistance And Real Property Acquisition Policy, Chapter 8.26 RCW

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Chapter 8.26 RCW and Chapter 365-
24 WAC when its activities involve any acquisition of real property assisted under this
Agreement or the displacement of any family, individual, business, nonprofit organization
or farm that results from such acquisition.

W. State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA), Chapter 43.21 (C) RCW

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Chapter 43.21(C) RCW and Chapter
197-11 WAC, the guidelines by which local agencies will (1) require environmental
checklists from private and public entities considering an action potentially subject to the
Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) requirement of SEPA, (2) make "threshold
determinations" that such an action will not have a significant environmental impact, (3)
provide for the preparation of a draft and final EIS if the action has significant impact, and
(4) circulate the EIS to other agencies and interested parties.

X. Noise Control, Chapter 70.107 RCW

The Contractor shall assure compliance with the state Noise Control Act. Objectives of
the Act are to assist local governments in implementing local noise ordinances and to
control and reduce excessive noise in Washington.

Y. Shoreline Management Act Of 1971, Chapter 90.68 RCW

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Chapter 90.68 RCW. This Act defines
a planning program and a permit system, which are initiated at the: local government level
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under state guidance. Its purpose is to protect and enhance the state's shoreline and it
includes a comprehensive shoreline inventory process and a master program for
regulation of shoreline uses. A permit application at the local level must be in compliance
with those plans and consistent with the state Coastal Zone Management program if
substantial developments and shoreline modifications occur, and a record of the
application and decision must be submitted to the state.

Z. State Building Code, Chapter 19.27 RCW, Energy Related Building Standards, Chapter
19.27A RCW; And Provisions In Buildings For Aged And Handicapped Persons, Chapter
70.92 RCW

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Chapter 19.27 RCW, Chapter 19.27A
RCW, Chapter 70.92 RCW and the regulations for building construction and for barrier
free facilities adopted by the Washington State Building Code Council pursuant to these
statutes.

The State Building Code Act provides for a uniform state building code and mandates
counties, cities and towns to administer and enforce its provisions. Local governments
are authorized to modify the state building code to fit local conditions as long as such
modifications do not result in a code that is less than the minimum performance
standards and objectives contained in the state code.

AA. Open Public Meetings Act, Chapter 42.30 RCW

The Contractor shall comply with provisions of Chapter 42.30 RCW which require that all
meetings of the governing body which pertain to this Agreement shall be open to the
public except those where specific provision is made for executive sessions pursuant to
RCW 42.30.110.

BB. Law Against Discrimination, Chapter 49.60 RCW

The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Chapter 49.60 RCW in all activities
relating to this Agreement.

CC. Governor's Executive Order 89-10, December 11, 1989: Protection Of Wetlands, And
Governor's Executive Order 90-04, April 21, 1990: Protection Of Wetlands

The Contractor shall ensure that it avoids any activities that would adversely affect
wetlands and adequately mitigates unavoidable impacts. For the purposes of this
requirement, except where a contrary definition is provided by statute, mitigation means:
(1) avoiding the impact altogether by not taking certain action or part of an action; (2)
minimizing impacts by limiting the degree or magnitude of the action and its
implementation, by using appropriate technology, or by taking affirmative steps to avoid
or reduce impacts; (3) rectifying the impact by repairing, rehabilitating, or restoring the
affected environment; (4) reducing or eliminating the impact over time by preservation
and maintenance operations during the life of the action; (5) compensating for the impact
by replacing, enhancing, or providing substitute resources or environments; and (6)
monitoring the impact and taking appropriate corrective measures.

Mitigation for individual actions may include a combination of the above measures.
Mitigation may not include any of the above measures to the extent that they may be
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contrary to statute as applied under the particular circumstances. Emergency work that is
essential to save lives and protect property and public health is exempt from these
provisions.

DD. Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension and Other Responsibility Matters

This Contract is a covered transaction for purposes of 49 CFR Part 29. As such, the
Contractor is required to verify that none of the Contractor, its principals, as defined at 49
CFR 29.995, or affiliates, as defined at 49 CFR 29.905, are excluded or disqualified as
defined at 49 CFR 29.940 and 29.945.

The Contractor is required to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C and must include the
requirement to comply with 49 CFR 29, Subpart C in any lower tier covered transaction it
enters into.

By accepting this Contract, the Contractor certifies as follows:

The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact relied upon by King
County. If it is later determined that the Contractor knowingly rendered an erroneous
certification, in addition to remedies available to King County, the Federal Government
may pursue available remedies, including but not limited to suspension and/or
debarment. The Contractor agrees to comply with the requirements of 49 CFR 29,
Subpart C while this offer is valid and throughout the period of any Contract that may
arise from this Contract. The Contractor further agrees to include a provision requiring
such compliance in its lower tier covered transactions.
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SECTION 6 Technical Specifications

6.1 General

It is the intent of these specifications to describe the minimum acceptable quality and performance
standards for Plastic Raised Pavement Markers (Traffic Buttons), Pavement Marking Powder,
Preformed Thermoplastic Pavement Markings (Hot-Applied), and related items. The specifications
are not intended to limit competition, but to ensure that only quality products are received. King
County shall be notified, and these specifications amended, when new industry standards are set or
existing standards are superseded.

Unless specified elsewhere in this Invitation to Bid, all materials and workmanship shall conform to
all minimum applicable requirements of the Washington State Department of Transportation
Standard Specifications for Road, Bridge and Municipal Construction, latest edition, and applicable
requirements of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) issued by the U.S.
Department of Transportation Federal Highway Administration.
6.2 Schedule 1 - Plastic Raised Pavement Markers (Traffic Buttons)
A. Raised Pavement Markers, Type 1 - 4 Inch Round Non-Reflective for Bituminous Application
1. Composition

The marker shall be molded of a high impact, recycled acrylonitrile butadiene styrene
(ABS), conforming to ASTM specification DI 78868.

