2.3. CONTRACT TERM

The initial term of this Contract is two years from date of award with the option to
extend for additional term(s) or portions thereof. Extensions for each additional term(s)
or portion thereof will be exercised at the sole discretion of OSP upon written notice to
the Contractor. The total Contract term, including the initial term and all subsequent
extensions, shall not exceed six years unless an emergency exists and/or special
circumstances require a partial term extension.
