Not a Mandatory or Guaranteed Utilization: The City does not guarantee utilization of this
contract. The City may provide estimates of use or the value of prior utilization of similar
contracts; such information is for the convenience of the Vendor and does not serve as a
guarantee of usage under any contract signed as a result of this solicitation. The City reserves
the right to multiple or partial awards, to terminate contracts under the conditions named herein,
and/or to order quantities based on the needs of the City.

Contract Term: This contract shall be for two (2) years, with option to extend. Such
extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless
either party provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.

Proposer shall specify response in the format and on any forms provided, indicating unit prices
if appropriate, and attaching additional pages if needed. In the case of difference between

the unit pricing and the extended price, the City shall use the unit pricing. The City may
correct the extended price accordingly. Proposer shall quote prices with freight prepaid

Prohibition on Advance Payments.

State law prohibits the City from paying in advance for goods and services. No request for
early payment, down payment or partial payment will be honored; payment shall be made only
upon delivery of specified services or units. Maintenance may be paid up to one year in
advance provided that should the City terminate early, the amount paid shall be reimbursed to
the City on a prorated basis; all other expenses are payable net 30 days after receipt and
acceptance and satisfactory completion.

Partial and Multiple Awards.

Unless stated to the contrary in the Scope of Work, the City reserves the right to name a partial
and/or multiple awards, in the best interest of the City. Proposers are to prepare proposals
given the City’s right to a partial or multiple awards. If Proposer is submitting an All or None
offer, such offer must be clearly marked as All or None. Further, the City may eliminate an
individual line item when calculating award, in order to best meet the needs of the City, if a
particular line item is not routinely available or is a cost that exceeds the City funds. For
Proposals, the City may negotiate with the successful Proposer, to provide a scope of work that
best meets the City needs.

All or None Bid.

All or None bids do not generally apply to an RFP. However, the City reserves the right to
partial and multiple awards so therefore, should a Proposer be submitting an All or None offer,
such stipulation must be clearly marked in the proposal or the City may utilize the City right to
otherwise conduct multiple and/or partial awards. The City may evaluate costs based on partial
awards to achieve the most favorable overall pricing, and an All or None bid may therefore be
less favorable than the overall calculation of partial awards from multiple Bidders.





Prompt Payment Discount.

On the Offer form or in submittal, the Proposer may state a prompt payment discount
term, if the Proposer offers one to the City. A prompt payment discount term of ten or
more days will be considered in evaluation.

Seattle Business Tax Revenue Consideration.

SMC 3.04.106 (H) authorizes that in determining the lowest and best Proposer, the City

shall take into consideration the tax revenues derived by the City from its business and
occupation or utility taxes and its sales and use taxes from the proposed purchase. Businesses
that are located and licensed within the Seattle City limits are eligible for Seattle tax
consideration for purposes of calculation of low offer. This shall be equivalent to a reduction
of the cost for purposes of evaluation only, of .019.

Taxes.

The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts
the City). Washington state tax, use tax if any, and local sales tax will be added onto the
resultant Contract cost, although will not be used in evaluation of costs.

Interlocal Purchasing Agreements.

These is for information and consent only, and shall not be used for evaluation. The
City has entered into Interlocal Purchasing Agreements with other governmental agencies,
pursuant to RCW 39.34. The seller agrees to sell additional items at the offer prices, terms and
conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City.
The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other
governmental agencies. Should the Proposer require additional pricing for such purchases, the
Proposer is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.

Equal Benefits.

1. Bidders must submit an Equal Benefits Compliance Form with their Bid (See
Attachments). If not submitted, the Bid will be rejected. Note that if a Vendor does not
comply with Equal Benefits and does not intend to do so, the Vendor must still submit the
Form with their bid.

2. Fill out the form properly. The Form is essential to your standing as a bidder so it is
important to understand and complete the Form properly.

Affirmative Efforts for Women and Minority Subcontracting.

Under SMC 20.42.010, the City finds that minority and women businesses are significantly
under-represented and have been underutilized on City Contracts. Additionally, the City does
not want to enter into agreements with businesses that discriminate in employment or the
provision of services. The City intends to provide the maximum practicable opportunity for
increased participation by minority and women owned and controlled businesses, as long as
such businesses are underrepresented, and to ensure that City contracting practices do not
support discrimination in employment and services when the City procures public works,
goods, and services from the private sector. The City shall not enter into Contracts with
contractors that do not agree to use Affirmative Efforts as required under SMC Chapter 20.42
or violate any provisions of that chapter, or those requirements given below.

As a condition of entering into a contract with the City, Proposers must agree to take affirmative
efforts to assure equality of employment, and indicate if they plan to use subcontracting to fulfill
the work required within the scope of work for the Contract. If subcontracting is planned, the
apparent successful bidder will then be required to submit an outreach plan for such subcontracting
prior to contract execution.

For Contractors that indicate they plan to utilize subcontracting to fulfill the
scope of work, such Contractors shall actively solicit bids for subcontracts to qualified, available,
and capable Women and Minority Businesses to perform commercially useful functions. At the
request of the City, Contractors shall furnish evidence of the Contractor's compliance with these
requirements to document: 1) Affirmative Efforts to employ women and minority group members;
2) Affirmative Efforts to subcontract with Women and Minority Businesses on City Contracts; and
3) the Contractor’s non-discrimination in the provision of goods and services.

The City may offer services and facilities to assist contractors desiring to bid on, or having been
awarded a City Contract, to comply with the equal opportunity, non-discrimination, and
affirmative efforts provisions for such Contract, and may offer information as to organizations
and agencies available to assist such contractor in recruiting, tutoring, training, or otherwise
preparing potential employees and subcontractors. Vendors are allowed to contact Bobby
Forch of the City of Seattle, at 684-0722, notwithstanding other instructions on
communications with City employees.

Terms and conditions for affirmative efforts in subcontracting and employment are within the

Contract Terms and Conditions. Proposers are encouraged to review those obligations and be
aware of them as a condition of bidding.

Preparing Offer Forms with consideration of Prevailing Wages.





If prevailing wages apply to this work, the Offer submitted by the Vendor to the City must
clearly show the  intention of the Contractor to pay prevailing wages. The City retains the
right to reject Offers that do not clearly show the intention to pay prevailing wages. The City
will consider whether the pricing of the Offer appears to have considered the prevailing wages
due or other indicators. If the City is not certain as to whether the Offer is sufficient to pay
prevailing wages, the City may seek clarification and/or reject the Offer based on responsibility
criteria.

Preparing Offer Forms with consideration of Prevailing Wages.

If prevailing wages apply to this work, as a condition of responsibility the Offer must reflect the
Vendor ability to meet prevailing wage requirements and associated RCW. The City may consider
whether pricing and rates in the Vendor’s Offer appears sufficient to encompass prevailing wages.
Additionally, the City may verify State of Washington L&l records, including Contractor status as a
Registered Contractor, compliance to Workers Compensation obligations and Infractions as
registered by the State Department of Labor & Industries. If this review does not clearly indicate
the intention to pay prevailing wages and to comply with State Prevailing Wage and associated
RCW, the City may seek additional information and/or clarification from the Vendor, and/or reject
the Offer.

Prevailing Wage Requirements.

a. This contract is subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages
on Public Works) and RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) as amended or supplemented.

b. Contractor and any subcontractors shall be responsible for compliance with all provisions
herein.

¢. The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage
Form concurrent with the execution of the contract. The Buyer will give the award
Contractor(s) a Contract Number, and the Contractor and their subcontractor(s) shall then
promptly submit the Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages to the Department of Labor &
Industries for approval. The City requests this be done on-line to allow the City a rapid
mechanism to verify submittal of forms.
http://www.Ini.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp. However, the City will
accept forms submitted through paper procedures. If the Contractor utilizes paper
submittal, a copy shall be promptly provided to the Buyer.

d. Contractor is responsible for all fees assessed by Washington L&l for all forms filed.

e. Contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the
current prevailing hourly wage rates for the worker classifications that are provided for under
Prevailing Wages as issued by the State of Washington for the County in which the work
shall be performed.

f.  Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired
by physical or mental deficiency or injury, may be employed at wages lower than the
established prevailing wage. The Fair Labor Standards Act requires that wages based on
individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates issued
by the Secretary of Labor. These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and
Industries. Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit a request to the
Department of Labor and Industries for a special certificate, which would, if approved,
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entitle them to pay their employees at wages, lower than the established prevailing wage.

In certain situations, an Intent to Pay Prevailing wages shall be filed with the Department of
Labor & Industries and with the City of Seattle Buyer, but the Vendor may indicate an
exception which exempts the requirement to pay at least prevailing wages rates for the
following:

Sole owners and their spouse.
Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.
The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least
30% of the corporation.

e  Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political
subdivision created by its laws.

Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening are attached. These wages
remain in effect for the duration of this contract, except for multi-year service contracts
(where contract is longer than one year) and building service maintenance contracts
(janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners), which provide for an annual
adjustment in wage rates as specified below.

It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to assign the appropriate classification and
associate wage rates to all laborers, workers or mechanics that perform any work under this
contract, in conformance with the scope of work descriptions of the Industrial Statistician
of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.

With each invoice, Contractor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were
compliant to applicable Prevailing Wage rates.

Affidavit of Wages Paid: Upon contract completion, Contractor and each subcontractor
shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial
Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has
initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line. The receipt of the
approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice.

For jobs above $10,000, Contractor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent
form including the list of the labor classifications and wages used on the project. This may
be postured in the nearest local office, for road construction, sewer line, pipeline,
transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer provides a
copy of the Intent form to the employee upon request.

. In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the
dispute cannot be solved by the parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director
of the Department of Labor and Industries of the State of Washington. In such case, the
Director’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties. If the dispute
involves a federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of
Labor for a decision. In such case, the Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and
binding on all parties.

Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in

duration:
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a. This provision only applies to service contracts that continue beyond a single year in
duration, including building service maintenance contracts (janitorial service contractors
and work performed by janitors, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners) and to multi-
year service contracts.

b. Contractor and any subcontractor must pay at least the prevailing wage rates that were in
effect at time of bid throughout the duration of the contract.

c. Each contract anniversary thereafter, Contractor and any subcontractors shall review the
then current Prevailing Wage Rates. The Contractor shall increase wages paid if required
to meet no less then the current wage rates in effect at the time of the contract anniversary.

d. Contractor and all subcontractors shall file a new Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages for the
upcoming contract year. Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an Affidavits of Wages
Paid to conclude the previous year. If Contractor fails to provide by the anniversary date,
the City shall put the Contract on “Hold” and will not release any invoices until it has been
received. All invoices received for the extension year will be held by the City and paid
only upon receipt of the new Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages form and the Affidavit for the
previous year.

e. Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be
compensated by the City on a pass through basis. The Contractor will follow the contract
instructions for pricing increases, by notifying the Buyer at least 45 days prior to the
contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase and clearly documenting the
increase.

Insurance requirements presented in Attachment #1 are mandatory. If none, then the Contract
requirements (Attachment #2) shall prevail. If formal proof of insurance is required to be
submitted to the City before execution of the Contract, the City will remind the apparent
successful proposal in the Intent to Award letter. The apparent successful Proposer must
promptly provide such proof of insurance to the City in reply to the Intent to Award Letter.
Contracts will not be executed until all required proof of insurance has been received and
approved by the City. The Apparent Successful Proposer shall be allowed five (5) business
days to provide insurance after they receive the Intent to Award letter. If the City requires
corrections, the Apparent Successful Proposer has 5 days from such request to complete all
corrections. Failure to meet these deadlines will allow the City the right to reject the Bidder
and proceed to the next finalist.

Vendors are encouraged to immediately contact their Broker to begin preparation of the
required insurance documents, in the event that the Vendor is selected as a finalist. Proposers
may elect to provide the requested insurance documents within their Proposal.

Contract Terms and Conditions

All specifications, requirements, terms and conditions are mandatory and all submittals should
anticipate full compliance with no exceptions to these terms and conditions. Proposers shall
carefully review all specifications, requirements, Terms and Conditions (see Attachment #2),
insurance requirements (see Attachment #3, if any), and other requirements herein. Submittal
of a proposal is agreement to all these requirements and specifications without exception. The
City is under no obligation to accept any exceptions requested or marked by the Proposer to the
Contract and the City may chose to disregard any such exceptions.
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Effective Dates of Offer
Offer prices and costs in Proposer submittal must remain valid until City completes award.

Should any Proposer object to this condition, the Proposer must provide objection through a
question and/or complaint to the Buyer prior to the proposal due date.

Taxpayer Identification Number and W-9

Unless the apparently successful Proposer has already submitted a fully executed Taxpayer
Identification Number and Certification Request Form (W-9) to the City, the apparently
successful Proposer must execute and submit this form prior to the contract execution date.

Proprietary Proposal Material

The City requests that companies refrain from requesting public disclosure of proposal
information until an intention to award is announced, as a measure to best protect the
solicitation process, particularly in the event of a cancellation or resolicitation. With this
preference stated, the City shall continue to properly fulfill all public disclosure requests for
such information as required by State Law.

Proposers should understand that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal
submittals, the Agreement, and any other contract materials) they submit to the City become
public records under Washington State law (See RCW Chapter 42.17, the Public Disclosure
Act, at http://www.leg.wa.gov/wsladm/rcw.cfim). Public records must be promptly disclosed
upon request unless a statute exempts disclosure. Exemptions from disclosure include trade
secrets and valuable formulas (See RCW 42.17.260(1), RCW 42.17.310(1) (h), and RCW Ch.
19.108). However, public-disclosure exemptions are narrow and specific. Proposers are
expected to be familiar with any potentially-applicable exemptions, and the limits of those
exemptions.

Proposers are obligated to separately bind and clearly mark as “proprietary” information any
proposal records they believe are exempted from disclosure.

Where conflicts extist between the Terms and Conditions in
Attachment #1 and Terms and Conditions, Attachment #2,
the Terms and Conditions in Attachment #1 shall prevail.

