03.2(2). The mixture shall be well biended to produce a homogeneous mix, and have an organic matter
content of 4% to 8% determined using the Loss on Ignition Method.

MULCHES AND AMENDMENTS

ARBORIST WOOD CHIP MULCH {09-18-13)

Quality. Arborist Wood Chip Mulch (AWCM) shall be coarse ground wood chips (approximately 1/2" to 6"
along the longest dimension) derived from the mechanical grinding or shredding of the above-ground
portions of trees. It may contain wood, wood fiber, bark, branches, and leaves; but may not contain visible
amounts of soil. It shall be free of weeds and weed seeds Including but not limited to plants cn the King
County Noxious Weed list available at: www_kingcounty.goviwveeds, and shall be free of invasive plant
portions capable of re-sprouting, including but not limited to horsetail, ivy, clematis, knotweed, etc. It may
not contain more than 1/2% by weight of manufactured inert material (plastic, concrete, ceramics, metal,
etc).

Cedar Grove will provide a lock to put in series on chain for gated storage yard. Cedar
