1. BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE.

By responding to this Request for Proposal (RFP), Proposer agrees that s/he has read and understands all
documents within this RFP package.

Purpose:

This solicitation seeks transformers to support the Seattle City Light hydro-power electrical system.
Seattle City Light is currently using a 26kV system, and has been since approximately 1960. Seattle’s
high fault current is much more likely to cause an eventful failure than a typical lower voltage systems.
A failure on the 26kV distribution can be dangerous to City Light workers and to the public. City Light
has adapted periodic test and review transformer safety, reliability, stock levels, safety stock and
economics for this commodity.

Seattle City Light works extensively to provide and guarantee reliable service to City Light electrical
power customers, providing electrical power service without interruption or power quality problems.
Any electrical outage, whether experienced by Seattle City Light or otherwise, is expensive and
inconvenient to the public. Transformers are an essential part of the reliability of the system. A failed
transformer unit affectively doubles the testing, installation, material handling, material cost and adds
an additional salvage cost to the already surmounting cost to the City.

The City therefore has a series of specifications that have been carefully established to ensure the
highest possible performance for the City. The City requires Bidders to propose and provide products
that are compliant to Seattle City Material Standards specifications and that pass mandatory testing
inspection conducted by SCL. The City standards also establish certain maintenance schedules and
practices, and loading practices in order to achieve the best function from transformers and lengthen the
time before the end of transformer life.

The City has successfully had five (5) OVERHEAD pole-type type transformer contracts, however, the
contracts have expired, and do not have renewal options. Therefore the City is going out for a
competitive solicitation to establish new contracts. The City expects to award one (1) or more contracts.

The City of Seattle is seeking proposals from qualified Proposers for various types and sizes of Single

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Quality Assurance: All units shall be new, and will be free of any defects. The City reserves the right to
compare any and all products delivered by the Vendor with the standard of quality as originally bid.

Environmental Specifications

Delivery of Products and Services — Idling Prohibited: Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at the
time and delivery location for more than five minutes.

Examples include
“bucket” trucks that allow workers to reach telephone wires or tree branches; and vehicles with a lift on the
back to move products in and out of the truck. The City is committed to reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions
and intends to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles.

The City requests that companies refrain from
requesting proposal information concerning other respondents until an intention to award is announced, as a
measure to best protect the solicitation process, particularly in the event of a cancellation or resolicitation. With
this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly fulfill all public disclosure requests for such
information, as required by State Law.

Offer Form.

Proposer shall specify response in the format and on any forms provided, indicating unit prices if appropriate,
and attaching additional pages if needed. In the case of difference between the unit pricing and the extended
price, the City shall use the unit pricing. The City may correct the extended price accordingly. Proposer shall
quote prices with freight prepaid and allowed. Proposer shall quote prices FOB Destination. All prices shall
be in US Dollars. '

Proposer Responsibility to Provide Full Response.

It is the Proposer’s responsibility to provide a full and complete written response, which does not require
interpretation or clarification by the Buyer. The Proposer is to provide all requested materials, forms and
information. The Proposer is responsible to ensure the materials submitted will properly and accurately reflects
the Proposer specifications and offering. During scoring and evaluation (prior to interviews if any), the City
will rely upon the submitted materials and shall not accept materials from the Proposer after the RFP deadline;
however this does not limit the right of the City to consider additional information (such as references that are
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not provided by the Proposer but are known to the City, or past experience by the City in assessing
responsibility), or to seek clarifications as needed by the City.

Partial and Multiple Awards.

Unless stated to the contrary in the Scope of Work, the City reserves the right to name a partial and/or multiple
awards, in the best interest of the City. Proposers are to prepare proposals given the City’s right to a partial or
multiple awards. Further, the City may eliminate an individual line item when calculating award, in order to
best meet the needs of the City, if a particular line item is not routinely available or is a cost that exceeds the
City funds. For Proposals, the City may negotiate with the successful Proposer, to finalize the work and
specifications consistent with the objectives of the RFP.

Seattle Business Tax Revenue Consideration. :

SMC 20.60.106 (H) authorizes that in determining the lowest and best Proposer, the City shall take into
consideration the tax revenues derived by the City from its business and occupation or utility taxes and its sales
and use taxes from the proposed purchase. Businesses that are located and licensed within the Seattle City
limits are eligible for Seattle tax consideration for purposes of calculation of low offer. This shall be equivalent
to a reduction of the cost for purposes of evaluation only, of .025.

Taxes.

The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts the City).
Washington state tax, use tax if any, and local sales tax will be added onto the resultant Contract cost, although
will not be used in evaluation of costs.

Interlocal Purchasing Agreements.

This is for information and consent only, and shall not be used for evaluation RCW 39.34 allows cooperative
purchasing between public agencies, and other political subdivisions. SMC 20.60.100 also allows non profits to
use these agreements. The seller agrees to sell additional items at the offer prices, terms and conditions, to other
eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City. The City of Seattle accepts no
responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies. Should the Proposer
require additional pricing for such purchases, the Proposer is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the
City.

Equal Benefits.

1. Proposers must submit an Equal Benefits Compliance Form with their RFP response (See Section —
Response Format and Organization Section). If not submitted, your bid/response will be rejected. If your
company does not comply with Equal Benefits and does not intend to do so, you must still submit the Form
with your bid/response.

2. Fill out the form properly. It is essential to your standing in the evaluation process, so it is important to
understand and complete the Form properly.

3. The Buyer can answer many of your questions. However, the office that handles special Equal Benefit
issues for the City is the Contracting Services Section. The general phone number is 206-684-0430. If you
have any questions, you may call either the Buyer or the Contracting Services Section to ensure you
correctly complete the form properly before you submit your bid/response. If you are not receiving a
response in the time frame you require to submit your bid/response on time, call the Buyer for direction.

4. There are 6 options on the Form to pick among. They range from full compliance (Options A, B, C), to
several alternatives that require advance authorization by the City before you send in your bid/response
(Option D, E), to Non Compliance.

