 Contract Period

12/15/08 through 12/14/13 with an option to extend for one (two) year contract extension. 

B.
Ordering Procedure
Orders will be placed directly by City departments either by phone, mail, or fax.  The Vendor(s) shall be required to maintain adequate local stock to ensure timely delivery upon request.  The maximum dollar amount per order is $10,000.00.



C. Delivery

D. Price Changes.
