Yes, each agency or political sub can create their own customized market basket of up to 100 items. Please contract your
account manager for help in setting this up.

What if I find an item both in Grainger’s catalog and on another state Contract?

State Agencies must purchase from other state contracts if the product meets their needs. If products are not found or are
not suitable on other state contracts, then this contract should be used.

Do I have to sign any other paperwork to use this contract?

No. However, Political Sub-divisions must be cooperative members to use this contract.
