Item #1: SERVICES



Northwest Center shall staff as needed to respond to SPU requests for the cleanup services listed below. In all instances, SPU shall notify Northwest Center in writing of the location and type of services to be provided. Unless otherwise stated below, Northwest Center shall provide the requested cleanup services within three working days of each notification. Northwest Center shall transport all material collected to Seattle’s South or North Transfer Station for disposal. SPU shall not charge Northwest Center for waste delivered to its stations under the terms of this contract.



Cleanup Services



· Illegal Dumping: Northwest Center shall collect illegally dumped materials from Seattle public right-of-ways. Types of materials include, but are not limited to, furniture, appliances, electronics, construction debris, yard waste, and miscellaneous trash and household items.



· Litter Cleanup: Northwest Center shall collect litter from Seattle public right-of-ways.



· Sharps: Northwest Center shall collect sharps from Seattle public right-of-ways, using appropriate safe handling          and equipment.



· Community Cleanup Assistance: Northwest Center shall provide pickup services of bags and other material collected from volunteer community cleanup activities. 



· Vehicle Top-Off Services: Northwest Center shall provide removal of excessive debris from vehicles intended for tow that have been deemed unsafe for towing. At a mutually agreed upon time, SPU, SDOT, and Northwest Center shall coordinate the removal of excess debris for towing. This will be scheduled within five business days.











Removal of biohazardous waste (with the exception of sharps), other hazardous material, or other objects that are determined by Northwest Center to be of a type, size or weight which could not be safely handled by Northwest Center staff are not the responsibility of Northwest Center. Item #2: STAFFING, TRAINING, AND EQUIPMENT



Northwest Center shall provide all necessary staffing to fulfil the terms of this contract. NWC  shall be compensated  based on actual time spent performing work under this contract.



SPU shall provide appropriate training in the handling of illegally dumped materials for Northwest Center staff on an as needed basis. Northwest Center shall provide ongoing training for staff for this subject matter.



Northwest Center shall be responsible for coordinating, scheduling, and transporting staff to meet the demand for work under this contract.



Northwest Center shall provide and maintain all tools, equipment, and supplies, including operating vehicles, to meet the requirements of this contract.



Item #3: TRACKING AND REPORTING

Northwest Center shall report all completed service requests to SPU, in writing, within two business days of completion.



Northwest Center shall insure that material is charged to the proper account upon disposal at the Seattle Transfer Stations. 



Northwest Center and SPU shall keep accurate records of the total tonnage of garbage, recyclables, and yard waste associated with the cleanup services covered under this contract.



Tracking and reporting = Keeping a log of service orders SPU sends NW Center, the completion date for those service orders, and any tonnage info the Transfer Station gives them when they drop off materials for disposal. Daily reporting to SPU on completed service orders.
