SCOPE

It is the intent of this bid invitation to establish a contract to supply Flexible Delineators and Object
Markers per the attached specifications from date of award for a period of one (1) year with the
option to renew for an additional four (4), one (1) year periods when mutually agreeable to the
vendor and the State of Nebraska. The State reserves the right to extend the period of this contract
beyond the end date when mutually agreeable to the vendor and the State of Nebraska.

All items bid shall be of the latest manufacture in production as of the date of the Invitation to Bid and be of
proven performance and under standard design, complete as regularly advertised and marketed. All
necessary materials for satisfactory performance of the supplies shall be incorporated whether or not they
may be specifically mentioned below.

Complete specifications, manufacturer's descriptive literature and/or advertising data sheets with cuts or
photographs may be required prior to an award. Literature should be complete and the latest published. Any
information necessary to show compliance with these specifications not given on the manufacturer's
descriptive literature and/or advertising data sheets should be supplied in writing on or attached to the bid
document. If manufacturer's specifications sheets, descriptive literature, advertising data sheets or
information necessary to show compliance with these specifications is not supplied in writing on or attached
to the bid document, the bidder will be required to submit requested information within three (3) business
days of a written request. Failure to submit requested descriptive literature or advertising data sheets may
be grounds to reject the bid.

PRODUCT DESCRIPTION
This specification describes a product that when installed according to directions will flex upon impact and
return to its original position.

APPROVED BRANDS AND APPROVAL PROCESS (PRE-QUALIFICATION)

Products bid must be the brand(s) and materials as specified within the specifications. The State of
Nebraska will not be accepting alternatives to the brands specified for contract award(s). In order to submit a
bid for this solicitation, the bidder’s proposed product for a Fiexible Object Marker must be an “Approved
Brand” by the Nebraska Department of Roads. Products that are not on the “Approved Brand” List” will not
be considered for this Invitation to Bid {ITB).

Impact Recovery Systems and Shur-Tite Products flexible object markers as identified in Bidder's
Instructions and Specifications area are considered "Approved Brands” which have previously been tested
by the Nebraska Department of Roads for meeting specification requirements.

Procedure for Pre-Approval/Pre-Qualification

If a vendor/supplier has a product which is not pre-approved by the Nebraska Department of Roads (NDOR),
the vendor/supplier may contact Doug Churchwell in NDOR Materials and Research for information
concerning the approval process (doug.churchweli@nebraska.gov). Proposed product must pass a field
performance evaluation standard consisting of factors such as: 1) the ease of application, 2) material
observation during climate changes, 3) durability after being hit by a vehicle, 4) length of time material
remains in place, and 5) general requirements listed in these specifications, but not limited to those listed
here. Overall testing period for both field performance and Materials & Research review of adherence to
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these specifications is one full year. If the product is approved, it will have the opportunity for inclusion on the
“Approved Brands” list” for the next bid solicitation for Flexible Object Markers.

NON-COMPLIANCE STATEMENT

Read these specifications carefully. Any and all exceptions to these specifications must be written on or
attached to quotation request. Any noncompliance may void your quotation. Non-compliance to any single
specification can void your bid.

It is the responsibility of Bidders to obtain information and clarifications as provided below. The State of
Nebraska is not responsible for any erroneous or incomplete understandings or wrongful interpretations of
this Invitation to Bid by any Bidder.

No interpretation related to the meaning of bid specifications or other pre-bid documents will be made orally
to any Bidder by the State of Nebraska. Any request for bid interpretation must be put in writing and faxed

RIGHTS )

The State reserves the right to waive technicalities; reject any or all bids, wholly or in part; and to waive any
deviations or errors that are not material, do not invalidate the legitimacy of the bid, and do not improve the
bidder's competitive position. This contract may be awarded item-by-item, group of items, or total, to best
serve the interest of the State of Nebraska. The State of Nebraska will be the sole judge of equivalence and
any decision will be final. All awards will be made in a manner deemed in the best interest of the State.

SECRETARY OF STATE

Contract or purchase order awards may be limited to bidders authorized to transact business in the State of
Nebraska. All awarded bidders are expected to comply with all Nebraska Secretary of State registration
requirements. it is the responsibility of the bidder to comply with any registration requirements pertaining to
types of business entities (e.g. person, partnership, foreign or domestic limited liability company, association,
or foreign or domestic corporation or other type of business entity). The bidder who is the expected recipient
of an award recommendation will be required to certify that it has so complied and produce a true and exact
copy of its current (dated within 90 days), valid Certificate of Good Standing or Letter of Good Standing; or in
the case registration is not required, to provide, in writing, the reason as to why none is required and
complete the Individual or Sole Proprietor United States Attestation Form.

ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACT
The vendor will not assign, transfer or sub-contract any portion of this contract without the prior written
consent of the State of Nebraska.

BREACH OF CONTRACT

If the Contractor breaches this Contract, the State of Nebraska may, at its discretion, terminate the
Contract immediately upon written notice to the Contractor. The State of Nebraska shall pay the
Contractor only for such performance as has been properly completed and is of use to the State of
Nebraska. The State of Nebraska may, at its discretion, contract for provision of the goods or
services required to complete this Contract and hold the Contractor liable for all expenses incurred in
such additional contract over and above the total cost of performance. This provision shall not
preclude the pursuit of other remedies for breach of contract as allowed by law.

TERMINATION
The contract may be terminated at any time upon the mutual consent of the parties, or by the State
of Nebraska, with or without cause and/or consent upon thirty (30) days written notice.

TAXES

The State is not required to pay taxes of any kind and assumes no such liability as a result of this
solicitation. Any property tax payable on the contractor's equipment which may be installed in a
state-owned facility is the responsibility of the contractor.

PRICES
Prices quoted shall be unit price and shall be firm for one (1) year from date of an award and are to be net;
including transportation and delivery charges fully prepaid by the bidder F.O.B. Destination as specified. No
additional charges will be allowed for packing, handling, fuel surcharge, or partial delivery costs. Any request
for an increase must be submitted in writing to the State Purchasing Bureau a minimum of 30 days prior to
proposed effective date of increase, and must show cause and be accompanied by supporting
documentation (such as notification letter from manufacturer). Further documentation may be required by
the State, to authenticate the increase (such as manufacturer invoices). Failure to supply any requested
supporting documentation may be grounds to cancel the contract. The State further reserves the right to
reject any proposed price increase(s), cancel the contract and re-bid if determined to be in the best interest
of the State. The State will be given full proportionate benefit of any decrease for the term of the contract.
No price increases are to be billed to any State Agencies without prior written approval by the State
Purchasing Bureau.

QUALITY
