CONSENT DECREE

WHEREAS, Plaintiffs, the United States of America, on behalf of the United States
Environmental Protection Agency (“EPA”), and the State of Washington, by and through the
State of Washington Department of Ecology (“Ecology™), have filed a complaint (“Complaint™)
in this action concurrently with this Consent Decree, alleging that Defendant, the City of Seattle
(*City™), violated Sections 301 and 402 of the Clean Water Acf, 33 U.S.C. §§ 1311 and 1342,
and the conditions and limitations of its National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
(“NPDES”) permit issued to the City by Ecology, as authorized by EPA under Section 402(b) of
the CWA, 33 US.C. § 1342(b).

WHEREAS, the State of Washington has joined as a party to this action, pursuant to
Section 309(e) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1319(e).

WHEREAS, the City owns and operates a Wastewater Collection System that collects
residential and industrial wastewaters, as well as stormwater, and conveys the collected
wastewater to regional collection systems and wastewater treatment plants owne& and operated
by King County.

WHEREAS, the Parties recognize, and the Court by entering this Consent Decree finds,

- that this Consent Decree has been negotiated by the Parties in good faith and will avoid
litigation between the Parties and this Consent Decree is fair, reasonable, and in the public
interest.

NOW, THEREFORE, with the consent of the Parties, it is hereby ADJUDGED,

ORDERED, AND DECREED as follows:

Page 1of 75
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L JURISDICTION AND VENUE

1. This Court has jurisdiction over the subject matter of this action, pursuant to Section
309(b) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1319(b), and 28 U.8.C. §§ 1331, 1345, and 1355, and over the
Parties. Venue lies in this District, pursuant to Section 309(b) of the CWA, 33 U.S.C.

§ 1319(b), and 28 U.S.C. §§ 1391(b) and 1395(a), because it is the judicial district where the
City is located and where the alleged violations occurred. For purposes of this Decree, or any
action to enforce this Decree, the City consents to the Court’s jurisdiction over the City, this
Decree, and any such action, and further consents to venue in this judicial district.

2. For purposes of this Consent Decree, the City agrees that the Complaint states claims

upon which relief may be granted under the Clean Water Act.

II. APPLICABILITY

3. The provisions of this Consent Decree shall apply to and be binding upon the United
States and the State, and upon the City, its successors, assigns, officers, directors, agents,
employees, contractors, and all persons, firms, and corporations acting under the direction and
control of the City, including firms, corporations, and third parties under contract with the City to
perform obligations of this Consent Decree. -

4. No transfer of ownership or operation of any portion of its Wastewater Collection
System, whether in compliance with the procedures of this Paragraph or otherwise, shall relieve
the City of its obligation to ensure that the terms of the Decree are satisfied and implemented.
Effective from the Date of Lodging of this Consent Decree until its termination pursuant to
Section XX, at least thirty (30) days prior to such transfer, the City shall provide a copy of this

Consent Decree to the proposed iransferee and shall simultaheously provide written notice of the
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prospective transfer, together with a copy of the proposed written agreement, to the United States
and the State, in accordance with Section XIII (Notices). The City shall condition any transfer,
in whole or in part, of ownership, operation, or other interest of the Wastewater Collection
System upon the successful execution of the terms and conditions of this Decree.

5. If the City seeks to name a successor to assume anjr or all interests in, or operating role
with respect to the Wastewater Collection System, the City may request the United States, in
writing, to modify this Consent Decree in accordance with the role to be assumed by the
proposed successor in interest. Accompanying its proposed modification, the City shall also
provide documentation to demonstrate that the prospective successor in interest has the technical
and financial qualifications to fulfill the City’s obligations and liabilities under this Consent
Decree. If the United States agrees to the proposed modification of the Consent Decree, the
Partics shall prepare a joint motion to the Court requesting such modification and seeking leave
to join the proposed successor in interest. If the United States does not agree, and the City still
believes modification of the Decree and joinder of a successor in interest is appropriate, the City
may file a motion secking such modification in accordance with Federal Rules of Civil
Procedure 60(b); provided, however, that nothing in this Paragraph is intended to waive the
United States’ right to oppose such motion and to argue that such modification is unwarranted.
6. The City shall provide copies of this Consent Decree to all officers, directors, employees,
and agents of the City whose duties might reasonably inciude compliance with any provision of
this Decree. The City also shall provide copies of the Consent Decree to any engineering,
consulting, or contracting firm, or any other entity that the City retains to perform the work, or
any portion thereof, required by this Consent Decree upon execution of any contract relating to

the performance of such work. For entities that the City has already retained to perform work in
Page 3 of 75
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accordance with this Consent Decree, the City shall provide a copy of the Consent Decree to
such entities no later than thirty (30) days after the Effective Date. Providing a copy shall |
include making the Consent Decree available electronically or by paper copy if requested by the
enfity retained. The City shall condition any such contract upon performance of the work in
conformity with the terms of this Consent Decree.

7. Any action taken by any entity retained by the City to implement the City’s obligations
under this Consent Decree shall be considered an action of the City for purposes of determining
compliance with this Consent Decree. In any action to enforce this Consent Decree, the City
shall not raise as a defense the act or failure to act by any of its officers, directors, agents,

employees, consultants, or contractors.

nm. o TIVES

8. The objectives of this Consent Decree are to resolve the claims alleged in the Complaint
and to set out the requirements that the City will implement to reduce Combined Sewer
Overflows and to achieve the goal of eliminating Sewer Overflows, as required by law, in
furtherance of the objectives of the Clean Water Act, EPA’s CSO Control Policy, and the
objectives of the Washington Water Pollution Control Act.

IV. DEFINITIONS
9. Terms used in this Consent Decree that are defined in the CWA and its implementing
regulations, the Washington Water Pollution Control Act and its implementin_g regulations, or
the City’s NPDES Permit shall have the meanings assigned to them in tﬁe CWA and its
implementing regulations, the Washington Water Pollution Control Act and its implementing

regulations, or the City’s NPDES Permit unless otherwise provided in this Consent Decree. If
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these sources assign conflicting or inconsistent meanings to any term used in this Consent
Decree but not specifically defined befow, priority shall be given in the order listed above.
Whenever the terms set forth below are used in this Consent Decree, the following definitions
shall apply and have priority over any other conflicting or inconsistent meanings assigned to the
same terms used in any state law, regulation, or permit:

a) “City” shall mean the City of Seattle, Washington.

b) “Combined Sewer Overflow” or “CSO” shall mean any discharge from the City’s CSO
Outfalls as a result of precipitation.

c) “CS0 Control Measure” shall mean the construction, control measures, actions, and other
activities set forth in the City’s Long Term Control Plan or any Supplemental Compliance Plan
provided for in Section V.B.

d) “CSO Control Policy” shail mean EPA’s Combined Sewer Overflow Control Policy, 59
Fed. Reg. 18688 (April 19, 1994).

€) “CSO Outfall” shall mean the outfall structure from which a CSO is discharged. A list
of the City’s CSO Qutfalls is provided as Appendix A to the Consent Decree.

f) “Combined Sewer System” or “CSS” shall mean the wastewater collection and
conveyance system owned or operated by the City, including all pipes, force mains, gravity
sewer segments, pump stations, lift stations, interceptors, diversion structures, manholés, and
appurtenances thereto, designed to collect and convey municipal sev-vage, including residential,
commercial, and industrial wastewaters, and stormwater, through a single-pipe system to King
County’s wastewater treatment plants, King County’s CSO treatment plants, or to permitted CSO

Qutfalls.
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g) “Complaint” shall mean the Complaint filed by the United States and the State in this
action. |

| h) “Conéent Decree” or “Decree” shall mean this Consent Decree and all appendices hereto
(listed in Section XXV).
i) “Construction Completion” shall mean completion of construction and installation of
equipment or infrastructure such that equipment or infrastructure has been placed in full
operation, and is expected to both function and perform as designed, as well as completion of in-
situ modified operations and maintenance manuals. This specifically includes all control
systems and instrumentation necessary for normal operations and all residual handling systems.
Certain CSO Control Measures required under this Consent Decree may consist of separate
components. For those specified CSO Control Measures consisting of separate components,
“Construction Completion” shall not be achieved until the last component is completed.
i} “Construction Start” shall mean the date of the Notice-to-Proceed. For those specified
CSO Control Measures consisting of separate phases or contracts, Construction Start shall be
designated by the date of the Notice-to-Proceed given to a contractor for the first phase of work.
k) “Controlled™ shall mean the control of a CSO Qutfall in accordance with WAC 173-245-
020(22).
) “Date of Lodging” shall mean the date that the United States lodges a fully executed copy
of this Consent Decree with the Court, prior to noticing this Decree in the Federal Register.
m)}  “Day” shall mean a calendar day mﬂcss expressly stated to be a business day. In
computing any period of time under this Consent Decree, where the last day would fallon a
Saturday, Sunday, or federal hotiday, the period shall run until the close of business of the next

business day.
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n) “Design Criteria” shall mean the minimum attributes of a given CSO Control Measure,
such as storage volumes, treatment capacities, or pumping and/or conveyance capacities as
specified in the Long Term Control Plan or any Supplemental Compliance Plan provided for
under Section V.B.

0) “Dry Weather CSO” shall mean any discharge or release from the City’s CSO Cutfall
that consists of non-precipitation related flows, which may include, without limitation, the
combination of domestic sewage, groundwater infiltration, and commercial and industrial
wastewaters.

P) “Ecology™ shall mean the State of Washington Department of Ecology.

Q) “EPA” shall mean the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and any of its successor
departments or agencies.

) “Effective Date” or “Date of Entry” shall mean the definition provided in Section XVII.
8) “Green Infrastructure” shall mean systems and practices that use or mimic natural
processes to infiltrate, evapotranspire, and/or harvest stormwater on or near the site where it is
generated. Green Infrastructure may include, but is not limited to, green roofs, downspout
disconnection, trees and tree boxes, rain gardens, vegetated swéles, pocket wetlands, infiltration
planters, vegetated median strips, permeable pavements, reforestation, and protection and
enhancement of riparian buffers and floodplains.

t) “Long Term Control Plan” or “LTCP” shall mean the long term control plan under
development by the City in accordance with Section V.B., as well as any additional remedial |
measures for eliminating or reducing the City’s CSOs included in any Supplemental Compliance

Plan developed and implemented in accordance with Section V.B.
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u) “NPDES Permit” shall mean the City’s National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
permit, No. WA-003168-2, issued by the State of Washington Department of Ecbiogy on
October 27, 2010 or such permits that succeed this permit issued and in effect at a relevant time
under this Consent Decree.

V) “Paragraph” shall mean a portion of this Decree identified by an Arabic numeral.

W)  “Parties” shall mean the United States, the State of Washington, and the City of Seattle.
X) “Performance Criteria” shall mean the Performance Criteria specified in the Long Term
Control Plan or any Supplemental Compliance Plan provided for under Section V.B.

y) “Post-Construction Monitoring Plan” or “PCMP” shall mean the plan that the City
developed in accordance with Section V.B., as well as any additional post-construction
monitoring or modeling activities included in any Supplemental Compliance Plan developed and
implemented in accordance with Section V.B.

z) “Sanitary Sewer System” shall mean the portion of the Wastewater Collection System
designed to convey only sewage, and not sformwater, from residences, commercial buildings,
industrial plants and institutions for treatment at a wastewater treatment plant.

aa) "Sewer Overflow" shall mean any ov-erﬂow, spill, diversion, or release of wastewater
from or caused by the Sanitary Sewer System or the Combined Sewer System upstream of a
City’s CSO Outfall. This term shall include: (i) discharges to surface waters of the State or
United States from the Sanitary Sewer System and (ii) any release of wastewater from the
Sanitary Sewer System to public or private property that does not reach waters of the United
States or the State.

bb)  “Section” shall mean a portion of this Decree identified by & roman numeral.
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cc) “Supplemental Compliance Plan™ shall mean any plan developed by the City in
accordance with Section V.B.

dd)  “State” shall mean the State of Washington, acting by and through Ecology.

ee) “Tweﬁty Year Moving Average” shall mean the average number of untreated discharge
events per CSO Outfall over a twenty year period for purposes of compliance with WAC 173-
245-020(22). For previously Controlled CSO Qutfalls and where monitoring records exist for
the past 20 consecutive years, the twenty year moving average shall mean the average number of
untreated discharges per CSO Outfall over the 20 year record. On an annual basis, the twentSr
year moving average will be calculated and includes the current monitored year and each of the
previous 19 years of monitored CSO data. For CSO reduction projects and Controlled CSO
Outfalls where a complete twenty year record of monitored data does not exist, missing annual
CSO0 frequency data will be generated based on the predicted CSO frequency for a given year as
established in the approved engineering report or facility plan. For each CSO reduction project,
the engineering report or facility plan shall predict the CSO frequency for each CSO Outfall (s}
based on long-term simulation modeling using a 20-year period of historical rainfall data, the
hydraulic model, the CSO control project design and assuming the CSO control project existed
throughout the 20-year period. For CSO reduction projects, the level of control is the number of
discharge events per CSO Outfall per year that are estimated to occur based on the designed CSO
control project over a 20-year period. The level of control will be estimated for each year for a
period of 20 years in the engineering report or facility plan. For the time period between the
approval of the engineering report and the CSO reduction project’s Construction Completion
date, the City shall use the same model for the approved design along with the corresponding

rainfall data for this period of time to derive CSO frequencies. This information will be
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submitted as an amendment to the engineering report or facility plan. For CSO reduction
projects, the 20-year moving average will use the approved level of control, on an annual basis,
for each of the preceding years for which monitored data does not exist in conjunction with
monitored data after the CSO control project has been constructed.

ff) *“United States™ shall mean the United States of America, acting on bebalf of EPA:
gz)  “Wastewater Collection System™ shall mean the coliection and conveyance system
owned or operated by the City, including ail pipes, force mains, gravity sewer segments, pump
stations, lift stations, interceptors, diversion structures, manholes, and appurtenances thereto,
designed to collect and convey municipal sewage, including residential, commercial, and
industrial wastewaters, and stormwater, to King County’s wastewater treatment plants or to a
permitted CSO Outfall. The Wastewater Collection System includes the Combined Sewer

System, Sanitary Sewer System, and the partially separated system.

V. COMPLIANCE PROGRAMS

A. Early Action CSO Control Programs and Measures
10.  The City shall implement all CSO Control Measures necessary to reduce discharges from
CSO Outfall numbers 44 and 45 (North Henderson) and CSO Outfall numbers 46 and 47/171
(South Henderson) in order to achieve control levels consistent with Chapter 173-245 WAC and
EPA’s CSO Policy. Such CSO Control Measures shall be done in accordance with the City’s
NPDES Permit and the following deadlines:

a) Construction Completion for CSO Outfall numbers 46 and 47/171 by December

31, 2015;
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b) Achievement of Controlled status for CSO Outfalls numbers 46 and 47/171 by
December 31, 2016;

c) Construction Completion for CSO Outfalls numbers 44 and 45 by December 31,
2018; and

d) Achievement of Controlled status for CSO Outfalls numbers 44 and 45 by
December 31, 2019,
11.  One year following Construction Completion of each CSQ Control Measure, the City
shall document that the associated CSO Qutfall has been Controlled; provided, however, that if
there is insufficient precipitation during the year following Construction Completion to
demonstrate that a CSO Outfall has been Controlled, then the deadline for documenting that a
CSO Outfall has been Controlled shail be extended until there is sufficient precipitation to make
the demonstration, subject to the approval of EPA and Ecology. The City shall report the CSO
as Controlled in the next Annual Report submitted pursuant to Section VIIL. If the CSO Outfall
is not Controlled within one year following Construction Completion of the CSO Control
Measure, the City shall submit to EPA and the State for their approval a Supplemental
Compliance Plan as set forth in Paragraph 18 below. This Supplemental Compliance Pla1|1 shall
be submitted within thirty (30) days after the end of the one year following Construction
Completion.
B Development and Implementation of Long Term Control Plan and Post-

Construction Monitoring Plan
12. Inaccordance with the schedule in Appendix B and Section V.B. of this Consent Decree,
the City shall complete development of its Long Term Control Plan (“LTCP”) as set forth in

Appendix C.
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13. EPA and Ecology may approve the LTCP or may decline to approve it and provide
written comments. Within forty-five (45) days of receiving any comments from EPA and/or
Ecology, the City shall either alter the LTCP consistent with EPA’s and Ecology’s comments
and resubmit the LTCP to EPA and Ecology for final approval or submit the matter for dispute
resolution under Section XII (Dispute Resolution) of this Consent Decree.
14.  LTCP. The LTCP shall specify (a) all CSO Control Measures that the City must
implemcnf to ensure compliance with the provisions of the CWA and its implementing
regulations that apply to CSOs, any applicable state law and regulations that apply to CSOs,
thﬁse portions of the City’s NI;DES Permit that apply to CSOs, and EPA’s CSO Control Policy;
(b) all Design Criteria and Performance Criteria developed for each CSO Control Measure; and
(c) a schedule of critical milestones, including, at a minimum, the dates for submission of draft
and final engineering reports and draft and final plans and specifications, Construction Start, |
Construction Completion, and achievement of Controlled status, for each CSO Control Measure.
The LTCP shall provide a schedule that is as soon as possible, but in no event later than
December 3 1, 2025, for Construction Completion of all CSO Control‘ Measures, unless this
deadline is extended pursuant to Section XI (Force Majeure), Paragraph 20(c), or Paragraph
23(c).
15.  Upon final approval of the LTCP, the City shall construct and implement the CSO

- Control Measures in accordance with the descriptions, Design Criteria, Performance Criteria, and
the critical milestones listed in Paragraph 14 above, for each CSO Control Measure set forth in
the approved LTCP. With the exception of Force Majeure, a delay in the bidding process of the

C30 Control Measures shall not extend the date for Construction Completion.
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16.  Permit Compliance. The City shall carry out the requirements of this Consent Decree in
compliance with the terms aﬁd conditions of its NPDES Permit, the CWA, the Washington
Water Pollution Control Act, and the regulations implementing these laws when complying with
the requirements of this Consent Decree.

17.  Post-Construction Monitoring Program. The City shall develop and perform a Post- |
Construction Monitoring Program set forth in Appendix C in accordance with the provisions and
schedules set forth therein and in Appendix B.

18.  Supplemental Compliance Plan. If, after Construction Completion of the CSO Control
Measures identified in the appro\?ed LTCP, information becomes availaﬁlc at any time before the
Consent Decree terminates, including information developed as a result of the Post-Construction
Monitoring Plan, that the City: (1) did not construct all CSO Control Measures in accordance
with the Design Criteria set forth in the approved LTCP; (2) has not achieved the Performance
Criteria for the CSO Control Measures identified in the approved LTCP; or (3) is not complying
with all the requirements of its NPDES Permit pertaining to CSOs, the City shall, within sixty
(60) days of receipt of notice from EPA or Ecology, pursuant to Section XIII (Notices) of this
Consent Decree, submit to EPA and Ecology (1) a plan for performing supplemental remedial
measures to achieve compliance and additional post—consl;jllction-monitoring and modeling
(“Supplemental Compliance Plan™) and (2) a request for the extension of the deadline for the
Construction Completion for the CSO Control Measure at issue to allow for implementation of
supplemehtal remedial measures. The Suppiemental Compliance Plan shall include a description
~ of the remedial measures that the City will take to ensure that compliance will be achieved; a
schedule that is as expeditious as possible for design, construction, and impiementation of the

measures; a description of additional post-construction monitoring and modeling needed to
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assess whether the City has achieved compliance; and a schedule for performing such monitoring
and modeling. Upon approval by EPA and Ecology pursuant to Section VI (Review and
Approval Procedures), or upon decision by the Court under Section XII (Dispute Resolution), for
the City’s Supplemental Compliance Plan, the City shall implement the Supplemental
Compliance Plan in accordance with the schedule specified therein.

19.  The City may request a modification of the critical milestones set forth in its aﬁproved
LTCP for the sole purpose of revising the priority and sequencing of CSO Control Measures if
the City demonstrates that the requested modification (1) reflects good engineering practice, (2)
is required to coordinate with King County’s CSQ infrastructure projects, (3) is necessary to
attain cost effective and technically sound CSO Control Measures and (4) will not change,
modify, or extend in any way the City’s final Construction Completion of December 31, 2025 as
provided in Paragraph 14, unless this deadline is extended pursuant to Section XI (Force
Majeure), Paragraph 20(c), or Paragraph 23(c).

a) Any request by the City for modification made pursuant to this Paragraph shall be made
in writing to EPA and the State and include all documentation necessary to support the request
for modification, including all information relevant to the four criteria set forth above. The City
shall provide such additional information requested by the United State or the State as is
necessary to assist in evaluating the City’s modification request.

b) If EPA and the State disapprove the City’s request, the City may invoke Informal Dispute
Resolution in accordance with Paragraph 76. The Formal Dispute Resolution and judicial review
procedure set forth in Paragraphs 77 to 81 shall not apply to this Paragraph 19(a)-(b). 1f the
dispute is not resolved by Informal Dispute Resolution, then the position advanced by the United

States shall be considered binding; provided that the City may, within 30 days after the
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conclusion of the Informal Dispute Resolution Period, appeal the decision to the Director of the
Office of Compliance and Enforcement, EPA Region 10. EPA’s Region 10 Compliance and
Enforcement Director may approve or disapprove, or approve upon conditions or in a revised
form, the proposed modification of the critical milestones. The determination of EPA’s Region
10 Compliance and Enforcement Director shall be in her/his discretion and shall be final. The
City reserves the right to file a motion seeking relief in accordance with the Federal Rules of
Civil Procedure 60(b). Such a motion by the City shall nbt relieve the City of its obligations
pursuant to Section V, unless the Court orders otherwise, and the City shali continue with timely
implementation of the CSO Control Measures until the Court rules on any motion described in
this Paragraph in a manner that modifies the City’s obligations under this Decree.

20.  Recognizing the Parties’ interest in supporting a comprehensive and integrated planning
approach to municipal government's Clean Water Act obligations, the City may submit to the
United States and the State for their approval a work plan (“Integrated Plan™) that proposes water
quality improvement project(s) (“Proposed Project”) to be implemented by the City, provided

_ that the Proposed Project(s) will result in significant benefits to water quality beyond those that
would be achieved by implementation of the approved CSO Controls Measures only. The
Proposed Project(s) in the Integrated Plan shall be in addition to all CSO Control Measures
required in the approved LTCP. If the City chooses to submit an Integrated Plan, the City shall
submit such plan no later than June 30, 2018. The Integrated Plan shail:

a} Describe in detail each Proposed Project, including, at a minimum, the following

information:
i the design criteria and cost estimates for each Proposed Project contained within
the Integrated Plan;
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il | a cost-benefit analysis for implementation of the Integrated Plan,
iii. a pollutant load reduction analysis, including projected load reductions for
~ conventional pollutant parameters (i.e., biochemical oxygen demand, fecal coliform bacteria,
total suspended solids, oil and grease, and pH), metals, nitrogen ammonia, phosphorous, and
pathogens, as well as projected dissolved oxygen concentrations, associated with each Proposed
Project under the Integrated Plan;

iv.  adescription of the public participation process that will be utilized by the City in
its development and implementation of the Proposed Project(s) under the Integrated Plan;

V. a description of the projected pollutant reductions to water bodies impaired for
pathogens, metals, nitrogen ammonia, and dissolved oxygen through implementation of each
Proposed Project under the Integrated Plan,

vi. a description of projected pollutant reductions, including toxic organic
compounds {e.g., select indicators for PCBs, PBDEs, semi-volatile érganic compounds, and
pesticides) as appropriate, to water bodies with specialized circumstances, such as beach closure
advisories, protected spawning grounds, and contaminated sediment sites listed under CERCLA
or MTCA, through implementation of each Proposed Project under the Integrated Plan; and

vii.  adescription of projected reductions in pollutant exposure for humans, ecological
receptors, and/or threatened or endangered species through implementation of the Proposed
Project(s) under the Integrated Plan;

b) Demonstrate that the Integrated Plan will achieve compliance with the CWA and the
Washihgton Water Pollution Control Act, as well as their implementing regulations, the City’s
NPDES Permit, the City’s municipal separate storm sewer system (*MS4”) permit, and EPA’s

CS0 Control Policy; :
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c) Propose a schedule for implementation of the Integrated Plan and all remaining CSO
Control Measures that is as expeditious as possible that may inciude an extension to the final
Construction Completion milestone. The schedule shall specify milestones for each Proposed
Project, including, at a minimum, the Construction Start and Construction Completion. The
schedule for the remaining CSO Control Measure shall include, at a minimum, milestone dates
for submission of draft and final engineering reports, as well as draft and final plans and
specifications, Construction Start, Construction Completion, and achievement of Controlled
status;

d) Propose a plan and schedule for performing any post-construction monitoring required
for the Proposed Project(s), in addition to the post-construction monitoring specified in
Appendix C, that is necessary to assess whether anticipated water quality benefits have been
achieved and the requirements in Paragraph 20(b) and (c) above have been or will be met upon
implementation of the Integrated Plan, as well as a plan and schedule for submitting
supplemental milestone reports resulting from such additional monitoring; and

e) Include all documents, models, studies, and information supporting implementation of
the Integrated Plan. The City shall provide such additional information requested by the United
States or the State as is necessary to assist in evaluating the Integrated Plan,

21.  IfEPA and the State disapprove the City’s Integrated Plan, the City may invoke Informal
Dispute Resolution in accordance with Paragraph 76. The Formal Dispute Resolution and
judicial review procedure set forth in Paragraphs 77 to 81 shall not apply to Paragraphs 20-22. If
the dispute is not resolved by Informal Dispute Resolution, then the position advanced by the
United States shall be considered binding; provided that the City may, within 30 days after the

conclusion of the Informal Dispute Resolution Period, appeal the deeision to the Director of the
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Office of Compliance and Enforcement, EPA Region 10. EPA Region 10 Compliance and
Enforcement Office Director may approve or disapprove, or approve upon conditions or in

a revised form, the Integrated Plan. The determination of EPA Region 10 Compliance and
Enforcement Office Director shall be in her/his discretion and shall be final, The City reserves
the right to file a motion seeking relief in accordance with the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure
60(b). Such a motion by the City shall not relieve the City of its obligations pursuant to Section
V, unless the Court orders otherwise, and the City shail continue with timely implementation of
the C8O Control Measures until the Court rules on any motion described in this Paragraph in a
manner that modifies the City’s obligations under this Decree.

22.  Upon receipt of EPA and the State’s approval of the Integrated Plan, or upon resolution
of any disputes pertaining to the Integrated Plan, pursuant to Paragraph 21 above, the City shall
implement the Integrated Plan (including any post-construction monitoring) in accordance with
the schedule and terms set forth in the approved Integrated Plan.

23, IftheCity gxperiences significant adverse changes to its financial circumstances or other
financial or budgetary issues, the City may request a modification of a CSO Control Measure
and/or an extension of a CSO Critical Milestone up to a maximum of five years. The request for
modification shall be made in writing to the United States and the State, and shall:

a) Provide a detailed discussion of the significant adverse change to the City’s financial
circumstances or other financial or budgetary issues;

b) Specify which CSO Control Measure and/or CSO Critical Milestone cannot be complied
with; |

c) Propose a revised CSO Control Measure and/or CSO Critical Milestones that are

expeditious as possible and in no event longer than additional 5 years;
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d) Demonstrate that the proposed CSO Control Measure will meet the same Performance
Criteria as the CSO Control Measure it replaces, as well as comply with all federal and state laws
and reguiations; and

€) Include all documents and information supporting the request.

24, The City shall provide such additional information requested by the Unitéd States and the
State to assist in evaluating the modification request. If the Parties agree on a proposed
modification to the Consent Decree, the modification shall be incorporated into an amended
consent decree that shall be subject to court approval after public notice and comment in
accordance with Sections XIX and X3X1. If the Parties do not agree that a modification proposal
under Paragraph 23 above is warranted, and the City believes modification is appropriate, the
City reserves its rights to file a motion pursuant to FRCP 60(b) seeking modification of a CSO
Control Measure and/or CSO Critical Milestone; provided, however, that the United States and
the State reserve their rights to oppose any such motion and to argue that such modification is
unwarranted. Such a motion by the City shall not relieve the City qf its obligations pursuant to
Section V, unless the Court orders otherwise, and the City shall continue with timely
implementation of the CSO Control Measures until the Court rules on any motion described in
this Paragraph in a manner that modiﬁes the City’s obligations under this Decree.

C. Capacity, Management, Operations, and Maintenance Performance Program Plan
25.  On December 31, 2012, the City submitted to EPA and Ecology for their approval a
comprehensive Capacity, Management, Operations, and Maintenance (“*CMOM") Performance
Program Plan in accordance with the requirements and schedule set forth in Appendix D. The
CMOM Performance Program Plan is subject to the Review and Approval Procedures set forth

in Section V1 of this Decree.
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26. The City shall implement the approved CMOM Performance Program Plan within thirty
(30) days of receipt of EPA and Ecology’s approval. The City shall annually review its CMOM
Performance Program Plan and update the program as necessary to ensure the City is achieving
the performance thresholds contained in the approved CMOM Performance Program Plan. The
City shall report in its Annual Report the metrics regarding SSO performance set forth in
Appendix D at Paragraph E(1)«(7). If the Annual Report indicates that the City has not achieved
the performance thresholds as set forth in its approved CMOM Perfon;nance Program Plan, the
City shall identify and discuss the reasons why the performance threshold was not achieved, and
implement the corrective actions, subject to EPA and Ecology approval. Should the City make
any substantive changes to its performance thresholds of its CMOM Performance Program Plan,
the City shall submit any proposed phanges, subject to EPA and Ecology’s approval. Upon
approval of revised performance thresholds, said approved, revised thresholds shall supersede
previously approved thresholds.
D. Fats, Oils, and Grease Control Program Plan
27.  On December 31, 2012, the City- submitted to EPA and the State for their approval a Fats,
Oils, and Grease (“FOG™) Control Program Plan designed to ensure that grease accumulations
are not restricting the capacity of the Wastewater Collection System contributing to overflows.
The FOG Control Program shall include, at a minimum, the requirements set forth in Appendix
D at Paragraph B.3. The FOG Control Program Plan is subject to the Review and Approval
Procedures set forth in Section VI of this Decree.
28.  The City shall implement the revised FOG Control Program Plan within thirty (30) days
of receipt of EPA and the State’s approval of such plan. The City shall annually review its FOG

Program Plan and update the program as necessary. The City shall submit as part of its Annual
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~ Report summaties of FOG inspections and enforcement actions taken by the City during the

-preceding year. The City shall submit any substantive updates, changes or revisions to its FOG

Program Plan, subject to EPA and Ecology’s approval. Upon approval of any changes to the
FOG Program Plan, such changes shall supersede previously approved provisions.

E. Revised Floatable Solids Observation Program Plan

29. On December 31, 2012, the City submitted to EPA and the State for their approval a
revised Floatable Solids Observation Program Plan in accordance with Appendix E. The
Floatable Solids Observation Program Plan is subject to the Review and Approval Procedures set
forth in Section VI of this Decree.

30.  The City shall implement the revised Floatable Solids Observation Program Plan within
thirty (30) days of receipt of EPA and the State’s approval of such plan. The City shall annually
review and update its Floatable Solids Observation Program Plan as appropriate. The City shall
submit any substantive updates, changes or revisions to its Floatable Solids Observation Program
Plan, subject to EPA and Ecology’s approval. Upon approval of any changes to the Floatable

Solids Observation Program Plan, such changes shall supersede previously approved provisions.

F. Joint Operations and System Optimization Plan Between City and King County

| 31.  No later than March 1, 2016, the City shall submit to EPA and the State for their approval

a Joint Operations and System Optimization Plan (“Joint Plan™) that the City will work with
King County in jointly developing and which satisfies the requirements of Appendix F. This
Joint Plan shall be applicable to the City’s and the County’s respective CSO systems, and (a) be
consistent with each entity’s operatioﬁal objéctives, (b) ensures the optimal level of coordination

and information sharing is maintained, and {c) optimizes system and joinf operations.
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32.  The City shall submit progress reports to EPA and the State on the development of the
Joint Plan by December 31, 2013 and December 31, 2014.

33.  The City shall implement the approved Joint Plan upon receipt of EPA and the State’s
approval. The City, in coordination with King County, shall review the Joint Plan every three
years and update the plan as necessary to ensure the optimal level of coordination and
information sharing is maintained between the two entities. Any substantive updates, changes,
or revisions to the Joint Plan that affect the operations of CSO facilities covered by this Consent
Decree shall be approved by the City and King County and submitted to EPA and Ecology for
their approval upon renewal of the City’s NPDES Permit. Upon approval of any changes to the

Joint Plan, such changes shall supersede previously approved provisions.

VI. REVIEW AND APPROVAL PROCEDURES

34.  After review of any plan, report, and other item that the City is required to submit to EPA
and Ecology for their review in accordance with this Consent Decree, EPA and the State shall in
writing: (a) approve the submission; (b) approve the submission upon specified conditions; (c)
approve part of submission and disapprove the remainder; or (d) disapprove the submission.

35.  If the submission is approved pursuant to Paragraph 34(a), the City shall take all actions
required by the plan, report, or other document, in accordance with the schedules and
requirements of the plan, report, or other document, as approved. If the submission is
conditionally approved or approved only in part, pursuant to Paragraph 34(b) or (c), the City
shall, upon written direction from EPA and the State, take all actions required by the approved

plan, report, or other item that EPA and the State determines are technically severable from any
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disapproved portions, subject to the City’s right to dispute only the specified conditions or the
disapproved portions, under Section XII of this Decree (Dispute Resolution).

36.  If the submission is disapproved in whole or in part pursuant to Paragraph 34(c) or (d),
the City shall, within sixty (60) Days or such other time as the Parties agree to in writing, correct
all deficiencies and resubmit the plan, report, or other item, or disapproved portion thereof, for
approval, in accordance with the preceding Paragraphs. If the resubmission is approved in whole
or in part, the City shall proceed in accordance with the preceding Paragraph.

37.  Any stipulated penalties applicable to the original submission, as provided in Section X
of this Decree, shall accrue during the 60-Day period, or other specified period, but shall not be
payable unless the resubmission is untimely or is disapproved in whole or in part; provided that,
if the original submission was so deficient as to constitute a material breach of the City’s
obligations under this Consent Decree, the stipulated penalties applicable to the original
submission shall be due and payable notwithstanding any subsequent resubmission.

38.  Ifaresubmitted plan, report, or other item, or portion thereto, is disapproved in whole or
in part, EPA and Ecology may again require the City to correct any deficiencies, in accordance
with the preceding Paragraphs, or may themselves correct any deficiencies, subject to the City’s
right to invoke Dispute Resolution and the right of EPA and the State to seek stipulated penalties
as provided in the preceding Paragraphs. |

39.  All work plans, reports, and other materials required to be submitted to EPA and Ecology
under this Consent Decree shall, upon approval by EPA and Ecology, be enforceable under this
Consent Decree.

40.  EPA and Ecology agree to use their best efforts to expeditiously review and comment on

submittals that the City is required to submit for approval pursuant to this Consent Decree. If
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EPA and Ecology fail to act on a submittal within ninety (90) days of receipt of the submittal,
any subsequent milestone date dependent upon such action shall be extended by the number of
Days beyond the 90-Day review period that EPA and Ecology use to act on the subnnttal In this
event, the City must notify EPA and Ecology in writing, at the time of the submittal, of the end
date of the 90-Day review petiod plus any specific milestone dates that the City believes would
be extended ander this Paragraph if EPA and the State fail to act within 90 days. This Paragraph
does not apply to EPA and Ecology’s review of, or actions taken with regard to, revisions of
water quality standards, permits, or any matters other than submittals that the City is specifically
required to submit to EPA and Ecology for approval pursuant to this Consent Decree. Nothing
in this Paragraph shall change, modify, or extend in any way the date of December 31, 2025 for
the City’s Construction Completion of all CSQ Control Measures.

41.  Permits. Where any compliance obligation under this Section requires the City to obtain
federal, state, or local permits or approval, the City shall submit timely and complete
applications to the required authorities and take all reasonable steps to obtain all such permits or
approvals. The City may seek relief under the provisions of Section XI (Force Majeure) of this
Consent Decree for any delay in the performance of any such obligation resulting from a failure
to obtain, or a delay in obtaining, anf permit or approval required to fulfill such obligation, if the
City has submitted timely and complete applications and has taken all reasonable steps to obtain
all such permits or approvals. The City is not required to file a lawsuit to demonstrate that it has

taken all reasonable steps to obtain a necessary permit or approval.
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VIL. FUNDING

42.  The City’s duty to comply with the terms of this Consent Decree is not‘ contingent upon
the receipt of any federal, State or local funds. The City’s failure to comply is not excused by
the lack of federal or state grant funds, by the processing of any applications for the same, or by
the City’s financial capabilities except as expressly provided by Paragraph 23 of this Consent
Decree. Application for construction grants, State revolving loan funds, of any other grants or
loans, or delays in processing or receipt of federal, state or local funds caused by inadequate
facility planning or plans and specifications on the part of the City shall not be cause for

extension of any required compliance date in this Consent Decree.

VIII. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

43. Beginning with the first full calendar quarter after the Effective Date of this Consent
Decree and annually thereafter until this Consent Decree terminates in accordance with Section
XX (Termination) of this Consent Decree, the City shall submit a written Annual Report to EPA
and Ecology. The Annual Report shall not duplicate reports that are otherwise required
assuming that EPA and the State receive such reports that are otherwise required. The Annual
Report shall include at a minimum:

a) a description of the following: (i) the status of any work plan or report development; (i)
the status of any design and construction activities; (iii) the status of all Consent Decree
compliance measures and specific reporting requirements for each program plan as required by
the applicable Section for the Early Action CSO Control Programs and Measures set forth in
Section V.A., the LTCP, Post-Construction Monitoring Program Plan, CMOM Performanqe

Program Plan, FOG Control Program Plan, Revised Floatable Solids Observation Program Plan,
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and Joint Operations and System Optimization Plan Between City and King County; (iv) the
project costs incurred during the reporting period; (v) any problems anticipated or encountered,
along with the proposed or implemented solutions; (vi) the status of any applications for permits
relating to the City’s Wastewater Collection System; (vii) any reports submitted to state or local
agencies relating to the City’s Wastewater Collection System; (viii) any anticipated or ongoing
operation and maintenance activities relating to the City’s Wastewater Collection System; and
(ix) remedial activities that will be performed in the upcoming year to comply with the
requirements of this Consent Decree.

b) a description of any non-compliance with the requirements of this Consent Decree and an
explanation of the likely cause and duration of the violation and any remedial steps taken, or to
be taken, to prevent or minimize such violation. If the cause of the violation cannot fully be
explained at the time the report is due, the City shall so state in the report. The City shall
investigate the cause of the violation and shall then submit an amendment to the report, including
a full explanation of the cause of the violation, within thirty (30) Days following the day the City
becomes aware of the cause of the violation. Nothing in this Paragraph or the following
Paragraph relieves the City of its obligation to provide the notice required by Section XI (Force
Majeure) of this Consent Decree.

44,  If the City violates, or has reason o believe that it may violate, any requirement of this
Consent Decree, the City shall notify EPA and Ecology of such violation and its likely duration,
in a written report, within ten (10) Days following the Day the City first becomes aware of the
violation, with an explanation of the likely cause and duration of the violation and any remedial
steps taken, or to be taken, to prevent or minimize such violation. If the cause of the violation

cannot be fully explained at the time the report is due, the City shall so state in the report. The
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City shall investigate the cause of the violation and shall then submit an amendment to the
report, including a full explanation of the cause of the violation, within thirty (30) Days
following the Day the City becomes aware of the cause of the violation. Nothing in this
Paragraph or the following Paragraph relieves the City of its obligation to provide the notice
required by Section XI of this Consent Decree (Force Majeure).
45.  Whenever any violation of this Consent Decree or any other event affecting the City’s
perfonﬁancc under this Consent Decree, or the operation of its Wastewater Collection System,
may pose an immediate threat to the public health or welfare or the environment, the City shall
notify EPA and Ecology orally or electronically as soon as possible, but in no event later than
twenty-four (24) hours following when the City first becomes aware of the violation or event.
This procedure is in addition to the requirements set forth in the preceding Paragraphs.
46.  All Annual Reports, or other reports required under this Section VIII, shall be submitted
to EPA and Ecology in accordance with Section XII (Notices) of this Consent Decree.
47.  Each report submitted by the City under this Section VII shall be signed by an official of
the submitting party and include the following certification:
I certify under penalty of law that this document and all attachments were
prepared under my direction or supervision, in accordance with a system designed
to assure that qualified personnel properly gathered and evaluated the information
submitted. Based on my inquiry of the person or persons who manage the system,
or those persons directly responsibie for gathering the information, the
information submitted is, to the best of my knowledge and belief, true, accurate,
and complete. I am aware that there are significant penalties for submitting false
information, including the possibility of fine and imprisonment for knowing
violations.

This certification does not apply to emergency notifications where compliance would be

impractical.
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43. Any information provided pursuant to this Consent Decree may be admissible evidence
in any proceeding to enforce the provisions of this Consent Decree and as otherwise permitted by
law.

49.  The reporting requirements of this Consent Decree do not relieve the City of any
reporting obligations required by the CWA or its implementing regulations, or by any other

federal, state, or local law, regulation, permit, or other requirement.

IX, P TIES
50.  Within thirty (30) Days from the Effective Date, the City shall pay the sum of $350,000
as a civil penalty as set forth in Paragraphs 51-53 below.
51.  Of the total civil penalty amount of $350,000, the City shall pay the United States
$175,000 and the State $175,000.
52. The payment of the civil penalty to the United States of $175,000 shail be made by
FedWire Electronic Funds Transfer (“EFT™) to the United States Department of Justice (*DOJ”),
in accordance with written instructions to be provided to the City, following entry of this
Consent Decree, bjr the Financial Litigation Unit of the U.S. Attorney’s Office for the Western
District of Washington, 700 Stewart Street, Suite 5220, Seattle, Washington 98101(206-553-
7970). At the time of payment, the City shall send a copy of the EFT authorization form and the
EFT transaction record, togéther with the transmittal letter, which shall state that the payment is
for the civil penalty owed pursuant to the Consent Decree in United States of America and State
of Washington v. City of Seattle, and shall reference the civil action number ___ and DOJ case
number 90-5-1-1-10066, to the United States, in accordance with Section XIII (Notices) of this

Consent Decree, and by mail to:

In the event that the City fails to pay all or any portion of the civil penalty owed to the United
States within thirty (30) Days of the Effective Date, the City shall pay to the United States
interest on the balance due from the 31* day after the Effective Date to date of full payment, at
the rate calculated pursuant to 28 U.S.C § 1961.

53.  The payment of the civil penalty to the State of $175,000 shall be made by check payable
to “Department of Ecology™, and mailed to:

At the time of payment, the City shall send a copy of the check, together with the transmittal
letter, which shall state that the payment is for the civil penalty owed pursuant to the Consent
Decree in this case, and shall reference the civil action number , to the State, in accordance
with Section XIII (Notices) of this Consent Decree.

54.  The City shall not deduct any penalties paid under this Decree pursuant to this Section or

Section X (Stipulated Penalties) in calculating its federal and State taxes.

X. STIPULATED PENALTIES

55.  The City shall be liable to the United States and the State for stipulated penalties in the
amounts set forth in this Section for failure to comply with the requirements of this Consent
Decfee as specified below, unless excused under Section XI (Force Majeure). “Compliance” or
“to comply” shall include meeting all requirements of this Consent Decree and any applicable

permit, as well as completing the activities under this Consent Decree, or any work plan or other
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plan approved under this Consent Decree, in accordance witﬁ all applicable requirements of this
Consent Decree, and within the specified time schedules established by and approved uﬁdcr this
Consent Decree.

56.  Late Payment of Civil Penalties. If the City fails to pay the civil penalty required to be
paid under Section IX {Civil Penalties) of this Consent Decree when due, the City shall pay a

stipulated penalty of 810,000 for each Day that the payment is late.

for each Sewer Overflow.

62. Any Other Violations of this Consent Decree. The City shall pay a stipulated penalty of
$2,000 per violation per Day for any violation of Paragraphs 4, 6, 71, and Section XIV
(“Information Collection and Retention”) of the Consent Decree.

63.  Stpulated penalties under this Section X shall begin to accrue on the Day after
performance is due or on the Day a violation occurs, whichever is applicable, and shall continue
to accrue until performance is satisfactorily completed or until the violation ceases. Stipulated
penalties shall accrue simultaneously for separate violations of this Consent Decree.

64.  The United States, or the State, or both, may seek stipulated penalties under this Section
by sending a joint written demand to the City, or by citﬁer sovereign sending a written demand to
the City, with a copy simultaneously sent to the other sovereign. Either sovereign may waive
stipulated penalties or reduce the amount of stiﬁulated penalties it seeks, in the unreviewable
exercise of its discretion and in accordance with this Paragraph. Wﬁere both sovereigns seek
stipulated penalties for the same violation of this Consent Decree, the City shall pay 50 percent
to the United States and 50 percent to the State within thirty (30) days of the joint written
demand. Where only one sovereign demands stipulated penalties for a violation, and the other
sovereign does not join in the demand within ten (10) Days of receiving the demand, or timely
joins in the demand but subsequently elects to waive or reduce stipulated penalties for that

violation, the City shall pay the stipulated penalties due for the violation to the sovereign making
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the demand less any amount paid to the other sovereign within thirty (30) days of the demand.
Nothing in this Section shall be construed to waive and the City expressly reserves its right to
dispute whether the violation occurred and the duration of the violation pursuant to the
procedures set forth in Section XII (Dispute Resolution).

65.  Penalty Accrual during Dispute Resolution. Stipulated penaities shall continue to accrue
as provided in Paragraph 63 during any Dispute Resolution, provided, however, the City may
argue to the Court that stipulated penalties and interest should not run after the matter has been
fully briefed and submitted to the Court and provided that Plaintiffs can argue the contrary.
Upon completion of dispute resolution, any stipulated penalties that are ultimately determined to
be due, plus interest as applicable, shall be paid within twenty (20} days of the date the Parties’
agreement, the United States and State’s written decision, or, if applicable, any Court order.

66.  The City shall pay stipulated penalties owing to the United States in the manner set forth
and with the confirmation notices required by Paragraph 52, except that the transmittal letter
shall state for which violation(s) the penalties are being paid. The City shall pay stipulated
penalties owing to the State in the manner set forth and with the confirmation notices required by
Paragraph 53. A copy of the transmittal letter to the United States and other evidence of
payment to the State will also be sent to the Washington’s Attorney General’s Office and
Ecology. |

67.  If the City fails to pay stipulated penalties, and any accrued interest, to the United States
and the State in accordance with the terms of this Consent Decree, the City shall be liable for
interest on such penalties, as provided for in 28 U.S.C. § 1961, accruing as of the date payment

became due. Nothing in this Paragraph shall be construed to limit the United States or the State
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from seeking any remedy otherwise provided by law for the City’s failure to pay any stipulated
penalties.

68.  Subject to the provisions of Section XVI (Effect of Settlement and Reservation of
Rights), the stipulated penalties provided for in this Consent Decree shall be in addition to any
other rights, remedies, or sanctions available to the United States or the State for the City’s
violation of this Consent Decree or applicable law. Where a violation of this Consent Decree is
also a violation of the City’s NPDES Permit, the Clean Water Act, or the Washington Water
Pollution Control Act, the City shall be allowed a credit, for any stipulated penalties paid, against
any statutory penalties imposed for such violation and vice versa. (The City shall be allowed a
credit for any statutory penalties paid against any stipulated penalties assessed for such

violation).

XI. FORCE MAJEURE

69.  “Force majeure,” for purposes of this Consent Decree, is defined as any event arising
from causes beyond the control of the City, of any entity controlled by the City, or of the City’s
contractors that delays or prevents the performance of any obligation under this Consent Decree,
despite the City’s best efforts to fulfill the obligation. The requirement that the City exercise
“best efforts to fulfill the obligation” includes using best efforts to anticipate any reasonably
foreseeable force majeure events and best efforts to address the effects of any such event (a) as it
is occurring and (b) after it has occurred to prevent or minimize any resulting delay to the
greatest extent possible. Force majeure does not include the City’s financial inability to perform

any obligation under this Consent Decree or the City’s failure to approve contracts necessary to
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meet the requirements of this Consent Decree, except as expressly provided in Paragraph 23 of
this Decree.

70.  If the City believes that a permit contaiﬁs unreasonable conditions and has appealed the
permit condition, the City may request EPA Region 10 Compliance and Enforcement Office
Director and Ecology’s Water Quality Program Manager to consider it to be a force majeure
event. If they determine that the permit condition was not a force majeure event, the City may
elect to invoke dispute resolution as set forth in Section XII, informal dispute resolution pursuant
to Paragraph 76, or may file a motion for judicial review of the dispute within ten days of EPA
and Ecology’s determination that the permit condition was not a force majeure event, subject to
the standard of review set forth in Paragraph 81. The City may also request that the Court stay
consideration of its motion for judicial review of EPA and Ecology’s decision that the permit
condition was not a force majeure event until the underlying permit appeal is resolved.

71.  If any event occurs or has occurred that may delay the performance of any obligations
under this Consent Decree, whether or not caused by a force majeure event, the City shaﬂ
provide notice orally or by electronic or facsimile transmission to EPA and Ecology, within five
(5) Days of when the City first knew, or, in the exercise of reasonable diligence under the
circumnstances, should have known, of such event. Within ten (10) Days thereafter, the City shall
provide in writing to EPA and Ecology an explanation and description of the reasons for the
delay; the anticipated duration of the delay; all actions taken or to be taken to prevent or
minimize the delay; a schedule for implementation of any measures to be taken to prevent or
mitigate the delay or effect of the delay; the City’s rationale for attributing such delay to a force
' majeure event if it intends to assert such a claim; and a statement as to whether, in the City’s

opinion, such event may cause or contribute to an endangerment to public health or welfare, or
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the environment. The City shall include with any notice all available documentation supporting
the claim that the delay was attributable to a force majeure event. Failure to comply with the
above requirements shall preclude the City from asserting any claim of force majeure for that
event for the period of time for such failure to comply, and for any additional delay caused by
such failure.

72.  If EPA and Ecology agree that the delay or anticipated delay is attributable to a force
majeure event, the time for performance of the obligations under this Consent Decree that are
affected by the force majeure event will be extended by EPA and Ecology for such time as is
necessary to complete those obligations. An extension of time for performance of the
obligations affected by the force majeure event shall not, of itself, extend the time for
petformance of any other obligation. EPA and Ecology will notify the City in writing of the
length of the extension, if any, for performance of any obligations affected by the force majeure
event.

73.  IfEPA and Ecology do not agree that the delay or anticipated delay has been or will be
c.aused by a force majeure event, EPA and Ecology will notify the City in writing of their
decision.

74.  If the City elects to invoke the dispute resolution procedures set forth in Section XII
(Dispute Resolution) of this Consent Decree, it shall do so no later than fifteen (15) days after
receipt of EPA’s and Ecology’s notice of decision. In any such proceeding, the City shall have
the burden of demonstrating by a preponderance of the evidence that the delay or anticipated
delay has been or will be caused by a force majeure event, that the duration of the delay or the
extension sought was or will be warranted under the circumstances, that reasonable efforts were

exercised to avoid and mitigate the effects of the delay, and that the City complied with the
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requirements of Paragraphs 70-74 above. If the City carries this burden, the delay at issue shall
be deemed not to be a violation by the City of the affected obligation of this Consent Decree

identified to EPA, Ecology and the Court.

XII. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

75.  Unless otherwise expressly provided for in this Consent Decree, the dispute resolution
procedures of this Section XII shall be the exclusive mechanism to resolve disputes arising under
or with respect to this Consent Decree.

76.  Informal Dispute Resolution. Any dispute subject to the Dispute Resolution under this
Consent Decree shall first be the subject of informal negotiations. The dispute shall be
considered to have arisen when the City sends the United States and the State a written Notice of
Dispute, in accordance with Section XIII (Notices). Such Notice of Dispute shall state clearly
the matter in dispute. As part of the informal negotiations, the Parties may engage in mediation
with a third party mediator in order to resolve the dispute, if all Parties mutually agree to such
mediation. A Party’s decision not to mediate is not subject to dispute resolution procedures. The
period of informal negotiations (including mediation, if any) shall not exceed thirty (30) days
from the date the dispute arises, unless that period is modified by written agreement. Any
negotiation period that precedes the date the City submitsla written Notice of Dispute shall not be
considered to be part of the informal negotiation period.

77.  Formal Dispute Resolution. The City shall invoke formal dispute resolution procedures
within the time period set forth in the preceding Paragraph, by serving the United States and the
State, in accordance with Section XIII (Notices) of this Consent Decree, a written Statement of
Position regarding the matter in dispute. The Statement of Position shall include, but need not be
limited to, any factual data, analysis, or opinion supporting the City’s position and any -
supporting documentation relied upon by the City.

78.  The United States and the State shall serve their Statement of Position within forty-five
(45) days of receipt of the City’s Statement of Position. The Statement of Position served by the
United States and the State shall include, but need not be limited to, any factual data, analysis,
opinion, or supporting documentation relied upon by the United States and the State. The
Statement of Position served by the United States and the State shall be binding on the City,
unless the City files a motion for judicial review of the dispute in accordance with the following
Paragraph.

79.  The City may seek judicial review of the dispute by filing with the Court and serving on
the United States and the State, in accordance with Section XIII (Notices) of this Consent
Decree, a motion requesting judicial resolution of the dispute. The City must file the motion
within twenty-one (21) Days of receipt of the Statement of Position served by the United States
and the State pursuant to the preceding Paragraph. The motion shall contain a written statement
of the City’s position on the matter in dispute, including any supporﬁng factual data, analysis,
opinion, or documentation, and shall set forth the relief requested and any schedule within which

the dispute must be resolved for orderly implementation of the Conéent Decree.
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80.  The United States and the State shall respond to the City’s motion within the time period
allowed by the Local Rules of this Court. The City may file a reply memorandum, to the extent
permitted by the Local Rules.

81.  Standard of Review. In any dispute brought under this Section, the City shall have the
burden of proof, and the standard and scope of review shall be that provided by applicable law.
The United States reserves the right to argue that its position is reviewable only on the
administrative record and must be upheld unless arbitrary and capricious or otherwise not in

accordance with law,

82. The invocation of dispute resolution procedures under this Section shail not, by itself,
extend, posipone, or affect in any way any obligation of the City under this Consent Decree,
unless and until a final resolution of the dispute so provides. Stipulated penalties with respect to
the disputed matter shall continue to accrue from the first Day of non-compliance, but payment
shall be stayed pending resolution of the diépute as provided in Paragraph 65. If the City does
not prevail on the disputed issue, stipulated penalties shall be assessed and paid as provided in

Section X (Stipulated Penalties), unless otherwise provided by the Court.

85.  Notices and submissions provided pursuant to this Section XIII shall be deemed
submitted upon mailing, unless otherwise provided in this Consent Decree or by mutual

agreement of the Parties in writing.

XIV. INFORMATION COLLECTION AND RETENTION

86.  The United States, the State, and their representatives, including attorneys, contractors,
and consultants, shail have the right of entry into any facility covered by this Consent Decree, at
all reasonable times, upon presentation of credentials, to :

a) Monitor the progress of activities required under this Consent Decree;

b) Verify any data or information submitted to the United States or the State, in accordance
with the terms of this Consent Decree;

c) Obtain samples and, upon request, splits of any samples taken by the City or its
representatives, contractors, or consultants;

d) Obtain documentary evidence, including photographs and similar data; and
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e) Assess the City’s compliance with this Consent Decree.

87.  The United States and the State will use reasonable efforts to coordinate field inspections
of the City’s Wastewater Collection System with the City by notifying the City, if practicable, of
such inspections prior to arrival at the field inspection location, unless the United States or the
State determines that it needs to do an unannounced inspection.

88.  Upon request, the City shall provide EPA, the State, or their authorized representatives
split of any samples taken by the City. Upon request, EPA and the State shall provide the City
with splits of any samples taken by EPA or the State. Upon request, EPA and the State shﬂ
provide copies of any photographs and similar data obtained during on-site visits conducted
pursuant to Paragraph 86 above that is non-exempt and non-privileged under either FOIA or
State public disclosure laws.

89.  Until five (5) years after the termination of this Consent Decree, the City shall retain, and
shall instruct its contractors and agents to preserve, ail documents, reports, records, or other
information (including documents, records, or other information in electronié form) in its or its
contractors’ or agents’ possession or control, or that come into its or its contractors’ or agents’
possession or control, and that document the City’s performance of its obligations under this
Consent Decree. Drafis of final documents or plans do not need to be retained. This
information-retention requirement shall apply regardless of any contrary institutional policies or
procedures. At any time during this information-retention period, upon request by the United
States or the State, the City shall provide copies of any documents, records, or other information
required to be maintained under this Paragraph.

90.  The City may assert that certain documents, records, or other information is privileged

under the attorney-client privilege or any other privilege recognized by federal or state law. If
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the City asserts such a privilege, it shall provide the following: (1) the title of the document,
record, or information; (2) the date of the document, record, or information; (3) the name and
title of each author of the document, record, or information; (4) the name and title of each
addressee and recipient; (5) a description of the subject of the document, record, or information;
and (6) the privilege asserted by the City. No documents, recor&s, or other information created
by or generated pursuant to the requirements of this Consent Decree, however, shall be withheld
on grounds of privilege.

91.  The City may also assert that information required to be provided to the Um'téd States
under this Section is protected as Confidential Business Information (“CBI”) under 40 C.F.R.
Part 2. As to any information that the City seeks to protect as CBI, the City shall follow the
procedures set forth in 40 C.F.R. Part 2. If no claim of confidentiality accompanies documents
or information when they are submitted to the United States and the State, the public may receive
access to such documents or information without further notice, in accordance with 40 C.F.R.
Part 2, Subpart B. The City may also assert that information required to be provided to the State
under this Section is confidential under state law by following the procedures set forth in RCW
43.21A.160.

92.  This Consent Decree in no way limits or affects any right of entry and inspection, or any
right to obtain information, held by the United States or the State pursuant to applicable federal
or state laws, regulations, or permits, nor does it limit or affect any duty or obligation of the City
to maintain documents, records, or other information imposed by applicable federal or state laws,

regulations, or permits.
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XV. FAILURE OF COMPLIANCE

93." The United States and the State do not, by their consent to the entry of this Consent
Decree, warrant or aver in any manner that the City’s compliance with any aspect of this Consent
Decree will result in compliance with the provisions of the CWA, 33 U.S.C. § 1251 et seq., or
with any other provisions of federal, state, or local laws, regulations, or permits. The City shall
remain responsible for compliance with thé terms of the CWA and its implementing regulations,
applicable state law and regulations, its NPDES Permit, all orders issued by the State, and this
Consent Decree. Nothing in this Consent Decree shall be interpreted as limiting the State’s right
to take enforcement action in response to any violations of the City’s NPDES Permit or any
orders issued by the State. The pendency or outcome of any proceeding concerning issuance,
reissuance, or modification of any NPDES Permit shall neither affect nor postpone the City’s

duties and obligations as set forth in this Consent Decree.

XVIL. EFFECT OF SETTLEMENT AND RESERVATION OF RIGHTS

94.  This Consent Decree resolves the civil claims of the United States and the State for the
violations alleged in the Complaint filed in this action through the Date of Lodging of this
Consent Decree.

95.  The United States and the State reserve all legal and equitable remedies available to
enforce the provisions of this Consent Decree, except as expressly stated in Paragraph 94. This
Consent Decfee shall not be construed to limit the rights of the United States or the State to
obtain penalties or injunctive relief under the CWA or its implementing regulations, or under
other federal or state laws, regulations, or permit conditions, except as expressly provided in

Paragraph 94.
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96.  The United States and the State further reserve afl legal and equitable remedies to address
any imminent and substantial endangerment to the public health or welfare or the :nvironment
arising at, or posed by, the City’s Wastewater Collection Systém, whether related to the
violations addressed in this Consent Decree or otherwise.

97.  Inany subsequent administrative or judicial proceeding initiated by the United States or
the State for injunctive relief, civil penaities, or other appropriate relief relating to the City’s
Wastewater Collection System or the City’s violations, the City shall not assert, and may not
maintain, any defense or claim based upon the principles of waiver, res judicata, collateral
estoppel, issue preclusion, claim preclusion, claim-splitting, or other defenses based upon any
contention that the claims raised by the United States or the State in the subsequent proceeding
were or should have been brought in the instant case, except with respect to claims that have
been specifically resolved pursuant to Paragraph 94.

98.  This Consent Decree is not a permit, nor a modification of any permit, under any federal,
state, or local laws or regulations. Nothing in this Consent Decree relieves the City of any
obligations it has under any applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and permits.
The City may seek to admit evidence of its compliance with the Consent Decree in any
subsequent proceeding. The United States and the State do not, by their consent to entry orf this
Consent Decree, warrant or aver in any manner that the City’s compliance with any aspect of this
Consent Decree will result in compliance with the CWA or the Water Pollution Control Act, and
reserve all rights to object to introduction of such evidence by the City.

99, | This Consent Decree does not limit or affect the rights of the Parties against any third
ﬁarties, not party to this Consent Decree, nor does it limit the rights of third parties, not party to

this Consent Decree, against the City, except as otherwise provided by law or by Paragraphs 94
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and 100. This Consent Decree shall not be construed to cfeate rights in, or grant any cause of
action to, any third party, not party to this Consent Decree.

100. The Complaint and this Consent Decree shall constitute and establish continuing diligent
prosecution by the United States, under Section 505(b){(1)(B) of the Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C.
§ 1365(b)(1)(B), of all matters alleged in the Complaint arising from the beginning of the
applicable statute of limitations through the Date of Lodging.

101, Nothing in this Consent Decree limits the rights or defenses available under Section
309(e) of the Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. §1319(e), in the event that the laws of the State, as
currently or hereafier enacted, may prevent the City from raising the revenues needed to comply

with this Consent Decree.

XVII. EFFECTIVE DA

102. The Effective Date of this Consent Decree shall be the date upon which this Consent
Decree is entered by the Court or a motion to enter the Consent Decree is granted, whichever
occurs first, as recorded on the Court’s docket, provided, however, that the City hereby agrees
that it shall be bound to perform duties scheduled to occur prior to the Effective Date as specified

in the City’s NPDES Permit.

XVIIL RETENTION QF DICTION

103.  The Court shall retain jurisdiction over this case until termination of this Consent Decree
for the purpose of resolving disputes arising under this Consent Decree, pursuant to Section XII
(Dispute Resolution), or entering orders modifying this Consent Decree, pursuant to Section XIX

(Modification), or effectuating or enforcing compliance with the terms of this Consent Decree.
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XIX. MODIFICATION

104.  The terms of this Consent Decree, including any attached Appendices, may be modified
only by a subsequent written agreement signed by all the Parties. Where the modification
constitutes a material change to this Consent Decree, it shall be effective only upon approval by
the Court.

105.  Unless otherwise provided herein, any disputes concerning modification of this Consent
Decree shall be resolved pursuant to Section XII (Dispute Resolution) of this Consent becree,
provided, however, that, instead of the burden of proof provided by Paragraph 81, the Party
secking modification bears the burden of demonstrating that it is entitled to the requested
modification in accordance with the grounds for relief specified in Federal Rule of Civil
Procedure 60(b).

106.  Upon issuance of any new federal law or federal regulation governing CSOs; upon EPA
approval or promulgation of new or revised water quality standards in accordance with 33 U.S.C.
Section 1313(c) and 40 C.F.R. Section 131.21 and 131.22; or upon the issuance of a NPDES
permit that contains new requirements, the City may request modification of this Consent Decree
(including requests for extensions of time) from the United States to conform this Consent
Decree to such regulation, national policy, new or revised water quality standard or permit. Upon
the City’s request, the United States and the City shall discuss the matter. If the United States
and the City agree on the proposed modification to the Consent Decree, they shall prepare a joint
motion to the Court requesting such modification.

107.  If the United States and the City do not agree, and the City still believes that modification
of this Consent Decree is appropriate, the City may file a motion secking such modification in

accordance with Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 60(b); provided, however, that nothing in this
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subparagraph is intended to waive the United States’ rights to oppose such motion and to argue
that such modification is unwarranted,

108. Following the filing of a motion under Rule 60(b), stipulated penalties shall accrue due to
the City’s failure, if any, to continue performance of obligations under the Consent Decree that
are necessarily the subject of the Rule 60(b) motion; provided, however, that such penalties need
not be paid if the Court resolves the motion in the City’s favor, and the City shall comply with

the Consent Decree as modified.

XX. TERMINAT

109. The City may serve upon the United States and the State a Request for Termination of
Consent Decree, together with supporting documentation, certifying that the City has satisfied
all of its obligations under the Decree including:

a) Completion of all compliance requirements in Section V (Compliance Programs) and that
it has achieved and maintained satisfactory compliance with this Consent Decree for a period of
twelve consecutive months following completion of its requirements under Section V;

b) Compliance with all other requ.iremeﬁts of this Consent Decree; and

c) Payment in full of all civil penalties, any accrued stipulated penalties, and any accrued
interest as required by this Consent Decree.

110. Following receipt by the United States and the State of the City’s Request for
Termination, the Parties shall confer informally concemiﬁg the Request for Termination and any
disagreement that the Parties may have as to whether the City has satisfactorily complied with

the requirements for termination of this Consent Decree. If the United States and the State agree
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that the Consent Decree may be terminated, the Parties shall submit, for the Court’s approval, a
joint stipulation terminating the Consent Decree.

111.  If the United States and the State do not agree that the Consent Decree may be
terminated, the City may invoke dispute resolution under Section XII (Dispute Resolution). The
City, however, shall not seck resolution of any dispute regarding termination of this Consent
Decree, under Paragraph 77, uﬁtil ninety (90) days after service of its Request for Termination.
The City shall have the burden of proof that it met the conditions for termination of the Consent
Decree. This Consent Decree shall remain in effect pending resolution of the dispute by the

Parties or the Court, in accordance with Section XII (Dispute Resolution).

XXI. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

112.  This Consent Decree shall be lodged with the Court for a period of not less than thirty
(30) days for public notice and comment, in accordance with 28 C.F.R. § 50.7. The United
States reserves the right to withdraw or withhold its consent if the comments regarding the
Consent Decree disclose facts or considerations indicating that the Consent Decree is
inappropriate, improper, or inadequate. The City consents to entry of this Consent Decree
without further notice and agrees not to withdraw from or oppose entry of this Consent Decree
by the Court or to challenge any provision of this Consent Decree, unless the United States has

notified the City in writing that it no longer supports entry of this Consent Decree.

XXII. SIGNATORIES/SERVICE

113.  Each undersigned representative of the City, the State, and the Assistant Attorney
General for the Environment and Natural Resources Division of the United States Department of

Justice, on behalf of the United States, certifies that he or she is fully authorized to enter into the
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terms and conditions of this Consent Decree and to execute and legally bind the Party he or she
represents to this document.

114. This Consent Decree may be signed in counterparts. The City agrees to accept service of
process by mail or courier service to the address set forth in Section XIII with respect to all
matters arising under or relating to this Consent Decree and to waive the formal service
requirements set forth in Rules 4 and 5 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure and any

applicable Local Rules of this Court, including, but not limited to, service of a summons.

XXTII1. COSTS

115, The Parties shall each bear their own costs of this action, including attorneys’ fees, except
that the United States and the State may be entitled to collect the costs (including attorneys’
fees) incurred in any action necessary to collect any portion of the civil penalty or any stipulated

penalties due but not paid by the City.

XXIV.  INTEGRATION °

116. This Consent Decree and its Appendices constitute the final, complete, and exclusive
agreement and understanding among the Parties with respect to the settlement embodied in the
Consent Decree and supersede all prior agreements and understandings, whether oral or written,
pertaining to the settlement embodied herein. Other than the deliverables subsequently
submitted and approved pursuant to this Consent Decree and incorporated herein, no other
document, nor any representation, inducement, agreement, understanding, or promise, constitutes
any part of this Consent Decree or the settlement it represents, nor shall it be used in construing

the terms of this Consent Decree.

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APPENDIX C: LTCP Requirements

The City shall continue development of its Long Term Control Plan (“LTCP") to provide
for the construction and implementation of all Wastewater Collection System improvements
necessary to comply with those portions of the CWA and its implementing regulations, RCW
90.48, and WAC 173.245 that apply to CSO control. The LTCP shall be developed and |
implemented in accordance with EPA’s CSO Control Policy.

A, Public and Regulatory Agency Participation Program.

The City shall implement a Public and Regulatory Agency Participation Program (the
“Participation Program™) designed to ensure that there is ample public participation and ample
participation by the Plaintiffs, throughout all stages of development of the City’s Long Term
Control Plan. The Participation Program shall include, at a minimum, the following elements: -

1. The means by which the City will make information pertaining to the development of the
LTCP available to the public for review.

2. The means by which the City will solicit comments from the public on the development of
the LTCP.

3. Summary of public hearings at meaningful times during the LTCP development process to
provide the public with information and to solicit comments from the public regarding the
components of the LTCP.

4. Program for consideration of comments provided by the public as the City develops its
LTCP.

5. Measures that the City will employ to ensure that Plaintiffs are kept informed of the City’s
progress in developing its L TCP, including scheduling periodic meetings with Plaintiffs at
meaningful times during the LTCP development process and regular submittal of reports to
Plaintiffs summarizing the public comments received throughout implementation of the
Program,

B. Hydraulic Model Development and Hydraulic Model Report

1. On or about December 26, 2012, the City submitted its hydraulic model of the City’s
Wastewater Collection System with the exception of Basin 107 (*“Hydraulic Model™) to be
used in conjunction with the results of the monitoring program as published and available in
the Flow Monitoring Report. At a minimum, the Hydraulic Model shall be capable of
predicting stormwater flows and resulting combined sewer overflows generated by various
wet weather events. The Hydraulic Model shall be capable of the following:

a. developing wet weather hydrographs for both combined catchment areas, as well as for
the separate sewer areas that are fributaries to the CSS. The hydrographs shall be
developed for various storm recurrence intervals and shall be combined with baseline
wastewater flow and routed through gravity sewer lines, pump stations, force mains,
regulators and interceptors by the Hydraulic Model. The Hydraulic Model shall include
methods for estimating wastewater flow, groundwater infiltration, and rain induced
infiltration and inflow. The hydrographs shall be developed using historical flow and
rainfall data and data collected as a result of the City’s Flow Monitoring Program.
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predicting the hydraulic grade lines, volume and flow rates of wastewater in force mains
and gravity sewer lines during a variety of appropriate wet weather events;

predicting the hydraulic pressure and flow of wastewater at any point in force mains
throughout the Wastewater Collection System;

predicting the flow capacity of each pump station;

predicting the flow capacity of gravity sewer lines;

predicting the peak flows during wet weather and dry weather conditions for pump
stations and gravity sewer lines;

predicting the likelihood, location, duration and volume of discharge from each CSO for
a variety of storm events of varying durations and retura frequencies that would be
expected in a typical calendar year;

conducting both continuous and event-specific simulations; and

evaluating various CSO control alternatives and being able to determine (i) how the CSS§

. hydraulics and CSO frequency and duration will change under various control

alternatives; and (ii) the best combination of control technologies across the system.

2. On or about December 26, 2012, the City submitted a Hydraulic Model Report which shall
include, at a minimum:

the Wastewater Collection System using actual data (e.g., flow data);

procedures {o verify the Hydraulic Model’s performance using actual data (e.g., flow
data); and

procedures for modeling wet weather flows from separate sewer areas.

Long Term Control Plan

1. The City shall continue development and implementation of its Long Term Control Plan,
which shall provide for the construction and implementation of all improvements and other
measures necessary to meet the performance criteria for controlling combined sewer
overflows, pursuant to Chapter 173-245 of the Washington Administrative Code and Revised
Code of Washington 90.48.480. The LTCP shall be conducted using the LTCP guidelines,

but the alternatives analysis shall be modified in order to meet the performance criteria.
Meeting the performance criteria is equivalent to meeting the presumption approach in the
LTCP guidance.

The LTCP shall build upon the alternative analysis work that was performed as part of the
development of the City’s 2010 CSO Reduction Plan Amendment (2010 Plan). Alternatives
that were screened out as part of the 2010 Plan will not be evaluated further in the LTCP.
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3. For each alternative or combination of alternatives evaluated as part of the LTCP, the City’s
assessment shall include, at 2 minimum, an evaluation of the technical feasibility and
applicability of each alternative or combination of alternatives at each CSO Outfall or
grouping of CSO Outfalls,

4. For each alternative or combination of alternatives evaluated as part of the LTCP, the City’s
assessment shall include a determination of the estimated “project costs,” as that term is
described on pages 3-49 through 3-51 of the EPA’s “Combined Sewer Overflows Guidance
for Long-Term Control Plan,” for each alternative or combination of alternatives. The
determination of the estimated “project costs™ shall include:

a. “capital costs,” “annual operation and maintenance costs,” and “life cycle costs,” as
those terms are described on pages 3-49 through 3-51 of EPA’s “Combined Sewer
Overflows Guidance for Long-Term Control Plan;” and

b. An itemization of the “capital costs™ and “annual operation and maintenance costs”
used to determine the total “project costs™ for each separate component of each
alternative or combination of alternatives.

5. Assessment of CSO Control Measures: In developing the LTCP, the City must conduct or
document prior analysis of alternatives for reducing the City’s CSOs. The assessment must
include, at a minimum, {(a) an evaluation of the annual performance capabilities and
effectiveness, measured in terms of CSO activation frequencies and overflow volumes, of
various CSO control alternatives to meet performance criteria for controlling CSOs, pursuant
to WAC 173-245 and RCW 90.48.480; (b} an analysis of design and development
capabilities for the CSO control alternatives, including basin-specific information on flow
management, topographical or hydrological constraints, and construction capacities; (c) an
evaluation of project costs, including capital costs, annual operations and maintenance costs,
and total present worth, for the CSO control alternatives; {d) the screening of selected CSO
control alternatives, involving additional evaluation of the geotechnical environment and
property information, as well as the preparation of the appropriate environmental review, for
the identified project area; and (e) the basis for the City’s selection of the preferred
alternatives to implement as the CSO Control Measures in the LTCP.

a. Green Infrastructure: EPA and Ecology encourage the City to utilize Green
Infrastructure as appropriate to reduce or replace gray CSO Conirol Measures included
in the LTCP, provided that any green measures proposed, together with gray measures
proposed, are anticipated to provide substantiatly the same or greater level of control
as alternative gray CSO Control Measures alone. If the City relies on other entities to
implement green technologies, the City must have agreements in place to ensure
proper operation and maintenance of the green technologies. :

L For any Green Infrastructure submitted as part of the LTCP, the City shall
submit to EPA and Ecology an Engineering Report. The Engineering
Report shall at a minimum include the following for each project:

1. Data on location, sizing, design, and the performance levels
expected to be achieved with the implementation of the Green
Infrastructure project (hereinafter GI Performance Criteria),
utilizing the information and models that the City used in
developing the LTCP, as well as any monitoring information used
in formulating the proposal, along with an assessment of the long
term effectiveness and performance expected to be achieved with

2. A description of the work required to implement the Green
Infrastructure project and a schedule for completion of this work
and implementation of the project that is consistent with this
Consent Decree, its Appendices, and the deadline of December 31,
2025 for Construction Completion of ali CSO Control Measures,
unless this deadline is extended pursuant to Section XI (Force
Majeure), Paragraph 20(c), or Paragraph 23(c) of the Consent
Decree;

3. A description of the proposed ownership of and access to the
Green Infrastructure project, and where the City relies on other
entities to implement green technologies, the City must explain
the agreements necessary to ensure proper operation and
maintenance of the green technologies, as well as how these
agreements will be enforced;

4. A description of any post-construction monitoring and modeling to
be performed to determine whether the GI Performance Criteria
will be met upon completion and implementation: of the Green
Infrastructure project; and

5. An altemative gray CSO Control Measure to be implemented if the
Green Infrastructure project is disapproved. The proposal shall
include a description of the proposed gray CSO Control Measure,
as well as a schedule for completion and implementation of the
project that is consistent with this Consent Decree, its Appendices,
and the deadline of December 31, 2025 for Construction
Completion of all CSO Control Measures, unless this deadline is
extended pursnant to Section XI (Force Majeure), Paragraph 20(c),
or Paragraph 23(c) of the Consent Decree.

Upon review of the City’s Green Infrastructure project proposals, EPA and
Ecology will comment, approve, disapprove, or approve in part, the proposal.
The City shall implement each Green Infrastructure project approved by EPA
and Ecology, in accordance with the provisions and schedule in the approved
proposal.

In the event that the City implements an approved Green Infrastructure project
proposal that fails to meet the GI Performance Criteria set forth in the project
proposal and LTCP, the City shall propose, within 180 days after submittal of
the applicable post-construction monitoring report documenting said faiture,
additional CSO Control Measures designed to achieve the GI Performance
Criteria with a schedule for completion of this work and implementation of the
project that is consistent with this Consent Decree, its Appendices, and the
deadline of December 31, 2025 for Construction Completion of all CSO
Control Measures, unless this deadline is extended pursnant to Section X1
(Force Majeure), Paragraph 20(c), or Paragraph 23(c) of the Consent Decree.
In the alternative, where the City has substantially met the GI Performance
Criteria, the City may, within sixty {60) days after discovering a project’s
failure to meet the GI Performance Criteria, petition EPA and Ecology for a
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change in the GI Performance Criteria. In the event that EPA and Ecology
disapprove of the City’s request for a change in the GI Performance Criteria,
the City shall, within 180 days following EPA and Ecology’s disapproval,
propose additional CSO Control Measures designed to achieve the GI
Performance Criteria with a schedule for completion of this work and
implementation of the project that is consistent with this Consent Decree, its
Appendices, and the deadline of December 31, 2025 for Construction
Completion of all CSO Control Measures, unless this deadline is extended
pursuant to Section XI (Force Majeure), Paragraph 20(c), or Paragraph 23(c) of
the Consent Decree.
The LTCP shall include an evaluation of the City’s financial capability to fund the selected
alternative or combination of alternatives, consistent with EPA’s February 1997 “Combined
Sewer Overflows — Guidance for Financial Capability Assessment and Schedule
Development” and relevant financial factors as deemed appropriate by the United States and
the State.
The LTCP shall include the setection of CSO Control Measures, including the construction
of all Wastewater Collection System improvements, necessary to ensure compliance with the
technology-based and water quality based requirements of those portions of the CWA, RCW
90.48.110, WAC 173-245, and the City’s NPDES Permit that apply to CSO control.
The LTCP shall include an expeditious schedule for the design, construction, and
implementation of all CSO Control Measures. If it is not possible for the City to design and
construct all measures simultaneously, the LTCP shall include a phased schedule based on
the relative importance of each measure, with highest priority being given to those projects
which most reduce the discharge of pollutants. The schedule shall specify critical milestones
for each specific measure, including, at a minimum, dates for: (i) submission of draft and
final engineering reports; (ii) submission of draft and final plans and specifications; (iii)
Construction Start; (iv) Construction Completion; and (v) achievement of Controlled status.
The City’s assessment of the costs, benefits, and effectiveness of the alternatives evaluated
for reducing CS8Os; _
The City’s basis for determining that the CSO Control Measures set forth in the LTCP will
ensure that the City’s CSOs comply with the CSO Control Policy, and those portions of the
CWA and its implementing regulations, RCW 90.48.110, WAC 173-245, and the City’s
NPDES Permit that apply to CSO control;
The City’s basis for determining that the schedule for implementing the LTCP attains
Construction Completion of all CSO Control Measures as expeditiously as practicable, and n
no event later than December 31, 2025 for Construction Completion of all CSO Control
Measures, unless this deadline is extended pursuant to Section XI (Force Majeure),
Paragraph 20(c), or Paragraph 23(c) of the Consent Decree; and
The City’s Financial Capability Assessment, conducted pursuant to Section II.C.8 of the
CSO Control Policy and further addressed in EPA’s guidance document entitled, “Combined
Overflows — Guidance for Financial Capability Assessment and Schedule Development.”
The LTCP shall include, as attachments, all documents and reports generated in order to
develop the LCTP.
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Post-Construction Monitoring Program

One year following Construction Completion of each CSO Control Measure, the City shall
document that the associated CSO Outfall has been Controlled; provided, however, if there is
insufficient precipitation during the year following Construction Completion to demonstrate
that a CSO Outfall has been Controlled, then the deadline for documenting that a CSO
Outfall has been Controlled shall be extended until there is sufficient precipitation to make
the demonstration, subject to the approval of EPA and Ecology.

The City shall implement the Posi-Construction Monitoring Plan, dated April 1, 20190, as
conditionally approved by the State by letters dated June 3, 2010 and August 10, 2010, by
developing and implementing Quality Assurance Project Plans (“QAPPs”) for each CSO
Control Measure, in accordance with the schedule identified in the LTCP. If the results of
the Post-Construction Monitoring Plan indicate areas of non-compliance, the City shall,
within sixty (60) days, submit to EPA and Ecology a Supplemental Compliance Plan that
includes the actions that the City will take to achieve compliance, as well as a schedule for
taking such actions. Upon approval of the Supplemental Compliance Plan, the City shall
implement the Supplemental Compliance Plan in accordance with the schedule spectfied
therein. ,

Post-Construction Monitoring Plan Report; Within 120 days after complete implementation
of the Post-Construction Monitoring Plan in accordance with the schedule set forth therein,
the City shall submit a Post-Construction Monitoring Plan Report to EPA and Ecology for
approval.

a. The Post-Construction Monitoring Plan Report shall demonstrate that the City
performed the Post-Construction Monitoring Plan in accordance with its approved
provisions and schedule.

b. The Post-Construction Monitoring Plan Report shall summarize the data collected
pursuant to the Post-Construction Monitoring Plan and analyze whether the completed
CSO Control Measures have met and continue to meet the Design Criteria and
Performance Criteria specified in the LTCP and whether the City’s operation of its
Combined Sewer System complies with the CSO Control Policy, and those portions of
the CWA and its implementing regulations, ail applicable state law and regulations, and
the City’s NPDES Permit that apply to CSO control.

c. EPA and Ecology may approve the Post-Construction Monitoring Plan Report or may
decline to approve it and provide written comments. Within forty-five (45) days of
receiving any comments from EPA and/or Ecology, the City shall either alter the Post-
Construction Monitoring Plan Report consistent with EPA’s and Ecology’s comments
and resubmit the Post-Construction Monitoring Plan Report to EPA and Ecology for
final approval or submit the matter for dispute resolution under Section XII (Dispute
Resolution) of this Consent Decree. Approval of the Post-Construction Monitoring
Plan Report constitutes EPA’s and Ecology’s approval that the Post-Construction
Monitoring Plan Report contains the information required by Section V of the Consent
Decree. By approving the Post-Construction Monitoring Plan Report, neither EPA nor
Ecology verifies that the City has complied with any other requirement of this Consent
Decree or applicable federal or state law, regulations, or permits.
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APPENDIX D: Capacity, Management, Operation and Maintenance

Performance Program Plan

The City’s Capacity, Management, Operation and Maintenance (*CMOM™) Performance
Program Plan will incorporate Asset Management and Risk Management processes. The City
shall follow a performance based approach, which utilizes adaptive management to develop and
periodically modify as necessary focused programs with the goal of eliminating all SSOs. The
Program Plan shall include the following requirements:

A,

1.

CMOM Performance Program Plan:
The City manages its CMOM program according to asset management pnnmples where
condition assessment, risk and consequence of failure (SSO) are used in prioritizing
maintenance, rehabilitation and repair of the system. The City shall annually review its
CMOM Performance Program and update the program as necessary to ensure that the
City is achieving the approved CMOM Performance Program Plan thresholds.
The City’s CMOM Performance Program Plan shall include SSO performance
thresholds with the goal of eliminating all SSOs:

a} If the performance in the Annual Report indicates that the City has achieved an
SSO rate that is equal or better than the performance threshold defined in the
CMOM Performance Program, the City continues to manage and update its own
program according to asset management principles where condition assessment,
risk of failure (SSO) and consequence are used in prioritizing maintenance,
rehabilitation and repair of the system and the City provides an Annual Report of
the results to EPA and the State.

b) If the performance in the Annual Report indicates that the City’s SSO rate
exceeds the performance threshold, then the City shall develop a focused
corrective action plan for SSO elimination and submit the plan to EPA and the
State for approval, and the City shall implement the plan foilowing EPA and State
approval.

CMOM Performance Program changes resulting from the annual review will be
submitted with the Annual Report. Should the City make any substantive changes to its
performance thresholds of its CMOM Performance Program Plan, the City shall submit
any proposed changes, subject to EPA and Ecology’s approval. Upon approval of
revised performance thresholds, said approved, revised thresholds shall supersede
previously approved thresholds.

On December 31, 2012, the City submitted to EPA and the State for their approval, the
City’s CMOM Performance Program Plan for its Wastewater Collection System. The
CMOM Performance Program Plan components shaill include two components, the
CMOM Roadmap SSO Reduction Initiatives and the SSO Performance Thresholds:

a) The CMOM Roadmap SSO Reduction Initiatives component will include a series
of initiatives that the City is currently planning on implementing over the next 6
years. For each initiative, the Plan will include: the purpose of the initiative, a
general description of the initiative, and a development and implementation
timeframe.
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b) The SSO Performance Thresholds component will include definitions of S50
performance thresholds, performance trends, and threshold triggers for focused
corrective action updates to the program.

CMOM Roadmap SSO Reduction Initiatives

The CMOM Roadmap shall meet the following objectives:

o Prepare the City for CMOM compliance with potential CMOM guidelines/requirements.
e Identify and prioritize opportunities for improvement into initiatives.
¢ Develop and implement a six-year strategic plan to implement each of the initiatives.

The CMOM Roadmap component shatl include the following items:
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Description: Implement tools and processes to prioritize and group cleaning work orders to
simultaneously minimize SSO risk and drive time.
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Description: Optimize the planning and scheduling function at the City to maximize
effectiveness and productivity.
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Description: Design, testing, training and rollout of system functionality for the Maximo
Reimplementation that will support future business practices and processes.

Sonewer Cleantig
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Description: This initiative provides enhancements to the functionality in the cleaning
optimization tool (COTools) application implemented in 2011. Current functionality
includes optimizing sewer cleaning frequencies using various data sources in order to reduce
risk of SSOs.
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Description: Develop Standard Operatmg Procedures (SOPS) for sewer cleaning crews and
crew chiefs based on industry best practices and the unique needs of the City. SOPs will
focus on procedures, practices, equipment and tool selection, maintenance, planning, data
collection, etc.
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Description: Update the existing Training Plan with additional detail regarding the sewer
cleaning training initiative. The training plan will include strategies for training (such as a
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‘train-the-trainer’ program) and a schedule. The work includes development of training
materials, a schedule, and classroom/field training sessions.
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Description: Increase sewer cleaning effectiveness through the development and
implementation of a Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QAQC) program. The program will
include setting thresholds, measuring and tracking the effectiveness of cleaning activities,
providing constructive feedback to crews to promote continual improvement, and ultimately
reducing O&M related SSOs.
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Description: Develop a comprehensive FOG Management Plan. This Plan will support the
City’s FOG Program by documenting short term and long term program goals, mitigation
strategies, approach for focusing limited resources, workload forecast and staffing plans, and
performance tracking and reporting.
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Description: Develop and update a comprehensive Food Service Establishment (FSE)
Inventory Management Plan.
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Description: Develop Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) based on industry best
practices and the unique needs of the City for inspectors and other City staff (such as
analysts) who are responsible for executing FOG management strategies. SOPs will focus on
procedures, practices, equipment and tool selection, planning, and data collection for
inspections, enforcement, residential outreach, alternative FOG treatment, new facility
evaluation (plan reviews), communication protocols, and FOG characterization. Update or
develop new outreach materials for both commercial and residentiat FOG coniributors.
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Description: Provide City’s FOG Inspection staff with practical information and guidance
for conducting FSE inspections associated with FOG Source Control.
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Description: The objective of this initiative is to develop and enhance a process and interim
tool to support the City in making effective and efficient 3R decisions.

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APPENDIX E: Revised Floatable Solids Observation Program Plan

The City will observe approximately 5 outfalls per year at which to attempt observations, with
the understanding that observations of overflow events may or may not occur at those outfall
locations, as overflow events are weather dependent, and the City’s ability to observe those
events may be affected by logistics, and the timing of the overflow events that do occur. The
City will continue to attempt overflow observations at approximately 5 outfall locations per year
each year until 10 outfall locations are observed, or until the end of 2014, whichever comes first,
provided that the City has made reasonable attempts to observe overflows and the lack of the
desired number of observations has occurred due to a lack of overflow events or other reasonable
logistic issues.

Observation Plan

The City will conduct visual observations of receiving waters in the vicinity of the combined
sewer overflow outfall and/or employ camera technology to observe overflow events within a
combined sewer overflow control structure. If solids or floatables are observed within combined
sewer overflow structures or in receiving waters during or soon after combined sewer overflow
events, the City will, as deemed appropriate by the method, timing, amount, and type of solids
and floatables observed, conduct additional investigation to evaluate the source and impact of the
solids and floatables observed. The City will quantify and document, as best as the observation
methods allow, the type and amount of solids or floatables observed, and observations made
regarding potential sources and receiving water impacts.

As part of its Annual Report required by Section VIII of the Consent Decree, the City shall

document and report the observations of the overflow events that occurred during the preceding
year.
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APPENDIX F: Joint Operations and System Ontimiiation Plan Between The
City of Seattle and King County

1. While the City and King County own and operate discrete wastewater collection and
conveyance systems, parts of King County’s system are interconnected with the City’s
where the operation of one impacts the operation of the other. All of the separate and
combined wastewater collected in the City’s Wastewater Collection System is discharged
to King County owned interceptor for transport to one of King County’s wastewater
treatment plants. In addition, the City owns CSO Outfalls which are located upstream
and in close proximity to King County owned CSO Outfalls. The City will work with
King County in jointly preparing a Joint Operations and System Optimization Plan
(“Joint Plan) for the City’s Wastewater Collection System and those interdependent
portions of King County’s regional wastewater conveyance and treatment system that are
hydraulically connected to the City’s system. The result of this effort is development of a
Joint Plan that is consistent with both entities’ operational objectives, ensures the optimal
level of coordination and information sharing is maintained, and optimizes system and
joint operations between both entities. The Joint Plan shall describe a procedure for
operating their existing systems and will include a process for incorporating the Joint
Plan into the design of new capital projects for the combined systems.

2. The Joint Plan shall include, but not be limited to, the following items:
a. Overview of those interdependent portions of King County’s regional wastewater,
conveyance, and treatment system and the City’s Wastewater Collection System;
b. Methods to accommodate each agency’s operational objectives while complying
with their contractual obligations; _
¢. Shared operational objectives for the City and King County’s combined sewer
systems;
Organizational structure;
Modes of operation (dry, wet, iransition) for identified CSO facilities;
Each agency’s operational decision hierarchy;
Identified CSO facilities, if any, that may be beneficial to jointly operate and/or
monitor;
Real-time communication plans/protocols;
Emergency and special operations protocols;
A process for incorporating the Joint Plan into the design of new capital projects
for the combined system, including the City and King County CSO Long-Term
Control Plans; and
k. A process for updating the Joint Plan every three years.

Personnel.

Personnel performing CCTV shall have completed the Pipeline Assessment and Certification Program
(PACP). Contractor must provide a certification card/number for verification. .Condition assessment of pipe
shall be based on PACP codes. Personnel performing CCTV shall be familiar with the capabilities of
equipment used in routine maintenance of sanitary and drainage mainlines.

Personnel shall collect the data in a manner consistent with the standard operational procedures for CCTV.
Department Safety Policies shall be adhered to ensure the health and safety of the personnel.

The contractor is responsible for the following:
e Proper work area protection, following the guidelines outlined in the “Traffic Control Manual for
In-Street Work” and provide traffic control plan if required by SDOT at certain locations.
Street Use permit
Root cutting
By-pass pumping
Mainline cleaning, debris removal, vactoring, hauling, and disposal.
Hydrant permit if needed

Reasons for TV Inspection:

e Troubleshooting/Special Request — Investigation of problem areas to select type of rehabilitation,
maintenance needs, and others.

General Approach to CCTV Inspection:

Visibility during inspection

e Where practical, the TV Inspection will provide an unobstructed view of the pipe.

e Lens shall be centered in pipe to ensure that the crown, invert, joints and sidewalls of the pipe, along with
side sewer connections, are fully visible.

e Light source shall provide adequate illumination. Picture shall be clear and in-focus, free of fouling by
grease, oils or other wastewater contents.

e  Picture shall provide visibility of 10 — 15 feet along the crown, sides and invert of the pipe.

e All connections to mainline shall be viewed. Picture shall provide a three second still view of connections
showing the wye and connection of the lateral pipe to the wye.

e Connections shall be viewed to show a clear frontal view of the entire connection, especially the
connection invert at the main.

e Camera shall be moved back or forward to isolate a problem area on the wye after the initial full frontal
view.

e Camera should not exceed a travel speed of 25 feet per minute when recording.

e Footage shall be zeroed at centerline structure (manhole, vault, etc.) where the video begins and footage
shall increase as it travels forward, and decrease when backward camera movement is required. Footage
shall be displayed on the video recording and be mentioned on the audio portion (see “audio commentary
on recording”).

Audio

The audio portion of the CCTV inspection shall be sufficiently free from interference and background noise to
provide complete intelligibility of the oral report. Eliminate other noises that may be distracting such as radios
and conversations not related to business at hand. Do not make subjective statements such as ‘the fault of”,

‘caused by', ‘our responsibility’, etc. The video recordings are legal documents and may be used in a court of
law.

The camera shall be a 360-degree radial view color television camera (also known as "pan and tilt") with a
mechanical footage counter calibrated to indicate video footage consistent with distance traveled in the pipe.





Video Recording Format for CCTV Inspection:

Each M/H will be video recorded during the inspection for condition of rungs, infiltration/exfiltration, loose
bricks, cracks and general structural condition. The M/H structure at the beginning should be video inspected
as the camera is lowered into the M/H or after the camera is set in the channel of the M/H pan/tilt the lens to
view the M/H structure from bottom to top. After M/H structure is viewed the camera shall proceed into the
mainline, viewing connections and possible pipe defects. Proceed to the predetermined footage to
synchronize camera footage with mainline footage. Display proper footage on recording and complete video
inspection of the mainline. When camera arrives at the ending M/H the camera shall stop at center of M/H
and pan/tilt up to view M/H structure. When the camera is stopped for a period longer than 30 seconds during
the inspection due to breakdown of equipment or for any other than analyzing conditions, the video recording
shall be paused. Each video DVD shall contain ONE mainline run per each tape. DVD videos with multiple
runs will NOT be accepted. For mainlines where defects, camera limitations or other physical obstructions or
configurations prevent the passage of the camera from maintenance hole to maintenance hole, the operator
shall attempt the inspection by reversing the set up. Inspections from different directions may be puton one a
single DVD. All reasonable efforts should be made to fully inspect the entire mainline or according to the
work package given. CCTV inspections shall be submitted on DVD-R discs. All inspections should be done
in a PACP format, with uploadable capability to the SPU database. (Contact SPU for specific database
requirements). CCTV Inspections shall have the ability to be uploaded into the SPU Granite software data
base. When multiple lines are to be inspected, the contractor shall always use a SPU hard drive, pre-loaded
with SPU asset data

Terms and Conditions

Entire Agreement. This Contract comprises the entire agreement between the City of Seattle (Seattle) and the

Contractor. The contract is defined to explicitly include the City's Purchase Order, Contractor Offer including all
attachments, Addendum to the Bid, the Bid specifications, the Bid instructions and Bid Attachments. Where there are
conflicts between these documents, the controlling documents will be in that same sequence, with the first taking priority
over the last listed.

Mutual Acceptance: This Contract has been accepted by both parties upon signature by the City of Seaftle. The
Contractor may provide an adjoining signature, or may indicate mutual acceptance by receiving the Contract from the
City without objection. If the Contractor objects, the Contractor must provide immediate written notice to the City
Purchasing Department upon receipt of the Contract.

Term: Any term specified in the solicitation or specification shall prevail. Should this be a one-time purchase, the
Contract shall commence on the date the City's Buyer signs the same and shall expire sixty (60) days after delivery and
acceptance of last item. If a Blanket Contract award, this contract shall be for the term specified in the solicitation, and if
not specified shall be five years, with one two-year extension allowed at the option of the City. Such extensions shall be
automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the City provides advance notice of the intention to
not renew. The Contractor may provide also provide a notice to not extend, but must provide such notice at least 45
days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date.

Schedule: Unless the City Buyer issues a written change, Contractor shall deliver the items or render the services by
the “Last Item Due Date” stated on the Contract signature page At the City's option, Contractor’s failure to timely deliver
or to perform may require expedited shipping at Contractor's expense, or may be cause for termination of the Contract
and the return of all or part of the items at Contractor's expense. If Contractor anticipates difficulty in meeting the
schedule, the Contractor shall promptly notify the City's Buyer of such difficulty and the length of the anticipated delay.

Limits of Sales to Authorized Products and Services: Contractor has responsibility to limit sales to those products or
services authorized within the contract, whether authorized by changes and amendments or stated within the original
contract scope. The Contractor is responsible for refusing orders that are not properly authorized by the contract or
through other proper Purchase Orders issued by authorized persons from the City. If the Contractor has consistent sales
of unauthorized products or services, the City reserves the right to use any of the following: terminate the contract in
accordance with termination provisions, place the Contractor payments on “hold” for all incoming invoices while the City
determines which are authorized items eligible for payment, and/or refuse certain invoices that contain non-authorized
items.

Adjustments: The City Buyer at any time may make reasonable changes in the place of delivery, installation or
inspection; the method of shipment or packing; labeling and identification; extension of contract duration, and ancillary
matters that Contractor may accommodate without substantial additional expense to the City.

Changes and Expansion Authority: No modification of this Contract shall be effective unless in writing and signed by
an authorized representative of the City. The only person authorized to make amendments on behalf of the City is the
designated Buyer from City Purchasing, Department of Finance and Administrative Services. The City Buyer may also
be termed as the City RFP Coordinator. The City Buyer shall issue change notices to Contractor, and such notices shall
take be considered to take effect and be mutually acceptable, upon sole signature of the City Buyer, unless written
objection of the notice is received by the Contractor upon Contractor receipt of the change notice.

Expansion: The City cannot unilaterally change the quantities on the purchase order. .This contract may be expanded
as mutually agreed, if such expansion is approved by the City Buyer. Expansions must be issued in writing from the City
Buyer in a formal notice. The Buyer will ensure the expansion meets the following criteria collectively: (a) it could not be
separately bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to either the City or
Contractors at time of bid or else was mentioned as a possibility in the bid (such as a change in environmental regulation
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or other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the
change could not have attracted a different field of competition; and (f) the change does not vary the essential identity or
main purpose of the contract. The Buyer shall make this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial
changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of the Buyer. Note that
certain changes are not considered an expansion of scope, including an increase in quantities ordered, the exercise of
options and alternates in the bid, or ordering of work originally identified within the originating solicitation. If such changes
are approved, changes are conducted as a written order issued by the City Purchasing Buyer in writing to the Contractor.

Invaices: invoices must show line item detail and price for each. Invoices must provide the name of the City employee
that placed the order, and the City Contract Number. If the pricing structure is based upon a discount below list, or a
mark-up above cost, then the Contractor must provide a method for tracking the cost of the item to the City, with the City
discount calculation displayed so that pricing discounts can be easily tracked and verified by the City.

For contracts where prevailing wéges are required, the Contractor must include a statement that certifies Prevailing
Wages have been paid for the Contractor and subcontractors, if any.

Delayed Invoice Submittal: Invoices must be submitted to the City within 60 days, whichever is the latest, of either the
date the City received, inspected and accepted delivery of all goods, the date the City accepted final completion of all
services, or the date of receipt of a correct invoice, whichever date is later.

Payment. Seattle agrees to compensate as specified herein or attached, in consideration of acceptable Contractor
performance. Payment shall only be made for services performed and/or product delivered, after receipt, review and
authorization by the City. Such payment shall be paid according to early payment discount terms, or if no early payment
discount is offered, thirty (30) days after the City's receipt and acceptance of the goods or completion and acceptance of
the services. Payment periods will be computed from the acceptance date after delivery of all goods, City acceptance
after completion of all services, or the date of receipt of a correct invoice, whichever date is later. This section is not
intended to restrict partial payments that are specified in the contract. All dollars referenced in this Contract and
attachments are US Dollars. Also see “Dispute” section for payment of items in Dispute.

Late Invoice Payment: If the City pays an invoice after the 30 day allowance, the Contractor may charge the City no
more than 1% interest calculated upon the total invoice amount. The Contractor is not entitled to any late fees or
penalties for late payments. Per RCW Chapter 39.76.010.

Overages/Underage: Shipments shall match the purchase order, any unauthorized advance or excess shipments are
returnable at Contractors expense. The City is not obligated to return overages and will not pay for overages.

Taxes, Fees and Licenses.

Fees and Licenses: Contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status, any license fees, assessments, permit
charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance. It is the Contractor's sole responsibility to monitor and
determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent requirements for said fees, assessments, or charges and to
immediately comply with said changes during the entire term of this Contract. Contractor must pay all custom duties,
brokerage or import fees where applicable as part of the contract price. Contractor shall take all necessary actions to
ensure that materials or equipment purchased are expedited through customs.

Taxes: Where required by state statute, ordinance or regulation, Contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status
all taxes that are necessary for contract performance. Unless otherwise indicated, Seattle agrees to pay State of
Washington sales or use taxes on all applicable consumer services and materials purchased. No charge by the
Contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and Seattle agrees to furnish Contractor with an exemption certificate
where appropriate.

Withholding payment for taxes/business license fees due the City of Seattle: If specified by Seattle Municipal Code the
Director of the Department of Finance and Administrative Services may withhold payment due a City contractor pending
satisfactory resolution of unpaid taxes and fees due the City.
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Supplier is to calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on the invoice. Tax is to be
computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in, in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.

Rebate: If this contract includes a rebate, the total rebate due to the City shall be paid in check to the City of Seattle,
City Purchasing. The rebate will be provided to City Purchasing on June 1 of each year or as otherwise required by the
ITB/RFP, to reflect total expenditures for the previous 12 month period. The Contractor will calculate the amount due and
provide supporting documentation with the payment. All monies spent between the City and Contractor are part of the
rebate calculation, and monies spent by other public agencies through Interlocal Agreement unless specified otherwise
by the City, unless the Contractor can clearly differentiate a spend category or separate contract that is not associated
with the contract products or services. If the rebate is late, the City reserves the right to *hold” all future invoice payments
due the Contractor until the rebate has been issued, or to withhold the rebate amount from the next invoice payment due
to the Contractor.

Pricing: Pricing reflects the following agreements. These are in addition to annual Prevailing Wage adjustments if
required. The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by
either party at the time of bid or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the opinion of
the Buyer. Such changes (whether increases or decreases) may only be issued by the City Purchasing Buyer
(Department of Finance and Administrative Services). No other individual or City Department is authorized to approve
such modifications. Changes shall be issued in writing by the City Purchasing Buyer. Absent a written contract
document, such changes shall not be considered effective. The Change Order shall not require joint signature, and
implies concurrence unless the Contractor rejects in writing immediately upon receipt of such a Change Order.

Requests for Price Decreases: Contractors can offer volume discounts or improved pricing that is more favorable to
the City at any time, when a specific order is placed or when a long-term change in costs allows the Contractor to offer a
permanent change to the contract prices. Requests that reduce pricing charged to the City may be delivered to the City
Purchasing Buyer at any time during the contract period. Such price reductions should use the same pricing structure as
the original contract (i.e. discounts below list, mark-up above, fixed price, or hourly rates). The City may likewise initiate a
request to the Contractor for price reductions, subject to mutual agreement of the Contractor.

Requests for Price Increases: Requests that increase costs to the City must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer
in accordance to the rules below. No other employee may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City. Any
invoice that is sent to the City with pricing above that specified by the City in writing within this Contract or specified within
an official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be invalid. Payment of an erroneous invoice
does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek reimbursement of the overpayment or
would withhold such overpayment from future invoices. ;

A. Discount from Manufacturer List Pricing: The City will not accept requests to change discount rates below
Manufacturer List prices or mark-up above wholesale, except for those that are more favorable to the City than the
original contract. As manufacturer list prices change, the net price to the City will automatically change in the same
percentage as the discount rate to the City.

B. One-time Purchase Order Prices: If the Bid is for a one-time purchase, pricing shall be firm and fixed for that
purchase, and shall not be subject to requests for price increases by the Contractor. With this said, the Contractor
may submit requests to reduce and decrease the price.

C. Hourly Rates or Service Pricing: For multi-year contracts that provide services. The Contractor may submit a
price reduction that implements a lower and more favorable cost to the City at anytime during the contract.
Contractor requests for rate increases must be no sooner than two years after contract signature, are at the
discretion of the Buyer; and must be:

1. The direct result of increases to wage rates and do not exceed the CPI Index or other appropriate service rate
index agreed upon between the Buyer and the Contractor.

2. Incurred after contract commencement date.

3. Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.

4. Clearly identify the service titles and the hours of service performed if specified within the contract and the before
and after wage rates for such titles.
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5. Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.

6. Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.

7. The United States published indices such as the Consumer Price Index or other government data may be
referenced to help substantiate the Contractor's documentation. A link to the CPl Data is available at
http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.

8. The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.

9. Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology

D. Fixed Product Pricing: For product and supply contracts that provide on-going, multiple year supply. The

Contractor may submit notice ‘of a price reduction that provides more favorable and lower prices to the City, at any

time during the contract. Requests by the Contractor to increase pricing shall be no sooner than two years after the

execution of the contract, are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be:

1. The direct result of increases at the manufacturer's level (or if Contractor is a supplier of a raw material delivered
directly to the City such as cement or soil, the increase must be verified at the supplier level).

2. Incurred after contract commencement date.

3. Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.

4. Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase.

5. Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 80 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.

6. Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.

7. The United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index or other government data may be
referenced to help substantiate the Contractor's documentation. A link to the PPl Commodity Data is available at
hitp://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.

8. The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.

9. Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology.

Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract. Unless the higher
price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the
Contractor for corrections.

Catalogue and Manufacturer List Pricing: Upon City request, the Contractor shall provide access to the
“Manufacturer's Current Price List” in electronic and/or paper format. Such requests may be for current catalogue pricing
or for past catalogue that are within the term of the contract.

Cancellation of Orders: The City may cancel an order before delivery without penalty or charge, providing that the
Contractor has not incurred any special production costs such as custom fabrication in fulfilling the order. If the City
cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Contractor may charge the
customer reasonable expenses incurred up until the date of the cancellation, that cannot be reasonably avoided or offset
by the Contractor, not in any event to exceed 10% of the total cost of the order,

Returns and Restocking: Unless specified otherwise in the Solicitation the following shall apply:
Contractor Error: No restocking charge for items ordered due to Contractor error. Contractor pays all shipping costs.

Standard Stock items: No restocking fee applies if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within 30 days
of receipt by the City. Customer pays the shipping cost.

Non-Standard or Custom items: ltem(s) may be returned if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within
30 days of receipt. If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the
Contractor may charge the customer reasonable expenses incurred up until the date of the cancellation, that cannot be
reasonably avoided or offset by the Contractor, not in any event to exceed 10%” of the total cost of the order..

Fabricated ltems: Items that are custom engineered and fabricated to design specifications may be returned under the
terms negotiated between the parties upon request of the City.

Failure to perform; If Contractor has presented a particular product as suitable and fit for the purpose described by the
City herein or upon order by the City, and the product fails to perform as advised and/or specified, that shall be defined
as a Contractor error. No restocking charge shall be charged to the City. Further, if such fitness could not have been
determined until the product had been in use, the City may return the product opened and used within 30 days of receipt
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without penalty or charges due to the City.

Idling Prohibited (Delivery Services): Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at the time and location of the
delivery to the City for more than five minutes. The City requires Contractors to utilize practices that reduce fuel
consumption and emission discharge, including turning off trucks and vehicles during delivery of products to the City.
Exceptions to this requirement include when a vehicle is making deliveries and associated power is necessary; when the
engine is used to provide power in another device, and if required for proper warm-up and cool-down of the engine.
Specific examples include “bucket” trucks that allow a worker to reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for
trimming; and vehicles with a lift on the back of a truck to move products in and out of the truck. The City of Seattle has a
commitment to reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions. The City intends to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary
air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air, healthier work environments, the
efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation of natural resources,
and good stewardship practices.

Travel and Direct Charges: If the specifications and scope of work for this purchase have specifically identified travel
and/or direct costs that the City intends to reimburse, then the following requirements shall apply. All such expenses
must be pre-approved in writing by the Project Manager. If the specifications and scope of work do not clearly identify
such costs for compensation, than no compensation will be given.

« City will reimburse the Contractor at actual cost for expenditures that are pre-approved by the City in writing and are
necessary and directly applicable to the work required by this Contract provided that similar direct project costs
related to the contracts of other clients are consistently accounted for in a like manner. Such direct project costs may
not be charged as part of overhead expenses. Direct charges may include, but are not limited to the following items:
travel, printing, long distance telephone, supplies, computer charges, and fees of subconsultants or subcontractors.

‘s The billing for third party direct expenses specifically identifiable with this project shall be an itemized listing of the

charges supported by copies of the original bills, invoices, expense accounts, subconsultant/subcontractor paid
invoices, and other supporting documents used by the Contractor to generate invoice(s) to the City. The original
supporting documents shall be available to the City for inspection upon request. All charges must be necessary for
the services provided under this Contract.

e The City will reimburse the actual cost for travel expenses incurred as evidenced by copies of receipts (excluding
meals) supporting such travel expenses, and in accordance with the City of Seattle Travel Policy, details of which
can be provided upon request.

e Airfare: Airfare will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the airline ticket. The City will reimburse for Economy or
Coach Fare only. Receipts detailing each airfare are required.

e Meals: Meals will be reimbursed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed and
do not require receipts or additional documentation. The City will not reimburse for alcohol at any time.

e Lodging: Lodging will be reimbursed at actual cost incurred up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost
Index for the city in which the work was performed. Receipts detailing each day / night lodging are required. The
City will reimburse at the single occupancy rate. As an alternative, lodging billed at the published Federal Per Diem
daily rate for the city in which the work is performed does not require receipts or additional documentation. In this
case, the invoice needs to state that "the lodging is being billed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate.”

¢ Vehicle mileage: Vehicle mileage will be reimbursed at the Federal Internal Revenue Service Standard Business
Mileage Rate in affect at the time the mileage expense is incurred (currently that rate is 50.0 cents per mile.)

e Rental Car: Rental car expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the rental. Rental car receipts are required
for all rental car expenses (the City will only pay for the rental of "Compact" vehicles unless three or more persons
are sharing one vehicle in which case a "Mid-sized" vehicle rental is acceptable).
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e Miscellaneous Travel (e.g. parking, gas, taxi, shuttle, tolls, ferry fees, etc.): Miscellaneous travel expenses will be
reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Receipts are required for each expense of $10.00 or more.

e Miscellaneous other business expenses (e.g. printing, photo development, binding): Other miscellaneous
business expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Receipts are required for all miscellaneous
expenses that are billed.

e Subcontractor: Subcontractor expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Copies of all subcontractor
invoices that are rebilled to the City are required.

Delivery Time: Except when instructed otherwise, delivery must be made during normal working hours and within
timeframes proposed by Contractor herein and as accepted by Seattle. Failure to comply may subject Contractor to non-
delivery assessment charges and/or damages as appropriate. Seattle reserves the right to refuse shipment when
delivered before or after normal working hours. Contractor shall verify specific working hours of offices and so instruct
carrier(s) to deliver accordingly. The acceptance by Seattle of late performance without objection or reservation shall not
waive the right of Seattle to claim damages for such breach, nor preclude Seattle from pursuing any other remedy
provided herein, including termination, nor constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any
obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.

Title, Risk of Loss, Freight, Overages or Underages: Contractor warrants that Contract has properly produced, stored,
packaged, boxed and shipped the products and goods for delivery, at Contractor’'s expense. No charges will be allowed
for handling that includes but is not limited to packing, wrapping, bags, containers, or reels, unless otherwise stated
herein. All deliveries are to be made to the applicable delivery location in accordance with Interstate Gommerce
Commission rules or as indicated in Purchase Order. When applicable, Contractor shall take necessary actions to
safeguard items during inclement weather. Title of goods received under this contract shall remain with the Contractor
until they are delivered, inspected and accepted at the address specified, at which time title passes to Seattle.
Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, injury, or destruction of goods and materials ordered
herein which occur prior to delivery, inspection and acceptance by Seattle. Such loss, injury, or destruction shall not
release Contractor from any obligations under. Prices include freight prepaid and allowed. Contractor assumes the risk
of every increase, and receives the benefit of every decrease, in delivery rates and charges. Shipments shall correspond
with the Contract; any unauthorized advance or excess shipment is returnable at Contractor's expense.

Identification: All invoices, packing slips, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping
containers, and other written documents affecting this contract shall be identified by the applicable purchase order
number. Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment, indicating the contents therein.

Rejection of Goods: Goods shall not be deemed accepted until he City completes receipt, inspection and acceptance.
The City may reject goods upon notice to the Contractor without the requirement to specify the reason(s) for rejection.
The City can return non-conforming goods, require Contractor to replace non-conforming goods, or require Contractor to
repair non-confirming goods to meet requirements, at the Contractor cost.

Liens: Contractor warrants all products are free and clear of liens.
Contract Notices: Contract notices shall be delivered to the Buyer at the addresses specified in the solicitation.

Representations: Contractor represents and warrants that it has the requisite training, skill and experience necessary
to provide Work and is appropriately accredited and licensed by all applicable agencies and governmental entities.

Warranties: Contractor warrants that all materials, equipment, and/or services provided under this Contract shall be fit
for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, are properly packaged, proper instructions and warnings are
supplied, that all goods comply with applicable safety and health standards, that an MSDS Sheet is supplied as required
by law, and that products or services conform to the requirements and specifications herein. Acceptance of any service
and inspection incidental thereto by Seattle shall not alter or affect the obligations of the Contractor or the rights of
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Seattle.

Independent Contractor: It is the intention and understanding of the Parties that Contractor shall be an independent
contractor and that Seattle shall be neither liable for nor obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay or any other benefit of
employment, nor to pay any social security or other tax that may arise as an incident of employment. The Contractor
shall pay all income and other taxes as due. Industrial or other insurance that is purchased for the benefit of the
Contractor shall not be deemed to convert this Contract to an employment contract. It is recognized that Contractor may
or will be performing work during the term for other parties and that Seattle is not the exclusive user of the services that
Contractor provides.

Inspection: Work shall be subject, at all times, to inspection by and with approval of Seattle, but the making (or failure or
delay in making) such inspection or approval shall not relieve Contractor of responsibility for performance of the Work in
accordance with this Contract, notwithstanding Seattle's knowledge of defective or noncomplying performance, its
substantiality or the ease of its discovery. Contractor shall provide sufficient, safe, and proper facilities and equipment for
such inspection and free access to such facilities.

Performance: Acceptance by Seattle of unsatisfactory performance with or without objection or reservation shall not
waive the right to claim damage for breach, or terminate the contract, nor constitute a waiver of requirements for
satisfactory performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.

Affirmative Efforts:

= Employment Actions: Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because
of race, religion, creed, age, color, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, political ideology, ancestry,
national origin, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide
occupational qualification. Contractor shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that
employees are treated during employment, without regard to their creed, religion, race, age, color, sex, national
origin, marital status, political ideology, ancestry, sexual orientation, gender identity, or the presence of any sensory,
mental or physical handicap. Such action shall include, but not be limited to employment, upgrading, promotion,
demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay, or other forms of
compensation and selection for training. '

® |n accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 20.42, Contractor shall actively solicit the employment and

subcontracting of women and minority group members when there are commercially useful purposes for fulfilling the
scope of work.

= |n the event Subcontracting is considered appropriate and feasible to contract performance, the Contractor shall
develop a Subcontracting Plan, which also may be referred to as an Outreach Plan. The Subcontracting (Qutreach)
Plan shall specify the Contractor’s affirmative efforts and an agreement to the City for subcontracting to women and
minority businesses, and/or diverse employment. The Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan, as submitted and/or as
agreed upon with the City thereafter, shall be incorporated as a material part of the Contract. In preparing the
Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan, Contractors shall actively solicit qualified, available and capable women and
minority-owned businesses to perform the subcontracting work for the contract. The Contractor shall submit the
Subcontracting (Qutreach) Plan to the City with the solicitation and/or prior to contract execution. At the request of
the City, Contractor shall promptly furnish evidence of the Contractor's compliance with these requirements, which
may include a list of all subcontractors and/or WMBE subcontractors, and may include a request for copies of the
executed agreements between the Contractor and subcontractors, invoices and/or performance reports.

= |f upon investigation, the Director of Finance and Administrative Services finds probable cause to believe that the
Contractor has failed to comply with the requirements of this Section, the Contractor shall notified in writing. The
Director of Finance and Administrative Services shall give Contractor an opportunity to be heard, after ten calendar
days' notice. If, after the Contractor's opportunity to be heard, the Director of Finance and Administrative Services
still finds probable cause, s’/he may suspend the Contract and/or withhold any funds due or to become due to the
Contractor, pending compliance by the Contractor with the requirements of this Section.
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® Any violation of the mandatory requirements of this Section, or a violation of Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 14.04
(Fair Employment Practices), Chapter 14.10 (Fair Contractmg Practices), Chapter 20.45 (City Contracts — Non-
Discrimination in Benefits), or other local, state, or federal non-discrimination laws, shall be a material of contract for
which the Contractor may be subject to damages and sanctions provided for by the Contractor Contract and by
applicable law. In the event the Contractor is in violation of this Section shall be subject to debarment from City
contracting activities in accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Section 20.70 (Debarment).

Assignment and Subcontracting: Contractor shall not assign or subcontract any of its obligations under this Contract

without Seattle’s written consent, which may be granted or withheld in Seattle’s sole discretion. Any subcontract made

by Contractor shall incorporate by reference all the terms of this Contract except Equal Benefit provisions. Contractor
shall ensure that all subcontractors comply with the obligations and requirements of the subcontract, except for Equal

Benefit provisions. Seattle’'s consent to any assignment or subcontract shall not release the Contractor from liability

under this Contract, or from any obligation to be performed under this Contract, whether occurring before or after such

consent, assignment, or subcontract.

Key Persons and Subcontractors. Contractor shall not transfer, reassign or replace any individual or subcontractor
that is determined to be essential or that has been agreed upon in the Contractor's Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan,
without express written consent of Seattle. If during the term of this Contract, any such individual leaves the Contractor's
employment or any named subcontract is terminated for any reason, Contractor shall notify Seattle and seek approval for
reassignment or replacement with an alternative individual or subcontractor. Upon Seattle’s request, the Contractor shall
present to Seattle, one or more subcontractors or individual(s) with greater or equal qualifications as a replacement.
Continued achievement of the Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan that was incorporated into this Contract by reference, if
any, and the associated subcontract awards, aspirational goals and efforts, will be one of the considerations in approvai
of such changes. Seattle's approval or disapproval shall not be construed to release the Contractor from its obligations
under this Confract.

Involvement of Current and Former City Employees. If a Contractor has any current or former City employees, official
or volunteer, working or assisting on solicitation of City business or on completion of an awarded contract, you must
provide written notice to City Purchasing of the current or former City official, employee or volunteer's name. The Vendor
Questionnaire within your bid documents prompts you to answer that question. You must continue to update that
information to City Purchasing during the full course of the contract. The Vendor is to be aware and familiar with the
Ethics Code, and educate vendor workers accordingly.

Equal Benefits.

= Compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45: The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of SMC Ch. 20.45 and Equal
Benefits Program Rules implementing such requirements, under which the Contractor is obligated to provide the
same or equivalent benefits (“equal benefits”) to its employees with domestic partners as the Contractor provides to
its employees with spouses. At Seattle’s request, the Contractor shall provide complete information and verification
of the Contractor's compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45. Failure to cooperate with such a request shall constitute a
material breach of this Contract. (For further information about SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program
Rules call (206) 684-0430 or review information at http://cityofseattle. net/contract/equalbenefits/.)

= Remedies for Violations of SMC Ch. 20.45: Any violation of this section shall be a material breach of Contract for
which the City may:

a. Require the Contractor to pay actual damages for each day that the Contractor is in violation of SMC Ch.
20.45 during the term of the Contract; or

b. Terminate the Contract; or

c. Disqualify the Contractor from bidding on or bemg awarded a City contract for a period of up to five (5)
years; or

d. Impose such other remedies as specifically provided for in SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program
Rules promulgated there under.

Publicity: No news release, advertisement, promotional material, tour, or demonstration related to the City's purchase
or use of the Contractor's product or any work performed pursuant to this Contract shall be produced, distributed or take
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place without the prior, specific written approval of the City’s Project Director or his/her designee.

Proprietary and Confidential Information:
1. Contractor understands that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the Agreement,
and any other contract materials) it submits to the City, or that are used by the City even if the Contractor possesses
the records, are public records under Washington State law, RCW Chapter 42.56. Public records must be promptly
disclosed upon request unless a statute exempts them from disclosure. The Contractor also understands that even if
part of a record is exempt from disclosure, the rest of that record generally must be disclosed.

2. Ifthe City receives a public disclosure request made pursuant to RCW 42.56, the City will not assert an exemption
from disclosure on behalf of the Contractor. For materials that the Contractor has properly marked, the City may
notify the Contractor of the request and postpone disclosure for ten business days to allow the Contractor to file a2
lawsuit seeking an injunction preventing the release of documents pursuant to RCW 42.56.540. Any notification is
provided as a courtesy and is not an obligation on behalf of the City. Unless the Contractor obtains and serves an
injunction upon the City before the close of business on the tenth business day after the date of the notification, the
City may release the documents. It is the Contractor’s discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit.

3. In order to request that material not be disclosed until receipt of notification of a public disclosure request, you
must identify the specific materials and citations very clearly on the City Contractor Questionnaire that you believe
are exempt from disclosure. The City will not withhold material for notification if the Contractor simply marked
confidential on the document header, footer, stamped on all pages, or offered a generic statement that the entire
document is protected. Only material specifically listed and properly cited on the Contractor Questionnaire will be
temporarily withheld until the City provides notification of a public disclosure request.

4. If the Contractor does not obtain and serve an injunction upon the City within 10 business days of the date of the
City's notification of the request, the Contractor is deemed to have authorized releasing the record.

5. If the Contractor does not submit a request within the Contractor Questionnaire, the Contractor is deemed to have
authorized releasing any and all information submitted to the City.

6. Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor must not take any action that would affect (a) the City’s ability to use
goods and services provided under this Agreement or (b) the Contractor's obligations under this Agreement.

7. The Contractor will fully cooperate with the City in identifying and assembling records in case of any public
disclosure request.

Indemnification: To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify and hold the City and
each project private property owner harmless from and against all claims, demands, damages, costs, actions and causes
of actions, liabilities, fines, penalties, judgments, expenses and attorney fees, resulting from the injury or death of any
perscn or the damage to or destruction of property, or the infringement of any patent, copyright, trademark or trade
secret, arising out of the work performed or goods provided under this Contract, or the Contractor's violation of any law,
ordinance or regulation, contract provision or term, or condition of regulatory authorization or permit, except for damages
resulting from the sole negligence of the City. As to the City of Seattle, the Contractor waives any immunity it may have
under RCW Title 51 or any other Worker's Compensation statute. The parties acknowledge that this waiver has been
negotiated by them, and that the contract price reflects this negotiation.

Insurance: Unless specified otherwise, the following is in effect. Contractor shall maintain at its own expense at all
times during the term of this Contract the following insurance with limits of liability consistent with those generally carried
by similarly situated enterprise:

1. Minimum Coverages and Limits of Liability. Contractor shall at all times during the term of this Agreement
maintain continuously, at its own expense, minimum insurance coverage’s and limits of liability as specified
below:

A. Commercial General Liability (CGL) insurance, including:
- Premises/Operations
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- Products/Completed Operations

- Personal/Advertising Injury

- Contractual

- Independent Contractors

- Stop Gap/Employers Liability
With minimum limits of liability of $1,000,000 each occurrence combined single limit bodily injury and
property damage (“CSL”), except:

$1,000,000 Personal/Advertising Injury

$1,000,000 each accident/disease/employee Stop Gap/Employer’s

Liability

B. Automobile Liability insurance, including coverage for owned, non-owned, leased or hired vehicles with a
minimum [imit of liability of $1,000,000 CSL.

C. Worker's Compensation for industrial injury to Contractor's employees in accordance with the provisions
of Title 51 of the Revised Code of Washington.

2. Additional Insureds. The-City of Seattle and each project private property owner shall be included as additional
insureds under CGL and Automobile Liability insurance for primary and non-contributory limits of liability.

3. No Limitation of Liability. The limits of liability specified herein in subparagraph 1.A. are minimum limits of
liability only and shall not be deemed to limit the liability of Contractor or any Contractor insurer except as
respects the stated limit of liability of each policy. Where required to be an additional insured, the City of Seattle
and each project private property owner shall be so for the full limits of liability maintained by Contractor,
whether such limits are primary, excess, contingent or otherwise.

4. Minimum Security Requirement. All insurers must be rated A- VIl or higher in the current A.M. Best's Key
Rating Guide and licensed to do business in the State of Washington unless coverage is issued as surplus lines
by a Washington Surplus lines broker.

5. Self-Insurance. Any self-insured retention not fronted by an insurer must be disclosed. Any defense costs or
claim payments falling within a self-insured retention shall be the responsibility of Contractor.

6. Evidence of Coverage. Prior to performance of any scope of work, Contractor shall provide certification of
insurance and to each project private property owner evidencing the minimum coverage’s and limits of liability
and other requirements specified herein. Such certification shall be acceptable to the City and must include a
copy of the policy provision documenting that the City of Seattle and the project private property owner are
additional insureds for commercial general liability insurance on a primary and non-contributory basis.

Third Party Beneficiary: The Contractor shall include each project private property owner as an intended third party
beneficiary to this contract, with the full right to enforce any provisions in this Contract as it relates to that project
property.

Audit: Upon request, Contractor shall permit Seattle, and any other governmental agency involved in the funding of the
Work (“Agency”), to inspect and audit all pertinent books and records of Contractor, any subcontractor, or any other
person or entity that performed work in connection with or related to the Work, at any and all times deemed necessary by
Seattle or Agency, including up to six years after the final payment or release of withheld amounts has been made under
this Contract. Such inspection and audit shall occur in King County, Washington or other such reasonable location as
Seattle or Agency selects. The Contractor shall supply Seattle with, or shall permit Seattle to make, a copy of any books
and records and any portion thereof. The Contractor shall ensure that such inspection, audit and copying right of Seattle
and Agency is a condition of any subcontract, agreement or other arrangement under which any other person or entity is
permitted to perform work under this Contract. Also see Federal provisions for federal access when this contract is paid
in part or in whole by federal fund sources.

Contractual Relationship: The relationship of Contractor to Seattle by reason of this Contract shall be that of an
independent contractor. This Contract does not authorize Contractor to act as the agent or legal representative of
Seattle for any purpose whatsoever. Contractor is not granted any express or implied right or authority to assume or
create any obligation or responsibility on behalf of or in the name of Seattle or to bind Seattle in any manner or thing

whatsoever.
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Supervision and Coordination: Contractor shall:

=  Competently and efficiently, supervise and direct the implementation and completion of all contract requirements
specified herein.

= Designate in its bid or proposal to Seattle, a representative(s) with the authority to legally commit Contractor's firm.
All communications given or received from the Contractor's representative shall be binding on the Contractor.

=  Promote and offer to City of Seattle employees only those materials, equipment and/or services as stated herein and
allowed for by contractual requirements. Violation of this condition will be grounds for contract termination.

Compliance with Law: ,

General Requirement: The Contractor, at its sole cost and expense, shall perform and comply with all applicable laws of

the United States and the State of Washington; the Charter, Municipal Code, and ordinances of The City of Seattle; and

rules, regulations, orders, and directives of their respective administrative agencies and officers.

Licenses and Similar Authorizations: The Contractor, at no expense to the City, shall secure and maintain in full force
and effect during the term of this Contract all required licenses, permits, and similar legal authorizations, and comply with
all related reqguirements.

Taxes: The Contractor shall pay, before delinquency, all taxes, import duties, levies, and assessments arising from its
activities and undertakings under this Contract; taxes levied on its property, equipment and improvements; and taxes on
the Contractor's interest in this Contract.

No Gifts or Gratuities: Contractor shall not directly or indirectly offer anything of value (such as retainers, loans,
entertainment, favors, gifts, tickets, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work or meals) to any City
employee, volunteer or official, that is intended, or may appear to a reasonable person to be intended, to obtain or give
special consideration to the Contractor. Promotional items worth less than $25 may be distributed by the Contractor to
City employees if the Contractor uses the items as routine and standard promotions for business. Any violation of this
provision may result in termination of this Contract. Nothing in this Contract prohibits donations to campaigns for election
to City office, so long as the donation is disclosed as required by the election campaign disclosure laws of the City and of

- the State.

Contract Workers with 1,000 Hours: Throughout the life of the Contract, Contractor shall provide written notice to City
Purchasing and the City Project Manager of any contract worker that shall perform more than 1,000 hours of contract
work for the City within a rolling 12-month period. Such hours include those that the contract worker performs for the
Contract, and any other hours that the worker performs for the City under any other contract. Such workers are subject
to the requirements of the City Ethics Code, Seattle Municipal Code 4.16. The Contractor shall advise their Contract
workers as applicable.

Intellectual Property Rights:

Patents: Contractor hereby assigns to Seattle all rights in any invention, improvement, or discovery, together with all
related information, including but not limited to, designs, specifications, data, patent rights and findings developed in
connection with the performance of Contract or any subcontract hereunder. Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor
does not convey to Seattle, nor does Seattle obtain, any right to any document or material utilized by Contractor that was
created or produced separate from this Contract or was preexisting material (not already owned by Seattle), provided that
the Contractor has clearly identified in writing such material as preexisting prior to commencement of the Work. To the
extent that preexisting materials are incorporated into the Work, the Contractor grants Seattle an irrevocable, non-
exclusive, fully paid, royalty-free right and/or license to use, execute, reproduce, display, and transfer the preexisting
material, but only as an inseparable part of the Work.

Copyrights: For materials and documents prepared by Contractor in connection with Work, Contractor shall retain the
copyright (including the right of reuse) whether or not the Work is completed. Contractor grants to Seattle a non-
exclusive, irrevocable, unlimited, royalty-free license to use every document and all other materials prepared by the
Contractor for Seattle under this Contract. If requested by Seattle, a copy of all drawing, prints, plans, field notes,
reports, documents, files, input materials, output materials, the media upon which they are located (including cards,
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tapes, discs and other storage facilities), software programs or packages (including source code or codes, object codes,
upgrades, revisions, modifications, and any related materials) and/or any other related documents or materials
developed solely for and paid for by Seattle in connection with the Work, shall be promptly delivered to Seattle.

Seattle may make and retain copies of such documents for its information and reference in connection with their use on
the project. The Contractor does not represent or warrant that such documents are suitable for reuse by Seattle, or
others, on extensions of the project, or on any other project. Contractor represents and warrants that it has aII necessary
legal authority to make the assignments and grant the licenses required by this Section.

No personal liability: No officer, agent or authorized employee of the City shall be personally responsible for any
liability arising under this Contract, whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or
in any connection with this Contract.

Binding Effect. The provisions, covenants and conditions in this Contract apply to bind the parties, their legal heirs,
representatives, successors, and assigns.

Waiver: No covenant, term or condition or the breach thereof shall be deemed waived, except by written consent of the
party against whom the waiver is claimed, and any waiver of the breach of any covenant, term or condition shall not be
deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant, term or condition.
Neither the acceptance by Seattle of any performance by the Contractor after the time the same shall have become due
nor payment to the Contractor for any portion of the Work shall constitute a waiver by Seattle of the breach or default of
any covenant, term or condition unless otherwise this is expressly agreed to by Seattle, in writing. The City’s failure to
insist on performance of any of the terms or conditions herein or to exercise any right or privilege or the City's waiver of
any breach hereunder shall not thereafter waive any other term, condition, or privilege, whether the same or similar type.

Anti-Trust: Seattle maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the
purchaser. Therefore the Contractor hereby assigns to Seattle any and all claims for such overcharges except
overcharges which result from antitrust violations commencing after the price is established under this contract and which
are not passed on to Seattle under an escalation clause.

Applicable Law: This Contract shall be construed under the laws of the State of Washington. The venue for any action
relating to this Contract shall be in the Superior Court for King County, State of Washington.

Remedies Cumulative: Remedies under this Contract are cumulative; the use of one remedy shall not be taken to
exclude or waive the right to use another.

Captions: The titles of sections, or subsections, are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents.

Severability: Any invalidity, in whole or in part, of any provision of this Contract shall not affect the validity of any other
of its provisions.

Disputes: Seattle and Contractor shall maintain business continuity to the extent practical while pursuing disputes. Any
dispute or misunderstanding that may arise under this Contract concerning Contractor's performance shall first be
resolved, if mutually agreed to be appropriate, through negotiations between the Contractor's Project Manager and
Seattle's Project Manager, or if mutually agreed, referred to the City's named representative and the Contractor's senior
executive(s). Either party may decline or discontinue such discussions and may then pursue other means to resolve
such disputes, or may by mutual agreement pursue other dispute alternatives such as alternate dispute resolution
processes. Nothing in this dispute process shall in any way mitigate the rights, if any, of either party to terminate the
contract in accordance with the termination provisions herein.

Notwithstanding above, if Seattle believes in good faith that some portion of Work has not been completed satisfactorily,
Seattle may require Contractor to correct such work prior to Seattle payment. In such event, Seattle must clearly and
reasonably provide to Contractor an explanation of the concern and the remedy that Seattle expects. Seattle may
withhold from any payment that is otherwise due, an amount that Seattle in good faith finds to be under dispute, or if the
Contractor does not provide a sufficient remedy, Seattle may retain the amount equal to the cost to Seattle for otherwise
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correcting or remedying the work not properly completed.

For Cause: Seattle may terminate this Contract if the Contractor is in material breach of any terms of this Contract, and
such breach has not been corrected to Seattle’s reasonable satisfaction in a timely manner.

For City’'s Convenience: Seattle may terminate this Contract in whole or in pdrt, without cause and for any reason
including Seattle's convenience, upon written notice to the Contractor,

Nonappropriation of Funds: Seattle may terminate this Contract at any time without notice due to nonappropriation of
funds, whether such funds are local, state or federal grants, and no such notice shall be reqmred notwithstanding any
notice requirements that may be agreed upon for other causes of termination.

Acts of Insolvency: Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if the Contractor becomes
insolvent, makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its
business or assets, becomes subject to any proceeding under any bankruptcy or insolvency law whether domestic or
foreign, or is wound up or liquidated, voluntarily or otherwise.

Termination for Gifts or Gratuities: Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if Seattle finds that
any gratuity in the form of entertainment, a gift, or otherwise, was offered to or given by the Contractor or any agent
therefor to any City official, officer or employee, as defined above.

Notice: Seattle is not required to provide advance notice of termination. Nomithstanding, the Buyer may issue a
termination notice with an effective date later than the termination  notice itself. In such case, the Contractor shall
continue to provide products and services as required by the Buyer until the effective date prowded in the termination
notice.

Actions upon Termination: In the event of termination not the fault of the Contractor, the Contractor shall be paid for the
services properly performed prior to termination, together with any reimbursable expenses then due, but in no event shall
such compensation exceed the maximum compensation to be paid under the Contract. The Contractor agrees that this
payment shall fully and adequately compensate the Contractor and all subcontractors for all profits, costs, expenses,
losses, liabilities, damages, taxes, and charges of any kind whatsoever (whether foreseen or unforeseen) attributable to
the termination of this Contract. Upon termination for any reason, the Contractor shall provide Seattle with the most
current design documents, contract documents, writings and other product it has completed to the date of termination,
along with copies of all project-related correspondence and similar items. Seattle shall have the same rights to use these
materials as if termination had not occurred.

Force Majeure — Suspension and Termination: This section applies in the event that either party is unable to perform
the obligations of this contract because of a Force Majeure event as defined herein, to the extent that the Contract
obligations must be suspended in full. A Force Majeure event is an event that prohibits performance and is beyond the
control of the party. Such events may include natural or man-made disasters, or an action or decree of a superior
governmental body, which prevents performance.

Force Majeure under this Section shall only apply in the event that performance is rendered not possible by either party
or its agents. Should it be possible to provide partial performance that is acceptable to the City under Section #2
(Emergencies or Dias asters), Section #2 below shall instead be in force.

Should either party suffer from a Force Majeure event and is unable to provide performance, such party shall give notice
to the remaining party as soon as practical and shall do everything possible to resume performance.

Upon receipt of such notice, the party shall be excused from such performance as is affected by the Force Majeure Event
for the period of such Event. If such Event affects the delivery date or warranty provisions of this Agreement, such date
or warranty period shall automatically be extended for a period equal to the duration of such Event.
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Major Emergencies or Disasters: The City may undergo an emergency or disaster that may require the Contractor to
either increase or decrease quantities from normal deliveries, or that may disrupt the Contractor's ability to provide
normal performance. Such events may include, but are not limited to, a storm, high wind, earthquake, flood, hazardous
material release, and transportation mishap, loss of any utility service, fire, terrorist activity or any combination of the
above. In such events, the following shall apply.

(@) The City shall notify the Contractor that the City is experiencing an emergency or disaster, and will request
emergency and priority services from the Contractor.

(b) The City may request that the Contractor provide either increased or decreased quantities from traditional
orders, or may request Contractor provide additional products or services.

(c) Upon such notice by the City, the Contractor shall make reasonable efforts to provide the City the materials
in the quantities requested and within the schedule specified by the City, adhering to the conditions in this
‘Section.

(d) The City of Seattle shall be the customer of first priority for the Contractor, except where preceded by State
or Federal government mandates. The Contractor shall provide its best and priority efforts to provide the
requested goods and/or services to the City of Seattle in as complete and timely manner as possible. Such
efforts by the Contractor are not to be diminished as a result of Contractor providing service to other
customers, except as mandated by State or Federal governments.

(e) If the Contractor is unable to respond in the time and/or quantities requested by the City, the Contractor shall
promptly assist the City to the extent practicable, to gain access to alternative materials and/or services. This

may include:
a. Coordinating with other distributors or subsidiaries beyond those in the local region to fulfill order
requests;
b. Offering the City substitutions provided the Contractor obtains prior approval from the City for such
substitution.

The Contractor shall charge the City the price determined in this Contract for the goods and services provided,
and if no price has been determined, it shall charge the City a price that is normally charged for such goods
and/or services (such as listed prices for items in stock). However, in the event that the City’s request results in
the Contractor incurring unavoidable additional costs and causes the Contractor to increase prices in order to
obtain a fair rate of return, the Contractor shall charge the City a price not to exceed the cost/profit formula found
in this Contract.

Interlocal Cooperation Act: RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, and other political
subdivisions. SMC http://clerk.ci.seattle.wa.us/~scripts/ - hOhttp://clerk.ci.seattle.wa.us/~scripts/ - h220.60.100
also allows non profits to use these agreements. Such agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing
Agreement with the City of Seattle may purchase from Contracts established by the City. Unless Contractor declines on
the Offer submitted by the Seller to the City, the Contractor agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices, terms and
conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City. The City of Seattle accepts
no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies. Should the Contractor require
additional pricing for such purchases, the Contractor is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.

. City Debarment: In accordance with SMC Ch. 20.70, the Director of Finance and Administrative Services or designee

may debar a Contractor from entering into a Contract with the City or from acting as a subcontractor on any Contract with
the City for up to five years after determining that any of the following reasons exist:

1) Contractor has received overall performance evaluations of deficient, inadequate, or substandard performance
on three or more City Contracts.

2) Contractor failed to comply with City ordinances or Contract terms, including but not limited to, ordinance or
Contract terms relating to small business utilization, discrimination, prevailing wage requirements, equal benefits,
or apprentice utilization.

3) Contractor abandoned, surrendered, or failed to complete or to perform work on or in connection with a City
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Contract.

4) Contractor failed to comply with Contract provisions, including but not limited to quality of workmanship,
timeliness of performance, and safety standards.

5) Contractor submitted false or intentionally misleading documents, reports, invoices, or other statements to the
City in connection with a Contract.

6) Contractor colluded with another contractor to restrain competition.

7) Contractor committed fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing
a Contract for the City or any other government entity.

8) Contractor failed to cooperate in a City debarment investigation.

9) Contractor failed to comply with SMC 14.04, SMC Ch. 14.10, SMC Ch. 20.42, or SMC Ch. 20.45, or other local,
State, or federal non-discrimination laws.

The Director may issue an Order of Debarment after adhering to the procedures specified in SMC 20.70.050. The rights
and remedies of the City under these provisions are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under
the Contract.

Recycled Product Requirements: To promote and encourage environmentally sustainable practices for companies
doing business with the City, the City requires that Contractors under City contract use environmentally preferable
products in production of City work products.

Green Seal Products: Contractor shall use Green Seal, Eco-Logo or other certified cleaning products if approved by the
City, in performance of all cleaning and janitorial work to protect the health, safety, wellness and environmentally
sustainable practices that the City requires of companies doing business with the City. Cleaning products, floor care
products and other products used in the performance of work that carry a Green Sea! certification are required. The
Bidder shall;identify the products that the Bidder intends to use at the City facilities and shall list them on the Offer Form,
with a notation to confirm the Green Seal product certification. = The Green Seal website is:
http://www.greenseal.org/findaproduct/index.cfm. The City has contracts with various Contractors who will supply the
winning Bidder with Green Seal certified products for use in performance of City contract work, at City contract pricing.
For the list of Contractors, contact the City Buyer.

Paper and Paper Product Requirements: The City desires use of 100% PCF (post consumer recycled content,
chlorine-free) Grays Harbor paper, to comply with the City Executive Order and to encourage environmentally preferable
practices for City business. Such paper is available at City contract prices from Keeney's Office Supplies at 425-285-
0541.

The City prohibits vinyl binders. The City prefers 100% recycled stock Binders. “Rebinders” are a product that fit this
requirement and are available at City contract prices from Complete Office at 206-628-0059 or Keeney's Office Supplies
at 425-285-0541. Please do not use binders or plastic folders, unless essential. Note - Keeney's is a Women Owned
Firm and may be noted on your Outreach Plan.

Contractors shall duplex materials prepared for Seattle under this Contract, whether materials are printed or copied,
except when impracticable due to the nature of the product. This is executed under the Mayor's Executive Order, issued
February 13, 2005.

Workers Right to Know: “Right to Know” legislation required the Department of Labor and Industries to establish a
program to make employers and employees more aware of the hazardous substances in their work environment. WAC
296-800-108 requires among other things that all manufacturers/distributors of hazardous stbstances, including any of
the items listed on this ITB, RFP or contract bid and subsequent award, must include with each delivery completed
Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for each hazardous material. Additionally, each container of hazardous material
must be appropriately labeled with: the identity of the hazardous material, appropriate hazardous warnings, and the
Name and Address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party. Labor and Industries may levy
appropriate fines against employers for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment pending receipt of a legible
copy of the MSDS. OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include
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appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients: and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.

Davis Bacon Act.

If this work has federal funding, work in this contract is subject to prevailing wage requirements for both the State (RCW
Chapter 39.12) and federal (Davis-Bacon and related acts), if such work has an applicable wage category. The
Contractor and all subs must then comply with the Davis-Bacon Act (includes (40 U.S.C. 276a to a-7) and related Acts
(Walsh-Healy Public Contracts Act for manufacturer, and the McNamara-O'Hara Service Contract Act for services), as
supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR part 5, “Labor Standards Provisions Applicable to Contracts
Governing Federally Financed and Assisted Construction”).

The Contractor and every Subcontractor must then pay the greater of the State prevailing wage rates and the federal
prevailing wage rates as issued by the Secretary of Labor, on a classification by classification basis. Contractors shall be
required to pay wages not less than once a week. The Contractor shall report all suspected or reported violations to the
City. http:.//www.gpo.gov/davisbacon/wa.html

Prevailing Wage Requirements.

a. If this contract is subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages on Public Works) and
RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) as amended or supplemented, Contractor shali be responsible for compliance by the
Contractor and all subcontractors with all provisions herein.

b. Filing Your Intent: The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Form
concurrent with the execution of the contract.
e To do so, the Contractor and any of their subcontractors will require a Contract Number and Start Date. The
Buyer will tell you the Contract Number; the start date is the date your contract is signed.
The Contractor shall then promptly submit the Intent to the Department of Labor & Industries (L&) for approval.
The Contractor also shall require any subcontractor to also file an Intent with L&I.
This must be done online at the L&l website: http://www.Ini.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.
If unable to file on-line, a paper copy of the approved Intent shall instead be promptly provided to the Buyer.
The Contractor shall notify the Buyer of the Intents that are filed by both the Contractor and all subs,

c. Contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the prevailing hourly wage
rates that were in effect at the time of bid opening for the worker classifications that are provided for under Prevailing
Wages as issued by the State of Washington for the County in which the work shall be performed.

d. Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired by physical or mental
deficiency or injury, may be employed at wages lower than the established prevailing wage. The Fair Labor Standards
Act requires that wages based on individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates
issued by the Secretary of Labor. These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and Industries.
Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit a request to the Department of Labor and Industries for a
special certificate, which would, if approved, entitle them to pay their employees at wages, lower than the established
prevailing wage.

e. In certain situations, an Intent to Pay Prevailing wages shall be filed with the L&l and the Buyer, but the Contractor
may indicate an exception on the Intent form that exempts the prevailing wages rates for the following:

Sole ocwners and their spouse.

Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.

The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least 30% of the corporation.

Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political subdivision created by its laws.

f. Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening are attached. These wages remain in effect for the duration
of this contract, except for annual adjustments required by this agreement for multi-year contracts (where contract is
longer than one year) and for building service maintenance (janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners).
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It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to assign the appropriate classification and associate wage rates to all
laborers, workers or mechanics that perform any work under this contract, in conformance with the scope of work
descriptions of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.

With each invoice, Contractor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were compliant to applicable Prevailing
Wage rates, including the Contractor and any subcontractors.

Upon contract completion, Contractor shall file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the
Industrial Statistician of Washington L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original
Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line. The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can
pay the final invoice. The City may withhold payment on any invoice due the Contractor until the approved affidavit is
received.

The Contractor shall also ensure that each Subcontractor likewise files an Affidavit.
The Contractor shall notify the Buyer and provide a copy of the Affidavit(s).

For jobs above $10,000, Contractor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent form including the list of
the labor classifications and wages used on the project. This may be postured in the nearest local office, for road
construction, sewer line, pipeline, transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer
provides a copy of the Intent form to the employee upon request.

In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the dispute cannot be
solved by the parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director of the Department of Labor and Industries
of the State of Washington. In such case, the Director’'s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.
If the dispute involves a federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of Labor for a
decision, In such case, the Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.

Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in duration:

This provision only applies to service contracts that continue beyond a single year in duration, including building
service maintenance contracts (janitorial service contractors and work performed by janitors, waxers, shampooers,
and window cleaners) and to multi-year service contracts.

Contractor and any subcontractor must pay at least the prevailing wage rates that were in effect at time of bid
throughout the duration of the contract.

Each contract anniversary thereafter, Contractor and any subcontractors shall review the then current Prevailing
Wage Rates. The Contractor shall increase wages paid if required to meet no less then the current wage rates in
effect at the time of the contract anniversary.

Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be compensated by the City on
a pass through basis if the Contract requests a price increase in accordance with the price increase request
requirements provided elsewhere in this contract. The Contractor must follow the contract instructions for pricing
increases, notifying the Buyer at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase
and documenting the increase.

Background/Criminal History Checks: The City may require background/criminal checks during the course of the
contract for essential City purposes. The City does not intend to request background checks/verifications unless
essential in the opinion of the City. Note that, in particular, Seattle City Light has regulatory requirements
promulgated by organizations with jurisdiction over Seattle City Light, which require any contract worker that has
access to certain locations/systems/data (“SCL Designated Access”) to undergo a background/criminal check before
that worker can have authorized cyber or authorized unescorted physical access to those locations/systems/data.
The requirements apply to all Contractor workers and mandate an appropriate Personnel Risk Assessment and
security awareness training as directed by Seattle City Light. This section covers background/criminal checks for
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Contractor workers before they work on certain City tasks, systems and/or locations, to include the discovery and
verification of criminal convictions and civil findings. The City may, at its option, determine that only a criminal history
check will be performed. This section also covers the requirements if cyber security training is required.

If the City notifies the Contractor to undergo background/criminal checks or cyber security training for Contractor
workers, the following shall apply.

A General Requirements

The City shall alert the Contractor that the contract task is “High Security” at the time the work
request is made to the Contractor or as soon as practical thereafter.

Should the Contractor believe it cannot meet these obligations by the scheduled work start dates, the
Contractor may seek mutual agreement to a revised start date, or if none is reached, decline the
work.

The City may require that any Contractor worker receiving SCL Designated Access undergo a
background/criminal history check and receive appropriate cyber security training. The Seattle
Police Department (SPD) shall conduct all criminal history checks for Seattle Police Department
services.

The Contractor shall provide a list of names, specified identification information (social security
number, birth date and address) and a release signed by the worker for the City to perform a
background/criminal history check. Contractor must provide the information to the City before any
worker will receive be cleared for work. The list must be submitted at a date mutually agreed upon.

The City will conduct a background check using either the Seattle Police Department or any agency
with whom the City selects. The City will review the resultant background/criminal history check
results. The City shall notify the Contractor of acceptance or rejection of personnel in a timely
manner. The City will perform the background check at City cost.

For workers rejected by the City, the Contractor will submit to the City alternative names for
background checks. Contractor will submit those names promptly, as mutually agreed upon
between the Contractor and the City.

The Contractor has responsibility to obtain City approval for a sufficient quantity of personnel to
provide adequate coverage during the contract term. The City may allow the Contractor to submit a
greater number of individuals for background checks and approval than is necessary to accomplish
the contract tasks, in order to assure adequate coverage for the contract work (i.e. receive
authorization for back-up crew members in the event of an absence by a scheduled crew member).

Notwithstanding the schedules and responsibilities herein, the City and the Contractor may need to
consider individuals for emergency replacement in the event a worker cannot perform or is
terminated. In such event, the City may allow the Contractor to submit additional names in
anticipation of such future need.

The City shall not unreasonably withhold approval of such individuals, although the City is not under
the obligation to accept individuals that would otherwise be rejected as not suitable.

The Background/Criminal check must be renewed every four years for Contractor workers. If the
worker was required by the City to undergo a background check and/or cyber security training, the
Contractor must likewise notify the City when that worker approaches four years. This notice to the
City must be no less than sixty (60) days before the end of the four-year period. At that time, to
comply with appropriate regulatory requirements, the City may require another background
check/criminal.
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The Contractor shall provide to the City, no less than eight (8) hours from when the status change
becomes effective, notice of any Contractor worker who is: (i) reassigned or no longer requires
Designated Access to perform the contract tasks, or (ii) terminated by the Contractor for any reasen.
In no case shall such notice be greater than eight (8) hours.

The Contractor shall immediately notify the City Project Manager to report if a worker has a change
in criminal history or background status. The City may initiate a new background/criminal check for
this or other cause during the term of the worker's access to the City.

For furniture moves, on the day(s) of service, at the job site, the Crew Chief is to submit the names
of those present at the job site to the City Building Service Manager. The City Project Manager is
responsible for rejecting any individuals that have not been approved by the City. Should such a
rejection result in a failure by the Contractor to meet the Contractor obligations for a crew of sufficient
size to complete the move, the Contractor assumes all resulting liabilities and damages in
accordance with the contract and all terms and conditions.

Cyber Training Requirements: The City may require that any Contractor worker receive appropriate cyber
security training. Such workers must receive cyber security training once each year they work under the
contract.

Routine Elements of a Background/Criminal Report: Routine background/criminal history check reports
shall include identity verification (e.g. social security number verification) and a search of records from any
federal, state or county court in the United States, an international records search, and records of all
convictions or releases from prison within the last ten (10) years.

Non-Routine Elements of a Background/Criminal Report

The City may search for dependency actions.

The City may search for information on protection proceedings related to sex offender, assault,
abuse, or exploitation of a minor, developmentally disabled person, or vulnerable adult, or domestic
relations proceedings. ;
The City may search for additional information detail, as determined by the City, above and beyond
the scope of a routine background/criminal history check as defined in Section C, General
requirements.

If the required access for the worker is subject to NERC, the City will require all workers to undergo
annual Cyber Security Training offered by Seattle City Light. The workers will be paid for the time
they spend in such training. If this requirement applies, the City will require the Contractor to submit
a list of such workers and their status of Cyber Training annually upon contract anniversary.

Contractor workers shall have only limited use of the premises for work, storage, access, and equipment.

Material/equipment staging areas will be limited to floors and areas designated within the Scope of Work,
Maintain clear access to site and building entrances.

Driveway use will be limited to loading and unloading only.

For furniture moves, the Contractor shall be granted the use of up to two parking spaces in the Seattle Municipal
Tower parking structure to be paid by the Contractor. Arrangements for the use of these two spaces must be
made through the Building Management.

1. BACKGROUND AND PURPOSE


Purpose:

Purpose:  The City seeks to create contracts to provide on-call CCTV Inspections and Sewer Services as needed by the City in and on the main sewer line and side sewers in the right of way (ROW).  The City would call the contractors when small jobs are needed, where each specific job is estimated to be less than $35,000 in value.  City departments will request quotes from one or more of the contractors.  

Background:  The City occasionally has CCTV Inspections and Sewer Services work, and desires a fast and efficient method for bringing on Contractors to perform the work.  This contract would allow a Department to go directly to a Contractor to perform a project, without requiring additional steps or paperwork.  

Also included are spot liner repairs of short sections of sewer pipe using trenchless technology.  The technology allows the Utility to avoid excavation of the roadway, limited interruption of traffic, reduced environmental impact, and reduced costs.  One of the four methods used involves the use of Link Pipe.  Link-Pipe is a prefabricated stainless steel sleeve installed through a Maintenance Hole to rehabilitate structurally damaged pipes.   Another method is Cured-In-Place Pipe (CIPP) which allows for a resin impregnated tube to be inverted through the damaged section of a sewer pipe, using air or water pressure.  The third method is Sanitary Sewer Chemical Grouting which consists of rehabilitating defective pipe joints and cracks by the application of grouting materials.  Lastly Sewer Maintenance Hole (MH) Sealing consists of sealing the MH structure, thus eliminating infiltration/inflow using various products either singularly or in combination.  Due to the special nature of the technology, specific and unique equipment involved, the training and experience necessary to operate the equipment, we have to hire industry experts to conduct the work.  The City has not had service contracts for this type of work in the past; therefore there is no history of usage for these particular services.

Contractors will provide quotes using the wages and costs that are given in the contract, while utilizing industry standards from the Pipeline Assessment and Certification Program (PACP), National Association of Sewer Service Companies (NASSCO), American Society of Testing and Materials International (ASTM) and other standards approved by the American National Standards Institute.


The City does not guarantee usage of this contract for work that is needed by the City.  The City may use these contracts, may perform this work in-house, or may instead select other contractors through other mechanisms such as the City Small Works Roster or using direct quotes, as suited to the City department need.  Contractors are not guaranteed any work within this Contract.  This contract is for the convenience of the City and does not carry any estimates as to how much could be spent through these contracts.


The City has had contracts for some of these services which are now expiring with no options for renewal.  During 2010 the City spent approximately $800,000 for those services under contract.  A number of departments use this service, including Finance Administration, Parks and Recreation, Seattle Public Utilities and Seattle City Light.  Most work orders are less than $7,000 each; however there are occasional orders that are between $10,000 and as much as $35,000.

Pool Contracts:  With this solicitation, the City intends to build a pool of eligible, qualified and competitive contracts to provide these products and/or services.  The City may place orders with any of the winning vendors, selecting the vendor that the City wishes to use in any manner that the City department placing the order chooses.  The Department can select one, or the Department can ask for quotes or other information to select between the winning vendors. All quotes and work orders must be priced consistent to pricing stipulated in the contract.

The City has collective bargaining agreements, some of which govern City utilization of contractors to perform services such as these described herein.  City Departments are advised to review such agreements and ensure compliance, before the City Department elects to place an order for these services with the contractor.  It is the City Department responsibility to ensure compliance accordingly before placing an order.

2. SOLICITATION OBJECTIVES


The City expects to achieve the following outcomes through this solicitation:

· Develop a fast, efficient method that Departments can use when small projects arise, to get CCTV Inspections and Sewer Services assigned and working on small projects.

· Award to a mix of companies with long-term expertise that will be readily available to the City under the resulting contracts; to provide these services.  City crews do not have the expertise or equipment to conduct many of these services.    

· Provide a range of services within a single pool of contracts, so City departments can use the contracts as a single source of supply.

· Obtain the lowest cost, highest quality use of cost effective approved vendor(s) for work being inspected per plans and specifications. 


· Complete spot rehabilitation of our sewer pipes using vendor(s) with the highest quality materials and expertise that meet City standards and specifications and Federal Standards set under the Clean Water Act.

3. MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

The following are minimum qualifications and licensing requirements that the Vendor must meet in order to be eligible to submit a bid.  Responses must clearly show compliance to these minimum qualifications.  Those that are not clearly responsive to these minimum qualifications shall be rejected by the City without further consideration:


· A licensed contractor with the State of Washington Department of Labor and Industries and  appropriately licensed with state and local government as a contractor to perform services identified in the Scope of Work at time of bid.

· In business for 3 consecutive years, without interruption, providing CCTV Inspections and Sewer Services.  

4. LICENSING AND BUSINESS TAX REQUIREMENTS

This solicitation and resultant contract may require additional licensing as listed below. The Vendor needs to meet all licensing requirements that apply to their business immediately after contract award or the City may reject the Vendor. 


Companies must license, report and pay revenue taxes for the Washington State business License (UBI#) and Seattle Business License, if they are required to hold such a license by the laws of those jurisdictions.  The Vendor should carefully consider those costs prior to submitting their offer, as the City will not separately pay or reimburse those costs to the Vendor.  


Seattle Business Licensing and associated taxes

1. If you have a “physical nexus” in the city, you must obtain a Seattle Business license and pay all taxes due before the Contract can be signed.  


2. A “physical nexus” means that you have physical presence, such as: a building/facility located in Seattle, you make sales trips into Seattle, your own company drives into Seattle for product deliveries, and/or you conduct service work in Seattle (repair, installation, service, maintenance work, on-site consulting, etc). 


3. We provide a Vendor Questionnaire Form in our submittal package items later in this ITB, and it will ask you to specify if you have “physical nexus”.


4. All costs for any licenses, permits and Seattle Business License taxes owed shall be borne by the Vendor and not charged separately to the City.  


5. The apparent successful Vendor must immediately obtain the license and ensure all City taxes are current, unless exempted by City Code due to reasons such as no physical nexus. Failure to do so will result in rejection of the bid/proposal.

7. For Questions and Assistance, call the Revenue and Consumer Protection (RCP) office which issues business licenses and enforces licensing requirements.  The general e-mail is rca@seattle.gov. 9. The City of Seattle website allows you to apply and pay on-line with a credit card if you choose.


10. If a business has extraordinary balances due on their account that would cause undue hardship to the business, the business can contact our office to request additional assistance. A cover-sheet providing further explanation, along with the application and instructions for a Seattle Business License is provided below for your convenience.  


11. Please note that those holding a City of Seattle Business license may be required to report and pay revenue taxes to the City.  Such costs should be carefully considered by the Vendor prior to submitting your offer.  When allowed by City ordinance, the City will have the right to retain amounts due at the conclusion of a contract by withholding from final invoice payments.

State Business Licensing and associated taxes.


Before the contract is signed, provide the State of Washington business license (a State “Unified Business Identifier” known as a UBI#) and a Contractor License if required.  If the State of Washington has exempted your business from State licensing (for example, some foreign companies are exempt and in some cases, the State waives licensing because the company does not have a physical presence in the State), then submit proof of that exemption to the City.  All costs for any licenses, permits and associated tax payments due to the State as a result of licensing shall be borne by the Vendor and not charged separately to the City.

The Department that requires work will contact one or more vendors that have been awarded a blanket contract, describe the work and request a quote for the work.  The Department may request quotes from only one blanket vendor or from multiple blanket vendors.  The Company is to provide a quote with a detailed description of the work.  The Contractor shall not proceed until given written notice by the City Department.

Contract Term:  This contract shall be for five years, with one two-year extension allowed at the option of the City.  Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the City provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.  The Vendor may also provide a notice to not extend, but must provide such notice at least 45 days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date. 


No Guaranteed Utilization.  The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  The solicitation may provide estimates of utilization; such information is for the convenience of the Vendor and does not serve as a guarantee of usage.  The City reserves the right to multiple or partial awards, to terminate contracts, and/or to order varying quantities based on City needs. The City reserves the right to use other appropriate contract sources to obtain these products or services, such as State of Washington Contracts. The City may also periodically resolicit for new additions to the Vendor pool, to invite additional Vendors to submit bids or proposals for award.  Use of such supplemental contracts does not limit the right of the City to terminate existing contracts for convenience or cause.


Expansion Clause: Any resultant contract or Purchase Order may be expanded as allowed below. A modification may be considered per the criteria and procedures below, for any ongoing Blanket Contract that has not yet expired.  Likewise, a one-time Purchase Order may be modified if the bid reserved the right for additional orders to be placed within a specified period of time, or if the project or body of work associated with a Purchase Order is still active.  Such modifications must be mutually agreed.  The only person authorized to make such agreements on behalf of the City is the Buyer from the City Purchasing Division (Department of Finance and Administrative Services).  No other City employee is authorized to make such written notices.  Expansions must be issued in writing from the City Buyer in a formal notice.  The Buyer will ensure the expansion meets the following criteria collectively:  (a)  it could not be separately bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to either the City or vendors at time of bid or else was mentioned as a possibility in the bid (such as a change in environmental regulation or other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the change could not have attracted a different field of competition; and (f) the change does not vary the essential identity or main purpose of the contract.  The Buyer shall make this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of the Buyer. 


Note that certain changes are not considered an expansion of scope, including an increase in quantities ordered, the exercise of options and alternates in the bid, or ordering of work originally identified within the originating solicitation. If such changes are approved, changes are conducted as a written order issued by the City Purchasing Buyer in writing to the Vendor.


Limits of Sales to Authorized Products and Services:  Contractor has responsibility to limit sales to those products or services authorized within the contract, as authorized by changes and amendments or stated within the original contract scope.  The Contractor is responsible for refusing orders that are not properly authorized by the contract or through other proper Purchase Orders issued by authorized persons from the City.  If the Contractor has consistent sales of unauthorized products or services, the City reserves the right to use any of the following: terminate the contract in accordance with termination provisions, place the Contractor payments on “hold” for all incoming invoices while the City determines which are authorized items eligible for payment, and/or refuse certain invoices that contain non-authorized items. 


Vendor Usage Reports:  The City may request that the Vendor provide reports of purchases made by the City during the contract term.  Within 10 business days of a request, the Vendor will supply the City a report in the requested format. The report must be clearly titled (Company name, contact information, dates of report period).   The Vendor will provide, upon a request by the City, information sorted according to the City request, which may include: invoice specific detail or summary detail, by item name, by the user name (the department customer placing the order), by City Department, and date of order.   


Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Vendor: A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation.  During the trial period, the vendor(s) must perform in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract.  Failure to perform during this trial period may result in the immediate cancellation of the contract.  In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of product or service, the City’s decision shall prevail.  The City agrees to pay only for authorized orders received up to the date of termination.  If the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the option to award the contract to the next low responsive Vendor by mutual agreement with such Vendor.  Any new award will be for the remainder of the contract and will also be subject to this trial period.  

Background Checks


The City may require background/criminal checks during the course of the contract for essential City purposes.  The City does not intend to request background checks/verifications unless essential in the opinion of the City.  Note that, in particular, Seattle City Light has regulatory requirements promulgated by organizations with jurisdiction over Seattle City Light, which require any contract worker that has access to certain locations/systems/data (“SCL Designated Access”) to undergo a background/criminal check before that worker can have authorized cyber or authorized unescorted physical access to those locations/systems/data. The requirements apply to all Vendor workers and mandate an appropriate Personnel Risk Assessment and security awareness training as directed by Seattle City Light.  See the City Contract (Terms and Conditions).


Schedule, Orders, Delivery


Order Desk:  The winning vendor shall provide a telephone service or “order desk” to receive calls from City departments for advice or assistance, recommendations on products, parts, and repairs, and for receiving and processing of phone orders.  The Order Desk shall be available from 7:00AM to 5:00PM all business days except City holidays.  If your standard operating hours are otherwise, notify the solicitation Coordinator.  Depending on the operating needs of the Department, hours that are similar to, but not exactly the same as the 7-5 schedule may be accepted by the City as material compliance to this requirement.


Response Times:   The vendor shall provide five (5) business days’ response time and delivery for most new orders placed by the City.  Vendor will maintain adequate inventory to stock and provide same-day response in emergency situations.

No Minimum Order:  There is no minimum order size for this contract.


Warranty:  The Vendor shall warrant all materials and workmanship delivered under any resulting contract to be free from defects, damage or failure for any reason whatsoever which the City may reasonably determine is the responsibility of the Vendor, for a minimum of ninety (90) days after the date of final acceptance and without cost to the City for labor, materials, parts, installation or any other costs except where longer periods of warranty of guarantees are specified.

Cancellation of Orders:  The City may cancel an order before delivery without penalty or charge, providing that the Vendor has not incurred any special production costs such as custom fabrication in fulfilling the order. If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Vendor may charge the customer reasonable expenses incurred up until the date of the cancellation, that cannot be reasonably avoided or offset by the Vendor, not in any event to exceed 10% of the total value of the order.


Returns and Restocking:  


· Vendor Error: No restocking charge for items ordered due to Vendor error.  Vendor pays all shipping costs.


· Standard Stock items:  No restocking fee applies if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within 30 days of receipt by the City.  Customer pays the shipping cost.


· Non-Standard or Custom items:  Item(s) may be returned if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within 30 days of receipt.  If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Vendor may charge the customer reasonable expenses incurred up until the date of the cancellation, that cannot be reasonably avoided or offset by the Vendor, not in any event to exceed 10% of the total value of the order.

· Fabricated Items:  Items that are custom engineered and fabricated to design specifications may be returned under the terms negotiated between the parties upon request of the City.


· Failure to perform:  If Vendor has presented a particular product as suitable and fit for the purpose described by the City herein or upon order by the City, and the product fails to perform as advised and/or specified, that shall be defined as a Vendor error.  No restocking charge shall be charged to the City.  Further, if such fitness could not have been determined until the product had been in use, the City may return the product opened and used within 30 days of receipt without penalty or charges due to the City. 


Pricing and Invoicing


Prohibition on Advance Payments:  The City does not accept requests for early payment, down payment or partial payment, unless the Bid or Proposal Submittal specifically allows such pre-payment proposals or alternates within the bid process.  Maintenance subscriptions may be paid up to one year in advance provided that should the City terminate early, the amount paid shall be reimbursed to the City on a prorated basis; all other expenses are payable net 30 days after receipt and acceptance of satisfactory compliance.


Rates and Prices:  Pricing shall be prepared with the following terms.  These are in addition to annual Prevailing Wage adjustments instructions when required that are specified elsewhere within this solicitation.  The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the opinion of the Buyer. 

Such changes (whether increases or decreases) may only be issued by the City Purchasing Buyer (Department of Finance and Administrative Services).  No other individual or City Department is authorized to approve such modifications.  Changes shall be issued in writing by the City Purchasing Buyer.  Absent a written contract document, such changes shall not be considered effective.  The Change Order shall not require joint signature, and implies concurrence unless the vendor rejects in writing immediately upon receipt of such a Change Order.

Requests for Price Decreases:  Vendors can offer volume discounts or improved pricing that is more favorable to the City at any time, when a specific order is placed or when a long-term change in costs allows the vendor to offer a permanent change to the contract prices. Requests that reduce pricing charged to the City may be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer at any time during the contract period.  Such price reductions should use the same pricing structure as the original contract (i.e. discounts below list, mark-up above, fixed price, or hourly rates). The City may likewise initiate a request to the vendor for price reductions, subject to mutual agreement of the vendor.  

Requests for Price Increases must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer in accordance to the rules below.  No other employee may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City.  Any invoice that is sent to the City with pricing above that specified by the City in writing within this Contract or specified within an official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be invalid.  Payment of an erroneous invoice does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek reimbursement of the overpayment or would withhold such overpayment from future invoices.

1. Discount from Manufacturer List Pricing:  The City will not accept requests to change discount rates below Manufacturer List prices or mark-up above wholesale, except for those that are more favorable to the City than the original contract.  As manufacturer list prices change, the net price to the City will automatically change in the same percentage as the discount rate to the City.  

2. Hourly Rates or Service Pricing:  For multi-year contracts that provide services.  The vendor may submit a price reduction that implements a lower and more favorable cost to the City at anytime during the contract. Vendor requests for rate increases must be no sooner than two years after contract signature, are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must be:


· The direct result of increases to wage rates and do not exceed the CPI Index or other appropriate service rate index agreed upon between the Buyer and the Vendor. 


· Incurred after contract commencement date.  


· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.


· Clearly identify the service titles and the hours of service performed if specified within the contract and the before and after wage rates for such titles.


· Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.


· Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.

· The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.

3. Fixed Service Pricing:  For service contracts that provide on-going, multiple year services.  The Vendor may submit notice of a price reduction that provides more favorable and lower prices to the City, at any time during the contract.  Requests by the Vendor to increase pricing shall be no sooner than two years after the execution of the contract, are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be: 

· The direct result of increases at the manufacturer's level (or if Vendor is a supplier of a raw material delivered directly to the City such as cement or soil, the increase must be verified at the supplier level). 

· Incurred after contract commencement date.  


· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.


· Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase.


· Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.


· Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.  


· The United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index or other government data may be referenced to help substantiate the Vendor’s documentation.  A link to the PPI Commodity Data is available at http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.


· The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.


· Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology.


The City will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.   


Environmental Specifications


Paper and Paper Product Requirements:  To promote and encourage environmentally sustainable practices for companies doing business with the City, the City requests vendors under City contract use environmentally preferable products in production of City work products.  


· The City desires the use of 100% PCF (post consumer recycled content, chlorine-free) paper to encourage environmentally preferable practices for City business.  Such paper is available at City contract prices from Complete Office at 206-628-0059 or Keeney’s Office Supplies.  Note - Keeney’s is a Women Owned Firm and may be noted on your Inclusion Plan.

· The City prohibits plastic or vinyl binders.  The City prefers 100% recycled stock Binders. “Rebinders” are a product that fit this requirement and are available at City contract prices from Complete Office at 206-628-0059 or Keeney’s Office Supplies at 425-285-0541.  Please do not use binders or plastic folders, unless essential.  Note - Keeney’s is a Women Owned Firm and may be noted on your Inclusion Plan.


· Contractors are to duplex all materials that are prepared for the City under this Contract, whether such materials are printed or copied, except when impracticable to do so due to the nature of the product being produced.  This directive is executed under the Mayor's Executive Order, issued February 13, 2005.


Delivery of Products and Services – Idling Prohibited:  Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at the time and location of the delivery to the City for more than five minutes.  The City requires vendors to utilize practices that reduce fuel consumption and emission discharge, including turning off trucks and vehicles during delivery of products to the City.  Exceptions to this requirement include when a vehicle is making deliveries and associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power in another device, and  if required for proper warm-up and cool-down of the engine.  Specific examples include “bucket” trucks that allow a worker to reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming; and vehicles with a lift on the back of a truck to move products in and out of the truck.  The City of Seattle has a commitment to reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions.  The City intends to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air, healthier work environments, the efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation of natural resources, and good stewardship practices. If an interested Vendor has a product that contains or releases any PBT materials as defined above, Vendor may notify the City Buyer on or before the date specified on the schedule (see Page 1).  Should the City determine that the product being acquired by the City does not have a reasonable or economically feasible substitute, the City may amend this PBT-Free requirement to allow for -- or provide a maximum of 10% preference for -- products that include or release the least amount of such PBT chemical as practical. The City may reject Bids with PBT content or release, if the Bid is not in accordance with this PBT-Free specification or has not amended the specification otherwise. 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Work Order Quotes


City departments may request quotes from one or more of the contractors.  Contractors will provide quotes using the wages and costs that are given in the contract, 


1. Projects Estimated to Cost under $7,000


A City Department Project Manager will obtain a quote from at least one of the awarded companies in the pool of contractors.  The City Project Manager shall describe to the companies the following information, and provide it by phone or fax to the pool firm:


Description of work required.


Date work must start and /or be completed by.


Special materials, parts, or equipment needed to complete the work.


Location of the work

Time and date a quote from the pool firm is due.


Name, phone and fax numbers, of the City Project Manager

Other special information required to successfully perform the work.


2. Projects Estimated to Cost $7,000 or More

A City Department Project Manager will obtain quotes from firms in the pool of contractors.  The Project Manager may contact one or more vendors from the pool.  If the Vendor does not respond or does not have interest, the Project Manager will make note in the file accordingly, and proceed with vendors that are responsive. 


Response from Firms Who Have Been Sent a Quote Request Form

The firms who have been provided a Quote Request shall respond before quotes are due.  Firms who cannot quote are asked to reply back with “no bid.”


Notification of Firm to Perform the Work


The City Project Manager will award to the lowest quote that is most responsive to City needs.   If multiple quotes were solicited, the City Project Manager will notify the firms not selected.  A purchase order number shall be provided to the selected firm.


Invoicing for Work Projects Successfully Completed


Upon completion by the pool firm and an inspection that approves the ordered work by City personnel, the pool firm may invoice for the work performed, using the departmental purchase order number.


Federal Funding Requirements


Davis-Bacon Act:  

If this work has federal funding, work in this contract is subject to prevailing wage requirements for both the State (RCW Chapter 39.12) and federal (Davis-Bacon and related acts), if such work has an applicable wage category.  The Contractor and all subs must then comply with the Davis-Bacon Act  (includes (40 U.S.C. 276a to a-7) and related Acts (Walsh-Healy Public Contracts Act for manufacturer, and the McNamara-O’Hara Service Contract Act for services), as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR part 5, “Labor Standards Provisions Applicable to Contracts Governing Federally Financed and Assisted Construction”). The Contractor and every Subcontractor must then pay the greater of the State prevailing wage rates and the federal prevailing wage rates as issued by the Secretary of Labor, on a classification by classification basis. Prevailing Wage Requirements


Preparing Offer Forms with consideration of Prevailing Wages

If State of Washington prevailing wage rates apply to this contract work, the Offer submitted must clearly show the intent of the Vendor to pay prevailing wages.  The City Buyer will consider whether pricing of the Offer is sufficient to clearly support payment of prevailing wages, and may seek clarification and/or reject the Offer accordingly.  Note that your Offer should be sufficient to pay prevailing wages, as well as any vendor costs associated with filing of Intents and Affidavits, including filing of one Intent for the contract or multiple Intents during the life of the contract as required by the Department of Labor & Industries.

Prevailing Wage Requirements


a. If this contract has a category of work subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages on Public Works) and RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) as amended or supplemented, Contractor shall be responsible for compliance by the Contractor and all subcontractors.  


b. Filing Your Intent:  The City requires an approved Intent from the Vendor for all the work within the contract.  The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file the Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Form(s) concurrent with contract execution and as otherwise required by L&I.   The Vendor works directly with L&I to receive an acceptable and approved Intent concurrent with contract execution, and/or multiple intents as required by L&I, which will comply with L&I filing and approval requirements. 


· To do so, the Contractor and any subcontractors will require a Contract Number and Start Date.  The Buyer will tell you the Contract Number; the start date is the date your contract is signed.  

· The Contractor shall promptly submit the Intent to the Department of Labor & Industries (L&I) for approval.  


· The Contractor also shall require any subcontractor to file an Intent with L&I.


· This must be done online at the L&I website:  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  


· If unable to file on-line, a paper copy of the approved Intent shall instead be promptly provided to the Buyer.  


· The Contractor shall notify the Buyer of the Intents that are filed by both the Contractor and all subs.

c. Contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the prevailing hourly wage rates that were in effect at the time of bid opening for the worker classifications that are provided for under Prevailing Wages as issued by the State of Washington for the County in which the work shall be performed. 


d. Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired by physical or mental deficiency or injury, may be employed at wages lower than the established prevailing wage.  The Fair Labor Standards Act requires that wages based on individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates issued by the Secretary of Labor.  These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and Industries.  Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit a request to the Department of Labor and Industries for a special certificate, which would, if approved, entitle them to pay their employees at wages, lower than the established prevailing wage.  


e. In certain situations, an Intent is required but the wages may be exempt.  The Vendor may indicate that they qualify for an exemption to wages for the following:


· Sole owners and their spouse.


· Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.


· The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least 30% of the corporation.


· Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political subdivision created by its laws.


f. Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening are attached.  These wages remain in effect for the duration of this contract, except for annual adjustments required by this agreement for multi-year contracts (where contract is longer than one year)  and for building service maintenance (janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners).


g. It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to assign the appropriate classification and associated wage rates to all laborers, workers or mechanics that perform any work under this contract, in conformance with the scope of work descriptions of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.  


h. With each invoice, Contractor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were compliant to applicable Prevailing Wage rates, including the Contractor and any subcontractors.


i. Upon contract completion, Contractor shall file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice. The City may withhold payment on any invoice due the Contractor until the approved affidavit is received. 

j.  The Contractor shall also ensure that each Subcontractor likewise files an Affidavit.

k. The Contractor shall notify the Buyer and provide a copy of the Affidavit(s).


l. For jobs above $10,000, Contractor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent form including the list of the labor classifications and wages used on the project.   This may be postured in the nearest local office, for road construction, sewer line, pipeline, transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer provides a copy of the Intent form to the employee upon request. 


m. In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the dispute cannot be solved by the parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director of the Department of Labor and Industries of the State of Washington.  In such case, the Director’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.  If the dispute involves a federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of Labor for a decision.  In such case, the Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties. 


Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in duration:


a. For service contracts greater than one year duration, such as building service maintenance contracts (janitors, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners) and other multi-year service contracts where prevailing wages are required, the Vendor and subcontractors must pay at least the prevailing wage rates in effect at time of bid throughout the duration of the contract.  


b. Each contract anniversary thereafter, Vendor and subcontractors shall review the current Prevailing Wage Rates.  The Vendor shall increase wages paid if required to meet no less then the current prevailing wage rates for those positions that are covered by such wage rates, in effect at the time of the contract anniversary.


c. Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be compensated by the City on a pass through basis if the Vendor requests a price increase in accordance with the price increase request requirements provided earlier within this agreement.  The Vendor must follow the contract instructions for pricing increases, by notifying the Buyer at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase and clearly documenting the increase.

6.  INSTRUCTIONS & INFORMATION.

Bid Procedures and Process.


This chapter details City procedures for directing the ITB process.  The City reserves the right in its sole discretion to reject the Bid of any Vendor that fails to comply with any procedures outlined in this chapter.


Registration into City Registration System

If you have not previously completed a one-time registration into the City of Seattle Registration system, we request that you register at this time at: http://www2.seattle.gov/VendorRegistration/ .  The Registration System is used by City staff to locate your contract(s) and identify companies for bid lists on future purchases.  Bids are not rejected for failure to register, however, if you win a contract and have not registered, you will be required to place yourself, or you will be added into the system. Women and minority owned firms are asked to self-identify.  If you need assistance, please call 206-684-0444.

Unless authorized by the Buyer, no other City official or City employee is empowered to speak for the City with respect to this acquisition.  Any vendor seeking to obtain information, clarification, or interpretations from any other City official or City employee other than the Buyer is advised that such material is used at the Vendor’s own risk.  The City will not be bound by any such information, clarification, or interpretation.  


Following the bid deadline, Vendors shall continue to direct communications to only the City Buyer.  The Buyer will send out information to responding companies as decisions are concluded.

Pre-Bid Conference


The City shall conduct an optional Pre-Bid conference at the date and time on page 1, at the City Purchasing Office, 700 5th Avenue, Suite 4112, Seattle.  Vendors are not required to attend in order to be eligible to submit a Bid.  The purpose of the meeting is to answer questions potential Vendors may have regarding the solicitation document and to discuss and clarify issues.  This is an opportunity for Vendors to raise concerns regarding specifications, terms, conditions, and any requirements of this solicitation.  Failure to raise concerns over any issues at this opportunity will be a consideration in any protest filed regarding such items that were known as of this pre-bid conference.

Questions


Questions are to be submitted to the Buyer no later than the date and time on page 1, in order to allow sufficient time for the City Buyer to consider the question before the bids or proposals are due.  The City prefers such questions to be through e-mail directed to the City Buyer e-mail address. Failure to request clarification of any inadequacy, omission, or conflict will not relieve the Vendor of any responsibilities under this Bid or any subsequent contract.  It is the responsibility of the Vendor to assure that they received responses to the questions if any are issued.


Changes to the ITB/Addenda

A change may be made by the City if, in the sole judgment of the City, the change will not compromise the City’s objectives in this acquisition.  A change to this ITB will be made by formal written addendum issued by the City’s Buyer. Addenda issued by the City shall become part of this ITB specification and will be included as part of the final Contract. It is the responsibility of the interested Vendor to assure that they have received Addenda.


Bid Blog.

Our website has an option for those companies familiar with RSS Technology.  You may opt to subscribe to an “RSS Feed” on our new Blog (titled “The Buy Line”).  This is optional; it is for your convenience and recommended for those companies familiar with RSS technology. Receiving Addenda and/or Question and Answers


The City Buyer will make efforts to provide you notices, either through the RSS Feed or e-mail notices, that changes or addendums have been posted on our website. Notwithstanding efforts by the City, it remains the obligation and responsibility of the Vendor to learn of any addendums, responses, or notices issued by the City.  Such efforts by the City to provide notice or to make it available on the website do not relieve the Vendor from the sole obligation for learning of such material.  


Some third-party services independently post City of Seattle bids on their websites.  The City does not guarantee that such services have accurately provided bidders with all information particularly Addendums or changes to bid date/time.


All Bids sent to the City shall be considered compliant to all Addendums, with or without specific confirmation from the Bidder that the Addendum was received and incorporated.  However, the Buyer can reject the Bid if it does not reasonably appear to have incorporated the Addendum.  The Buyer could decide that the Bidder did incorporate the Addendum information, or could determine that the Bidder failed to incorporate the Addendum changes and that the changes were material so that the Buyer must reject the Offer, or the Buyer may determine that the Bidder failed to incorporate the Addendum changes but that the changes were not material and therefore the Bid may continue to be accepted by the Buyer.


Bid Response Date and Location.


a) Bids must be received into City Purchasing no later than the date and time on page 1 or as revised by Addenda.

b) The City requires one original and 2 copies. Bids must be submitted in a hard-copy original.  FAX, e-mail or CD copies are not a substitute for the hard-copy original.  


c) Responses should be in a sealed box or envelope clearly marked and addressed with the Buyer, ITB title and number.  If ITB’s are not clearly marked, the Vendor has all risks of the ITB being misplaced and not properly delivered.  The Buyer is not responsible for identifying bids submitted that are not properly marked. 


d) Mark the outside of your mailing envelope to say “ITB #SPU2869”.  This is important to proper handling of your bid.

e) The ITB response may be hand-delivered or must otherwise be received by City Purchasing at the location specified by the submittal deadline.  Delivery errors will result if you aren’t very careful to use the proper address given your chosen delivery method.

f) The submitter has full responsibility to ensure the Bid arrives at City Purchasing within the deadline. A Bid submitted or delivered after the time fixed for receipt of Bids will not be accepted unless waived as immaterial by the City for specific fact-based circumstances.  Responses arriving after the deadline may be returned unopened to the Vendor, or the City may accept the package and make a determination as to lateness. 

g) The Offer form shall be signed by the Bidder.

Preferred Paper and Binding

The City requests a particular submittal format, to reduce paper, encourage our recycled product expectations, and reduce package bulk.  Bulk from binders and large packages are unwanted. Vinyl plastic products are unwanted. The City also has an environmentally-preferable purchasing commitment, and seeks a package format to support the green expectations and initiatives of the City. 


· Please do not use any plastic or vinyl binders or folders.  The City prefers simple, stapled paper copies. If a binder or folder is essential due to the size of your submission, they are to be fully 100% recycled stock.  Such binders are available from Keeney’s Office Supplies at 425-285-0541 or Complete Office at 206-650-9195. 

· City seeks and prefers submittals on 100% PCF paper or equivalent, consistent with City policy and City environmentally practices.  Such paper is available from Keeney’s Office Supplies at 425-285-0541 or Complete Office at 206-650-9195. 


· Please double-side your submittal.


Bid Opening

The Bid shall be publicly opened by the City at the date and time specified, at the City Purchasing office.  

Bid and Price Specifications

Vendor shall provide Offer on forms provided by the City, indicating unit prices for each item, attaching additional pages if needed.  In the case of difference between the unit pricing and the extended price, the City shall use the unit pricing.  The City may correct the extended price accordingly.   Unless specified otherwise on the Offer Form, Vendor shall quote prices with freight prepaid and allowed. Vendor shall quote prices FOB Destination.  All prices are to be in US Dollars.


Do Not Submit Extra Comments, Explanations, Information or Changes. 


The City will reject bids that the Buyer finds to be taking material exception to the City specifications and City contract.  Therefore, be careful that you do not add information or explanations on your Offer form.  Do not take exceptions, do not offer alternatives (unless the City specifically requests), and do not mark the Offer with changes to specifications or the contract.  Don’t attach your own boilerplate.   Even adding an explanation about your pricing could result in rejection of your bid.  This decision will be made in the sole opinion of the Buyer. If the Offer Form doesn’t seem to adequately address your concern or clarification, call the Buyer for direction.

Partial and Multiple Awards

Unless stated to the contrary in the Scope of Work, the City reserves the right to name a partial and/or multiple awards, in the best interest of the City.  Vendors are to prepare pricing and Offers given the City’s intention to utilize the right to a partial or multiple award, in the best interest of the City. Further, the City may eliminate an individual line item when calculating award, in order to best meet the needs of the City, if a particular line item is not routinely available or is a cost that exceeds the City funds. 

Prompt Payment Discount.


On the Offer form or submittal, the Vendor may state a prompt payment discount term, if the Vendor offers one to the City.  A prompt payment discount term of ten or more days will be considered for bid tabulation.


Taxes

The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts the City).  Washington state and local sales tax will be an added line item although taxes are not used in bid tabulation for purposes of award.


Interlocal Purchasing Agreements

This is for information only and consent of the Vendor, and will not be used to determine award.  RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, non profits and other political subdivisions.  Public agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle may purchase from Contracts established by the City.  The seller agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices, terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City.  The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies.  Should the Vendor require additional pricing for such purchases, the Vendor is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.

Contract Terms and Conditions

Vendors are to carefully review all specifications, requirements, Terms and Conditions (see Attachment #1), and insurance requirements.  Submittal of a response is agreement to all Terms and Conditions. All specifications, requirements, terms and conditions are mandatory and all submittals should anticipate full compliance with no exceptions to these terms and conditions.  

Incorporation of ITB and Bid in Contract

This ITB and the Vendor’s response, including all promises, warranties, commitments, and representations made in the successful Bid, shall be binding and incorporated by reference in the City’s contract with the Vendor.


Effective Dates of Offer

Offered prices in Bid must remain valid until City completes award.  Should any Vendor object to this condition, the Vendor must provide objection through a question and/or complaint to the Buyer prior to the bid closing date.  


Cost of Preparing Bids

The City will not be liable for any costs incurred by the Vendor in the preparation and presentation of Bids submitted in response to this ITB including, but not limited to, costs incurred in connection with the Vendor’s participation in demonstrations and the pre-Bid conference.


Vendor Responsibility to Examine Documents

It is the Vendor responsibility to examine all specifications and conditions thoroughly, and comply fully with specifications and all attached terms and conditions.  Vendors must comply with all Federal, State, and City laws, ordinances and rules, and meet any and all registration requirements where required for Vendors as set forth in the Washington Revised Statutes.  By responding to this Invitation to Bid (ITB), Bidder agrees that he/she has read and understands all documents within this ITB package.


Vendor Responsibility to Provide Full Response

It is the Vendor’s responsibility to provide a full and complete written response and Offer Form that does not require interpretation or clarification by the Buyer.  The Vendor is to provide all requested materials, forms and information. The Vendor is responsible to ensure the Offer properly and accurately reflects the Vendor specifications and offering.  The City does not accept materials to supplement the bid after the bid deadline; however this does not limit the right of the City to consider additional materials that are obtained by the City such as references or past experience, even if such materials were not specifically submitted by the Vendor, or to seek clarifications from the Vendor as needed by the City. 


Do Not Attach Additional Materials with your Bid


Do not insert material sheets, extra product options, comments on boilerplate, supplemental or suggested contract terms, or other similar materials unless such materials are specifically requested by the City or are necessary to show an “or equal” product specification.  Such additional materials can compromise the clarity of your bid and result in rejection of your offer.  If the materials conflict with your Offer, the City will not be obligated to clarify or determine which has priority; the City may instead reject your bid. 

Changes or Corrections to Bids

Prior to the bid submittal closing date and time established for this ITB, a Vendor may make changes to its bid provided the change is initialed and dated by the Vendor.  No change to a bid shall be made after the bid closing date and time. Note that you cannot change, mark-up or cross-out any condition, format, provision or term that appears on the City’s published Offer Form. If you need to change any of your own prices or answers that you write on the Offer Form must be made in pen, initialed, and be clear in intent.  Do not use white-out.


Errors in Bids


Vendors are responsible for errors and omissions in their Bids.  No such error or omission shall diminish the Vendor’s obligations to the City.


Withdrawal of Bid


A submittal may be withdrawn by written request of the submitter, prior to bid closing.  After the closing date and time, the submittal may be withdrawn only with permission by the City.


Rejection of Bids and Rights of Award

The City reserves the right to reject any or all Bids at any time with no penalty.  The City also has the right to waive immaterial defects and minor irregularities in any submitted Bid.


Bid Disposition.


All material submitted in response to this ITB shall become the property of the City upon delivery to the Buyer.


Equal Benefits

Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 20.45 (SMC 20.45) requires consideration of whether bidders provide health and benefits that are the same or equivalent to the domestic partners of employees as to spouses of employees, and of their dependents and family members.  The bid package includes a “Vendor Questionnaire” which is the mandatory form on which you make a designation about the status of such benefits. If your company does not comply with Equal Benefits and does not intend to do so, you must still supply the information on the Vendor Questionnaire. Instructions are provided at the back of the Questionnaire.  

Women and Minority Subcontracting

The City intends to provide the maximum practicable opportunity for successful participation of minority and women owned firms, given that such businesses are underrepresented.  The City requires all Bidders agree to SMC Chapter 20.42, and will require bids with meaningful subcontracting opportunities to also supply a plan for including minority and women owned firms.  If the City believes there is meaningful subcontracting opportunity, the solicitation will require you to submit an Inclusion Plan, which will be a material part of the bid and contract.  The Plan must be responsible in the opinion of the City, which means a meaningful and successful search and commitments to include WMBE firms for subcontracting work when applicable.  They City reserves the right to improve the Plan with the winning Bidder before contract execution.  Performance will be a material contract provision. Bidders should use whatever selection methods and strategies the Prime Bidder finds effective for successful WMBE participation.  The City may reject bids that do not provide a substantial responsive Plan with an intentional and responsible commitment.  The City may use availability based on City analysis, or may use comparative participation from other incoming bids to establish a baseline of responsible efforts. At the request of the City, Vendors must furnish evidence of the Vendor's compliance, including documentation such as copies of agreements with WMBE subcontractor either before contract execution or during contract performance.  The winning Bidder must request written approval for changes to the Inclusion Plan once it is agreed upon before contract execution.  This includes goals, subcontract awards and efforts. See the attached Contract (such provisions are usually number #27, 28 and 29, although it may vary on any individual contract) and/or Terms and Conditions (such provisions are usually numbered #34, 35 and 36, although it may vary on a particular contract).


Insurance Requirements

Insurance requirements in the attached Terms and Conditions shall apply, unless modified by further materials within this solicitation.  If formal proof of insurance is required to be submitted to the City before execution of the Contract, the City will remind the winning Vendor in the Intent to Award letter.  The apparent successful Vendor must promptly provide such proof of insurance to the City in reply to the Intent to Award Letter.  Contracts will not be executed until all required proof of insurance has been received and approved by the City.  Vendors are encouraged to immediately contact their Broker to begin preparation of the required insurance documents, in the event that the Vendor is selected as a finalist.  Vendors may elect to provide the requested insurance documents within their Bid.

Proprietary Materials


The State of Washington’s Public Records Act (Release/Disclosure of Public Records)

Under Washington State Law (reference RCW Chapter 42.56, the Public Records Act) all materials received or created by the City of Seattle are considered public records.  These records include but are not limited to bid or proposal submittals, agreement documents, contract work product, or other bid material.  


The State of Washington’s Public Records Act requires that public records must be promptly disclosed by the City upon request unless that RCW or another Washington State statute specifically exempts records from disclosure.  Exemptions are narrow and explicit and are listed in Washington State Law (Reference RCW 42.56 and RCW 19.108).  


Bidders/proposers must be familiar with the Washington State Public Records Act and the limits of record disclosure exemptions.  For more information, visit the Washington State Legislature’s website at http://www1.leg.wa.gov/LawsAndAgencyRules). 


If you have any questions about disclosure of the records you submit with bids or proposals please contact City Purchasing at (206) 684-0444. 


Marking Your Records Exempt from Disclosure (Protected, Confidential, or Proprietary)


As mentioned above, all City of Seattle offices (“the City”) are required to promptly make public records available upon request.  However, under Washington State Law some records or portions of records are considered legally exempt from disclosure and can be withheld.  A list and description of records identified as exempt by the Public Records Act can be found in RCW 42.56 and RCW 19.108.


If you believe any of the records you are submitting to the City as part of your bid/proposal or contract work products, are exempt from disclosure you can request that they not be released before you receive notification.  To do so you must complete the City Non-Disclosure Request Form (“the Form”) provided by City Purchasing (see attached) and very clearly and specifically identify each record and the exemption(s) that may apply.  (If you are awarded a City contract, the same exemption designation will carry forward to the contract records.)


The City will not withhold materials from disclosure simply because you mark them with a document header or footer, page stamp, or a generic statement that a document is non-disclosable, exempt, confidential, proprietary, or protected.  Do not identify an entire page as exempt unless each sentence is within the exemption scope; instead, identify paragraphs or sentences that meet the specific exemption criteria you cite on the Form.  Only the specific records or portions of records properly listed on the Form will be protected and withheld for notice.  All other records will be considered fully disclosable upon request. 


If the City receives a public disclosure request for any records you have properly and specifically listed on the Form, the City will notify you in writing of the request and will postpone disclosure.  While it is not a legal obligation, the City, as a courtesy, will allow you up to ten business days to file a court injunction to prevent the City from releasing the records (reference RCW 42.56.540).  If you fail to obtain a Court order within the ten days, the City may release the documents. 


The City will not assert an exemption from disclosure on your behalf.  If you believe a record(s) is exempt from disclosure you are obligated to clearly identify it as such on the Form and submit it with your solicitation.  Should a public record request be submitted to City Purchasing for that (those) record(s) you can then seek an injunction under RCW 42.56 to prevent release.  By submitting a bid document, the bidder acknowledges this obligation; the proposer also acknowledges that the City will have no obligation or liability to the proposer if the records are disclosed.



Requesting Disclosure of Public Records


The City asks bidders/proposers and their companies to refrain from requesting public disclosure of proposal records until an intention to award is announced.  This measure is intended to shelter the solicitation process, particularly during the evaluation and selection process or in the event of a cancellation or resolicitation.  With this preference stated, the City will continue to be responsive to all requests for disclosure of public records as required by State Law.


Ethics Code

The Seattle Ethics Code was recently revised.  New requirements become effective June 22, 2009 for City employees and elected officials. Beginning October 22, 2009, the Code covers certain vendors, contractors and consultants. Please familiarize yourself with the new code:  http://www.seattle.gov/ethics/etpub/et_home.htm.  Attached is a pamphlet for Vendors, Customers and Clients. 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No Gifts and Gratuities.  Vendors shall not directly or indirectly offer anything of value (such as retainers, loans, entertainment, favors, gifts, tickets, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or meals) to any City employee, volunteer or official, if it is intended or may appear to a reasonable person to be intended to obtain or give special consideration to the Vendor.  An example is giving a City employee sporting event tickets to a City employee that was on the evaluation team of a bid you plan to submit. The definition of what a “benefit” would be is very broad and could include not only awarding a contract but also the administration of the contract or the evaluation of contract performance.  The rule works both ways, as it also prohibits City employees from soliciting items of value from vendors.  Promotional items worth less than $25 may be distributed by the vendor to City employees if the Vendor uses the items as routine and standard promotions for the business.


Involvement of Current and Former City Employees


If a Vendor has any current or former City employees, official or volunteer, working or assisting on solicitation of City business or on completion of an awarded contract, you must provide written notice to City Purchasing of the current or former City official, employee or volunteer’s name.  The Vendor Questionnaire within your bid documents prompts you to answer that question.  You must continue to update that information to City Purchasing during the full course of the contract.  The Vendor is to be aware and familiar with the Ethics Code, and educate vendor workers accordingly.


Contract Workers with more than 1,000 Hours


The Ethics Code has been amended to apply to vendor company workers that perform more than 1,000 cumulative hours on any City contract during any 12-month period.  Any such vendor company employee covered by the Ethics Code must abide by the City Ethics Code. The Vendor is to be aware and familiar with the Ethics Code, and educate vendor workers accordingly.


No Conflict of Interest.  


Vendor (including officer, director, trustee, partner or employee) must not have a business interest or a close family or domestic relationship with any City official, officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration or evaluating Vendor performance. The City shall make sole determination as to compliance.  

7. OFFER SHEET AND MANDATORY SUBMITTALS


Note:  If you have not completed a one-time registration into the City Registration system, we request that you register at this time at:  http://www2.seattle.gov/VendorRegistration/.  It is a Directory for City staff to locate contract and non-contract holders to solicit for current and future bid needs.  Bids are not rejected for failure to register; however, if you are awarded a contract and have not yet registered, your submittal is consent to placement into the system. Women and minority owned firms are asked to self-identify.  If you need assistance, please call 206-684-0444.  


Legal Name:  Many companies use a “Doing Business As” name or a nickname in their daily business.  However, the City requires the legal name of your company, as it is legally registered.  When preparing all forms below, be sure to use the proper company legal name. Your company’s legal name can be verified through the State Corporation Commission in the state in which you were established, which is often located within the Secretary of State’s Office for each state at http://www.coordinatedlegal.com/SecretaryOfState.html 

Submit Bid with the following format and attachments.  Attach each form within your bid.  (Note that Addendum, if any, could change the forms provided below.  The instructions have specified how the Buyer will consider a failure to incorporate changes made by Addendum): 

1. Legal Name:  Submit a certificate, copy of web-page, or other documentation from the Corporation Commission in which you incorporated that shows your legal name as a company.  

2. Minimum Qualifications:  Provide a single page that clearly lists each Minimum Qualification, and exactly how you achieve each minimum qualification.  Remember that the determination that you have achieved all the minimum qualifications is made from this page.  The Buyer is not obligated to check references or search other materials to make this decision.  

3. Mandatory - Vendor Questionnaire:  Submit the following form with your bid.  This Questionnaire is required in your submittal, even if you have sent one in to the City on a previous bid.
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4. Offer:  This is a mandatory submittal. Submit the attached Offer form.  The City will reject bids that do not enclose the attached Offer Sheet.

8. EVALUATION PROCESS


The City shall select the lowest responsive and responsible Vendor(s), and may consider multiple awards or partial awards to achieve the best overall price to the City.

Responsiveness and Responsibility:  City Purchasing shall review submittals to determine basic responsiveness (timely submittal, all required forms submitted, etc), responsibility (minimum qualifications, equal benefit determinations, etc), a responsive and responsible Subcontracting Inclusion Plan, and technical minimum requirements if any (delivery date, required specifications etc).  An initial review will be made after opening, however additional and more detailed reviews may also be made during evaluation and prior to contract award.  The review may be made of all Vendors or only as needed to determine the lowest responsive and responsible Vendor for purposes of award. 


Specifications:  Before tabulating pricing, the City will evaluate Vendor compliance with specifications and bid requirements, and determinations of “or equal” alternates.  If submitting an “or equal” the bidder is to provide sufficient materials to show that the product is equivalent, by attaching comprehensive manufacturering specifications or other appropriate materials.  Separately, the Buyer may also obtain and rely upon a manufacturer line card if the Buyer needs verification that the product is compliant.  In the event the manufacturer specification material differs from the Bidders response or Bidder materials, the Bidder must clearly explain in their bid why the manufacturer specification material would be different than the specifications in the Bid or the Buyer may rely upon the manufacturer specification materials alone to make the determination. 

Pricing:  Items on price sheets shall then be calculated for purposes of award.  Item pricing will be multiplied by a set number of units, normal lead person hours required and a set number of first hour charges that include mobilization for an item total.   Item totals will be totaled for all bid items for a tabulated total.  In the event of an error in math, unit pricing will be considered the correct price and will be used. If any cost item is missing from a bidder Offer Form, the City reserves the right to reject that Bid or to calculate and compare bids without that cost item considered.  

Prompt Payment Discount:  For the scoring of cost responses for purposes of evaluation only, the City will calculate and reduce the pricing submitted, by applying any prompt payment discounts.

Local Business Tax Revenue Consideration:  SMC 20.60.106 (H) authorizes that in determining the lowest and best bid, the City shall consider the tax revenues derived by the City from its business and occupation, utility, sales and use taxes from the proposed purchase.   The City will apply SMC 20.60.106(H) and calculate when the value could serve as a differentiator to determine the lowest bid.  The City of Seattle’s Business and Occupation Tax rate varies according to business classification.  Typically, the rate for service such as consulting and other professional services is .00415% and for retail or wholesale sales and associated services, the rate is .00215%.  Only vendors that have a City of Seattle Business License and have an annual gross taxable Seattle income of $100,000 or greater, pay Business and Occupation Tax.  


9. AWARD AND CONTRACT EXECUTION INSTRUCTIONS

The City Buyer intends to provide written notice of the intention to award in a timely manner and to all Vendors responding to the Solicitation.  Please note, however, that there are time limits on protests to bid results, and Vendors have final responsibility to learn of results in sufficient time for such protests to be filed in a timely manner.   

Protests and Complaints

The City has rules to govern the rights and obligations of interested parties that desire to submit a complaint or protest to this ITB process.  Please see the City website at http://www.seattle.gov/purchasing  for these rules.  Interested parties have the obligation to be aware of and understand these rules, and to seek clarification as necessary from the City.


No Debriefs.


The City issues results and award decisions to all bidders. The City does not provide debriefs. 


Instructions to the Apparently Successful Vendor(s)

The Apparently Successful Vendor(s) will receive an Intention to Award Letter from the Buyer after award decisions are made by the City.  The Letter will include instructions for final submittals that are due prior to execution of the contract or Purchase Order.  The Vendor will be expected to provide all essential documents within ten (10) business days.  This includes attaining a Seattle Business License and payment of all associated taxes due and providing proper proof of insurance.  If the selected Vendor fails to complete all the final submittals within the allotted ten (10) days, the City may elect to cancel the intended award and award to the next ranked Vendor, or cancel or reissue this solicitation.  Cancellation of an award for failure to execute the Contract in the timeframes above may result in Bidder disqualification for future solicitations for this same or similar product/service.


Final Submittals Prior to Award

The Vendor(s) should anticipate that the Letter will require at least the following.  Vendors are encouraged to prepare these documents as soon as possible, to eliminate risks of late compliance.


· Ensure Seattle Business License is current and all taxes due have been paid.


· Ensure the company has a current State of Washington Business License.


· Supply Evidence of Insurance to the City Insurance Broker if applicable

· Special Licenses (if any)


· Proof of certified dealer status (if applicable)


· Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Online Registration (if applicable) for Prime and all Subcontractors

· Supply a Taxpayer Identification Number and W-9 Form 


Taxpayer Identification Number and W-9

Unless the apparently successful Vendor has already submitted a fully executed Taxpayer Identification Number and Certification Request Form (W-9) to the City, the apparently successful Vendor must execute and submit this form prior to the contract execution date.

Purpose of Form

A person who is required to file an information return with the IRS must
obtain your correct taxpayer identification number (TIN) to report, for
example, income paid to you, real estate transactions, mortgage interest
you paid, acquisition or abandonment of secured property, cancellation
of debt, or contributions you made to an IRA.

Use Form W-9 only if you are a U.S. person (including a resident
alien), to provide your correct TIN to the person requesting it (the
requester) and, when applicable, to:

1. Certify that the TIN you are giving is correct (or you are waiting for a
number to be issued),

2. Certify that you are not subject to backup withholding, or

3. Claim exemption from backup withholding if you are a U.S. exempt
payee. If applicable, you are also certifying that as a U.S. person, your
allocable share of any partnership income from a U.S. trade or business
is not subject to the withholding tax on foreign partners’ share of
effectively connected income.

Note. If a requester gives you a form other than Form W-9 to request
your TIN, you must use the requester’s form if it is substantially similar
to this Form W-9.

Definition of a U.S. person. For federal tax purposes, you are
considered a U.S. person if you are:

¢ An individual who is a U.S. citizen or U.S. resident alien,

* A partnership, corporation, company, or association created or
organized in the United States or under the laws of the United States,

¢ An estate (other than a foreign estate), or
* A domestic trust (as defined in Regulations section 301.7701-7).

Special rules for partnerships. Partnerships that conduct a trade or
business in the United States are generally required to pay a withholding
tax on any foreign partners’ share of income from such business.
Further, in certain cases where a Form W-9 has not been received, a
partnership is required to presume that a partner is a foreign person,
and pay the withholding tax. Therefore, if you are a U.S. person that is a
partner in a partnership conducting a trade or business in the United
States, provide Form W-9 to the partnership to establish your U.S.
status and avoid withholding on your share of partnership income.

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The person who gives Form W-9 to the partnership for purposes of
establishing its U.S. status and avoiding withholding on its allocable
share of net income from the partnership conducting a trade or business
in the United States is in the following cases:

* The U.S. owner of a disregarded entity and not the entity,

* The U.S. grantor or other owner of a grantor trust and not the trust,
and

* The U.S. trust (other than a grantor trust) and not the beneficiaries of
the trust.

Foreign person. If you are a foreign person, do not use Form W-9.
Instead, use the appropriate Form W-8 (see Publication 515,
Withholding of Tax on Nonresident Aliens and Foreign Entities).

Nonresident alien who becomes a resident alien. Generally, only a
nonresident alien individual may use the terms of a tax treaty to reduce
or eliminate U.S. tax on certain types of income. However, most tax
treaties contain a provision known as a “saving clause.” Exceptions
specified in the saving clause may permit an exemption from tax to
continue for certain types of income even after the payee has otherwise
become a U.S. resident alien for tax purposes.

If you are a U.S. resident alien who is relying on an exception
contained in the saving clause of a tax treaty to claim an exemption
from U.S. tax on certain types of income, you must attach a statement
to Form W-9 that specifies the following five items:

1. The treaty country. Generally, this must be the same treaty under
which you claimed exemption from tax as a nonresident alien.

2. The treaty article addressing the income.

3. The article number (or location) in the tax treaty that contains the
saving clause and its exceptions.

4. The type and amount of income that qualifies for the exemption
from tax.

5. Sufficient facts to justify the exemption from tax under the terms of
the treaty article.

Example. Article 20 of the U.S.-China income tax treaty allows an
exemption from tax for scholarship income received by a Chinese
student temporarily present in the United States. Under U.S. law, this
student will become a resident alien for tax purposes if his or her stay in
the United States exceeds 5 calendar years. However, paragraph 2 of
the first Protocol to the U.S.-China treaty (dated April 30, 1984) allows
the provisions of Article 20 to continue to apply even after the Chinese
student becomes a resident alien of the United States. A Chinese
student who qualifies for this exception (under paragraph 2 of the first
protocol) and is relying on this exception to claim an exemption from tax
on his or her scholarship or fellowship income would attach to Form
W-9 a statement that includes the information described above to
support that exemption.

If you are a nonresident alien or a foreign entity not subject to backup
withholding, give the requester the appropriate completed Form W-8.

What is backup withholding? Persons making certain payments to you
must under certain conditions withhold and pay to the IRS a percentage
of such payments. This is called “backup withholding.” Payments that
may be subject to backup withholding include interest, tax-exempt
interest, dividends, broker and barter exchange transactions, rents,
royalties, nonemployee pay, and certain payments from fishing boat
operators. Real estate transactions are not subject to backup
withholding.

You will not be subject to backup withholding on payments you
receive if you give the requester your correct TIN, make the proper
certifications, and report all your taxable interest and dividends on your
tax return.

Payments you receive will be subject to backup
withholding if:
1. You do not furnish your TIN to the requester,

2. You do not certify your TIN when required (see the Part Il
instructions on page 3 for details),

3. The IRS tells the requester that you furnished an incorrect TIN,

4. The IRS tells you that you are subject to backup withholding
because you did not report all your interest and dividends on your tax
return (for reportable interest and dividends only), or

5. You do not certify to the requester that you are not subject to
backup withholding under 4 above (for reportable interest and dividend
accounts opened after 1983 only).

Certain payees and payments are exempt from backup withholding.
See the instructions below and the separate Instructions for the
Requester of Form W-9.

Also see Special rules for partnerships on page 1.

Updating Your Information

You must provide updated information to any person to whom you
claimed to be an exempt payee if you are no longer an exempt payee
and anticipate receiving reportable payments in the future from this
person. For example, you may need to provide updated information if
you are a C corporation that elects to be an S corporation, or if you no
longer are tax exempt. In addition, you must furnish a new Form W-9 if
the name or TIN changes for the account, for example, if the grantor of a
grantor trust dies.

Penalties

Failure to furnish TIN. If you fail to furnish your correct TIN to a
requester, you are subject to a penalty of $50 for each such failure
unless your failure is due to reasonable cause and not to willful neglect.

Civil penalty for false information with respect to withholding. If you
make a false statement with no reasonable basis that results in no
backup withholding, you are subject to a $500 penalty.

Criminal penalty for falsifying information. Willfully falsifying
certifications or affirmations may subject you to criminal penalties
including fines and/or imprisonment.

Misuse of TINs. If the requester discloses or uses TINs in violation of
federal law, the requester may be subject to civil and criminal penalties.

Specific Instructions
Name

If you are an individual, you must generally enter the name shown on
your income tax return. However, if you have changed your last name,
for instance, due to marriage without informing the Social Security
Administration of the name change, enter your first name, the last name
shown on your social security card, and your new last name.

If the account is in joint names, list first, and then circle, the name of
the person or entity whose number you entered in Part | of the form.

Sole proprietor. Enter your individual name as shown on your income
tax return on the “Name” line. You may enter your business, trade, or
“doing business as (DBA)” name on the “Business name/disregarded
entity name” line.

Partnership, C Corporation, or S Corporation. Enter the entity's name
on the “Name” line and any business, trade, or “doing business as
(DBA) name” on the “Business name/disregarded entity name” line.

Disregarded entity. Enter the owner's name on the “Name” line. The
name of the entity entered on the “Name” line should never be a
disregarded entity. The name on the “Name” line must be the name
shown on the income tax return on which the income will be reported.
For example, if a foreign LLC that is treated as a disregarded entity for
U.S. federal tax purposes has a domestic owner, the domestic owner's
name is required to be provided on the “Name” line. If the direct owner
of the entity is also a disregarded entity, enter the first owner that is not
disregarded for federal tax purposes. Enter the disregarded entity's
name on the “Business name/disregarded entity name” line. If the owner
of the disregarded entity is a foreign person, you must complete an
appropriate Form W-8.

Note. Check the appropriate box for the federal tax classification of the
person whose name is entered on the “Name” line (Individual/sole
proprietor, Partnership, C Corporation, S Corporation, Trust/estate).

Limited Liability Company (LLC). If the person identified on the
“Name” line is an LLC, check the “Limited liability company” box only
and enter the appropriate code for the tax classification in the space
provided. If you are an LLC that is treated as a partnership for federal
tax purposes, enter “P” for partnership. If you are an LLC that has filed a
Form 8832 or a Form 2553 to be taxed as a corporation, enter “C” for
C corporation or “S” for S corporation. If you are an LLC that is
disregarded as an entity separate from its owner under Regulation
section 301.7701-3 (except for employment and excise tax), do not
check the LLC box unless the owner of the LLC (required to be
identified on the “Name” line) is another LLC that is not disregarded for
federal tax purposes. If the LLC is disregarded as an entity separate
from its owner, enter the appropriate tax classification of the owner
identified on the “Name” line.
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Other entities. Enter your business name as shown on required federal
tax documents on the “Name” line. This name should match the name
shown on the charter or other legal document creating the entity. You
may enter any business, trade, or DBA name on the “Business name/
disregarded entity name” line.

Exempt Payee

If you are exempt from backup withholding, enter your name as
described above and check the appropriate box for your status, then
check the “Exempt payee” box in the line following the “Business name/
disregarded entity name,” sign and date the form.

Generally, individuals (including sole proprietors) are not exempt from
backup withholding. Corporations are exempt from backup withholding
for certain payments, such as interest and dividends.

Note. If you are exempt from backup withholding, you should still
complete this form to avoid possible erroneous backup withholding.

The following payees are exempt from backup withholding:

1. An organization exempt from tax under section 501(a), any IRA, or a
custodial account under section 403(b)(7) if the account satisfies the

Use Form W-7, Application for IRS Individual Taxpayer
Identification Number, to apply for an ITIN, or Form SS-4, Application for
Employer Identification Number, to apply for an EIN. You can apply for
an EIN online by accessing the IRS website at www.irs.gov/businesses
and clicking on Employer Identification Number (EIN) under Starting a
Business. You can get Forms W-7 and SS-4 from the IRS by visiting
IRS.gov or by calling 1-800-TAX-FORM (1-800-829-3676).

If you are asked to complete Form W-9 but do not have a TIN, write
“Applied For” in the space for the TIN, sign and date the form, and give
it to the requester. For interest and dividend payments, and certain
payments made with respect to readily tradable instruments, generally
you will have 60 days to get a TIN and give it to the requester before you
are subject to backup withholding on payments. The 60-day rule does
not apply to other types of payments. You will be subject to backup
withholding on all such payments until you provide your TIN to the
requester.

Note. Entering “Applied For” means that you have already applied for a
TIN or that you intend to apply for one soon.

Caution: A disregarded domestic entity that has a foreign owner must
use the appropriate Form W-8.

Part Il. Certification

To establish to the withholding agent that you are a U.S. person, or
resident alien, sign Form W-9. You may be requested to sign by the
withholding agent even if item 1, below, and items 4 and 5 on page 4
indicate otherwise.

For a joint account, only the person whose TIN is shown in Part |
should sign (when required).

Signature requirements. Complete the certification as indicated in
items 1 through 3, below, and items 4 and 5 on page 4.

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SANITARY SEWER MECHANICAL SLEEVE REPAIR


PART 1 - GENERAL



1.01 SCOPE



The work in this Section consists of providing for the structural repair of defective anomalies in gravity flow pipes by the trenchless application of mechanical sleeves. 


1.02 SAFETY



Contractor shall be solely responsible for safety during the performance of all Work.  Contractor shall take satisfactory precautions to protect the sewer segments and appurtenances from damage that might be inflicted upon them by the use cleaning and installation equipment.  Any damage inflicted upon a sewer segment or other public or private property as a result of the Contractor's operations, regardless of the method used and regardless of any other circumstance which may contribute to the damage, shall be repaired by Contractor at his sole expense.  Contractor shall not enter into any sewer segment where hazardous conditions may exist until such time as the source of those conditions is identified and eliminated by the Contractor.  Contractor shall perform all work in accordance with the latest OSHA confined space entry regulations.  Contractor shall coordinate his work with local fire, police and emergency rescue units.



1.03 MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS



Contractor shall have a documented field service of successful performance in similar usage, with a minimum of 3 years or 100 mechanical installations.


1.04 SUBMITTALS



In addition to the requirements for Schedule and Shop Drawing submittals contained in the General Conditions, and in addition to the equipment and material submittals required elsewhere in this Specification, Contractor shall submit information concerning equipment to be used, field installation records, resume of installation personnel, certification of pressure sensing/monitoring equipment, current documentation of Contractor's compliance with product manufacturer's Safe Operating Practices Procedures(SOPP).  Further, upon request, the Contractor must submit proof of mechanical sleeve supplier's product liability insurance.


PART 2 PRODUCTS



2.01 MATERIALS



A. Delivery, Storage and Handling



Contractor shall deliver materials to job site in undamaged containers bearing manufacturer's original labels.  Materials used as including chemical grout shall be transported, stored, and placed in manner prescribed by manufacturer of those materials, as detailed in published data provided by manufacturer.



B. Materials



1. Mechanical Sleeve


Contractor shall provide a chemical resistant structurally designed mechanical sleeve with the necessary strength required to support a damaged pipe and resist infiltration pressure.  When needed a chemical grout solution specifically recommended for the purpose of sealing leaks in sanitary sewer lines and manholes may be required.  


2.02 EQUIPMENT


A. Cleaning equipment as needed to remove materials impeding mechanical sleeve installation.



B. Contractor shall provide equipment consisting of closed-circuit television system capable of documenting all phases of preparation and installation procedures, necessary pumps, regulators, valves, hoses, winch systems etc. and plugs appropriate sizes of pipe designated to install the mechanical sleeve.  


PART 3 EXECUTION



3.01 INSTALLATION



A. Cleaning



Prior to the installation of the mechanical sleeve, Contractor shall thoroughly clean the designated sewer. Cleaning shall constitute removal of all debris, solids, roots and other deposits in the sewer line.  It shall be the responsibility of the Owner to clear the designated sewer line of obstructions such as dropped joints, protruding lateral connections, and broken pipe/crushed pipe which reduces the cross-sectional area by more than 40%, and/or which will prevent the use of the installation equipment used for placement of the mechanical sleeve.  If inspection reveals an obstruction, such as a badly dropped joint or badly misaligned joints, then the Owner shall make a point repair excavation to remove or repair the obstruction.  The Owner will be responsible for all work associated with the point repair including locating all interfering utilities, temporary flow bypassing, traffic control, excavation, shoring, dewatering, pipe repairs or replacement, backfilling, and surface restoration.  Acceptance of cleaning work shall be based upon CCTV documentation.  


B. Inspection of Pipelines



After cleaning and prior to application of the mechanical sleeve, Contractor shall inspect the sewer designated to be repaired.  Sewer line inspection requirements are contained in 2008 Standard Specifications for Municipal Construction Section 7-17.3(4)l - TELEVISION INSPECTION WITH AUDIO ASSESSMENT


C. Sewage Flow Control



Contractor shall provide for maintenance of flows as needed in the affected portions of the sewer system during mechanical sleeve placement, if needed.  Flow control shall be accomplished by bypass pumping of flow from upstream of the sewer segment to be repaired to a point downstream of the sewer segment to be repaired.  Depth of flow shall not exceed that shown below for respective pipe sizes as measured in the upstream and downstream manholes when performing the installation of the mechanical sleeve.



Maximum Depth of Flow for Mechanical Sleeve Installation


8 in. — 24 in. diameter pipe 25% of pipe diameter



Pipe larger than 24 in. diameter - 30% of pipe diameter



D. Installation Records



During the mechanical sleeve placement, records shall be kept which include identification of the sewer section repaired, installation pressures used, location (footage) of each defect repaired and location of defects not repaired due to close proximity to building service connections and sanitary sewer manholes.



3.02 WARRANTY



The Contractor shall guarantee the repair of the mechanical sleeve for 3 full years from the date of acceptance of the Owner to the extent that he will remove and repair any defects which may appear in the structure because of faulty design, workmanship, or material furnished by him.  Prior to the expiration of the warranty period, SPU will re-inspect the repair.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS:


1. City of Seattle as Additional Insured: The CGL/MGL insurance shall include “the City of Seattle and each project private property owner” as an additional insured for primary and non-contributory limits of liability.



2. No Limitation of Liability: Insurance coverage and limits of liability as specified herein are minimum coverage and limit of liability requirements only.  They shall not be construed to limit the liability of Vendor or any insurer for any claim that is required to be covered hereunder to less than the applicable limits of liability stated in the declarations.  Moreover, the City shall be an additional insured, where additional insured status is required, for the full available limits of liability maintained by vendor, whether those limits are primary, excess, contingent or otherwise.  Vendor expressly understands and agrees that this provision shall override any limitation of liability or similar provision in any agreement or statement of work between the City and Vendor.



3. Claims Made Form:  If any policy is written on a claims made form, the retroactive date shall be prior to or coincident with the effective date of this contract.  Claims made coverage shall be maintained by the Vendor for a minimum of three (3) years following the expiration or earlier termination of this contract, and the Vendor shall provide the City with evidence of insurance for each annual renewal.  If renewal of the claims made form of coverage becomes unavailable or economically prohibitive, the Vendor shall purchase an extended reporting period (“tail”) or execute another form of guarantee acceptable to the City to assure financial responsibility for liability assumed under the contract.



4. Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions:  Any self-insurance retention or deductible in excess of $ 25,000 that is not “fronted” by an insurer and for which claims the vendor or its third-party administrator is directly responsible for defending and indemnifying must be disclosed on the certificate of liability insurance.  Vendor agrees to defend and indemnify the City under its self-insured or deductible layer and upon City’s request advise the full delivery address of the individual or department to whom a tender of a claim should be directed.   



5. Notice of Cancellation:   Under RCW 48.18.290 (1) (a) and (b) (“Cancellation by insurer”) applicable to insurers licensed to do business in the State of Washington, the City, as a certificate holder for the insurance requirements specified herein and an additional insured, has an interest in any loss which may occur; written notice of cancellation must therefore be actually delivered or mailed to the City not less than 45 days prior to cancellation (10 days as respects non-payment of premium).  As respects surplus lines placements, written notice of cancellation shall be delivered not less than 30 days prior to cancellation (10 days as respects non-payment of premium).



6. Qualification of Insurers:  Insurers shall maintain A.M. Best’s ratings of A- VII unless procured as a surplus lines placement under RCW chapter 48.15, or as may otherwise be approved by the City.



7. Changes in Insurance Requirements: The City shall have the right to periodically review the adequacy of coverages and/or limits of liability in view of inflation and/or a change in loss exposures and shall have the right to require an increase in such coverages and/or limits upon ninety (90) days prior written notice to the Vendor.  Should Vendor, despite its best efforts, be unable to maintain any required insurance coverage or limit of liability due to deteriorating insurance market conditions, it may upon thirty (30) days prior written notice request a waiver of any insurance requirement, which request shall not be unreasonably denied.



8. Evidence of Insurance:  



a. A certificate of liability insurance evidencing coverages, limits of liability and other terms and conditions as specified herein;



b. An attached designated additional insured endorsement or blanket additional insured wording to the CGL/MGL and (if required) Contractor’s Pollution Liability insurance policy.



At any time upon the City’s request, Vendor shall also cause to be timely furnished a copy of declarations pages and schedules of forms and endorsements.  In the event that the City tenders a claim or lawsuit for defense and indemnity invoking additional insured status, and the insurer either denies the tender or issues a reservation of rights letter, Vendor shall in addition cause a complete and certified copy of the requested policy to be timely furnished.

CONTRACT


Terms and Conditions


1. Entire Agreement.  This Contract comprises the entire agreement between the City of Seattle (Seattle) and the Contractor.  The contract is defined to explicitly include the City’s Purchase Order, Contractor Offer including all attachments, Addendum to the Bid, the Bid specifications, the Bid instructions and Bid Attachments.  Where there are conflicts between these documents, the controlling documents will be in that same sequence, with the first taking priority over the last listed.



2. Mutual Acceptance:  This Contract has been accepted by both parties upon signature by the City of Seattle.  The Contractor may provide an adjoining signature, or may indicate mutual acceptance by receiving the Contract from the City without objection.  If the Contractor objects, the Contractor must provide immediate written notice to the City Purchasing Department upon receipt of the Contract. 



3. Term:  Any term specified in the solicitation or specification shall prevail. Should this be a one-time purchase, the Contract shall commence on the date the City’s Buyer signs the same and shall expire sixty (60) days after delivery and acceptance of last item.  If a Blanket Contract award, this contract shall be for the term specified in the solicitation, and if not specified shall be five years, with one two-year extension allowed at the option of the City.  Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the City provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.  The Contractor may provide also provide a notice to not extend, but must provide such notice at least 45 days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date. 



4. Schedule:   Unless the City Buyer issues a written change, Contractor shall deliver the items or render the services by the “Last Item Due Date” stated on the Contract signature page   At the City’s option, Contractor’s failure to timely deliver or to perform may require expedited shipping at Contractor’s expense, or may be cause for termination of the Contract and the return of all or part of the items at Contractor’s expense.  If Contractor anticipates difficulty in meeting the schedule, the Contractor shall promptly notify the City’s Buyer of such difficulty and the length of the anticipated delay.



5. Limits of Sales to Authorized Products and Services:  Contractor has responsibility to limit sales to those  products or services authorized within the contract, whether authorized by changes and amendments or stated within the original contract scope.  The Contractor is responsible for refusing orders that are not properly authorized by the contract or through other proper Purchase Orders issued by authorized persons from the City.  If the Contractor has consistent sales of unauthorized products or services, the City reserves the right to use any of the following: terminate the contract in accordance with termination provisions, place the Contractor payments on “hold” for all incoming invoices while the City determines which are authorized items eligible for payment, and/or refuse certain invoices that contain non-authorized items. 


6. Adjustments: The City Buyer at any time may make reasonable changes in the place of delivery, installation or inspection; the method of shipment or packing; labeling and identification; extension of contract duration, and ancillary matters that Contractor may accommodate without substantial additional expense to the City.



7. Changes and Expansion Authority: No modification of this Contract shall be effective unless in writing and signed by an authorized representative of the City. The only person authorized to make amendments on behalf of the City is the designated Buyer from City Purchasing, Department of Finance and Administrative Services.  The City Buyer may also be termed as the City RFP Coordinator.  The City Buyer shall issue change notices to Contractor, and such notices shall take be considered to take effect and be mutually acceptable, upon sole signature of the City Buyer, unless written objection of the notice is received by the Contractor upon Contractor receipt of the change notice.



8. Expansion: The City cannot unilaterally change the quantities on the purchase order. .This contract may be expanded as mutually agreed, if such expansion is approved by the City Buyer. Expansions must be issued in writing from the City Buyer in a formal notice.  The Buyer will ensure the expansion meets the following criteria collectively:  (a)  it could not be separately bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to either the City or Contractors at time of bid or else was mentioned as a possibility in the bid (such as a change in environmental regulation or other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the change could not have attracted a different field of competition; and (f) the change does not vary the essential identity or main purpose of the contract.  The Buyer shall make this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of the Buyer.  Note that certain changes are not considered an expansion of scope, including an increase in quantities ordered, the exercise of options and alternates in the bid, or ordering of work originally identified within the originating solicitation. If such changes are approved, changes are conducted as a written order issued by the City Purchasing Buyer in writing to the Contractor.


9. Invoices:  Invoices must show line item detail and price for each.  Invoices must provide the name of the City employee that placed the order, and the City Contract Number.  If the pricing structure is based upon a discount below list, or a mark-up above cost, then the Contractor must provide a method for tracking the cost of the item to the City, with the City discount calculation displayed so that pricing discounts can be easily tracked and verified by the City.  


For contracts where prevailing wages are required, the Contractor must include a statement that certifies Prevailing Wages have been paid for the Contractor and subcontractors, if any.


10. Delayed Invoice Submittal:  Invoices must be submitted to the City within 60 days, whichever is the latest, of either the date the City received, inspected and accepted delivery of all goods, the date the City accepted final completion of all services, or the date of receipt of a correct invoice, whichever date is later.


11. Payment:   Seattle agrees to compensate as specified herein or attached, in consideration of acceptable Contractor performance.  Payment shall only be made for services performed and/or product delivered, after receipt, review and authorization by the City.  Such payment shall be paid according to early payment discount terms, or if no early payment discount is offered, thirty (30) days after the City’s receipt and acceptance of the goods or completion and acceptance of the services. Payment periods will be computed from the acceptance date after delivery of all goods, City acceptance after completion of all services, or the date of receipt of a correct invoice, whichever date is later. This section is not intended to restrict partial payments that are specified in the contract.   All dollars referenced in this Contract and attachments are US Dollars.  Also see “Dispute” section for payment of items in Dispute.



12. Late Invoice Payment:  If the City pays an invoice after the 30 day allowance, the Contractor may charge the City no more than 1% interest calculated upon the total invoice amount.  The Contractor is not entitled to any late fees or penalties for late payments. Per RCW Chapter 39.76.010.



13. Overages/Underage: Shipments shall match the purchase order, any unauthorized advance or excess shipments are returnable at Contractors expense.  The City is not obligated to return overages and will not pay for overages.



14. Taxes, Fees and Licenses.



Fees and Licenses:  Contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status, any license fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance.  It is the Contractor’s sole responsibility to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent requirements for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes during the entire term of this Contract.  Contractor must pay all custom duties, brokerage or import fees where applicable as part of the contract price.  Contractor shall take all necessary actions to ensure that materials or equipment purchased are expedited through customs.  



Taxes:  Where required by state statute, ordinance or regulation, Contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for contract performance.  Unless otherwise indicated, Seattle agrees to pay State of Washington sales or use taxes on all applicable consumer services and materials purchased.  No charge by the Contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and Seattle agrees to furnish Contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.  



Withholding payment for taxes/business license fees due the City of Seattle:  If specified by Seattle Municipal Code the Director of the Department of Finance and Administrative Services may withhold payment due a City contractor pending satisfactory resolution of unpaid taxes and fees due the City.



Supplier is to calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on the invoice.  Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in, in accordance with WAC 458-20-247. 



15. Rebate:  If this contract includes a rebate, the total rebate due to the City shall be paid in check to the City of Seattle, City Purchasing.  The rebate will be provided to City Purchasing on June 1 of each year or as otherwise required by the ITB/RFP, to reflect total expenditures for the previous 12 month period. The Contractor will calculate the amount due and provide supporting documentation with the payment.  All monies spent between the City and Contractor are part of the rebate calculation, and monies spent by other public agencies through Interlocal Agreement unless specified otherwise by the City, unless the Contractor can clearly differentiate a spend category or separate contract that is not associated with the contract products or services.  If the rebate is late, the City reserves the right to “hold” all future invoice payments due the Contractor until the rebate has been issued, or to withhold the rebate amount from the next invoice payment due to the Contractor.



16. Pricing:  Pricing reflects the following agreements.  These are in addition to annual Prevailing Wage adjustments if required.  The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the opinion of the Buyer.  Such changes (whether increases or decreases) may only be issued by the City Purchasing Buyer (Department of Finance and Administrative Services).  No other individual or City Department is authorized to approve such modifications.  Changes shall be issued in writing by the City Purchasing Buyer.  Absent a written contract document, such changes shall not be considered effective.  The Change Order shall not require joint signature, and implies concurrence unless the Contractor rejects in writing immediately upon receipt of such a Change Order.



Requests for Price Decreases:    Contractors can offer volume discounts or improved pricing that is more favorable to the City at any time, when a specific order is placed or when a long-term change in costs allows the Contractor to offer a permanent change to the contract prices. Requests that reduce pricing charged to the City may be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer at any time during the contract period.  Such price reductions should use the same pricing structure as the original contract (i.e. discounts below list, mark-up above, fixed price, or hourly rates). The City may likewise initiate a request to the Contractor for price reductions, subject to mutual agreement of the Contractor.  



Requests for Price Increases: Requests that increase costs to the City must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer in accordance to the rules below.  No other employee may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City.  Any invoice that is sent to the City with pricing above that specified by the City in writing within this Contract or specified within an official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be invalid.  Payment of an erroneous invoice does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek reimbursement of the overpayment or would withhold such overpayment from future invoices.



A. Discount from Manufacturer List Pricing:  The City will not accept requests to change discount rates below Manufacturer List prices or mark-up above wholesale, except for those that are more favorable to the City than the original contract.  As manufacturer list prices change, the net price to the City will automatically change in the same percentage as the discount rate to the City.  


B. One-time Purchase Order Prices:  If the Bid is for a one-time purchase, pricing shall be firm and fixed for that purchase, and shall not be subject to requests for price increases by the Contractor.  With this said, the Contractor may submit requests to reduce and decrease the price.



C. Hourly Rates or Service Pricing:  For multi-year contracts that provide services.  The Contractor may submit a price reduction that implements a lower and more favorable cost to the City at anytime during the contract. Contractor requests for rate increases must be no sooner than two years after contract signature, are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must be:



1. The direct result of increases to wage rates and do not exceed the CPI Index or other appropriate service rate index agreed upon between the Buyer and the Contractor. 



2. Incurred after contract commencement date.  



3. Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.



4. Clearly identify the service titles and the hours of service performed if specified within the contract and the before and after wage rates for such titles.



5. Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.



6. Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.  



7. The United States published indices such as the Consumer Price Index or other government data may be referenced to help substantiate the Contractor’s documentation.  A link to the CPI Data is available at http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.



8. The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.



9. Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology



D. Fixed Product Pricing:  For product and supply contracts that provide on-going, multiple year supply.  The Contractor may submit notice of a price reduction that provides more favorable and lower prices to the City, at any time during the contract.  Requests by the Contractor to increase pricing shall be no sooner than two years after the execution of the contract, are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be: 



1. The direct result of increases at the manufacturer's level (or if Contractor is a supplier of a raw material delivered directly to the City such as cement or soil, the increase must be verified at the supplier level). 



2. Incurred after contract commencement date.  



3. Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.



4. Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase.



5. Be filed with Buyer a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.



6. Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase.  



7. The United States published indices such as the Producer Price Index or other government data may be referenced to help substantiate the Contractor’s documentation.  A link to the PPI Commodity Data is available at http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.



8. The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.



9. Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology.



17.  Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.   



18. Catalogue and Manufacturer List Pricing:  Upon City request, the Contractor shall provide access to the “Manufacturer’s Current Price List” in electronic and/or paper format.  Such requests may be for current catalogue pricing or for past catalogue that are within the term of the contract.  



19. Cancellation of Orders:  The City may cancel an order before delivery without penalty or charge, providing that the Contractor has not incurred any special production costs such as custom fabrication in fulfilling the order.  If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Contractor may charge the customer reasonable expenses incurred up until the date of the cancellation, that cannot be reasonably avoided or offset by the Contractor, not in any event to exceed 10% of the total cost of the order.




20. Returns and Restocking:  Unless specified otherwise in the Solicitation the following shall apply:


Contractor Error: No restocking charge for items ordered due to Contractor error.  Contractor pays all shipping costs.



Standard Stock items:  No restocking fee applies if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within 30 days of receipt by the City.  Customer pays the shipping cost.



Non-Standard or Custom items:  Item(s) may be returned if new, unused, in original packaging and shipped back within 30 days of receipt.   If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Contractor may charge the customer reasonable expenses incurred up until the date of the cancellation, that cannot be reasonably avoided or offset by the Contractor, not in any event to exceed 10%” of the total cost of the order..




Fabricated Items:  Items that are custom engineered and fabricated to design specifications may be returned under the terms negotiated between the parties upon request of the City.



Failure to perform:  If Contractor has presented a particular product as suitable and fit for the purpose described by the City herein or upon order by the City, and the product fails to perform as advised and/or specified, that shall be defined as a Contractor error.  No restocking charge shall be charged to the City.  Further, if such fitness could not have been determined until the product had been in use, the City may return the product opened and used within 30 days of receipt without penalty or charges due to the City. 



21. Idling Prohibited (Delivery Services):  Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at the time and location of the delivery to the City for more than five minutes.  The City requires Contractors to utilize practices that reduce fuel consumption and emission discharge, including turning off trucks and vehicles during delivery of products to the City.  Exceptions to this requirement include when a vehicle is making deliveries and associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power in another device, and  if required for proper warm-up and cool-down of the engine.  Specific examples include “bucket” trucks that allow a worker to reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming; and vehicles with a lift on the back of a truck to move products in and out of the truck.  The City of Seattle has a commitment to reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions.  The City intends to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air, healthier work environments, the efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation of natural resources, and good stewardship practices.



22. Travel and Direct Charges:  If the specifications and scope of work for this purchase have specifically identified travel and/or direct costs that the City intends to reimburse, then the following requirements shall apply.  All such expenses must be pre-approved in writing by the Project Manager. If the specifications and scope of work do not clearly identify such costs for compensation, than no compensation will be given.  



· City will reimburse the Contractor at actual cost for expenditures that are pre-approved by the City in writing and are necessary and directly applicable to the work required by this Contract provided that similar direct project costs related to the contracts of other clients are consistently accounted for in a like manner.  Such direct project costs may not be charged as part of overhead expenses.  Direct charges may include, but are not limited to the following items: travel, printing, long distance telephone, supplies, computer charges, and fees of subconsultants or subcontractors.



· The billing for third party direct expenses specifically identifiable with this project shall be an itemized listing of the charges supported by copies of the original bills, invoices, expense accounts, subconsultant/subcontractor paid invoices, and other supporting documents used by the Contractor to generate invoice(s) to the City.  The original supporting documents shall be available to the City for inspection upon request.  All charges must be necessary for the services provided under this Contract.



· The City will reimburse the actual cost for travel expenses incurred as evidenced by copies of receipts (excluding meals) supporting such travel expenses, and in accordance with the City of Seattle Travel Policy, details of which can be provided upon request.  



· Airfare: Airfare will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the airline ticket.  The City will reimburse for Economy or Coach Fare only.  Receipts detailing each airfare are required.



· Meals:  Meals will be reimbursed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed and do not require receipts or additional documentation.  The City will not reimburse for alcohol at any time.



· Lodging:  Lodging will be reimbursed at actual cost incurred up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost Index for the city in which the work was performed.  Receipts detailing each day / night lodging are required.  The City will reimburse at the single occupancy rate.  As an alternative, lodging billed at the published Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed does not require receipts or additional documentation.  In this case, the invoice needs to state that "the lodging is being billed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate."



· Vehicle mileage:  Vehicle mileage will be reimbursed at the Federal Internal Revenue Service Standard Business Mileage Rate in affect at the time the mileage expense is incurred (currently that rate is 50.0 cents per mile.)



· Rental Car: Rental car expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the rental.  Rental car receipts are required for all rental car expenses (the City will only pay for the rental of "Compact" vehicles unless three or more persons are sharing one vehicle in which case a "Mid-sized" vehicle rental is acceptable).



· Miscellaneous Travel (e.g. parking, gas, taxi, shuttle, tolls, ferry fees, etc.):  Miscellaneous travel expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred.  Receipts are required for each expense of $10.00 or more.



· Miscellaneous other business expenses (e.g. printing, photo development, binding): Other miscellaneous business expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred.  Receipts are required for all miscellaneous expenses that are billed.



· Subcontractor: Subcontractor expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred.  Copies of all subcontractor invoices that are rebilled to the City are required.


23. Delivery Time:  Except when instructed otherwise, delivery must be made during normal working hours and within timeframes proposed by Contractor herein and as accepted by Seattle.  Failure to comply may subject Contractor to non-delivery assessment charges and/or damages as appropriate.  Seattle reserves the right to refuse shipment when delivered before or after normal working hours.  Contractor shall verify specific working hours of offices and so instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly.  The acceptance by Seattle of late performance without objection or reservation shall not waive the right of Seattle to claim damages for such breach, nor preclude Seattle from pursuing any other remedy provided herein, including termination, nor constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.  



24. Title, Risk of Loss, Freight, Overages or Underages: Contractor warrants that Contract has properly produced, stored, packaged, boxed and shipped the products and goods for delivery, at Contractor’s expense. No charges will be allowed for handling that includes but is not limited to packing, wrapping, bags, containers, or reels, unless otherwise stated herein. All deliveries are to be made to the applicable delivery location in accordance with Interstate Commerce Commission rules or as indicated in Purchase Order.  When applicable, Contractor shall take necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather. Title of goods received under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until they are delivered, inspected and accepted at the address specified, at which time title passes to Seattle. Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, injury, or destruction of goods and materials ordered herein which occur prior to delivery, inspection and acceptance by Seattle.  Such loss, injury, or destruction shall not release Contractor from any obligations under.  Prices include freight prepaid and allowed.  Contractor assumes the risk of every increase, and receives the benefit of every decrease, in delivery rates and charges.  Shipments shall correspond with the Contract; any unauthorized advance or excess shipment is returnable at Contractor’s expense.



25. Identification:   All invoices, packing slips, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written documents affecting this contract shall be identified by the applicable purchase order number.  Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment, indicating the contents therein. 



26. Rejection of Goods:  Goods shall not be deemed accepted until he City completes receipt, inspection and acceptance.  The City may reject goods upon notice to the Contractor without the requirement to specify the reason(s) for rejection.  The City can return non-conforming goods, require Contractor to replace non-conforming goods, or require Contractor to repair non-confirming goods to meet requirements, at the Contractor cost.



27. Liens:  Contractor warrants all products are free and clear of liens.



28. Contract Notices:  Contract notices shall be delivered to the Buyer at the addresses specified in the solicitation.



29. Representations:   Contractor represents and warrants that it has the requisite training, skill and experience necessary to provide Work and is appropriately accredited and licensed by all applicable agencies and governmental entities.



30. Warranties:   Contractor warrants that all materials, equipment, and/or services provided under this Contract shall be fit for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, are properly packaged, proper instructions and warnings are supplied, that all goods comply with applicable safety and health standards, that an MSDS Sheet is supplied as required by law, and that products or services conform to the requirements and specifications herein.  Acceptance of any service and inspection incidental thereto by Seattle shall not alter or affect the obligations of the Contractor or the rights of Seattle.



31. Independent Contractor:   It is the intention and understanding of the Parties that Contractor shall be an independent contractor and that Seattle shall be neither liable for nor obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay or any other benefit of employment, nor to pay any social security or other tax that may arise as an incident of employment.  The Contractor shall pay all income and other taxes as due.  Industrial or other insurance that is purchased for the benefit of the Contractor shall not be deemed to convert this Contract to an employment contract.  It is recognized that Contractor may or will be performing work during the term for other parties and that Seattle is not the exclusive user of the services that Contractor provides.



32. Inspection:  Work shall be subject, at all times, to inspection by and with approval of Seattle, but the making (or failure or delay in making) such inspection or approval shall not relieve Contractor of responsibility for performance of the Work in accordance with this Contract, notwithstanding Seattle’s knowledge of defective or noncomplying performance, its substantiality or the ease of its discovery.  Contractor shall provide sufficient, safe, and proper facilities and equipment for such inspection and free access to such facilities.



33. Performance:  Acceptance by Seattle of unsatisfactory performance with or without objection or reservation shall not waive the right to claim damage for breach, or terminate the contract, nor constitute a waiver of requirements for satisfactory performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.


34. Affirmative Efforts: 



· Employment Actions:  Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, creed, age, color, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, political ideology, ancestry, national origin, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification.  Contractor shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their creed, religion, race, age, color, sex, national origin, marital status, political ideology, ancestry, sexual orientation, gender identity, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap.  Such action shall include, but not be limited to employment, upgrading, promotion, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay, or other forms of compensation and selection for training.  



· In accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 20.42, Contractor shall actively solicit the employment and subcontracting of women and minority group members when there are commercially useful purposes for fulfilling the scope of work.  



· In the event Subcontracting is considered appropriate and feasible to contract performance, the Contractor shall develop a Subcontracting Plan, which also may be referred to as an Outreach Plan.  The Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan shall specify the Contractor’s affirmative efforts and an agreement to the City for subcontracting to women and minority businesses, and/or diverse employment.  The Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan, as submitted and/or as agreed upon with the City thereafter, shall be incorporated as a material part of the Contract. In preparing the Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan, Contractors shall actively solicit qualified, available and capable women and minority-owned businesses to perform the subcontracting work for the contract.  The Contractor shall submit the Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan to the City with the solicitation and/or prior to contract execution. At the request of the City, Contractor shall promptly furnish evidence of the Contractor’s compliance with these requirements, which may include a list of all subcontractors and/or WMBE subcontractors, and may include a request for copies of the executed agreements between the Contractor and subcontractors, invoices and/or performance reports.



· If upon investigation, the Director of Finance and Administrative Services finds probable cause to believe that the Contractor has failed to comply with the requirements of this Section, the Contractor shall notified in writing.  The Director of Finance and Administrative Services shall give Contractor an opportunity to be heard, after ten calendar days’ notice.  If, after the Contractor’s opportunity to be heard, the Director of Finance and Administrative Services still finds probable cause, s/he may suspend the Contract and/or withhold any funds due or to become due to the Contractor, pending compliance by the Contractor with the requirements of this Section.



· Any violation of the mandatory requirements of this Section, or a violation of Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 14.04 (Fair Employment Practices), Chapter 14.10 (Fair Contracting Practices), Chapter 20.45 (City Contracts – Non-Discrimination in Benefits), or other local, state, or federal non-discrimination laws, shall be a material of contract for which the Contractor may be subject to damages and sanctions provided for by the Contractor Contract and by applicable law.   In the event the Contractor is in violation of this Section shall be subject to debarment from City contracting activities in accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Section 20.70 (Debarment).



35. Assignment and Subcontracting: Contractor shall not assign or subcontract any of its obligations under this Contract without Seattle’s written consent, which may be granted or withheld in Seattle’s sole discretion.  Any subcontract made by Contractor shall incorporate by reference all the terms of this Contract except Equal Benefit provisions. Contractor shall ensure that all subcontractors comply with the obligations and requirements of the subcontract, except for Equal Benefit provisions.  Seattle’s consent to any assignment or subcontract shall not release the Contractor from liability under this Contract, or from any obligation to be performed under this Contract, whether occurring before or after such consent, assignment, or subcontract. 



36. Key Persons and Subcontractors.  Contractor shall not transfer, reassign or replace any individual or subcontractor that is determined to be essential or that has been agreed upon in the Contractor’s Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan, without express written consent of Seattle.  If during the term of this Contract, any such individual leaves the Contractor’s employment or any named subcontract is terminated for any reason, Contractor shall notify Seattle and seek approval for reassignment or replacement with an alternative individual or subcontractor. Upon Seattle’s request, the Contractor shall present to Seattle, one or more subcontractors or individual(s) with greater or equal qualifications as a replacement.  Continued achievement of the Subcontracting (Outreach) Plan that was incorporated into this Contract by reference, if any, and the associated subcontract awards, aspirational goals and efforts, will be one of the considerations in approval of such changes. Seattle’s approval or disapproval shall not be construed to release the Contractor from its obligations under this Contract.  



37. Involvement of Current and Former City Employees. If a Contractor has any current or former City employees, official or volunteer, working or assisting on solicitation of City business or on completion of an awarded contract, you must provide written notice to City Purchasing of the current or former City official, employee or volunteer’s name.  The Vendor Questionnaire within your bid documents prompts you to answer that question.  You must continue to update that information to City Purchasing during the full course of the contract.  The Vendor is to be aware and familiar with the Ethics Code, and educate vendor workers accordingly.



38. Equal Benefits. 



· Compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45: The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of SMC Ch. 20.45 and Equal Benefits Program Rules implementing such requirements, under which the Contractor is obligated to provide the same or equivalent benefits (“equal benefits”) to its employees with domestic partners as the Contractor provides to its employees with spouses.  At Seattle’s request, the Contractor shall provide complete information and verification of the Contractor’s compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45.   Failure to cooperate with such a request shall constitute a material breach of this Contract.  (For further information about SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules call (206) 684-0430 or review information at http://cityofseattle.net/contract/equalbenefits/.)



· Remedies for Violations of SMC Ch. 20.45:  Any violation of this section shall be a material breach of Contract for which the City may:



a. Require the Contractor to pay actual damages for each day that the Contractor is in violation of SMC Ch. 20.45 during the term of the Contract; or



b. Terminate the Contract; or 



c. Disqualify the Contractor from bidding on or being awarded a City contract for a period of up to five (5) years; or



d. Impose such other remedies as specifically provided for in SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules promulgated there under.



39. Publicity:   No news release, advertisement, promotional material, tour, or demonstration related to the City’s purchase or use of the Contractor’s product or any work performed pursuant to this Contract shall be produced, distributed or take place without the prior, specific written approval of the City’s Project Director or his/her designee.



40. Proprietary and Confidential Information: 



1.  Contractor understands that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the Agreement,  and any other contract materials) it submits to the City, or that are used by the City even if the Contractor possesses the records, are public records under Washington State law, RCW Chapter 42.56. Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request unless a statute exempts them from disclosure. The Contractor also understands that even if part of a record is exempt from disclosure, the rest of that record generally must be disclosed.



2.  If the City receives a public disclosure request made pursuant to RCW 42.56, the City will not assert an exemption from disclosure on behalf of the Contractor. For materials that the Contractor has properly marked, the City may notify the Contractor of the request and postpone disclosure for ten business days to allow the Contractor to file a lawsuit seeking an injunction preventing the release of documents pursuant to RCW 42.56.540.  Any notification is provided as a courtesy and is not an obligation on behalf of the City. Unless the Contractor obtains and serves an injunction upon the City before the close of business on the tenth business day after the date of the notification, the City may release the documents. It is the Contractor’s discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit.



3.  In order to request that material not be disclosed until receipt of notification of a public disclosure request, you must identify the specific materials and citations very clearly on the City Contractor Questionnaire that you believe are exempt from disclosure.  The City will not withhold material for notification if the Contractor simply marked confidential on the document header, footer, stamped on all pages, or offered a generic statement that the entire document is protected.  Only material specifically listed and properly cited on the Contractor Questionnaire will be temporarily withheld until the City provides notification of a public disclosure request.   



4.  If the Contractor does not obtain and serve an injunction upon the City within 10 business days of the date of the City’s notification of the request, the Contractor is deemed to have authorized releasing the record.



5.  If the Contractor does not submit a request within the Contractor Questionnaire, the Contractor is deemed to have authorized releasing any and all information submitted to the City. 



6.  Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor must not take any action that would affect (a) the City’s ability to use goods and services provided under this Agreement or (b) the Contractor’s obligations under this Agreement.



7.  The Contractor will fully cooperate with the City in identifying and assembling records in case of any public disclosure request.



41. Indemnification:   To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify and hold the City and each project private property owner harmless from and against all claims, demands, damages, costs, actions and causes of actions, liabilities, fines, penalties,  judgments, expenses and attorney fees, resulting from the injury or death of any person or the damage to or destruction of property, or the infringement of any patent, copyright, trademark or trade secret, arising out of the work performed or goods provided under this Contract, or the Contractor’s violation of any law, ordinance or regulation, contract provision or term, or condition of regulatory authorization or permit, except for damages resulting from the sole negligence of the City.   As to the City of Seattle, the Contractor waives any immunity it may have under RCW Title 51 or any other Worker’s Compensation statute.  The parties acknowledge that this waiver has been negotiated by them, and that the contract price reflects this negotiation.



42. Insurance:  Unless specified otherwise, the following is in effect.  Contractor shall maintain at its own expense at all times during the term of this Contract the following insurance with limits of liability consistent with those generally carried by similarly situated enterprise: 



1.
Minimum Coverages and Limits of Liability. Contractor shall at all times during the term of this Agreement maintain continuously, at its own expense, minimum insurance coverage’s and limits of liability as specified below:



A.
Commercial General Liability (CGL) insurance, including:






- Premises/Operations







- Products/Completed Operations






- Personal/Advertising Injury






- Contractual 






- Independent Contractors 



- Stop Gap/Employers Liability



With minimum limits of liability of $1,000,000 each occurrence combined single limit bodily injury and property damage (“CSL”), except:

$1,000,000    each accident/disease/employee Stop Gap/Employer’s 




Liability


B.
Automobile Liability insurance, including coverage for owned, non-owned, leased or hired vehicles with a minimum limit of liability of $1,000,000 CSL.



C.
 Worker’s Compensation for industrial injury to Contractor’s employees in accordance with the provisions of Title 51 of the Revised Code of Washington. 



2.
Additional Insureds.  The City of Seattle and each project private property owner shall be included as additional insureds under CGL and Automobile Liability insurance for primary and non-contributory limits of liability.



3.
No Limitation of Liability. The limits of liability specified herein in subparagraph 1.A. are minimum limits of liability only and shall not be deemed to limit the liability of Contractor or any Contractor insurer except as respects the stated limit of liability of each policy.  Where required to be an additional insured, the City of Seattle and each project private property owner shall be so for the full limits of liability maintained by Contractor, whether such limits are primary, excess, contingent or otherwise.



4.
Minimum Security Requirement.  All insurers must be rated A- VII or higher in the current A.M. Best's Key Rating Guide and licensed to do business in the State of Washington unless coverage is issued as surplus lines by a Washington Surplus lines broker.



5.
Self-Insurance.  Any self-insured retention not fronted by an insurer must be disclosed.  Any defense costs or claim payments falling within a self-insured retention shall be the responsibility of Contractor.



6.
Evidence of Coverage.  Prior to performance of any scope of work, Contractor shall provide certification of insurance and to each project private property owner evidencing the minimum coverage’s and limits of liability and other requirements specified herein.  Such certification shall be acceptable to the City and must include a copy of the policy provision documenting that the City of Seattle and the project private property owner are additional insureds for commercial general liability insurance on a primary and non-contributory basis. 



43. Third Party Beneficiary:  The Contractor shall include each project private property owner as an intended third party beneficiary to this contract, with the full right to enforce any provisions in this Contract as it relates to that project property.  


44. Audit: Upon request, Contractor shall permit Seattle, and any other governmental agency involved in the funding of the Work (“Agency”), to inspect and audit all pertinent books and records of Contractor, any subcontractor, or any other person or entity that performed work in connection with or related to the Work, at any and all times deemed necessary by Seattle or Agency, including up to six years after the final payment or release of withheld amounts has been made under this Contract.  Such inspection and audit shall occur in King County, Washington or other such reasonable location as Seattle or Agency selects.  The Contractor shall supply Seattle with, or shall permit Seattle to make, a copy of any books and records and any portion thereof.  The Contractor shall ensure that such inspection, audit and copying right of Seattle and Agency is a condition of any subcontract, agreement or other arrangement under which any other person or entity is permitted to perform work under this Contract.  Also see Federal provisions for federal access when this contract is paid in part or in whole by federal fund sources.


45. Contractual Relationship: The relationship of Contractor to Seattle by reason of this Contract shall be that of an independent contractor.  This Contract does not authorize Contractor to act as the agent or legal representative of Seattle for any purpose whatsoever.  Contractor is not granted any express or implied right or authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility on behalf of or in the name of Seattle or to bind Seattle in any manner or thing whatsoever.



46. Supervision and Coordination:  Contractor shall:



· Competently and efficiently, supervise and direct the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified herein.



· Designate in its bid or proposal to Seattle, a representative(s) with the authority to legally commit Contractor’s firm.  All communications given or received from the Contractor’s representative shall be binding on the Contractor.



· Promote and offer to City of Seattle employees only those materials, equipment and/or services as stated herein and allowed for by contractual requirements.  Violation of this condition will be grounds for contract termination.



47. Compliance with Law: 



General Requirement:   The Contractor, at its sole cost and expense, shall perform and comply with all applicable laws of the United States and the State of Washington; the Charter, Municipal Code, and ordinances of The City of Seattle; and rules, regulations, orders, and directives of their respective administrative agencies and officers.



Licenses and Similar Authorizations:   The Contractor, at no expense to the City, shall secure and maintain in full force and effect during the term of this Contract all required licenses, permits, and similar legal authorizations, and comply with all related requirements.



Taxes:   The Contractor shall pay, before delinquency, all taxes, import duties, levies, and assessments arising from its activities and undertakings under this Contract; taxes levied on its property, equipment and improvements; and taxes on the Contractor's interest in this Contract. 



48. No Gifts or Gratuities: Contractor shall not directly or indirectly offer anything of value (such as retainers, loans, entertainment, favors, gifts, tickets, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work or meals) to any City employee, volunteer or official, that is intended, or may appear to a reasonable person to be intended, to obtain or give special consideration to the Contractor.  Promotional items worth less than $25 may be distributed by the Contractor to City employees if the Contractor uses the items as routine and standard promotions for business. Any violation of this provision may result in termination of this Contract.  Nothing in this Contract prohibits donations to campaigns for election to City office, so long as the donation is disclosed as required by the election campaign disclosure laws of the City and of the State.



49. Contract Workers with 1,000 Hours: Throughout the life of the Contract, Contractor shall provide written notice to City Purchasing and the City Project Manager of any contract worker that shall perform more than 1,000 hours of contract work for the City within a rolling 12-month period.  Such hours include those that the contract worker performs for the Contract, and any other hours that the worker performs for the City under any other contract.  Such workers are subject to the requirements of the City Ethics Code, Seattle Municipal Code 4.16.  The Contractor shall advise their Contract workers as applicable.



50. Intellectual Property Rights:   


Patents:  Contractor hereby assigns to Seattle all rights in any invention, improvement, or discovery, together with all related information, including but not limited to, designs, specifications, data, patent rights and findings developed in connection with the performance of Contract or any subcontract hereunder.  Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor does not convey to Seattle, nor does Seattle obtain, any right to any document or material utilized by Contractor that was created or produced separate from this Contract or was preexisting material (not already owned by Seattle), provided that the Contractor has clearly identified in writing such material as preexisting prior to commencement of the Work.  To the extent that preexisting materials are incorporated into the Work, the Contractor grants Seattle an irrevocable, non-exclusive, fully paid, royalty-free right and/or license to use, execute, reproduce, display, and transfer the preexisting material, but only as an inseparable part of the Work.



Copyrights:  For materials and documents prepared by Contractor in connection with Work, Contractor shall retain the copyright (including the right of reuse) whether or not the Work is completed.  Contractor grants to Seattle a non-exclusive, irrevocable, unlimited, royalty-free license to use every document and all other materials prepared by the Contractor for Seattle under this Contract.  If requested by Seattle, a copy of all drawing, prints, plans, field notes, reports, documents, files, input materials, output materials, the media upon which they are located (including cards, tapes, discs and other storage facilities), software programs or packages (including source code or codes, object codes, upgrades, revisions, modifications, and any related materials) and/or any other related documents or materials developed solely for and paid for by Seattle in connection with the Work, shall be promptly delivered to Seattle. 



Seattle may make and retain copies of such documents for its information and reference in connection with their use on the project.  The Contractor does not represent or warrant that such documents are suitable for reuse by Seattle, or others, on extensions of the project, or on any other project. Contractor represents and warrants that it has all necessary legal authority to make the assignments and grant the licenses required by this Section.



51. No personal liability:  No officer, agent or authorized employee of the City shall be personally responsible for any liability arising under this Contract, whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this Contract.



52. Binding Effect:   The provisions, covenants and conditions in this Contract apply to bind the parties, their legal heirs, representatives, successors, and assigns. 



53. Waiver:   No covenant, term or condition or the breach thereof shall be deemed waived, except by written consent of the party against whom the waiver is claimed, and any waiver of the breach of any covenant, term or condition shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant, term or condition.  Neither the acceptance by Seattle of any performance by the Contractor after the time the same shall have become due nor payment to the Contractor for any portion of the Work shall constitute a waiver by Seattle of the breach or default of any covenant, term or condition unless otherwise this is expressly agreed to by Seattle, in writing.  The City’s failure to insist on performance of any of the terms or conditions herein or to exercise any right or privilege or the City’s waiver of any breach hereunder shall not thereafter waive any other term, condition, or privilege, whether the same or similar type.



54. Anti-Trust:  Seattle maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser.  Therefore the Contractor hereby assigns to Seattle any and all claims for such overcharges except overcharges which result from antitrust violations commencing after the price is established under this contract and which are not passed on to Seattle under an escalation clause.



55. Applicable Law:   This Contract shall be construed under the laws of the State of Washington.  The venue for any action relating to this Contract shall be in the Superior Court for King County, State of Washington. 



56. Remedies Cumulative:   Remedies under this Contract are cumulative; the use of one remedy shall not be taken to exclude or waive the right to use another. 



57. Captions:  The titles of sections, or subsections, are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents.



58. Severability:   Any invalidity, in whole or in part, of any provision of this Contract shall not affect the validity of any other of its provisions. 



59. Disputes:  Seattle and Contractor shall maintain business continuity to the extent practical while pursuing disputes. Any dispute or misunderstanding that may arise under this Contract concerning Contractor's performance shall first be resolved, if mutually agreed to be appropriate, through negotiations between the Contractor's Project Manager and Seattle's Project Manager, or if mutually agreed, referred to the City’s named representative and the Contractor's senior executive(s).  Either party may decline or discontinue such discussions and may then pursue other means to resolve such disputes, or may by mutual agreement pursue other dispute alternatives such as alternate dispute resolution processes. Nothing in this dispute process shall in any way mitigate the rights, if any, of either party to terminate the contract in accordance with the termination provisions herein.



Notwithstanding above, if Seattle believes in good faith that some portion of Work has not been completed satisfactorily, Seattle may require Contractor to correct such work prior to Seattle payment.  In such event, Seattle must clearly and reasonably provide to Contractor an explanation of the concern and the remedy that Seattle expects.  Seattle may withhold from any payment that is otherwise due, an amount that Seattle in good faith finds to be under dispute, or if the Contractor does not provide a sufficient remedy, Seattle may retain the amount equal to the cost to Seattle for otherwise correcting or remedying the work not properly completed.  


60. Termination:


For Cause:  Seattle may terminate this Contract if the Contractor is in material breach of any terms of this Contract, and such breach has not been corrected to Seattle’s reasonable satisfaction in a timely manner.



For City’s Convenience:  Seattle may terminate this Contract in whole or in part, without cause and for any reason including Seattle’s convenience, upon written notice to the Contractor.



Nonappropriation of Funds:  Seattle may terminate this Contract at any time without notice due to nonappropriation of funds, whether such funds are local, state or federal grants, and no such notice shall be required notwithstanding any notice requirements that may be agreed upon for other causes of termination.



Acts of Insolvency:  Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if the Contractor becomes insolvent, makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its business or assets, becomes subject to any proceeding under any bankruptcy or insolvency law whether domestic or foreign, or is wound up or liquidated, voluntarily or otherwise.



Termination for Gifts or Gratuities:  Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if Seattle finds that any gratuity in the form of entertainment, a gift, or otherwise, was offered to or given by the Contractor or any agent therefor to any City official, officer or employee, as defined above.



Notice:   Seattle is not required to provide advance notice of termination.  Notwithstanding, the Buyer may issue a termination notice with an effective date later than the termination notice itself.  In such case, the Contractor shall continue to provide products and services as required by the Buyer until the effective date provided in the termination notice. 



Actions upon Termination:  In the event of termination not the fault of the Contractor, the Contractor shall be paid for the services properly performed prior to termination, together with any reimbursable expenses then due, but in no event shall such compensation exceed the maximum compensation to be paid under the Contract.  The Contractor agrees that this payment shall fully and adequately compensate the Contractor and all subcontractors for all profits, costs, expenses, losses, liabilities, damages, taxes, and charges of any kind whatsoever (whether foreseen or unforeseen) attributable to the termination of this Contract. Upon termination for any reason, the Contractor shall provide Seattle with the most current design documents, contract documents, writings and other product it has completed to the date of termination, along with copies of all project-related correspondence and similar items.  Seattle shall have the same rights to use these materials as if termination had not occurred. 


61. Force Majeure – Suspension and Termination: This section applies in the event that either party is unable to perform the obligations of this contract because of a Force Majeure event as defined herein, to the extent that the Contract obligations must be suspended in full.  A Force Majeure event is an event that prohibits performance and is beyond the control of the party.  Such events may include natural or man-made disasters, or an action or decree of a superior governmental body, which prevents performance.



Force Majeure under this Section shall only apply in the event that performance is rendered not possible by either party or its agents.  Should it be possible to provide partial performance that is acceptable to the City under Section #2 (Emergencies or Dias asters), Section #2 below shall instead be in force.



Should either party suffer from a Force Majeure event and is unable to provide performance, such party shall give notice to the remaining party as soon as practical and shall do everything possible to resume performance. 



Upon receipt of such notice, the party shall be excused from such performance as is affected by the Force Majeure Event for the period of such Event.  If such Event affects the delivery date or warranty provisions of this Agreement, such date or warranty period shall automatically be extended for a period equal to the duration of such Event.



62. Major Emergencies or Disasters:  The City may undergo an emergency or disaster that may require the Contractor to either increase or decrease quantities from normal deliveries, or that may disrupt the Contractor’s ability to provide normal performance.  Such events may include, but are not limited to, a storm, high wind, earthquake, flood, hazardous material release, and transportation mishap, loss of any utility service, fire, terrorist activity or any combination of the above.  In such events, the following shall apply.



(a) The City shall notify the Contractor that the City is experiencing an emergency or disaster, and will request emergency and priority services from the Contractor.



(b) The City may request that the Contractor provide either increased or decreased quantities from traditional orders, or may request Contractor provide additional products or services.



(c) Upon such notice by the City, the Contractor shall make reasonable efforts to provide the City the materials in the quantities requested and within the schedule specified by the City, adhering to the conditions in this Section.



(d) The City of Seattle shall be the customer of first priority for the Contractor, except where preceded by State or Federal government mandates.  The Contractor shall provide its best and priority efforts to provide the requested goods and/or services to the City of Seattle in as complete and timely manner as possible.  Such efforts by the Contractor are not to be diminished as a result of Contractor providing service to other customers, except as mandated by State or Federal governments.  



(e) If the Contractor is unable to respond in the time and/or quantities requested by the City, the Contractor shall promptly assist the City to the extent practicable, to gain access to alternative materials and/or services. This may include:



a. Coordinating with other distributors or subsidiaries beyond those in the local region to fulfill order requests; 



b. Offering the City substitutions provided the Contractor obtains prior approval from the City for such substitution.



The Contractor shall charge the City the price determined in this Contract for the goods and services provided, and if no price has been determined, it shall charge the City a price that is normally charged for such goods and/or services (such as listed prices for items in stock).  However, in the event that the City’s request results in the Contractor incurring unavoidable additional costs and causes the Contractor to increase prices in order to obtain a fair rate of return, the Contractor shall charge the City a price not to exceed the cost/profit formula found in this Contract.



63. Interlocal Cooperation Act:  RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, and other political subdivisions.  SMC http://clerk.ci.seattle.wa.us/~scripts/ - h0

HYPERLINK "http://clerk.ci.seattle.wa.us/~scripts/" \l "h2"http://clerk.ci.seattle.wa.us/~scripts/ - h220.60.100 also allows non profits to use these agreements.  Such agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle may purchase from Contracts established by the City.  Unless Contractor declines on the Offer submitted by the Seller to the City, the Contractor agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices, terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City.  The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies.  Should the Contractor require additional pricing for such purchases, the Contractor is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.



64. City Debarment:  In accordance with SMC Ch. 20.70, the Director of Finance and Administrative Services or designee may debar a Contractor from entering into a Contract with the City or from acting as a subcontractor on any Contract with the City for up to five years after determining that any of the following reasons exist: 



1) Contractor has received overall performance evaluations of deficient, inadequate, or substandard performance on three or more City Contracts.



2) Contractor failed to comply with City ordinances or Contract terms, including but not limited to, ordinance or Contract terms relating to small business utilization, discrimination, prevailing wage requirements, equal benefits, or apprentice utilization.  



3) Contractor abandoned, surrendered, or failed to complete or to perform work on or in connection with a City Contract.  



4) Contractor failed to comply with Contract provisions, including but not limited to quality of workmanship, timeliness of performance, and safety standards. 



5) Contractor submitted false or intentionally misleading documents, reports, invoices, or other statements to the City in connection with a Contract. 



6) Contractor colluded with another contractor to restrain competition. 



7) Contractor committed fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a Contract for the City or any other government entity.



8) Contractor failed to cooperate in a City debarment investigation. 



9) Contractor failed to comply with SMC 14.04, SMC Ch. 14.10, SMC Ch. 20.42, or SMC Ch. 20.45, or other local, State, or federal non-discrimination laws. 



The Director may issue an Order of Debarment after adhering to the procedures specified in SMC 20.70.050.   The rights and remedies of the City under these provisions are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under the Contract. 



65. Recycled Product Requirements:  To promote and encourage environmentally sustainable practices for companies doing business with the City, the City requires that Contractors under City contract use environmentally preferable products in production of City work products.  


Green Seal Products: Contractor shall use Green Seal, Eco-Logo or other certified cleaning products if approved by the City, in performance of all cleaning and janitorial work to protect the health, safety, wellness and environmentally sustainable practices that the City requires of companies doing business with the City.  Cleaning products, floor care products and other products used in the performance of work that carry a Green Seal certification are required. The Bidder shall identify the products that the Bidder intends to use at the City facilities and shall list them on the Offer Form, with a notation to confirm the Green Seal product certification.  The Green Seal website is: http://www.greenseal.org/findaproduct/index.cfm.  The City has contracts with various Contractors who will supply the winning Bidder with Green Seal certified products for use in performance of City contract work, at City contract pricing. For the list of Contractors, contact the City Buyer.



Paper and Paper Product Requirements:  The City desires use of 100% PCF (post consumer recycled content, chlorine-free) Grays Harbor paper, to comply with the City Executive Order and to encourage environmentally preferable practices for City business.  Such paper is available at City contract prices from Keeney’s Office Supplies at 425-285-0541.  



The City prohibits vinyl binders.  The City prefers 100% recycled stock Binders. “Rebinders” are a product that fit this requirement and are available at City contract prices from Complete Office at 206-628-0059 or Keeney’s Office Supplies at 425-285-0541.  Please do not use binders or plastic folders, unless essential.  Note - Keeney’s is a Women Owned Firm and may be noted on your Outreach Plan.



Contractors shall duplex materials prepared for Seattle under this Contract, whether materials are printed or copied, except when impracticable due to the nature of the product.  This is executed under the Mayor's Executive Order, issued February 13, 2005.



66. Workers Right to Know:  “Right to Know” legislation required the Department of Labor and Industries to establish a program to make employers and employees more aware of the hazardous substances in their work environment.  WAC 296-800-108 requires among other things that all manufacturers/distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed on this ITB, RFP or contract bid and subsequent award, must include with each delivery completed Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for each hazardous material.  Additionally, each container of hazardous material must be appropriately labeled with:  the identity of the hazardous material, appropriate hazardous warnings, and the Name and Address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party. Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines against employers for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment pending receipt of a legible copy of the MSDS.  OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients: and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question.


67. Davis Bacon Act.


If this work has federal funding, work in this contract is subject to prevailing wage requirements for both the State (RCW Chapter 39.12) and federal (Davis-Bacon and related acts), if such work has an applicable wage category.  The Contractor and all subs must then comply with the Davis-Bacon Act  (includes (40 U.S.C. 276a to a-7) and related Acts (Walsh-Healy Public Contracts Act for manufacturer, and the McNamara-O’Hara Service Contract Act for services), as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR part 5, “Labor Standards Provisions Applicable to Contracts Governing Federally Financed and Assisted Construction”). 



68. The Contractor and every Subcontractor must then pay the greater of the State prevailing wage rates and the federal prevailing wage rates as issued by the Secretary of Labor, on a classification by classification basis.  Contractors shall be required to pay wages not less than once a week. The Contractor shall report all suspected or reported violations to the City.   http://www.gpo.gov/davisbacon/wa.html


69. Prevailing Wage Requirements.  



a. If this contract is subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages on Public Works) and RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) as amended or supplemented, Contractor shall be responsible for compliance by the Contractor and all subcontractors with all provisions herein.  



b. Filing Your Intent:  The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Form concurrent with the execution of the contract.  



· To do so, the Contractor and any of their subcontractors will require a Contract Number and Start Date.  The Buyer will tell you the Contract Number; the start date is the date your contract is signed.



· The Contractor shall then promptly submit the Intent to the Department of Labor & Industries (L&I) for approval.  



· The Contractor also shall require any subcontractor to also file an Intent with L&I.



· This must be done online at the L&I website:  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  



· If unable to file on-line, a paper copy of the approved Intent shall instead be promptly provided to the Buyer.  



· The Contractor shall notify the Buyer of the Intents that are filed by both the Contractor and all subs,



c. Contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the prevailing hourly wage rates that were in effect at the time of bid opening for the worker classifications that are provided for under Prevailing Wages as issued by the State of Washington for the County in which the work shall be performed. 



d. Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired by physical or mental deficiency or injury, may be employed at wages lower than the established prevailing wage.  The Fair Labor Standards Act requires that wages based on individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates issued by the Secretary of Labor.  These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and Industries.  Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit a request to the Department of Labor and Industries for a special certificate, which would, if approved, entitle them to pay their employees at wages, lower than the established prevailing wage.  



e. In certain situations, an Intent to Pay Prevailing wages shall be filed with the L&I and the Buyer, but the Contractor may indicate an exception on the Intent form that exempts the prevailing wages rates for the following:



· Sole owners and their spouse.



· Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.



· The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least 30% of the corporation.



· Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political subdivision created by its laws.



f. Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening are attached.  These wages remain in effect for the duration of this contract, except for annual adjustments required by this agreement for multi-year contracts (where contract is longer than one year)  and for building service maintenance (janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners).



g. It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to assign the appropriate classification and associate wage rates to all laborers, workers or mechanics that perform any work under this contract, in conformance with the scope of work descriptions of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.  



h. With each invoice, Contractor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were compliant to applicable Prevailing Wage rates, including the Contractor and any subcontractors.



i. Upon contract completion, Contractor shall file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice. The City may withhold payment on any invoice due the Contractor until the approved affidavit is received. 


j.  The Contractor shall also ensure that each Subcontractor likewise files an Affidavit.


k. The Contractor shall notify the Buyer and provide a copy of the Affidavit(s).



l. For jobs above $10,000, Contractor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent form including the list of the labor classifications and wages used on the project.   This may be postured in the nearest local office, for road construction, sewer line, pipeline, transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer provides a copy of the Intent form to the employee upon request. 



m. In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the dispute cannot be solved by the parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director of the Department of Labor and Industries of the State of Washington.  In such case, the Director’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.  If the dispute involves a federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of Labor for a decision.  In such case, the Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties. 



     Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in duration:



a. This provision only applies to service contracts that continue beyond a single year in duration, including building service maintenance contracts (janitorial service contractors and work performed by janitors, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners) and to multi-year service contracts.



b. Contractor and any subcontractor must pay at least the prevailing wage rates that were in effect at time of bid throughout the duration of the contract.  



c. Each contract anniversary thereafter, Contractor and any subcontractors shall review the then current Prevailing Wage Rates.  The Contractor shall increase wages paid if required to meet no less then the current wage rates in effect at the time of the contract anniversary.



d. Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be compensated by the City on a pass through basis if the Contract requests a price increase in accordance with the price increase request requirements provided elsewhere in this contract.  The Contractor must follow the contract instructions for pricing increases, notifying the Buyer at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase and documenting the increase.  



70.  Background/Criminal History Checks: The City may require background/criminal checks during the course of the contract for essential City purposes.  The City does not intend to request background checks/verifications unless essential in the opinion of the City.  Note that, in particular, Seattle City Light has regulatory requirements promulgated by organizations with jurisdiction over Seattle City Light, which require any contract worker that has access to certain locations/systems/data (“SCL Designated Access”) to undergo a background/criminal check before that worker can have authorized cyber or authorized unescorted physical access to those locations/systems/data. The requirements apply to all Contractor workers and mandate an appropriate Personnel Risk Assessment and security awareness training as directed by Seattle City Light.  This section covers background/criminal checks for Contractor workers before they work on certain City tasks, systems and/or locations, to include the discovery and verification of criminal convictions and civil findings.  The City may, at its option, determine that only a criminal history check will be performed.  This section also covers the requirements if cyber security training is required.



If the City notifies the Contractor to undergo background/criminal checks or cyber security training for Contractor workers, the following shall apply.



A. General Requirements



1. The City shall alert the Contractor that the contract task is “High Security” at the time the work request is made to the Contractor or as soon as practical thereafter.



2. Should the Contractor believe it cannot meet these obligations by the scheduled work start dates, the Contractor may seek mutual agreement to a revised start date, or if none is reached, decline the work.



3. The City may require that any Contractor worker receiving SCL Designated Access undergo a background/criminal history check and receive appropriate cyber security training.  The Seattle Police Department (SPD) shall conduct all criminal history checks for Seattle Police Department services.  



4.  The Contractor shall provide a list of names, specified identification information (social security number, birth date and address) and a release signed by the worker for the City to perform a background/criminal history check.  Contractor must provide the information to the City before any worker will receive be cleared for work.  The list must be submitted at a date mutually agreed upon.    



5. The City will conduct a background check using either the Seattle Police Department or any agency with whom the City selects.  The City will review the resultant background/criminal history check results.  The City shall notify the Contractor of acceptance or rejection of personnel in a timely manner.   The City will perform the background check at City cost.



6. For workers rejected by the City, the Contractor will submit to the City alternative names for background checks.  Contractor will submit those names promptly, as mutually agreed upon between the Contractor and the City. 



7. The Contractor has responsibility to obtain City approval for a sufficient quantity of personnel to provide adequate coverage during the contract term.   The City may allow the Contractor to submit a greater number of individuals for background checks and approval than is necessary to accomplish the contract tasks, in order to assure adequate coverage for the contract work (i.e. receive authorization for back-up crew members in the event of an absence by a scheduled crew member).



Notwithstanding the schedules and responsibilities herein, the City and the Contractor may need to consider individuals for emergency replacement in the event a worker cannot perform or is terminated.  In such event, the City may allow the Contractor to submit additional names in anticipation of such future need.  



8. The City shall not unreasonably withhold approval of such individuals, although the City is not under the obligation to accept individuals that would otherwise be rejected as not suitable.



9. The Background/Criminal check must be renewed every four years for Contractor workers.  If  the worker was required by the City to undergo a background check and/or cyber security training, the Contractor must likewise notify the City when that worker approaches four years.  This notice to the City must be no less than sixty (60) days before the end of the four-year period. At that time, to comply with appropriate regulatory requirements, the City may require another background check/criminal.



10. The Contractor shall provide to the City, no less than eight (8) hours from when the status change becomes effective, notice of any Contractor worker who is: (i) reassigned or no longer requires Designated Access to perform the contract tasks, or (ii) terminated by the Contractor for any reason. In no case shall such notice be greater than eight (8) hours.



11. The Contractor shall immediately notify the City Project Manager to report if a worker has a change in criminal history or background status.  The City may initiate a new background/criminal check for this or other cause during the term of the worker’s access to the City.



12. For furniture moves, on the day(s) of service, at the job site, the Crew Chief is to submit the names of those present at the job site to the City Building Service Manager.  The City Project Manager is responsible for rejecting any individuals that have not been approved by the City.  Should such a rejection result in a failure by the Contractor to meet the Contractor obligations for a crew of sufficient size to complete the move, the Contractor assumes all resulting liabilities and damages in accordance with the contract and all terms and conditions.



B. Cyber Training Requirements: The City may require that any Contractor worker receive appropriate cyber security training.  Such workers must receive cyber security training once each year they work under the contract.


C. Routine Elements of a Background/Criminal Report: Routine background/criminal history check reports shall include identity verification (e.g. social security number  verification) and a search of records from any federal, state or county court in the United States, an international records search, and records of all convictions or releases from prison within the last ten (10) years.



D. Non-Routine Elements of a Background/Criminal Report



1. The City may search for dependency actions.



2. The City may search for information on protection proceedings related to sex offender, assault, abuse, or exploitation of a minor, developmentally disabled person, or vulnerable adult, or domestic relations proceedings.



3. The City may search for additional information detail, as determined by the City, above and beyond the scope of a routine background/criminal history check as defined in Section C, General requirements.



4. If the required access for the worker is subject to NERC, the City will require all workers to undergo annual Cyber Security Training offered by Seattle City Light.  The workers will be paid for the time they spend in such training.  If this requirement applies, the City will require the Contractor to submit a list of such workers and their status of Cyber Training annually upon contract anniversary. 



71. Security Access Requirements



Contractors’ Use of Premises



1. Contractor workers shall have only limited use of the premises for work, storage, access, and equipment.



2. Material/equipment staging areas will be limited to floors and areas designated within the Scope of Work.  Maintain clear access to site and building entrances.



3. Driveway use will be limited to loading and unloading only.



4. For furniture moves, the Contractor shall be granted the use of up to two parking spaces in the Seattle Municipal Tower parking structure to be paid by the Contractor.   Arrangements for the use of these two spaces must be made through the Building Management.  Other parking spaces in the structure are available at the regular rates.  Special parking arrangements may be made through IMPARK Inc., the garage operator at 628-9042.



5. Restrooms may have restricted access, as appropriate to the Scope of Work.



6. All workers who must provide services or delivery at a SCL facility must obtain prior permission from SCL and make arrangements for an SCL escort or background  check is appropriate to the work while on the facility site.


Related Requirements and Documents



1. All Contractor employees at the job site shall wear identification that is prominent and clearly marked, which clearly identifies the individual as an employee with the building services company.



2. When appropriate, Contractors will be issued a Departmental Identification/Access Badge, for the designated contract period, giving them access to the facility for which they require access.  These Identification/Access Badges will be returned to the Department at the completion of the contract.



Federal Provisions



72. Equal Employment Opportunity:  All Contractors must comply with federal Executive Order 11246, “Equal Employment Opportunity,” as amended by Executive Order 11375, “Amending Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity,” and as supplemented by regulations at 41 CFR part 60, “Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor.:


73. Civil Rights Act Title VI: The Contractor must comply with the provisions of the Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. 2000d et seq.).  The law provides that no person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color or national origin, be denied the benefits of, be excluded from participation in, or be subjected to, discrimination under any program or activity receiving federal financial assistance.


74. Audit: Seattle, the Federal grant agency if any, the Comptroller General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized representatives shall be provided access to any books, documents, papers and records of the subcontractor or any subcontract which are directly pertinent to this specific contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts and transcriptions. FAR clause 52.215-2 incorporated by reference.  The complete clause may be viewed at http://www.whitehouse.gov/omb/circulars/a110/  The OMB A-110 provisions in effect at the time of this order govern.  FAR clauses may be viewed at http:www.arnet.gov/far/



75. Americans with Disabilities Act:   The Contractor shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) in performing its obligations under this Contract.  In particular, if the Contractor is providing services, programs, or activities to City employees or members of the public as part of this Contract, the Contractor shall not deny participation or the benefits of such services, programs, or activities to people with disabilities on the basis of such disability.  Failure to comply with the provisions of the ADA shall be a material breach of, and grounds for the immediate termination of, this Contract.



76. OSHA/WISHA:  Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Acts of 1970 (OSHA), as may be amended, and, if it has a workplace within the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of 1973 (WISHA), as may be amended, and the standards and regulations issued thereunder and certifies that all items furnished and purchased under this order will conform to and comply with said standards and regulations.  Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to comply with the acts and standards thereunder and for the failure of the items furnished under this order to so comply.



77. Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards: For all contracts that employ mechanics or laborers, the Contractor and all subs shall comply with Sections 102 and 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 327-333), as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR part 5).  Under Section 102 of the Act, each contractor shall be required to compute the wages of every mechanic and laborer on the basis of a standard work week of 40 hours.  Work in excess of the standard work week is permissible provide that the worker is compensated at a rate of not less than 1 ½ times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 40 hours in the work week.  Section 107 of the Act is applicable to construction work and provides that no laborer or mechanic shall be required to work in surroundings or under working conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous or dangerous.  These requirements do not apply to the purchases of supplies or materials or articles ordinarily available on the open market, or contracts for transportation or transmission of intelligence. 



78. Beck Notice:  Notification of Employee Rights Concerning Payment of Union Dues or Fees (Executive Order 13201) shall apply to all contracts above $100,000.



79. Clean Air Act and Federal Water Pollution Control Act:  All Contractors and subcontractors shall comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. 7401 et seq.) and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act as amended (33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq.).  Violations shall be reported to the City immediately and to the Regional Office of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).



80. Energy Efficiency:  All contractors and subcontractors must comply with mandatory standards and policies relating to energy efficiency which are contained in the state energy conservation plan issued in compliance with the Energy Policy and Conservation Act (Pub. L. 94-163, 89 Stat. 871).



81. Federal Amendments: Federal agencies are permitted to require changes, remedies, changed conditions, access and records retention, suspension of work, and other clauses approved by the Office of Federal Procurement Policy, per OMB Circular A-102 Common Rule, Section 36.



82. Federal Debarment for Primes and all Subcontractors: By signing this agreement, the Contractor certifies that neither it nor its principals is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any Federal department or agency.  Contractor shall immediately notify the City of any suspension or debarment or other action that excludes the Contractor and any subcontractor level from participation in Federal contracting.  Prior to performance of any work by the Contractor or any subcontractor under this contract, Contractor shall verify all subcontractors that are intended and/or used by the Contractor for performance of City work are in good standing and are not debarred, suspended or otherwise ineligible by the Federal Government. Contractor shall include this same provision in any subcontractor or lower contract agreements.  Debarment shall be verified at https://www.epls.gov/epls/search.do.  The Contractor shall keep documentation of such verification within the Contractor records.



83. Copeland Anti-Kickback Act):  All contractors and subcontractors for construction or repair shall comply with the Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Action (18 U.S.C. 874), as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 CFR, part 3, “Contractors and Subcontractors on Public Building or Public Work Financed in Whole or in Part by Loans or Grants from the United States”).  The Act provides that each contractor or subcontractor is prohibited from inducing, by any means, any person employed in the construction, completion or repair of public work, to give up any part of the compensation to which s/he is otherwise entitled.  The Contractor shall immediately notify the City of any suspected or reported violations.



84. Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment:  Contractors executing contracts with the City shall sign the Contractor Questionnaire, providing certification of compliance to the Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 U.S.C. 1352).  Each tier certifies to the tier above that it will not and has not used Federal appropriated funds to pay any person or organization for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with obtaining any Federal contract, grant or any other award covered by 31 U.S.C. 13652. Each tier shall also disclose any lobbying with non-Federal funds that takes place in connection with obtaining any Federal award.  Such disclosures are forwarded from tier to tier up to the City.
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Digital Panoramic Manhole Inspection



Overview: The City is contracting professional inspection service providers to proactively inspect manholes to determine the detailed condition and to collect data of every notable feature, defect, or other important information. The inspection shall be complete in a two-step process consisting of Data Collections and Data Review, Reporting, and Delivery. Contractor must perform a quality inspection utilizing a digital manhole inspection system that can provide superior imagery and geometric data as compared to traditional methods. The inspection system used by the selected contractor shall meet all the following specifications:



Data Collections



· The inspection camera system must be 100% digital. Any analog or NTSC video camera will be deemed unacceptable.



· The inspection camera system must have two independently or simultaneously controlled digital cameras, one facing in the downward direction and one facing in the upward direction. Each camera must have a minimum of 185 degree field of view.



· The inspection camera system must illuminate the interior of the manhole using a xenon strobe light. The light shall be positioned 360 degrees around the camera lens to distribute the light evenly onto the structure walls. The lighting must be able to illuminate manholes up to 120” in diameter without the need of any auxiliary lighting. Any systems not using strobe light technology will be deemed unacceptable due to motion blur during imaging recording.



· The inspection system shall produce individual images or frames with no more than 0.001 inches of movement during image or frame exposure to produce crisp, clear images.



· The inspection camera must provide a minimum of 3000 line of vertical resolution in the side view and a minimum of 500 lines in the perspective view.



· The system must be capable of inspection speeds of 14 inches per second to ensure maximum production per day with each inspection system and to minimize the time at each location to maintain traffic flow and reduce safety concerns of contractor’s employees.   



· Collected digital film files and header files shall be recorded onto a hard drive and original un-edited data shall be archived for a minimum of 5 years after project complete in the event the City request copies for internal use.



Data Review, Reporting, and Delivery



· Contractor is responsible for reviewing collected data, coding observations, and completing a full MACP evaluation of each inspected manhole, however the City must have the ability to view the digital film file in the way that the contractor can view them, including full control of the virtual pan and tilt.



· The digital film files must include an unfolded view of the manhole with a minimum of 3000 lines of vertical resolution.



· The digital film files must include the capability to produce a three dimensional representation of the manhole structure. This data shall be used to perform geometric measurements. This file shall be exportable to common CAD programs for further analysis.


· The digital file files must include a distortion-free virtual pan and tilt allowing the review of the manhole structure from any angle from any depth. The virtual pan and tilt must be able to view 360 degrees in any direction. The virtual pan and tilt must consist of views from the top and bottom camera, any virtual pan and tilts that artificially create this view from a single camera will be deemed unacceptable due to distorted images on the direct side view.


· The virtual pan and tilt and up/down direction of the view must be able to be controlled from a computer mouse. 



· The virtual pan and tilt and unfolded views must be able to be viewable by the City without the need of any third party data logging software


· The contractor must review the film files using MACP certified personnel.



· The contractor must supply the City with single or dual layer DVD’s, a removable hard drive, or other pre-approved media with the data and reports.


· All deliverables must be supplied to the City within 5 days of completion of fieldwork.

SPECIFICATION FOR SEWER MANHOLE SEALING



1.  Intent: The intent of this section is the elimination of infiltration/inflow into manholes that are otherwise structurally sound, using various products and methods either singularly or in combination.



2.  General: Sewer manhole sealing includes the following:



(2.1)  Sealing of the manhole base, walls, corbel/cone and chimney of brick, block or pre-cast manholes.



(2.2)  Sealing of pre-cast manhole barrel joints, when general structure sealing is not required.



(2.3)  Sealing of the manhole frame joint area and the chimney above the cone.



(2.4)  Sealing of manhole covers by either replacement, conversion or by installing a manhole insert.



(2.5)  Inspection and testing of the various types of work to insure compliance, as per ASTM C1244-05ae1 Standard Test Method for Concrete Sewer Manholes by the Negative



Air Pressure (Vacuum) Test Prior to Backfill


Manholes Components
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Products and Technologies are generally referred to herein as Renewal Component Systems (RCS’s)


1.5 .QUALITY ASSURANCE PLAN (QAP) 



1.5.1. A detailed quality assurance plan (QAP) shall be submitted to SPU that fully represents and conforms to the quality control requirements of these specifications. At a minimum the QAP shall include the following: 



1.5.2. A detailed description of the proposed quality assurances to be performed by the Contractor. 



1.5.3. Defined responsibilities, of each of the Contractor’s personnel, for assuring that all quality assurance requirements, for this contract, are met. These shall be assigned, by the Contractor, to his specific personnel. 



1.5.4. Proposed procedures for quality assurance, product sampling and testing shall be defined. 



1.5.5. Proposed methods for product performance controls, including method of and frequency of product sampling and testing both in raw material form and cured product form as applicable. 



1.5.6. A scheduled performance and product test result reviews between the Contractor and SPU at a scheduled job meeting. 



1.5.7. Inspection forms and guidelines for quality assurance inspections shall be prepared in accordance with the standards specified in this contract and submitted with the QAP. 



1.5.8. One (1) or two (2) days of inspector training, by the manufacturer or qualified trainer, for SPU’s inspectors shall be provided as further defined in Section 1.9. This training shall be prior to RCS installation, include both technical and field training and include all key aspects of visual inspection and sampling procedures for testing requirements. On smaller projects having an estimated duration of less than two (2) weeks of renewal work, the system manufacturer shall furnish a check list containing key elements of the RCS criteria, represented in the QAP, for the SPU’s representative to ensure that quality assurance and testing requirements are performed in accordance with the contract documents. 



1.5.9. Proposed methods and procedures for RCS repair or replacement, (as defined in Section 1.6. in the event of product defects or total failure. 



1.5.10. Compensation for all work required for the preparation and submittal of the QCP shall be included in the various RCS items contained in the Proposal. Compensation for inspector training shall be at the price bid therefore in the Proposal for inspector training for each RCS. 



1.6. RENEWAL COMPONENT SYSTEM (RCS) REPAIR/REPLACEMENT 



1.6.1. Occasionally installation of RCS’s will result in the need to repair or replace a portion of the installed product. The Manufacturer shall outline specific repair or replacement procedures for potential defects that may occur during the application of the RCS.  Repair/replacement procedures shall be as recommended by the RCS Manufacturer and shall be submitted as part of the PWS. 


1.7.1. ASTM and other applicable standard documents, that are listed in the detailed specifications, are made a part of these specifications by reference to the extent stated herein and shall be the latest edition thereof. Where there are differences between codes, standards and these specifications, these specifications shall govern. 



1.8 DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING 



1.8.1. Renewal component materials are to be kept dry, protected from weather and stored under cover and in accordance with manufacturer's recommendations. 



1.8.2. Polymer and Cementitious protective coating materials are to be stored at temperatures as recommended by the manufacturer and handled according to their material safety data sheets. Do not store near flame, heat or strong oxidants. 


1.9. INSPECTOR TRAINING 



1.9.1. The Contractor shall provide training for SPU’s representatives/inspectors in each of the RCS’s to be furnished under the contract documents. The training shall be provided by an individual that has been trained and has the experience to train others in the proper inspection of the RCS. 



1.9.2. The inspector training shall include sufficient amount of classroom time to instruct the inspector’s on the basic concepts of the technology and what aspects are important to review and inspect in the field while the RCS is being installed by the Contractor. The inspector training shall also include a sufficient amount of time to instruct the inspectors on what to look for in the field, what needs to be inspected for each RCS and what documentation is need to verify that the RCS has been installed in accordance with the contract documents. 


1.9.3. Compensation for inspector training shall be at the number of days specified and the 



unit price Bid therefore in the Proposal.


(3.1) Chemical Grout Sealing:


A.  Equipment: The basic equipment shall consist of chemical pumps, chemical containers, injection packers, hoses, valves, and all necessary equipment and tools required to seal manholes. The chemical injection pumps shall be equipped with pressure meters that will provide for monitoring pressure during the injection of the chemical sealants. When necessary, liquid bypass lines equipped with pressure-regulating bypass valves will be incorporated into the pumping system.



B.  Sealing Procedures (Pre-cast Manholes): At each point of leakage within the manhole structure a hole shall be carefully drilled from within the manhole and shall extend through the entire manhole wall. In cases where there are multiple leaks around the circumference of the manhole, fewer holes may be drilled, providing all leakage is stopped from these holes. Grout ports or sealant injection devices shall be placed in these previously drilled holes in such a way as to provide a watertight seal between the holes and the injection device. A hose, or hoses, shall be attached to the injection device from an injection pump. Chemical sealing materials as specified shall then be pumped through the hose until material refusal is recorded on the pressure gage mounted on the pumping unit or a predetermined quantity of sealant has been injected. Care shall be taken during the pumping operation to insure that excessive pressures do not develop and cause damage to the manhole structure.  Upon completion of the injection, the ports shall be removed and the remaining holes filled with mortar and troweled flush with the surface of the manhole walls or other surfaces. The mortar used shall be a non-shrink patching mortar.  ASTM F2414-03 Standard Practice for Sealing Sewer Manholes Using Chemical Grouting


C  Sealing Procedures (Brick and Block Manholes): When chemical grouting is used to seal random or isolated leaks or leaking sections of a brick or block manhole, it shall be done in accordance with 3.1 B, above. 


D Grout Curtain Sealing Procedures (Brick and Block Manholes): When a chemical grout curtain is required around a brick or block manhole, the procedure may involve the use of chemical grout in combination with a two-coat cementitious coating.



a. Surface Preparation: The manhole surface shall be cleaned, patched, and the infiltration stopped as required.



b. Set Grout Ports or Injectors: Holes shall be drilled and grout ports or chemical sealant injection devices installed to insure proper grouting of the soil outside of the manhole. Some additional ports may be placed after the application of the waterproof coating. 


c. Coating: Two coats of a cementitious waterproof coating shall be applied as required before any chemical grout is pumped. These two coats will provide a dam to optimize the grout sealing application and shall extend from the manhole base to the bottom of the frame seal.



d. Chemical Sealing: Chemical grout shall be injected into the soil surrounding the manhole as needed for complete sealing, using the same equipment and procedures as required earlier in this section. Grouts injected into near-surface and chimney-corbel areas may require the addition of shrink control agents, gel reinforcing agents and accelerators.

· Acrylamide Gel Ethylene Glycol

3.1.4 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visually inspection – all leakage must be eliminated


(3.2) Cementitious Sealing: Manhole structure sealing, as well as the sealing of random and isolated leaks, can also be accomplished by using the cementitious method.



3.2 CEMENTITIOUS RESTORATION 



3.2.1 GENERAL 



1.  Before starting any patch work or liner application install a perforated device, catch bucket, or other straining device to prevent construction debris from entering downstream pipes.


2.  Provide all materials, labor, equipment, etc. required to perform the work as recommended by the manufacturer and as required by the contract documents. 



3.  Inspect each manhole to determine methods of stopping leaks and applying patch repairs. 



4.  Promptly inform SPU of errors or discrepancies between the contract documents and the field conditions found, in order that changed conditions can be evaluated and revised directives issued in a timely manner. 



5.  Install all products in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions regarding surface preparation, product application and curing. 



6.  Confirm that all material to be used, for the renewal of the manhole are compatible with each other. Do not use any materials that have not been verified for compatibility. 



3.2.2 SEALING ACTIVE LEAKS 



1.  The work consists of hand applying a dry quick-setting cementitious mix designed to instantly stop running water or seepage in all types of concrete and masonry structures. The applicator shall apply material in accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations in accordance with the following minimum specifications. 



a. The area to be repaired must be clean and free of all debris per the manufacturers’ guidelines. 



b. Once cleaned, prepare crack or hole by chipping out loose material to a minimum depth recommended. 



c. As recommended by the manufacturer, place a generous amount of the dry quick-setting cementitious material to the active leak, with a smooth fast motion, maintaining external pressure for 30 seconds, repeat until leak is stopped. 



d. Proper application should not require any special mixing of product or special curing requirements after application.


3.2.3 INVERT REPAIR 



1. The work consists of hand mixing and applying a rapid setting, high early strength, non-shrink patching material to fill all large voids and repair inverts prior to spray lining of the manhole. For invert repairs, flow must be temporarily restricted by inflatable or mechanical plugs prior to cleaning. 



a. The area to be repaired must be cleaned and free of all debris per the guidelines set forth in Section A, 1 Manhole Cleaning and Preparation. 



b. Mix water shall be clean potable water and require no additives or admixtures for use with cementitious patching materials. 



c. Cementitious material shall be mixed in a mortar tub or 5 gallon pail with water per manufacturer’s specifications. Material should be mixed in small quantities, to avoid setting prior to placement in voids or inverts. 



d. Once mixed to proper consistency, the materials shall be applied to the invert or void areas by hand or trowel. In invert applications, care shall be taken to not apply excessive material in the channel, which could restrict flow. Once applied, materials shall be smoothed either by hand or trowel in order to facilitate flow. 



e. Flows in inverts shall be re-established within 30 minutes of material. 



3.2.4 APPLICATION OF CEMENTITIOUS MANHOLE LINER 



1. The work consists of spray applying and / or centrifugally spin casting a cementitious based liner to the inside of the existing manhole. The necessary equipment and application methods to apply the cementitious based liner materials shall be only as recommended and approved by the material manufacturer. 



2. Material shall be mixed with water in accordance with manufacturer’s specifications. Once mixed to proper consistency, the materials shall be pumped via a rotor-stator style progressive cavity pump through a material plaster hose for delivery to the appropriate and / or selected application device. The equipment shall be as recommended by the manufacturer, matched for the material being applied. 


3. If a chimney seal is required in conjunction with the lining technology, the Contractor shall contact the chimney seal manufacturer to determine the proper preparation required for effectively installing the chimney seal after the coating has been applied and cured. 


3.2.5 SPRAY APPLICATION OF THE CEMENTITIOUS MATERIAL. 



1. All material shall be applied and finished, by the Contractor, using equipment specified by the manufacturer. 



a. Material hose shall be coupled to a low-velocity spray application nozzle. Pumping of the material shall commence and the mortar shall be atomized by the introduction of air at the nozzle, creating a low-velocity spray pattern for material application. 



b. Spraying shall be performed by starting at the manhole invert and progressing up the wall to the corbel and chimney areas. 



c. Material shall be applied to a specified uniform minimum thickness no less than ½ inch. Material shall be applied to the bench area in such a manner as to provide for proper drainage without ponding of flow in the manhole. 



3.2.6 SPIN CASTING APPLICATION OF THE CEMENTITIOUS MATERIAL 



1. All material shall be applied and finished, by the Contractor, using equipment specified by the manufacturer. 



a. Material hose shall be coupled to a high speed rotating applicator device.  The rotating casting applicator shall then be positioned within the center of the manhole at either the top of the manhole chimney or the lowest point elevation corresponding to the junction of the manhole bench and walls. 



b. The high speed rotating applicator shall then be initialized, and pumping of the material shall commence. As the mortar begins to be centrifugally cast evenly around the interior of the manhole, the rotating applicator head shall be raised and / or lowered at a controlled retrieval speed conducive to providing a uniform material thickness on the manhole walls. 



c. Controlled multiple passes are then made until the specified minimum finished thickness is attained. If the procedure is interrupted for any reason, simply stop the retrieval of the applicator head until flows are recommenced. 



i. Material thickness may be verified at any point with a depth gauge and shall be no less than a uniform ½-inch. If additional material is required at any level, the rotating applicator head shall be placed at that level and application shall recommence until that area is thickened. 



d. Material shall be applied only when manhole is in a damp state, with no visible water dripping or running over the manhole walls. 



e. The low-velocity spray nozzle and the centrifugal spin casting head may be used in conjunction to facilitate uniform application of the mortar material to irregularities in the contour of the manhole walls and bench areas. 



f. Troweling of materials shall begin immediately following the spray application. Initial troweling shall be in an upward motion, to compress the material into voids and solidify manhole wall. Over-troweling shall not be done. 



g. Curing will take place once the manhole cover has been replaced. It is important that the manhole cover is replaced no more than 10-20 minutes after troweling is complete to avoid moisture loss in the material due to sunlight and winds. 



h. Material shall not be applied during freezing weather conditions. Material shall not be placed when the ambient temperature is 37 degrees Fahrenheit and falling or when the temperature is anticipated to fall below 32 degrees Fahrenheit during 24 hours. 



3.2.7 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual inspection – all leakage must be eliminated 



2. Vacuum Testing 



3. Cementitious Material Property Testing 



3.3 CAST-IN-PLACE CONCRETE LINER 



3.3.1 PREPARATION 



1. The Contractor shall employ adequate cleaning to remove loose material and debris from the manhole. Existing steps which might interfere with the erection of the forms shall be removed. Precautions shall be taken to prevent foreign material from entering the active lines. Infiltration which may adversely affect placement of the concrete shall be eliminated or reduced to an acceptable level. 



2. If a chimney seal is required in conjunction with the lining technology, the Contractor shall contact the chimney seal manufacturer to determine the proper preparation required for effectively installing the chimney seal after the coating has been applied and cured.


3.3.2 EQUIPMENT 



1. Segmented, stackable steel forms shall be bolted together in cylindrical and conical sections with either eccentric or concentric cones or flat top ceilings and conform generally to the interior shape of the existing manhole. 


3.3.3 INSTALLATION PROCEDURE 



1. Pipe extensions shall be placed through the new concrete wall at the base and at higher points of entry, such as drop inlets, to maintain flows during the procedure. 



2. The form shall be sized and erected to conform to the existing interior dimensions and shape. The space between the forms and the existing wall shall be of a sufficient thickness, usually 3 inches and no less than 1½ inches. The finished opening shall have a minimum diameter of 20 inches. 



3. The form shall be positioned, sealed and finished at the manhole base to ensure concrete does not enter the sewer. 



4. The concrete shall be carefully placed from the bottom up in such a manner as to prevent segregation of the cement and aggregate. The concrete shall be consolidated to fill all pockets, seams and cracks within the existing wall. 



5. When the concrete has sufficiently cured to preclude slump or damage, the form shall be disassembled and removed. 



6. The bench shall receive an overlay of concrete as proposed by the Contractor at a thickness of three inches at the wall tapering to 1/2" at the edge of the invert channel. 


7. Prior to the overlay, a hydrophyllic sealing strip shall be placed around the circumference of the bench where it meets the vertical wall and around all pipe penetrations to form a water stop. 



3.3.4 FINISH 



1. The resultant concrete interior wall shall be smooth and free of honeycomb and areas of segregated aggregate.


3.3.5 CLEANUP 



1. Upon completion, the Contractor shall clean up the work site and properly dispose of any excess material or debris. 



3.3.6 SAFETY 



1. The assembled internal manhole forms shall be bolted together to prevent shifting and shall have sufficient stiffness and strength to prevent collapse. All work shall be performed in strict accordance with the city and OSHA safety standards for confined space entry procedures. 



3.3.7 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection 



2. Vacuum Testing 



3. Material Property Testing 


3.4 SPRAY ON EPOXY LINERS 



3.4.1 GENERAL 



1. Contractor shall comply with local, state and federal regulatory and other applicable agencies with regard to environment, health and safety during work. 


2. New Portland cement concrete structures shall have cured a minimum of 28 days since manufacture prior to commencing coating installation or as recommended by the manufacturer. 



3. Any active flows shall be dammed, plugged or diverted as required to ensure all liquids are maintained below or away from the surfaces to be coated. 



4. Temperature of the surface to be coated should be maintained between 40 and 120 deg F. 


5. Specified surfaces shall be shielded to avoid exposure of direct sunlight or other intense heat source. Where varying surface temperatures do exist, coating application shall be scheduled when the temperature is falling and not rising or as recommended by the manufacturer. 



7. Prior to commencing surface preparation, Contractor shall inspect all surfaces specified to receive the coating and notify SPU, in writing, of any noticeable disparity in the site, structure or surfaces which may interfere with the work, use of materials or procedures as specified herein. 



3.4.2. SURFACE PREPARATION 



1. Oils, grease, incompatible existing coatings, waxes, form release, curing compounds, efflorescence, sealers, salts, or other contaminants which may affect the performance and adhesion of the coating to the substrate shall be entirely removed. 



2. Concrete and/or mortar damaged by corrosion, chemical attack or other means of degradation shall be removed so that only sound substrate remains. 



3. Choice of surface preparation method(s) shall be based upon the condition of the structure and concrete or masonry surface, potential contaminants present, access to perform work, and required cleanliness and profile of the prepared surface to receive the specified epoxy coating product, as recommended by the manufacturer.  



4. Surface preparation method, or combination of methods, that may be used include high pressure water cleaning, high pressure water jetting, abrasive blasting, shot blasting, grinding, scarifying, detergent water cleaning, hot water blasting and others as described in NACE No. 6/SSPC SP-13. Whichever method(s) are used, they shall be performed in a manner that provides a uniform, sound clean neutralized surface suitable for the specified epoxy coating product. 



5. Infiltration shall be stopped by using a material which is compatible with the repair products and is suitable for topcoating with the epoxy coating product. The manufacturer shall verify the product compatibility, in writing, to the SPU.


6. Manhole Chimney Joint and Casting: The area between the manhole and the 



manhole ring and the manhole casting shall be a termination point of the specified 



epoxy coating product. 



3.4.3 APPLICATION OF REPAIR AND RESURFACING PRODUCTS 



1. Areas where reinforcing bars have been exposed shall be repaired in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations. 



2. Areas where rebar has been exposed and is corroded shall be first prepared in accordance with Section B, Surface Preparation. The exposed rebar shall then be abrasive blasted and coated with the epoxy coating product specified as recommended by the manufacturer. 



3. Repair products shall be used to fill voids, bugholes, and other surface defects which may affect the performance or adhesion of the epoxy coating product. 



4. Resurfacing products shall be used to repair, smooth or rebuild surfaces with rough profiles to provide a concrete or masonry substrate suitable for the epoxy coating product to be applied. These products shall be installed to minimum thickness as recommended within the manufacturer’s published guidelines. Should structural rebuild be necessary, these products shall be installed to a thickness as specified in the contract documents Structural rebuild shall be specified in advance of bid whenever feasible, and paid for at the unit price bid therefore in the Bid Proposal. 



a. Repair and resurfacing products shall be handled, mixed, installed and cured in accordance with manufacturer recommendations. 



b. All repaired or resurfaced surfaces shall be inspected for cleanliness and suitability to receive the coating product(s). Additional surface preparation may be required prior to coating application. 



5. If a chimney seal is required in conjunction with the lining technology, the Contractor shall contact the chimney seal manufacturer to determine the proper preparation required for effectively installing the chimney seal after the coating has been applied and cured.


3.4.4 APPLICATION OF EPOXY COATING PRODUCT 



1. Application procedures shall conform to the recommendations of the epoxy coating product manufacturer, including environmental controls, product handling, mixing, application equipment and methods. 



2. Spray equipment shall be specifically designed to accurately ratio, apply the epoxy coating product, shall be in proper working order and shall be as recommended by the product manufacturer. 



3. Contractors qualified in accordance with Section of these specifications shall perform all aspects of epoxy coating product installation. 



4. Prepared surfaces shall be coated by spray application of the coating product(s) described herein to a minimum wet film thickness of as recommended by the manufacturer to meet the requirements of these contract documents. 



NOTE: Coating thickness recommendations are available through the epoxy coating product manufacturer based upon project assessment. Contact the manufacturer of the epoxy coating for project specific recommendations. 


5. Subsequent top coating or additional coats of the epoxy coating product shall occur within the product’s recoat time. Additional surface preparation procedures will be required if this recoat time is exceeded. The epoxy manufacturer’s re-coat time for the specific application, based on temperature and project conditions, shall be strictly followed by the applicator. 



6. The epoxy coating product shall bond with adjoining construction materials throughout the manhole structure to effectively seal and protect concrete or masonry substrates from infiltration and attack by corrosive elements. Procedures and materials necessary to effect this bond shall be as recommended by the epoxy coating product manufacturer.  7. Termination points of the coating product(s) shall be made at the manhole chimney joint, 1” below normal flow levels at the bench or within the invert, (unless invert is specified to receive coating), and a minimum of 1” interfacing with each pipe penetration. 



8. If required sewage flow shall be stopped, bypassed or diverted for application of the epoxy coating product to the invert and interface with pipe materials. 



3.4.5. TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection -Final liner system shall be completely free of pinholes or voids 



2. Film thickness Measurements -Liner thickness shall be the minimum value as specified herein. 



3. Holiday Detection Test (Spark Testing) 



4. Adhesion Testing 



3.5 SPRAY ON POLYURETHANE LINER 



3.5.1 PREPARATION 



1. Place covers over all pipe openings to prevent extraneous material from entering the sewer system. All foreign material shall be removed from the structures’ wall and bench/floor using a pressure water spray (minimum 3000psi). The use of acid for cleaning purposes, no matter how dilute, will not be allowed. Loose or protruding brick, mortar and concrete shall be removed by using a mason's hammer and chisel. Fill any large voids with quick setting patch mix. The surface to be repaired must be clean and free of any loose materials. 



2. Minor leaks shall be stopped using the quick-setting specially formulated infiltration control mix and shall be mixed and applied per manufacturer's recommendations. When severe infiltration is present, drilling may be required in order to pressure grout outside the structure using either a cementitious or chemical grout. Manufacturer's recommendations shall be followed when pressure grouting is required. 



3. If a chimney seal is required in conjunction with the lining technology, the Contractor shall contact the chimney seal manufacturer to determine the proper preparation required for effectively installing the chimney seal after the coating has been applied and cured. 



3.5.2 INSTALLATION/APPLICATION 



1. Application of liner shall not be made unless the ambient temperature inside the structure is 50 degrees or higher. 



3.5.3 BENCH/INVERT REPAIR 



1. After blocking flow through the structure and thorough cleaning/preparatory work has been achieved. The sprayed on resin-based liner shall be applied to the invert, bench and wall areas in the same manner as specified for the liner application below. The spray shall be applied such that the entire structure receives a structurally enhanced monolithic liner. 



2. The finished invert surfaces shall be smooth, free of ridges and will be sloped in the direction of flow. Special care shall be used to insure a smooth transition between the new manhole invert and intersecting pipeline inverts such that flow will not be impaired. 



3.5.4 LINER APPLICATION 



1. The resin based liner shall be manually sprayed on to all surfaces by a trained technician who is experienced in the application of a spray applied resin and has been certified by the manufacturer. Appropriate personal protection equipment shall be utilized but in every case when applying the liner, the sprayer and personnel in direct contact with the spray atmosphere, will always be protected by supplied air. 



2. The minimum thickness of the material applied is to be no less than 250 mils (1/4”) in order to support structural integrity. No other products such as cement or grouts shall be used as part of the structural reinstatement, however, said products may be used as part of the repair process prior to sprayed application of the structure. 



3. Application of the spray applied material shall be completed in one (1) mobilization in order to minimize the disruption and cost of excessive bypassing, pipeline plugging, traffic control and all other support services. 



4. The finished manhole shall be returned to full service immediately after the spray application is complete. 



3.5.5. CURING 



1. The structure shall be allowed to cure for 24 hours and return to ambient temperature prior to any physical testing, including vacuum testing. 



3.5.6. TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection -Final liner system shall be completely free of pinholes or voids 



2. Liner thickness shall be the minimum value as specified herein. 



3. Vacuum Testing 



3.6 MODIFIED POLYMER STRESS SKIN PANEL LINER 



3.6.1 INSPECTION 



1. Applicator shall take appropriate action to comply with all local, state and federal regulations including those set forth by OSHA, WISHA, SPU and any other applicable authorities. 



2. Prior to conducting any work, perform inspection of structure to determine need for protection against hazardous gases or oxygen depleted atmosphere and the need for flow control or flow diversion. 



3. New Portland cement structures shall have endured a minimum of 28 days since manufacture prior to commencing installation of the liner system. 



3.6.2 SURFACE PREPARATION 



1. Conduct surface preparation program to include monitoring of atmosphere for hydrogen sulfide, methane, low oxygen or other gases, approved flow control equipment, and surface preparation equipment. 


2. Surface preparation methods may include high pressure water cleaning, hydro blasting, abrasive blasting, grinding, detergent water cleaning and shall be suited to provide a surface compatible for installation of the liner system as recommended by the manufacturer. 



3. Surface preparation method shall produce a cleaned, abraded and sound surface with no evidence of laitance, loose concrete, brick or mortar, contaminants or debris, and shall display a surface profile suitable for application of liner system. 



4. After completion of surface preparation, the Contractor should perform a seven point check list, which is the inspection for: 



a. Leaks 

e. Ring and Cover condition 



b. Cracks 

f. Invert Condition 



c. Holes 

g. Inlet and Outlet Pipe Condition 



d. Exposed Rebar 



5. After the defects in the structure are identified, repair all leaks with a chemical or hydraulic sealant designed for use in field sealing of ground water. Severe cracks shall be "repaired with a urethane based chemical" sealant. Product to be utilized shall be as recommended by the manufacturer, prior to installation. Repairs to exposed rebar, defective pipe penetrations or inverts, etc. shall be repaired utilizing non-shrink grout or approved alternative method. 



6. If a chimney seal is required in conjunction with the lining technology, the Contractor shall contact the chimney seal manufacturer to determine the proper preparation required for effectively installing the chimney seal after the coating has been applied and cured. 



3.6.3 MATERIAL INSTALLATION 



1. Application procedures shall conform to recommendations of the manufacturer, including materials handling, mixing, environmental controls during application, safety and spray equipment. 



2. Spray equipment shall be specifically designed to accurately ratio and apply the specified liner system. 



3. Application of multi-component liner system shall be in strict accordance with manufacturer's recommendation. Final installation shall be a minimum of 500 mils.  A permanent identification and date of work performed shall be affixed to the structure in a readily visible location. 



4. Provide final written report to owner/engineer detailing the location, date of report, and description of repair. 



3.6.4 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection -Final liner system shall be completely free of pinholes or voids 



2. Liner thickness shall be the minimum value as specified herein. 



3. Vacuum Testing 



3.7 CURED-IN-PLACE MANHOLE LINERS. 



3.7.1 MAINTAINING WASTEWATER FLOWS 



1. The Contractor shall be fully responsible for maintaining the normal sewage flow through the manhole where the specified rehabilitation work demands such flow control. The Contractor shall plan his work in order to maintain flows and to not interrupt sewer service. This may include night work. The cost of any night work required will be included in the contract price of the applicable item. The Contractor shall not perform work to manholes until plans for bypass pumping or flow restriction have been submitted to SPU and accepted. No plugging of existing Utility System Gravity Mains will be made without submitting a plan to SPU for review. 


2. Unlined flow channel. Install a bridge or flow through tube and cut the liner bottom near the flow line in the channel to expose the flow channel and give access to the pipes. Plug the pipes entering the manhole through the wall and trim the pipe opening to restore flow. 


3. Lined flow channel. Plug the pipes entering the manhole and line the flow channel to the edge of the pipe. Trim all pipe openings and restore the flow. 



3.7.2 PRE-INSPECTION 



1. Prior to beginning work, the manhole shall be visually inspected and any areas of apparent structural damage that will affect the installation of the liner shall be reported to SPU for proceeding with the work. 



2. All manhole steps shall be removed before the CIP liner is installed. 



3.7.3 INFILTRATION CONTROL 



1. The stopping of active hydrostatic infiltration shall be accomplished by using a quick set cementitious material compatible to the liner material being installed or using expansion type grouts 



3.7.4 CHANNEL RECONSTRUCTION 



1. Remove all loose grout and rubble of existing channel. Rebuild channel if required by shaping and repairing slope of shelves or benches. Work shall include alignment of inflow and out flow ports in such manner to prevent the deposition of solids at the transition point. All inverts shall follow the grades of the pipe entering the manhole. Changes in direction of the sewer and entering branch or branches shall have a true curve of as large a radius as the size of the manhole will permit. Channels shall be shaped to allow entrance of maintenance equipment into pipes including buckets, TV camera, etc. 



2. Inverts shall only be lined where indicated on the plans “lined inverts”. 



3.7.5. BAG LINER INSTALLATION 



1. The Contractor shall furnish all materials, equipment, tools, and labor as required for the renewal of the manholes specified, including the installation of the CIP liner. 


2. The installation of the selected liner system shall be in strict accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions. This shall include the preparation, installation, inflation, curing, and finishing, required for the complete installation of the CIP liner. Custom fabricate liner to individual manhole dimensions. 



3. Line bench area with material placed in the bottom of the manhole and extending a minimum of 6 inches up the manhole wall, 



4. Saturate liner with resin, place into manhole, pressurize with air or water and cure with hot water, steam or hot air following manufacturer’s recommendations 



5. When finished, liner forms a monolithic structure from the manhole frame to the bench. 



6. All safety rules and regulations applicable laws and insurance requirements shall be observed, by the Contractor, in storing, handling, use and application of the liner materials, resins and any solvents. 


3.7.6 FORMED and CURED IN PLACE PROTECTIVE LINER 



(Fiberglass Reinforced epoxy composite) 



1. The protective composite liner shall be hand crafted in place to perfectly fit and follow the shape and contour of the manhole. A layer of epoxy, 80-100 mils in thickness, shall be placed and firmly troweled to force the epoxy into and even out any and all imperfections of the final prepped surface and ensure 100% bonding with no gaps or voids. This heavy layer provides the first impervious non-porous layer of protection. A Type E fiberglass fabric (minimum of 11 oz. stitch bonded, coated with a chemical binder and having a tensile strength of 500,000 psi) shall be applied and incorporated into the epoxy (encapsulated) by application of another impervious layer of epoxy (approx. 40 mils). 



2. A minimum of 125 mils thickness shall be applied, in certain circumstances, if greater thickness or strength is specified, it can be accomplished by either increasing the thickness of the epoxy layers or by using additional layers. 



3.7.6 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection 



2. Liner thickness shall be the minimum value as specified herein. 



3. Vacuum Testing 



3.8 CONCRETE PROTECTIVE LINERS 



3.8.1. HIGH DENSITY POLYETHYLENE (HDPE) 



1. All manhole steps shall be removed prior to installing the protective liner. 



2. The liner sheets shall be inserted into the manhole and supported as per the manufacturer’s recommendations. 



3. A bonding agent compatible with grout or concrete shall be applied to manhole wall before placing liner sheets. 



4. Adequate annular space between liner sheet and manhole wall shall be provided to allow placement of concrete or grout. 



5. The liner sheet supports shall be secured to the manhole walls. 



6. Secure the liner sheets to the installed supports. 



7. Form liner sheet seams in accordance with the manufacturers recommendations. 



8. Place the concrete or grout, as recommended by the manufacturer, with no wrinkling of liner. Vibrate, as required, to prevent voids. 



9. After the concrete or grout has cured, remove the internal forms or supports and finish all seams as recommended by the manufacturer. 


3.8.2 POLYVINYL CHLORIDE (PVC) PROTECTIVE SHEET LINERS 



1. Apply mastic primer to manhole wall and cure following manufacturers recommendations. 



2. Apply mastic to primed manhole wall. 



3. Apply liner to mastic. 



4. Embed anchoring extensions in mastic. 



5. Wrinkling of liner not permitted. 



6. Finish liner seams following manufacturer’s recommendations 



3.8.3. TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection 



2. Liner thickness shall be the minimum value as specified herein. 



3. Vacuum Testing 



3.9 FRP MANHOLE INSERTS 



3.9.1 DIVERSION PUMPING 



1. Install and operate sewage diversion pumping equipment to maintain sewage flows without backup, overflow, or spill. 


3.9.2. CLEANING AND SURFACE PREPARATION 



1. Remove dirt, grease, and debris from floor and interior walls of manhole using high pressure water and cleaners as recommended by the manufacturer. 



2. Deteriorated invert and bench surfaces shall be abrasive blasted to roughen the surface. Compressed air shall be supplied from compressors fitted with oil/moisture separators. Surfaces shall be cleaned of dust and grit particles by dry air blast cleaning, vacuum cleaning, or wiping with a tack doth. Used abrasives shall be collected and removed without allowing any to enter the sewage stream. 


3.9.3 REPAIRS 



1. Active leaks, if present, shall be sealed by application of leak repair material in accordance with the manufacturer's instructions. 



2. Repair and reshape manhole inverts and benches. Inverts shall be U-shaped and have a minimum depth of 1/2 pipe diameter. Benches shall have smooth surfaces without defects that allow debris to accumulate. 



3.9.4. FRP INSERT INSTALLATION 



1. Remove pavement if present. Excavate around the manhole as necessary to prevent soil and debris from falling into manhole while frame and grade rings are removed. Set aside frame and cover for reuse in rehabilitated manhole. 



2. Cut the FRP insert or chip the concrete benches so that the insert will be evenly supported when lowered into place. Accurately locate incoming and outgoing sewer lines and cut the FRP insert for a close fit within 1 inch to both. Seal the cut edges with resin as recommended by the manufacturer. 



3. Lower the FRP insert into a 4-inch deep layer of quick-setting grout mixture, making sure that the sewer lines and insert openings align. 



4. Place a 6-inch deep layer of quick-setting grout at the bottom of the annular space between the FRP insert and the wall. 



5. Seal the sewer openings with Oakum soaked in sealing gel. 



6. Fill the remaining annular space with grout. Consolidate the grout without damage to the insert. 



7. Install the grade rings, frame, and cover, sealing the surfaces between the reducer, the grade rings, and the frame. 



8. Replace pavement if any was removed 


3.9.5 PROTECTIVE COATING, CHIMNEY BENCH AND INVERT 



1. All oil and grease shall be removed from the chimney surface by detergent cleaning with solvent, vapor, alkali, emulsion, or steam. 



2. Follow detergent cleaning with abrasive blast cleaning to remove laitance and deteriorated concrete and to roughen the surface to equivalent No 80 grit sandpaper. 



3. All surfaces shall be clean and dry before applying the protective coating. 



4. Apply a quick set grout to the chimney, bench and invert and seal the bottom edge of the FRP insert. Apply two (2) coats of filler/sealer with a squeegee as necessary and as recommended by the manufacturer, to achieve a smooth void free surface. Apply additional coats of filler/sealer to achieve a total applied thickness of 40 mils. 


3.9.6 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection 



2. Liner thickness shall be the minimum value as specified herein. 



3. Vacuum Testing 



3.10 MANHOLE CHIMNEY SEALS 



3.10.1 MANUFACTURED FRAME SEAL 



1. The contact surfaces for the sleeve and/or extensions shall be reasonably clean and smooth, circular and free from excessive voids or defects. If the masonry surface is rough or irregular and will not provide an effective sealing surface, it shall be smoothed with a single component non-shrink quick set repair mortar designed for vertical and overhead use. Realign manhole frame and cover if offset is greater than Three (3) inches between the frame and top of the manhole structure. 



2. After any surface preparation is completed and the rubber sleeve has been placed in the proper position, the lower band is positioned in the band recess and expanded as required to provide a water tight seal. 



3. If an extension is used; the 3/32” thick extension flap shall be placed into or behind the expansion band recess to allow for the compression of both the extension flap and sleeve against the manhole surface by the expansion band. Continue by placing the upper band or bands in the recess, insuring the seal is properly placed on the manhole cone, chimney and frame and expand as required to provide an effective seal. 



4. Installation procedures shall be in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommended instructions. 



3.10.2 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection 



2. Following the expansion of the lower band a quality assurance test shall be performed to insure effective sealing by pulling the upper section of the seal or extension inward to create a recess behind the seal where water can be poured. Pour the water behind the seal and observe the lower sealing area for any visible leaks. The sealing shall be considered effective if no water leaks from behind the seal at the lower sealing area. Document in writing all test results 



3.10.3 POLYMER CHIMNEY SEAL 



1. All loose and protruding mortar and brick that would interfere with the polymer chimney seal’s performance shall be removed. Any lips for gravel pan supports shall be cut off flush with the manhole casting. All loose material or excessive voids shall be repaired using patching cement, as recommended by the manufacturer. The Contractor shall obtain from the polymer chimney seal manufacture, in writing, the material compatibility and the recommended time required for the patching cement to properly cure prior to installing the polymer chimney seal. 



2. Preparation of the chimney surface and casting shall include using high pressure water with a sandblaster attachment at a minimum of 3500psi and wire brushing of surface to ensure a clean surface as recommended by manufacture. Active leaks (infiltration) shall be sealed by a method as recommended by the polymer chimney seal manufacturer prior to installing the chimney seal. After water or sandblasting, pressure wash the entire area remove any loose sand that may have been deposited. The substrate surface must be free of sand, loose debris, latencies, dust, oil, grease or chemical contamination. A blower may be required to completely dry the substrate surface or as recommended by manufacturer. 



3. The polymer chimney seal shall require the proper mixing of several components is recommended by the manufacture. Ensure that all surfaces are clean and dry before applying the urethane primer. After proper curing of the urethane primer, the polymer chimney seal may be applied evenly by brush over the entire chimney area, including the frame joint area and the area above the manhole cone including all extensions to the chimney area. 



4. Installation procedures shall be in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommended instructions. 



3.10.4 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection -Final liner system shall be completely free of pinholes or voids 



2. Holiday Detection Test 



3. Adhesion Testing 



3.10.5 STRETCHABLE CURED-IN-PLACE LINER 



1. The installation shall include a stretchable coated non-woven textile liner of a length specific to each manhole and a silicate based thermo-set resin. The liner is vacuum impregnated (saturated) on-site with the thermo-set resin. The saturated liner is then lowered into the manhole and is temporarily held in position. The installation device is then lowered and properly positioned inside of the liner. The bladder on the installation device is then pressurized so that the liner is pressed against the existing structure. Once the resin-saturated liner is cured, the installation device is removed. The liner is then trimmed flush with the manhole cover seat. 



2. All surfaces to be lined must be stringently pressure washed with a minimum of 5,000psi @ 5 gal/min pressure washer. Other alternatives to clean the structure may be used along with pressure washing such as abrasive blasting. The existing casting shall be cleaned using a grinder or by sand blasting. Large voids and missing bricks shall be filled with hydraulic cement to provide an area that liner can press up against. Smaller voids and missing mortar may go un-patched, since these areas will be filled with excess resin. Steps that are located in the area to be lined shall be removed. 



3. The liner shall be vacuum impregnated (saturated) on-site under controlled conditions. The resin shall be pre-measured at the manufacturing plant prior to shipment. The volume of resin used shall be sufficient to fill all voids in the liner material at nominal thickness and diameter. No dry or unsaturated areas in the liner shall be acceptable upon visual inspection. 



4. Installation Device – The liner is placed with the saturated resin side facing the substrate to allow for resin migration. Once the liner is placed in the manhole and rested on the spacing rings, then the installation device is inserted inside the liner. The spacing rings located on top of the manhole allow the installation device to rest at the correct depth. Once the installation device inserted, the bladder is pressurized. 



The installation device stays in place and pressurized until the liner is cured. 



5. Curing – The liner is cured at ambient temperatures as it is pressed firmly against the structure. The curing time must take into consideration the resin system, ground conditions (temperature and moisture level), and weather conditions. Typically, one hour is needed to cure the liner. A curing log shall be document the cure time, pressure, resin usage, and other pertinent information. 



6. Trimming – Once cured, the installation device is removed and the liner is trimmed at the manhole cover seat. 



7. The finished cured-in-place manhole chimney liner shall be continuous from the manhole cover seat to the overlap onto the cone/corbel section. The liner shall provide a smooth surface that conforms to the existing structure. The liner shall be free of dry spots and de-laminations. The finished product must provide an air and watertight corrosion resistant liner protecting the manhole chimney. 



3.10.5.1 TESTING AND ACCEPTANCE 



1. Visual Inspection to insure bonding, resin saturation, complete cure and a smooth surface free from cracks or hollow spots. 



2. The liner shall be subjected to several freeze/thaw cycles either in the field or simulated in a freezer with no cracking or bond breakage. This test or equivalent test shall be as recommended by the manufacturer and the test results recorded in writing by the SPU representative. 



3. Adhesion Testing 



4. CIP Material Property Tests 



3.10.6 FORMED AND CURED IN PLACE PROTECTIVE SEAL 



1. The installation of the protective composite liner shall be comprised of a layer of 100% solids epoxy, 80-100 mils in thickness, placed and firmly troweled to force the epoxy into and even out any and all imperfections of the final prepped surface and ensure 100% bonding with no gaps or voids. Into this heavy layer a layer of Type E fiberglass fabric (minimum of 11 oz. stitch bonded, coated with a chemical binder and having a tensile strength of 500,000 psi) shall be applied and encapsulated into the epoxy by application of another impervious layer of 100% solids epoxy (approx. 40 mils). 



2. A minimum of 125 mils thickness shall be applied, greater thickness or strength, if specified, and can be accomplished by either increasing the thickness of the epoxy layers or by using additional layers of either the fiberglass cloth, the epoxy or both. 


3.10.6.1 TESTING & INSPECTION 



1. Visual Inspection to insure bonding, resin saturation, complete cure and a smooth surface free from cracks or hollow spots. 



2. The liner shall be subjected to several freeze/thaw cycles either in the field or simulated in a freezer with no cracking or bond breakage. This test or equivalent test shall be as recommended by the manufacturer and the test results recorded in writing by the SPU representative. 



3. Adhesion testing 



4. CIP Material Property Tests 



3.11 REPLACE FRAME AND COVER 



1 The manhole frame and cover shall be manufactured and installed to the dimensions shown on the contract documents. 



2. Measurement shall be by each manhole frame and cover removed and replaced. 



3. Payment shall be at the unit price each Bid in the Proposal. 



a. Payment includes removal of existing frame and cover, replacing frame and cover, and disposal of old frame and cover as required. 



3.12 MANHOLE ADJUSTMENT MATERIALS 



3.12.1 Adjustment material installation: 



1. The contractor shall furnish all materials, equipment, tools and labor required for the adjustment of rings and covers to grade. 



2. The ring and cover to be adjusted shall be located and clearly marked. 



3. The existing road or ground surface shall be cut all around the ring & cover, either by triangular, square or round cut (being careful to not create stress fracture points in the corners by over-cutting) to an adequate depth that will allow the desired adjustments to be accomplished. If the cut is not deep enough, the increase in depth may be accomplished with the use of various digging investments. 



4. All of the road or ground inside of the cut shall be removed to allow safe working conditions during the adjustment and restoration to the proper height or level. 



5. The ring shall be positioned, either by suspension or by placement on the correct amount of adjustment rings, If the positioning is accomplished by suspension, the required retainer shall be installed properly. 



6. Once the ring is properly positioned and secured, the open area shall be filled and properly compacted with the materials prescribed in the bid documents and finished off in a manner to meet the requirements of the specs. 



7. If the area has been filled (in whole or in part) with poured concrete and/or asphalt, it shall be adequately protected by control devices for a period of time that will allow the fill to properly cure before allowing traffic to resume. 



3.13 MANHOLE STEPS 



1. Manhole steps shall be driven into pre-cast or drilled holes. Steps shall be installed no more than 16 inches apart vertically on the interior of the manhole wall at a point 4” below the base flange of the manhole casting. 



2 Measurement shall be for each manhole step provided 



3 Payment shall be at the price per each Bid in the Proposal. 



a. Payment includes the removal and replacement of manhole steps per each Bid in the Proposal. 



3.14 QUALITY ASSURANCE AND TESTING 



3.14.1 GENERAL 



1. The Contractor shall test the installed RCS’s as specified by these contract documents. 10% of the installed RCS’s shall be tested using a testing procedure as further delineated below. If more than 5% of the tested RCS’s fail the test than an additional 10% of the manholes are selected for further testing. This process continues until the RCS’s tested meet the requirements of these contract documents, to the satisfaction of the SPU. 



3.14.2 CHAIN OF CUSTODY 



1. The Contractor shall perform all testing in the presence of SPU’s representative. SPU’s representative shall receive test samples from the Contractor and transmit samples to a third party testing laboratory.  SPU’s representative will maintain the chain of custody of all samples that are transmitted and tested to verify RCS compliance with these contract documents. 



3.14.3 TEST REQUIREMENTS 



1. Visual Inspection 



a. All manholes shall be visually inspected to identify any leakage into the manhole in areas where RCS’s were installed by the Contractor. 



2. CIP Material Property Tests 



a. The physical properties of the RCS installed shall be verified through field sampling and laboratory testing. All materials for testing shall be furnished by the Contractor to SPU for testing. All materials testing shall be performed at SPU’s expense, by an independent third party laboratory. All tests shall be in accordance with applicable ASTM test methods to confirm compliance with the requirements specified in these contract documents and submitted with the PWS. 



b. The Contractor shall provide samples for testing to SPU from the actual installed RCS. Samples shall be provided, at a minimum from one location per every ten (10) RCS’s installed. 



3. Cementitious Material Property Testing 



a. One 2 X 2 inch sample cube shall be taken for every 50 bags of material used. Samples shall be sprayed from nozzle, identified in the presence of the SPU’s representative and sent, by the SPU’s representative, to an independent test laboratory for compression strength testing as described in ASTM C-109. 



4. Vacuum Testing 



a. Manholes lined in their entirety shall be vacuum tested as specified in theses contract documents. All pipes entering the manhole shall be plugged, taking care to securely place the plug from being drawn into the manhole. The test head shall be placed and the seal inflated in accordance with the manufacturer's recommendations. A vacuum of ten (10) inches of mercury shall be drawn and the vacuum pump shut off. With the valves closed, the time shall be measured for the vacuum to drop to nine (9) inches.  Per ASTM C 1244-93 (re-approved 2000). 


If the manhole fails the initial test, repairs and adjustments necessary due to extenuating circumstances (i.e. pipe joint, liner, plug sealing) shall be made. Retesting shall proceed until a satisfactory test is obtained. 



5. Film thickness Measurements 



a. During application a wet film thickness gauge, meeting ASTM D4414 Standard Practice for Measurement of Wet Film Thickness of Organic Coatings by Notched Gages, shall be used. Measurements shall be taken, in the presents of the SPU’s representative, documented and attested to by Contractor for submission to SPU. 



6. Holiday Detection Test 



a. Holiday Detection shall be performed for all coating systems installed in corrosive environments. 



b. After the epoxy coating product have set in accordance with manufacturer instructions, all surfaces shall be inspected for holidays with high-voltage holiday detection equipment. Reference NACE RPO 188-99 for performing holiday detection. 



c. All detected holidays shall be marked and repaired by abrading the coating surface with grit disk paper or other hand tooling method. After abrading and cleaning, additional coating can be hand applied to the repair area. 



d. All touch-up/repair procedures shall follow the coating manufacturer's recommendations. 



e. Documentation on areas tested, results and repairs made shall be provided to SPU, in writing, by Contractor. 



7. Adhesion Testing 



Adhesion Testing shall be performed as follows: 



a. A minimum of 10% of the manholes coated shall be tested for adhesion/bond of the coating to the substrate. Testing shall be conducted in accordance with ASTM D4541 as modified herein. SPU’s representative shall select the manholes to be tested. 



b. A minimum of three (3) -20 mm dollies shall be affixed to the coated surface at the cone area, mid section and at the bottom of the structure or in areas suspect from non-destructive evaluation and testing The adhesive used to attach the dollies to the coating shall be rapid setting with tensile strengths in excess of the coating product and permitted to cure in accordance with manufacturer recommendations. The coating and dollies shall be adequately prepared to receive the adhesive. 



c. Failure of the dolly adhesive shall be deemed a non-test and require retesting. Prior to performing the pull test, the coating shall be scored to within 30 mils of the substrate by mechanical means without disturbing the dolly or bond within the test area. 



d. Two of the three adhesion pulls shall exceed 200 psi or concrete failure with more than 50% of the subsurface adhered to the coating. 



e. Should a structure fail to achieve two successful pulls as described above, additional testing shall be performed at the discretion of SPU.  Any areas detected to have inadequate bond strength shall be evaluated by SPU. 



d. Further bond tests may be performed in that area to determine the extent of potentially deficient bonded area and repairs shall be made by Contractor. 



8. Exfiltration Test 



a. Manholes lined in their entirety (including invert) may be subjected to an exfiltration test. Incoming and outgoing sewer and service lines shall be plugged, the plugs restrained and the manhole filled with water to the top of the manhole frame. A soaking period of up to 1 hour will be allowed if bypassing of the sewage is not required or has been provided for. At the end of this optional soaking period, the manhole shall be refilled with water and the test begun. If the water loss exceeds that shown in the following table, the manhole will have failed the test. Repairs and adjustments necessary due to extenuating circumstances (i.e. pipe joint, liner, plug sealing) shall be made. Retesting shall proceed until a satisfactory test is obtained. Maximum Allowable Loss is determined assuming a standard 4 foot diameter manhole. 


Depth of Manhole Maximum Allowable Loss 



Under 8 feet deep 1 inch in 5 minutes 



Over 8 feet deep 1/8" per foot of depth in 5 minutes 



9. All testing shall conform to these contract specifications and the submitted PWS. 



3.15 BID ITEMS: 



3.15.1 Mobilization – Lump Sum – Includes all PWS info, submittals, safety plan, as built drawings, test samples and mobilization/demobilization of labor, equipment and materials to the project site. Generally limited to 5% of the total amount bid for the project. 



3.15.2 RCS (One for each RCS Specified)– Lump Sum – per each manhole including all labor, materials and equipment required by the Contractor to furnish a leak proof manhole to SPU, complete. 



3.15.3 RCS Inspector Training (One for each RCS Specified) – price per day – includes the cost of all labor, equipment and materials required to train the SPU’s inspectors on the RCS technology, at the SPU’s project location. 



3.15.4 Replace Manhole Frame and Cover – Lump Sum – per each manhole including all labor, materials and equipment required by the Contractor to remove and dispose of the existing manhole frame and cover and furnish and install a new manhole frame and cover to the SPU, complete. 



3.15.5 Manhole Adjustment Materials – per vertical foot – includes all labor, equipment and materials required, by the Contractor, to adjust each manhole as required by the SPU, complete. 



3.15.6 Manhole Steps – per each – includes all labor, equipment and materials required, by the Contractor, to install each manhole step as required by SPU.
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INSTALLATION PRACTICE FOR REHABILITATION OF A SECTION OF A SEWER PIPE 



USING CURED-IN-PLACE PIPE BY MEANS OF AIR INVERSION



1.
INTENT



It is the intent of this specification to provide for the reconstruction of isolated locations within a sewer pipe segment without excavation.  In Accordance with ASTM Designation ASTM F 2599-06 “Standard Practice for Sectional Repair of Damaged Pipe by Means of an Inverted Cured-In-Place Liner.”  Range for this work will be 6” to 48” diameter applications.  


2.
GENERAL



The reconstruction will be accomplished using a non-woven fabric tube of particular length and a thermo-set resin with physical and chemical properties appropriate for the application.  The tube within a translucent inversion bladder is vacuum impregnated, as stated in ASTM F1216 section 7.2, with the resin placed inside a protective carrying device and winched into the existing sewer.  When the carrying device is properly positioned, the end is opened and the resin-saturated tube is inverted through the damaged section using air or water pressure by the action of the inversion bladder.  Once the tube/resin composite is cured, the inversion bladder and the carrying device will be removed.  



3.
MATERIAL



The tube will consist of one or more layers of flexible needled felt or an equivalent non-woven material.  The tube will be continuous in length exhibiting a uniform minimum wall thickness based upon design calculations found in ASTM F1216 appendix XI.  No overlapping sections shall be allowed in the circumference or the length of the liner.  The tube will be capable of conforming to offset joints, bells, and disfigured pipe sections.  The resin will be polyester or vinyl ester with proper catalysts as designed for the specific application.  The cured-in-place pipe shall provide a smooth bore interior. Each installation shall have a design report documenting the design criteria for a fully deteriorated pipe section, relative to the hydrostatic pressures, depth of soil cover, and type of soil.



The composite of the materials above will, upon installation inside the host pipe, exceed the minimum test standards specified by the American Society for Testing Methods.

4.
INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:


4.1
When required, the flow shall be by-passed.  The pumping system will be sufficiently sized for normal to peak flow conditions.  The upstream manhole is monitored at all times and an emergency deflate system will be incorporated so that the plugs may be removed at any time without requiring confined space entry.



4.2
Contractor will clean and inspect the line immediately prior to lining utilizing a pan/tilt camera capable of verifying active or inactive service connections and the overall structural condition of the pipeline.  Sewer line inspection requirements are contained in 2008 Standard Specifications for Municipal Construction Section 7-17.3(4)l — TELEVISION INSPECTION WITH AUDIO ASSESSMENT.  All roots, debris, and protruding service connections will be removed prior to reconstruction.  The current condition of the pipe will be compared to the original designed condition to verify that design parameters have not changed.  See Item 6, Deviations.



4.3
The tube is inspected for tears and frayed sections.  The tube, in good condition, will be vacuum impregnated with the thermo-set resin.  The resin will be introduced into the tube creating a slug of resin at the beginning of the tube.  A set of calibration rollers will assist the resin slug to move throughout the tube.  All air in the tube shall be removed by vacuum allowing the resin to thoroughly impregnate the tube.  All resin shall be contained to ensure no public property or persons are exposed to the liquid resin.  A resin-impregnated sample (wick), shall be retained by the Contractor to provide verification of the curing process taking place in the host pipe. 



4.4
The saturated tube along with the inversion bladder will be inserted into the carrying device. The entire carrying device is pulled into the pipe using a cable winch.  The pull is complete when the end of the launching device is aligned with the beginning of the section being reconstructed. The resin and tube are completely protected during the pull.  No resin shall be lost by contact with manhole walls or the pipe during the pull. The resin should not be contaminated or diluted by exposure to dirt, debris, or water during the pull. The resin that provides a structural seal shall not contact the pipe until positioned at the point of repair. 



4.5
The Contractor shall be capable of viewing the beginning of the liner contacting the host pipe verifying the exact placement of the liner.  Video documentation of the placement, prior to curing, shall be provided to the owner.  No measuring from a CCTV counter or estimating will be allowed. The liner must be installed at low pressure (not to exceed 10-PSI) to prevent damage or further damage to the host pipe.



4.6
The tube will be inverted out of the carrying device by controlled air or water pressure.  The Contractor shall be capable of viewing the entire liner contacting the host pipe from the beginning to the end of the liner verifying the liner has covered the entire damaged section.  Video documentation of the entire liner contacting the host pipe, prior to curing shall be provided to the owner.  The tube is held tightly in place against the wall of the host pipe by the pressure until the resin cure has been completed.


4.7
When the curing process is complete, the pressure will be released.  The inflation bladder and launching device shall be removed from the host pipe with the winch.  No barriers, coatings, or any material other than the cured tube/resin composite, specifically designed for desirable physical and chemical resistance properties, should ever be left in the host pipe.  Any materials used in the installation other than the cured tube/resin composite are to be removed from the pipe by Contractor.



4.8
Any service lateral connections covered by the sectional repair are to be opened using a hydraulic powered robotic cutting device specifically designed for cutting cured-in-place pipe made from these materials.



4.9
A second CCTV inspection is performed to verify the proper cure of the material, the proper opening of service laterals, and the integrity of the seamless pipe.  The owner will receive a VHS videotape documenting the inspection and a written report documenting the project.



5.
The by-pass pumping system is removed and the sewer flows restored to normal flow conditions.



6. 
DEVIATIONS



Should the pre-installation inspection reveal conditions in the sewer to be substantially different than those used in the design of wall thickness, tube construction, tube length, and resin system; the Contractor is required to request appropriate changes, supporting such requests with videotape recording of existing conditions and design data.  The deviation, if approved, will be reflected by an appropriate addition or deduction in the original proposal price for the scope of work.



7.
CLEAN-UP



The site will always be left clean and the property restored to conditions equal to site conditions prior to the pipeline reconstruction project undisturbed.



8.
FINAL ACCEPTANCE



Upon completion, the Contractor will deliver the videotape and report to the owners.  The owners should review the documentation and the site to determine that the scope of work is complete and the work is satisfactory.
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SANITARY SEWER CHEMICAL GROUTING



PART 1 - GENERAL



1.01 SCOPE



The work in this Section consists of providing for the rehabilitation of defective pipe joints, some circumferential pipe cracks and other small pipe defects by the application of chemical grouting materials.  In Accordance with ASTM Designation F-2304-03. "Standard Practice for Rehabilitation of Sewers Using Chemical Grouting."


1.02 SAFETY



Contractor shall be solely responsible for safety during the performance of all Work. Contractor shall take satisfactory precautions to protect the sewer segments and appurtenances from damage that might be inflicted upon them by the use of grouting equipment.  Any damage inflicted upon a sewer segment or other public or private property as a result of the Contractor's grouting operations, regardless of the grouting method used and regardless of any other circumstance which may contribute to the damage, shall be repaired by Contractor at his sole expense.  Contractor shall not enter into any sewer segment where hazardous conditions may exist until such time as the source of those conditions is identified and eliminated by the Contractor.  Contractor shall perform all work in accordance with the latest OSHA confined space entry regulations.  Contractor shall coordinate his work with local fire, police and emergency rescue units.



1.03 MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS



Materials: Chemical sealant shall have documented service of successful performance in similar usage, with a minimum of 12,000 joints grouted.



1.04 SUBMITTALS



In addition to the requirements for Schedule and Shop Drawing submittals contained in the General Conditions, and in addition to the equipment and material submittals required elsewhere in this Specification, Contractor shall submit pump calibration information, field sealing records, certification of pressure sensing/monitoring equipment, current documentation of Contractor's compliance with product manufacturer's Safe Operating Practices Procedures (SOPP) as approved by the U.S. EPA. Further, upon request, the Contractor must submit proof of chemical supplier's product liability insurance.


PART 2 PRODUCTS



2.01 MATERIALS



A. Delivery, Storage and Handling



Contractor shall deliver materials to job site in undamaged, unopened containers bearing manufacturer's original labels. Materials used as chemical grout shall be transported, stored, and placed in manner prescribed by manufacturer of those materials, as detailed in published data provided by manufacturer.



B. Materials



1. Chemical Grout



Grout used shall be acrylamide or equal. Contractor shall provide a chemical sealant solution containing principal chemical sealant constituent, initiator (trigger) and catalyst specifically recommended for the purpose of sealing leaks in sanitary sewer lines and manholes.  Chemical sealant constituent, initiator (trigger) and catalyst shall be compatible when mixed.  Solution shall have ability to tolerate dilution and react in moving water.  After final reaction, it shall be a stiff, impermeable, yet flexible gel.  The grout proportions shall be such that dilute aqueous solutions — when properly catalyzed — will form stiff gels.  Grout shall make true solution at concentrations as high as three pounds per gallon of water.  Solutions shall have ability to accept dilution by groundwater of at least 50% by volume, without significantly changing sealing ability of the gel when at rest or in motion.  Solutions shall gel in a predetermined time when exposed to normal groundwater pH ranges, and be capable of formula adjustments to compensate for changing conditions.  Final reaction shall produce a continuous, irreversible, impermeable stiff gel at chemical concentrations as low as 0.4 lbs per gallon of water that is able to break away from the joint sealing packer when the packer is deflated. Gel shall not be rigid or brittle.  Gel shall have negligible corrosion rate on mild steel plates.



2. Chemical Root Inhibitor



a. Dichlobenil (2-6-dichlorobenzonitrile): Norosac 50W or equal



b. Contractor shall add root inhibitor to the chemical grout mixture at a safe level of concentration having the ability to remain active within the grout for a minimum of 12 months. 



c. Contractor shall mix root inhibitor with the grout according to the instructions of the grout manufacturer and in the specified quantities as recommended by the grout manufacturer.



3. Insoluble (Particulate) Additives Inactive solids such as diatomaceous earth may be mixed with grout by Contractor as filler only upon written approval of Owner.



4. Water shall be potable.



2.02 EQUIPMENT



Contractor shall provide equipment consisting of closed-circuit television systems, necessary chemical sealant containers/tanks, pumps, regulators, valves, hoses, etc. and joint sealing packers for appropriate sizes of pipe designated to receive chemical grouting.  The packer shall be cylindrical and have a diameter less than the pipe size.  The packer shall be constructed in a manner to allow restricted amounts of sewage to flow and shall be pneumatically operated.  Hydraulically or mechanically expanded devices shall not be permitted.  To test the accuracy, integrity, and performance capabilities of sealing equipment units, Contractor shall perform a demonstration test in a test cylinder constructed so that a minimum of two known leak sizes can be simulated.  Contractor shall provide test cylinders and pressure gauges.  Contractor shall perform the demonstration test for each chemical sealing unit prior to beginning work.  This technique will establish test equipment performance capability in relationship to test criteria and insure that there is no leakage of the test medium from the system or other equipment defects that could affect joint testing results.  Tests may be required at any other time during joint testing work if the Owner suspects testing equipment is not functioning properly.  All testing costs shall be borne by the Contractor.



PART 3 EXECUTION



3.01 INSTALLATION



A. Cleaning



Prior to the application of chemical grouting materials, Contractor shall thoroughly clean the sewer designated to receive the chemical grouting. Cleaning shall constitute removal of all debris, solids, roots and other deposits in the sewer line; particularly at the sewer pipe joints.  It shall be the responsibility of the Owner to clear the designated sewer line of obstructions such as dropped joints, protruding lateral connections, and broken pipe/crushed pipe which reduces the cross-sectional area by more than 40%, and/or which will prevent the use of grouting equipment. If inspection reveals an obstruction, such as a badly dropped joint or badly misaligned joints, then the Owner shall make a point repair excavation to remove or repair the obstruction.  The Owner will be responsible for all work associated with the point repair including locating all interfering utilities, temporary flow bypassing, traffic control, excavation, shoring, dewatering, pipe repairs or replacement, backfilling, and surface restoration.  Acceptance of cleaning work in sewer line sections shall not be made until testing and sealing of joints and cracks in section of the respective sewer have been completed.



B. Inspection of Pipelines



After cleaning and prior to application of chemical grouting materials, Contractor shall inspect the sewer designated to receive the chemical grouting.  Sewer line inspection requirements are contained in 2008 Standard Specifications for Municipal Construction Section 7-17.3(4)l — TELEVISION INSPECTION WITH AUDIO ASSESSMENT


C. Sewage Flow Control



Contractor shall provide for maintenance of flow in the affected portions of the sewer system during grouting of the sewer line, if needed.  Flow control shall be accomplished by bypass pumping of flow from upstream of the sewer segment to be grouted to a point downstream of the sewer segment to be grouted.  Depth of flow shall not exceed that shown below for respective pipe sizes as measured in the upstream and downstream manholes when performing joint testing and sealing.



Maximum Depth of Flow for Joint Testing/Sealing



8 in. — 24 in. diameter pipe 25% of pipe diameter



Pipe larger than 24 in. diameter 30% of pipe diameter



D. Pressure Testing Joints in Sanitary Sewer



1. Preconstruction Testing



Contractor shall provide equipment such as pumps, gauges, regulators, and hoses, necessary to perform air tests of each joint in those sewer sections designated for grouting work.  Equipment configuration shall be such that there are no valves on or along the air line between the measuring point at the joint and the pressure transducer or sensing device located in the control unit on the surface. Systems which incorporate bladders, hoses, or the like for monitoring the pressures and which have questionable accuracy shall not be allowed.  The amount of pressure being exerted on the joint shall be readable above ground on a pressure gauge.  The accuracy and calibration of pressure sensing/monitoring system shall have been certified by an independent testing firm within a one-month period preceding the use of equipment.  Proof of certification shall be submitted to the Owner.  To confirm that joint testing is not a more severe test than the pipe itself can pass, Contractor shall perform an on-job barrel test between joints in each pipe line to be tested to determine that the pipe barrel can pass the test criteria. If the pipe barrel will not pass decay rate limits, adjustment of maximum pressure levels will be evaluated jointly between Contractor and Owner.  Owner shall render final written decision on each such situation.



2. Sewer Pipe Joint Testing



To determine if a joint needs grouting, Contractor shall test each joint by isolating the area to be tested within the testing device and applying positive pressure into the joint and void area created by the test device.  Contractor shall then introduce pressurized air into the isolated void created by testing device.  Pressure shall be applied until it is determined that the pressure cannot be built in the void or until the test pressure of 1/2 psi per ft of depth plus four psi to a maximum of 10 psi is reached as recorded by the void pressure monitor. When either of these conditions is reached, Contractor shall shut off the air supply.  If the required pressure cannot be developed, joint shall have failed the test. If the required test pressure in the void was increased to 1/2 psi per ft of depth plus four psi, rate of decay of this pressure shall not exceed 1 psi in 30 sec.  The joint being tested will also have failed if the pressure drops more than 1 psi in 30 seconds.  Failure of the joint indicates the need for sealing.  Sealing shall be accomplished by Contractor as specified elsewhere in these Specifications.



3. Test Records



During grout testing, records shall be kept which include identification of the sewer section tested, test pressure used, location (footage) of each grouted defect tested and location of grouted defects not tested due to close proximity to building service connections and sanitary sewer manholes, a statement indicating test results (passed or failed) for each grouted defect tested, test pressure achieved and maintained for each grouted defect passing air test, weekly equipment pressure test results, sewer section barrel test results, daily gel check results, and air temperature at time of testing joints.



E. Chemical Grout Application for Sealing Joints



Repairs shall take place at joints, generally small circumferential cracks, small holes, or similar points of infiltration as identified.  The repair shall be such that the original crosssectional area and shape of the interior of sewer pipe shall not be permanently reduced or changed.



1. Placement of Chemical Grout



Contractor shall position the sealing packer over the area of infiltration by means of a metering device at the surface and closed circuit television camera in the line.  Accurate measurement of the location of the defect to be sealed shall be made, using the portion of sealing packer as "Datum" or measurement point or target.  Such measurement to the target shall also be used to obtain necessary measurement for positioning the injection area of sealing packer over area to be sealed.  Contractor shall expand the sealing packer sleeves using controlled pressures.  Expanded sleeve shall seal against the inside periphery of pipe to form a void area at the point of infiltration, completely isolated from the remainder of the line.  Contractor shall pump sealant materials into this isolated area through hose systems at controlled pressures which are in excess of groundwater pressures.  Contractor shall pump as much grout as is field-required to seal any leaks and fill the voids.  Grout shall break away from the packer and stay in place when the packer is deflated and moved from the point of infiltration.  Upon completion of injection, Contractor shall retest the point of repair. If retesting shows the seal was not completely effective, Contractor shall repeat the sealing process until the defect successfully passes the pressure test. After sealing the entire sewer section, Contractor shall remove surplus grouting material from section at the immediate downstream manhole. If surplus grouting materials left in the sewer section by Contractor results in sewer surcharging and subsequent damage to public or private property, Contractor shall be responsible for damage to property and expenses incurred by Owner.



2. Gel Checks



Contractor shall make gel checks daily for each sealing vehicle to monitor both induction period and gel characteristics.  Contractor shall also make checks for every mixed batch or at least twice per day if only one batch is used.  Owner reserves the right to request adjustment of gel times or reject the entire batch if acceptable gel characteristics do not exist. Periodic gel checks shall also be made in the pipe (at request of Owner) by seating the sealing packer on the pipe barrel and filling the packer void with grout solutions. Pressure will then be monitored until a rise in pressure is observed, indicating that grout has gelled in the packer void. Contractor shall certify, for each of the sealing vehicles, results of required gel checks.



3. Field Records



Contractor shall keep field records for each sewer section prior to, during, and after completion of the chemical grouting operation.  Records shall include information such as accurate locations, gel times, grout volumes, grout pressures, air temperatures, and joints not sealed due to close proximity to building service connections and sanitary sewer manholes.



3.02 WARRANTY



The Contractor shall guarantee the sealing of the pipe joint by the grout for one full year from the date of acceptance of the Owner to the extent that he will repair and/or re-grout any defects including, but not limited to, root penetration, signs of infiltration, and cracks in the pipe or grouting material, which may appear in the structure because of faulty design, workmanship, or material furnished by him.  Prior to the expiration of the guaranty period, an initial retest area consisting of specific manhole sections shall be selected by the Engineer/Owner.  Manhole sections to be retested shall be randomly selected throughout the project area and shall be representative of the majority of the sealing work originally performed.  The initial test area shall consist of at least 5%, but not exceed 10%, of the linear feet contained in the original project.  Within the initial retest area, the Contractor shall retest all previously sealed joints as specified (see SEWER PIPE JOINT TESTING).  Any joints failing the retest shall be resealed.  If the failure rate of the retested joints is less than 5% of the joints retested, the work shall be considered satisfactory and no further retesting will be required.  Payment for retesting the initial area shall be at the unit price bid for each item of work required (e.g.: cleaning, TV inspection, testing, etc.).  No compensation shall be provided for resealing (grouting) joints that fail.



If in the initial retest area, the failure rate of the retested joints exceeds 5% of the joints retested, an additional retest area of equivalent size shall be selected and all previously sealed joints shall be retested.  This additional testing and sealing, if necessary, will continue until a failure rate of less than 5% is met.  Any additional testing/sealing required beyond the initial retest area shall be accomplished at no cost to the owner.  Should as much 25% of the original project be retested and fail to meet the 5% requirement, the Contractor will be required to provide the same number of crews as utilized in the original project so that the retesting will proceed at a more rapid rate.
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Specifications for Close Circuit Television (CCTV) Inspection 


Personnel:



Personnel performing CCTV shall have completed the Pipeline Assessment and Certification Program (PACP).  Contractor must provide a certification card/number for verification.  Condition assessment of pipe shall be based on PACP codes.  Personnel performing CCTV shall be familiar with the capabilities of equipment used in routine maintenance of sanitary and drainage mainlines. 


Personnel shall collect the data in a manner consistent with the standard operational procedures for CCTV.  Department Safety Policies shall be adhered to ensure the health and safety of the personnel.



The contractor is responsible for the following:



· Proper work area protection, following the guidelines outlined in the “Traffic Control Manual for In-Street Work” and provide traffic control plan if required by SDOT at certain locations.


· Street Use permit



· Root cutting



· By-pass pumping 



· Mainline cleaning, debris removal, vactoring, hauling, and disposal.



· Hydrant permit if needed



Reasons for TV Inspection:



· Troubleshooting/Special Request – Investigation of problem areas to select type of rehabilitation, maintenance needs, and others.


· Compliance with Mandated Programs – to collect data to support programs such as C-MOM and GASB-34.


· Acceptance – inspection of new or renewed sewers to insure construction met specifications



General Approach to CCTV Inspection:



Visibility during inspection 



· Where practical, the TV Inspection will provide an unobstructed view of the pipe. 



· Lens shall be centered in pipe to ensure that the crown, invert, joints and sidewalls of the pipe, along with side sewer connections, are fully visible. 



· Light source shall provide adequate illumination.  Picture shall be clear and in-focus, free of fouling by grease, oils or other wastewater contents. 



·  Picture shall provide visibility of 10 – 15 feet along the crown, sides and invert of the pipe.



· All connections to mainline shall be viewed.  Picture shall provide a three second still view of connections showing the wye and connection of the lateral pipe to the wye. 



· Connections shall be viewed to show a clear frontal view of the entire connection, especially the connection invert at the main.



· Camera shall be moved back or forward to isolate a problem area on the wye after the initial full frontal view. 



· Camera should not exceed a travel speed of 25 feet per minute when recording.



· Footage shall be zeroed at centerline structure (manhole, vault, etc.) where the video begins and footage shall increase as it travels forward, and decrease when backward camera movement is required. Footage shall be displayed on the video recording and be mentioned on the audio portion (see “audio commentary on recording”).


Audio 



The audio portion of the CCTV inspection shall be sufficiently free from interference and background noise to provide complete intelligibility of the oral report.  Eliminate other noises that may be distracting such as radios and conversations not related to business at hand.  Do not make subjective statements such as ‘the fault of”, ‘caused by’, ‘our responsibility’, etc.  The video recordings are legal documents and may be used in a court of law.  


The camera shall be a 360-degree radial view color television camera (also known as "pan and tilt") with a mechanical footage counter calibrated to indicate video footage consistent with distance traveled in the pipe.



Video Recording Format for CCTV Inspection:



Each M/H will be video recorded during the inspection for condition of rungs, infiltration/exfiltration, loose bricks, cracks and general structural condition.  The M/H structure at the beginning should be video inspected as the camera is lowered into the M/H or after the camera is set in the channel of the M/H pan/tilt the lens to view the M/H structure from bottom to top.  After M/H structure is viewed the camera shall proceed into the mainline, viewing connections and possible pipe defects.  Proceed to the predetermined footage to synchronize camera footage with mainline footage.  Display proper footage on recording and complete video inspection of the mainline.  When camera arrives at the ending M/H the camera shall stop at center of M/H and pan/tilt up to view M/H structure.  When the camera is stopped for a period longer than 30 seconds during the inspection due to breakdown of equipment or for any other than analyzing conditions, the video recording shall be paused.  Each video DVD shall contain ONE mainline run per each tape.  DVD videos with multiple runs will NOT be accepted.  For mainlines where defects, camera limitations or other physical obstructions or configurations prevent the passage of the camera from maintenance hole to maintenance hole, the operator shall attempt the inspection by reversing the set up.  Inspections from different directions may be put on one a single DVD.  All reasonable efforts should be made to fully inspect the entire mainline or according to the work package given.  CCTV inspections shall be submitted on DVD-R discs.  All inspections should be done in a PACP format, with uploadable capability to the SPU database. (Contact SPU for specific database requirements).  CCTV Inspections shall have the ability to be uploaded into the SPU Granite software data base.  When multiple lines are to be inspected, the contractor shall always use a SPU hard drive, pre-loaded with SPU asset data



Introductory Audio Format for CCTV Inspection:



The operator at the beginning of inspection shall record audio for the following:



· Location of the mainline segment as per Sewer and Drainage Facility Map:



· Pipe diameter and material type.


· Weather condition


· Reason for inspection



· Footage shall be zeroed at centerline structure (manhole, vault, etc.) where the video begins and footage shall increase as it travels forward, and decrease when backward camera movement is required.


· CCTV inspections which clearly do not illuminate the interior of the pipe walls will be rejected

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THE SEATTLE ETHICS & ELECTIONS COMMISSION

The SEEC is a seven-member, independent panel
of citizen volunteers. The Commission and its staff
are responsible for administering the City of Seattle
Ethics, Elections, and Whistleblower Protection
Codes.

ETHICS COMPLAINTS AND CONSEQUENCES

Anyone who feels a City officer or employee has
violated the Ethics Code may complain to the Ethics
and Elections Commission. Commission staff will
investigate whether there is a Code violation.

If it is found that an employee or official violated the
City’s Ethics Code, the Commission may fine that
person up to $5,000 per violation plus costs and
restitution. The Commission may also recommend
disciplinary action, including suspension or discharge.

A complaint may be dismissed if there is no violation
of the Code or if the violation is minor and inadvertent
or has already been remedied.

ADVICE

City employees and officers may seek advice on
whether a planned action or activity raises issues
under the City’s Ethics Code.

Seattle Municipal Code (SMC) 4.16

The Seattle Ethics Code was created to inspire
public trust in City government and ensure that
City officers and employees are “independent,
impartial, and responsible to the people.”
The law is administered by an independent
commission of citizen volunteers.

The Code sets ethical standards about work
activities, business relationships, and the use
of City resources that apply to all City employees,
elected officials, and members of most City
boards and commissions.

This brochure highlights areas of the Code that
pertain to contractors, vendors, and regulated

parties, and also to customers and clients. It is
one of our efforts to increase awareness of the
Code and to help you better understand what

employees can and cannot do.

HIGHLIGHTS

THANKING CITY EMPLOYEES

The best way to thank a City employee is to
write a letter of praise to the employee’s
supervisor. City employees may not accept
gifts, loans or other things of value in
appreciation for their work or services.

Example: Employees responsible

for purchasing cannot receive

gifts or premiums for the City

orders they place.
Employees may accept promotional items or
items such as flowers or candy to share with co-
workers or the public, as long as they are valued
at $25 or less. However, the Commission limits
the value of such items to $50 from a single
source in a calendar year.

SOLICITING ITEMS
City employees may not ask people with whom
they do City business to donate items, whether
for personal, charitable, or other purposes.
Example: Inspectors may not ask businesses
they inspect for donations of meeting spaces
or supplies.
No FREE MEALS
Employees may not accept free meals from
people with whom they do City business, or from
people who wish to do business with the City.
Example: An employee who is
meeting with a vendor or client
for lunch cannot have the lunch
paid for by the vendor or client.

REFRESHMENTS AT MEETINGS
Employees may accept basic refreshments—
such as coffee, tea, soft drinks, doughnuts, or
cookies—when attending meetings in your office.

USE oF CITY FACILITIES AND RESOURCES
City employees cannot use City
resources for non-City purposes.
City property, including City paid
time, vehicles, and equipment, may
only be used for a City purpose.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST
Employees may not take part in City business
where they, or an immediate family member,
have a financial or private interest. Employees
also may not take part in City business where
they would appear to have a conflict of interest.

Example: City employees must withdraw from
a vendor selection process if one of the
competitors is the employee’s spouse or
domestic partner, or if a competitor has been
the employee’s business partner or client
within the last twelve months.
ADVERTISING
Employees cannot use their positions for
anyone’s private gain or use City resources
for a non-City purpose. Therefore, they cannot
hand out or post advertising materials.

INVITATIONS TO SEMINARS & CONFERENCES
> City employees may attend
°m = o educational programs paid for by
City vendors or potential vendors
only under limited conditions. Neither the City
nor the employee can accept reimbursement for
expenses incurred that are not allowable under
the City's Travel Policies and Procedures. In all
cases, the event must serve a City purpose
Example: An employee may not attend a
conference at your expense unless you are
required by contract to provide training or
education to City employees, or the employee
is directed by his or her supervisor to attend.
Reimbursement for travel or lodging must be
made to the City, not to the individual.

AFTER LEAVING CITY EMPLOYMENT
Employees must wait one year after leaving
the City before they can (i) assist others in
proceedings involving their former agency, (ii)
assist or represent others on matters in which
they were officially involved, or (iii) compete for
contracts when they helped determine the scope
of work or the process for selecting a contractor.

Example: For one year, former employees
may not assist their new employers in seeking
permits from the City department they left.

INFORMATION and INSTRUCTIONS FOR BUSINESS LICENSE APPLICANTS

Business License Required - Based on chapter 5.55 (formerly 5.44) of the Seattle Municipal Code, it is unlawful to engage in business in Seattle
without first obtaining a city business license. The license is valid only for the legal owner listed on the license. If your place of business, business office,
work space, or work location will be located within the City of Seattle; i.e., between 145th in the North end and approximately Roxbury Street in the South
end, you will need a City of Seattle business license. If your place of business is not located within the city limits, but you or sales agents will be physically
coming into the City to conduct business or to call on clients, you will need a Seattle business license.

The cost for a Seattle business license is $90.00 for the calendar year (January - December) or if opening after June 30, the license fee is $45.00. Effective
January 1, 2005, if a business has $20,000 or less in worldwide annual gross income and/or value of products the license fee will be $45.00 for the calendar
year and $22.50 for the half year fee. The business license expires on December 31 of the year purchased. The license must be renewed annually. Non-
payment of a renewal does not close the business license account. Written notice of closing or sale of the business, including the effective date is required to
close the account. Final tax returns will be sent.

Requirement to File Tax Returns - All businesses are required to file business license tax returns (commonly referred to as the B & 0 tax) with the
City of Seattle. Per Seattle Municipal Code 5.55.040 D. Businesses with less than $50,000 annual taxable revenue for the calendar year (January through
December) may file annual reports if the revenue declaration on the application and/or renewal form is accepted by the Director. The annual return must list
the actual revenue figures, but the business may declare no tax due on the appropriate line of the form. Taxable revenue is gross revenue less allowable
deductions as defined in SMC 5.45.100. Businesses with $50,000 or greater annual taxable revenue are subject to tax on the entire amount. Quarterly, or
Annual returns as authorized, must be filed regardless of whether or not tax is owed. The Director may assign certain accounts to Monthly reporting. Returns
not received on or before the due date will be subject to late charges pursuant to SMC 5.55.110.

Zoning Limitations - A business license does not authorize the holder to conduct business in violation of any zoning ordinance. Call the Department of
Planning and Development at (206) 684-8850 if you have questions.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE LICENSE APPLICATION - This information follows the same order as the application.

If you have obtained a State of Washington Unified Business Identifier Number (UBI), a Federal Employer Identification Number (FEIN), a Contractor
Number, a City of Seattle Vendor Identification Number, or currently have an Internet address, please enter these in the spaces provided. None of these
items are required on the application if they are not available or not applicable. The S.I.C. code (Standard Industrial Classification code) and/or the
N.A.L.C.S. code (North American Industry Classification System) will be entered by office personnel at the time of processing.

TYPE OF BUSINESS - Check the box for the correct "nature" of the legal entity as registered with the State of Washington.
If your business is registered as a non-profit organization, please check the appropriate box on the application.

LEGAL NAME - Based on the entity please provide the full legal name as noted below:
Sole Proprietor - list last name, then the first name and middle initial;
Corporation - list the corporate name as filed with the State of Washington (not the shareholder's names);
Partnership - list the partners' last names only;
LLC - (Limited Liability Company), list the name as filed with the State (not the owner's names).

TRADE NAME - Commonly referred to as the dba (doing business as) for a business when the business name is different than the legal name.

STARTING DATE - The date the legal owner commenced business activity in the City of Seattle. Note: tax forms for all periods (from the starting or
opening date of the business as listed on the application) are required to be filed, even if no tax due, or no revenue generated.

PHYSICAL BUSINESS LOCATION AND MAILING ADDRESSES - Tax forms, licenses and license renewal notices will be sent to the mailing
addresses listed on the application if different than the physical location address. All Seattle locations must list a street address even though a PO. Box or
mail drop is used for mailing purposes. Please provide a current phone number for the business and if applicable, a cell phone number and/or fax number.

OTHER BUSINESS LOCATIONS IN SEATTLE - List the street address of all other locations in the City of Seattle; a $10.00 license fee is required
for each additional location. The renewal fee is $10.00 per calendar year. If you would like the branch location(s) to be sent a separate tax reporting form for
each quarterly tax period, check the appropriate box. All businesses that are granted "Annual” tax reporting status must report as one combined entity when
there is more than one location due to the $50,000 taxable revenue threshold.

NATURE OF BUSINESS - Be very specific, just indicating "service" or "retail" alone is not acceptable. List the type of service you provide and/or the
products sold. If you do not include enough specific information in this section, the application may be delayed until more details are provided. If you indicate
utility services, charging of admission or conducting any gambling activity, you will be required to complete additional registration paper work and tax liability
for utility tax, admission tax and/or gambling tax will be assigned to your business license account.

OWNERS, PARTNERS, OFFICERS - List full/true legal name, residential address, telephone and date of birth for all owners, partners, and officers.







Page 2 - Instructions for completing the City of Seattle business license application.

TAX REPORTING STATUS - Licensees are required to file Quarterly tax returns if taxable revenue for the entire entity is expected to exceed $50,000.
Only those businesses that estimate annual taxable revenue of less than $50,000 and are granted Annual tax reporting by the Department may file annually.
Total taxable revenue is determined by the licensee (legal entity), not for each location. If a business or licensee exceeds the $50,000 threshold for an
annual period, the Department will change the reporting status to quarterly for the following year. The Director may assign some businesses to a Monthly
reporting frequency. Tax forms are due on the last day of the month following each reporting period and must be filed even if no tax is due. All tax forms filed
after the due date are subject to late fees.

IF YOU PURCHASED THIS BUSINESS - Indicate former owner's forwarding address and phone number if known. Indicate the former owner's
customer number with the City of Seattle. Successors may be liable for back taxes on the business. If this is a new legal entity for you, provide your original
customer number.

SIGNATURE REQUIRED - Please sign the application. Also print the name and title of the signer. Provide the date the application was signed.

FEES DUE - Depending on the date of opening iin Seattle, the fee will be $90.00 or $45.00 for one location. Effective January 1, 2005, if a business has
$20,000 or less in worldwide annual gross income and/or value of products the license fee will be $45.00 for the calendar year and $22.50 for the half year.
Indicate how many branch locations are being licensed and multiply that number times $10.00. Enter the total amount due for additional locations (if any)
and then total due for the application. Make your check payable to the City of Seattle. Include any past license fees if open date is prior to the current year.

REGULATORY LICENSES OR ADDITIONAL ENDORSEMENTS - If you are just starting your business and are not certain what business
activities you will be conducting, you may apply for additional endorsements at a later date. It is the owner's responsibility to apply for and maintain all
required licenses. Failure to be properly licensed may result in substantial penalties. If you will be performing as an adult entertainer or managing an adult
entertainment premise you must appear in person at the Revenue and Consumer Affairs Office, Suite 4250, of the Seattle Municipal Tower Building at 700
5th Avenue, Seattle, for a photo identification and a criminal background check.

Note: If you need a for-hire drivers license, please contact King County Licensing at (206) 296-2710. Taxicab association offices and taxicab owners should
apply for licenses at the Consumer Affairs Unit: 805 S. Dearborn Street, Seattle, WA 98134. Phone: (206) 386-1298. A criminal background check is
required.

You should contact Revenue and Consumer Affairs regarding additional licensing requirements if you will be doing any of the following:

operating a Trade Show; operating a utility, telephone network, pager services, or cable television franchise;
owning/operating a taxicab or taxicab association; charging admission for any event;

installing and/or maintaining burglar alarm systems; operating any type of gambling activity;

operating an all ages dance; operating a public parking garage;

operating a horse-drawn carriage; operating a tattoo shop;

operating as a panoram device location; owning/operating tow trucks;

operating as a residential seller (door to door); selling any type of used goods;

functioning as a weighmaster and/or weigher; operating a mobile home park;

operating an adult entertainment premise; or operating a public bathhouse;

owning/operating amusement devices; monitoring alarm systems.

A RESOLUTION relating to persistent, bioaccumulative, toxic chemicals (PBTs), stating the City of Seattle’s intent to reduce its use of PBTs, and setting forth a work program.



WHEREAS, a group of pollutants known as Persistent Bioaccumulative Toxic chemicals (PBTs) are toxic, persist in the environment and build up in the food chain, and can pose risks to public health and the environment; and



WHEREAS, the Washington State Department of Ecology is developing a list of priority PBTs that includes chemicals that Ecology believes require greater attention because of their persistence, bioaccumulation and toxicity characteristics; and



WHEREAS, phasing out the use, production and release of PBTs is important to protecting environmental and public health because once these chemicals are produced, it is difficult and costly to manage, destroy or degrade them; and



WHEREAS, respected expert associations and agencies including the American Public Health Association, the United Nations Environment Program, the Chicago Medical Society and the International Joint Commission of the U.S. and Canadian governments, have agreed upon the benefits of reducing certain PBT pollution in the environment; and



WHEREAS, the Washington State Department of Ecology is pursuing a plan to reduce and eliminate PBTs in the state, including mercury, dioxin and PCBs; and



WHEREAS, the City has, in recent years, established a strong policy framework to guide the City's actions and investments toward environmental stewardship and sustainability, including:



· Ordinance 120121, which created the Office of Sustainability and Environment (OSE), which established OSE's role in integrating sustainability and environmental values into all City plans, policies, and programs, and directed OSE to present its work plan to the City Council; and



· The 2002 Earth Day Resolution that reaffirmed the City’s commitment to continuous improvement in environmental management by the City, as a means to reduce the potential human health and environmental risks associated with City operations; and



· Resolution 29949 that adopted new approaches and policies for purchasing processes directs the City to balance competing goals including social, economic, and environmental values; and



· The City's Proclamation on Puget Sound orca whales that identifies the reduction and elimination of the use of toxic substances- by governments, corporations and families- as a critical necessity for protection of the species; and



WHEREAS, potential adverse environmental and health effects from PBTs may be reduced through purchasing decisions that reduce or eliminate products that result in the creation or release of PBTs; and alternative, less toxic options exist for many products, NOW, THEREFORE,



BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SEATTLE, THE MAYOR CONCURRING, THAT:



Section 1.



The City of Seattle considers persistent pollution prevention a high priority for action to reduce risk to public and environmental health, and intends by this resolution to encourage the reduction of pollution from PBTs.



Section 2.



The City of Seattle will consider the presence of PBTs and the potential for their release in making purchasing decisions by:  



a)
Developing and applying criteria that differentiate products containing PBTs and those that result in the release of PBTs during production or disposal from those that do not; and



b) 
Developing an implementation plan with reduction targets by October 2002 for considering these criteria along with other environmental, social, and economic factors when purchasing products in city departments, offices and agencies in order to reduce pollution from PBTs. Items to be considered in the development of the implementation plan will be determined by identifying and analyzing City uses of products containing chemicals identified on the Department of Ecology PBT priority list or products that result in the generation of such PBTs during their manufacture, including but not limited to, paper,  penta-treated wood, mercury switches in fleet vehicles, and PVC building materials and office supplies.  Implementation plan actions will be prioritized based on reduction opportunity potential, technical feasibility, economic feasibility, and protection of human health and the environment.  As a general rule, the use of an alternative product should be considered economically feasible if its cost, including cost of application, is within 110% of the full costs of the product of concern.  In assessing economic feasibility, long-term public health and environmental implications should be considered, as well as the opportunity to stimulate the development of alternatives.  By encouraging the development of new products, the City’s purchasing policies may help encourage market transformation and drive costs down below the 110% threshold.

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Anti-Idling Provision



Why does the City of Seattle have an anti-idling provision? 



It’s basic common sense: there is already too much pollution in the air.  Seattle wants to reduce air pollution. The goal of the City of Seattle Anti-Idling contract provision is to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air, healthier work environments, the efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation of natural resources, and good stewardship practices.



What does the contract provision require?



The contract provision limits unnecessary engine idling to five minutes.  No operator shall unnecessarily idle the engine of a diesel fueled car or truck that is stopped for a foreseeable period of time in excess of five minutes.


 What is engine idling?



Vehicle idling is the running of a car or truck engine while the car or truck is stopped for a foreseeable period of time and not in a PTO (or similar) mode.


Is all engine idling prohibited? 



No. While the contract provision prohibits unnecessary idling for more than five minutes, it also recognizes that there are times when idling is simply unavoidable.  There are three specific reasons that we recognize for idling, although other situations may also be appropriate: when an engine is being repaired and operating the engine is necessary for the repair; when a vehicle is making deliveries and associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power to another device, to the extent necessary to de-ice windows for proper visibility. 



The most common reason a company may need to idle is to allow continued operation of additional devices, or auxiliary power units.  Refrigerator units on trucks with perishable goods or vehicles operating special equipment, such as a lift on the back of a truck to move goods in and out of the truck or wheelchair lifts in buses or vans that may require engine power to  operate are common examples of equipment that are operated with the engine  power. Other examples might include “bucket” trucks that allow a worker to 



reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming. 



Are there other times when it’s OK to idle not listed in the provision? 



There are other times when idling is permitted as long as the idling is absolutely necessary. 



 For example, running the engine to operate the windshield defroster to clear a 



windshield of ice on an extremely cold day is a good example of necessary idling. It’s a 



safety problem if you cannot see where you’re going and if the windshield is not warm 



enough to melt snow and freezing rain while driving. Running the engine while actively 



clearing snow and ice off the vehicle and to warm the windshield and interior of the 



vehicle is necessary idling. 



Common sense also tells us that heaters and air conditioning units almost always 



bring the vehicle’s interior into a comfortable range in a short time. We also know that 



heaters and air conditioning units work faster when the vehicle is being driven, not when 



it is left idling. So most vehicles, most of the time, will reach a comfortable temperature 



within the first five minutes of driving. Some heavy vehicles, such as buses or trucks, 



may need some additional time to bring interior temperatures into a comfortable range. 



What are a few examples of unnecessary idling? 



• Sitting in your car in a parking lot with the engine on during mild or cool weather 



is unnecessary. The interior of your car will stay warm for 5 to 10 minutes on all 



but the coldest days. 



• Leaving the vehicle running while unattended to let the heater warm it or the air 



conditioner cool it for extended periods of time is unnecessary idling (it is also in 



violation of traffic law). Five minutes should be the maximum amount of time 



unless weather conditions are extreme, and the engine should not be left 



running while the vehicle is unattended for any length of time. 



• Operating devices not related to transporting passengers or goods. Letting the 



engine run for an hour or more to play a movie or to charge a cell phone causes 



unnecessary pollution, is a nuisance for others nearby and puts excessive wear 



and tear on the engine. 



Am I causing more pollution by stopping and starting the engine? 



No. Once the engine has warmed up, an idling engine causes more pollution by 



running than by stopping and starting up again. Studies indicate that the trade-off for 



light- and medium-duty gasoline powered vehicles is about 10 seconds (i.e. the vehicle 



will produce more pollution idling longer than 10 seconds than it will by shutting down 



and restarting the engine). The time trade-off on medium- and heavy-duty diesel 



engines is about 30 seconds.

		Correct, here is no licensing requirement by the state for CCTV inspection or cleaning but there is a license required if any repairs are performed.  The letter will serve as an acceptable substitute.

		Bullet #1, Minimum Requirements revised to read:   A licensed contractor with the State of Washington Department of Labor and Industries if applicable and appropriately licensed with state and local government as a contractor to perform services identified in the Scope of Work at time of bid.
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SMOKE TESTING



Intent:  The intent of smoke testing sewers is to detect sources of inflow, area drains, abandoned building sewers, storm sewer cross connections, roof downspouts, and illegal connections.  Smoke testing is not intended to detect sources of infiltration such as leaking joints and faulty building sewers.



General:  Smoke testing for SPU work will utilize a double blower assembly and is performed by blowing a high volume of low pressure smoke into the sewer at one or more manholes.  Plugs or sandbags will be used to confine the smoke to the section or sections of sewer being tested.  Observation of the emergence of smoke enables the crew to deduce sources of inflow.



Every building served by the sewer will usually have two or more roof vents from which smoke will emerge. The roof vents (usually one for each trap) are not sources of inflow and are ignored.  The residents and fire departments must be told to ignore the smoke as well.



Since the sewer is connected to roof vents at every building, the smoke has very low pressure regardless of the pressure capability of the smoke blower.  Smoke will not escape through pipe defects (infiltration sources) which are below the groundwater table.  Smoke may escape through pipe defects which are above the groundwater table, but the smoke must find a path to the surface in order to be observed.  Smoke emerging from the ground or from cracks in the street surface indicates pipe defects above the groundwater table but does not indicate the type or exact location of the defects.



Equipment:  Blowers suitable for smoke testing sewers have a circular flange or plate for mounting on an open manhole and are gasoline engine driven ... A small gasoline engine can develop about 3 horsepower compared to 1 horsepower for the largest practical size electric motor.  Blowers recommended for smoke testing have a free-air delivery of at least 1700 CFM.  The static pressure capability of the blowers is less than an inch of water pressure (1.0 inch of water = 0.036 psi).



Smoke:  Smoke used for smoke testing sewers is cold and very visible (white).  The smoke is not hazardous and is free of oil and colored particles which could leave residue and stains.  Smoke "candles" recommended for smoke testing will be 5 minute duration candles.



Smoke is introduced into the sewer either by placing a smoke candle at the blower intake or by lowering the smoke candle into the manhole in a bucket and blowing air in from above.



The inspector should understand that the smoke candles are not dangerous and have a limited shelf life.  Once opened, a package of smoke candles should be used.  Smoke candles exposed to moisture should not be on the jobsite.



Advance Notices:  Prior to performing smoke testing of sewers, residents are to be notified of the purpose and approximate date of the work.  Residents are told that they will see smoke emerging from their roof vents and are asked to run water into all drains, especially basement drains, to insure that the traps are not dry.



SPU will coordinate work efforts with local fire and police departments should be advised daily of the areas being tested, on a street-to-street basis.  Personnel handling telephone inquiries should be acquainted 'with the purposes of the smoke-testing program.



Smoke Test Procedure:



1. Advance notice is given to residents, fire and police departments.



2. The manhole section or sections to be tested are isolated.  One method is to use sandbags filled with medium-weight material which can be swung into place by the use of a rope from the street surface.  The incoming pipe of the upstream manhole and then the outgoing pipe of the downstream manhole are blocked.  Care must be taken, when blocking the outgoing pipe of the downstream manhole, to prevent sewage flow from backing up and pushing the sandbag into the outgoing pipe.



3. The smoke blowers are set up at both manholes of the pipe segment to be tested.  Best results and control are achieved when only one manhole section is tested at a time.  The blower is usually located at the upstream manhole because the outgoing pipe of the downstream manhole should not be completely blocked.  The blowers may be set up at a center manhole and both upstream and downstream sections can be tested simultaneously


4. After the smoke blower is started a smoke candle is ignited, placed in a bucket and lowered into the manhole.  Blowers are then positioned on the open manholes. 


5. In less than a minute, smoke will be issuing from the roof vents of buildings and any directly connected points of inflow.



6. A smoke-testing crew will consists of three persons.  One individual operates and maintains the blower while the other two walk the test area to locate and document inflow sources indicated by emerging smoke.



7. The crew documents significant and identifiable points of inflow.  Documentation should be referenced to each manhole section tested (e.g.: A01-A02).  Sketches, field notes, portable tape recordings, and photographs will be required to record test results.  A set of boldly numbered cards on heavy stock can be used to relate photographs of inflow sources to the sketches and field notes.
