WORK EXPECTED TO START MARCH 14
We’ve divided the project into 5 separate construction 
zones, and directed the contractor to complete work 
on one before beginning another (with the exception 
of permanent striping work on the University Bridge, 
which can be done simultaneously with work on 
another zone). The contractor (Jansen Inc.) will move 
from north to south, beginning with Zone A, the 
stretch between NE 65th St and Ravenna Blvd.

The contractor is slated to begin work Monday, March 
14. At this time, construction is expected to be limited 
to Monday through Friday, 7 AM – 5 PM. One lane 
of traffic will remain open at all times. Two lanes 
of traffic will be open during the 7 AM – 9 AM and 3 
PM – 6 PM - morning and afternoon commute peaks. 
The work in this zone is expected to be completed by 
the middle of April, although weather conditions and 
unforeseen problems could impact the schedule. 

On-street parking will be removed for construction. 
Parking on the east side of the street will be restored 
as soon as possible, while the parking on the west 
side will be removed permanently, to accommodate 
the new protected bike lane.

There are three Metro bus stops in this segment, at 
65th, 62nd, and Ravenna Blvd. The contractor will 
install in-lane bus islands at NE 65th and at Ravenna 
Blvd, and the stop at NE 62nd will be permanently 
closed. Travelers should expect changes (temporary 
closures or relocations) during construction, though 
in keeping with Metro policies, no two bus stops in a 
row will be closed at one time. Metro will notify riders 
in advance of any closures or relocations. 
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Minor sidewalk segments are being replaced in 
this construction zone, although the construction 
of a number of curb ramps and curb bulbs at some 
corners will require temporary sidewalk closures 
and pedestrian detours. There are several locations 
where access to some doors will be limited for short 
periods of time. SDOT staff will visit each impacted 
property to discuss access issues.



WHAT TO EXPECT DURING CONSTRUCTION

	Normal work hours will be 7 AM to 5 PM, 
Monday through Friday

	On-street parking will be removed during 
construction, west side parking permanently 
removed to accommodate the new protected 
bike lane 

	Lane restrictions, although at least one lane 
will always remain open, two lanes during the 
morning (7 – 9 AM) and afternoon (3 – 6 PM) 
commutes 

	Temporary delays and longer travel time 
through the work zones

	Closed sections of sidewalks and pedestrian 
detours

	Construction noise, dust, and vibration
	Temporary bus stop relocations or closures
	Steel plates on the roadway
	Short term loss of access to driveways and 

side streets up to an hour during grinding and 
paving activities. (SDOT will notify affected 
properties in advance.)

	Pavement will be rough after grinding
