I. Welcome and Introduction (Martin)
· The meeting came to order at 6:35 p.m.
· New members John Coney, Bill LaBorde, Holly Krejci and Councilmember Rasmussen were introduced
II. Approval of Agenda (Martin)
· The agenda was approved 

III. Approval of draft minutes from October 20, 2009 (Martin)
· The minutes were approved as amended
IV. Co-Chairs Report (Lindmark/Martin)
· Neighborhood Street Fund Large Project Process update  

· Projects were due to SDOT, January 15

· PR issues will need to be dealt with, limit number of people talking to press and public

· Committee appointed – Ref, Jeremy, Tom, Holly, Ann

· Sub-committee tasks: establish criteria, recommend review process, PR issues

· Sub-committee to report back to group in April 

V. New Co-Chairs

· Discussion about electing new co-chairs

· Group felt strongly that Ref and Ann were doing a very good job

· Chuck motioned that Ref and Ann continue to serve as co-chairs for 2010, Holly 2nd, motion passed unanimously

VI. 2009 Year End Report(Krista Bunch, SDOT)
· 40 out of 41 accomplishments completed in 2009
· Transit Corridors was not completed, as we are waiting for KC to received federal approval on their environment process for these projects.

· Finances are in good shape, will know more when books are closed the end of January.

· Councilmember Rasmussen inquired about 4th Avenue paving wondered if the contractor was working weekends to help move the project along – yes, weekend work is being done.

· Councilmember Rasmussen asked for the locations of our 2009 stairway projects

· Can we put reports on-line?  Staff will work on getting reports on-line, need to develop a narrative for the financial report.

VII. 2010 Work Plan Review (Anne Fiske Zuniga, SDOT)
· 2010 work plan looks very similar to 2009, with a few changes   
· Questions came up about what we do with our old signals

· What is the criteria for signal replacement (warrants, safety, volume, collision data)

· Is there any data on how pedestrian countdown signals affect auto traffic?

· Sidewalks – lower number of block in 2010.  2009 saw an increase in funding as part of Mayor Nickel’s Jobs Forward stimulus efforts

· Question about our bids for sidewalk projects – are bids coming in lower?  Yes, but not as much as we had hoped.  

· Will there be more bike boulevards constructed?  

· May change the way we track Landscape Maintenance…current way doesn’t fully capture their efforts.

· Other key changes – Signal Maintenance increased, Crosswalk restriping decreased due to increased costs, School Zone Signage 
decreased as the program moves into a maintenance phase, ADA curb ramps are a new deliverable in 2010 as is Bicycle Parking spaces

· 2010 will see the final allotment of its transit partnership hours – 14,800
