V. Co-Chairs Report (Kristen Lohse/Ann Martin)
·  Ann Martin discussed the recent Transportation Committee appearance.

VI. Bike Master Plan Update (Kevin O’Neill, SDOT)
· Talked about the tools design that would be included in the plan
· Group wanted to ensure that projects fit within their neighborhoods
· Encouraged BMP folks to look at what had been done in Vancouver
· Where will funding come from?  Some big projects included in plan update – such as cycle tracks
· Education piece needs to be included
· Identify actions and strategies to education all roadway users – need to understand what they are supposed to do
· Look at multi-use corridors such at 23rd to make wise investments
· How do you connect challenging areas like Interbay.  Tons of development, but no real good way to bicycle through area.  Not the only corridor like this in the city.  
· BMP update is expected to be complete late 2013
· Where do we go from here?
· Need to focus on equity – entire city needs to be served
· Coordinate with PMP to ensure all needs are being met
· How did the public process go?  Did we receive good and useful input?  
· Biggest challenge is to manage expectations.  The plan is much larger than funding available.  Need to be realistic about what can be accomplished.


VII. 2013 1st Quarter Report (Krista Bunch, SDOT)
· Targets and funding are on track and where you would expect them to be at this point early in the year.  
· Will deliverables increase as the summer construction season gets underway

VIII. Neighborhood Street Fund Update (Art Brochet SDOT)
· Third and final funding cycle - $4.5 million in funding to allocate
· Committee will receive packets and evaluation materials in late May/early June.  
· List of 38 solid projects from all over the city.  Decisions will be even more challenging this time around
· May be an additional $1 million funding from 1st quarter supplemental, won’t know this for awhile
· Anticipate final decisions at the August meeting
