· Overall program is on track to be on budget
· Watching Sign evaluation and curb and pavement markings
· Work plan development will begin in early November
· SDOT is working hard to make sure that our work stays within budget.  Want to meet our goals, but not at all costs.

· 30,000 foot view, $18 million in cuts, $10 million from SDOT
· Key SDOT items:
· Rubble Yard - $6.7 million in 2011 to help stave off major cuts
· $20 Vehicle License Fee, went with CTAC 3 recommendations for 2012
· On-street parking – recommending some changes
· Ride Free Area – will be impacts when it goes away in 2012 (traffic, boarding issues) anticipate a SLI
· Graffiti removal – looking into a possible tonnage tax
· Mercer West – gap is now $26 million
· $10 million from Rubble Yard
· Bonding through commercial parking tax
· Partnerships – port, county, state, feds
