I. Welcome and Introduction (Ann Martin, Co-Chair)
· The meeting came to order at 6:05 p.m.

II. Approval of Agenda (Martin)
· The agenda was approved

III. Approval of draft minutes from April 17. 2012 (Martin)
· The minutes were approved as amended

IV. Public Comment
· Four members of the public signed in a spoke in support of greenways and requested more miles and additional funding to help complete the network.  Greenways connect neighborhoods, are cost effective and are an all ages transportation option.  We need to get them right.

V. Co-Chairs Report (Kristen Lohse/Martin)
· The committee was asked if anyone was interested in being a co-chair.  Ann Martin is happy to continue, but happy to step down if someone else is interested in stepping up .

VI. Second Quarter Report 2012 (Krista Bunch, SDOT)
· Deliverables are on track 
· Seeing an increase in summertime deliverables – striping, paving and sidewalks
· Financials – are currently on-track.
· A new draft financial report was shown to the group.  It would simplify the financial report and make it more user friendly.  The longer version would still be available, but a simplified version would convey the most important information in more user friendly way. 
· Group agreed that the new report would be good, but requested that the longer version still be available if requested.

VII. NSF Large Project Update and Looking Forward  (Therese Casper, SDOT)
· 11 current projects are on track
· Working on next (and last) cycle for NSF funding 2013-2015.
· The timeline was reviewed – application process will begin this fall and projects will be selected in the summer of 2013
· Applications will available on-line and hardcopy, Therese will be available to help applicants and answer questions.
· Staff will communicate with District Council’s this fall and review process, their role and help manage expectations.
· Need to focus on outreach to district councils and all communities – outreach plan is being developed
· Coordinate with DON on outreach

VIII. Bicycle Master Plan Update  (Kevin O’Neill and Sara Zora, SDOT)
· BMP was adopted in 2007, many new ideas have come up since and an update of the plan is needed
· Update process began in the spring of 2012
· Huge public outreach process was undertaken last spring – on-line survey, community meetings, community events, and outreach via community and advocacy groups
· Unfortunately, not a lot of comments received from far north and far south, many of the comments came from the “central” part of the city 
· No real surprises on comments received, on-line survey highlighted known challenge areas, high usage areas and areas where bike facilities are wanted
· Working towards a prioritization system similar to the Pedestrian Master Plan – criteria and date based.  Metrics will play a large role in the updated BMP
· Looking to set aside funding for pilot projects and new innovations
· Education needs to be a big part of the plan – you can have facilities, but if no one understands them or how to use them properly they are not serving the needs of the community
· Along with education is marketing, need to sell the plan to the entire community 
· Establish a policy framework – network, tools, funding options/partners
· Are we looking at what other cities have done – both good and not so good?
