* Even with the $365M Bridging the Gap Transportation Levy,
asset preservation goals are not being met.

* Bicycle, Pedestrian and Transit master plans lack funding for
implementation.

* Little relief expected from the City due to continued weakness
in General Fund and Real Estate Excise Taxes.
