· Late evening and early morning work activity

Weekend Traffic Restrictions  
· NE Pacific St to NE 45th St – Southbound lanes closed and detoured to Brooklyn Ave NE.  One northbound lane will remain open.  
· NE Campus Parkway – Closed between University Ave NE & 15th Ave NE with local access only.

· Turning restrictions will be in place on side streets.
