Agenda Topics/Discussion Summary/Actions:

1. 1st Avenue South 2009 Paving 
Jessica Murphy (SDOT Project Manager) briefed the members on the upcoming paving project and covered the following points:

· Project extends from S Stacy to S Horton St; will begin late Jan. 2009 and extend to late Aug.; all work must be completed by Sept. 30th so as not to interfere with S Spokane St. Project.

· S Horton to S Spokane St. will be paved as part of Spokane St. project.

· Project was not included in 2008 1st Ave. paving because Stacy to Horton St. work will involve full reconstruction of the road way plus extensive drainage improvements

· During construction, 1st Ave. will be reduced to 1 southbound lane and 2 northbound lanes; turn lanes will be maintained at S Lander St.

· The final cross-section will remain the same after paving is complete.

· There was considerable discussion about how to appropriately sign 1st Ave. so as to alert motorists, particularly truckers, to avoid 1st Ave. and use S Lander instead of Horton to travel eastbound. Art Brochet (SDOT Communications) asked FMAC members to work with him to develop a workable detour/signing plan. SDOT will consult with all the freight groups on how best to inform truckers of the roadway impacts to their travel routes and, of course, work with the property owners, their tenants and individual businesses on the specific impacts on their operations.

2. Alaskan Way Viaduct Replacement/Central Waterfront Scenarios
WSDOT, SDOT and King County Metro team provided a high-level briefing on the 8 Viaduct Replacement/Central Waterfront scenarios being considered beginning with their message that whatever “preferred alternative” was eventually decided upon would, in all likelihood, contain elements from several of the individual scenarios. Given the complexity of the subject, it would be impossible to adequately capture the key points of the discussion in these summary notes. Therefore, it is suggested that the reader visit the Viaduct web site at http://www.wsdot.wa.gov/projects/Viaduct/ for detailed information and a schedule of upcoming public meetings to describe and evaluate the performance of each of the scenarios, and present new scenarios and evaluation results. Also included will be cost estimates for all the options.
That said, several Committee members voiced concerns about possible impacts to I-5 of the “surface and transit” options which rely on increased transit use, successful Transit Demand Management measures and improvements to I-5 in order to perform adequately.

3. Sound Transit Proposition 1
Roger Pence (Sound Transit) briefed the Committee on the upcoming Sound Transit Proposition 1 ballot measure for mass transit expansion in the Puget Sound Region.
