Agenda Topics/Discussion/Decisions

1. The meeting notes of the meeting on December 16, 2008 were accepted.

2. SDOT 2009 Capital Projects Update:  Lorelei Williams, SDOT Manager for Project Management, introduced herself and took several questions before beginning her presentation. They included:

· When will SDOT complete its coordination of traffic signals on Alaskan Way? Lorelei will follow up with Traffic Signal Operations.
· What is the status of the proposed Rapid Ride improvements, specifically bus bulbs,  on 15th Avenue NE (major truck street). Request for briefing from SDOT transit team. The transit team will be invited to the March meeting.
Lorelei then began her overview of the 2009 capital projects using a Power Point presentation. She also provided hard copies of a project list with schedules. (It was noted that the map slides were difficult to read due to the small type size.) There were several projects that generated discussion, along with requests for follow-up briefings. They included:
· Alaskan Way Viaduct Bore-Tunnel Alternative (now selected by the as the option that will be implemented)
· - How will the north portal be integrated with the street grid, particularly with Mercer St?

· Intelligent Transportation Systems

- Where will variable message signs be place and what will the 
say?; coordinate with WSDOT program; provide travel time 
information; suggest alternative routes; use the “Know Before You 
Go” approach; avoid “scare tactics”
· NE 45th St. Viaduct Replacement of West Segment & E Duwamish Waterway Project

- FMAC members requested briefings when project teams are ready

Can hazardous materials’ restriction be suspended from Viaduct Alaskan Way during construction of SODO projects?
· 
Need briefing on streetcar extensions to discuss possible alignments on Major Truck Streets

3. Travis Phelps, WSDOT Communications Manager , provided an overview of State projects taking place in the Puget Sound Region over the coming two years, along with written materials that included freeway closure dates and time of day interruptions. One issue of critical importance that was how to accommodate oversized movements along detour routes. Travis said that this was still being worked on. Follow-up briefings were would occur as necessary.  Meeting attendees gave some input in ideas on how to get the message out.
