
Beginning Summer 2005, sdot will break ground on several 
nearby intersection and circulation improvements. These 
improvements will permanently enhance safety and mobility 
for motorists, pedestrians and bicyclists while easing temporary 
traffic impacts during construction on the Fremont Bridge.

To help manage traffic during and after construction, sdot will:
Install six new traffic signals. 
Upgrade nine existing signals. 
Install traffic calming devices at three intersections. 
Reconfigure N 36th Street at Evanston Avenue N. 
Install a variable message sign to inform drivers when the 
bridge is closed to traffic. 
Install traffic cameras to monitor traffic near the bridge.

fremont circulation improvementspreparing for construction:

Install a new 
signal at 39th 
& Stone Way.

Provide left-turn 
pocket from 
northbound Stone 
Way to Bridge Way.

Eliminate “free” right-turn 
from southbound Stone 
Way to westbound 
Bridge Way to improve 
pedestrian safety.

Make 39th one-way 
eastbound from Bridge 
Way to Stone Way.

Add center 
turn lane with 
landscaped median 
to Bridge Way.

Install two new signals 
with transit queue jump 
at northbound off-ramp.

Create cul-de-sac at Whitman to improve 
safety and prevent cut-through traffic.

Install bulbs to improve 
pedestrian safety.

Make 38th upper 
roadway one-
way westbound 
from Whitman to 
Aurora.

Reconfigure intersection 
of Fremont Way &  
N 38th and install 
a signal to improve 
pedestrian crossings.

Consolidate bus stops 
and revise alley access.

Install bulbs to 
improve pedestrian 
safety.
