I understand that you are interested in issues about the design and placement of kiosks in your neighborhood.  Attached is a proposed Director’s Rule that presents SeaTran procedure for review and approval of sign kiosks (i.e., kiosks that include areas for postings) put forward for placement in street right-of-way.  Before we finalize it, we would like to get input from citizens.

This Director’s Rule intends to:

· Clarify the requirements for design and placement of sign kiosks in the right-of-way, including sidewalk areas. 

· Present the process for SeaTran’s review and permitting of these proposals.

Comments on the Director’s Rule must be received by our office by May 8, 2001.
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The proposed Director’s Rule is based on proposed amendments to the Land Use Code.  These, too, will soon be out for public review and comment.  Interested persons can obtain the proposed amendments to the Land Use Code from the Department of Design, Construction, and Land Use (DCLU) after April 30.  If these amendments are adopted, they will formally allow postings on sign kiosks and will regulate the number and size of signs that can be posted on them.   

A public hearing on the proposed amendments to the Land Use Code is scheduled for a joint meeting of the Seattle City Council’s Neighborhoods, Sustainability and Community Development Committee and Culture, Art and Parks Committee on Tuesday, May 15, 2001 at 6:00 p.m. in City Council Chamber, 11th floor of the Municipal Building, 600 4th Avenue.
