The Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) and its contractor, Biwell Construction,
are making a series of exterior building improvements to the landmark station. This work
will be substantially completed in June 2009.

¥ Installed new parapet cap similar to the original

/ Completed asbestos abatement in select areas of the station
o Installed new catwalk system in the station’s attic for future maintenance
o Completed debris removal and clean-up of station 2nd & 3rd floors, attic and tower

UPCOMING WORK Please note that some of this work is weather dependent.

Repair and regrout parts of station tower

Clean brick and terra cotta between 10th and 12th floor of the clock tower

Install new exterior station lighting to station tower

Remove antenna and related support structure outside clock tower glass pyramid roof
