You can
get 1 token good for 1 hour of parking in any of the lots
on the map to the left.

This program is brought to you by the U-District
Parking Associates (UDPA) and U-District merchants.
UDPA lots accept a maximum of 2 tokens per cus-
tomer. Each token is good for 1 hour of parking.
Tokens have no cash value.

Merchants can also purchase discounted bus
tickets for their employees and participate in Home
Free Guarantee, freeing up even more parking for
customers.
