City of Seattle Ordinance No. 120532 requires an annual report on compliance with its requirements. Seattle Public Utilities has been
implementing the Ordinance in accordance with the City of Seattle Supplement to the Ten Year Conservation Program Plan adopted
in April 2003 by the City Council through Resolution 30584.
