HER LIFE STORY

ccording to the old saying, “some people are

born to greatness, and some have greatness

thrust upon them.” Greatness was certainly
thrust upon Rosa Parks. but the modest former
seamstress found herself equal to the challenge. Known
today as “the Mother of the Civil Rights Movement,”
Parks almost single-handedly set in motion a veritable
revolution in the southern United States, a revolution
that would eventually secure equal treatment under the
law for all Black Americans. “For those who lived
through the unsettling 1950s and
1960s, and joined the civil rights
struggle, the soft-spoken Rosa
Parks was more. much more than
the woman who refused to give up
her bus seat to a White man in
Montgomery, Alabama,” wrote
Richette L. Haywood in Jet
Magazine. “Hers was an act that
forever changed White America’s
view of Black people, and forever
changed America itself.”

Mrs. Parks was born Rosa
Louise McCauley on February 4,
1913 in Tuskegee. Alabama.
When she was still a young child,
her parents separated and she
moved with her mother, Leona
McCauley to  Montgomery,
Alabama. Life at its best was
cruel and dehumanizing in
Montgomery. She faced daily
rounds of laws governing her
behavior in public places. Rosa
survived in spite of these
adversities, encouraged by the
foresight of her caring mother
who taught her not to judge
people by what they had. but by
the respect they had for
themselves and others.

As Lerone Bennett, Jr., wrote in Ebony Magazine,
Rosa was consumed not by the prospect of making
history, but rather “by the tedium of survival in the Jim
Crow South.” The tedium became unbearable, and
Rosa Parks acted to change it.

In 1931, she met Raymond Parks, an early advocate
of the Civil Rights of Black Americans. They were

married in 1932, Together, Raymond and Rosa worked
in the NAACP programs where he was an active
member and where she served as secretary and later as
youth leader of the local branch. At the time of her
arrest, she was preparing for a major youth conference.

From a modern perspective, Parks’ actions on
December I, 1955, hardly seem extraordinary: tired of
being mistreated. she refused to move from her seat in
order to accommodate a white passenger on a city bus in
Montgomery. At the time,
however, her defiant gesture
actually broke a law, one of many
bits of Jim Crow legislation that
assured second-class citizenship
for blacks. Overnight Rosa Parks
became a symbol for hundreds of
thousands of frustrated black
Americans  who  suffered
outrageous indignities in a racist
society.

After her arrest, black people
ol Montgomery and sympathizers
of other races, organized and
promoted a boycott of the city bus
lines that lasted 381 days. Dr.
Martin Luther King, Jr. was
appointed the spokesperson for
the bus boycott.

Contingent with the protest
in Montgomery, others took shape
throughout the United States in
sit-ins  and similar causes.
Thousands of courageous people
joined the “protest” to demand
equal rights for all people.

Following her refusal to
surrender her seat to a white man,
Rosa and Raymond Parks came
under persistent threats of violence
which prompted their move to Detroit, Michigan. Here
she faced irregular employment until 1965, when she
assisted Representative John Conyers in his first
campaign for Congress. Alter his election, she was
hired as a congressional stall member. She remained a
dedicated, eflicient and compassionate member ol his
staff for the next two decades.

Within months of each other. Mrs. Parks lost her
only brother and her beloved husband to cancer. Two
years later, her mother succumbed to the dreaded
discase.

Ten years after the death of her husband, Mrs. Parks
formalized her vision for youth development through
the founding of the Rosa and Raymond Parks Institute
for Self Development in 1987, with her friend, Elaine
Eason Steele. Since its inception, more than 7,000
students have had a direct benefit of her love, experience
and wisdom.

Mrs, Parks sought no public applause or acclaim,
yet her life transcended all cultures, is celebrated by the
masses and opens a new chapter of courage, dignity, and
quality of life for the citizens of the world.

Two of the highest honors that can be bestowed
upon an U.S. citizen were awarded to Mrs. Parks. They
arc the Presidential Medal of Freedom, 1996 and the
U.S. Congressional Gold Medal of Honor, 1999.

Other Awards include: SCLC Annual Rosa Parks
Freedom Award; NAACP Spingarn Medal, 1979;
Martin Luther King, Jr. Award, 1980; Ebony Service
Award, 1980: Martin Luther King, Jr. Non-violent Peace
Prize, 1980; The Eleanor Roosevelt Women of Courage
Award, Wonder Women Foundation, 1984; Medal of
Honor awarded during the 100th birthday celebration of
the Statue ol Liberty, 1986: Martin Luther King, Jr.
Leadership Award, 1987; Adam Clayton Powell, Jr.
Legislative Achievement Award, 1990: and honored
with Day of Recognition by Wayne County
Commission.

A published author, Mrs.
Parks wrote several books
including “Rosa Parks: My
Story” with Jim Haskins:
“Quiet Strength” with Gregory
J. Reed: “Dear Mrs. Parks: A
Dialogue with Today's Youth”
with Gregory J. Reed and her
latest book “I am Rosa Parks™
with Jim Haskins.

In quiet dignity, surrounded by close family and
friends, a noble chapter in her life came to a close on
Monday, October 24, 2003, at 7:20 p.m., in her home in
Detroit, Michigan. We commend her to the serenity of
peace and the blessing of eternal life.
