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Does the City have an available list of the buildings for the work to be completed in this RFP including: 
No, the City doesn’t maintain a comprehensive list of Seattle buildings.  The City does maintain a list of buildings 20,000 SF or greater subject to the benchmarking requirement; this list will be made available to the consultant.  Note that the consultant will be required to sign a Non-Disclosure Agreement to access the benchmarking data.

         a. Building square footage for each building 
The City doesn’t have comprehensive data on square footage for Seattle buildings.  Building square footage data is available in the benchmarking data for buildings 20,000 SF or greater. 

         b. Age of buildings for each building 
The City doesn’t have comprehensive data on the age of Seattle buildings.  Building age data is available in the benchmarking data for buildings 20,000 SF or greater. 

         c. As- Built drawings for each facility 
No

Will the City of Seattle be providing building square footage data from the Department of Planning and Development’s permit records? 
No, DPD doesn’t maintain comprehensive data on building size.

Does the City already have a forecast of the population and economic growth over the study period? 
The City has 2035 planning targets for housing units and for jobs identified as part of the 2035 Comprehensive Plan process, with population forecasts estimated based on housing units. The Puget Sound Regional Council is currently developing jurisdictional forecasts out to 2050.

Will the City be able to provide natural gas usage data as well as electricity consumption data for buildings?
The City can provide data from the 2012 GHG Inventory that includes the electric, gas, steam and estimated fuel oil consumption for the following building categories:  residential, commercial and industrial.

Other than the documents identified in the RFP, are there other studies that the City will be able to provide on the residential and commercial building stock and projections?
Seattle City Light Conservation Potential Assessment


Does the scope for this project expect the consultant to disaggregate the CAP targets beyond building type and forecast period, for example end use reduction targets?  
No


Task 5 does not mention GHG targets; does the City want the contractor to develop GHG intensity targets as well as EUIs as part of Task 5?
No, GHG intensity targets are not required as part of Task 5.  Similarly, GHG intensity baselines are not required as part of Task 4.  

Task 2 distinguishes between EUIs and GHG intensities.  In Task 4 only EUIs are mentioned.  Do the “detailed baselines” only include total EUI estimates or does the consultant need to develop GHG intensities for this set of sub groups?  This would require fuel splits at this level of detailed building types.
No, GHG intensity targets are not required as part of either Task 4 or Task 5.
