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1. Purpose and Background.
The City of Seattle intends to select a qualified consultant or consultant team to prepare a historic resources survey and inventory of the University of Washington, Seattle campus. 

This project is being undertaken in partial fulfillment of the requirements set forth in Memorandum of Agreement Among the City of Seattle, University of Washington, the Washington State Recreation and Conservation Office, the National Park Service and the Washington State Historic Preservation Officer Regarding Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act for the Conversion of a Portion of the Washington Park Arboretum Protected by Section 6(f) of the Land and Water Conservation Fund Act with Replacement at the Bryant Site..

The City of Seattle and the UW expect to achieve the following outcomes through this consultant solicitation:

The hiring of a qualified consultant or consultant team to conduct research and field investigations to gather information for all UW buildings, structures, objects, landscape features, and open spaces constructed prior to 1975 (listed in Attachments I, II, and III) at the “intensive” level of inventory and survey effort as defined by DAHP’s Standards for Cultural Resource Reporting (2015).  
Work products associated with each agency to be developed by the consultant using the collected data and information are listed below.  Note: Most work products will be provided to all three agencies. 

For DAHP
· Identifying, recording, and entering relevant data into DAHP’s WISAARD database.
· Providing hard copies of the forms for each building/structure and landscape feature/open space generated after entering the appropriate data into DAHP’s WISAARD database.
· Development of a historic context document of the UW—Seattle campus (to include preliminary draft, draft, and final versions) and entering this document into the DAHP’s WISAARD database
For the City of Seattle
· Identifying, recording, and entering relevant data into the City of Seattle’s Historic Resources Survey database.

The consultant shall conduct research and field investigations to gather information for all UW buildings, structures, objects, landscape features, and open spaces constructed prior to 1975 (listed in Attachments I, II, and III) at the “intensive” level of inventory and survey effort as defined by DAHP’s Standards for Cultural Resource Reporting (2015). 
 
The consultant shall work with the Oversight Committee (City of Seattle and UW staff) once the contract is signed in order to establish project milestones, a schedule of meetings, and a schedule of deliverable products. 

The consultant is encouraged, but not required, to identify opportunities to involve UW students from closely related fields of study to assist with the historic property survey and inventory. 

Work products to be developed by the consultant using the collected data include: 

5.1  Identifying, Recording, and Entering Relevant Data into DAHP’s WISAARD Database
The consultant shall identify, record, and enter into DAHP’s WISAARD database all UW buildings, structures, objects, open spaces, and landscape features constructed prior to 1975 (listed in Attachments I, II, and III) at the “intensive” level of inventory effort as defined by the DAHP’s Standards for Cultural Resource Reporting (2015).  
The consultant shall submit for review to City of Seattle, UW, and DAHP staff hard copies of the forms that can be printed out for each building, structure, object, open space, and landscape feature that is generated after entering the appropriate data into DAHP’s WISAARD database.  
The consultant shall be responsible for incorporating content changes and edits that may be required by UW, DAHP, and the City of Seattle before final acceptance.
The consultant shall also enter the final context document (scope of work item 5.4) into DAHP’s WISAARD database for each inventory entry.

5.2 Identifying, Recording, and Entering Relevant Data into City of Seattle’s Historic Resources Survey Database
The consultant shall identify, record, and enter into the City of Seattle’s Historic Resources Survey database all UW buildings, structures, objects, open spaces, and landscape features constructed prior to 1975 (listed in Attachments I, II, and III).  
The consultant shall submit for review to City of Seattle, UW, and DAHP staff hard copies of the forms that can be printed out for each building/structure, object, open space, and landscape feature that is generated after entering the appropriate data into City of Seattle’s Historic Resources Survey database.  
The consultant shall be responsible for incorporating content changes and edits that may be required by UW, DAHP, and the City of Seattle before final acceptance.

5.3 Identifying, Recording, and Entering Relevant Data into an Excel Spreadsheet for an Access Database for UW database
The consultant shall provide to the UW the draft and the finalized information gathered, recorded, and entered into DAHP’s WISAARD database and the City of Seattle’s Historic Resources Inventory as Excel spreadsheets for an Access database.
The draft and final information are to be provided to the UW staff on thumb drives and possibly as hard copies as well.

5.4 Development of a Historic Context Document of the UW—Seattle campus (for DAHP)  
Based on consultation with City of Seattle, UW, and DAHP staff, the consultant shall develop a historic context document of the UW—Seattle campus.  This historic context document shall adhere to the recommendations and guidelines for historic contexts as found in DAHP’s Washington State Standards for Cultural Resource Reporting (2015). 
A preliminary draft, draft, and final of the historic context shall be provided to the UW, DAHP, and City of Seattle staff for review comments and editing recommendations.  The consultant shall be responsible for incorporating content changes and document edits that may be required by UW, DAHP, and the City of Seattle before acceptance of the final document.
The documents shall be provided as a hard copy as well as an electronic Word and PDF documents on thumb drives to UW, DAHP, and City of Seattle staff.

5.5 Development of a Comprehensive Cultural Resources Report for the UW—Seattle Campus
Based on consultation with UW and City of Seattle, the consultant shall develop a comprehensive cultural resources report for the UW buildings, structures, opens spaces, objects, and landscape features listed in Attachments I, II, and III.  This report shall be written for a layperson to understand.  It shall incorporate the information gathered in Scope of Work items 5.3 and 5.4 of this RFP, be organized in the following manner, and include the listed information.
1. An executive summary
1. A section on the overall history of the UW—Seattle campus, buildings, grounds, and its plans from its beginning to the present and which includes its historic context.
1. A map of the UWS campus in which each building, structure, object, landscape feature, and/or open space (referred to as “BSOLO” for the rest of this section) is labeled with a number corresponding to its corresponding section in the text document. (The UW can provide a GIS base map.)
1. Individual sections on BSOLO that includes information gathered for the intensive inventory and survey.  
Each of these individual sections shall include the following:
0. Current photos 
0. Photos of the building/structure that reflect the primary facades and the context and relationship to the site, landscape, objects, and other buildings and/or gateway views in the vicinity.  
0. Photos of the open space/landscape feature, its gateway views, and its relationship to other sites, objects, and buildings in its vicinity.
0. Photos of the object and its relationship to other sites and buildings in its vicinity. 
0. Other photos may be of the BSOLO and include distinguishing features.
0. One or two historic photos/images of each BSOLO (if available)
0. Current name of BSOLO
0. Common name (if different from current name)
0. Previous names (if any)
0. The builder, architect, landscape architect, engineer, and/or artist
0. Architectural style(s)
0. Location on campus 
0. Year built, years of major construction including additions, demolitions (if available)
0. Description to include the following:
9. Interior and exterior and site surroundings of the BSOLO, including traditional views of the site (if any)
9. Age of BSOLO and adjacent BSOLO
9. Information regarding the architect/artist of the original BSOLO
9. Identification of adjacent buildings/structures, sculptures, and open spaces
9. Information regarding the distinctive visible characteristics of the architectural style, or period, or of a method of construction (if any)
9. Information regarding the role of the BSOLO, site, and surroundings has played on campus and the community, (if any).
9. Information regarding the character, interest, or value as part of the development, heritage or cultural characteristics of the campus, City, State, or nation, (if any).
9. Information regarding the association with an historic event with a significant effect upon the campus, community, City, State, or nation, (if any).
9. Information regarding the association with the life of a person important in the history of the campus, community, City, State, or nation, (if any).
9. Information regarding the association with a significant aspect of the cultural, political, or economic heritage of the campus, community, City, State or nation, (if any).
9. Information regarding the prominence of the spatial location, contrasts of siting, age, or scale that makes it an easily identifiable visual feature of the campus and contributes to the distinctive quality or identity of the campus.
0. Status (e.g., listed or not on state register, listed or not on national register, appears to meet or not meet criteria for national register)
0. Classification (building, structure, object, landscape feature, open space)
0. Character-defining features
0. Chronology of alterations
0. Bibliographic references/sources 
Before the preliminary draft document is developed, the consultant shall provide to UW, City of Seattle, and DAHP staff at least one mock-up of what an individual section will look like for review comments and editing recommendations.  
A preliminary draft, draft, and final copy of the report shall be provided to UW, City of Seattle, and DAHP staff to provide review comments and editing recommendations.  The consultant shall be responsible for incorporating content changes and edits that may be required before final acceptance of the report.
The consultant shall provide the electronic documents on thumb drives in Word and PDF format as well as in a hard copy format to UW, City of Seattle, and DAHP staff.




