1. Executive Session Re: Litigation:  The commission went into executive session at 

9:30 a.m.  The executive session ended at 9:45 a.m.  

2. Approval Minutes of November 20, 2003: The Commission reviewed the minutes of the November 20, 2003 meeting. Commissioner Ford moved to approve, Commissioner Cunningham seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted, adopted by acclamation and signed. 


Dane Keehn-Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) was present to observe the Commission meeting.  Mr. Keehn introduced himself to the Commission and gave a brief description of the ADR program.

Pending Legislation-Employee Grievance Procedure:  Personnel staff Mike Schoeppach of Labor Relations, and Kathy Steinmeyer of Policy and Finance attended to discuss the ordinance related to the Employee Grievance Procedure.  Mr. Schoeppach requested clarification regarding some of the language in the Ordinance.  The initiation of the ordinance was also questioned.  Commissioner Cunningham gave a historical reference about how the proposed ordinance came before the Commission. Commissioner Ford suggested the Ordinance be placed on a later agenda for further discussion.  Ms. Steinmeyer will contact the Law department to halt the Ordinance from going before the City Council.  
4.  Case Status Report:   Ms. Graham-Walton updated the Commission on the current Case Status Report.  Ms. Graham-Walton reported that the Ackley-Bell case was settled and a dismissal issued.  
5. Personnel Decisions: Approve Merit Leave, COLA, APEX Adjustment:  The Commission went into Executive session to discuss personnel issues, at 10:40 a.m. the executive session ended at 10:55 a.m.  
APEX Adjustment: Commissioner Cunningham moved to award the APEX adjustment to the Executive Director, to include a 2% COLA and a 1% learning curve adjustment.  Commissioner Ford seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  
Merit Leave:  Commissioner Cunningham moved to award the Executive Director 6 Merit Leave Days.  Commissioner Ford seconded.  The motion passed.  
6. Monthly Summit (Budget) 2004 Budget Upload:    The Commission reviewed the monthly Summit Budget report.
