1. Approval of May 26, 2004 Minutes: The Commission reviewed the May 26, 2004 minutes. Commissioner Cunningham moved to approve. Commissioner Casson seconded the motion. The Commission approved the minutes as submitted, adopted by acclamation and signed.

· Lagois Petition for Review:  This appeal was delegated to the Hearing Examiner’s Office and a decision was issued.  The Commission assigned the decision to Commissioner Cunningham for review.  The appellant timely filed a petition for review of the Hearing Examiner’s decision. The Commissioners reviewed the decision and the appellant’s petition for review.   Commissioner Cunningham moved to affirm the Hearing Examiner’s decision and Commissioner Casson seconded the motion.  The motion passed, pending confirmation from Commissioner Ford (who also affirmed the decision).

Monthly Summit (Budget) Report:   The Commission reviewed the Budget report for June.  Ms. Graham-Walton gave an update on the Budget Issue Papers (BIPs) submitted for review by the Mayor and the Department of Finance.  The Civil Service Commission budget will remain the same for 2005-2006. 
5.  Coordinate June through December Meeting Dates:   The meeting dates will be moved to the third Wednesday of the month.  The meetings for the remainder of the year will be 7/21, 9/15, 10/20, 11/17, and 12/15.  There will not be an August meeting. 
6.  Other:   Ms. Graham-Walton informed the Commission she received a call from Mamie Hill, a former City employee. Ms. Hill is requesting to be placed on the July 21, meeting agenda.  Ms. Graham-Walton informed the Commission they could make the decision to add her to the agenda, or have her address the Commission during Public Comment.  The Commissioners agreed to have her address them during Public Comment at whatever meeting she chooses to attend.
