1. Approval Minutes of February 25, 2004: The Commission reviewed the minutes for the February 25, 2004 meeting.  Commissioner Cunningham moved to approve. Commissioner Casson seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted, adopted by acclamation and signed.

Case Status Report:   Ms. Graham-Walton updated the Commission on current Cases.

· Solomon, et al., v. City Light

Ms. Graham-Walton reported that employees from City Light filed an appeal regarding the testing process for a recent line workers’ promotional exam and asked for direction on how to proceed.  The employees were concerned that the department would use the test results before the Commission heard the appeal.  Commissioner Cunningham suggested contacting the department to determine where they are in regards to looking into the process and using the exam results.  
· Cunningham and Anderson v. Seattle Center

The Commission discussed assigning a Pro Tem Hearing Officer to this case, due to a concern of a potential conflict expressed by the Department.  The Department suggested assigning the appeal to the Office of the City’s Hearing Examiner, because the Pro Tem Hearing Officers ultimately are accountable to the Commission, thus Commissioner Cunningham, one of the appellants.  Commissioner Cunningham stated he would recuse himself from any future decisions made by the Officer, hearing his appeal.  The Commission’s attorney will address this issue at the Commission’s April 28th retreat.
