· Cynthia Softli v. Seattle Police Department:  Hearing Officer Gary McLean presided over the case and submitted a decision. Commissioner Ford was the Reviewing Officer.  Commissioner Ford recommended that the Commission accept the decision.  Commissioner Cunningham moved to accept.  Commissioner Ford seconded.  The Commission affirmed the Hearing Officer’s decision by acclamation. 
· Drucilla Hardee v. Department of Planning and Development:  Hearing Officer Jennifer Divine presided over the case and submitted a decision.  Commissioner Cunningham was the Reviewing Officer.  The Commission put off any action regarding the decision until their next meeting (November 18), to allow Commissioner Ford and Casson time to review the decision.

6.  Monthly Summit (Budget) Report:  The Commission reviewed the October budget    report.  Ms. Graham-Walton reported that the budget was on target.
4.  Interview, Hearing Officer Pro-Tem:  The commission went into executive session at 10:15 a.m. The executive session ended at 10:43 a.m.  Commissioner Ford moved to offer the Hearing Officer position to the candidate.  Commissioner Cunningham seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
