1. Metro Transit is planning to bring Bus Rapid Transit Service to Aurora in 2013.  This service, also called “Rapid Ride” will replace the #358 bus, will come more often, get downtown faster and will have 3 or 4 stations between 72nd and 90th in the study area.  This study will provide Metro Transit with guidance about how the community wants Rapid Ride to serve the community and where the stops should be located.  During the brainstorming process for this urban design study, an idea emerged to create street-end plazas for bus rapid transit stops in this area.  This strategy would create a transit stop that does not eliminate street parking, would decrease auto traffic on those side streets, and improve the bus waiting areas without needing to widen streets or give up private property.
