Substantive Site Characteristics: This 35,177 sq. ft. lot islocated in West Sesttle two blocks
east of Deridge Way SW. The steisvacat. Parcds A and G will have Street frontage on SW
Brandon Street. Parcels B, C, D, E and F will have vehicle access across a 20 foot wide
easement. The dte is vacant and there are trees on each of the proposed parcels including
cottonwood, willow, cherry, ader, and maple trees. There is adense cluster of trees on the east
sde of Parcel F. There are trees in the middle of proposed Parcels B and G. However, the trees
on the Ste are not listed as exceptiond trees and the short plat proposal maximizes the retention of
trees on the Site.

Public Comment: No comment letters were received during the comment period which ended
July 20, 2005.
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ANALYSIS- SHORT SUBDIVISION

4, Whether the public use and interests are served by permitting the proposed division of
land;

5. Conformance to the applicable provisons of SMC Section 25.09.240, short
subdivision and subdivisions in environmentally critical areas;

6. |'s designed to maximize the retention of existing trees,

Summary - Short Subdivision

Based on information provided by the gpplicant, referrd comments from DPD, Water (SWD), Fire
Departments (SFD), Sesttle City Light, and Parks and review by the Land Use Planner, the above
cited criteria have been met subject to the conditions imposed a the end of this decision. The lots
to be crested by this short subdivison will meet al minimum standards or applicable exceptions set
forth in the Land Use Code, and are condstent with gpplicable development standards. As
conditioned, this short subdivision can be provided with vehicular access, public and private utilities
and access (including emergency vehicles). Adequate provisions for drainage control, water supply
and sanitary sewage disposa have been provided for each lot and srvice is assured, subject to
gandard conditions governing utility extensons. The proposal Steis located in an environmentaly
critical area and the requirements of SMC 25.09.240 have been met. The proposed plat maximizes
the retention of exigting trees. The public use and interest are served by the proposal since dl
gpplicable criteria are met and the proposal creates the potentid for additiona housing opportunities
in the City.

The proposed short plat is CONDITIONALLY GRANTED.

Each lot, parce, or tract created by the short subdivison shdl be
surveyed in accordance with appropriate State statutes.  The property corners set shdl be
identified on the plat and encroachments such as side yard easements, fences or structures shal
be shown. Lot areas shdl be shown on the plat. The lot areas of each parcel shall be shown on
the recording documents.

Submit the recording fee and find recording forms for gpprova.

Post an address sign to benefit Parcels B, C, D, E, and F a a location visble from SW
Brandon Street and provide an easement, covenant, or other legal agreement to ensure that
the address Sgnage is maintained.

Provide documentation that al persons with an interest in or right to use the existing 20 foot
wide access and utilities easement have signed on the plat document that they have agreed
to the changed access easement.

Prior to Issuance of any Building Permit

The owner(s) and/or responsible party(s) shall attach a copy of the recorded short subdivison
to dl permit application plans for any application for a permit to corstruct, demolish, or change
use.

The owner(s) and/or responsible party(s) shdl ingtal goproximately 185 feet of 4 inch diameter
DIP water main in the private roadway extending from SW Brandon Street to cross the full
frontage of the lega parcels.