The manufacturer shall certify that the marker does not contain mercury, lead, hexavalent
chromium, or any carcinogen, as defined by 29 CFR 1910.1200.

2. Dimensions

The marker shall be of a round design with a minimum width of 4 inches and a minimum
height at center of 0.700 inches.

The marker bottom shall be designed to allow the adhesive material to flow upwards into
the marker cavity, with a venting system to prevent air entrapment. The base of the
marker shall be designed to prevent rocking, which will ultimately result in breaking the
adhesive bond.

The marker shall be manufactured with a dulled bottom for better adhesion.
Flat or non-treated slick bottom markers, with a venting system are unacceptable.
B. Raised Pavement Markers, Type 2 - Soft Shoulder Design

1. Composition
a. Housing
The housing shall be molded of high impact, recycled acrylonitrile butadiene

styrene (ABS) conforming to ASTM Specification DI 78868, and be of the same
color as the prismatic reflective lens.

b. Lens

The reflective lens shall be molded of optic grade methyl methacrylate acrylic
(MMA) and laser fused under the ABS shell.
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c. Filler

The fill material shall consist of inert thermosetting potting compound with filler
selected for impact resistance.

Dimensions

a. Overall dimensions shall be 4 inches x 4 inches x 0.70 inch (4"x 4’ x .7"), with
soft shoulder design.

b. Top of marker shall have no sharp angles.
The area of reflecting face shall be 3.25 square inches minimum.

The marker shall have one or two MMA prismatic reflective faces as required to
reflect incident light from a single or opposite direction.

6.3 Schedule 2 - Pavement Marking Powder

Metric equivalents for performance specifications have been provided in parentheses.

A. Description

The striping powder shall be a dry, free-flowing, plastic-type pavement marking powder,
which is premixed with glass spheres for reflectorization. When the marking powder is
sprayed to clean Portland cement or asphaltic concrete road surfaces through a suitable
thermo-mechanical striper, the result is a rapid dry adherent, reflectorized marking
capable of resisting deformation by traffic.

B. Performance Specifications

The following performance specifications cover White and Yellow Thermoplastic Marking
Compound approved by the Washington State Department of Transportation Materials
Laboratory.

Storage Life: Material must meet the requirements of this specification for one (1)
year.
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C. Application

The thermoplastic material shall readily apply for extrusion or spray extrusion at
temperatures of 425° - 440° F (217° - 227° C) from approved equipment to produce a line
1/8 inch to 3/16 inch (3.2mm to 4.8mm) thick, which shall be applied to clean, dry
pavement at substrate and air temperatures of 50° F (10° C) and above.

D. The material shall not exude fumes which are toxic, obnoxious or injurious to persons or
property when it is heated during application.

E. General Characteristics and Packaging

The finished powder shall be delivered ready to use, packaged in containers clearly
identified as to manufacturer, color, contents, and quality. The powder shall be free of
clumps, foreign particles or other matter. Containers employed for packaging shall
withstand normal handling and shall have a suitable protective inner-liner to resist
moisture absorption. The powder, as supplied, may be stored at temperatures not to
exceed 90° F (32° C) for up to one (1) year, without any adverse affect on the physical
properties stated in this specification.

6.4 Schedule 3 - Preformed Thermoplastic Pavement Markings (Preheat)

A. Description: Preformed thermoplastic pavement marking materials directed at pedestrian
and bike path delineations.

B. Markings will be applied using road surface preheat method based on Section 9.3.7 of
The Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) Traffic Control Devices Handbook.
Markings shall have significant skid resistant features not typically associated with
thermoplastic systems; shall be durable, oil and grease impervious, and provide
immediate and continuing retroreflectivity.

C. Preformed thermoplastic markings shall:

1. Consist of resilient polymer thermoplastic (alkyd, not hydrocarbon) with uniformly
distributed glass beads and abrasives throughout its entire cross section;

Be flexible and sufficiently cohesive at temperatures exceeding 50° F (10° C);

3. Be fusible to asphalt and Portland cement concrete pavements by means of the
normal heat of a propane-type torch. Adhesives, primers, or sealers are not
necessary prior to the preformed markings application on asphalt and Portland
cement concrete pavements;

4. Conform to pavement contours, breaks, and faults through the action of traffic at
normal pavement temperatures. Markings shall have resealing characteristics and
be capable of fusing to itself and previously applied hydrocarbon and/or alkyd
thermoplastic pavement markings;

5. Be capable of application on new, dense, and open graded asphalt wearing courses
during the paving operation in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions;

6. Be capable and ready to open traffic within fifteen (15) minutes after application;
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7. Be suitable for use for one (1) year after the date of receipt when stored in
accordance with manufacturer's recommendations;

6.5 Contractor Qualifications

It is anticipated that, due to an immediate need, there may be occasions when it will be
necessary for King County to will-call these products. Therefore, the Contractor shall be an
established dealer, currently stocking and supplying a full line as recommended by the
manufacturer, of the items defined in this bid. The Contractor’s facility shall be located within a
one (1) hour drive of King County Department of Transportation (DOT) in Renton, with
sufficient facilities, personnel and equipment to perform all requirements, terms and conditions
of this Invitation to Bid. Refer to Section 7.2 Delivery for address of King County DOT.

Verification that the contractor is a factory authorized supplier in good standing with the
manufacturer or distributor may be requested.

A site visit may be made prior to awarding bid to determine if a Contractor is capable of
performing within the terms of the contract.

6.6 Brand Name or Equal Products

When products of a specific brand, material, construction design, style or size are named, they
indicate the quality level or performance required for the products in the Invitation to Bid.