A) SCOPE OF WORK:

The Contract with the City will be to transport and legally dispose of identified liquids and solids
categorized as Polychlorinated Biphenyl (PCB) wastes, and to provide related services. The wastes to
be covered by the Contract in general are used oil from electrical equipment (mineral oil/dielectric
fluid); used electrical equipment; and materials generated by spills, accidents and other PCB
management activities. The waste is located at Seattle City Light's South Service Center and Seattle
City Light substations or generating facilities.

PCB and PCB-contaminated materials shall be transported only in vehicles dedicated to TSCA or
hazardous waste hauling.

The Successful Bidder shall be responsible for providing listed contract services for all PCB wastes,
and other wastes and debris which the City may choose to dispose as TSCA wastes. These other
. wastes and debris may include, but are not limited to: oil, electrical equipment, soil and debris,
contaminated with 1 - 49 ppm PCBs.

The Successful Bidder may be called upon to receive wastes regulated under both TSCA and RCRA
(or Washington State Dangerous Waste Regulations), and shall only provide such services if the
Successful Bidder or subcontractor is qualified to accept and dispose of such combined waste.
Service shall be contracted by the City as needed by a change to this Contract. Actual prices for these
services shall be agreed on prior to the provision of service.

Detoxification/decontamination, decommissioning, and disposal technologies shall comply with all
applicable Environmental or Safety Law for the waste materials.

Used oil containing detectable levels of PCBs and handled under this contract shall be managed
(detoxification, incineration, energy recovery if <50 ppm PCBs) only by the Successful Bidder or
subcontractor. The oil shall not be brokered or resold, except oil that has been detoxified and
shown by gas chromotography analysis to contain less than one (1) part per million PCBs.

PCB waste shall be picked up, as directed by Seattle City Light representatives, from City Light's
South Service Center compound, City Light substation locations in King County, and Seattle City
Light generation facilities in Whatcom County, Washington. The Successful Bidder may be called
upon to pick up wastes at other locations in Washington State, with pricing as agreed by the parties
at time of pickup. Actual prices for services at these other locations shall be determined on a case-by-
case basis.

B) DEFINITIONS:
CITY means the City of Seattle, a municipal corporation of the State of Washington.
CONTRACT means the entire agreement that will result from the bidding process.

DECOMISSIONING means the complete disassembling, cleaning, and recycling of PCB or
PCB-contaminated electrical equipment. This includes the draining and incineration or
detoxification of all oil, disassembling of component parts, cleaning all interior and exterior
surfaces, performing PCB analysis to verify regulatory status, incineration or landfill of PCB
wastes, and selling of non-regulated metals to smelters or processors for reuse. Used oil
containing detectable levels of PCBs and handled under this contract shall be managed only
by the Successful Bidder or subcontractor. The oil shall not be brokered or resold, except oil
that has been detoxified and shown by gas chromotography analysis to contain less than one
(1) part per million PCBs.

DISPOSAL means disposal of PCB waste by a TSCA handling method specified in 40 CFR
Part 761. Disposal includes, but is not limited to, detoxification, decontamination,
reclamation and incineration of PCB wastes. Mere acceptance of waste at a properly
permitted Disposal Facility and/or completion of a Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest by
such facility does not meet the definition of Disposal.

DISPOSAL FACILITY means a facility for the disposal of PCB waste through methods
including, but not limited to, decommissioning, detoxification, decontamination, and
incineration. Processes include the draining and incineration or detoxification of oil,
disassembling of component parts, cleaning interior and exterior surfaces, performing PCB
analysis for verification of regulatory status, incineration or landfill of PCB wastes, and
selling of non-regulated metals to smelters or processors for reuse.

ENVIRONMENTAL OR SAFETY LAW means the Clean Water Act, the Clean Air Act,
the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), the Comprehensive Environmental
Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA), the Superfund Amendment and
Reauthorization Act (SARA), the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act (HMTA), the
Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA). the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), the
Washington Hazardous Waste Management Act, the Washington Model Toxics Control Act
(MTCA), and regulations promulgated under such authority, and any and all other federal,
state, regional, local or international statutes, regulations, rules, ordinances, orders, court or
regulatory agency directives, permits, licenses, governmental authorizations and common law
causes of action that apply to (1) any hazardous substance or material regulated or restricted

COLLECTION AND TRANSPORTATION: Every transporter shall have and maintain
any and all identification or registration required for transportation of materials under this
Contract. All vehicles used for transport of waste under the Contract shall be equipped with
appropriate spill containment and loading mechanisms, and shall meet the federal
Department of Transportation requirements and other Environmental or Safety Law.

Driver Training: All drivers used in hauling of materials under this Contract shall have and
maintain the hazardous materials endorsement for their commercial driver's license.
Hazardous Material drivers shall be trained in accident prevention defensive driving, proper
loading and unloading procedures, use of personal protective equipment, and emergency
response to spills or accidents, as required by applicable Environmental or Safety Law.
Training shall include refresher courses. Transporters shall maintain a health and safety plan
for employees and a spill prevention and response plan for vehicles.

Incident Reports: All transporters governed by Department of Transportation regulations
shall submit an Incident Report Form 5800.1 to the DOT, when such incident reporting is
required by DOT regulations.

Mixed Waste Loads: Transporters shall not transport wastes of other generators in the same
load with Seattle City Light wastes without the prior written approval of Seattle City Light.

Labeling and Packing: Seattle City Light will pack wastes for transport using Department of
Transportation-approved materials and procedures. The Successful Bidder cannot require any
additional packing procedures unless such procedures are in writing and the City agrees to
them in advance.

Seattle City Light will be responsible for labeling the waste articles in accordance with TSCA
requirements, and for loading the shipments, except for the pumping of bulk oil. Seattle City
Light will make available PCB Gas Chromatography analytical results at the time of pick up
for disposal. The Successful Bidder shall provide pumping equipment and all labor necessary
to pump oil from Seattle City Light storage tanks, electrical equipment, or drums to
Successful Bidder-supplied tanker trucks for transport.

Vehicle Marking: The Successful Bidder shall be responsible for marking its own
transportation vehicles in accordance with DOT regulations.

Every manifest that accompanies waste shipped pursuant to the Contract shall also bear at
Block 15, Special Handling Instructions and Additional Information, the date of removal
from service for disposal for the shipped wastes. Seattle City Light will specify (a) the
identification numbers and dates removed from service for all PCB wastes in the shipment
(which may be on an attached continuation/backup sheet), and (b) any additional special
instructions.

Return of Initial Manifest: Within 30 days of the waste delivery, which is the time period
allowed under TSCA regulation, the Successful Bidder shall provide to Seattle City Light the
signed original of the initial manifest (Generator Copy) that documents transportation of
Seattle City Light's waste to the initial disposal facility. A copy of the Receipt of Waste
Notification sheet shall be included with the return of the initial manifest (see below).

At no additional cost and upon request, the Successful Bidder shall promptly provide to
Seattle City Light copies of all manifests or shipping papers that document transportation of
any of Seattle City Light's waste.

Receipt of Waste Notification: Upon receipt of waste at the Successful Bidder's facility, the
facility shall notify, by FAX, the User Department that the waste has been received. This
sheet shall include at a minimum: (a) Date of Notification, (b) Facility Name, (c) Manifest
number, (d) Shipment Date, (e) Date of Receipt at the facility, and (f) any waste
discrepancies. A copy of this FAX sheet shall be included with the return of the initial
manifest (see above).

SCHEDULING: To schedule a pick-up, Seattle City Light shall contact the Successful
Bidder. Within no more than fifteen (15) business days of the date Seattle City Light has
identified the shipment contents and notified the Successful Bidder, the waste shall be picked
up for shipment.

FACILITIES AND SUBCONTRACTORS: Only those Facilities and Subcontractors
specified by the Successful Bidder in the "PROPOSED FACILITIES" and "PROPOSED
TRANSPORTERS" attachments shall be used under this Contract unless agreed otherwise by
the City by written change order, according to the terms of this contract.

The Successful Bidder shall not employ the services of any facility or subcontractor in
performance of the Contract without (1) written notice to the City’s Purchasing Services
Section at least 30 days prior to use of the facility or subcontractor, (2) the Successful Bidder
having sent the City an amended facility/subcontractor list, and (3) the City having agreed to
the addition of the facility or subcontractor by written change order.

Written notice shall include the following: facility/company name, address, owner, operator,
contact person, phone number and description of facility capabilities and environmental
compliance record during the two most recent calendar years.

INCINERATION FACILITIES: Any incineration facility which the Successful Bidder
uses in performance of the Contract, shall hold a valid EPA Identification Number for
handling PCBs, have any and all federal, state, and local approvals and permits required to
operate as a storage and incineration facility, and be permitted to provide the services.

Prior to the Award of Contract, the Successful Bidder shall provide to the City a one-time
written and signed notice from the incineration facility that will be used under the Contract
certifying that the facility has notified EPA in conformance with 40 CFR §279.75.

NON-CONFORMING WASTE: Within ten (10) business days after receipt of the waste at
the Successful Bidder's facility, the Successful Bidder may reject any waste for which a
constituent deviates by ten percent or greater from the characterization or sample provided to
the Successful Bidder by the City. The Successful Bidder shall immediately orally notify the
City of such rejection and the manner in which the waste is non-conforming and shall
confirm such oral notification in writing within ten (10) business days.

In the event of such rejection and if there is mutual agreement between the Successful Bidder
and the City, the Successful Bidder shall (a) return the waste or a representative sample to the
City for further analytical characterization by the City, or (b) arrange for treatment or disposal
of the waste at another permitted facility, or if consistent with the Successful Bidder's
permits, the Successful Bidder may treat or dispose of the non-conforming waste at the
Successful Bidder's facility. The City shall pay all fees and costs incurred in the handling of
non-conforming waste if such handling is in conformance with the mutual agreement,
including transportation, storage, treatment, and disposal charges.

10) TITLE TO WASTE: The Successful Bidder shall take title to and sole custody of the wastes

when the task of loading has been completed and the manifest has been approved and signed
by Seattle City Light.
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11) DISPOSAL: Any facility which the Successful Bidder uses for disposal in performance of
the Contract shall hold a valid EPA Identification Number for handling PCB and/or mixed
PCB/hazardous wastes including all waste streams processed at the site, have EPA approval
to operate as a TSCA storage and disposal facility, and be permitted to provide the services.
Each facility used by the Successful Bidder shall be permitted to accept and to manage or
dispose of TSCA waste, and other PCB waste mixtures and debris that the City chooses to
consider as TSCA wastes. Such wastes may include, but are not limited to, contaminated soil
and debris, and contaminated water requiring treatment.

At its option, Seattle City Light may request that waste be disposed by a specific method, by
indicating the method in advance of shipment. Seattle City Light may choose a method which
exceeds the minimum federal and state regulations for that waste. The Successful Bidder
shall comply with the City request, provided however that if the method identified by Seattle
City Light would violate any Environmental or Safety Law applicable to the waste, the
Successful Bidder shall not comply with the request and shall notify Seattle City Light and
assist in correcting the selection/method in order to comply with applicable law. For all
wastes the Successful Bidder is responsible to provide contract services in compliance
with all applicable law.

When a specific method of disposal has not been requested by Seattle City Light and when
the following method would not violate any Environmental or Safety Law applicable to the
waste, the method of disposal for PCB and PCB-contaminated electrical equipment is to
drain the equipment, disassemble component parts, clean all interior and exterior surfaces,
perform PCB analysis to verify regulatory status, incinerate or landfill all non-recyclable PCB
wastes, and sell non-regulated metals to smelters or processors for reuse. Oil shall be
detoxified whenever legal and practicable.

In every case, PCB waste (including oil) shall be incinerated in a qualified incinerator when
applicable Environmental or Safety law requires incineration of the waste and when the PCB
concentration in the oil is too high for effective detoxification. Oil handled under this
Contract shall not be brokered or resold, except oil that has been detoxified and shown
by gas chromatography analysis to contain less than one (1) part per million PCBs.

12) SPILL RESPONSIBILITIES: The Successful Bidder is solely responsible for any and all
spills or leaks, except those caused by the sole negligence of the City, which occur during the
performance of the Contract. Except for spills or leaks caused by the sole negligence of the
City, and at no additional cost to the City, the Successful Bidder shall contain and clean up,
any and all spills or leaks to the satisfaction of the City. At reasonable cost to the City, the
Successful Bidder shall contain and clean up any and all spills or leaks caused by the sole
negligence of the City to the satisfaction of the City. All spills and leaks are to be cleaned up
in a manner that complies with all applicable Environmental or Safety Law.

The Successful Bidder shall immediately report all spills and leaks within one (1) hour of
discovery by telephone to Seattle City Light's representative, as designated in writing by the
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City for this purpose. This telephone report shall convey all the information contained in the
Spill Telephone Report Form Attachment. A written detailed follow-up report shall be
submitted to and received by Seattle City Light's representative within five (5) business days
of the spill, and shall include at least the following: (a) a description of the waste spilled, (b)
whether the amount spilled is EPA/State reportable and whether the spill was reported, (c)
the spill containment and cleanup procedures initiated, and (d) a summary of any
communications with press or governmental entities.

The Successful Bidder shall have a written Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure
(SPCC) Plan in place pertaining to all aspects of performing the Contract, including but not
limited to personnel training, and shall provide a copy to the City promptly upon request.

CERTIFICATES OF DISPOSAL (CDs): For all PCB waste, and at no additional cost to
the City, the Successful Bidder shall ensure that the City receives in a timely-manner, signed
Certificates of Disposal sufficient to document how all materials in each load were managed
under this contract for the City. Certification will be provided to the City promptly upon
treatment of the materials, but in no case longer than 180 days from the date materials were
picked up from the City. All documentation shall refer to the Uniform Hazardous Waste
Manifest numbers for the waste shipped. Copies of any and all manifests used in the
transportation for disposal of Seattle City Light wastes are to be included with the CDs.
Please note that disposal means a TSCA handling method specified in 40 CFR Part 761.
Disposal includes, but is not limited to, detoxification, decontamination, reclamation and
incineration of PCB wastes.