5. IMPORTANT: Fill out the form out to reflect the commitment you are making if you are to win an award.
If you intend to be Equal Benefit compliant should you win an award, answer the form accordingly.
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6. Definition of Domestic Partner: The Seattle Municipal Code defines domestic partner for purposes of
compliance as follows (see SMC 20.45.010 Definitions):

“Domestic Partner” means any person who is registered with his/her employer as (having) a
domestic partner, or, in the absence of such employer-provided registry, is registered as a domestic
partner with a governmental body pursuant to state or local law authorizing such registration. Any
internal employer registry of domestic partnership must comply with criteria for domestic
partnerships specified by rule by the Department.

Whether through employer registration or through a public agency registration, the definition of domestic
Partner, by City Rule, can not be more restrictive than that provided below:

®  Share the same regular and permanent residence; and

®  Have a close, personal relationship; and

= Are jointly responsible for "basic living expenses" as defined below; and

®  Are not married to anyone; and

= Are each eighteen (18) years of age or older; and

" Are not related by blood closer than would bar marriage in the (State in which the individual
resides); and

= Were mentally competent to consent to contract when the domestic partnership began; and

m  Are each other’s sole domestic partner and are responsible for each other’s common welfare.

"Basic living expenses" means the cost of basic food, shelter, and any other expenses of a Domestic Partner
which are paid at least in part by a program or benefit for which the partner qualified because of the
Domestic Partnership. The individuals need not contribute equally or jointly to the cost of these expenses as
long as they agree that both are responsible for the cost.

If the employer does not have a registration system and does not intend to implement as part of the Equal
Benefits compliance, the City of Seattle has a registration system as an option. Information is available at:

7. Note that if you have multiple offices, you can be compliant to Equal Benefits by offering Equal Benefits to
only those employees in Seattle office locations and in those offices doing directly work on the City
contract.

8. Option D and Option E are used only if you have an official waiver from the City before you submit your
bid/response. Waivers are issued by the Contracting Services Section at 206-684-0430. You must request
and receive the waiver before you submit your bid/response. If the Contracting Services Section staff are
not available or not responding in the time frame you require, call the Buyer for assistance. If the waiver is
not attached with your bid/response, the Buyer can change your status to non-compliance.

9. The Form provides the Buyer your declared EB status. However, the City issues the final determination of
your EB status for purposes of bid/response evaluation.

10. If information on your form is conflicting or not clearly supported by the documentation that the City
receives, the Buyer may reject your bid/response or may seek clarification to ensure the City properly
classifies your compliance.
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Equal Benefits makes a significant difference in your standing as a Proposer. Here are the evaluation
steps:

11. If one or more vendors comply (having properly selected any options from A through E) then:

Affirmative Efforts for Women and Minority Subcontracting.

Under Seattle Municipal Code 20.42.010, the City finds that minority and women businesses are significantly
under-represented and have been underutilized on City Contracts. Additionally, the City does not want to enter
into agreements with businesses that discriminate in employment or service provision. The City intends to
provide the maximum practicable opportunity for increased participation by minority and women owned
businesses, given that such businesses are underrepresented, to ensure that City contracting practices do not
support discrimination in employment and services when the City procures public works, goods, and services
from the private sector. The City shall not enter into Contracts with Vendors that do not agree to use
Affirmative Efforts as required under SMC Chapter 20.42 or violate any provisions of that chapter, or those
requirements given below.

a.  As part of the ITB response, Vendors shall submit the requested Vendor Questionnaire (see the Offer Submittal
Section at the back of this ITB). The Vendor Questionnaire asks whether there is any new employment or
subcontracting that will result from contract award.

b. If the Vendor requires no new employment or subcontracting, the Vendor shall indicate NO and proceed
forward. If yes, the Vendor shall submit the requested Outreach Plan. The City shall review the response to
ensure it is responsible and has shown a successful and deliberate effort to achieve the goals established by the
City ordinance.

c. By submitting a bid, the Vendor agrees as a contract condition to take affirmative efforts to pursue the
Outreach Plan submitted by the Vendor. At the request of the City, Vendors must furnish evidence of the
Vendor's compliance, including documentation of their efforts before and during the contract to: 1) employ
women and minority group members; 2) subcontract with Women and Minority Businesses on City Contracts;
and 3) compliance with non-discrimination in the provision of goods and services.
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Insurance Requirements.

Insurance requirements presented in the Attachments Section of this RFP are mandatory. The City will remind
the apparent successful proposal in the Intent to Award letter. The apparent successful Proposer must promptly
provide such proof of insurance to the City in reply to the Intent to Award Letter. Contracts will not be
executed until all required proof of insurance has been received and approved by the City.

Vendors are encouraged to immediately contact their Broker to begin preparation of the required insurance
documents, in the event that the Vendor is selected as a finalist. Proposers may elect to provide the requested
insurance documents within their Proposal.

Contract Terms and Conditions.

The City has the right to negotiate changes to submitted proposals and to change the City's otherwise mandatory
terms and conditions during negotiations, or by providing notice to the Vendor during the contract.

However, Vendors are to price and submit proposals with the understanding that all specifications,
requirements, terms-and conditions are mandatory for the Vendor to comply with. Proposers are responsible to
review all specifications, requirements, Terms and Conditions, insurance requirements, and other requirements
herein. Submittal of a proposal is agreement to comply with all the requirements, specifications, terms and
conditions, without exception, unless modified by the City.

The contract terms and conditions adopted by City Purchasing are included in this RFP. This includes special
provisions and specifications, as well as standard terms embedded on the last page of this RFP. Collectively,
these are referred to as “Contract” in this Section, although the City will also incorporate the Vendor’s proposal
into the Contract as adopted by the City.

Vendor agrees, as a condition of submitting an RFP response, to enter into the Contract as provided in this RFP.
If Vendor refuses is awarded a contract and refuses to sign with the Contract conditions as provided in this RFP,
the City may reject the Vendor and disqualify the Vendor from future solicitations for this scope of work.
Vendors are to price and submit proposals to reflect the Contract provided in this RFP. Under no circumstances
shall Vendor submit its own boilerplate of terms and conditions.

That being said, if a Vendor seeks to modify any Contract provision, the Vendor must submit a request with
their proposal, as an “Exception” for consideration by the City. The Vendor must state the issue and propose
alternative language. The City is not obligated to accept the Exceptions. The City may accept some or all
exceptions or may refuse. Exceptions that materially change the character of the contract may result in rejection
of the proposal as non-responsive.