5.6 Development of Digital Image Files and a Digital Image Log 
The consultant shall provide the gathered digital images for this project (which may be greater than the number included in the developed documents or the databases) of the buildings, structures, landscape features, open spaces, etc. as electronic files along with a digital image log.  
Digital images include (but are not limited to): historic photographs, present-day photographs, architectural drawings, site plans, etc. 
The digital images must be provided as jpgs with as high a resolution as possible (a minimum resolution of 300 dpi).  For images that only exist at lower resolutions, provide the highest resolution available.
The digital images shall include date taken, sources, and photo credits (if known).
The digital images shall be organized into electronic file folders by the UW name/facility number of the building, structure, object, landscape feature, and/or open space as listed in Attachments I, II, and III.
The “image log” shall be developed to correspond to the number/name of the digital image and include:
· the name and facility number of the building, structure, object, open space, landscape feature, etc.
· a brief description of the image (such as “primary façade looking west”)
· the source, credits, and date (if known).
The consultant shall provide this information on a thumb drive to UW, City of Seattle, and DAHP staff.


6. [bookmark: _Toc292443395]Contract Modifications.

The City consultant contract is attached (See Attachments Section).   

The City has attached its boilerplate contract terms so Proposers can be familiar with the boilerplate and the non-negotiable terms before submitting a proposal.  Any questions about the City’s boilerplate should be made in advance of submittal.  
If a Consultant seeks to modify the Contract, the Consultant must request that within their Proposal response as taking an “Exception”.  The Consultant must provide a revised version that shows their proposed alternative contract language. The City is not obligated to accept such proposed changes.  If you request Exceptions that materially change the character of the contract, the City may reject the Consultant’s Proposal as non-responsive.  The City cannot modify provisions mandated by Federal, State or City law:  Equal Benefits, Audit (Review of Vendor Records), WMBE, Confidentiality, and Debarment, or mutual indemnification. Such Exceptions would be summarily disregarded.
Although the City may open discussions with the highest ranked apparent successful Proposer to align the proposal or contract to best meet City needs, this does not ensure negotiation of modifications proposed by the consultant through the exception process above.

7.4 Receiving Addenda and/or Question and Answers. 
It is the obligation and responsibility of the Consultant to learn of addenda, responses, or notices issued by the City.  Some third-party services independently post City of Seattle solicitations on their websites. The City does not guarantee that such services have accurately provided all the information published by the City.

All submittals sent to the City may be considered compliant with or without specific confirmation from the Consultant that any and all addenda was received and incorporated into your response.  However, the Project Manager reserves the right to reject any submittal that does not fully incorporate Addenda that is critical to the project.  

7.5 Proposal Submittal.
a. Proposals must be received by the City no later than the date and time on page 1 except as revised by Addenda.  

b. All pages are to be numbered sequentially, and closely follow the requested formats.

c. The City DOES NOT HAVE page limits specified in the submittal instructions section.  
d. The submitter has full responsibility to ensure the response arrives at the City within the deadline. A response delivered after the deadline may be rejected unless waived as immaterial by the City given specific fact-based circumstances.  




7.6	Hard Copy Submittal.
Submit two originals (2) unbound, eight (8) bound copies, and ten (10)  electronic copies of the response on thumb drives.  The City will not accept Fax and CD copies as an alternative to the paper or electronic e-mail copy submittal.  If a CD or fax version is delivered to the City, the paper or electronic e-mail copy will be the only official version accepted by the City. Delivery is to the location specified on Page 2, Table 2. 

a. Hard-copy responses should be in a sealed box or envelope marked and addressed with the City contact person name, the solicitation title and number.  If submittals are not marked, the Proposer has risks of the response being misplaced and not properly delivered. 

b. The Submittal may be hand-delivered or otherwise be received by the Program Administrator at the address provided, by the submittal deadline.  Delivery errors will result without careful attention to the proper address.

c. Please do not use plastic or vinyl binders or folders.  The City prefers simple, stapled paper copies. The Consultant must meet all applicable licensing requirements immediately after contract award or the City may reject the Consultant. Companies must license, report and pay revenue taxes for the Washington State business License (UBI#) and Seattle Business License, if required by law.  Carefully consider those costs before submitting an offer, as the City will not separately pay or reimburse such costs.  