The Certificate shall. at a minimum, identify for each item:

i) the Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest number under which the waste was initially
transported from Seattle City Light property for disposal;

ii) any and all additional Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest numbers under which the
waste was transported for disposal;

iii) the Seattle City Light identification numbers associated with the waste, the waste
description, and the quantity of waste;

i) the name, address and EPA ID number of the final disposal facility;
iv) the method of final disposal or destruction;
v) the date of final disposal or destruction, and

vi) the following statement of certification, signed and dated by the representative of the
disposal facility: "Under civil and criminal fraudulent statements or representations (for
example, 18 U.S.C. 1001), I certify that the information contained in or accompanying
this document is true, accurate, and complete.”

The Successful Bidder shall routinely provide to the City the originals of the Certificates of
Disposal for wastes shipped from Seattle City Light facilities pursuant to the Contract. The
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Certificate(s) shall be provided to Seattle City Light within thirty (30) days of final disposal.

At no additional cost and upon request, the Successful Bidder shall promptly provide to
Seattle City Light accurate and timely status reports for any waste transported under the
Contract, for which Seattle City Light has not received the Certificate of Disposal.

13) REPORTS, RECORDS AND PROGRESS MEETINGS:

Records Kept and Accessible: The Successful Bidder shall keep complete and accurate
records of waste picked up pursuant to the Contract, including the status, location and
disposition of the waste and any facilities and subcontractors handling such waste. At no
additional cost and upon request, the Successful Bidder shall promptly provide to Seattle City
Light accurate and timely status reports for any waste transported under the Contract, for
which Seattle City Light has not received the Certificate of Disposal.

Meetings: Upon periodic request by the City, the Successful Bidder shall meet with the City
to discuss the status of services provided by the Successful Bidder. The City’s Purchasing
Services Section will arrange a meeting date, time, and place. The Successful Bidder shall
also be available for in-person meetings with all appropriate personnel present to discuss any
service-related problem and/or possible contract violation.

Change in Ownership: The Successful Bidder shall notify the City in writing within three (3)
business days of any changes in ownership of the facilities of the Successful Bidder, or of the
facilities of any subcontractor or a change in ownership of a Transporter. In addition, the
Successful Bidder shall notify the City in writing as soon as possible and in no event later
than three (3) business days, after any decision by the Successful Bidder to change or
discontinue service that will affect services provided to the City under the Contract.

14) PAYMENT: Before payment, the Successful Bidder shall provide the User Department a
correct line-itemized invoice, in duplicate, documenting all services and items billed.
Invoices shall be sent to the authorized representative identified by the User Department. The
City reserves the right to withhold payment if proper invoicing and documentation is not
provided. In no event shall payment for services under the Contract be made until the signed
original of the initial manifest is received by the User Department from the disposal facility.

75/25 Payment Option: At the option of the User Department, 75% of payment shall be paid
upon receipt of the initial manifest from the disposal facility, and the balance (i.e. 25%) of the
payment shall be made after the Certificate of Disposal, complete for all items in the
shipment, is received by the User Department. When using this option, the User Department
shall notify the Contractor before or at the time of request for waste pickup.

15) PRICING: Bid prices shall remain firm through at least the initial year of the Contract. After
the first year, pricing under the Contract can be changed only as provided in this section.
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i)  Decreases: Any price or cost reduction to the Successful Bidder shall be reflected in a
reduction of the Contract price to the City, retroactive to the date of the price or cost
reduction to the Successful Bidder.

ii) Increases: Any price increase must be requested by the Successful Bidder and may only
be implemented if accepted by the City. Requests may only be made after the first year
of the Contract. Any request shall clearly identify the item(s) and increase(s), be filed
with the Purchasing Services Section a minimum of 30 days before the proposed price
change date, be the result of cost or price increases to the Successful Bidder incurred
after the Contract commencement date, and be accompanied by documentation
acceptable to the City sufficient to warrant the increase. Any price accepted by the City
shall remain unchanged for no less than one year.

16) CITY DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL AUTHORIZED TO USE CONTRACT: The

Successful Bidder shall accept orders from only the City personnel the User Department has
authorized in writing to place orders for services under the Contract. A list of authorized
personnel may be attached to the Contract.

D) GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1) This Attachment #1 modifies form terms and conditions issued by the city (including, but not

conditions. In the event that a provision of this Attachment #1 conflicts with any other
provision of the contract, this Attachment #1 shall control.

The Successful Bidder shall be solely responsible for obtaining/providing all materials,
equipment, supplies, labor and other services required by the Contract as may be necessary to
fulfill the requirements of the Contract. The Successful Bidder shall competently and
efficiently supervise and direct all activities necessary to fulfill the requirements of the
contract. The Successful Bidder shall accomplish all services in a timely and appropriate
manner, and, at no additional expense to the City, comply with all applicable laws affecting
performance of the Contract, including but not limited to all federal and state laws, county
and city ordinances, Environmental or Safety Law, implementing regulations, and
governmental orders, permits, licenses, approvals, authorizations. Any work subcontracted
shall come under the provisions of the Contract, and the Successful Bidder shall be
responsible for the prompt, efficient and lawful performance of such work.

GENERAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL INDEMNIFICATION: The Successful Bidder
shall take all necessary precautions for prevention of accidents, injuries and property damage.

The Successful Bidder shall indemnify, release, defend and hold the City and its officers,
employees, and agents harmless from and against any and all (1) losses, claims, demands,
actions, causes of action, damages, liabilities, judgments and expenses (including reasonable
attorneys' fees and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) and (2) all other losses,
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claims, demands, actions, causes of action, damages, liabilities, judgements and expenses
(including reasonable attorneys' fees and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) relating
to any hazardous, dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or other pollutant or
contaminant, or to compliance with any Environmental or Safety Law; arising out of or
resulting from: '

i) the Successful Bidder's performance or lack of performance under this Contract,

ii) the violation of law or breach of this Contract by the Successful Bidder or any of
its employees, agents, or subcontractors, or

iii) the release of any hazardous, dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or
other pollutant or contaminant resulting from Successful Bidder's performance or
lack of performance under this Contract or from the violation of law by, breach of
this Contract by, or act or omission of the Successful Bidder or any of its
employees, agents or subcontractors under this Contract. '

When the Successful Bidder learns of a claim, or of circumstances reasonably likely to give
rise to a claim, against the Successful Bidder or the City, the Successful Bidder shall
immediately notify the City. In the event that any suit or claim based upon any such loss,
claim, action, damage, expense, or liability is brought against the City, the Successful Bidder,
upon notice of the commencement thereof, shall defend the same at its sole cost and expense,
except that the City may, at its option and the City's cost, participate in the defense with
counsel of its choosing. If any final court judgment, alternative dispute resolution award or
settlement be adverse to the City based on the City's sole negligence, the Successful Bidder
shall not be obligated to pay the judgment, award or settlement. In such case where the
Successful Bidder is not obligated to pay, if the City required the Successful Bidder to
undertake the City's defense, the City shall reimburse to the Successful Bidder the amount of
any reasonable attorney fees, litigation expenses and costs incurred by the Successful Bidder
in defending the City.

If both (1) a court of competent jurisdiction issues a final determination that RCW 4.24.115
governs the liability and no appeal of such determination is pending and (2) the liability was
caused by or resulted from the concurrent negligence of (a) the Successful Bidder or its
officer, agent or employee and (b) the City or its officer, agent or employee, then these
indemnity provisions shall be valid and enforceable only to the extent of the Successful
Bidder's negligence.

The Successful Bidder shall pay every judgment, alternative dispute resolution award,
settlement, and other liability for which the Successful Bidder is responsible when payment is
due. If the Successful Bidder fails to do so, and the City pays the liability, the Successful
Bidder shall pay the City interest at the statutory rate for judgments, accruing from the date
the City pays the liability.

The Successful Bidder expressly
waives, with respect to the City only, its immunity under RCW Title 51, Industrial Insurance.

Entire Agreement: This Contract (hereafter referred to as Contract), including all attachments, amendments and subsequently

issued change notices, comprises the entire agreement between the City of Seattle (Seattle) and the Contractor. The City’s Purchase
Order, the Vendor Offer including all attachments, the Addendum to the Bid, the ITB specifications, the ITB instructions and ITB
Attachments, are explicitly included in this Contract. Where there are conflicts between these documents, the controlling document
will be in that same sequence, with the first taking priority over the last listed.

Term: Except as specified otherwise in the specifications, the term of this Contract shall commence on the date the City’s Buyer
signs the same and shall expire sixty (60) days after delivery and acceptance of last item.

Schedule: Unless the City’s Buyer requests a change in schedule, the Contractor shall deliver the items or render the services by the
“Last Item Due Date” stated on the Contract signature page At the City’s option, Contractor’s failure to timely deliver or perform
may require expedited shipping at Contractor’s expense, or may be cause for termination of the Contract and the return of all or part
of the items at Contractor’s expense. If Contractor anticipates difficulty in meeting the schedule, the Contractor shall promptly notify
the City’s Buyer of such difficulty and the length of the anticipated delay.

Payment periods will be computed
from either the date of delivery an acceptance of all goods ordered, the acceptance by the City of completion of all services, or the
date of receipt of a correct invoice, whichever date is later. This section is not intended to restrict partial payments that are specified
in the contract. All dollars referenced in this Contract and attachments are US Dollars.

Invoices: Invoices must show a breakdown of services or products pro»»;ided and price for each. Invoices must specify the Name
and Phone Number of the City employee that placed the order.

Taxes, Fees and Licenses.

Taxes: Where required by state statute, ordinance or regulation, Contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that
are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, Seattle agrees to pay State of Washington sales or use taxes on
all applicable consumer services and materials purchased. No charge by the Contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and
Seattle agrees to furnish Contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.

Fees and Licenses: Contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status, any license fees, assessments, permit charges, etc.,
which are necessary for contract performance. It is the Contractor’s sole responsibility to monitor and determine any changes or the
enactment of any subsequent requirements for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes during
the entire term of this. Contract. Contractor must pay all custom duties, brokerage or import fees where applicable as part of the
contract price. Contractor shall take all necessary actions to ensure that materials or equipment purchased are expedited through
customs.

Supplier is to calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on the invoice. Tax is to be computed on new
items after deduction of any trade-in, in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.

Pricing. Any adjustments in pricing shall be consistent to the solicitation specifications. If none, the following section shall apply:
Pricing shall be fixed and firm throughout the original contract term or for two years, whichever date is earliest. At that time, the
Contractor may submit a written request for a price increase. The written request is to be at least 45-days in advance. Thereafter,
written request for price increases shall only be considered upon the contract anniversary date (at least 45-days prior to the contract
anniversary date). Such requests shall consider the following:
= Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index
appropriate to the particular product herein;
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= Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;

Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;
And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days. '

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected. Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior
to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary
date. The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of
bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.

For solicitations that include and provide instructions for annual Prevailing Wage adjustments, pricing adjustments' shall additionally
be consistent with such instructions.

Cost Reductions: During the term of this Contract, any price decrease the Contractor receives from its suppliers shall be reflected in
a reduction of the prices in this Contract and effective as of the date of the supplier’s decrease. In the event during the term of this
Contract, the Contractor enters into lower pricing agreements with a customer with similar usage quantities, the Contractor shall
promptly notify the City and offer such lower pricing to the City. Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are
higher than those in the contract. Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be
rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.

9. Travel and Direct Charges: If this work encompasses travel that has been approved by the City within the Contract speciﬁcat'ions,
the following shall apply. All such expenses must be pre-approved in writing by the Project Manager.

e City will reimburse the Contractor at actual cost for expenditures that are pre-approved by the City in writing and are necessary
and directly applicable to the work required by this Contract provided that similar direct project costs related to the contracts of
other clients are consistently accounted for in a like manner. Such direct project costs may not be charged as part of overhead
expenses. Direct charges may include, but are not limited to the following items: travel, printing, long distance telephone,
supplies, computer charges, and fees of subconsultants or subcontractors.

e The billing for direct expenses specifically identifiable with this project shall be an itemized listing of the charges supported by
copies of the original bills, invoices, expense accounts, subconsultant/subcontractor paid invoices, and other supporting
documents used by the Contractor to generate invoice(s) to the City. The original supporting documents shall be available to the
City for inspection upon request. All charges must be necessary for the services provided under this Contract.

o  The City will reimburse the actual cost for travel expenses incurred as evidenced by copies of receipts supporting such travel
expenses, and in accordance with the City of Seattle Travel Policy, details of which can be provided upon request.

e Airfare: Airfare will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the airline ticket. The City will reimburse for Economy or Coach fare
only. Receipts detailing each airfare are required. '

e Meals: Meals will be reimbursed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed and do not
require receipts or additional documentation. The City will not reimburse for alcohol at any time.

e Lodging: Lodging will be reimbursed at actual cost incurred up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost Index for the
city in which the work was performed. Receipts detailing each day / night lodging are required. The City will reimburse at the
single occupancy rate. As an alternative, lodging billed at the published Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the
work is performed does not require receipts or additional documentation. In this case, the invoice needs to state that "the lodging
is being billed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate."

e  Vehicle mileage: Vehicle mileage will be reimbursed at the Federal Internal Revenue Service Standard Business Mileage Rate
in affect at the time the mileage expense is incurred (currently that rate is 48.5 cents per mile.)

e Rental Car: Rental car expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the rental. Rental car receipts are required for all rental
car expenses (the City will only pay for the rental of "Compact" vehicles unless three or more persons are sharing one vehicle in
which case a "Mid-sized" vehicle rental is acceptable).

e Miscellaneous Travel (e.g. parking, gas, taxi, shuttle, tolls, ferry fees, etc.): Miscellaneous travel expenses will be reimbursed
at the actual cost incurred. Receipts are required for each expense of $10.00 or more.

e  Miscellaneous other business expenses (e.g. printing, photo development, binding): Other miscellaneous business expenses
will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Receipts are required for all miscellaneous expenses that are billed.

e  Subcontractor: Subcontractor expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Copies of all subcontractor invoices that
are rebilled to the City are required.