The City will not modify provisions mandated by Federal, State or City law, including but not limited to Equal
Benefits, Audit, Affirmative Action, Confidentiality, and Debarment. The City will reject all exceptions to
Indemnification.

The City shall accept or reject exceptions, and will present a final contract for Vendor signature. The Bidder
should be prepared to receive the contract for signature without discussion or negotiation.

Nothing herein prOverheadibits the City from opening discussions with the highest ranked apparent successful
Proposer, to negotiate modifications to either the proposal or the contract terms and conditions, in order to align
the proposal or the contract to best meet City needs within the scope sought by the RFP.

Effective Dates of Offer.

Offer prices and costs in Proposer submittal must remain valid until City completes award. Should any
Proposer object to this condition, the Proposer must provide objection through a question and/or complaint to
the Buyer prior to the proposal due date.
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Prompt Payment Discount.
On the Offer form or in submittal, the Proposer may state a prompt payment discount term, if the Proposer
offers one to the City. A prompt payment discount term of ten or more days will be considered in evaluation.

Proprietary Proposal Material.

The City requests that companies refrain from requesting public disclosure of proposal information until an
intention to award is announced, as a measure to best protect the solicitation process, particularly in the event of
a cancellation or resolicitation. With this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly fulfill all public
disclosure requests for such information as required by State Law.

Proposers should understand that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the
Agreement, and any other contract materials) they submit to the City become public records under Washington
State law (See RCW Chapter 42.56, the Public Disclosure Act, at
http://wwwl.leg.wa.gov/LawsAndAgencyRules. Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request
unless a statute exempts disclosure. Exemptions from disclosure include trade secrets and valuable formulas
(See RCW 42.56.540 and RCW Ch. 19.108). However, public-disclosure exemptions are narrow and specific.
Proposers are expected to be familiar with any potentially-applicable exemptions, and the limits of those
exemptions.

Proposers are obligated to separately bind and clearly mark as “proprietary” information any proposal records
they believe are exempted from disclosure. The body of the proposal may refer to these separately-bound
records. Proposers should mark as “proprietary” only that information they believe legitimately fits within a
public-disclosure exemption. The City may reject solicitation responses that are marked proprietary in their
entirety.

If the City receives a public disclosure request for records that a Proposer has marked as “proprietary
information,” the City may notify the Proposer of this request and postpone disclosure briefly to allow the
Proposer to file a lawsuit under RCW 42.17.330 to enjoin disclosure. However, this is a courtesy of the City and
not an obligation.

The City has no obligation to assert an exemption from disclosure. If the Proposer believes that its records are
exempt from disclosure, the Proposer is obligated to seek an injunction under RCW 42.56. By submitting a
Proposal the Proposer acknowledges this obligation; the Proposer also acknowledges that the City will have no
obligation or liability to the Proposer if the records are disclosed.

Cost of Preparing Proposals

The City will not be liable for any costs incurred by the Proposer in the preparation and presentation of
proposals submitted in response to this RFP including, but not limited to, costs incurred in connection with the
Proposer’s participation in demonstrations and the pre-proposal conference.

Terms and Conditions

Entire Agreement. This Contract including all attachments, amendments and subsequently issued change notices, comprises the
entire agreement between the City of Seattle (Seattle) and the Contractor. The City’s Purchase Order, the Vendor Offer including all
attachments, the Addendum to the Bid, the ITB specifications, the ITB instructions and ITB Attachments, are explicitly included in
this Contract. Where there are conflicts between these documents, the controlling document will be in that same sequence, with the
first taking priority over the last listed.

Term: Any term specified in the solicitation or specification shall prevail. Should this be a one-time purchase, the Contract shall
commence on the date the City’s Buyer signs the same and shall expire sixty (60) days after delivery and acceptance of last item. If a
Blanket Contract award, this contract shall be for the term specified in the solicitation, and if not specified shall be five years, with
one two-year extension allowed at the option of the City. Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written
confirmation, unless the City provides advance notice of the intention to not renew. The Vendor may provide also provide a notice to
not extend, but must provide such notice at least 45 days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date.

Schedule: Unless the City’s Buyer issues a written change, Contractor shall deliver the items or render the services by the “Last
Item Due Date” stated on the Contract signature page At the City’s option, Contractor’s failure to timely deliver or to perform may
require expedited shipping at Contractor’s expense, or may be cause for termination of the Contract and the return of all or part of the
items at Contractor’s expense. If Contractor anticipates difficulty in meeting the schedule, the Contractor shall promptly notify the
City’s Buyer of such difficulty and the length of the anticipated delay.

Scope of Work: Contractor shall provide the products and/or services specified within this Contract.

Payment: Seattle agrees to compensate as specified herein or attached, in consideration of acceptable Contractor performance.
Payment shall only be made for services performed and/or product delivered, after receipt, review and authorization by the City.
Such payment shall be paid according to early payment discount terms, or if no early payment discount is offered, thirty (30) days
after the City’s receipt and acceptance of the goods or completion and acceptance of the services. Payment periods will be computed
from either the date of delivery an acceptance of all goods ordered, the acceptance by the City of completion of all services, or the
date of receipt of a correct invoice, whichever date is later. This section is not intended to restrict partial payments that are specified
in the contract. All dollars referenced in this Contract and attachments are US Dollars.

Invoices: Invoices must show a breakdown of products provided and price for each. Invoices must specify the Name and Phone
Number of the City employee that placed the order.

Overages/Underages: Shipments shall match the purchase order, any unauthorized advance or excess shipments are returnable at
Contractors expense. The City is not obligated to return overages and will not pay for overages.

Taxes, Fees and Licenses.

Fees and Licenses: Contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status, any license fees, assessments, permit charges, etc.,
which are necessary for contract performance. It is the Contractor’s sole responsibility to monitor and determine any changes or the
enactment of any subsequent requirements for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes during
the entire term of this Contract. Contractor must pay all custom duties, brokerage or import fees where applicable as part of the
contract price. Contractor shall take all necessary actions to ensure that materials or equipment purchased are expedited through
customs.