7.8   Seattle Business Licensing and associated taxes.
a. If you have a “physical nexus” in the city, you must obtain a Seattle Business license and pay all taxes due before the Contract can be signed. 
b. A “physical nexus” means you have physical presence, such as: a building/facility in Seattle, you make sales trips into Seattle, your own company drives into Seattle for product deliveries, and/or you conduct service work in Seattle (repair, installation, service, maintenance work, on-site consulting, etc). 
c. We provide a Consultant Questionnaire Form in our submittal package items later in this RFP, and it will ask you to specify if you have “physical nexus”.
d. All costs for any licenses, permits and Seattle Business License taxes owed shall be borne by the Consultant and not charged separately to the City.  
e. The apparent successful Consultant(s) must immediately obtain the license and ensure all City taxes are current, unless exempted by City Code due to reasons such as no physical nexus. Failure to do so will cause rejection of the submittal.  
f. Self-Filing You can pay your license and taxes on-line using a credit card  https://web7.seattle.gov/FAS/Self/Account/Logon/Home.aspx
g. For Questions and Assistance, call the Revenue and Consumer Protection (RCP) office which issues business licenses and enforces licensing requirements.  The general e-mail is tax@seattle.gov.  The main phone is 206-684-8484.

i. The City of Seattle website allows you to apply and pay on-line with a Credit Card if you choose.
j. If a business has extraordinary balances due on their account that would cause undue hardship to the business, the business can contact the RCA office (see contacts above in #7) to request additional assistance. A cover-sheet providing further explanation, with the application and instructions for a Seattle Business License is provided below .  
k. Those holding a City of Seattle Business license may be required to report and pay revenue taxes to the City.  Such costs should be carefully considered by the Consultant prior to submitting your offer.  When allowed by City ordinance, the City will have the right to retain amounts due at the conclusion of a contract by withholding from final invoice payments.



 

7.9  State Business Licensing. Before the contract is signed, you must have a State of Washington business license (a “Unified Business Identifier” known as a UBI#).  If the State of Washington has exempted your business from State licensing (some foreign companies are exempt and sometimes, the State waives licensing because the company has no physical presence in the State), then submit proof of that exemption to the City.  All costs for any licenses, permits and associated tax payments due to the State because of licensing shall be borne by the Consultant and not charged separately to the City. 7.10   Federal Excise Tax.  The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts the City). 

7.11   Proposer Responsibility to Provide Full Response. 
It is the Proposer’s responsibility to respond that does not require interpretation or clarification by the City.  The Proposer is to provide all requested materials, forms and information. The Proposer is to ensure the materials submitted properly and accurately reflects the Proposer’s offering.  During scoring and evaluation (prior to interviews if any), the City will rely upon the submitted materials and shall not accept materials from the Proposer after the RFP/RFQ deadline; this does not limit the City right to consider additional information (such as references that are not provided by the Proposer but are known to the City, or past City experience with the consultant), or to seek clarifications as needed. 

7.12   No Guaranteed Utilization. 
The City does not guarantee utilization of any contract(s) awarded through  this RFP/RFQ process.  The solicitation may provide estimates of utilization; such information is for Consultant convenience and not a usage guarantee.  The City reserves the right to multiple or partial awards, and/or to order work based on City needs. The City may turn to other appropriate contract sources or supplemental contracts, to obtain these same or similar services. The City may re-solicit for new additions to the Consultant pool.  Use of such supplemental contracts does not limit the right of the City to terminate existing contracts for convenience or cause.
7.13   Expansion Clause.
The contract limits expansion of scope and new work not expressly provided for within the RFP.  

Expansion for New Work (work not specified within the original Scope of Work Section of this Agreement, and/or not specified in the original RFP as intended work for the Agreement) must comply with the following:
 
(a) New Work is not reasonable to solicit separately; (b) is for reasonable purpose; (c) was not reasonably known by the City or Consultant at time of solicitation or was mentioned as a possibility in the solicitation (i.e. future phases of work, or a change in law); (d) is not significant enough to be regarded as an independent body of work; (e) would not attract a different field of competition; and (f) does not vary the identity or purpose of the Agreement.  The City may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or other situations required in City opinion. Certain changes are not subject to these limitations, such as additional phases of Work anticipated during solicitation, time extensions, and Work Orders issued on an On-Call contract.  Expansion must be mutually agreed and issued by the City through written Addenda.  New Work performed before an authorizing Amendment may not be eligible for payment.


7.14   Right to Award to next ranked Consultant.
If a contract is executed resulting from this solicitation and is terminated within 90-days, the City may return to the solicitation process to award to the next highest ranked responsive Consultant by mutual agreement with such Consultant.   New awards thereafter are also extended this right.  


7.15   Negotiations.
The City, in partnership with UW, may open discussions with the apparent successful Proposer, to negotiate costs and modifications to align the proposal or contract to meet City needs within the scope sought by the solicitation. 
7.16   Effective Dates of Offer.
Solicitation responses are valid until the City completes award.  Should any Proposer object to this condition, the Proposer must object prior to the Q&A deadline on page 1.
7.17   Cost of Preparing Proposals.
The City is not liable for costs incurred by the Proposer to prepare, submit and present proposals, interviews and/or demonstrations.

This RFP/RFQ and Proposer’s response, including promises, warranties, commitments, and representations made in the successful proposal once accepted by the City, are binding and incorporated by reference in the City’s contract with the Proposer.

7.24   Independent Contractor.

The Consultant works as an independent contractor.  The City will provide appropriate contract management, but that does not constitute a supervisory relationship to the consultant. Consultant workers are prohibited from supervising City employees or from direct supervision by a City employee.  Prohibited supervision tasks include conducting a City of Seattle Employee Performance Evaluation, preparing and/or approving a City of Seattle timesheet, administering employee discipline, and similar supervisory actions.
Contract workers shall not be given City office space unless expressly provided for below, and in no case shall such space be provided for over 36 months without specific authorization from the City Project Manager.  
The City will not provide space in City offices for performance of this work.  Consultants will perform most work from their own office space or the field.
7.25   Equal Benefits.
Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 20.45 (SMC 20.45) requires consideration of whether Proposers provide health and benefits that are the same or equivalent to the domestic partners of employees as to spouses of employees, and of their dependents and family members. Under Washington State Law (reference RCW Chapter 42.56, the Public Records Act) all materials received or created by the City of Seattle are public records.  These records include but are not limited to bid or proposal submittals, agreement documents, contract work product, or other bid material.  Some records or portions of records are legally exempt from disclosure and can be redacted or withheld. The Public Records Act (RCW 42.56 and RCW 19.10)8 describes those exemptions. Proposers must familiarize themselves with the Washington State Public Records Act (PRA) and the City of Seattle’s process for managing records.

The City will try to redact anything that seems obvious in the City opinion for redaction.   For example, the City will black out (redact) Social Security Numbers, federal tax identifiers, and financial account numbers before records are made viewable by the public.  However, this does not replace your own obligations to identify any materials you wish to have redacted or protected, and that you think are so under the Public Records Act (PRA).

Protecting your Materials from Disclosure (Protected, Confidential, or Proprietary) 
You must determine and declare any materials you want exempted (redacted), and that you also believe are eligible for redaction.  This includes but is not limited to your bid submissions, contract materials and work products   Proposers must familiarize themselves with the Washington State Public Records Act (PRA) and the City of Seattle’s process for managing records.