Delivery. Except when instructed otherwise, Delivery must be made during normal work hours and within timeframes proposed by
Contractor herein and as accepted by Seattle. Failure to comply may subject Contractor to non-delivery assessment charges and/or
damages as appropriate. Seattle reserves the right to refuse shipment when delivered before or after normal working hours.
Contractor shall verify specific working hours of offices and so instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly. The acceptance by Seattle
of late performance without objection or reservation shall not waive the right of Seattle to claim damages for such breach, nor
preclude Seattle from pursuing any other remedy provided herein, including termination, nor constitute a waiver of the requirements
for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor. All deliveries are to be made to the
applicable delivery location in accordance with Interstate Commerce Commission rules or as indicated in Purchase Order. When
applicable, Contractor shall take necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather.

Identification. All invoices, packing slips, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers,
and other written documents affecting this contract shall be identified by the applicable purchase order number. Packing lists shall be
enclosed with each shipment, indicating the contents therein. '

Charges for handling. No charges will be allowed for handling that includes but is not limited to packing, wrapping, bags,
containers, or reels, unless otherwise stated herein.

Contract Notices, Deliverable Materials and Invoices Delivery. Official Contract notices shall be delivered to the following
addresses (or such other address (es) as either party may designate in writing):

Representations. Contractor represents and warrants that it has the requisite training, skill and experience necessary to provide

Work and is appropriately accredited and licensed by all applicable agencies and governmental entities.

Warranties:
Product: Contractor warrants that all materials, equipment, and/or services provided under this Contract shall be fit for the purpose(s)

for which intended, for merchantability, and shall conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any service
and inspection incidental thereto by Seattle shall not alter or affect the obligations of the Contractor or the rights of Seattle.

Price: Contractor warrants that prices of materials, equipment, and services set forth herein do not exceed those charged by the
Contractor to any other customer purchasing the same goods or services under similar conditions and in like or similar quantities.

Independent Contractor. It is the intention and understanding of the Parties that Contractor shall be an independent contractor and
that Seattle shall be neither liable for nor obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay or any other benefit of employment, nor to pay any
social security or other tax that may arise as an incident of employment. The Contractor shall pay all income and other taxes as due.
Industrial or other insurance that is purchased for the benefit of the Contractor shall not be deemed to convert this Contract to an
employment contract. It is recognized that Contractor may or will be performing work during the term for other parties and that
Seattle is not the exclusive user of the services that Contractor provides.

Inspection. Work shall be subject, at all times, to inspection by and with approval of Seattle, but the making (or failure or delay in
making) such inspection or approval shall not relieve Contractor of responsibility for performance of the Work in accordance with
this Contract, notwithstanding Seattle’s knowledge of defective or noncomplying performance, its substantiality or the ease of its

-discovery. Contractor shall provide sufficient, safe, and proper facilities and equipment for such inspection and free access to such

facilities.’

Title, Risk of Loss, Freight, Overages or Underages. Title of goods received under this contract shall remain with the Contractor
until they are delivered to the address specified, at which time title passes to Seattle. Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to
bear all risks of loss, injury, or destruction of goods and materials ordered herein which occur prior to delivery and acceptance. Such
loss, injury, or destruction shall not release Contractor from any obligations under. Prices include freight prepaid and allowed.
Contractor assumes the risk of every increase, and receives the benefit of every decrease, in delivery rates and charges. Shipments
shall correspond with the Contract; any unauthorized advance or excess shipment is returnable at Contractor’s expense.

Performance. Acceptance by_Seattle of unsatisfactory performance with or without objection or reservation shall not waive the right
to claim damage for breach, or terminate the contract, nor constitute a waiver of requirements for satisfactory performance of any
obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.

Affirmatwe Efforts for Utilization of Women and Minority Subcontractmg and Employment, Non discrimination in
providing services

Employment Actions: Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race,
religion, creed, age, color, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, political ideology, ancestry, national origin, or the
presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification. Contractor shall
take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to
their creed, religion, race, age, color, sex, national origin, marital status, political ideology, ancestry, sexual orientation, gender
identity, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap. Such action shall include, but not be limited to the following:
employment, upgrading, promotion, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay,
or other forms of compensation and selection for training, including apprenticeship. The Contractor shall post in conspicuous '
places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices as provided by the City setting forth the prowswns of this
nondiscrimination clause.

Recordkeeping for Employment Actions: The Contractor shall furnish to the Director of Executive Administration (or his/her
designee), upon request and on such form as may be provided therefore, a report of the affirmative action taken by the Contractor in
implementing the requirements of affirmative efforts in employment actions, and will permit access to the Contractor’s records of
employment, employment advertisements, application forms, other pertinent data and records requested by the Director of Executive -
Administration for the purposes of investigation to determine compliance with the requirements of affirmative efforts in employment

actions.

Affirmative Efforts in Subcontracting: The Contractor shall utilize affirmative efforts to promote and encourage participation by
women-owned and minority-owned businesses on subcontracting opportunities within the Vendor Contract scope of work.
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Contractor agrees to such efforts as a condition of this Vendor Contract. Affirmative efforts shall include those included in the
Contractor’s bid. -

Record-Keeping for Subcontracts: The Contractor shall maintain, for at least 12 months after expiration or earlier termination of the
term of this Vendor Contract, relevant records and information necessary to document the Contractor’s affirmative efforts to achieve
women and minority business participation, including solutions to subcontractors and suppliers, all subcontractor and supplier
proposals received, and all subcontractors or suppliers utilized under this Vendor Contract.

The Contractor shall ensure that all of its employees, particularly supervisors, are
aware of and adhere to their obligations to maintain a working environment free from discriminatory conduct, including but not
limited to harassment and intimidate of minorities, women, and women-owned and minority-owned businesses.

Investigation: If upon investigation, the Director of Executive Administration finds probable cause to believe that the Contractor has
failed to comply with any of the requirements of this Section, the Contractor shall be so notified in writing. The Director of
Executive Administration shall give the Contractor an opportunity to be heard, after ten calendar days’ notice. If, after the
Contractor’s opportunity to be heard, the Director of Executive Administration still finds probable cause, he/she may suspend the
Contract and/or withhold any funds due or to become due to the Contractor, pending compliance by the Contractor with the
requirements of this Section.

Sanctions for Violation: Any violation of the mandatory requirements of this Section, or a violation of Seattle Municipal Code
Chapter 14.04 (Fair Employment Practices), Chapter 14.10 (Fair Contracting Practices), Chapter 20.45 (City Contracts — Non-
Discrimination in Benefits), or other local, state, or federal non-discrimination laws, shall be a material of contract for which the
Contractor may be subject to damages and sanctions provided for by the Vendor Contract and by applicable law. In the event the
Contractor is in violation of this Section shall be subject to debarment from City contracting activities in accordance with Seattle
Municipal Code Section 20.70 (Debarment).

21. Equal Benefits.
A. Compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45: The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of SMC Ch. 20.45 and Equal Benefits

Program Rules implementing such requirements, under which the Contractor is obligated to provide the same or equivalent
benefits (“equal benefits™) to its employees with domestic partners as the Contractor provides to its employees with spouses.
At Seattle’s request, the Contractor shall provide complete information and verification of the Contractor’s compliance with
SMC Ch. 20.45. Failure to cooperate with such a request shall constitute a material breach of this Contract. (For further
information about SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules call (206) 684-0430 or review mformatlon at
http://cityofseattle.net/contract/equalbenefits/.)

B. Remedies for Violations of SMC Ch. 20.45: Any violation of this section shall be a material breach of Contract for which the
City may:

a. Require the Contractor to pay actual damages for each day that the Contractor is in violation of SMC Ch. 20.45
during the term of the Contract; or

b. Terminate the Contract; or

c. Disqualify the Contractor from bidding on or being awarded a City contract for a period of up to five (5) years; or

d. Impose such other remedies as specifically provided for in SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules
promulgated there under.

-22. Publicity: No news release, advertisement, promotional material, tour, or demonstration related to the City’s purchase or use of the

23. Proprietary and Confidential Information:

Contractor’s Understanding and Obligations:

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1. Contractor understands that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the Agreement, and any
other contract materials) it submits to the City, or that are used by the City even if the Contractor possesses the records, are
public records under Washington State law, RCW Chapter 42.17. Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request unless
a statute exempts them from disclosure. The Contractor also understands that even if part of a record is exempt from disclosure,

the rest of that record generally must be disclosed.

2. Contractor must separate and clearly mark as “proprietary” all records related to this Agreement or the performance of this
Agreement that the Contractor believes are exempt from disclosure. The Contractor is familiar with potentially-applicable
public-disclosure exemptions and the limits of those exemptions, and will mark as “proprietary” only information that the
Contractor believes legitimately fits within an exemption and will state the statutory exception upon which it is relying.

3. If Seattle notifies the Contractor under Paragraph B 2 of a public disclosure request, and the Contractor believes records are
exempt from disclosure, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to make determination and pursue a lawsuit under RCW 42.17.330
to enjoin disclosure. The Contractor must obtain the injunction and serve it on the City before the close of business on the tenth
business day after the City sent notification to the Contractor. It is the Contractor’s discretionary decision whether to file the

lawsuit.

4. If the Contractor does not timely obtain and serve an injunction, the Contractor is deemed to have authorized releasing the
record.

5. Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor must not take any action that would affect (a) the City’s ability to use goods and
services provided under this Agreement or (b) the Contractor’s obligations under this Agreement.

6. The Contractor will fully cooperate with the City in identifying and assembling records in case of any public disclosure
request. i

The City’s Obligations

1. The City will disclose those parts of records the Contractor has marked as “proprietary” information to authorized persons
unless: () the City discloses the records in response to a public disclosure request or (b) the Contractor has given the City
express advance written permission to disclose the records. “Authorized persons” means those City officers, employees,
contractors and consultants for whom the proprietary information is necessary to perform their duties or obligations to the City.
The term “proprietary information™ does not include ideas, concepts, know-how or techniques related to any information that, at
the time of disclosure, is in the public domain, unless the entry of that information into the public domain is a result of a breach

of this Agreement.

2. Ifthe City receives a public disclosure request for records that the Contractor has marked as “proprietary” information, the
City may promptly notify the Contractor of the request. The City may postpone disclosing these records for ten business days
after it has sent notification to the Contractor, in order to allow the Contractor to file a lawsuit under RCW 42.17.330 to enjoin
disclosure. It is the Contractor’s discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit.

3. If the City has notified the Contractor of a public disclosure request, and the Contractor has not obtained an injunction and
served the City with that injunction by the close of business on the tenth business day after the City sent notice, the City will then
disclose the record.

4. The City has no other obligations concerning records the Contractor has marked as “proprietary information” under this

Agreement. The City has no obligation to claim any exemption from disclosure. The City is not obligated or liable to the

Contractor for any records that the City releases in compliance with this Section or in compliance with the order of a court of
~ competent jurisdiction.

24. Indemnification: To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify and hold the City harmless from
and against all claims, demands, damages, costs, actions and causes of actions, liabilities, judgments, expenses and attorney fees,
resulting from the injury or death of any person or the damage to or destruction of property, or the infringement of any patent,
copyright, trademark or trade secret, arising out of the work performed or goods provided under this Contract, or the Contractor’s
violation of any law, ordinance or regulation, except for damages resulting from the sole negligence of the City. As to the City of
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Seattle, the Contractor waives any immunity it may have under RCW Title 51 or any other Worker’s Compensation statute. The
parties acknowledge that this waiver has been negotiated by them, and that the contract price reflects this negotiation.

25. Insurance: Should the City not provide any insurance requirements to the contrary within the solicitation and/or attached, the

following requirements shall be in effect. Contractor shall maintain at its own expense at all times during the term of this Contract
the following insurance with limits of liability consistent with those generally carried by similarly situated enterprise:

(1) Commercial General Liability insurance, including premises/operations, products/completed operations, -
personal/advertising injury, contractual liability, fire legal/tenant liability, stop gap/employer’s liability and independent
contractors liability; (2) if any vehicle, watercraft or aircraft is used in the performance of this Purchase Order/Vendor
Contract, of a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence;

(2) Automobile Liability, Watercraft Liability and/or Aircraft Liability insurance, including coverage for owned, non-
owned, leased or hired vehicles, watercraft and aircraft, as appropriate of a minimum of $500,000 per occurrence;; and

(3) Worker’s Compensation (“Industrial Insurance™) as required by Title 51 of the Revised Code of Washington.

(4) The insurance as provided under items (1) and (2) above shall include by endorsement the City of Seattle as an
additional insured (as respects item (1), per ISO form CG 20 10 or CG 20 26 or equivalent additional insured
endorsement wording, or equivalent blanket additional insured policy wording) and such additional insured status for
the City shall apply as respects the full limits of all valid and collectible Automobile Liability, Watercraft Liability
and/or Aircraft Liability insurance, whether primary, excess, contingent, or otherwise; shall be primary insurance as
respects the City, and any other insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City shall be excess and non-
contribututory with the Contractor’s insurance; and, shall be placed with insurers with not less than an A- VII A.M.
Best’s rating unless insurance has been procured under the provisions of chapter 48.15 RCW (Unauthorized “Surplus
Lines” Insurers). It is specifically agreed that the insurance requirements in this section 2.18 shall override any
limitation of liability or similar provision in any agreement or statement of work between the City and the Contractor
and that no Contractor’s insurer shall assert the right to invoke any such limitation.

(6) Contractor shall not be required to provide evidence of insurance, unless required to do so under the solicitation or as
otherwise required by the City Buyer, and should additional insurance requirements (including but not limited to higher
limits of liability) be specified in the solicitation or otherwise are attached, those requirements shall apply.

Audit. Upon request, Contractor shall permit Seattle, and any other governmental agency involved in the funding of the Work
(“Agency”), to inspect and audit all pertinent books and records of Contractor, any subcontractor, or any other person or entity that
performed work in connection with or related to the Work, at any and all times deemed necessary by Seattle or Agency, including up
to six years after the final payment or release of withheld amounts has been made under this Contract. Such inspection and audit
shall occur in King County, Washington or other such reasonable location as Seattle or Agency selects. The Contractor shall supply
Seattle with, or shall permit Seattle to make, a copy of any books and records and any portion thereof. The Contractor shall ensure
that such inspection, audit and copying right of Seattle and Agency is a condition of any subcontract, agreement or other arrangement
under which any other person or entity is permitted to perform work under this Contract.