Taxes: Where required by state statute, ordinance or regulation, Contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that
are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, Seattle agrees to pay State of Washington sales or use taxes on
all applicable consumer services and materials purchased. No charge by the Contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and
Seattle agrees to furnish Contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.

Withholding payment for taxes/business license fees due the City of Seattle: Seattle Municipal Code 5.45.060 specifies that the -
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Contractor will have taxes or fees paid in full for Seattle Business License requirements, before receiving any warrant or the final
payment for performing within any contract for the City. The Director of the Department of Executive Administration may withhold
payment due a City contractor pending satisfactory resolution of unpaid taxes and fees due the City under title 5.45.060.

Supplier is to calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on the invoice. Tax is to be computed on new
items after deduction of any trade-in, in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.

9. Pricing: Pricing reflects the following agreements. These are in addition to annual Prevailing Wage adjustments if required. The
Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid
or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the opinion of the Buyer.

Requests for Rate Increases must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer in accordance to the rules below. No other employee
may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City. Any invoice that is sent to the City with pricing above that specified by the
City in writing within this Contract or specified within an official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be
invalid. Payment of an erroneous invoice does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek
reimbursement of the overpayment or would withhold such overpayment from future invoices.

A.  Fixed Product Pricing: For product and supply contracts that provide on-going, multiple year supply. Original pricing
shall be fixed and firm for the first two years of the contract, Price requests are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must
also be:

1. The direct result of increases at the manufacturer's level (or if Vendor is a supplier of a raw material delivered
directly to the City such as cement or soil, the increase must be verified at the supplier level).

Incurred after contract commencement date.

Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.

Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase.

Be filed with Buyer (RFP Coordinator) a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed

6. Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer (RFP Coordinator) sufficient to warrant the
increase.

7. The United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index or other government data may be
referenced to help substantiate the Vendor’s documentation. A link to the PPI Commodity Data is available at
http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.

8. The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 90 days after the effective date of the
adjustment.

9. Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology.

10. Cost Reductions: Any cost reductions to the Vendor, such as rebates or “specials”, shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract
price effective immediately. Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.
Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the
Vendor for corrections.

11. Invoicing: The Vendor is required to provide a method for tracking the cost of the item to the City, with the City discount
calculation displayed so that pricing discounts can be easily tracked and verified by the City with each invoice. Each invoice to the
City shall specify the “Manufacturers Current List Price,” the discount rate that the City receives, and the final net cost to the City.

12. Catalogue and Manufacturer List Pricing: Upon City request, the Vendor shall provide access to the “Manufacturer’s Current
Price List” in electronic and/or paper format. Such requests may be for current catalogue pricing or for past catalogue that are within
the term of the contract.

13. Delivery of Products and Services — Idling Prohibited: Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at the time and location of
the delivery to the City for more than five minutes. The City requires vendors to utilize practices that reduce fuel consumption and
emission discharge, including turning off trucks and vehicles during delivery of products to the City. Exceptions to this requirement
include when a vehicle is making deliveries and associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power in another
device, and if required for proper warm-up and cool-down of the engine. Specific examples include “bucket” trucks that allow a
worker to reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming; and vehicles with a lift on the back of a truck to move
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products in and out of the truck. The City of Seattle has a commitment to reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions. The City intends
to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air,
healthier work environments, the efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation
of natural resources, and good stewardship practices. '

. Travel and Direct Charges: If the specifications and scope of work for this purchase have specifically identified travel and/or direct
costs that the City intends to reimburse, then the following requirements shall apply. All such expenses must be pre-approved in
writing by the Project Manager. If the specifications and scope of work do not clearly identify such costs for compensation, than no
compensation will be given.

City will reimburse the Contractor at actual cost for expenditures that are pre-approved by the City in writing and are necessary
and directly applicable to the work required by this Contract provided that similar direct project costs related to the contracts of
other clients are consistently accounted for in a like manner. Such direct project costs may not be charged as part of overhead
expenses. Direct charges may include, but are not limited to the following items: travel, printing, long distance telephone,
supplies, computer charges, and fees of subconsultants or subcontractors.

The billing for direct expenses specifically identifiable with this project shall be an itemized listing of the charges supported by
copies of the original bills, invoices, expense accounts, subconsultant/subcontractor paid invoices, and other supporting
documents used by the Contractor to generate invoice(s) to the City. The original supporting documents shall be available to the
City for inspection upon request. All charges must be necessary for the services provided under this Contract.

The City will reimburse the actual cost for travel expenses incurred as evidenced by copies of receipts supporting such travel
expenses, and in accordance with the City of Seattle Travel Policy, details of which can be provided upon request.

Airfare: Airfare will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the airline ticket. The City will reimburse for Economy or Coach fare
only. Receipts detailing each airfare are required. '

Meals: Meals will be reimbursed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed and do not
require receipts or additional documentation. The City will not reimburse for alcohol at any time.

Lodging: Lodging will be reimbursed at actual cost incurred up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost Index for the
city in which the work was performed. Receipts detailing each day / night lodging are required. The City will reimburse at the
single occupancy rate. As an alternative, lodging billed at the published Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the
work is performed does not require receipts or additional documentation. In this case, the invoice needs to state that "the lodging
is being billed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate.”

Vehicle mileage: Vehicle mileage will be reimbursed at the Federal Internal Revenue Service Standard Business Mileage Rate
in affect at the time the mileage expense is incurred (currently that rate is 48.5 cents per mile.)

Rental Car: Rental car expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the rental. Rental car receipts are required for all rental
car expenses (the City will only pay for the rental of "Compact” vehicles unless three or more persons are sharing one vehicle in
which case a "Mid-sized" vehicle rental is acceptable).

Miscellaneous Travel (e.g. parking, gas, taxi, shuttle, tolls, ferry fees, etc.): Miscellaneous travel expenses will be reimbursed
at the actual cost incurred.

Subcontractor: Subcontractor expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Copies of all subcontractor invoices that
are rebilled to the City are required.