How to Identify Materials You Consider Exempt from Disclosure

Proposal Submittals

City’s Response to a Public Records Act Requests

The City will prepare two versions of your materials:

Full Redaction: A public copy that redacts (blacks out) standard exemptions as required by the PRA and the materials or text that you identified as exempt. 

Limited Redaction) A copy that redacts (blacks out) only the standard exemptions required by the PRA, but does not redact (black out) the exemptions you identified. 

The fully redacted version is made public upon contract execution and will be supplied without any notification to you.

The Limited Redaction will be released only after you have received “third party notice” that allows you the legal right under RCW 42.56.540 to bring a legal action to enjoin the release of any records you believe are not subject to disclosure.

If the original requestor wants to see the Limited Redacted or original versions, the City will provide you with “third party notice”.  You will then have ten business days to obtain a temporary restraining order while you pursue a court injunction.  A judge will determine the status of your exemptions and the Public Records Act. 

Requesting Disclosure of Public Records 
The City asks proposers and their companies to refrain from requesting public disclosure of proposal records until an intention to award is announced.  This shelters the solicitation process, particularly during evaluation and selection or if a cancellation occurs with re-solicitation.  With this preference stated, the City will continue to respond to all requests for disclosure of public records as required by State Law.

No Gifts and Gratuities.  
Consultants shall not directly or indirectly offer anything (such as retainers, loans, entertainment, favors, gifts, tickets, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or meals) to any City employee, volunteer or official, if it is intended or may appear to a reasonable person to be intended to obtain or give special consideration to the Consultant.  An example is giving a City employee sporting event tickets to a City employee on the evaluation team of a solicitation to which you submitted. The definition of what a “benefit” would be is broad and could include not only awarding a contract but also the administration of the contract or evaluating contract performance.  The rule works both ways, as it also prohibits City employees from soliciting items from Consultants.  Promotional items worth less than $25 may be distributed by the Consultant to City employees if the Consultant uses the items as routine and standard promotions for the business.
 
Involvement of Current and Former City Employees.
The Consultant Questionnaire within your submittal documents prompts you to disclose any current or former City employees, official or volunteer that is working or assisting on solicitation of City business or on completion of an awarded contract.  Update that information during the contract.  

Contract Workers with over 1,000 Hours.
The Ethics Code applies to Consultant workers that perform over 1,000 cumulative hours on any City contract during any 12-month period.  Any such employee must abide by the City Ethics Code. The Consultant is to be aware and familiar with the Ethics Code accordingly.
 
No Conflict of Interest.  
Consultant (including officer, director, trustee, partner or employee) must not have a business interest or a close family or domestic relationship with any City official, officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration or evaluating Consultant performance. The City shall make sole determination as to compliance.  

7.29   Background Checks and Immigrant Status.

9.4 References:  The City and the UW may contact one or more references.  The City and UW may use references named or not named by the Proposer.
9.5 Selection:  The City, in partnership with UW, shall select the highest ranked Proposer(s) for award including the interview (If applicable) and written proposal.
9.6 Contract Negotiations.  The City, in partnership with UW, may negotiate elements of the proposal as required to best meet the needs of the City, with the apparent successful Proposer.  The City, in partnership with UW, may negotiate any aspect of the proposal or the solicitation. The City does not intend to negotiate the base contract, which has been attached (See Attachments).
9.7 Repeat of Evaluation: If no Consultant is selected at the conclusion of all the steps, the City, in partnership with UW, may return to any step in the process to repeat the evaluation with those proposals active at that step.  The City, in partnership with UW, shall then sequentially step through all remaining steps as if conducting a new evaluation process. The City, in partnership with UW, reserves the right to terminate the process if no proposals meet its requirements.

INFORMATION and INSTRUCTIONS FOR BUSINESS LICENSE APPLICANTS

Business License Required - Based on chapter 5.55 (formerly 5.44) of the Seattle Municipal Code, it is unlawful to engage in business in Seattle
without first obtaining a city business license. The license is valid only for the legal owner listed on the license. If your place of business, business office,
work space, or work location will be located within the City of Seattle; i.e., between 145th in the North end and approximately Roxbury Street in the South
end, you will need a City of Seattle business license. If your place of business is not located within the city limits, but you or sales agents will be physically
coming into the City to conduct business or to call on clients, you will need a Seattle business license.

The cost for a Seattle business license is $90.00 for the calendar year (January - December) or if opening after June 30, the license fee is $45.00. Effective
January 1, 2005, if a business has $20,000 or less in worldwide annual gross income and/or value of products the license fee will be $45.00 for the calendar
year and $22.50 for the half year fee. The business license expires on December 31 of the year purchased. The license must be renewed annually. Non-
payment of a renewal does not close the business license account. Written notice of closing or sale of the business, including the effective date is required to
close the account. Final tax returns will be sent.

Requirement to File Tax Returns - All businesses are required to file business license tax returns (commonly referred to as the B & 0 tax) with the
City of Seattle. Per Seattle Municipal Code 5.55.040 D. Businesses with less than $50,000 annual taxable revenue for the calendar year (January through
December) may file annual reports if the revenue declaration on the application and/or renewal form is accepted by the Director. The annual return must list
the actual revenue figures, but the business may declare no tax due on the appropriate line of the form. Taxable revenue is gross revenue less allowable
deductions as defined in SMC 5.45.100. Businesses with $50,000 or greater annual taxable revenue are subject to tax on the entire amount. Quarterly, or
Annual returns as authorized, must be filed regardless of whether or not tax is owed. The Director may assign certain accounts to Monthly reporting. Returns
not received on or before the due date will be subject to late charges pursuant to SMC 5.55.110.

Indicate how many branch locations are being licensed and multiply that number times $10.00. Enter the total amount due for additional locations (if any)
and then total due for the application. Make your check payable to the City of Seattle. Include any past license fees if open date is prior to the current year.

REGULATORY LICENSES OR ADDITIONAL ENDORSEMENTS - If you are just starting your business and are not certain what business
activities you will be conducting, you may apply for additional endorsements at a later date. It is the owner's responsibility to apply for and maintain all
required licenses. Failure to be properly licensed may result in substantial penalties. If you will be performing as an adult entertainer or managing an adult
entertainment premise you must appear in person at the Revenue and Consumer Affairs Office, Suite 4250, of the Seattle Municipal Tower Building at 700
5th Avenue, Seattle, for a photo identification and a criminal background check.

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THE SEATTLE ETHICS & ELECTIONS COMMISSION

The SEEC is a seven-member, independent panel
of citizen volunteers. The Commission and its staff
are responsible for administering the City of Seattle
Ethics, Elections, and Whistleblower Protection
Codes. Three Commissioners are appointed by the
Mayor, three by the City Council, and the seventh
by the other six. They are confirmed by the City
Council and serve overlapping three-year terms.

The Commission is supported by a staff of six
employees who provide training, investigate
complaints, and issue advisory opinions.