Contractual Relationship. The relationship of Contractor to Seattle by reason of this Contract shall be that of an independent
contractor. This Contract does not authorize Contractor to act as the agent or legal representative of Seattle for any purpose
whatsoever. Contractor is not granted any express or implied right or authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility
on behalf of or in the name of Seattle or to bind Seattle in any manner or thing whatsoever.

Supervision and Coordination. Contractor shall:
e Competently and efficiently, supervise and direct the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified

herein.

e Designate in its bid or proposal to Seattle, a representative(s) with the authority to legally commit Contractor’s firm. All

communications given or received from the Contractor’s representative shall be binding on the Contractor.
e Promote and offer to Purchasers only those materials, equipment and/or services as stated herein and allowed for by contractual
requirements. Violation of this condition will be grounds for contract termination.

Compliance with Law:

Taxes: The Contractor shall pay, before delinquency, all taxes, import duties, levies, and assessments arising from its activities
and undertakings under this Contract; taxes levied on its property, equipment and improvements; and taxes on the Contractor's
interest in this Contract.

Americans with Disabilities Act: The Contractor shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1990 (ADA) in performing its obligations under this Contract.

Failure to comply with the
provisions of the ADA shall be a material breach of, and grounds for the immediate termination of, this Contract.

OSHA/WISHA. Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Acts of 1970
(OSHA), as may be amended, and, if it has a workplace within the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health
Act of 1973 (WISHA), as may be amended, and the standards and regulations issued thereunder and certifies that all items furnished
and purchased under this order will conform to and comply with said standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to
indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to comply with
the acts and standards thereunder and for the failure of the items furnished under this order to so comply.

Adjustments: The City’s Buyer at any time may make reasonable changes in the place of delivery, installation or inspection; the
method of shipment or packing; labeling and identification; and ancillary matters that Contractor may accommodate without

substantial additional expense to the City.

Amendments: Except for adjustments authorized above, modifications or amendments to the Contract may only be made by a
change order or by written document issued by the City Buyer. The City Buyer may issue an Amendment to expand this contract to
include related items normally offered by the vendor, or for other contract changes required by the City.

Assignment and Subcontracting: Contractor shall not assign or subcontract any of its obligations under this Contract without
Seattle’s written consent, which may be granted or withheld in Seattle’s sole discretion. Any subcontract made by Contractor shall
incorporate by reference all the terms of this Contract except for Equal Benefit provisions. Contractor shall ensure that all
subcontractors comply with the obligations and requirements of the subcontract, except for Equal Benefit provisions.

Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor does not convey to Seattle, nor
does Seattle obtain, any right to any document or material utilized by Contractor that was created or produced separate from this
Contract or was preexisting material (not already owned by Seattle), provided that the Contractor has clearly identified in writing
such material as preexisting prior to commencement of the Work. To the extent that preexisting materials are incorporated into the
Work, the Contractor grants Seattle an irrevocable, non-exclusive, fully paid, royalty-free right and/or license to use, execute,
reproduce, display, and transfer the preexisting material, but only as an inseparable part of the Work.

Copyrights: For materials and documents prepared by Contractor in connection with the Work, Contractor shall retain the copyright
(including the right of reuse) whether or not the Work is completed. Contractor grants to Seattle a non-exclusive, irrevocable,
unlimited, royalty-free license to use every document and all other materials prepared by the Contractor for Seattle under this
Contract. If requested by Seattle, a copy of all drawing, prints, plans, field notes, reports, documents, files, input materials, output
materials, the media upon which they are located (including cards, tapes, discs and other storage facilities), software programs or
packages (including source code or codes, object codes, upgrades, revisions, modifications, and any related materials) and/or any
other related documents or materials which are developed solely for, and paid for by, Seattle in connection with the performance of
the Work, shall be promptly delivered to Seattle.

Seattle may make and retain copies of such documents for its information and reference in connection with their use on the project.
The Contractor does not represent or warrant that such documents are suitable for reuse by Seattle, or others, on extensions of the
project, or on any other project. Contractor represents and warrants that it has all necessary legal authority to make the assignments
and grant the licenses required by this Section.

No personal liability: No officer, agent or authorized employee of the City shall be personally responsible for any liability arising
under this Contract, whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this

Contract.

Binding Effect: The provisions, covenants and conditions in this Contract apply to bind the parties, their legal heirs, representatives,
successors, and assigns.

Waiver: No covenant, term or condition or the breach thereof shall be deemed waived, except by written consent of the party
agamst whom the waiver is claimed, and any waiver of the breach of any covenant, term or condition shall not be deemed fo be a
waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant, term or condition. Neither the acceptance by
Seattle of any performance by the Contractor after the time the same shall have become due nor payment to the Contractor for any.
portion of the Work shall constitute a waiver by Seattle of the breach or default of any covenant, term or condition unless otherwise
this is expressly agreed to by Seattle, in writing. The City’s failure to insist on performance of any of the terms or conditions herein
or to exercise any right or privilege or the City’s waiver of any breach hereunder shall not thereafter waive any other term, condition,
or privilege, whether of the same or similar type.

Acts of Insolvency: Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if the Contractor becomes insolvent, makes a
general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its business or assets, becomes
subject to any proceeding under any bankruptcy or insolvency law whether domestic or foreign, or is wound up or-liquidated,
voluntarily or otherwise.

Termination for Gratuities: Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if Seattle finds that any gratuity in the

Notice: Seattle is not required to provide advance notice of termination. Notwithstanding, the Buyer may issue a termination notice
with an effective date later than the termination notice itself.

Actions upon Termination: In the event of termination not the fault of the Contractor, the Contractor shall be paid for the services
properly performed prior to termination, together with any reimbursable expenses then due, but in no event shall such compensation
exceed the maximum compensation to be paid under the Contract.

Major Emergencies or Disasters: The following provision shall be in effect only during major emergencies or disasters when the
City has activated its Emergency Operations Center and the Contractor has been given notice by the City that such activation has
occurred. The City is committed to preparing thoroughly for any major emergency or disaster situation. As part of its commitment,
the City is contracting with the Contractor under the following terms and conditions: Contractor shall provide to the City, upon the
City’s request, such goods and/or services at such time as the City determines. In the event the Contractor is unable to meet the
delivery date commitment due to circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor, the Contractor shall make such
delivery as soon as practicable. If the Contractor is prevented from making such delivery to the requested delivery location due to
circumstances beyond its reasonable control, the Contractor shall immediately assist the City in whatever manner is reasonable to
gain access to such goods and/or services. In the event that the Contractor is unable to provide such goods and/or services as
requested by the City, the Contractor may offer to the City limited substitutions for its consideration and shall provide such
substitutions to the City as required above, provided the Contractor has obtained prior approval from the City for such substitution.
The Contractor shall charge the City the price determined in this Contract for the goods and services provided, and if no price has
been determined, it shall charge the City a price that is normally charged for such goods and/or services (such as listed prices for
items in stock). In the event that the City’s request results in the Contractor incurring unavoidable additional costs and causes the
Contractor to increase prices in order to obtain a fair rate of return, the Contractor shall charge the City a price not to exceed the
cost/profit formula found in this Contract. The Contractor acknowledges that the City is procuring such goods and/or services for the
benefit of the public. The Contractor, in support of public good purposes, shall consider the City as a customer of first priority and
shall make its best effort to provide to the City the requested goods and/or services in a timely manner. For purposes of this Contract,
a “major emergency” or “disaster” shall include, but is not limited to a storm, high wind, earthquake, flood, hazardous material
release, transportation mishap, loss of any utility service, fire, terrorist activity or any combination of the above.

Interlocal Cooperation Act: RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, non profits and other political
subdivisions. Public agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle may
purchase from Contracts established by the City. Unless Vendor declines on the Offer submitted by the Seller to the City, the Vendor
agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices, terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such
agreements with the City. The Clty of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other govcnnnenta]
agencies. Should the Vendor require additional pricing for such purchases, the Vendor is to name such additional pricing upon Offer

to the City.

Debarment: In accordance with SMC Ch. 20.70, the Director of Executive Administration or designee may debar a Vendor from

Recycled Product Requirements: Whenever practicable, Contractor shall use reusable products, recyclable products and recycled-
content products including recycled content paper on all documents submitted to the City. Contractors are to duplex all materials that
are prepared for the City under this Contract, whether such materials are printed or copied, except when impracticable to do so due to
the nature of the product being produced. Contractors are to use 100% post consumer recycled content, chlorine-free paper in such
products that are produced for the City, whenever practicable, and to use other paper-saving and recycling measures in business they
conduct with and for the City. This directive is executed under the Mayor’s Executive Order, issued February 13, 2005.

Workers Right to Know: “Right to Know” legislation required the Department of Labor and Industries to establish a program to
make employers and employees more aware of the hazardous substances in their work environment.

OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include
appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients: and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question

Prevailing Wage Requirements:

a. Ifapplicable, this contract is subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages on Public Works) and
RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) as amended or supplemented.

b. Contractor and any subcontractors shall be responsible for compliance with all provisions herein.

c. - The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Form concurrent with the execution of
the contract. The Buyer will give the awarded Contractor(s) a Contract Number, and the Contractor and their subcontractor(s)
shall then promptly submit the Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages to the Department of Labor & Industries for approval. The City
requests this be done on-line to allow for rapid verification of submittal. However, the City will accept forms submitted through
paper procedures. If the Contractor utilizes paper submittal, a copy of the approved form shall be promptly provided to the
Buyer. Contractor is responsible for all fees assessed by Washington L&I for all forms filed. :

d. Contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the current prevailing hourly wage rates
for the worker classifications that are provided for under Prevailing Wages as issued by the State of Washington for the County in
which the work shall be performed.

e. Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired by physical or mental deficiency or
injury, may be employed at wages lower than the established prevailing wage. The Fair Labor Standards Act requires that wages
based on individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates issued by the Secretary of Labor.
These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and Industries. Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit
a request to the Department of Labor and Industries for a special certificate, which would, if approved, entitle them to pay their
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employees at wages, lower than the established prevailing wage.

In certain situations, an Intent to Pay Prevailing wages shall be filed with the Department of Labor & Industries and with the
Buyer, but the Vendor may indicate an exception on the Intent Form which exempts the requirement to pay at least prevailing
wages rates for the following: '

Sole owners and their spouse. )

Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.

The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least 30% of the corporation.
Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political subdivision created by its laws.

Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening are attached. These wages remain in effect for the duration of this
contract, except for annual adjustments provided in this agreement when contracts are multi-year (where contract is longer than
one year) or for building service maintenance (janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners).

It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to assign the appropriate classification and associate wage rates to all laborers,
workers or mechanics that perform any work under this contract, in conformance with the scope of work descriptions of the
Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.

With each invoice, Contractor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were compliant to applicable Prevailing Wage
rates.

Upon contract completion, Contractor and each subcontractor shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000)
approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated
the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line. The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can
pay the final invoice.

For jobs above $10,000, Contractor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent form including the list of the labor
classifications and wages used on the project. This may be postured in the nearest local office, for road construction, sewer line,
pipeline, transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer provides a copy of the Intent form to the
employee upon request. '

In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the dispute cannot be solved by the
parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director of the Department of Labor and Industries of the State of
Washington. In such case, the Director’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties. If the dispute involves a
federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of Labor for a decision. In such case, the
Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.

Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in duration:

a.

This provision only applies to service contracts that continue beyond a single year in duration, including building service
maintenance contracts (janitorial service contractors and work performed by janitors, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners)
and to multi-year service contracts.

Contractor and any subcontractor must pay at least the prevailing wage rates that were in effect at time of bid throughout the
duration of the contract.

Each contract anniversary thereafter, Contractor and any subcontractors shall review the then current Prevailing Wage Rates.
The Contractor shall increase wages paid if required to meet no less then the current wage rates in effect at the time of the
contract anniversary.

Contractor and all subcontractors shall file a new Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages for the upcoming contract year. Contractor and
all subcontractors shall file an Affidavits of Wages Paid to conclude the previous year. If Contractor fails to provide by the
anniversary date, the City shall put the Contract on “Hold” and will not release any invoices until it has been received. All
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invoices received for the extension year will be held by the City and paid only upon receipt of the new Intent to Pay Prevailing
Wages form and the Affidavit for the previous year.

e. Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be compensated by the City on a pass
through basis. The Contractor will follow the contract instructions for pricing increases, notifying the Buyer at least 45 days
prior to the contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase and documenting the increase.

City of Seattle as Additional Insured: The CGL and Business Automobile liability insurance shall include the City of
Seattle as an additional insured for primary and non-contributory limits.

No Limitation of Liability: Insurance coverage and limits of liability as specified herein are minimum coverage and
limit of liability requirements only. They shall not be construed to limit the liability of Vendor or any insurer for any
claim that is required to be covered hereunder. Moreover, the City shall be an additional insured, where additional
insured status is required, for the full available limits of liability maintained by vendor, whether those limits are
primary, excess, contingent or otherwise. Vendor expressly understands and agrees that this provision shall
override any limitation of liability or similar provision in any agreement or statement of work between the City and
Vendor. .

Notice of Cancellation: Under RCW 48.18.290 (1) (a) and (b) (“Cancellation by insurer”) applicable to insurers
licensed to do business in the State of Washington, the City, as a certificate holder for the insurance requirements
specified herein and an additional insured, has an interest in any loss which may occur; written notice of cancellation
must therefore be actually delivered or mailed to the City not less than 45 days prior to cancellation (10 days as
respects non-payment of premium). As respects surplus lines placements, written notice of cancellation shall be
delivered not less than 30 days prior to cancellation (10 days as respects non-payment of premium).

Qualification of Insurers: Insurers shall maintain A.M. Best's ratings of A- VII unless procured as a surplus lines
placement under RCW chapter 48.15, or as may otherwise be approved by the City.