Delivery: Except when instructed otherwise, Delivery must be made during normal work hours and within timeframes proposed by
Contractor herein and as accepted by Seattle. Failure to comply may subject Contractor to non-delivery assessment charges and/or
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damages as appropriate. Seattle reserves the right to refuse shipment when delivered before or after normal working hours.
Contractor shall verify specific working hours of offices and so instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly. The acceptance by Seattle
of late performance without objection or reservation shall not waive the right of Seattle to claim damages for such breach, nor
preclude Seattle from pursuing any other remedy provided herein, including termination, nor constitute a waiver of the requirements
for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor. All deliveries are to be made to the
applicable delivery location in accordance with Interstate Commerce Commission rules or as indicated in Purchase Order. When
applicable, Contractor shall take necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather.

Identification: All invoices, packing slips, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers,
and other written documents affecting this contract shall be identified by the applicable purchase order number. Packing lists shall be
enclosed with each shipment, indicating the contents therein.

Charges for handling: No charges will be allowed for handling that includes but is not limited to packing, wrapping, bags,
containers, or reels, unless otherwise stated herein. b

Contract Notices, Deliverable Materials and Invoices Delivery: Official Contract notices shall be delivered to the Buyer at the
addresses specified in the solicitation.

. Representations: Contractor represents and warrants that it has the requisite training, skill and experience necessary to provide

Work and is appropriately accredited and licensed by all applicable agencies and governmental entities.

Warranties: Contractor warrants that all materials, equipment, and/or services provided under this Contract shall be fit for the
purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, are properly package, proper instructions and warnings are supplied, that all
goods comply with applicable safety and health standards, that an MSDS Sheet is supplied as required by law, and that products or
services conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any service and inspection incidental thereto by
Seattle shall not alter or affect the obligations of the Contractor or the rights of Seattle.

. Independent Contractor: It is the intention and understanding of the Parties that Contractor shall be an independent contractor and

that Seattle shall be neither liable for nor obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay or any other benefit of employment, nor to pay any
social security or other tax that may arise as an incident of employment. The Contractor shall pay all income and other taxes as due.
Industrial or other insurance that is purchased for the benefit of the Contractor shall not be deemed to convert this Contract to an
employment contract. It is recognized that Contractor may or will be performing work during the term for other parties and that
Seattle is not the exclusive user of the services that Contractor provides.

. Inspection: Work shall be subject, at all times, to inspection by and with approval of Seattle, but the making (or failure or delay in

making) such inspection or approval shall not relieve Contractor of responsibility for performance of the Work in accordance with
this Contract, notwithstanding Seattle’s knowledge of defective or noncomplying performance, its substantiality or the ease of its
discovery. Contractor shall provide sufficient, safe, and proper facilities and equipment for such inspection and free access to such
facilities.

. Title, Risk of Loss, Freight, Overages or Underages: Title of goods received under this contract shall remain with the Contractor

until they are delivered to the address specified, at which time title passes to Seattle. Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to
bear all risks of loss, injury, or destruction of goods and materials ordered herein which occur prior to delivery and acceptance. Such
loss, injury, or destruction shall not release Contractor from any obligations under. Prices include freight prepaid and allowed.
Contractor assumes the risk of every increase, and receives the benefit of every decrease, in delivery rates and charges. Shipments
shall correspond with the Contract; any unauthorized advance or excess shipment is returnable at Contractor’s expense.

Performance: Acceptance by Seattle of unsatisfactory performance with or without objection or reservation shall not waive the right
to claim damage for breach, or terminate the contract, nor constitute a waiver of requirements for satisfactory performance of any
obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.

Affirmative Efforts:

=  Employment Actions: Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race,
religion, creed, age, color, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, political ideology, ancestry, national
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origin, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational
qualification. Contractor shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated

SELF-INSURANCE. Any self-insured retention not fronted by an insurer must be disclosed. Any defense costs or claim
payments falling within a self-insured retention shall be the responsibility of Vendor.

Prior to performance of any scope of work under paragraph 5., Vendor shall provide
certification of insurance acceptable to the City evidencing the minimum coverages and limits of liability and other
requirements specified herein.

Americans with Disabilities Act: The Contractor shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities
Act of 1990 (ADA) in performing its obligations under this Contract. In particular, if the Contractor is providing services, prograims,
or activities to City employees or members of the public as part of this Contract, the Contractor shall not deny participation or the
benefits of such services, programs, or activities to people with disabilities on the basis of such disability. Failure to comply with the
provisions of the ADA shall be a material breach of, and grounds for the immediate termination of, this Contract.

OSHA/WISHA: Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Acts of 1970 (OSHA),
as may be amended, and, if it has a workplace within the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of
1973 (WISHA), as may be amended, and the standards and regulations issued thereunder and certifies that all items furnished and
purchased under this order will conform to and comply with said standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to indemnify’
and hold harmless purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to comply with the acts
and standards thereunder and for the failure of the items furnished under this order to so comply.

Contractor shall ensure that no Work or matter related to the Work is performed
by any person (employee, subcontractor, or otherwise) who was a City officer or employee within the past twelve (12) months; and as
such was officially involved in, participated in, or acted upon any matter related to the Work, or is otherwise prohibited from such
performance by SMC 4.16.075.

:. No Conflict of Interest: Contractor confirms that Contractor does not have a business interest or a close family relationship with any

City officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in the Contractor selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration, or
evaluating the Contractor's performance.

No Gifts or Gratuities: Contractor shall not directly or indirectly offer gifts and resources to any person employed by the City that is
intended, or may be reasonably intended, to benefit the Vendor by way of award, administration, or in any other way to influence
purchasing decisions of the City. This includes but is not limited to, City Purchasing office employees and City employees that do
business with, order, purchase or are part of decision-making for business, contract or purchase decisions. The Vendor shall not offer
meals, gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or anything of economic value to any such
City employees.