ETHICS COMPLAINTS AND CONSEQUENCES

Anyone who feels a City officer or employee has
violated the Ethics Code may complain to the Ethics
and Elections Commission. Commission staff will
investigate whether there is a Code violation.

If it is found that an employee or official violated the
City’s Ethics Code, the Commission may fine that
person up to $5,000 per violation plus costs and
restitution. The Commission may also recommend
disciplinary action, including suspension or discharge.

A complaint may be dismissed if there is no violation
of the Code or if the violation is minor and inadvertent
or has already been remedied.

ADVICE

City employees and officers may seek advice on
whether a planned action or activity raises issues
under the City’s Ethics Code.

The Seattle Ethics Code was created to inspire
public trust in City government and ensure that
City officers and employees are “independent,
impartial, and responsible to the people.”
The law is administered by an independent
commission of citizen volunteers.

The Code sets ethical standards about work
activities, business relationships, and the use
of City resources that apply to all City employees,
elected officials, and members of most City
boards and commissions.

This brochure highlights areas of the Code that
pertain to contractors, vendors, and regulated

parties, and also to customers and clients. It is
one of our efforts to increase awareness of the
Code and to help you better understand what

employees can and cannot do.

HIGHLIGHTS

THANKING CITY EMPLOYEES

The best way to thank a City employee is to
write a letter of praise to the employee’s
supervisor. City employees may not accept
gifts, loans or other things of value in
appreciation for their work or services.

Example: Employees responsible

for purchasing cannot receive

gifts or premiums for the City

orders they place.
Employees may accept promotional items or
items such as flowers or candy to share with co-
workers or the public, as long as they are valued
at $25 or less. However, the Commission limits
the value of such items to $50 from a single
source in a calendar year.

SOLICITING ITEMS
City employees may not ask people with whom
they do City business to donate items, whether
for personal, charitable, or other purposes.
Example: Inspectors may not ask businesses
they inspect for donations of meeting spaces
or supplies.
No FREE MEALS
Employees may not accept free meals from
people with whom they do City business, or from
people who wish to do business with the City.
Example: An employee who is
meeting with a vendor or client
for lunch cannot have the lunch
paid for by the vendor or client.

REFRESHMENTS AT MEETINGS
Employees may accept basic refreshments—
such as coffee, tea, soft drinks, doughnuts, or
cookies—when attending meetings in your office.

USE oF CITY FACILITIES AND RESOURCES
City employees cannot use City
resources for non-City purposes.
City property, including City paid
time, vehicles, and equipment, may
only be used for a City purpose.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST
Employees may not take part in City business
where they, or an immediate family member,
have a financial or private interest. Employees
also may not take part in City business where
they would appear to have a conflict of interest.

Example: City employees must withdraw from
a vendor selection process if one of the
competitors is the employee’s spouse or
domestic partner, or if a competitor has been
the employee’s business partner or client
within the last twelve months.
ADVERTISING
Employees cannot use their positions for
anyone’s private gain or use City resources
for a non-City purpose. Therefore, they cannot
hand out or post advertising materials.

INVITATIONS TO SEMINARS & CONFERENCES
> City employees may attend
°m = o educational programs paid for by
City vendors or potential vendors
only under limited conditions. Neither the City
nor the employee can accept reimbursement for
expenses incurred that are not allowable under
the City's Travel Policies and Procedures. In all
cases, the event must serve a City purpose
Example: An employee may not attend a
conference at your expense unless you are
required by contract to provide training or
education to City employees, or the employee
is directed by his or her supervisor to attend.
Reimbursement for travel or lodging must be
made to the City, not to the individual.

AFTER LEAVING CITY EMPLOYMENT
Employees must wait one year after leaving
the City before they can (i) assist others in
proceedings involving their former agency, (ii)
assist or represent others on matters in which
they were officially involved, or (iii) compete for
contracts when they helped determine the scope
of work or the process for selecting a contractor.

Example: For one year, former employees
may not assist their new employers in seeking
permits from the City department they left.

Foreign person. If you are a foreign person, do not use Form W-9.
Instead, use the appropriate Form W-8 (see Publication 515,
Withholding of Tax on Nonresident Aliens and Foreign Entities).

Nonresident alien who becomes a resident alien. Generally, only a
nonresident alien individual may use the terms of a tax treaty to reduce
or eliminate U.S. tax on certain types of income. However, most tax
treaties contain a provision known as a “saving clause.” Exceptions
specified in the saving clause may permit an exemption from tax to
continue for certain types of income even after the payee has otherwise
become a U.S. resident alien for tax purposes.

However, paragraph 2 of
the first Protocol to the U.S.-China treaty (dated April 30, 1984) allows
the provisions of Article 20 to continue to apply even after the Chinese
student becomes a resident alien of the United States. A Chinese
student who qualifies for this exception (under paragraph 2 of the first
protocol) and is relying on this exception to claim an exemption from tax
on his or her scholarship or fellowship income would attach to Form
W-9 a statement that includes the information described above to
support that exemption.

What is backup withholding? Persons making certain payments to you
must under certain conditions withhold and pay to the IRS a percentage
of such payments.

Time limits established under this Agreement shall not be extended because of delays for which the Consultant is responsible, but may be extended by the City, in writing, for the City’s convenience or conditions beyond the Consultant’s control.

B. Payment from the Management Reserve Fund. 11. EQUAL BENEFITS.

The Consultant shall comply with SMC Ch 20.45 and Equal Benefit Program Rules, which require the Consultant to provide the same or equivalent benefits (“equal benefits”) to domestic partner of employees as the Consultant provides to spouses of employees.  At City’s request, the Consultant shall provide information and verification of the Consultant’s compliance.  Any violation of this Section is material breach, for which the City may exercise enforcement actions or remedies defined in SMC Chapter 20.45.



12. SOCIAL EQUITY REQUIREMENTS.

A. Consultant shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, age, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, political ideology, creed, religion, ancestry, national origin, or any sensory, mental or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification.  The Consultant shall affirmatively try to ensure applicants are employed, and employees are treated during employment, without regard to race, color, age, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identify, political ideology, creed, religion, ancestry, national origin, or any sensory, mental or physical handicap.  Such efforts include, but are not limited to: employment, upgrading, demotion, transfer, recruitment, layoff, termination, rates of pay or other compensation, and training.

B. Consultant shall seek inclusion of woman and minority business for subcontracting.  A woman or minority business is one that self-identifies to be at least 51% owned by a woman and/or minority.  Such firms do not have to be certified by the State of Washington but must be registered in the City Online Business Directory.