Changes in Insurance Requirements: The City shall have the right to periodically review the adequacy of

" coverages and/or limits of liability in view of inflation and/or a change in loss exposures and shall have the right to

require an increase in such coverages and/or limits upon ninety (90) days prior written notice to the Vendor. Should
Vendor, despite its best efforts, be unable to maintain any required insurance coverage or limit of liability due to
deteriorating insurance market conditions, it may upon thirty (30) days prior written notice request a waiver of any
insurance requirement, which request shall not be unreasonably denied.

Where conflicts extist between the Terms and Conditions in
Attachment #1 and Terms and Conditions, Attachment #2,
the Terms and Conditions in Attachment #1 shall prevail.

A) SCOPE OF WORK:

Transport and legally dispose of identified liquids and solids categorized as Polychlorinated
Biphenyl (PCB) wastes, and to provide related services. The wastes to be covered by the Contract in
general are used oil from electrical equipment (mineral oil/dielectric fluid); used electrical
equipment; and materials generated by spills, accidents and other PCB management activities. The
waste is located at Seattle City Light's South Service Center and Seattle City Light substations or
generating facilities.

The City expressly reserves the right, during the original term and all renewal terms of the Contract,
to pursue and implement alternative means of managing any components of the City's PCB waste
streams. The City may award contracts to other vendors or use other contracts for disposal of its PCB
wastes and related services. The City does not guarantee use of the Contract.

B) DEFINITIONS:
CITY means the City of Seattle, a municipal corporation of the State of Washington.
CONTRACT means the entire agreement that will result from the bidding process.

DECOMISSIONING means the complete disassembling, cleaning, and recycling of PCB or
PCB-contaminated electrical equipment. This includes the draining and incineration or
detoxification of all oil, disassembling of component parts, cleaning all interior and exterior
surfaces, performing PCB analysis to verify regulatory status, incineration or landfill of PCB
wastes, and selling of non-regulated metals to smelters or processors for reuse. Used oil
containing detectable levels of PCBs and handled under this contract shall be managed only
by the Successful Bidder or subcontractor. The oil shall not be brokered or resold, except oil
that has been detoxified and shown by gas chromotography analysis to contain less than one
(1) part per million PCBs.

DISPOSAL means disposal of PCB waste by a TSCA handling method specified in 40 CFR
Part 761. Disposal includes, but is not limited to, detoxification, decontamination,
reclamation and incineration of PCB wastes. Mere acceptance of waste at a properly
permitted Disposal Facility and/or completion of a Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest by
such facility does not meet the definition of Disposal.

DISPOSAL FACILITY means a facility for the disposal of PCB waste through methods
including, but not limited to, decommissioning, detoxification, decontamination, and
incineration. Processes include the draining and incineration or detoxification of oil,
disassembling of component parts, cleaning interior and exterior surfaces, performing PCB
analysis for verification of regulatory status, incineration or landfill of PCB wastes, and
selling of non-regulated metals to smelters or processors for reuse.

ENVIRONMENTAL OR SAFETY LAW means the Clean Water Act, the Clean Air Act,
the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), the Comprehensive Environmental
Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA), the Superfund Amendment and
Reauthorization Act (SARA), the Hazardous Materials Transportation Act (HMTA), the
Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA), the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA), the
Washington Hazardous Waste Management Act, the Washington Model Toxics Control Act
(MTCA), and regulations promulgated under such authority, and any and all other federal,
state, regional, local or international statutes, regulations, rules, ordinances, orders, court or
regulatory agency directives, permits, licenses, governmental authorizations and common law

PCBs means Polychlorinated Biphenyls.

USER DEPARTMENT means Seattle City Light, the City of Seattle electrical utility
department, which is authorized to use the contract services.

COLLECTION AND TRANSPORTATION: Every transporter shall have and maintain
any and all identification or registration required for transportation of materials under this
Contract. All vehicles used for transport of waste under the Contract shall be equipped with
appropriate spill containment and loading mechanisms, and shall meet the federal
Department of Transportation requirements and other Environmental or Safety Law.

Driver Training: All drivers used in hauling of materials under this Contract shall have and
maintain the hazardous materials endorsement for their commercial driver's license.
Hazardous Material drivers shall be trained in accident prevention defensive driving, proper
loading and unloading procedures, use of personal protective equipment, and emergency
response to spills or accidents, as required by applicable Environmental or Safety Law.
Training shall include refresher courses. Transporters shall maintain a health and safety plan
for employees and a spill prevention and response plan for vehicles.

Incident Reports: All transporters governed by Department of Transportation regulations
shall submit an Incident Report Form 5800.1 to the DOT, when such incident reporting is
required by DOT regulations.

Mixed Waste Loads: Transporters shall not transport wastes of other generators in the same
load with Seattle City Light wastes without the prior written approval of Seattle City Light.

Seattle City Light will specify (a) the
identification numbers and dates removed from service for all PCB wastes in the shipment
(which may be on an attached continuation/backup sheet), and (b) any additional special
instructions.

Return of Initial Manifest: Within 30 days of the waste delivery, which is the time period
allowed under TSCA regulation, the Successful Bidder shall provide to Seattle City Light the
signed original of the initial manifest (Generator Copy) that documents transportation of
Seattle City Light's waste to the initial disposal facility. A copy of the Receipt of Waste
Notification sheet shall be included with the return of the initial manifest (see below).

At no additional cost and upon request, the Vendor shall promptly provide to Seattle City
Light copies of all manifests or shipping papers that document transportation of any of Seattle
City Light's waste.

Receipt of Waste Notification: Upon receipt of waste at the Vendor's facility, the facility shall
notify, by FAX, the User Department that the waste has been received. This sheet shall
include at a minimum: (a) Date of Notification, (b) Facility Name, (¢) Manifest number, (d)
Shipment Date, (¢) Date of Receipt at the facility, and (f) any waste discrepancies. A copy of
this FAX sheet shall be included with the return of the initial manifest (see above).

SCHEDULING: To schedule a pick-up, Seattle City Light shall contact the Vendor. Within
no more than fifteen (15) business days of the date Seattle City Light has identified the
shipment contents and notified the Vendor, the waste shall be picked up for shipment.

FACILITIES AND SUBCONTRACTORS: Only those Facilities and Subcontractors
specified by the Vendor in the "PROPOSED FACILITIES" and "PROPOSED
TRANSPORTERS" attachments shall be used under this Contract unless agreed otherwise by
the City by written change order, according to the terms of this contract.

The Vendor shall not employ the services of any facility or subcontractor in performance of
the Contract without (1) written notice to the City’s Purchasing Services Section at least 30
days prior to use of the facility or subcontractor, (2) the Vendor having sent the City an
amended facility/subcontractor list, and (3) the City having agreed to the addition of the
facility or subcontractor by written change order.

Written notice shall include the following: facility/company name, address, owner, operator,
contact person, phone number and description of facility capabilities and environmental
compliance record during the two most recent calendar years. Environmental compliance
record means all environmental or safety law-related orders, notices, or citations received by
the Vendor and the status of the Vendor’s responses to them. The City reserves the right to
reject any subcontractor proposed after the Contract is executed.

Any additional costs caused by the work of subcontractors in violation of this section or by
delays due to failure to comply with this section shall be borne by the Vendor.

INCINERATION FACILITIES: Any incineration facility which the Vendor uses in
performance of the Contract, shall hold a valid EPA Identification Number for handling
PCBs, have any and all federal, state, and local approvals and permits required to operate as a
storage and incineration facility, and be permitted to provide the services.

Prior to the Award of Contract, the Vendor shall provide to the City a one-time written and
signed notice from the incineration facility that will be used under the Contract certifying that
the facility has notified EPA in conformance with 40 CFR §279.75.

NON-CONFORMING WASTE: Within ten (10) business days after receipt of the waste at
the Vendor's facility, the Vendor may reject any waste for which a constituent deviates by ten
percent or greater from the characterization or sample provided to the Vendor by the City.
The Vendor shall immediately orally notify the City of such rejection and the manner in
which the waste is non-conforming and shall confirm such oral notification in writing within
ten (10) business days.

10) TITLE TO WASTE: The Vendor shali take title to and sole custody of the wastes when the
task of loading has been completed and the manifest has been approved and signed by Seattle
City Light.

11) DISPOSAL: Any facility which the Vendor uses for disposal in performance of the Contract
shall hold a valid EPA Identification Number for handling PCB and/or mixed PCB/hazardous
wastes including all waste streams processed at the site, have EPA approval to operate as a
TSCA storage and disposal facility, and be permitted to provide the services. Each facility
used by the Vendor shall be permitted to accept and to manage or dispose of TSCA waste,
and other PCB waste mixtures and debris that the City chooses to consider as TSCA wastes.
Such wastes may include, but are not limited to, contaminated soil and debris, and
contaminated water requiring treatment.

At its option, Seattle City Light may request that waste be disposed by a specific method, by
indicating the method in advance of shipment. Seattle City Light may choose a method which
exceeds the minimum federal and state regulations for that waste. The Vendor shall comply
with the City request, provided however that if the method identified by Seattle City Light
would violate any Environmental or Safety Law applicable to the waste, the Vendor shall not
comply with the request and shall notify Seattle City Light and assist in correcting the
selection/method in order to comply with applicable law. For all wastes the Vendor is
responsible to provide contract services in compliance with all applicable law.

When a specific method of disposal has not been requested by Seattle City Light and when
the following method would not violate any Environmental or Safety Law applicable to the
waste, the method of disposal for PCB and PCB-contaminated electrical equipment is to
drain the equipment, disassemble component parts, clean all interior and exterior surfaces,
perform PCB analysis to verify regulatory status, incinerate or landfill all non-recyclable PCB
wastes, and sell non-regulated metals to smelters or processors for reuse. Oil shall be
detoxified whenever legal and practicable.

In every case, PCB waste (including oil) shall be incinerated in a qualified incinerator when
applicable Environmental or Safety law requires incineration of the waste and when the PCB
concentration in the oil is too high for effective detoxification. Qil handled under this
Contract shall not be brokered or resold, except oil that has been detoxified and shown
by gas chromatography analysis to contain less than one (1) part per million PCBs.

12) SPILL RESPONSIBILITIES: The Vendor is solely responsible for any and all spills or
leaks, except those caused by the sole negligence of the City, which occur during the
performance of the Contract. Except for spills or leaks caused by the sole negligence of the
City, and at no additional cost to the City, the Vendor shall contain and clean up, any and all

spills or leaks to the satisfaction of the City. At reasonable cost to the City, the Vendor shall
contain and clean up any and all spills or leaks caused by the sole negligence of the City to
the satisfaction of the City. All spills and leaks are to be cleaned up in a manner that complies
with all applicable Environmental or Safety Law.

The Vendor shall immediately report all spills and leaks, as soon as practical after discovery,
but in no case no longer than 24 hours after discovery by telephone to City Seattle

Light's representative, as designated in writing by the City for this purpose. This telephone
report shall convey all the information contained in the Spill Telephone Report Form
Attachment. A written detailed follow-up report shall be submitted to and received by Seattle
City Light's representative within five (5) business days of the spill, and shall include at least
the following: (a) a description of the waste spilled, (b) whether the amount spilled is
EPA/State reportable and whether the spill was reported, (c) the spill containment and
cleanup procedures initiated, and (d) a summary of any communications with press or
governmental entities.

The Vendor shall have a written Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure (SPCC) Plan
in place pertaining to all aspects of performing the Contract, including but not limited to
personnel training, and shall provide a copy to the City promptly upon request.

CERTIFICATES OF DISPOSAL (CDs): For all PCB waste, and at no additional cost to
the City, the Vendor shall ensure that the City receives in a timely-manner, signed
Certificates of Disposal sufficient to document how all materials in each load were managed
under this contract for the City. Certification will be provided to the City promptly upon
treatment of the materials, but in no case longer than 180 days from the date materials were
picked up from the City. All documentation shall refer to the Uniform Hazardous Waste
Manifest numbers for the waste shipped. Copies of any and all manifests used in the
transportation for disposal of Seattle City Light wastes are to be included with the CDs.
Please note that disposal means a TSCA handling method specified in 40 CFR Part 761.
Disposal includes, but is not limited to, detoxification, decontamination, reclamation and
incineration of PCB wastes.

The Certificate shall. at a minimum, identify for each item:

i) the Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest number under which the waste was initially
transported from Seattle City Light property for disposal;

ii) any and all additional Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest numbers under which the
waste was transported for disposal;

iii) the Seattle City Light identification numbers associated with the waste, the waste
description, and the quantity of waste;

The Vendor shall routinely provide to the City the originals of the Certificates of Disposal for
wastes shipped from Seattle City Light facilities pursuant to the Contract. The Certificate(s)
shall be provided to Seattle City Light within thirty (30) days of final disposal.

At no additional cost and upon request, the Vendor shall promptly provide to Seattle City
Light accurate and timely status reports for any waste transported under the Contract, for
which Seattle City Light has not received the Certificate of Disposal.

13) REPORTS, RECORDS AND PROGRESS MEETINGS:

Records Kept and Accessible: The Vendor shall keep complete and accurate records of waste
picked up pursuant to the Contract, including the status, location and disposition of the waste
and any facilities and subcontractors handling such waste. At no additional cost and upon
request, the Vendor shall promptly provide to Seattle City Light accurate and timely status
reports for any waste transported under the Contract, for which Seattle City Light has not
received the Certificate of Disposal.

Meetings: Upon periodic request by the City, the Vendor shall meet with the City to discuss
the status of services provided by the Vendor. The City’s Purchasing Services Section will
arrange a meeting date, time, and place. The Vendor shall also be available for in-person
meetings with all appropriate personnel present to discuss any service-related problem and/or
possible contract violation.