Copyrights: For materials and documents prepared by Contractor in connection with the Work, Contractor shall retain the copyright
(including the right of reuse) whether or not the Work is completed. Contractor grants to Seattle a non-exclusive, irrevocable,
unlimited, royalty-free license to use every document and all other materials prepared by the Contractor for Seattle under this
Contract. If requested by Seattle, a copy of all drawing, prints, plans, field notes, reports, documents, files, input materials, output
materials, the media upon which they are located (including cards, tapes, discs and other storage facilities), software programs or
packages (including source code or codes, object codes, upgrades, revisions, modifications, and any related materials) and/or any
other related documents or materials which are developed solely for, and paid for by, Seattle in connection with the performance of
the Work, shall be promptly delivered to Seattle.
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Seattle may make and retain copies of such documents for its information and reference in connection with their use on the project.
The Contractor does not represent or warrant that such documents are suitable for reuse by Seattle, or others, on extensions of the
project, or on any other project. Contractor represents and warrants that it has all necessary legal authority to make the assignments
and grant the licenses required by this Section.

No personal liability: No officer, agent or authorized employee of the City shall be personally responsible for any liability arising
under this Contract, whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this
Contract. £

Binding Effect: The provisions, covenants and conditions in this Contract apply to bind the parties, their legal heirs, representatives,
successors, and assigns.

Waiver: No covenant, term or condition or the breach thereof shall be deemed waived, except by written consent of the party
against whom the waiver is claimed, and any waiver of the breach of any covenant, term or condition shall not be deemed to be a
waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant, term or condition. Neither the acceptance by
Seattle of any performance by the Contractor after the time the same shall have become due nor payment to the Contractor for any
portion of the Work shall constitute a waiver by Seattle of the breach or default of any covenant, term or condition unless otherwise
this is expressly agreed to by Seattle, in writing. The City’s failure to insist on performance of any of the terms or conditions herein
or to exercise any right or privilege or the City’s waiver of any breach hereunder shall not thereafter waive any other term, condition,
or privilege, whether of the same or similar type.

Anti-Trust: Seattle maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser.

Captions: The titles of sections, or subsections, are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents.

Severability: Any invalidity, in whole or in part, of any provision of this Contract shall not affect the validity of any other of iis
provisions.

Disputes: Any dispute or misunderstanding that may arise under this Contract concerning Contractor's performance shall first be
resolved, if mutually agreed to be appropriate, through negotiations between the Contractor's Project Manager and Seattle's Project
Manager, or if mutually agreed, referred to the City’s named representative and the Contractor's senior executive(s). Either party
may decline or discontinue such discussions and may then pursue other means to resolve such disputes, or may by mutual agreement
pursue other dispute alternatives such as alternate dispute resolution processes. Nothing in this dispute process shall in any way
mitigate the rights, if any, of either party to terminate the contract in accordance with the termination provisions herein.

For Cause: Seattle may terminate this Contract if the Contractor is in material breach of any terms of this Contract, and such breach’
has not been corrected to Seattle’s reasonable satisfaction in a timely manner, '
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For City’s Convenience: Seattle may terminate this Contract in whole or in part, without cause and for any reason including Seattle’s
convenience, upon written notice to the Contractor.

Nonappropriation of Funds: Seattle may terminate this Contract at any time without notice due to nonappropriation of funds, whether
such funds are local, state or federal grants, and no such notice shall be required notwithstanding any notice requirements that may be
agreed upon for other causes of termination.

Acts of Insolvency: Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if the Contractor becomes insolvent, makes a
general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its business or assets, becomes
subject to any proceeding under any bankruptcy or insolvency law whether domestic or foreign, or is wound up or liquidated,
voluntarily or otherwise.

Termination for Gifts or Gratuities: Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if Seattle finds that any
gratuity in the form of entertainment, a gift, or otherwise, was offered to or given by the Contractor or any agent therefor to any City
official, officer or employee, as defined above.

Notice: Seattle is not required to provide advance notice of termination. Notwithstanding, the Buyer may issue a termination notice
with an effective date later than the termination notice itself. In such case, the Contractor shall continue to provide products and
services as required by the Buyer until the effective date provided in the termination notice.

Actions upon Termination: In the event of termination not the fault of the Contractor, the Contractor shall be paid for the services
properly performed prior to termination, together with any reimbursable expenses then due, but in no event shall such compensation
exceed the maximum compensation to be paid under the Contract. The Contractor agrees that this payment shall fully and adequately
compensate the Contractor and all subcontractors for all profits, costs, expenses, losses, liabilities, damages, taxes, and charges of any
kind whatsoever (whether foreseen or unforeseen) attributable to the termination of this Contract.

Upon receipt of such notice, the party shall be excused from such performance as is affected by the Force Majeure Event for the
period of such Event. If such Event affects the delivery date or warranty provisions of this Agreement, such date or warranty period
shall automatically be extended for a period equal to the duration of such Event.

Major Emergencies or Disasters: The City may undergo an emergency or disaster that may require the Contractor to either
increase or decrease quantities from normal deliveries, or that may disrupt the Contractor’s ability to provide normal performance.
Such events may include, but are not limited to, a storm, high wind, earthquake, flood, hazardous material release, and transportation
mishap, loss of any utility service, fire, terrorist activity or any combination of the above. In such events, the following shall apply.

Such efforts by the Contractor are not to be
diminished as a result of Contractor providing service to other customers, except as mandated by State or Federal
governments. '

(e) If the Contractor is unable to respond in the time and/or quantities requested by the City, the Contractor shall promptly
assist the City to the extent practicable, to gain access to alternative materials and/or services. This may include:

6) Contractor colluded with another contractor to restrain competition.

7) Contractor committed fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing
a Contract for the City or any other government entity.

This specification covers single-phase, pole-type transformers with a single primary bushing for use on a
25,564 Grd.Y/14,760 volt, 60 Hertz overhead distribution system. The transformers will be connected phase-
to-neutral in both single-phase or three-phase applications without surge arresters.

1.2 Transformers supplied under this specification shall meet the requirements of ANSI C57.12.20-2005, except
as modified herein.
Rating
2.1 The kVA ratings shall be 15, 25, 50, 75, 100, 167, or 250 kVVA, as specified on the purchase requisition.
2.2 The voltage ratings shall be:
25,564 Grd. Y/14,760 - 120/240 volts; or
25,564 Grd. Y/14,760 - 240/480 volts; or
25,564 Grd. Y/14,760 - 138.5/277 volts; or
25,564 Grd. Y/14,760 - 2400/4160Y volts; or
25,564 Grd. Y/14,760 - 1385/2400Y volts; or
as specified on the purchase requisition.
Insulation
3.1 The basic insulation level (BIL) shall be 125 kV.
3.2 Dielectric test levels shall be in accordance with Sections 5 and 6 of ANSI C57.12.20-2005.
3.3 The transformer shall be designed for 65° C rise and this shall be stated on the bid. The insulation system

shall be constructed of 65° C rise materials.