13. INDEMNIFICATION. 

The Consultant releases and shall defend, indemnify, and hold the City and its officers, employees and agents harmless from all losses, liabilities, claims (including claims arising under federal, state or local laws or regulations) (and including, but not limited to, claims for infringement of any copyright, patent, trademark, or trade secret), costs (including attorneys’ fees), actions or damages of any sort arising out of the Consultant’s performance or nonperformance of the services to be provided under  this Agreement attributable to the acts or omissions, willful misconduct, or breach of this Agreement by the Consultant, subconsultants, its servants, agents, officers or employees.  The Consultant’s obligations shall not be eliminated or reduced by any alleged negligence on the part of the City.  In furtherance of these obligations, and only regarding the City and its officers, employees, and agents, the Consultant waives any immunity it may have or limitation on the amount or type of damages imposed under Title 51 RCW, or any other industrial insurance, workers compensation, disability, employee benefit or similar laws.  The Consultant acknowledges that the foregoing waiver of immunity was mutually negotiated, and that the contract price reflects this negotiation.  The indemnification provided for in this section shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement.



14. INSURANCE.

15. AUDIT.

Upon request, the Consultant shall permit the City and any other governmental agency (“Agency”) involved in the funding of the Work to inspect and audit all pertinent books and records.  This includes work of the Consultant, any subconsultant, or any other person or entity that performed connected or related Work.  Such books and records shall be made available at any and all times deemed necessary by the Agency, including up to six years after final payment or release of withheld amounts.  Such inspection and audit shall occur in King County, Washington, or other reasonable locations that the Agency selects.  The Consultant shall supply or permit the Agency to copy such books and records.  The Consultant shall ensure that inspection, audit and copying rights of the Agency is a condition of any subcontract, agreement or other arrangement under which any other persons or entity may perform Work under this Agreement. 



16. INDEPENDENT CONSULTANT.

A. The Consultant is an independent Consultant.  This Agreement does not intend the Consultant to act as a City employee.  The City has neither direct nor immediate control over the Consultant nor the right to control the manner or means by which the Consultant works.  Neither the Consultant nor any Consultant employee shall be an employee of the City.  This Agreement prohibits the Consultant to act as an agent or legal representative of the City.  The Consultant is not granted express or implied rights or authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility for or in the name of the City, or to bind the City.  The City is not liable for or obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay, or any other benefit of employment, nor to pay social security or other tax that may arise from employment.  The Consultant shall pay all income and other taxes as due.  The Consultant may perform work for other parties; the City is not the exclusive user of the services that the Consultant provides.

B. If the City needs the Consultant to Work on City premises and/or with City equipment, the City may provide the necessary premises and equipment.  Such premises and equipment are exclusively for the Work and not to be used for any other purpose.

C. If the Consultant works on the City premises using City equipment, the Consultant remains an independent Consultant and does not as a City employee.  The Consultant will notify the City Project Manager if s/he or any other Workers are within 90 days of a consecutive 36-month placement on City property.  If the City determines using City premises or equipment is unnecessary to complete the Work, the Consultant will be required to work from its own office space or in the field.  The City may negotiate a reduction in Consultant fees or charge a rental fee based on the actual costs to the City, for City premises or equipment.



17. KEY PERSONS.

The Consultant shall not transfer or reassign any individual designated in this Agreement as essential to the Work, without the express written consent of the City, which shall not be unreasonably withheld.  If any such individual leaves the Consultant’s employment, the Consultant shall present to the City one or more individuals with greater or equal qualifications as a replacement, subject to the City’s approval, which shall not be unreasonably withheld.  The City’s approval does not release the Consultant from its obligations under this Agreement.



18. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTING.

The Consultant shall not assign or subcontract its obligations under this Agreement without the City’s written consent, which may be granted or withheld in the City’s sole discretion.  Any subcontract made by the Consultant shall incorporate by reference this Agreement, except as otherwise provided.  The Consultant shall ensure that all subconsultants comply with the obligations and requirements of the subcontract.  The City’s consent to any assignment or subcontract does not release the consultant from liability or any obligation within this Agreement, whether before or after City consent, assignment or subcontract.



19. FEDERAL DEBARMENT.

The Consultant shall immediately notify the City of any suspension or debarment or other action that excludes the Consultant or any subconsultant from participation in Federal contracts.  Consultant shall verify all subconsultants intended and/or used by the Consultant for performance of City Work are in good standing and are not debarred, suspended or otherwise ineligible by the Federal Government.  Debarment shall be verified at https://www.sam.gov.   Consultant shall keep proof of such verification within the Consultant records. 



20. CITY ETHICS CODE (SMC 4.16.010 TO .105).

A. Consultant shall promptly notify the City in writing of any person expected to be a Consultant Worker (including any Consultant employee, subconsultant, principal, or owner) and was a former City officer or employee within the past twelve (12) months.

B. Consultant shall ensure compliance with the City Ethics Code by any Consultant Worker when the Work or matter related to the Work is performed by a Consultant Worker who has been a City officer or employee within the past two years.

C. Consultant shall provide written notice to the City of any Consultant worker who shall or is expected to perform over 1,000 hours of contract work for the City within a rolling 12-month period.  Such hours include those performed for the Consultant and other hours that the worker performed for the City under any other contract.  Such workers are subject to the City Ethics Code, SMC 4.16.  The Consultant shall advise their Consultant Workers.

D. Consultant shall not directly or indirectly offer anything of value (such as retainers, loans, entertainment, favors, gifts, tickets, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work or meals) to any City employee, volunteer or official that is intended, or may appear to a reasonable person to be intended, to obtain or give special consideration to the Consultant.  Promotional items worth less than $25 may be distributed by the Consultant to City employees if the Consultant uses the items as routine and standard promotional materials.  Any violation of this provision may cause termination of this Agreement.  Nothing in this Agreement prohibits donations to campaigns for election to City office, so long as the donation is disclosed as required by the election campaign disclosure laws of the City and of the State.



21. NO CONFLICT OF INTEREST.

Consultant confirms that the Consultant or workers have no business interest or a close family relationship with any City officer or employee who was or will be involved in the consultant selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration or evaluation of the Consultant’s work.  As used in this Section, the term Consultant includes any worker of the Consultant who was, is, or will be, involved in negotiation, drafting, signing, administration or performance of the Agreement.  The term “close family relationship” refers to:  spouse or domestic partner, any dependent parent, parent-in-law, child, son-in-law, daughter-in-law; or any parent, parent in-law, sibling, uncle, aunt, cousin, niece or nephew residing in the household of a City officer or employee described above.





22. ERRORS AND OMMISSIONS, CORRECTIONS.

Consultant is responsible for professional quality, technical accuracy, and the coordination of all designs, drawings, specifications, and other services furnished by or on the behalf of the Consultant under this Agreement.  Consultant, without additional compensation, shall correct or revise errors or mistakes in designs, drawings, specifications, and/or other consultant services immediately upon notification by the City.  The obligation provided for in this Section regarding acts or omissions resulting from this Agreement survives Agreement termination or expiration.



23. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS.

A. Copyrights.  The Consultant shall retain the copyright (including the right of reuse) to all materials and documents prepared by the Consultant for the Work, whether or not the Work is completed.  The Consultant grants to the City a non-exclusive, irrevocable, unlimited, royalty-free license to use copy and distribute every document and all the materials prepared by the Consultant for the City under this Agreement.  If requested by the City, a copy of all drawings, prints, plans, field notes, reports, documents, files, input materials, output materials, the media upon which they are located (including cards, tapes, discs, and other storage facilities), software program or packages (including source code or codes, object codes, upgrades, revisions, modifications, and any related materials and/or any other related documents or materials developed solely for and paid for by the City to perform the Work, shall be promptly delivered to the City.

B. Patents:  The Consultant assigns to the City all rights in any invention, improvement, or discovery, with all related information, including but not limited to designs, specifications, data, patent rights and findings developed with the performance of the Agreement or any subcontract.  Notwithstanding the above, the Consultant does not convey to the City, nor does the City obtain, any right to any document or material utilized by the Consultant created or produced separate from the Agreement or was pre-existing material (not already owned by the City), provided that the Consultant has identified in writing such material as pre-existing prior to commencement of the Work.  If pre-existing materials are incorporated in the work, the Consultant grants the City an irrevocable, non-exclusive right and/or license to use, execute, reproduce, display and transfer the pre-existing material, but only as an inseparable part of the work.

C. The City may make and retain copies of such documents for its information and reference with their use on the project.  The Consultant does not represent or warrant that such documents are suitable for reuse by the City or others, on extensions of the project or on any other project.



24. CONFIDENTIALITY.

Under Washington State Law (reference RCW Chapter 42.56, the Public Records Act) all materials received or created by the City of Seattle are public records.  These records include but are not limited to bid or proposal submittals, agreement documents, contract work product, or other bid material.  Some records or portions of records are legally exempt from disclosure and can be redacted or withheld. The Public Records Act (RCW 42.56 and RCW 19.10)8 describes those exemptions. Proposers must familiarize themselves with the Washington State Public Records Act (PRA) and the City of Seattle’s process for managing records.



The City will try to redact anything that seems obvious in the City opinion for redaction.   For example, the City will black out (redact) Social Security Numbers, federal tax identifiers, and financial account numbers before records are made viewable by the public.  However, this does not replace your own obligations to identify any materials you wish to have redacted or protected, and that you think are so under the Public Records Act (PRA).



Protecting your Materials from Disclosure (Protected, Confidential, or Proprietary): You must determine and declare any materials you want exempted (redacted), and that you also believe are eligible for redaction.  This includes but is not limited to your bid submissions, contract materials and work products.   



Contract Work Products: If you wish to assert exemptions for your contract work products you must notify the City Project Manager at the time such records are generated.



Please note the City cannot accept a generic marking of materials, such as marking everything with a document header or footer, page stamp, or a generic statement that a document is non-disclosable, exempt, confidential, proprietary, or protected.  You may not exempt an entire page unless each sentence is entitled to exemption; instead, identify paragraphs or sentences that meet the RCW exemption criteria you are relying upon.  



City’s Response to a Public Records Act Requests: The City will prepare two versions of your materials:



Full Redaction: A public copy that redacts (blacks out) both the exemptions (such as social security numbers) identified by the City and also materials or text you identified as exempt. The fully redacted version is made public upon contract execution and will be supplied with no notification to you.



Limited Redaction:  A copy that redacts (blacks out) only the exemptions (such as social security numbers) identified by the City.  This does not redact (black out) exemptions you identified. The Limited Redaction will be released only after you are provided “third party notice” that allows you the legal right under RCW 42.56.540 to bring a legal action to enjoin the release of any records you believe are not subject to disclosure.



If any requestor seeks the Limited Redacted or original versions, the City will provide you “third party notice”, giving ten business days to obtain a temporary restraining order while you pursue a court injunction.  A judge will determine the status of your exemptions and the Public Records Act.

25. DISPUTES.

Any dispute or misunderstanding that may arise under this Agreement, concerning the Consultant’s performance, shall first be through negotiations, if possible, between the Consultant’s Project Manager and the City’s Project Manager.  It shall be referred to the Director and the Consultant’s senior executive(s).  If such officials do not agree upon a decision within a reasonable period of time, either party may decline or discontinue such discussions and may then pursue the legal means to resolve such disputes, including but not limited to alternative dispute resolution processes.  Nothing in this dispute process shall mitigate the rights of the City to terminate the contract.  Notwithstanding all of the above, if the City believes in good faith that some portion of the Work has not been completed satisfactorily, the City may require the Consultant to correct such work prior to the City payment.  The City will provide to the Consultant an explanation of the concern and the remedy that the City expects.  The City may withhold from any payment otherwise due, an amount that the City in good faith finds to be under dispute, or if the Consultant provides no sufficient remedy, the City may retain the amount equal to the cost to the City for otherwise correcting or remedying the work not properly completed.



26. TERMINATION.

A. For Cause:  The City may terminate the Agreement if the Consultant is in material breach of this Agreement, and such breach has not been corrected to the City’s reasonable satisfaction in a timely manner.

B. For Reasons Beyond Control of Parties:  Either party may terminate this Agreement without recourse by the other where performance is rendered impossible or impracticable for reasons beyond such party’s reasonable control, such as, but not limited to, an act of nature, war or warlike operation, civil commotion, riot, labor dispute including strike, walkout or lockout, except labor disputes involving the Consultant’s own employees, sabotage, or superior governmental regulation or control.

C. For City’s Convenience:  The City may terminate this Agreement without cause and including the City’s convenience, upon written notice to the Consultant.

D. Notice:  Notice of termination under this Section shall be given by the party terminating this Agreement to the other, not fewer than five (5) business days prior to the effective date of termination.

E. Actions upon Termination:  if termination occurs not the fault of the Consultant, the Consultant shall be paid for the services properly performed prior to termination, with any reimbursable expenses then due, but such compensation shall not exceed the maximum compensation to be paid under the Agreement.  The Consultant agrees this payment shall fully and adequately compensate the Consultant and all subconsultants for all profits, costs, expenses, losses, liabilities, damages, taxes and charges of any kind (whether foreseen or unforeseen) attributable to the termination of this Agreement.

F. Upon termination, the Consultant shall provide the City with the most current design documents, contract documents, writings and other products the Consultant has produced to termination, along with copies of all project-related correspondence and similar items.  The City shall have the same rights to use these materials as if termination had not occurred; provided however, that the City shall indemnify and hold the Consultant harmless from any claims, losses, or damages to the extent caused by modifications made by the City to the Consultant’s work product.