Change in Ownership: The Vendor shall notify the City in writing within three (3) business
days of any changes in ownership of the facilities of the Vendor, or of the facilities of any
subcontractor or a change in ownership of a Transporter. In addition, the Vendor shall notify
the City in writing as soon as possible and in no event later than three (3) business days, after
any decision by the Vendor to change or discontinue service that will affect services provided
to the City under the Contract. :

14) PAYMENT: Before payment, the Vendor shall provide the User Department a correct line-
itemized invoice, in duplicate, documenting all services and items billed. Invoices shall be
sent to the authorized representative identified by the User Department. The City reserves the
right to withhold payment if proper invoicing and documentation is not provided. In no event
shall payment for services under the Contract be made until the signed original of the initial
manifest is received by the User Department from the disposal facility.
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75/25 Payment Option: At the option of the User Department, 75% of payment shall be paid
upon receipt of the initial manifest from the disposal facility, and the balance (i.e. 25%) of the
payment shall be made after the Certificate of Disposal, complete for all items in the
shipment, is received by the User Department. When using this option, the User Department
shall notify the Contractor before or at the time of request for waste pickup.

15) PRICING: Bid prices shall remain firm through at least the initial year of the Contract. After

GENERAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL INDEMNIFICATION: The Vendor shall take ail
necessary precautions for prevention of accidents, injuries and property damage.

The Vendor shall indemnify, release, defend and hold the City and its officers, employees,
and agents harmless from and against any and all (1) losses, claims, demands, actions, causes
of action, damages, liabilities, judgments and expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees
and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) and (2) all other losses, claims, demands,
actions, causes of action, damages, liabilities, judgements and expenses (including reasonable
attorneys' fees and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) relating to any hazardous,
dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or other pollutant or contaminant, or to
compliance with any Environmental or Safety Law; arising out of or resulting from:

i) the Vendor's performance or lack of performance under this Contract,

ii) the violation of law or breach of this Contract by the Vendor or any of its
employees, agents, or subcontractors, or

iii) the release of any hazardous, dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or
other pollutant or contaminant resulting from Vendor's performance or lack of
performance under this Contract or from the violation of law by, breach of this
Contract by, or act or omission of the Vendor or any of its employees, agents or
subcontractors under this Contract.

When the Vendor learns of a claim, or of circumstances reasonably likely to give rise to a
claim, against the Vendor or the City, the Vendor shall immediately notify the City. In the
event that any suit or claim based upon any such loss, claim, action, damage, expense, or
liability is brought against the City, the Vendor, upon notice of the commencement thereof,
shall defend the same at its sole cost and expense, except that the City may, at its option and
the City's cost, participate in the defense with counsel of its choosing. If any final court
judgment, alternative dispute resolution award or settlement be adverse to the City based on
the City's sole negligence, the Vendor shall not be obligated to pay the judgment, award or
settlement. In such case where the Successful Bidder is not obligated to pay, if the City
required the Vendor to undertake the City's defense, the City shall reimburse to the Vendor
the amount of any reasonable attorney fees, litigation expenses and costs incurred by the
Vendor in defending the City.

If both (1) a court of competent jurisdiction issues a final determination that RCW 4.24.115
governs the liability and no appeal of such determination is pending and (2) the liability was
caused by or resulted from the concurrent negligence of (a) the Vendor or its officer, agent or
employee and (b) the City or its officer, agent or employee, then these indemnity provisions
shall be valid and enforceable only to the extent of the Vendor's negligence.

TRANSPORT AND DISPOSAL OF PCB

Where conflicts extist between the Terms and Conditions in
Attachment #1 and Terms and Conditions, Attachment #2,
the Terms and Conditions in Attachment #1 shall prevail.

A) SCOPE OF WORK:

Transport and legally dispose of identified liquids and solids categorized as Polychlorinated
Biphenyl (PCB) wastes, and to provide related services. The wastes to be covered by the Contract in
general are used oil from electrical equipment (mineral oil/dielectric fluid); used electrical
equipment; and materials generated by spills, accidents and other PCB management activities. The
waste is located at Seattle City Light's South Service Center and Seattle City Light substations or
generating facilities.

PCB and PCB-contaminated materials shall be transported only in vehicles dedicated to TSCA or
hazardous waste hauling.

The Vendor shall be responsible for providing listed contract services for all PCB wastes, and other
wastes and debris which the City may choose to dispose as TSCA wastes. These other wastes and
debris may include, but are not limited to: oil, electrical equipment, soil and debris, contaminated
with 1 - 49 ppm PCBs.

The Vendor may be called upon to receive wastes regulated under both TSCA and RCRA (or
Washington State Dangerous Waste Regulations), and shall only provide such services if the
Successful Bidder or subcontractor is qualified to accept and dispose of such combined waste.
Service shall be contracted by the City as needed by a change to this Contract. Actual prices for these
services shall be agreed on prior to the provision of service.

Detoxification/decontamination, decommissioning, and disposal technologies shall comply with all
applicable Environmental or Safety Law for the waste materials.

Used oil containing detectable levels of PCBs and handled under this contract shall be managed

Any facility which the Vendor or subcontractor uses in performance of the Contract shall
have any and all federal, state, and local approvals and permits required to operate as a
disposal facility for PCB waste, and be authorized to provide the services.

The Vendor is solely responsible for its and its subcontractors' compliance. Nothing in this
Contract, including the City's knowledge or receipt, review, acceptance or approval of the
Vendor or subcontractor's permits, licenses, governmental approvals or authorizations,
insurance documentation, safety plans, other plans or other regulatory or compliance
information, shall be construed to waive any rights of the City, nor shall relieve the Vendor of
any legal obligation, including but not limited to the obligation to provide a safe and healthful
working environment.

CITY FACILITIES: The Vendor will collect from the following locations primarily. The
Vendor shall provide service for other City locations upon request by authorized personnel
only. Actual prices for services at these other locations shall be agreed on prior to the
provision of service. '

COLLECTION AND TRANSPORTATION: Every transporter shall have and maintain
any and all identification or registration required for transportation of materials under this
Contract. All vehicles used for transport of waste under the Contract shall be equipped with
appropriate spill containment and loading mechanisms, and shall meet the federal
Department of Transportation requirements and other Environmental or Safety Law.

Driver Training: All drivers used in hauling of materials under this Contract shall have and
maintain the hazardous materials endorsement for their commercial driver's license.
Hazardous Material drivers shall be trained in accident prevention defensive driving, proper
loading and unloading procedures, use of personal protective equipment, and emergency
response to spills or accidents, as required by applicable Environmental or Safety Law.
Training shall include refresher courses. Transporters shall maintain a health and safety plan
for employees and a spill prevention and response plan for vehicles.

Incident Reports: All transporters governed by Department of Transportation regulations
shall submit an Incident Report Form 5800.1 to the DOT, when such incident reporting is
required by DOT regulations.

Mixed Waste Loads: Transporters shall not transport wastes of other generators in the same
load with Seattle City Light wastes without the prior written approval of Seattle City Light.

Labeling and Packing: Seattle City Light will pack wastes for transport using Department of
Transportation-approved materials and procedures. The Successful Bidder cannot require any
additional packing procedures unless such procedures are in writing and the City agrees to
them in advance.

Seattle City Light will be responsible for labeling the waste articles in accordance with TSCA
requirements, and for loading the shipments, except for the pumping of bulk oil. Seattle City
Light will make available PCB Gas Chromatography analytical results at the time of pick up
for disposal. The Vendor shall provide pumping equipment and all labor necessary to pump
oil from Seattle City Light storage tanks, electrical equipment, or drums to Successful
Bidder-supplied tanker trucks for transport.
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Vehicle Marking: The Vendor shall be responsible for marking its own transportation
vehicles in accordance with DOT regulations. Marking required by DOT regulations shall be
provided by the Vendor at no additional charge.

Manifests: The Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest shall be initially prepared for all items
transported pursuant to the Contract by the Vendor at no additional cost to the City.

The Vendor and subcontractors shall verify accurate documentation of inventory of all
shipments made under the Contract using the Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest system and
as required by Environmental or Safety Law. Seattle City Light shall review, request or make
changes as necessary, approve, and sign the manifest and receive the Generator Copy prior to
transport of the waste. If necessary, Seattle City Light shall serve, and be identified at Block
15 of the manifest, "Special Handling Instructions and Additional Information", as the
twenty-four (24) hour emergency contact.

Every manifest that accompanies waste shipped pursuant to the Contract shall also bear at
Block 15, Special Handling Instructions and Additional Information, the date of removal
from service for disposal for the shipped wastes. Seattle City Light will specify (a) the
identification numbers and dates removed from service for all PCB wastes in the shipment
(which may be on an attached continuation/backup sheet), and (b) any additional special
instructions.

Return of Initial Manifest: Within 30 days of the waste delivery, which is the time period
allowed under TSCA regulation, the Successful Bidder shall provide to Seattle City Light the
signed original of the initial manifest (Generator Copy) that documents transportation of
Seattle City Light's waste to the initial disposal facility. A copy of the Receipt of Waste
Notification sheet shall be included with the return of the initial manitest (see below).

At no additional cost and upon request, the Vendor shall promptly provide to Seattle City
Light copies of all manifests or shipping papers that document transportation of any of Seattle
City Light's waste.

Receipt of Waste Notification: Upon receipt of waste at the Vendor's facility, the facility shall
notify, by FAX, the User Department that the waste has been received. This sheet shall
include at a minimum: (a) Date of Notification, (b) Facility Name, (¢) Manifest number, (d)
Shipment Date, (e) Date of Receipt at the facility, and (f) any waste discrepancies. A copy of
this FAX sheet shall be included with the return of the initial manifest (see above).

SCHEDULING: To schedule a pick-up, Seattle City Light shall contact the Vendor. Within
no more than fifteen (15) business days of the date Seattle City Light has identified the
shipment contents and notified the Vendor, the waste shall be picked up for shipment.

FACILITIES AND SUBCONTRACTORS: Only those Facilities and Subcontractors
specified by the Vendor in the "PROPOSED FACILITIES" and "PROPOSED
TRANSPORTERS" attachments shall be used under this Contract unless agreed otherwise by
the City by written change order, according to the terms of this contract.

The Vendor shall not employ the services of any facility or subcontractor in performance of
the Contract without (1) written notice to the City’s Purchasing Services Section at least 30
days prior to use of the facility or subcontractor, (2) the Vendor having sent the City an
amended facility/subcontractor list, and (3) the City having agreed to the addition of the
facility or subcontractor by written change order.

Written notice shall include the following: facility/company name, address, owner, operator,
contact person, phone number and description of facility capabilities and environmental
compliance record during the two most recent calendar years. Environmental compliance
record means all environmental or safety law-related orders, notices, or citations received by
the Vendor and the status of the Vendor’s responses to them. The City reserves the right to
reject any subcontractor proposed after the Contract is executed.

Any additional costs caused by the work of subcontractors in violation of this section or by
delays due to failure to comply with this section shall be borne by the Vendor.

INCINERATION FACILITIES: Any incineration facility which the Vendor uses in
performance of the Contract, shall hold a valid EPA Identification Number for handling
PCBs, have any and all federal, state, and local approvals and permits required to operate as a
storage and incineration facility, and be permitted to provide the services.

Prior to the Award of Contract, the Vendor shall provide to the City a one-time written and
signed notice from the incineration facility that will be used under the Contract certifying that
the facility has notified EPA in conformance with 40 CFR §279.75.

NON-CONFORMING WASTE: Within ten (10) business days after receipt of the waste at
the Vendor's facility, the Vendor may reject any waste for which a constituent deviates by ten
percent or greater from the characterization or sample provided to the Vendor by the City.
The Vendor shall immediately orally notify the City of such rejection and the manner in
which the waste is non-conforming and shall confirm such oral notification in writing within
ten (10) business days.

In the event of such rejection and if there is mutual agreement between the Vendor and the
City, the Vendor shall (a) return the waste or a representative sample to the City for further
analytical characterization by the City, or (b) arrange for treatment or disposal of the waste at
another permitted facility, or if consistent with the Vendor's permits, the Vendor may treat or
dispose of the non-conforming waste at the Vendor's facility. The City shall pay all fees and
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costs incurred in the handling of non-conforming waste if such handling is in conformance
with the mutual agreement, including transportation, storage, treatment, and disposal charges.

10) TITLE TO WASTE: The Vendor shall take title to and sole custody of the wastes when the
task of loading has been completed and the manifest has been approved and signed by Seattle

City Light.

11) DISPOSAL: Any facility which the Vendor uses for disposal in performance of the Contract
shall hold a valid EPA Identification Number for handling PCB and/or mixed PCB/hazardous
wastes including all waste streams processed at the site, have EPA approval to operate as a
TSCA storage and disposal facility, and be permitted to provide the services. Each facility
used by the Vendor shall be permitted to accept and to manage or dispose of TSCA waste,
and other PCB waste mixtures and debris that the City chooses to consider as TSCA wastes.
Such wastes may include, but are not limited to, contaminated soil and debris, and
contaminated water requiring treatment.

At its option, Seattle City Light may request that waste be disposed by a specific method, by
indicating the method in advance of shipment. Seattle City Light may choose a method which
exceeds the minimum federal and state regulations for that waste. The Vendor shall comply
with the City request, provided however that if the method identified by Seattle City Light
would violate any Environmental or Safety Law applicable to the waste, the Vendor shall not
comply with the request and shall notify Seattle City Light and assist in correcting the
selection/method in order to comply with applicable law. For all wastes the Vendor is
responsible to provide contract services in compliance with all applicable law.

When a specific method of disposal has not been requested by Seattle City Light and when
the following method would not violate any Environmental or Safety Law applicable to the
waste, the method of disposal for PCB and PCB-contaminated electrical equipment is to
drain the equipment, disassemble component parts, clean all interior and exterior Surfaces,
perform PCB analysis to verify regulatory status, incinerate or landfill all non-recyclable PCB
wastes, and sell non-regulated metals to smelters or processors for reuse. Oil shall be
detoxified whenever legal and practicable.

In every case, PCB waste (including oil) shall be incinerated in a qualified incinerator when
applicable Environmental or Safety law requires incineration of the waste and when the PCB
concentration in the oil is too high for effective detoxification. Oil handled under this
Contract shall not be brokered or resold, except oil that has been detoxified and shown
by gas chromatography analysis to contain less than one (1) part per million PCBs.