Short-Circuit Capability

The manufacturer shall submit certified test data proving its design has performed satisfactorily when tested in
accordance with ANSI C57.12.90-1899. "Proof of Satisfactory Performance” shall require compliance with:

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5. Primary Bushings

the creepage distance shall be 17-1/4" minimum and the BIL shall be 125 kV or more.

5.2 The primary bushing shall be equipped with an animal protector having a hand-wheel clamp. The hand-wheel
shall have an integral nut that tightens the "eye bolt" terminal. The terminal shall be per ANSI C57.12.20-
2005, Table 8 and shall be tinned copper-alloy. The protector shall be made of shatter-, track- and corrosion-
resistant material. The animal protector shall be Porcelain Products Company Catalog Series 65000,

6. Secondary Bushings for 120/240, 240/480, and 138.5/277 Volt Secondaries

6.1 Secondary bushings shall be arranged per ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Section 7.1.2.2, and Tables 7 and 9,
except as modified herein.

6.2 On 75 kVA transformers and below, the secondary terminals shall be tinned copper-alloy "eye bolt"-type per
ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Tables 7 and 9, and Figure 5a with connector clamping bolts 1/2" or larger.

6.3 On 100 kVA transformers and larger, the secondary terminals shall be per ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Table 7
(except 167 kVA shall have 4 LV Bushings), with 4-bolt hole NEMA H or J tinned copper-alloy one-piece
spades per ANS| C57.12.20-2005, Figure 5b. Extensions to one- or two-hole spades are not acceptable.

6.4 The diameter of the shaft through the bushing (connecting the external terminal to the internal coil leads) shall
be: 1/2" or larger copper-alloy for 50 kVA and below, 3/4" or larger copper-alloy for 75 and 100 kVA, and 1" or
larger copper-alloy for 167 kVA and above. If threaded stud bushings are provided, the threads shall be
5/8"-11 UNC-2A for 50 kVA and below and 1"-14 UNS-2A for 75 kVA and above.

T Secondary Bushings for 1385- or 2400-volt Secondaries

Transformers with 1385- or 2400-volt secondaries shall have two insulated hand-wheel-type secondary sidewall
bushings.

(a) All grounding provisions shall consist of either stainless steel bosses or the tapped hole shall be coated
with an oxide-inhibiting compound before installation of the connectors.

(b} Only transformers with 120/240-volt secondaries shall have the external link between the low-voltage
neutral terminal and the tank. The connection at the tank shall consist of a 1/2"-13 UNC-2A tapped boss,
7/16" deep with oxide inhibitor and a tinned copper-alioy solderless connector that accommodates #8
solid through #2 stranded AWG copper wire with a 3/8"-16 UNC-2A clamping bolt. At the tank end, the
link shall be either (a) drilled or punched for 1/2" and held to the tank boss with the solderless connector
that has sufficient flat area to make a tight connection with the link, boss, and connector or (b) drilled or
punched for 3/8" and held between the solderless connector body and the 3/8" clamping bolt nut.

(c) Transformers with 138/277 and 240/480-volt secondaries shall not be equipped with the external link,
between the low-voltage neutral terminal and the tank. The connections at the tank shall consist of a
1/2"-13 UNC-2A tapped boss, 7/16" deep, equipped with a tinned copper-alloy solderless connector that
will accommodate #8 solid through #2 stranded AWG copper wire. The clamping bolt shall be 3/8"-16
UNC-2A.

(d) Transformers with 1385 or 2400 volt secondaries shall have a 1/2"-13 UNC-2A tapped boss, 7/16" deep,
equipped with a tinned copper-alloy solderless connector that will accommodate #8 solid through #2
stranded AWG copper wire. The location of this connection shall be similar to the location in Item 8,
ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Figure 8.

The Tank Grounding provisions for all transformers shall be per ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Section 7.5.4 except that:

(b) The grounding connector shall be a tinned copper-alloy connector that will accommodate #8 solid through

Accessories on the transformer shall be located as indicated on page 9 of this specification. (This is similar to
ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Figure 8.)

Tank Pressure. The completed transformer assembly shall withstand 30 psig static pressure for a period of
10 seconds without damage except seal or gasket damage. The transformer shall be so designed that the
cover will fail before other parts of the tank rupture. Self-venting covers shall not vent before the pressure
relief device listed below has indicated a pressure. The tank and cover shall be capable of withstanding
essentially full vacuum.

Pressure Relief Device. A pressure relief device shall be located as shown on page 9 of this specification.
The device shall have an international orange or red indicator that is visual only after pressure has been
relieved. The indicator shall be covered by a cap, without a pull ring, that discharges upon operation and
hangs downward on a chain or strap. The device shall have a flow rate of 50 SCFM at 15 psig. It shall crack
at 8 to 10 psig and reseal at 5 to 7 psig. The pressure relief device shall be BETA #1712K-4, Viat #302-030-
01 or prior approved equal. The threads between the device and the boss on the tank shall be sealed with a
liquid pipe thread compound. Teflon tape is undesirable as it leaves shreds floating in the fluid. Suggested
products are Rectorseal, liquid Teflon, or similar sealants.

A 1/4" NPT female pipe plug shall be located above the oil level in segment 1 if the pressure relief device is
not mounted in a similar 1/4" NPT female opening.

A Suitable liquid level marking shall be inside the tank per ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Section 7.2.3.
Support Lugs shall be per ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Section 7.5.2 and Figures 1 and 3, except:
(a) Support lugs with full circumferential fillet welds are preferred.

(b) Support lugs that are spot welded to the tank or welded with non-full circumferential fillet welds are
acceptable if the edges of the flange are sealed with silicone or other suitable sealant to prevent the
entrance of moisture to the weld. Heavy coats of paint are not acceptable.