27. CONSULTANT PERFORMANCE EVALUATION.

The Consultant’s performance will be evaluated by the City at the conclusion of the contract.  The Evaluation template can be viewed http://www.seattle.gov/contracting/docs/ccPE.doc.



28. DEBARMENT.

Under SMC Chapter 20.70, the Director of Finance and Administrative Services or designee may debar a and prevent a Consultant from contracting or subconsultant with the City for up to five years after determining the Consultant:

A. Received overall performance evaluations of deficient, inadequate, or substandard performance on three or more City contracts;

B. Failed to comply with City ordinances or contract terms, including but not limited to, ordinance or contract terms related to woman and minority business utilization, discrimination, equal benefits, or other state, local or federal non-discrimination laws;

C. Abandoned, surrendered, or failed to complete or to perform work on or for a City contract;

D. Failed to comply with contract provisions, including but not limited to quality of workmanship, timeliness of performance, and safety standards;

E. Submitted false or intentionally misleading documents, reports, invoices, or other statements to the City in connection with a contract;

F. Colluded with another firm to restrain competition;

G. Committed fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a contract for the City or any other government entity;

H. Failed to cooperate in a City debarment investigation. 

The Director or designee may issue an Order of Debarment under the SMC 20.70.050. Rights and remedies of the City under these provisions are besides other rights and remedies provided by law or under the Agreement.



29. INTERLOCAL COOPERATION ACT.

RCW 39.34 allows cooperative agreements between public agencies and other political subdivisions, to share the work or results of work that each agency also has authority to independently perform.  SMC 20.60.100 allows certain non-profits to also use these agreements.  If a public agency files or has filed an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City Purchasing and Contracting Services Division, those agencies may utilize City contracts in lieu of their own selection process, as long as the contract meets the requirements requires of their local and state law. The Consultant may accept or decline such Work.  If the Consultant accepts work from another public agency using the City of Seattle Agreement as the authority, the Consultant shall offer the same prices, terms and conditions.  The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the choice of an agency to utilize the City contract, or for payment or performance.



30. EXPANSION FOR NEW WORK.

This Agreement scope may be expanded for new work.  Any expansion for New Work (work not specified within the original Scope of Work Section of this Agreement, and/or not specified in the original RFP as intended work for the Agreement) must comply with all the following limitations and requirements: (a) the New Work is not reasonable to solicit separately; (b) the New Work is for reasonable purpose; (c) the New Work was not reasonably known either the City or Consultant at time of contract or else was mentioned as a possibility in the solicitation (such as future phases of work, or a change in law); (d) the New Work is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the New Work would not have attracted a different field of competition; and (f) the change does not vary the essential identified or main purposes of the Agreement.  The City may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or other situations required in City opinion. Certain changes are not New Work subject to these limitations, such as additional phases of Work anticipated at the time of solicitation, time extensions, Work Orders issued on an On-Call contract, and similar.  New Work must be mutually agreed and issued by the City through written Addenda.  New Work performed before an authorizing Amendment may not be eligible for payment.



31. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS.

A. Amendments:  No modification of this Agreement shall be effective unless in writing and signed by an authorized representative of each of the parties hereto.

B. Background Checks and Immigrant Status:  The City has strict policies regarding the use of Background checks, criminal checks and immigrant status for contract workers.  The policies are incorporated into the contract and available for viewing on-line at  http://www.seattle.gov/business/WithSeattle.htm

C. Binding Agreement:  This Agreement shall not be binding until signed by both parties.  The provisions, covenants and conditions in this Agreement shall bind the parties, their legal heirs, representatives, successors and assigns.

D. Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA): [Delete the rest of the paragraph below and type in “RESERVED” if not applicable]Specific attention by the designer is required in association with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) 42 U.S.C. 12101-12213 and 47 U.S.C. 225 and 611, its requirements, regulations, standards and guidelines, which were updated in 2010 and are effective and mandatory for all State and local government facilities and places of public accommodation for construction projects including alteration of existing facilities, as of March 15, 2012.  The City advises that the requirements for accessibility under the ADA, may contain provisions that differ substantively from accessibility provisions in applicable State and City codes, and if the provisions of the ADA impose a greater or equal protection for the rights of individuals with disabilities or individuals associated with them than the adopted local codes, the ADA prevail unless approval for an exception is obtained by a formal documented process.  Where local codes provide exceptions from accessibility requirements that differ from the ADA Standards; such exceptions may not be permitted for publicly owned facilities subject to Title II requirements unless the same exception exists in the Title II regulations.  It is the responsibility of the designer to determine the code provisions.

E. The Consultant, at no expense to the City, shall comply with all laws of the United States and Washington, the Charter and ordinances of the City of Seattle; and rules, regulations, orders and directives of their administrative agencies and officers.  Without limiting the generality of this paragraph, the Consultant shall comply with the requirements of this Section.

F. This Agreement shall be construed and interpreted under the laws of Washington.  The venue of any action brought shall be in the Superior Court of King County.

G. Remedies Cumulative:  Rights under this Agreement are cumulative and nonexclusive of any other remedy of law or in equity.

H. Captions:  The titles of sections or subsections are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents.

I. Severability:  If any term or provision is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement shall not be affected, and each term and provision shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.

J. Waiver:  No covenant, term or condition or the breach shall be deemed waived, except by written consent of the party against whom the waiver is claimed, and any waiver of the breach of any covenant, term or condition shall not be deemed a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant, term of condition.  Neither the acceptance by the City of any performance by the Consultant after the time the same shall have become due nor payment to the Consultant for any portion of the Work shall constitute a waiver by the City of the breach or default of any covenant, term or condition unless otherwise expressly agreed to by the City in writing.

K. Entire Agreement:  This document along with any exhibits and all attachments, and subsequently issued addenda, comprises the entire agreement between the City and the Consultant.  The solicitation (Request for Proposal or Solicitation for Qualifications), Addenda, Consultants Proposal, and Consultants WMBE Inclusion Plan, are each explicitly included as Attachments material to the Agreement.   Where there are conflicts between these documents, the controlling document will first be this Agreement as amended, the WMBE Inclusion Plan as adopted, the Consultant’s Proposal, then the City Solicitation documents.  If conflict occurs between contract documents and applicable laws, codes, ordinances or regulations, the most stringent or legally binding requirement shall govern and be considered a part of this contract to afford the City the maximum benefits.

L. Negotiated Agreement:  The parties acknowledge this is a negotiated agreement, that they have had this Agreement reviewed by their respective legal counsel, and that the terms and conditions of this Agreement are not to be construed against any party on the basis of such party’s draftsmanship.

M. No personal liability:  No officer, agent or authorized employee of the City shall be personally responsible for any liability arising under this Contract, whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made or in any connection with this Agreement.