12) SPILL RESPONSIBILITIES: The Vendor is solely responsible for any and all spills or
leaks, except those caused by the sole negligence of the City, which occur during the
performance of the Contract. Except for spills or leaks caused by the sole negligence of the
City, and at no additional cost to the City, the Vendor shall contain and clean up, any and all
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spills or leaks to the satisfaction of the City. At reasonable cost to the City, the Vendor shall
contain and clean up any and all spills or leaks caused by the sole negligence of the City to
the satisfaction of the City. All spills and leaks are to be cleaned up in a manner that complies
with all applicable Environmental or Safety Law.

The Vendor shall immediately report all spills and leaks, as soon as practical after discovery,
but in no case no longer than 24 hours after discovery by telephone to City Seattle

Light's representative, as designated in writing by the City for this purpose. This telephone
report shall convey all the information contained in the Spill Telephone Report Form
Attachment. A written detailed follow-up report shall be submitted to and received by Seattle
City Light's representative within five (5) business days of the spill, and shall include at least
the following: (a) a description of the waste spilled, (b) whether the amount spilled is
EPA/State reportable and whether the spill was reported, (¢) the spill containment and
cleanup procedures initiated, and (d) a summary of any communications with press or
governmental entities.

The Vendor shall have a written Spill Prevention Control and Countermeasure (SPCC) Plan
in place pertaining to all aspects of performing the Contract, including but not limited to
personnel training, and shall provide a copy to the City promptly upon request.

CERTIFICATES OF DISPOSAL (CDs): For all PCB waste, and at no additional cost to
the City, the Vendor shall ensure that the City receives in a timely-manner, signed
Certificates of Disposal sufficient to document how all materials in each load were managed
under this contract for the City. Certification will be provided to the City promptly upon
treatment of the materials, but in no case longer than 180 days from the date materials were
picked up from the City. All documentation shall refer to the Uniform Hazardous Waste
Manifest numbers for the waste shipped. Copies of any and all manifests used in the
transportation for disposal of Seattle City Light wastes are to be included with the CDs.
Please note that disposal means a TSCA handling method specified in 40 CFR Part 761.
Disposal includes, but is not limited to, detoxification, decontamination, reclamation and
incineration of PCB wastes.

The Certificate shall, at a minimum, identify for each item:

i) the Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest number under which the waste was initially
transported from Seattle City Light property for disposal;

ii) any and all additional Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest numbers under which the
waste was transported for disposal;

iii) the Seattle City Light identification numbers associated with the waste, the waste
description, and the quantity of waste;

i) the name, address and EPA ID number of the final disposal facility;

iv) the method of final disposal or destruction;
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v) the date of final disposal or destruction, and

vi) the following statement of certification signed and dated by the representative of the
disposal facility: "Under civil and criminal fraudulent statements or representations (for
example, 18 U.S.C. 1001), I certify that the information contained in or accompanying
this document is true, accurate, and complete."

The Vendor shall routinely provide to the City the originals of the Certificates of Disposal for
wastes shipped from Seattle City Light facilities pursuant to the Contract. The Certificate(s)
shall be provided to Seattle City Light within thirty (30) days of final disposal.

At no additional cost and upon request, the Vendor shall promptly provide to Seattle City
Light accurate and timely status reports for any waste transported under the Contract, for
which Seattle City Light has not received the Certificate of Disposal.

13) REPORTS, RECORDS AND PROGRESS MEETINGS:

Records Kept and Accessible: The Vendor shall keep complete and accurate records of waste
picked up pursuant to the Contract, including the status, location and disposition of the waste
and any facilities and subcontractors handling such waste. At no additional cost and upon
request, the Vendor shall promptly provide to Seattle City Light accurate and timely status
reports for any waste transported under the Contract, for which Seattle City Light has not
received the Certificate of Disposal.

Meetings: Upon periodic request by the City, the Vendor shall meet with the City to discuss
the status of services provided by the Vendor. The City’s Purchasing Services Section will
arrange a meeting date, time, and place. The Vendor shall also be available for in-person
meetings with all appropriate personnel present to discuss any service-related problem and/or
possible contract violation.

Change in Ownership: The Vendor shall notify the City in writing within three (3) business
days of any changes in ownership of the facilities of the Vendor, or of the facilities of any
subcontractor or a change in ownership of a Transporter. In addition, the Vendor shall notify
the City in writing as soon as possible and in no event later than three (3) business days, after
any decision by the Vendor to change or discontinue service that will affect services provided
to the City under the Contract.

14) PAYMENT: Before payment, the Vendor shall provide the User Department a correct line-
itemized invoice, in duplicate, documenting all services and items billed. Invoices shall be
sent to the authorized representative identified by the User Department. The City reserves the
right to withhold payment if proper invoicing and documentation is not provided. In no event
shall payment for services under the Contract be made until the signed original of the initial
manifest is received by the User Department from the disposal facility.
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75/25 Payment Option: At the option of the User Department, 75% of payment shall be paid
upon receipt of the initial manifest from the disposal facility, and the balance (i.e. 25%) of the
payment shall be made after the Certificate of Disposal, complete for all items in the
shipment, is received by the User Department. When using this option, the User Department
shall notify the Contractor before or at the time of request for waste pickup.

15) PRICING: Bid prices shall remain firm through at least the initial year of the Contract. After

the first year, pricing under the Contract can be changed only as provided in this section.

i)  Decreases: Any price or cost reduction to the Vendor shall be reflected in a reduction of
the Contract price to the City, retroactive to the date of the price or cost reduction to the
Successful Bidder.

ii) Increases: Any price increase must be requested by the Vendor and may only be
implemented if accepted by the City. Requests may only be made after the first year of
the Contract. Any request shall clearly identify the item(s) and increase(s), be filed with
the Purchasing Services Section a minimum of 30 days before the proposed price
change date, be the result of cost or price increases to the Vendor incurred after the
Contract commencement date, and be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the
City sufficient to warrant the increase. Any price accepted by the City shall remain
unchanged for no less than one year.

16) CITY DEPARTMENT PERSONNEL AUTHORIZED TO USE CONTRACT: The

Vendor shall accept orders from only the City personnel the User Department has authorized
in writing to place orders for services under the Contract. A list of authorized personnel may
be attached to the Contract.

This Attachment #1 modifies form terms and conditions issued by the city (including, but not
limited to, Attachment #2) and both supplements and takes precedence over such terms and
conditions. In the event that a provision of this Attachment #1 conflicts with any other
provision of the contract, this Attachment #1 shall control.

The Vendor shall be solely responsible for obtaining/providing all materials, equipment,
supplies, labor and other services required by the Contract as may be necessary to fulfill the
requirements of the Contract. The Vendor shall competently and efficiently supervise and
direct all activities necessary to fulfill the requirements of the contract. The Vendor shall
accomplish all services in a timely and appropriate manner, and, at no additional expense to
the City, comply with all applicable laws affecting performance of the Contract, including but
not limited to all federal and state laws, county and city ordinances, Environmental or Safety
Law, implementing regulations, and governmental orders, permits, licenses, approvals,
authorizations. Any work subcontracted shall come under the provisions of the Contract, and
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the Vendor shall be responsible for the prompt, efficient and lawful performance of such
work.

GENERAL AND ENVIRONMENTAL INDEMNIFICATION: The Vendor shall take all
necessary precautions for prevention of accidents, injuries and property damage.

The Vendor shall indemnify, release, defend and hold the City and its officers, employees,
and agents harmless from and against any and all (1) losses, claims, demands, actions, causes
of action, damages, liabilities, judgments and expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees
and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) and (2) all other losses, claims, demands,
actions, causes of action, damages, liabilities, judgements and expenses (including reasonable
attorneys' fees and expenses and consulting fees and expenses) relating to any hazardous,
dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or other pollutant or contaminant, or to
compliance with any Environmental or Safety Law; arising out of or resulting from:

i) the Vendor's performance or lack of performance under this Contract,

ii) the violation of law or breach of this Contract by the Vendor or any of its
employees, agents, or subcontractors, or

iii) the release of any hazardous, dangerous or toxic material, waste, or substance, or
other pollutant or contaminant resulting from Vendor's performance or lack of
performance under this Contract or from the violation of law by, breach of this
Contract by, or act or omission of the Vendor or any of its employees, agents or
subcontractors under this Contract.

When the Vendor learns of a claim, or of circumstances reasonably likely to give rise to a
claim, against the Vendor or the City, the Vendor shall immediately notify the City. In the
event that any suit or claim based upon any such loss, claim, action, damage, expense, or
liability is brought against the City, the Vendor, upon notice of the commencement thereof,
shall defend the same at its sole cost and expense, except that the City may, at its option and
the City's cost, participate in the defense with counsel of its choosing. If any final court
judgment, alternative dispute resolution award or settlement be adverse to the City based on
the City's sole negligence, the Vendor shall not be obligated to pay the judgment, award or
settlement. In such case where the Successful Bidder is not obligated to pay, if the City
required the Vendor to undertake the City's defense, the City shall reimburse to the Vendor
the amount of any reasonable attorney fees, litigation expenses and costs incurred by the
Vendor in defending the City.

If both (1) a court of competent jurisdiction issues a final determination that RCW 4.24.115
governs the liability and no appeal of such determination is pending and (2) the liability was
caused by or resulted from the concurrent negligence of (a) the Vendor or its officer, agent or
employee and (b) the City or its officer, agent or employee, then these indemnity provisions
shall be valid and enforceable only to the extent of the Vendor's negligence.
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The Vendor shall pay every judgment, alternative dispute resolution award, settlement, and
other liability for which the Vendor is responsible when payment is due. If the Vendor fails to
do so, and the City pays the liability, the Vendor shall pay the City interest at the statutory
rate for judgments, accruing from the date the City pays the liability.

The provisions of this section have been mutually negotiated and shall survive any
termination or expiration of this Contract. In the event that this section conflicts with any
other provision of the Contract, this section shall control. The Vendor expressly waives, with
respect to the City only, its immunity under RCW Title 51, Industrial Insurance.

LIABILITY INSURANCE: The Vendor shall secure, prior to the award of Contract, and
shall maintain at all times during the term of this Contract, at no expense to the City, policy
or policies of insurance in accordance with the provisions of the insurance attachment form.
(See Insurance Requirements Attachment.)

NOTICE TO CITY OF LABOR DISPUTES: Whenever the Vendor has knowledge that
any actual or potential labor dispute threatens to delay the timely performance of the Contract,
the Vendor shall immediately give notice thereof, including all relevant information with
respect thereto, to the Contract Administrator.

PCB WASTE DISPOSAL CATEGORIES

Prices for disposal/treatment shall include the storage and final disposal of the wastes and waste
containers, and associated documentation. Prices shall include rinsate, disposal of rinsate, and
disposal of drums. Prices for bulk oil shall include pumping from Seattle City Light bulk storage.

Waste disposal prices do not include transportation.

When a specific method of disposal has not been requested by Seattle City Light and when the
following method would not violate any Environmental or Safety Law applicable to the waste, the
method of disposal for PCB and PCB-contaminated electrical equipment is to drain the equipment,
disassemble component parts, clean all interior and exterior surfaces, perform PCB analysis to verify
regulatory status, incinerate or landfill all non-recyclable PCB wastes, and sell non-regulated metals
to smelters or processors for reuse. Oil shall be detoxified whenever legal and practicable.

In every case, PCB waste (including oil) shall be incinerated in a qualified incinerator when
applicable Environmental or Safety law requires incineration of the waste and when the PCB
concentration in the oil is too high for effective detoxification. Oil handled under this Contract shall
not be brokered or resold, except oil that has been detoxified and shown by gas chromatography
analysis to contain less than one (1) part per million PCBs.

1) MINERAL OIL/DIELECTRIC FLUID CONTAINING PCBs

Oil may be packed by Seattle City Light in 55-gallon drums conforming to the requirements of
40 CFR 761 or bulk oil may be in electrical equipment, drums, or bulk storage of 800 gallons or
more, requiring pumping and tanker truck. There shall be no bulk oil containing greater than
1,000 ppm PCB. Disposal prices for bulk oil shall include pumping from Seattle City Light
storage. Disposal price for oil in 55-gallon drums shall include disposal of drums.

2) TRANSFORMERS, BUSHINGS, OIL SWITCHES, OIL CIRCUIT BREAKERS AND

Transformers include various types, primarily overhead, but including network, underground,
and potential transformers.

Only portions of transformers and other electrical equipment may be incinerated; the
remainder shall be decommissioned. Pricing for decommission is only applicable to items
that can legally be decommissioned, and pricing includes any and all services relating to the
equipment, including but not limited to incineration or detoxification associated with
disposal of the equipment. Landfill pricing includes any and all services relating to the
equipment, including but not limited to incineration or detoxification of drained oil and
other wastes associated with the equipment.

Transformers drained of free-flowing liguid shall be decontaminated by the Vendor using a
method approved and authorized by EPA. The Vendor shall dispose of used solvent rinsate in
conformance with all applicable Environmental or Safety Law. The Successful Bidder shall
dispose of the drained equipment in a chemical waste landfill that complies with 40 CFR 761 or
shall decommission on site for metal recovery in conformance with all applicable Environmental
or Safety Law. Method shall be specified by Seattle City Light.

a) Transformers drained of free-flowing liquid, <500 ppm
Disposal Cost per pound: $0.18 Decommission
Disposal Cost per pound: $0.157 Landfill

b) Transformers drained of free-flowing liquid, >500 ppm
Disposal Cost per pound: $0.53 Decommission

Qil-filled units containing less than 500 ppm PCBs shall be drained of free-flowing fluid by
the Vendor. The Vendor shall detoxify drained oil whenever possible. The Vendor shall
flush/decontaminate all drained equipment by a method approved and authorized by EPA. The
drained equipment shall be disposed of in a chemical waste landfill that complies with 40 CFR
761 or shall be decommissioned on site for metal recovery in conformance with all applicable
Environmental or Safety Law. The Vendor shall dispose of used solvent rinsate in conformance
with all applicable Environmental or Safety Law. Method shall be specified by Seattle City Light.

a) Oil-filled units, <500 ppm