(c) 15-through 50-kVA transformers shall have type A support lugs (11-1/4" spacing).
(d) 75-through 250-kVA transformers shall have type B support lugs (23-1/4" spacing).
The terminal markings shall be per ANS| C57.12.20-2005, Section 7.3.3.

The nameplate (and any nameplate extension bracket) shall be per ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Section 7.3.4,
except the nameplate shall include:

9.9 Lifting lugs shall be per ANSI C57.12.20-2005, Section 6.2.4.

9.10 Paint. The color of the complete transformer and bushings shall be light gray No. 70 per ANS| C57.12.20-
2005, Sections 6.5.3. and 6.1.1.3. The cover shall be painted to a minimum thickness of 8 mils (when
measured with a magnetic thickness gage) with 1,000-volt/mil {minimum) insulating paint. The tank shall be
painted to a minimum thickness of 3 mils.

9.11 Weight. The transformer, including fluid, shall not exceed 2,500 Ibs. (1134 kg).

Transformer Fluid

10.1 The transformer shall be shipped with the proper quantity of Natural Ester-based insulating fluid meeting the
requirements of IEEE PC57.147, latest draft, ASTM D 6871 and NEC section 450-23.

10.2 The fluid shall be stated on the nameplate. The transformer class shall be KNAN. In addition, each
transformer shall have a 5" minimum label indicating the fluid brand.

Noise

Standard transformer sound level shall not exceed the values as calculated per NEMA Publication TR 1-1993,
Paragraph 0.05. The sound level of the transformers may be tested by City Light. Transformers failing to meet the
average sound levels listed on Table 0-3 of NEMA TR 1-1993, Paragraph 0.05 will be rejected and returned at the
manufacturer's expense.

Electrical Tests
12.1 Electrical tests shall be made in accordance with ANSI C57.12.90.

12.2 The transformers may be tested for Radio Influence Voltage by Seattle City Light per NEMA Publication 107,
Test circuit is as shown in Figure 1 of NEMA 107-1987, tuned to one Megahertz. The RIV levels shall be in
accordance with NEMA TR 1-1993, Paragraph 0.03, except the test voltage shall be 17.4 kV. Transformer
RIV shall not exceed 100 microvolts. Transformers failing this test will be rejected and returned at the
supplier's expense.

12.3 Test Tags. Each transformer shall have a durable, weatherproof tag firmly attached, reading: "This
transformer has been tested at rated line voltage and has successfully passed all applicable tests specified by
ANSI and NEMA." The tag shall show the transformer serial number, the date, and name of the person who
made the test. (State of Washington, Safety Statutes, Section 19.29.010 Rule 5.) NOTE: Slight variations in
wording will be acceptable with prior approval, and "computer-tested” units need not include a person's name.

Excitation Current

The excitation current shall not exceed 1% of rated current at 105% of rated voltage.

Losses

Transformer losses will be evaluated at full load at 85° C on the following basis:
(a) Core Losses at $5.90 per watt
(b) Load Losses (winding) at $2.60 per watt

(Total Losses = Core Losses plus Load Losses)

Any transformer failing due to defective design, material, and/or workmanship within 12 months after being
energized or 18 months after delivery, shall be repaired or replaced without cost to the City of Seattle. Any
defect in design, material, and/or construction discovered within this period shall be corrected on all
transformers furnished on the order at the manufacturer's expense, either by repair or replacement.

The manufacturer will be assessed a penalty for transformers delivered that exceed the total loss value stated
and calculated on the bid proposal. Total loss value = core loss x $5.90 per watt + load loss x $2.60 per watt.
The penalty shall be the difference between the total loss values delivered less the total loss value in the bid
proposal. Tolerances will be allowed in accordance with ANSI C57.12.00-2000, Section 9.3, except,
tolerances shall apply to transformers of a given size and voltage; i.e., one line item. Individual transformers
that exceed the stated core losses by 10% or exceed the stated total losses by 6% may be rejected and
returned to the manufacturer.

Upon deliver, 10% of the delivered lot will be tested (RIV, TTR, losses, electrical insulation tests, noise, proper
internal connections, etc.). Should any transformer fail to pass, the manufacturer (or representative) will be
notified and an additional 10% will be tested. Should any transformer in the second 10% fail to pass the tests,
the manufacturer will be given three options:

(1) Return of the total delivered lot to the manufacturer.

(2) Payment by the manufacturer for testing 100% of the delivered lot.

(3) Return of the delivered lot to the manufacturer less those units that have passed the tests.

The cost of re-testing transformers that have been returned to the manufacturer for correction of defects, will
be charged to the manufacturer.
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18. Packaging and Shipping

19.

18.1 Each transformer shall be delivered on a standard pallet. The pallet shall be designed for clearance and
movement by either a pallet jack or a forklift. The two openings for the pallet jack and forklift forks shall have
the minimum vertical height of 4" and horizontal widths of 21". The pallet, including all blocking and wedges
shall be made of unpainted wood (“touch-up overspray” is acceptable). Cardboard or similar “wood
byproduct” is unacceptable. All non-waterproof and non-recyclable materials are unacceptable.

18.2 The transformer secondary bushings shall be protected by either (a) placing the transformer on the pallet
such that the low voltage bushings and hanger brackets are on the sides of the load when lifted by a forklift,
(b) the pallet is of such length that the pallet extends beyond the low voltage bushings and hanger bracket or
(c) some other physical protective device.

18.3 Each transformer shall be banded to the pallet by the transformer lifting brackets.

18.4 Transformers may be delivered on enclosed, covered or flatbed trucks. If transformers are delivered on
flatbed trucks, the transformers must be side loaded. (When driving a forklift or pallet jack onto the bed of a
truck or trailer, Washington State law requires a 10" minimum side board, thus most flatbed trucks or trailers
must be side loaded to ease off-loading).

18.5 Transformers delivered in dirty condition will not be accepted. Normal road film is acceptable. Mud, dirt, salt,
gravel, dead animals, garbage, etc. is not acceptable. A general guideline is the transformer is considered
“dirty" if one can finger print “wash me" in 2" letters and read it from 50" away.
